D W I N I C A N  DIRECTOR GENEPAL DE TELECCMUhrIC&CIONES SPEAKS -- - 
-By CQsar Obji'o- 

Some days ago the E r e c t o r  General de Telecomunicaciones was interviewed by 
newspapermen i n  order t o  obtain from him information about the department ac t iv i t ies .  
Here are  the most important declarations: 

The telecommunications law passed l a s t  year i s  l i a b l e  t o  be reformed i n  order 
t o  stop the granting of l icences f o r  s ta t ions i n  such a disorganized way as  it i s  
being done u n t i l  now. .He says t h a t  there  a re  r igh t  now about 78 radio s t a t j  ons 
operating i n  the cauntry and 22 more permissions have been granted f o r  new ones. 28 
of these s ta t ions  a re  i n  Santo Domingo, with the r e su l t  t h a t  the ECB d i a l  i s  too 
crowded i n  the c i ty ,  although i n  the r e s t  of the country it i s  not the same, this i s  
exaggerated f o r  our capi ta l  region a s  compared t o  New York, where there a re  only 18. 
The two employees who went t o  Washington t o  study with the FCC were introduced. And 
he added t h a t  now the Dominican Republic can r e j ec t  frequencies requested by other 
countries which might i n t e r f e re  with our s ta t ions;  according t o  the NARM agreement, 
the Director General can a l so  f i n e  loca l  s ta t ions which in t e r f e re  with s ta t ions  i n  
other NNIBA countries. A l l  s t a t ion  permits w i l l  be revised i n  case the telecommunicat- 
ions law i s  revised. He explained t h a t  this w i l l  be dane i n  order t o  close down 
s ta t ions  which a re  not operating according t o  the agreement or s ta t ions which are  
located i n  unsafe or inappropriate places f o r  the employees, then there w i l l  be only 
s ta t ions  kept on the a i r  which belong t o  persons with the best  conditions t o  operate 
them. The l icense f o r  a new stat ion i n  the country w i l l  be granted according t o  the 
growth of the town i n  which it w i l l  bo placed and the number of inhabitants. &sides, 
the Director General intends t o  stop the use tha t  most s ta t ion  owners a re  giving t o  
the FTl band, since they use it only a s  a studio-transmitter l i nk  and t h i s  i s  not the 
or iginal  purpose f o r  which the frequency was granted.
