"Jack has other radio ir'erests, 
other radio projectr and hc aTso has 
oulside business interests to pursue." 
Clendening said. "There is nothing 
f i i  today" on who might replace 
Bogut on thestation's morningdrive- 
time broadcast. 

Clendening said the exact terms 
of Bogut's contract were "confiden- 
tial information that I wouldn't di- 
vulge under any circumstances." 

Doug Hoerth substituted for Bogut 
on the station's morning show today. 
No mention of W T W s  parting with 
Bogut was made on the station's 
early m o h g  news broadcasts. 

Bogut is on vacation and could not 
be reached for comment. 

The Wolf Point. Mont.. native 
staged a major shakeuk of local 
radi'o in July 1983, when he resigned 
after 15 years with KDKA-Radio. 

At tbe time, Bogut had listener 
ratings five times higher than any 
competitor.

These two marltels are so 
compelillre that combmed owner- 
s h p  of a newspaper and a TV stallon 
wou!d easlly pass the stringent tests 
appl~ed by the anUtrust enforcement 
agencies. 

Continued application of a general 
ban on crossomershp could actu- 
ally reduce mmpetltlon. 

In Boston, News America saved 
the Herald from extinction. Had it 
owned a TV stallon a t  the time (it 
acquired WFXT after it bought the 
Herald) a n 4  therefore, been pre- 
vented from buying lhat paper, there 
now would be no competltlve print 
alternative to the Boston Globe. 

Glven the opportunity to conslder 
these facts, the FCC might well con- 
clude that a continued acrossthe. 
board ban on common o m e r s h p  of 
newspaper and broadcast outlets 
serves nellher the cause of divers~ty 
nor that of competit~on. 

But now the FCC can't even con- 
slder the contending views. thanlc; to 
a prowlon Kennedy shpped Into the 
approprlalrons blll, denying Mur- 
duch's papers the nght to request an 
extension of a waver  from the 19i5 
regulation. 

We can only hope that Congress 
wffl move qruckly to pemut lhe FCC 
to @ve all partles a fau  hearing of 
their news and take such steps as 
are  necessary to preserve the POSE 
often shnU, always feisty volce.
