And WZRC-1480, New York City, has gone to automated, satellitc¢ Ced country
music, and is rumored to be augmenting this with Korean programming.......the
latter is logical, although country music is not the entertainment of choice in
Brooklyn, the Bronx, Queens, and Manhattan, where over 800,000 ol the residents
are Puerto Rican, the largest group of people living in this highly directional
station's primary lobe.

Ray Moore speaks: TP carriers and
occasional audio continue to be heard almost
daily here in the Keys. I'm amazed at their
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consistency. Since the early spring dry spell
ended on 4/22 T have heard anywhere from 2
to 31 carriers on 56 of 58 mornings, most
mornings producing 10-20 carriers. Also
have heard carriers on 8 new frequencies since
my last report (1476, 1332, 1206, 1233, 1269,
945, 963, and 1314, making a total of 46
different frequencies on which I have heard
carriers since September. The signals appear
to be getting stronger as summer approaches
and I have been able to get at least some audio
on 12 occasions during the last month. As
has been noted during past sunspot cycles, the
TP signals are little affected by the A index
since their path is far from the auroral zone.
The above loggings are a summary of the
audio which I have heard during the last
month, LSR has been 1030-1035 during that
period. Note that some of the receptions have
been as much as 15 minutes after LSR.

There's a lot of good DX this month from
many new reporters. E-skip conditions have
been great, easily the best since the famous
1987 season. Tropo was great in late May and
early June across the deep south, so let's hear
from you!

You may have noticed that many of the
contibutors to FMDXD mention that the tuner
or receiver they use has an IF modification.
Ceramic filters are devices which most radios
use for bandwidth control. They are
measured by the -3 dB bandwidth, with the
standard being about 280 KHz. These filters
are small, cheap, and easy to replace with
sharper ones. All it takes is a soldering iron
and about 15 minutes. The most common
recommendation is to replace the filters with
150 KHz or 180 KHz ones. Anything smaller
will result in too much distortion. Most radios
use a series of several filters. If you decide to
modify your radio for increased selectivity, the
filters must be cascaded (widest filter first,
tapered down to narrower ones at the end of
the series). An example would be a 4 filter
circuit, with the first being stock (280), second
180, and the last two 150's. The only major
drawback is that the high notes of audio will
be cut off a little. Also, those interest in SCA
may have trouble tuning in some of the
subcarriers.

One mystery has been solved. My KILA
logging of 6/2 on 88.9 turned out to be a 50
watt(!) translator in AZ. This was verified by
KILA's engineer.

First off, T
hope everybody who reported the WKTX-830 DX TEST has received their verification
letter. They were mailed out less than 2 weeks after the test but I heard from
several mebers who had never received their letter. Since I was the person who
arranged the test, I felt responsible to find out what happened. I contacted
the station and they, in turn, contacted the post office asking that they find
out what happened to the mail. Over a month later, the USPS contacted WKTX to
report that their outgoing mail was found in the bottom of a mailbag thought to
be empty and that it was finally mailed. And I guess that brings me to the sore
subject of DX TESTS which never verify. I have only a certain amount of time to
devote to the DX hobby and nearly 100% of that time is taken up with AM SWITCH
and the behind-the-scenes work on the ongoing log project. 1It's been quite a
few years since T actually had the time or inclination to turn on the rig and
DX. Last year, after a visit from AL MERRIMAN and a chance to play with his ant-
enna phasor, I decided to build one of these gizmos. There's nothing 1ike a pi-
ece of new gear to get you to turn on the radio again. This last season, I had
the pleasure of chasing down some good DX and quite a few of the DX TESTS. 1I'd
forgotten how much fun this hobby could be.

T always send a detailed report, always include return postage and always enclose
a cassette of the reception which does not have to be returned.

But I guess the most disturbing are the DX TESTS
that have not verified. Particularly disappointing were WRIX-1020 and WWJZ-640
since they were both heard on frequencies that are very difficult here.
