All Soul's Day ... By César Objio

November 2nd has always been a day in which Dominicans used to pay respect for their dead
relatives. It was a day when peopte went to the cemeteties to say a prayer and light candles for them. In
that day nobody sang, and at the beginning of radio nubody turned them on as a signal of respect. Radio
stations did not turn their transmitters on either, they were silent all day long.

But there came the day du ring the 40s when “La Voz Dominicana” , the gevernment station in
the Trujillo regime, started playing classical music on that day, and it was the only station or the air in
the country,

Time passed and other stations started also to play classical music in that day, in imitat:on to the
government station, and as people was afraid to do semething the government mught not like, they
dared to piay classical music also, as if saying: “if you can do it I can do it also, and there 15 no law against
that”. It was the time when everybody was afraid to do anything which might aoffend the government.

Times have changed, today, more than 30 years has passed since the dictatorship was
overthrown, now the people 15 not afraid of any dictatorship and the government station still plays
classical music, 5o all the other stations started playing songs, pop music, disco and anything that got
into the hands of the disc jockeys as there was no laws against that. Respect? What is that? That is
something of the past, only to be comphed by oid people.

But there are some broadcasters who still pay their respect to the dead on this day and they do
not play anything, as they simply keep their transmitters off the air. They were: 790 La Voz del Trépico,
B60 Radio Clarin, 350 R. Continental, 950 R. Popular, 1150 Onda Musical, 1180 R. Mil, 1220 R. HIN, 1300
L. Radio and 1510 R. Pueblo,

‘The largest urban Polish population outside of Warsaw in

the entire world with over a million Poles, clusters in

Alliance Gommunications, In¢.  numercus neighborhoods scattered throughout Chicago's
Radio Station West Side and in the near west suburbs. And these
immigrants and their offspring are a ready market for

WPN A America's only primarily Polish radio station. WPNA - 1490,
AM 1450 in Oak Park, just across Austin Avenue from Chicago itself,
broadcasts full service programming to this vast Polish

audience.

Owned by the country’s largest ethnic organization, the Folish National Alliance, WPNA (the
call stands for the owner} airs more Polish programming than any other U.S. radio station. Over 90
% of the broadcast week is aired in the Polish language. WFNA is on the air 24 hours daily, on
1490 khz, with a 1000 watt non - directional signal.

The station was licensed in 1950 to Oak Park, and began operations as WOPA, WOPA first
formatted brokered ethnic programs, with offerings for Chicago's Spanish, Polish, Ukrainian,
Russian, and Irish communities. The studios and transmitter were in the penthouse atop the five
story Oak Park Arms, as they remain today. The call, of course, stood for Qak Park Arms, at the
time an cpulent, lavishly appointed, and immensely popular hotel, whose ballroom and the
excellent cuisinie attracted the wealth of the western suburbs. Al Capone and other Mafiosa
gangsters, who hived in nearby River Forest, were Oak Park Arms regulars. The ballroom was the
site for many debutante parties and socicty weddings. Today, however the faded elegance of the
Oak Park Arms serves as a retirement home for seniors. The trip 1o WPNA's penthouse takes one
through the former posh lobby, and the baliroom, where the seniors socialize and participate in
organized events, such as dances! The elevator brings one to a musty fifth floor hallway (where
ghosts of former residents may hover in the shadows!). A visitor then reaches WPNA by ascending
a discretely marked staircase,

WOPA's original owner was Egmont Scunderhing, whose business philesophy was to broker all
of his station;s time. He later put a sister FM station, WBMX-102.3, on the air. WBMX aired Black
contemporary music. For a year in the mid 1950's, Sounderling simulcast WBMX-FM over 1450,
and the AM call became WEBMX-AM. Advancing in years, Mr. Sounderling sold WBMX-EM,
which today is WY AZ, an urban cantemporary station covering Chicagoland. He strongly desired
to sell his AM station to an owner who would keep an ethnic format. The Polish National Alliance,
realizing the potential of radio for Chicage's Polish communities, purchased WOPA. On May 1,
19876, WINA was born, with its owner's tntent to become a communty force for Chicago's Poles.

