Also noted Mexican National Anthemn at 1306, beneath B-X. The
best candidate for this second station may be XEGS in Guasave, Sinaloa on the upper West
Coast. [Bryant-OK]

MEXICO XEFB Monterrey, N.L., JAN 29 1130 - XEFB runs a beautiful Romantica program in
the hours before dawn, for those Romantica fans in the Deep Southwest. Especially nice this
date from 1100-1200. [Bryant-OK]

CUBA, Pinar del Rio 1/30 0345-0415 - good to excellent; at times atop a jumble of WPRO and
WMAL. Playing light music. Also heard 1/29 at 0500. Both times ID’d as Havana, Cuba.
Another Spanish talker underneath but unsure who this is. Although I didn’t catch an outlet,
I'm assuming it's Pinar del Rio based on a post to the NRC listserv from Bruce Conti. New.

CUBA Radio Progreso (p), JAN 11 2346-2352+ - man and woman in S$ with Cuban vocals;
sounds like a club show with crowd noise. QSB’d @2351 and possibly // weak 720. SI0O=533+/
S35 till QSB. N [Frodge-MI] (Sorry folks, I can’t translate “QSB” into a verb since I don’t know
what QSB means - Jim)

VENEZUELA Radio Rumbos, JAN 26 0355 - Spanish announcements (news?) with doorbell
sound effects. Under WSCR-Chicago and mixing with Cuban Radio Rebelde (which was
parallel to 5025). [Wolfish-ON]

MEXICO XEN Mexico, D.F., JAN 29 0403 - ID by female announcer caught in recording at
0400 in KGGF phase null. The ‘N” was clearly pronounced as English. The second subdomi-
nant SS here appears to be XERG in Monterrey, but XEN is usually stronger. [Bryant-OK]
MEXICO XEMA Fresnillo, ZAC Jan 30 1301 with Fresnillo ads; nice ID at 1302:30 “Desde

316 primer piso, telefono 93?3040...” then gave website. An ad cluster for a newspaper, a
lumber yard, and a couple of weekend dances followed. Good signal with very little QRM;
sounds like the 50000 watts is in effect. [Wilkins-CO] JAN 30 0300 - Finally heard a full legal
ID on this station which I now know that I've heard mixing with XEN and XERG for most of
the last two seasons in the phase null of near-local pest KGGF, Coffeeville, KS. Their most
comnon form of ID, though is ‘690 kilocyclos en AH EM-may, EM-may AH, La Madre de
Todas! ["The Mother of Us All’] Their over-night and pre-dawn programming is a mixed bag
of S5 pops from SS ‘covers’ of 50s EE rock tunes through romantica to nortefia hits, mostly
with short IDs as above. Their formal ID states their (somewhat new) power as 50,000 watts
twice. [Bryant-OK]

MEXICO XERG Monterrey, NL , JAN 31 1200 - The 1200 ‘sign-on’ period on 690 is a real
circus here in the phase null of KGGE. All-night talk station XEN, Mexico D.F. plays a choral
version of the National Anthem followed by about a 90 second canned ‘sign-on’ announce-
ment interspersed with 7 cock crows. All night pop music station, XEMA, Fresnillo, Zac.,
plays an instrumental version of the NA anthem AND, XERG (1200-0700), Monterrey, NL
also currently plays an instrumental version of the Anthem before signing on with call letters
and slogans as ‘La R-G’ and ‘La Deportiva.’ These three stations have been noted mixing in
the early local evening hours, as well. All three have put in fair to very good signals here at
times. Hard to believe that these three powerful stations exist on a single frequency in sucha
small area. [Bryant-OK]

MEXICO XEBL Culiacan SIN, JAN 27 0100 - Bottom of hour ID announcing first an FM
station call then XEBL. [Redding-AZ]

MEXICO XEX Mexico, D.F. , JAN 26 1232 - Noted here with good level running a mixed
popular music show with multiple IDs as ‘La EK-kees’. [Bryant-OK]

VENEZUELA Radio Coro, JAN 26 0413 — “Radio Coro siete-ochenta ah eme” ID in between
two midtempo Latin American tunes. On top of WBBM-Chicago. [Wolfish-ON]

