Radio Earth has long been commended for its
style of programming, and their Mailbag program did rather well. Many pro-
grams produced by the BBC were nominated, though none made the top six po-
sitions. There may be several reasons for this. First, the BBC offers an ex-
cellent variety of programs, appealing to a wide variety of interests.

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Part Two: Radio Dublin: After Christmas of 1977, RD progressed from a hobby
pirate to a 24 hours a day commercial radio station carrying paid advertis-
ements. Gone were the days of moving location each week to avoid detection
by the Dept. of Posts and Telegraphs. The station settled in Eamon's home-
a small terraced house on the western side of Dublin. There were a number
of raids on the station, but only one successful prosecution. It was fort-
unate for pirate radio that Irish legislation on the matter was so old. The
last known raid on an Irish station was in 1978.

Also in 1978, RD was registered as a broadcasting company with the Irish
authorities in the companies Registration Offices at Dublin Castle. This
registration was accepted in 1979, giving RD full legal status as a limited
liability company. In late 1979, RD expanded into FM. RD needed more equip-
ment and a larger premesis, and in September of that year, RD acquired a
detached house in large grounds at 58 Inchicore Rd., where the station is
at present based. With the extra space, RD could erect a number of small
aerials and open a second channel on 240 meters for specialized programs.
Also in 1979, RD organized the first ""Radio Dublin Holiday to Miami, FL,"in
conjunction with Capel Travel and Air Florida. It was such a success that
RD repeated this in 1980 and returned to Miami for a third time in 1981.

How Soviets Jam Foreign Broadcasts: First comes the familiar signature-

a few bars of "Yankee Doodle’ - Iollowed by an announcer's voice slicing
through the background static in impeccable Russian. 'Vy slushaetye Golos
Ameriki,"-"You are tuned to the Voice of America."”

Then comes the jamming. Across the Soviet Union's 1l time zones, hun-
dreds of powerful SW transmitters tuned to the same freq. crackle into
action as the government begins its nightly attempt to place an electronic
curtain around one-sixth of the Earth's land area. For an estimated 20 mil-
lion Soviet adults who try tuning in to the news from the VOA, Radio Lib-
erty, and other foreign SW stations at least once a week, the sound of jam-
ming is a part of everyday life.

It begins as a low hiss of electronically generated ‘‘white noise," of-
ten mixed with morse code, then it rises like a tide as a dozen regional
monitoring centers around the country fine-tune a nationwide jamming sys-
tem to match a flood of incoming signals. A study last year by the U.S,
Information Agency estimated that the Soviets employ between 5,000 and
15,000 technicians to run 2,000 jamming transmitters in about 100 cities at
an annual cost somewhere between 100 and 300 million dollars.

Most of the jamming is done by transmitters situated in the larger cit-
ies. The transmitters and their spe:ial antennas focus a low-lying sheet of
SW radio noise through the city. These ground wave jammers have a maximum
range of about 20 miles. In an effort to fill the gaps between the cities,
the Soviets operate a number of sky wave jammers designed to bounce radio
noise off the ionosphere. Sky wave jammers are less effective, however, es-
pecially at twilight when the ionosphere becomes unstable. As a result, the
VoA and other stations can be heard clearly just outside the cities.

Some determined listeners evade the jamming by driving out into the
countryside. Others have found that by moving the radio around inside their
apartment they can find what engineers call the “null point,” where the
building itself shields some of the jamming signal.

It would be simpler not to sell radios with SW bands in the first place.
But to cover the thinly populated two-thirds of the country east of the
Ural Mts. with its own domestic programs, the government is obliged to
broadcast on SW and to sell radios capable of picking it up. (Tks to Jim
Simpson-CA for forwarding this from a Los Angeles Times article by Robert
Glliettes In a related article forwarded via Jim Pogue-Guam, the U.S. is
considering whether to orbit a huge satellite that wou eam radio broad-
casts inside the Soviet Union. The report comes from "Satellite Week,"
which says there's disagreement as to whether such broadcasts would be a-
ble to avoid jamming. (This via associated Press. ds.)

