Thank you for your letter and reception report of 1llth January 1951.

You appear to have been listening to our transmissions on 1295 kc/s,
which in the evening carries our European Service mainly intended for
Germany. The morning transmission times are - 0500-0645, 0T700~0730,
0800-0815 Greenwich Mean Time. The transmitter itself is located near
Hull, Yorkshire and has an approximate aerial power of 150 kilowatts.

We are now approaching a phase in the sunspot cycle when propagation
conditions are becoming suitable for long distance medium wave transmission

during the hours of darkness. It is, therefore, likely that you will
continue to receive 1295¢ kc/s occasionally for the next year or two.

Many thenks for your comprenensive report dated 20th February, 50, and
the most interesting information contained therein.,

From the details of the programme given by you, it would appear that it
was tne British Forces Network on 1095 k/cs to which you were listening. As
you are probably already aware, the Copenhagen International Wavelength Plan
is being implemented in Europe as at the 15th March, 50, although I understand
your country is still attempting to be allotted special wavelengtihs at fairly
high powers for broadcasting in Germany., As from that date however, the British
Forces Network will loose its present wavelength allocations, and must transmit
in synchronisation with the Light Programne of the British Broadeasting Corporation
in England.

The frequency used will be 1214 k/cs (247 metres) and our powers will
remain as at present, Experiments have already been carried out to ensure that
the direct wave from the two groups does not have an effective signal strength
during the day, and we shall therefore transmit our own programme during the
hours of daylight only, After ionisation, it will of course be necessary for us
to take the same programae as the Light Prograsmme in England, and we shall in
fact rebroadcast their programme during the hours of darkness.

Needless to say, after March 15th, 50, it will be impossible for you to
receive us under any conditions,as the B,B,C, will be broadcasting on the same
wavelength with a group of stations totalling approximately 300 KW against ours
of only 75 KW,

Best of luck for listening in the future and don't forget to watch for
changed conditions all over Europe as at March 15th, 50,

I was very glad to receive your letter of the 18th of
Janusry. I know that it is a matter of honour among radio amateurs
to answer immediately when observations of reception are givenfrom
abroad. However, owing to the opening of our new studio in Linz on
the 15th of January, Nh¢ch gave tremendous work until recently, this
answer wags delayed and I ask you to excuse me. ljost liberal American
help enabled us to build this studio and equip it with the most mo-
dern implements like consoles and magnetophones. Celotex plates from
America were used to improve the accustic of the studio rooms.

Your report on our program was quite correct; the eclosed daily pro-
gram of the 18th of Jan. will prove it. American jazz music is very
porular in Austria and therefore it is played very often.

Especially our woman announcer was enthusiastic about being heard
in Walnutport, USA. Announcer and the entire personnel thank you
for your kind greetings.

And now a word on technical matters:

Qur transmitter is placed 372 m above the Mediterranian. There are
15 KXV aerial efficiency, £ = 1294 k¢ - 231.8 m grid voltage modu-
lation. A vertical iron mast, 165 m high, is used as antenna tower.
As we used to work with about 230 m wavelength, the height of this
mast was correct. However, since the wavelength was changed, the
mast measurement doesn't work any more and the angle of wave
radiation has become much steeper. This also is the reason for your
good reception in spite of the relatively small efficiency of our
transmitter.

Certainly the weather conditions must have been favouravle that day.
Linz had covered sky, wind between W and N¥W, 6 km per hour,
temperature: - 2.2 degrees, light snow fall.

On the frecuency 1586 kHz (189 m) the WESTDEUTSCHER RUNDFUNK has started
on oyth of July 196¢ in Langenberg. a new medium-wave-transmitter. This
freguency was used till July 24th by some small stations of the ﬁwo
german radio organisations "Westdeutscher Rundfunk, Koln" (WDR) and
"Norddeutscher Rundfunk, Hamburg" (NDR). Now it is used cnly by Langer-
berg. The present power is 400 kW: in summer 19607 it will have 800 kW.

Our station Langenberg is located Letween Dortmund and Disseldorf.
It is transmitting the common first Radioprogramme of the WDR and NDR:
therefore you can either hear the arncuncement: "Hier ist der Westdeutsche

Dear Sir,

You have heard,indeed, one of our national middle-wave trans-
mitters: the station of Beromunster. It is one of tlheserather sur-
prising phenomena which happen during the period of low solar acti-
vity.

This time, the minimum of the solar activity hascbgen rearhed
almost one year earlier than foreseen. Our national observatory
reported already for November more than 20 days without sunspots.

Beromunster is a 150 Kw transmitter operating for the German
speaking part of Switzerland. Another station of equal strength,
called Sottens, works for the French speaking Switzerland. The
third national transmitter, lMonte Ceneri, with 50 KW only ,operates
for the Italian speaking aera which is smaller,

Maybe you will try again to catch these transmitters. This
Vinter you could succeed. Newertheless, shortwave listening remains
safer, even under the abnormal conditions of nowadays.

Please, find enclosed our schedule and a verification card.

We have put your name on our mailing list.Twice a year, you will
receive our schedule. We should be pleased to hear more of your
experiences. Tha nks in advance for reporting.
