HIGHLIGHTS AND COMMENTS

LEADING STATIONS

WOR is now the most listened to station in the nation. Since 0/N 78 these stations
also made significant gains: WBLS-F (22 to 2), WNBC (17 to 10), KMOX (21 to 13), WMCA
(35 to 21), KFI (43 to 26), WNEW-F (58 to 30), WADO (54 to 31), WLAK-F (65 to 37),
WMMR-F (161 to 39), WYNY-F (125 to 45), WWJ (126 to 70), WWWK-F+ (500+to 74), WCXI
(500+ to 76), KSTP-F (335 to 85), WMJIC-F (318 to 92) and KYUU-F (500+ to 95),

WBLS-F leads the nation in Teens, 18-49 and 25-54. WKTU-F leads in 18-34. WOR
leads in 35-64. WGN leads in morning drive (AMD).

WOWO leads in Metro Cume Rating with 62.5 WABC remains the leader in TSA Cume
with 3.2 million listeners. Multimedia's WWNC still leads in Metro Share with 44.0.
Booth's WRBR-~F 1s the leading FM station with a 26.1 share.

FM SHARE INCREASES-BUT THE RATE SLOWS

The Metro FM share of listening is now at 53.627%. In Oct/Nov 78 the share was
50.698%. This is a growth rate of 5.87% down from the previous year's rate of 9.0%.

FORMAT TRENDS

I made a special effort to break out the true "adult contemporary'" stations.
For this reason the Rock/Contemp percentage was down and the MOR /AC percentage is
down. The other major formats increased their share of listening with the exception
of Beautiful Music and Classical.

GROUP OWNERS

Some of the groups showing significant growth during the last year were NBC,
Cox, Bonneville, Golden West, Meredith, Greater Media, Outlet, Affiliated, Westinghouse,
Jefferson-Pilot and Broadcast Ent Net (BENI).

The new groups on the list since 0/N 78 are Inner City, Heftel, First Media,
Doubleday, Scripps-Howard, Beck-Ross, Des Moines Register-Tribune, Sudbrink, Western
Cities, Sunbelt, Clear Channel, Davis and Weaver, Stuart, Broadcast Associates and
Peoria State Journal.

For the first time Storer is not listed in the group rankings and I found this
to be rather sad. With the exception of WLAK-F the Storer group has been dismantled.



COST PER THOUSANDS

Radio CPM's continue to rise dramatically. This year's O/N markets had an average
CPM of $2.73 compared to a year ago's figures of $2.35. This represents a 16.17%
increase in one year. Anaheim, Kalamazoo and Anchorage were the most expensive markets.
The least expensive markets were Knoxville, New York and Allentown-Beth-Eastom.

OTHER LEADERS

Anchorage and Des Moines had the most revenue per capita and Anaheim and New
Haven the least. Los Angeles and Columbus lead in income per capita; Beaumont and
Honolulu had the lowest. San Francisco had the most national/regional revenue per

capita and Anaheim the least. Columbus, Minneapolis, Dayton and Houston lead in
profit margin.

Schulke is the leading syndicator/consultant followed by Burkhart-Abrams.

Katz again leads the rep firms followed by Eastman, Blair, Torbet, and McGavren-
Guild. Torbet and Christal showed significant growth.

MASS MEDTA BOOKNOTES

There are other "obscure' publications similar to American Radio which cover
various aspects of broadcast media. Unfortunately, many of these publications deserve
publicity but do not receive it. Most can not afford much advertising and our broad-
casting trade press does a miserable job of reviewing books and articles concerning
broadcastin unless they themselves publish it or it has '"pop" appeal.

There is one source of information about these publications. It is Mass Media
Booknotes published monthly by Chris Sterling of Temple University. T don't know
how Chris finds out about all these books and publications but he reviews hundreds

of them each year. Not only broadcasting is covered but print media, foreign publications,
advertising, film, photography and music.

Dr. Sterling reviews everything from the mass appeal "pop' books to scholarly
research pieces to worth doctoral dissertations.

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INDIVIDUAL STATION AUDIENCE BREAKDOWNS

In this section the audience composition of over 500 stations is examined. The
following information is included for each station.

TIME SPENT LISTENING (TSL): This figure shows the amount of time which an average
listener spends with a given station. The total is given in hours instead of 1/4 hours.

This figure is derived by the following calculation: Average 1/4 HR audience times
504 (the number of quarter hours in the Broadcast Week) . The resulting figure is divided
by the weekly Metro Cume. This figure is divided by four to come up with a figure in
hours.

TURN OVER RATIO (T/0 RATIO): This figure roughly indicates the number of groups
of people which contribute to the station's average audience, It is calculated by taking
the Metro Cume (12+, Broadcast Week) and dividing it by the Metro 1/4 HR AV: (Broadcast
Week),

PER CENT EXCLUSIVE CUME (% EXCL): This fascinating figure indicates the loyalty of
a station’s audience. It is calcualted by dividing the exclusive cume (12+, Metro,
Broadcast Week) by the Metro Cume (12+, Broadcast Week).

PER CENT TEENS, 18-34, 18-49, 50+: This is simply the percentage of a station's
total audience (12+ Metro, Broadcast Week) which lies in these demographic breaks.,

PER CENT MALE/FEMALE (%M, %F): The methodology is the same as that for Teens,etc.

THE NATION’S LEADING STATION GROUPS

These tables indicate which are the most important group owners in the United
States. The first table ranks the groups according to a formula I devised in 1976,
There are also tables which rank the groups according to cume listeners and total

quarter hour figures,*

IMPORTANT NOTE: To qualify for these tables a group must have at least five
stations in rated markets. A simulcasted facility counts as only one station.

EXPLANATION OF FORMULA: There are three areas of information which a group can

be judged upon., These are (1) total audience for a group's stations (2) the size and
importance of the markets in which the group's stations are located and (3) the station's
relative strength in its market, i.e., its rank,

Using the above data I developed a formula which ranked the groups. This formula
worked as follows, The total audience (12+, TSA, 1/4 HR AVG, Broadcast Week) of all
of a group's stations is divided by the number of figures in the group. The resulting
figure is the STATION AVERAGE. The next step is to find an average market size for
the stations in the group. This MARKET AVERAGE (based on SRDS rank) is then divided
into the STATION AVERAGE. This figure is then divided by the RANKING AVERAGE, the
aberage of all the stations in the group (12+, TSA, 1/4 HR).

The resulting figure is the STATION INDEX. The STATION INDEX is multiplied by
the number of stations in the group with the end result being the most important figure,
the GROUP INDEX.

Stations which fail to show in a market are not calculated in the formula. Neither
are some Suburban stations. Simulcasted facilities count as one station. To be sure there
are some problems with this formula., It tends to bias small groups which have successful
stations in large markets. However, the formula is fun to work with and it's fun to

Study. If you think about it I think you will agree that it is quite accurate.
