The importance of these two tables is that listening to unlisted and out-of-market stations is listening lost to local
commercial outlets, which affects both the CPM's and impact of local radio.

Comment: The mean APR for all markets is down for the fourth straight year, slumping to 15.9 - its lowest point
since Spring of 1981. We are greatly troubled by this trend. And this trend is not due to losses in a few markets.
As an example, APRs of both the market with the highest current level (Miami) and the lowest (Lafayette, IN) are
lower this year than last.

As Time Spent Listening (TSL) is closely allied to overall Average Persons Rating, many of the markets highest
and lowest in TSL are the same as those in APR. Miami-Ft. Lauderdale and Lafayette, LA, which have the highest
APRs this year, also have the highest TSLs at 25 hours per week. Lafayette, IN, which has the lowest APR of any
market, also registered the lowest TSL, at only 17.25 hours.

Of all listening to listed stations in the 168 markets covered by this report, FM attracted 77.634%, a new high. The
current level is up 1.2% over Spring 1896's 76.72%. Some of this increase may be the result of generally poor
showings by News/Talk and Full Service stations, the vast majority of which are on the AM band.

Ninety-five percent of all listening to listed stations in Tallahassee went to the FM band, while the rate in
Evansville was right behind at 94.21%. Fargo-Moorhead recorded the lowest rate of FM listening. Fargo
frequently has low FM usage, but we believe the severe flooding in the area during the Spring survey period led to
very high ratings for two local AM stations, which skewed resuits. San Francisco, Santa Rosa, Bridgeport,and
Memphis repeated as low-FM-usage markets. Tallahassee, Evansville, Greenville-New Bern, Wilmington, NC and
Terre Haute again showed up as high-FM-usage markets.

There are no real surprises in the markets that have the highest percentages of listening to “below-the-line" (out-
of-market) stations, although several posted lower levels. All are greatly influenced by major markets next door.

The markets with high rates of listening to unlisted stations also offers few surprises. Many are college towns,
which have many non-commercial FMs. One surprise is Portland, OR, which appears on this list for the first time
in at ieast three years.

Comment: Country’s share of listening was down for the third straight year and News/Talk’s, for the fourth. The
primary gainers were Adult Contemporary, Hispanic, CHR, Religion/Gospel and Black/Urban. We're at a loss to
explain the incredible increase in numbers of stations, up 35%, from 3,471 last year to 4,674 in 1997. Our only
thought is that increased sample sizes in most markets have allowed more stations to qualify for listing.
