R.A.F. RECRUITS IN AEROPLANE
BROADCAST

To Demonstrate Typical Training Flight

Friendly rivalry between two recruits to the
Royal Air Force. both direct-entry sergeant
observers, will add to the interest of an unusual
broadcast demonstrating an R.AF. training
flight that Daventry listeners will hear shortly.
Accompanied by a BBC observer, C. ]. T.
Gardner, as well as their pilot, they will fly
from Hendon Aerodrome over a forty-mile
course, one recruit navigating the machine on
the outward journey, the other on the return
flight. In order that listeners may hear how
theory is put into practice in such flights, the
standard of each man's work will be assessed
on a points basis, which will be described in
Gardner's commentary direct from the plane.

Recruitment of air observers direct from civil
life, in addition to the normal method or
raising them within the Service, has only re-
cently been introduced by the R.A.F., and is
intended as a temporary measure to meet the
expansion of squadrons equipped with multi-
seater aircraft.

Preliminary training occupies about five
months, the first three being given over to
navigational training at the civil flying school.
Then follow a fortnight's routine training at
an R.AF. depot and a six-week course in
gunnery and bombing at a Service observer
school, after which the recruit is posted to a
squadron with the rank of sergeant, and pay
at the rate of 12s. 6d. a day. Direct-entry
observers are attested for four years' regular
service (which may be increased to seven)
and six years on the reserve.

Monotony, as the broadcast will show, is

conspicuously absent from the air observer's

course of navigational training. His first hours
are spent in the air. acclimatising him to his
new medium of work, then he passes on to
the study and practical application of naviga-
tion by direct reckoning, learns the art of
aerial photography (‘bombing’ selected objects
with his camera is one of his fascinating
activities), studies direction-finding by wireless,
and, after familiarising himself wth a bomb-
sight, he completes his course — during which
he will have been some forty hours in the
air — with night-flying training.

In the second part we shall
hear a work which is seldom performed, the
first symphony by Bizet, the famous composer
of the immortal opera, Carmen.

While Tschaikovsky's Pianoforte Concerto
in B flat minor belongs to the best known
virtuoso works of the 19th century, the
Symphony of this concert is scarcely familiar
to the concert public, and most people do not
even know of its existence. Bizet's name and
fame is associated almost solely with the opera
“Carmen” and the “L'Arlésienne” music, and
this early symphony, a youthful and — Ilet
us say in retrospective — promising com-
position does not appear on concert program-
mes. In it Bizet has not yet developed his
specific style, but it would be difficult not to
recognise the typical French colouring, the
fierce rhythms, and the rich melodic inventions
that also later are the somyouses many other
antemities.

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Broadcasting House,

The opening of the new studios has marked a definite advance in
Palestine broadcasting. We are convinced our readers would like to
have an idea of what Broadcasting House looks like from within. With
th-s issue therefore we present a supplement containing the first
photographs of the interior as well as of the officials who direct the
activities of the station. The official description of the building has
already been published in a previous issue.

The old studios in Mamillah Road, which had been used ever since
the Palestine Broadcasting Service was inaugurated on March 31, 1936,
proved quite early to be inadequate for the purpose of serving three
communities in three different languages with only one transmitter.
Despite the limited budget at the disposal of the P.B.S., the Directorate
continually strove to improve the programmes both in quantity and in
quality; and it may well be said that the P.B.S. used the two old studios
to the very maximum of their capacity.

The necessity for a new buildine for the exclusive use of broadcasting
was felt as far back as 1937. It was at that time that the building
which now houses the new studios was chosen and the design for the
broadcasting equipment drafted by W. K. Brasher, then Engineer-
in-Chief. ~

It was Mr. Brasher who supervised the whole scheme right up until
the actual removal. The removal was in fact his last task in Palestine,
for three days later he left the country. Mr. Brasher's photograph
appeared in last week’'s issue, along with an appreciation of his work
in Palestine. On the next page is a photograph of a group of those
officers who carried out the greater part of the engineering work under
Mr. Brasher’'s direct instructions.

The architect of the building was Mr. Foster-Turner, who was also
designer of the acoustic adaptation. His was the difficult task of

renovating a building which has served quite different purposes, and
of adapting it for broadcasting.

Mr. Foster-Turner is an expert in
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acoustics and has devoted much time to the study of this most difficult
but seldom satisfactorily solved problem.

The lack of proper facilities for rehearsing was perhaps one of the
greatest disadvantages of the old studios. When it is remembered that
each dramatic and musical broadcast requires for rehearsal purposes a
period at least three to four times greater than that of the actual broad-
cast itself, it can easily be understood how extraordinarily difficult the
preparation and production of five or six hours daily broadcast must have
been in the two old studios. In the new home there are seven
studios and three announcing cabins. Through the new technical arrange-
ment it is now possible to have rehearsals in more than one studio
at a time concurrently with the actual transmission of the programme
from another studio.

Listeners will be interested to learn that in the new building there
is a special echo rcom. This was installed in an old cistern which was
discovered while the buiiding was being renovated. The echo thus made
possible can be incorporated in plays or other items, and can give,
when required, the impression of someone speaking in a large hall.

Another feature which should be of great assistance to producers is
the fixed recording equipment with a triple turntable. This will make
possible the mixing of different records after the fashion of film cutting.

The pictures themselves will prove that Palestine now possesses
studios and equipment worthy of comparison with stations in countries
with a much greater number of listeners.