A typical WPNA weekday begins with Sales Director Jerry “Jarek”™ Obrecki's "Morning Drive
Time Polka” show. Jerry, who grew up in Brooklyn's polish Greenpoint section, has worked at
WOPA - WBMX - WPNA for over 18 years. The polkas and commercials are either in English or
Polish - the client makes the decision. Traffic, weather, news, and information for the Polish
commumbies, join a diet of happy Polka music for Jerry's listeners which include German, Irish,
and Italians, as well as Polish listeners. WPNA possesses a huge collection of Polish CD's for its
hosts. From 1600 to noon, WIPNA continues with Polish rock and folk music, with weather and
information, programming popular with women at home and workers 10 the many factories on
Chicago's West Side.

Noen begins a daly two hour religion program i Spanish from Radio Renovacion, an
organization in the heavily Spanish Humboldt Park section WPNA returns to Polish programs at
2:00pm, with music, talk, and information. At 5:00pm, WPNA's popular Alvicia Sliwa talks the
WPNA airways with her open mike talk show, hosting telephone talk on issues crucial to
Chicago's Poles. She never lacks for callers, and the conversation can get very animated. For the
most part WPNA hosts purchase their time and sell their own commercials. Some WPNA
"perscnalities” are Andrzeg Szopa, Wokol Has, Ryth 1. Aktualnocy, Barbara Oralexska, Sylvertor
Skora, Xaldemar Kocon, amang others While not exactly household names throughout Chicago,
the hosts do bwild regular audiences in thoir neighborhoods,

After 7:00pm through the mght WPNA aws music and information all night, claiming a
dedicated audience of factory workers and cleamng ladies. News from Poland and Chicago is
aired all night.

Saturday is Irish Day at WPNA. Some of the Irish hosts have bought time over the station since it
first went on the air in 1950. Gaelic melodies and information for the Insh of Chicago airs from
8:00am to 1:00pm and from 6:30pm (after the Arabic program) until 9:00pm. The Hagerty Family
Program has been 2 WOPA - WPNA staple since 1950, and several generahons of Hagertys have
hosted it over the decades! Saturday alsc airs a two hour service from St Nicholas Ukraiman
Cathedral, The rest of the day 15 Polish, including "Emile’s Sunshine Polka Show™ and Joe Kalega's
"Happy Iearts Polka Show™. A umique cast of characters makes the trip up to the WPNA
penthouse every day!
Sunday is religion day abt WPNA, with services in the morung and evening from a number of
Black gospel churches, some of whom have been on for years, and more Polish programming.
From 4:00am to 6:30am, WPNA carries public service programs. The Rosary is said each Sunday
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at 5:00pm in Polish, of course.

The entire broadcast week is brokered except for Jerry Obrecki's morning drive show, a taped
overnight polka show by Jerry, the public service programs, aund Jehn Gornby's sunday night
blues show John has a huge collection of blues records from which he draws entertainment for his
listeners.

Sociological segmentation exists even among elements of Chicaga's Poles. The imnugrants from
the rural Polish Highlands area have located pnmanly around Archer Avenue and Pulaski
Avenue, on Chicago's southwest side. Some members of this community purchase time to
broadcast polka music dear to the Ilighlanders. The urban Polish transplants have focused on
Chicago's notthwest area with 1ts focal point being the commercial hub at Milwaukee and Pulaski
Avenue. This intersection, 1n $t. Hychinth's Roman Catholic Parish, where many masses are said
in Polish, 1s Chicago's most populated Pelish area. In fact, the CTA O'Hare Airport Rapid Transit
Line serves as the spine for Chicago's Polish neighborhoods, with several hundred thousand Poeles
tiving along this rail operation. Rush hour trains are packed with women talking in their native
Polish tongue and busiess travelers headed for flights from O'Hare.

WPNA's hosts sell thewr adverhsing usually to businesses in their neighborhoeds. Most of the
sponsors are flower shops, Ma and Ia food stores, Polish night clubs, restaurants, real estate and
insurance agents, driving schools, travel agencies and packaging and shipping services who ship
to Poland.

WPNA's penthouse contains General Manager Margaret Sas’ office, Jerry Obrecki's sales office,
the library of thousands of Polish CD's, and three studios. WPNA's facility closely resembles those
found in all stations through the 1930°s and 40 when much of the programmung was live. The
huge Studio A has frequently housed entire Polish bands, complete with the drummers and
accordion player. Imagine the neise resounding threugh the penthouse! Production work occurs
1n Studio D, and Studio B headquarters Jerry's morning drive polka program.