MEXICO XEMVS Mexicali, BCN , JAN 29 1210 - Followed this in a partial phase null of
WBAP, Dallas, from 1210 until 1350, 30 minutes after local dawn here. As noted on other
mornings, a the pre-dawn program is a romantica music program hosted by a female an-
nouncer. During most of program, music is only interrupted occasionally by a brief mention
of the program name as ‘... Romantica.’ Finally, an audible legal ID at 1231 and others at 1255
and 1326. There was only one ad string during the
entire 100 minutes. Tough copy all the way, but I fi-
nally nailed this one with help from several of the
Corazon DX crowd. [Bryant-OK] JAN 25 1348 with
raucous XE rock; “Nostalgia 820” slogans, which cer-
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tainly did not fit the music. Also noted Jan 30 about the same time with romantic NOS vocals,
slogan “Nostalgia 820, Leyendas de la buena musica”. Always excellent here in the morning,
seemingly on full power long before Mexicali sunrise. [Wilkins-CO}

830 MEXICO XEIK Piedras Negras, Coah. , JAN 26 1235 - Very good in phase null of WCCO, with
multiple mentions of ‘La Nortenita’ slogan. I also noted a second SS signal beneath ‘IK.".
[Bryant-OK]

870 MEXICO XEAMO(t) Irapuato, Gjto, Jan 26 1230 - Believe that this is the station present in the
WWL phase null several recent pre-dawns. The station runs almost continuous commentarios
as it peaks around 1230. Believe I've heard ‘AMO’ or ‘Amor’ and did hear ‘en Irapuato’
several times during reception on JAN 31. Also, multiple mentions of nearby Jalisco state.
Fair to poor signal. [Bryant-OK] :

1040 MEXICO XEHES Chihuahua, Chih. , JAN 25 1155 - Currently the almost-dominant in the
phase null of WHO at local dawn. Regularly runs 1 hour or longer programs from Radio
Trans-Mundial (North American SS Trans-World Radio) in the 1100-1200+ time slot. The Trans-
Mundial programs close with the RTM office address in Miami repeated twice and a short
instrumental segue. On this date, the program closed at 1203 and XEHES gave a full legal ID,
followed by the ‘Radio Luz’ slogan. Some mornings, there is no ID between the close of RTM
programming and resumption of local programming. [Bryant-OK]

1190 MEXICO XEMBC Mexicali, BCN Jan 30 1359 with call letters given alternately by male &
female announcers; not much else readable in the muck. Not real common here. [Wilkins-
COJ]

1200 MEXICO XEYF Hermosillo SON, JAN 27 0515 - with a man and woman in a “talking heads”
type program, and no callers. IDs as a Radio Formula station. [Redding-AZ]

1290 MEXICO XEQIN San Quintin, BCN Jan 26 1400 “usual” vocal anthem, followed by kids
version of NA. Sign-on by gal in §S at 1402, then another gal with sign-on in Indian language,
then man in yet another language. Back to SS at at 1405. Fair at best in QRM. This distant
2500-watter gets out rather well, never strong but often in there. [Wilkins-CO])

1300 MEXICO XESW Ciudad Madera, CHIH Jan 16 0212 with popular XE song “Amandote,”
then an “XESW, Radio Madera” tag by guy, and a “Radio Madera” by chipmunk, and the rest
mostly garbled. Lite music followed; very spotty reception. A new one here, XE #181. [Wilkins-
COl

1410 MEXICO XECF Los Mochis SIN, JAN 30 - with ad for “Los Gigantes de Sinaloa” then into a
banda song. [Redding-AZ]

International News

ARMENIA: The location of the huge transmitting station named Gavar (formerly Kamo) in central
Armenia has been confirmed using Soviet military maps now available on the Internet (see: < http://
www.lib berkeley.edu/EART/maps/ azerbaijan/K-38-127.jpg>). The station is located on a point of
land protruding into Lake Sevan east of Gavar. This is a piece of flat land in an otherwise mountainous
region. The map shows a large number of symbols, each representing one or more antenna masts. The
site has several high powered transmitters for LW and MW (and SW) and a number of directional MW
(and SW) antennas. Heard LW-MW frequencies are 234, 864, 1314 and 1350. The coordinates of the
centre of the site are 40N25, 45E11. The station was built in the late ’60s. [Olle Alm, 7.1.2002, via ARC
Info-Desk e-mail]