4 lov of receivers have record input jacks but not all tape recorders
will work with all receivers. This allows you to send the audio directly
into the tape recorder. Many times you will fix up a patch cord and send
the audioc into the tape recorder only to find later that the sound when
played back is severely distorted. If you experience this problem it can
be eleminated by placing a resistor in parallel with the contacts on the
plug. Start out with a 500 ohm resistor and experiment with different
values to find the one that works best.

it stamped at the post office, making the envelope less attractive to the
other people who come into contact with the envelope. Check with wsL
columns to see how long stations take to answer. wsnclose post cards,
local station stickers, photo_raph of yourself and used postage stamps.

A4 man in the audience who is affiliated with a broadcasting station
mentioned that many small stations do not have cassette tape recorders
s0 it is better to send small reel to reel tapes. Since there are not
many on the staff in the smaller stations, they do not wish or have the
time to listen to whole programs on tape. It is hetter to send little
clips of the strongest, easy to hear parts, beginnings and ends of songs
and commercials. It may be more effective to send the report to the
sales manager of a station who might be happy to know how far reaching
the commercials are. He also suggested sending a picture of a snow
scene to countries that do not have snow.

IVPROVING TEZ USE OF THE CR-2021 VITH A TAFE RICORDER..... No doubt
many hobbyist are buying the Uniden CR-2021 receiver because of the amaz-
ing less than %100 vrice tag, which is being offered by two East Coast
Gealers. Being one who cannot pass up a bargain, I ordered one of these
fine, well-reviewed radios anrd found the rave notices about it were quite
accurate.

Having previously owned the Sony ICF-2001, I could not help but com-
vare the two and take note of the improvements in the Uniden. The side-
iighting on the CR-2021 frequency display when used on house current, a
feature which was missing on the ICF-2001, makes the Uniden much more con-
venient to use. Single sideband reception is probably the best I've ever
heard on a general coverage receiver of a portable type. Also, the 2021
has several options of freguency slewing, from one KHz to 30 KHz incre-
ments. The Uniden also has memory capacity of 12 freguencies, six FM and
six AM-SSB-CV, while on the discontinued ICF-2001, it was a choice of AM
or FM for each of the 10 memory channels. Ior ease and convenience in use,
the CR-2021 is hard to beat for a push-button-tuned general coverage por-
table receiver.

However, there was one feature lacking on the Uniden that I found
fustrating at first. It does not have a record output jack from which to
run a line to a tape recorder. The CR-2021 has an external speaker jack,
using a mini-plug and an earphone jack requiring a quarter inch plug, wh-
ich is a bit unusual for a portable.

I am more of a program SWL'er rather than a DXter, and I enjoy record-
ing programs several times a week. Sometimes I may use my Kenwood R-1000
(which has a record output jack), and at other times my second receiver
(which is now the CR-2021). I also prefer recording with the speaker dis-
abled.

The problem was solved by purchasing a three-conductor "Y" mini-plug
from Radio Shack. I put an 8-ohm speaker into service, running a cable
from the speaker to one side of the "Y' plug, which uses 1/8" plugs while
the stem of the Radio Shack adapter No. 274-313% was plugged into the ex-
ternal’ speaker jack of the Uniden. On the other side of the "Y" plug, I
attached a cable connected to the input of my tape recorder. With this
arrangement, the external speaker is in use, which I found annoying on
occasion. That was solved by disconnecting the external speaker from the
1YY cable and plugging into its jack, a tiny earphone.

In doing this the Uniden is guickly in line with the tape recorder
and if total room silence is desired, the tiny earphone will allow monit-
oring what is being recorded,

The bargain days won't last long at this price so one would be wise
to get a CR-2021 while the sets are still available.

"I think it's important to hear the news from other countries whether
or not we think it's B3," says Wicks.

wicks half-hour show is broadcast by GRTV Monday through Friday at
9:30 P.M, It was cne of the first programs to appear on GRTV when it st-
arted operating in 1982 and he has never nissed a show, which is broadcast
live from his Cutlerville home,

For material, Wicks sent out 85 letters to stations in different co-
untries informing them of what he was doing. The response was amazing.

Several, like wadio Moscow and the Voice of Free China, regularly
send him prerecorded tapes already translated into nglish, he says.

with his shortwave equipment, Wicks also monitors the broadcasts of
more than 50 foreign radio stations. Countries broadcast in English so
countries like the united States can hear how they interpret the news.