Atop the penthouse is WPNA's 102.8 foot lugh self supported tower, 120 buried copper radials
terminating at a copper bus around the edge of the building ground the antenna. This system is
not attached to water pipes as is the case with many rooftop antennas. Some of the copper wires
form a network over the air shaft in the back of the building. The fire escape provides both a
vantage point to look at the antenna system and a spectacular view of Chicago’s skyline.

WPKA is indeed one of America’s most upusual radio stations, in that it is the country's only full
service Polish broadeast facility.

’ MWDX-6 Phasing Unit ... by mark conneny - wation

Introduction

The MWDX-6 provides antenna phasing with improved signal-to-noise ratios at low-signal rural
locations. Two BUF- A buffer amphifers are used: one on each antenna input line. Active capacitively-
coupled (AC} and active inductively-coupled (AL} functions provide high gain and good coupling
with a wide variety of inputloads / antenna lengths. The passive capacitively-coupled (PC) function
allows the MWDX-6 to be used at urban sites where amplification is not desirable. The unit also offers
abypass (BP} function which routes the antenna input around the tuned circuits. This is advantageous
for rapid bandscamung / puaraliel-frequency checking, also the BP function is used when the output
from a foop antenna supplies signal  I'he antenna coupling function is independently selectable for
each of the two antennas. Usually the same function would be chosen for both lines; exceptions to this
rule would be 1n loop-versus-wire or longwire-versus-shortwire phasing applications.

Future buffer card designs may be swapped into the unit later without changing other features. If
amplifiers with substantially - better nowe hgures or superior intermodulation-distortion (IMD}
specifications become available, such a swap would be desirable. As it stands, the current MWDX-5,
with two BUF-A’s, performs well. Two of the low-IMD whip amplifiers currently under design and
evaluation by Dallas Lankford may sut this application.

Notse-reducing antenna considerations have been accommodated by the inclusion of bwo isolation
transformers (T'1, T2h on the mputs ¥ hen suitable “quiet” grounds er counterpoise wires are part of
the antenna layout, one or both transformers can be switched in to reduce local electrical noise. The
notse-recluchion (INRY input mode may be used for low-noise balanced antenna inputs as well. Remote-
site noise-reducing matching-transtormer ¢ pad outputs can be connected via coaxial cable toJ1 / [3
or J2 / J& If Input mode switches 51 and $2 are set to the Noise-Reduction (NR) mode, the phasing
unit may be interfaced correclly with coaxial inputs from low noise antenna systems consisting of a
wite antenna and a “field site” carth ground fed to the primary of a {field site) step-down transformer
inthe 4:1t0 12:1 range; eithera Min-Circunts 19-1-X65 or Nick Hall-Patch’s homebrew version consisting
of an Amidon F150-43 core with 35 turns pnmary / 11 turns secondary will work well. The lower
impedance output of thus field-site transformer 1s paralleled with 270 to 330 chms; one secondary lead
goes to the shield of the coaxial cable going to the operator's “shack™ and the other secondary lead
goes to the center conductor of this coaxial cable through a small series resistor in the 5 to 12 ohm
range. The resistors form a low-loss matching pad to reduce the degree of musmatch. Excessive
mismatch can compromise the shielding effectiveness of the coaxial cable. One such low-noise set-up
can be phased agamst aloop or, even better against a second low-noise antenna system with different
directional properties. fn any event, the “shack end” of a Line 1 low-noise coaxial fead 15 connected to
1 (center) and J3 (shield) of the phasing unt; similarly, if such a coaxial feedline is to be used for Line
2, it should be connected to J2 (center) and J4 {shield).

For further discussion ot noise-reduction schemes, the reader is advised to consult my articles
“Another Look af Noise-Redricing Amtenna Systens” (6 JUL 1992), “Bevimatcher” (15 JAN 19591), and “Antenna
Experiments - Supumer 19947 also, check the Nick Hall-Patch / John Bryant article “fmpedance Matching
@ Beverage Anlenna to @ Recefver” in Procvedings 1988, and the 1991 noise-reducing inverted-L articles
by Dallas Lankford and Denzd Wraight. The reader should be advised that the noise being reduced is
LOCAL clectrical nowse of the type cauzed ry 1'V sweep oscillator harmonics, Light dimmer buzz, and
thelike. These antenna systems cannot, singly, reduce static from lightming bolts. Such noise CAN be
nuilled by phasing two antennas if it1s comung from far enough away as to approximate a point source
not having great incoming-angle vanation over time (it is then treated as a “dominant signal” as if it
were a broadeast station interfering with desired DX).