AZERBAIJAN: 1296 The FS of Azerbaijan State Radio is broadcast on Pirsaat 1296 (and Ganci 6110)
at 0315-0400, 1100-1600, 1700-1900 in the following languages: 0315-0400 Azerbaijani ("Glney
Azirbaycan”); 1100-1200 Persian, 1200-1300 Turkish, 1300-1330 German, 1330-1400 French, 1400-1600
Azerbaijani (“Gliney Azirbaycan”); 1700-1800 Arabic, 1800-1830 English, 1830-1900 Russian. At 1600-
1700 these freqs relay Relay RLin Azerbaijani. (Azerbaijan State R via Mauno Ritola via Bernd Trutenau,
BC-DX 2.1.2002) - Giiney Azérbaycan = South Azerbaijan, i.e. Iranian Azerbaijan, apparently the tar-
get area of these broadcasts. There are at least three places called Pirsaat (Azerbaijani) or Pirsagat
(Russian). The one giving name to the transmitter site is believed to be the town south of Alyat with the
radio station located 6 km south of Alyat. The location of the Ganci transmitting station in western
Azerbaijan has been found using Soviet military maps now available on the Internet. The site is lo-
cated some distance south of Gincd, just north of Xanlar (in Russian: L
Khanlar). This station was often heard on 218/216 kHz relaying/ =
Baki programmes until the mid ‘90s. The coordinates are
40N37, 46E20. The highest tower shown is (was?) 235 m. The
station seems to have existed from the early '50s. [Olle Alm
via ARC Info-Desk e-mail]

BELARUS: Belaruskaje Radyjo has changed the schedule
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for the 2nd Programme on 873/1008/1026/1197 kHz: 0500-2200, Sat/Sun 0600-2200. The daytime re-
lays of R Mayak from Russia were replaced by own programs and relays of the 1st Programme. Mayak
is now relayed only Mon-Fri 2100-2200, Sat 1800-2200, Sun 1900-2200. [Bernd Trutenau-LTU 12.1.2002,
in ARC Inf-Desk e-mail] :

CHINA®: 1134 “Noted 2230 on Dec 20 a presumed NEW, high-powered CNR1 station on 1134. ID’s
in CC and EE (“China National Radio”), parallel with the other CNR1 stations like 1377, 1359, 981 etc.
but even stronger (59+5 on a non-amplified K9AY). (Bjarne Mjelde, HCDX 21.12.2001) Available infor-
mation says that this is a US made 1200 kW transmitter. -Olle Alm. [via ARC Info-Desk e-mail]

MACEDONIA. Installation of new high-power MW transmitter (Text of report in English by
Macedonian state news agency MIA):

Skopje, 28 January: The expert teams from the public enterprise Macedonian Broadcasting started
the installation of the mediumwave [810 kHz] transmitter in Ovce Pole on Monday [28 January]. The
new transmitter willimprove the reception of the Macedonian Radio outside the Macedonian borders,
Ljubisa Gjorgjoski, the director of “Macedonian Broadcasting” said on the occasion of the fourth anni-
versary since the independence of this public enterprise. The transmitter, whose power is 1.2 Mega-
watts, will become operational by the end of April 2002, and was provided with the financial assis-
tance from France and Germany. The transmitter is produced by the French company Thales. With the
installation of the new transmitter in Ovce Pole, the programmes of the Macedonian Radio can be
heard in most parts of Europe, North Africa and some parts in the Near East.

MOLDOVA: According to the website of the Moldovan Communications Ministry, the mediumwave
transmitters in Chisinau (Codru) and Edinet (but not Cahul) are running on reduced power, after
pressure from the health authorities. These txs are located close to settlements, and it is feared that the
radiation could cause harm to people living in the neighbourhood. No frequencies mentioned, but the
likely frequencies are 873 and 1494 kHz (1494 only Edinet) respectively. [Bernd Trutenau-LTU, 12.1.2002,
in ARC Info-Desk e-mail]

TURKMENISTAN: Turkmen R (some info which was found in HABARLAR 2002 14-20.01:
“WATAN" radio program 279, 576, 5015, 7115, 24 hrs. “MIRAS” radio program 4930, 576, 104.4 MHz,
3549 MHz (satellite?) 0400-0630, 0900-1400, 1700-2100. “CAR TARAPDAN" radio progr 4930, 576, 104.4
MHz, 3549 MHz (satellite?) 0100-0400, 0700-0900, 1400-1700. All programumes are in Turkmen only. In
WRTH 2002 under International Section transmission in English is mentioned but HABARLAR states
1 hr program “Beylik Turkmenbasynyn yurdunda” daily. [Sergey Kolesov-UKR, World DX Club, JAN

ADbit of a mixed bag this issue, as we take a look at some individual postings to the listserv recently,
with topics ranging from the 1926 to the current DX season, with no particular theme in mind other
than to pass on some information and ask some questions...