"1i cks became an eavesdropper of radio signals when he was a boy try-
ing to pick up stations from other American cities on his AM receliver,

His interest in relaying global events to the public hapvened during the
Iranian hostage crisis from 1979-81.

Fe monitored Israeli, Canadian, 3ritish and Iragi radio to learn th-
sir view of the world situations and then fed the broadcasts to local st-
ation TN (now WLAV-AM) among others,

He also put an ear to broadcasts of a radio operator in Grenada dur-
ing the v.S. military invasion last October.

Ue Joes not censor the views of a commentator, even from a Communist
country, nor will he overload his show witk their views.

"The whole idea," he says, 'is for listeners to hear points of view
frox all over the world," (Claude XNoneman, MI, Grand Rapids Press)

FRANCE The Zairean news agency AZAP reported on 9/13 that RFI has just released details
on the number of its listeners in Africa, following opinion polls carried out between
June 1983 and January 1984. According to the African Documentation and information
Agency, which provided the details, RFI was the foreign radic with the most listeners in
French-speaking Africa: 3%% of French speakers in Douala, 42% in Kinshasa, 39% in
Abidjan, 30% in Brazzaville & Dakar and 22% in Libreville. The VCA came in second with
the following figures: 30% in Douala, 26% in Kinshasa, 12% in Brazzaville & Libreville
and 9% in Dakar. (9/20)

MALTA The Radio Mediterranean schedule to Europe & North Africa is as follows:
1800-1900 Arabic, 2130-2230 French & 2230-2330 English all on 6110, Radio Mediterranean
is a broadcasting service run jointly by Malta & Algeria from studios in Malta. Broad-
casting restarted on 1/18/83 using transmitiers at the DW relay station in Malta.

USSR  In the course of a check for any frequency adjusiments that might have been made
by the Soviet external services on 9/2, it was found that Radio Station Peace & Progress’
transmission in Creole is broadcast everyday instead of just two days a week. It is
beamed to listeners in the Haiti area 0000-0030 on 11980 & 0470. (9/6)

YUGOSIOVIA  The Yugoslov news agency Tanjug reported that an agreement has been signed
in Belgrade on 9/25 between Radio Yugoslovia & Minel (Note: a belgrade-based electrical
and construction company) for the building of a new antenna system for this station. The
system would consist of 43 antennas 15 to 100 meters high, and would be the largest
antenna system ever constructed in Yugoslovia. When completed in 18 months time, Radio
Yugoslovia would be "audible in virtually the most remote parts of the globe.” The
ensured range would be about 6,000 kilometers with the possibility that Radio Yugoslovia
would be audible at a distance of about 10,000 kilometers. All Yugoslov radio stations’
programs intended for foreign audiences would be broadcast through the new antenna
system. Tanjug went on the state that four 500 kilowatt transmitters would be put into
service, so that Radio Yugoslovia would be in a position to transmit throughout the world.

I've received numerous bits of interesting information from various members this past
month; therefore I'll pass them along before getting to the meat of the column., First of
all is a memo from the BBC Monitoring Service sent in by Robert Ruckman-OH which confirms
my fears of the fate of the WBI Bulletin. They are ceasing publication after June 1985
due to financial reasons. You're correct Bob-this will be a great loss to those of us
who used the WBI as a useful DXing aid.

Richard Wood-HI questions the tentative logging of R, Amman, Jordan in the Sept. 84 2/0
column. His observations while in Saudi Arabia showed only 9530v to be active and believes
the station heard on 9560 to be the V. of Rev, Ethiopia which broadcasts in A4 at the time
listed.

In the Oct. 84 column I questioned whether Neo-Melanesian and Pidgin were different names
for the same language. Vincent Hevern~-NY sent this definition from the Britannica 3
which confirms this: Melanesian Pidgin: also called Melanesian Pidgin English, Neo-Mela-
nesian, Beach~La~Mar, or Sandalwood English is an English-based pidgin used widely in
Melanesia as a trade and mission language; in some areas it has become established as a
creole (i.e., it has become the native language of some communities). Melanesian Pidgin
has also become the lingua franca of the Trust Territory of New Guinea where several hun-
dred native languages are spoken. The article noted that about 1500 words (or 90% of the
limited vocabulary of this language) are derived from English.