The MWLIX-6 (unlike Super-MWDX-5) separates the noise-reduction / normal input mode selections
from the coupling-function settings. This allows more versatile tuning of noise-reduced antennas.

Because buffer amplifiers are used, there is noneed for the series-tuned input configurationrequiring
the tuning capacitors to be isolated from chassis ground. The longer wires for which series-tuning
worked best will tune quite efficiently in the active inductively-coupled (AL} function.

As with previous phasing units, nulls can be obtained which are difficult or impossible to obtain
with a loop. Nulls created by phasing are often single-direction nulls; the directicnal pattern created
thereby can approximate the cardioid or end-fire patterns most useful for international medium-wave
DXing from the Atlanticand Pacific coastal areas of the USA and Canada, There are a few circumstances
when a loop will do better. Soit's advisable to have both a loop and a phased-wires (or loop-versus-
wire) system available for optimum DXing results,

Wire antennas used should be at least 20 m / 66 ft. long. 1f two wires are used, there should be an
MINIMUM angle of 45 degrees (horizontal and / or vertical} between them for best results. An exception
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to this rule can be made for Beverage-length {over 250 m / 820 ft ) wires, especially if of different
length or if one 15 terminated and the other 1s *floating”. Good nulls were obtainable by phasing two
parallel Beverageos during the Octeber 1993 Newfoundland DXpedition.

Figures 1 through 5 are the schemattes of the MWDX-6. Please refer to them during the
discussion of phasing procedure. See Tables 2 and 6 for physical positioning of switches.

Nulling procedures sound complicated at first, but are quickly executed once leamed. The user
should practice during non-skip daylight eonditions on “graveyard” and regional channels having
discernable subdumunants to get fanmuhar with operation of the controls before attempting mght-
time nulls of unsteady signals. As with a loop, solid nulls of skip stations closer than 500 miles /
800 km, especially above 1 MHz, are difficult because of the rapid changes in vertical {and
sometimes horizontal) arrival angles inherent in high-angle skip. Such nulls are better when using
phased Beverages than when using a loop, loop versus loop, loop versus wire, or phased shorter
wires.

Review of the DX 'Pedition Handbook

by Brent Taylor, VEIJH

1 have just finished reading the new NRC publication "The DXPedition Handbook” by Shawn
Axelrod. It is a piece of work which should not be missed by any serious DXer, especially those
interested in TA work and, more importantly, those living East of the Mississippi.

In addition te some excellent summary information on the art and science of DXing from
portable and remote receiving station setups, the 80 page book includes extensive lists of stations
heard on two separate DX'Peditions to Newfoundland by NRCers Mark Connelly, Neil Kazaross,
Jean Burnell and Bruce Conti

The first 29 pages of this handbock are auther Axelrod's ips and hints for pulling off a
succesful DX Pedition. Covered are equipment, antennas, special power requirements and charts
for split frequencies and foreign phonetic alphabets.

The two Newfoundland DX'Peditions are treated as completely separate events, which is
appropriate considering they occurred two years apart. Following an extensive narrative on each
trip, lists of stations are included broken down by region. The DXers heard 65 countries on the first
trip and 92 on the second.

There is no question that this project has brought together some of the best MW DXing talent in
the business. It is a credit to them and to the NRC that their experiences have been recorded in a
readable and usable fashion.

After reading the DX'Pedition Handbook you will likely want to hop right into the car and set off
into the wilderness. Certainly, at the very least, you will want to make friends with Mark, Jean,
Bruce and Neil in the hopes they will let you tag along next time they go DXing.

Each loop should be equipped with a Q-spoiling resistor of approximately 22K, or a 50K pot set to
center (25K}, across its parallel-tuned LC tank. Q-spoiling components should be removable for normal
stand-alone loop usage.

Two-loop phasing works best when the loops are aimed at bearings that are angularly separated by
more than 60 degrees and less than 120 degrees. Orthogonal (90 degree) positioning is customary,
with the bisector of the angle between the loops pointing towards the direction of interest. Example:
To produce a cardioid pattern nulling west and peaking east (or, for that matter, nulling east and
peaking west), Loop #1 can bealigned northeast / southwest and Loop #2 set to southeast / northwest.