THE SEASON SO FAR...

Eric Loy <eloy@wdws.com>: This AM DX season has been pretty wacky, but productive for me so
far. While listening to CKWX-1130 dominate the frequency early this morning (12/27) I shook my
head, considering the various areas that have opened up for me this season so far. I started the year
with about as many Colombians as Mexicans heard, but that is now WAY the other way after early XE
openings. The “660 graveyard” has been productive for a lot of people across the US this season.
Honduras was a major surprise, and completed Central America for me. Texas has been huge this time
around, and a few Floridians were newly logged. Meanwhile, looking north and west, after many
years of being frustrated trying to get BC, CKWX has shown up quite a bit, the best being this morning,
AND CFUN was heard as well, confirmed by e-mail. From the north, not quite as productive as last
season, but the Toronto airport station on 1280 is one I won’t throw back. Straight west, a couple of
KFBK-1530 loggings were welcome. Not as regular as CKWX has been, but, hey. Straight east, not as
good. Maybe that will open up later.

John Callarman <JohnCallarman@msn.com>: Here is a real newspaper story I found while doing
genealogical research in the microfilm of the weekly Wyoming, Illinois, Post-Herald. This story was
published on March 17, 1926, and the headline:

“Radio Reception Is Bad On Mondays”

“Predicting radio superminds have been telling Chicago’s public that the winter’s “magnetic blan-
ket,” which has been smothering good reception in this and other areas, has been jerked aside. If it has,
somebody must have slipped on another covering.

“Take last Monday night's period of quiet, for example. It is true that all of the locals “stood by” as
per their “gentleman’s agreement,” yet the distant stations just were not there. The “blanket” was still
in evidence despite the prediction made more than two weeks ago that it had gone or was almost
ready to disappear.

“Weary dial manipulators who searched in vain for a long list of stations had to be satisfied with
three or less. Even the powerful output of WJZ just barely pushed through. About the only station that
came into Chicago with any degree like the punch that outsiders are supposed to have was WEMC at
Berrien Springs, Michigan. His call letters graced almost every listener’s log.

“The night was another case where a sharply dropping thermorneter had its effect. The tempera-
ture finally got down under 20 degrees, carrying a galaxy of signals along with it. In fact observation
has shown that cold weather this winter had had a disastrous effect on radio as far as reception is
concerned.

“A peculiarity noticeable only on Monday nights again was prevalent. This peculiarity makes itself
known by a buzzing which seems to be affected by tuning. Suspicious listeners have been commenting
on the cause of this disturbance, but so far no reliable data has been forthcoming.”

In the golden days of DX'ing, I guess, DX’ers’ problems were made the news,

Benjamin Dangerfield <ben-dangerfield@worldnet.att.net>: This would have been at the maxi-
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mum peak of the sun spot cycle at that time. Perhaps they didn’t know about sun spot cycles back
then. But it sure sounds like the conditions we are now experiencing.

AM DXING IN A VIDEO BAG...A REPORT FROM ABROAD

Ron Gitschier <RGITSCHIER@doyle.navy.mil>: Here’s what I do when I got to sea with my ship.
1t works for me pretty well.

I have my DX-398 and a Aiwa AM/’FM walkman cassette recorder (dig tuned). I patch my 398
lineout to the MIC input jack with great sounding results! I also have some small ‘powered” speakers.
And a Sony SRF Al AM stereo FM stereo radio so I can sample the AM stereo stations still alive. And
they’re out there.

I take my 8mm video bag, leaving the camera at home, put two speakers in opposite ends of the
main compartment. In between the speakers I lay down the Aiwa and SRF-A1 and even a blank cas-
sette or two. On top of that I place my DX-398 and my 4-D cell holder. I like to power my DX-398 with
the D-Cell pack I adapted with the proper adapter power plug. Ilike to use packing tape to secure the
power plug, and even tie strap the D cell pack to the back of the 398 which serves as a neat, secure
prop-up to angle back the 398. In the side pocket my WRTH 2001 book easily slides in along with a
mini PC handheld mic and two patch cords. I like using a long stereo mini plug male to female. Then
I dictate my “we’re on 540 AM now off of Panama City, Panama at 2PM.....” with the mic into the long
patch cord female jack that's leading to the Aiwa walkman size radio-cassette recorder. Then I pull out
the mic and take my double male stereo mini plug from the DX 398 line out and plug that into the
female that leads to the Aiwa. I fear damaging my Aiwa’s stereo mic input jack with lots of toggling
between mic and DX 398 connected double male patch cord. I use the DX 398 for better audio and
reception vice just using the Aiwa HJ470’s AM section when taping station IDs or making airchecks.
And the FM reception of the DX 398 w/telescopic whip ant blows the Aiwa walkman unit away.

Now with that all said, I plug a pair of Koss 6v internal C-cell speakers already in the video bag into
the Aiwa’s headphone jack. I'm shying away on depending on headphones for DXing AM. My ears are
atready on the fritz and I can amp the audio quite adequately between the headphone volume output
of the walkman recorder and volume of the Koss speaker set. The C batteries in the speakers last a long
time. L also carry a GE SR Il with me to use mostly in port. Done DXing? All this packs up neatly and
quickly into the video bag and neatly stows in my bed-locker (coffin locker) on the ship, safe and
secure from theft.

Llisten for stations day or night from sea on the aft end of the ship that we call the flight deck. We
carry a helicopter, so sometimes when I'm DXing I have to clear out and strike inside the ship at a
moment’s notice. Also I don’t have a chair or table. That makes it uncomfortable sitting on cleats or
chocks used to moor the ship and little place to put down the equipment. The ship could be pitching or
rolling, depending on the sea state. I could get sea spray in/on the equipment. Having the bag helps
some. Occasionally when I can steal one I grab a chair to take outside; that helps a lot. I got those
newfangled fold up chairs to use at my kid’s ball games...I'm going to grab one for the second segment
of my deployment the next time I go home! Maybe an umbrella to shield myself from the sun which
gets pretty intense. All told it’s great to be able to DX and log stations (on paper and tape) from differ-
ent parts of the world being in the US Navy. [ am at the tail end of my career and am glad I revived my
AM DX hobby in the past couple of years, due in good part by discovering the NRC back a couple of
years ago!

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REMOTE TUNED LOOP

Les Rayburn <lowga@hotmail.com>: Using the new four foot loop last night (Christmas Eve) for
the first time. Christmas Party limited my time to just a few minutes... Loop is located about 75 feet
from the house, up on a telescoping mast about 35 feet high. Coax carries power and tuning voltage to
the pre-amp...allowing me to tune the loop from about 600khz to 1710khz.

It's mounted on a small TV rotor, which works fine. I used a modified MF] phaser with the 120 foot
longwire and the loop last night. I decided to try to null WYDE 850khz, a strong local.

Around 11:30PM last night, I easily was able to null WYDE... revealing a powerful signal under-
neath. Heard locals ads for “Your Rocky Mountain Ford Dealer” and then later a great ID for KOA,
Colorado.

Granted KOA has a huge signal and is no great DX catch... but I have never been able to null WYDE
enough to hear it at all here. Last night it was literally arm chair copy.

While having the loop removed from the shack makes it impossible to do azimuth adjustments to
deepen nulls...getting it out of the noise field seems to more than make up for the difference.

Can’t wait for those West Coast DX Tests!

I may also try re-winding the loop with 10/40 litz wire to see if I can obtain higher “Q” and thus
better nulls.

BTW, I used “Liquid Nails” and nylon screw bolts along with cider parts to construct the loop.
Everything was varnished with marine coatings to insure good weatherproof performance.

Last six feet of mast is PVC with a varnished wooden dowel inserted for strength. Took all precau-
tions to limit any metal that would distort the nulls.

Can’t wait to give it a good test tonight when family activities die down.

Les returned the next day with...More notes on the Remote Tuned GD ATs
Active Loop antenna: e ‘

1. The design of the pre-amp and tuning control are indeed based I\ ,
on the varactor designs available at: @ .‘ no-amnl

I made some minor changes, like adding static protection diodes across the gate of the FET, etc.
Nothing major.

The loop design is a clone of the “NRC Loop” made from cedar, and as mentioned using nylon
screws, bolts, etc. purchased in the specialty hardware section of my local Lowes.

2. Rewound loop with 10/40 litz wire tonight and found that while the “Q” was sharper, overload-
ing of the varactors occurred much more than when using standard 16 gauge stranded copper wire.

3. Wellbrook Communications in the UK, does indeed make MW loop antennas...however they are
broadband and not “tuned” at all. As such, they are poor performers when compared to most any
tuned active loop.

4. Further testing revealed that it was possible to get usable nulls on even the most powerful local
AM stations. WERC 960 is the most powerful nighttime local here and I could null it enough to allow
reception of at least two other stations.

KOA was again very clear here tonight. I was even able to clearly gather it’s ID and call in show
phone numbers using only the loop and no phasing.

My next step may be to try tuning this loop with a motor driven variable capacitor rather than the
varactors. This might allow me to use litz wire in the design without worrying about overloading.

Can someone suggest a "hot list” of split frequency stations that I could test with? I'd like to try
logging a few of the easier ones using the loop. A top five candidates from my inland Alabama location
would be very helpful.

LOOP CONSTRUCTION ARTICLE

I'm including this question as I didn’t see any response to Fred on the listserv — did anyone tackle
this project?

Frederick Vobbe <fredv@nrcdxas.org>: Has anyone built the “Bob Flick” loop, as presented in the

Antenna Reference Manual (Vol 1, pg 34)7 I'm thinking of building it in another configuration, and
would like to compare notes.

The next few items from Patrick Martin relate to various antenna projects he worked on over the

last few months, and are interesting in the results he found in his tests:
1S YOUR COAX ACTUALLY AN ANTENNA?

Patrick Martin <mwdxer@webtv.net>: Per the article done (in DX News Vol. 68, No. 26) by Bill
Bowers of Oklahoma. I decided to find out if the 75 feet of RG58/59 was picking up signals. When I
disconnected the antenna from the coax, yes 1 did hear some signals. However when connecting the
receiver directly to the antenna through a 3 foot piece of coax (Yes 1 took the R8 outside), I found no
different in the noise floor or the signal numbers on the S Meter or the directivity of the antennas.
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None. KXL-750-Portland OR and KPAM-860-Portland both run 50 kW days. KXL is directional to the
West and KPAM in ND. Both run right at $9+20 dB off the 1500 foot Eastern beverage during the day.
With 75 feet of coax connected to the receiver inside the house or the three feet using the receiver at the
antenna. When connecting the coax to the antenna and the coax to receiver, it kind of neutralizes the
signals not in the path of the Eastern Beverage as far as I can tell. Other than the locals, the very weak
stuff off from the lobe of the beverage are gone. There is one “big” difference between Oklahoma and
the Oregon Coast, the water in the Ground. 1 find the noise level to be much worse in dry areas like our
place in Rancho Mirage CA (1 1/2 inches of rain a year) compared to Seaside (65-100 inches a year).

I was thinking the coax might cause the noise level to increase somewhat, but I could find no differ-
ence. The only antenna I did not check was the 400' NNW wire with 150 feet of coax. There is no power
over there and I did not want to haul a battery with me to run the R8. :

These tests were done on MW (530-1700 kHz). At least here on the Oregon coast I find the coax to be
fine in running my antennas. It might be different in a dryer climate.

I did this test for two reasons. The first reason was to find of if my coax was affecting the directivity
and noise floor. The second was to see if I was getting any loss in the coax. It has been out there a few
years, but only maybe 10 feet is buried. The rest of it runs under the house totally shielded by the metal
around the base of the house which is also grounded.

VERTICAL ANTENNAS

Patrick Martin: I have hooked up a 40 foot vertical up in the backyard with a series of Ground rods
for a Ground plane. It works pretty good and does throw a lobe mostly to the North for some reason.
Any ideas on a loading coil I could wrap to extend the length? Or is it worthwhile? Also has anyone
experimented with more than one vertical to phase them to get a directional pattern for receiving? I
wonder how they would compare with other antennas?

LOOP VS OUTDOOR ANTENNA

Patrick Martin: One experiment I have not made for a number of years was comparing my box
loop to the KIAY, EWE, and beverages. The other day 930-Bellingham, WA (1 kW), at 200+ miles to the
NNW changed call letters. In logging them, I tried different combos, antennas to get the best signal. I
finally found a combo using the 40 foot vertical with the NNW beverage to get the best signal during
the day. It was OK, about S3 or 4. I thought I would try the loop, and not a peep out of them, just barely
ahet on 930 during the day. I tried other frequencies and I found if I did not have my outdoor antennas,
I would not hear half of what I do during the day. At night, who knows? The phased antennas, bever-
ages, ete all out do the loop.

EWE ANTENNA

Patrick Martin: As many of you know I have replaced my old EWE antenna with a new one.  had
to, as the old one came down after 20 years, and there was an electric fence between me and the old end
(termination) of the old EWE’s location. I found I could not run one exactly the same direction as
before. My old one rain SW/NE with the lobe to the SW. The new one runs WSW/ENE, with the lobe
to the WSW. The vertical sections are at an angle a bit more than I like, but at least L have improved on
them. Little by little I have been working, trying to get the old pattern back. I have been getting close,
very close. I tried a counterpoise between the two grounds (the one at the termination (5 copper rods)
and the one on the coax end (4 ground rods). That helped a bit but I was getting too much background
noise for some reason. I ran into to an interesting situation the other day. While I was trying different
combos of hooking in a counterpoise I tried hooking the ground from the coax end over to the hotlead
on my 40 foot vertical. The pattern improved a bit more. Not a big difference, but it works better. The
nulls on 630 (KCIS-Edmonds, WA), leaving KWRO-Coquile OR in the clear are pretty good now. The
null on KGNW-820-Seattle is not quite a good as before. Close, but not quite there. I can knock it down
to 3-4 S Units, but not completely out, to hear KORC-Waltport, OR in the clear. The K9AY antenna does
abit better on that. But 1030 has KLLU-Reedsport in the clear with Shelton, WA way behind, if I hear it
all.

l'am really a “nit picker” when it comes to my antennas. I try for perfection. I know I will not get
that, but I get a close as possible and then some. hi.

With TP/DU conditions so poor so far this early Fall, I think I have been expecting too much. I am
spoiled after years of excellent DX and conditions.

Thave come to the conclusion that both the K9AY & EWE and indeed working, but until conditions
improve the best antenna in the World wont do a whole lot. What can I do to improve that? Humnnn...

I have information on propagation, interference sources, antennae,
and yet more on receivers waiting for upcoming columns. Hope to see
you then.

FCC Asks Broadcaster, Power Company To
Help Cure Weird Interference

From The ARRL Letter, Vol 21, No 01; via Wayne Heinen

The FCC has written a Cincinnati AM radio sta-
tion and the electric utility serving that region to
help resolve an unusual and longstanding inter-
ference situation affecting local amateurs. Sharon
Bowers of the FCC's Consumer Information Bu-
reau in December wrote Clear Channel-owned
WLW and Cinergy Corp citing numerous reports
of apparently spurious signals associated with
WLW transmissions that have been monitored over
a wide area and frequency range.

“Many of these reports indicate that, although
the noise is associated with WLW transmissions,
the strongest signals appear to be originating some
distance from the WLW transmitter site, possibly
ona high-voltage tower owned by Cinergy Corp,”
Bowers wrote. The FCC said the circumstances
suggest that multiple sources of interference are
involved. According to the FCC database, WLW
operates on 700 kHz with 50,000 W into a single,
top-loaded half-wave vertical tower.

One of the amateurs affected—Bob Reiff,
WABULW, of Mason, where WLW'’s tower is
sited—said that while the noise is most noticeable
on 160 meters, it's showing up elsewhere. “It is
pervasive in the spectrum,” Reiff told ARRL, “and,
we suspect, it is causing us problems even on our

2-meter repeater.”

The FCC said that Reiff and the other complain-
ants attempted unsuccessfully for the past two
years to work with WLW and Cinergy.

Bowers noted that WLW and Cinergy already
have “expended considerable efforts” to locate the
noise source and cause, but the noise remained “as
strong as ever according to recent reports.” She
noted that the noise became intermittent after some
recent work done on a Cinergy high-voltage tower,
and she expressed the FCC’s appreciation for the
cooperation to date. But, Bowers admonished, the
FCC expects the responsible party to address any
reports causing harmful interference to a licensed
radio service.

“While the Commission recognizes that this is
an unusual case, and the source could turn out to
be something unexpected,” Bowers wrote, “the
Commission is turning to the radio station and elec-
tric utility company, asking for your help and co-
operation in finding the source of the noise.”

Ohio ARRL Section Manager Joe Phillips,
K8QOE, credited the activities of the Greater Cin-
cinnati Local Interference Committee with help-
ing to bring the interference case to the FCC’s at-
tention.
