Petty has a knack for the
simple sound, and always stays relatable. In this moment of musical
maturity, he wears his influences proudly while exhibiting the masterful
mixology nobody else can provide. There’s always room for a Tom Petty
record at Heritage, and this one’s so listenable it's scary. Among those
already chalked in are WFBQ, WDVE, WDHA, WIYY, WKLS,
WMMR, WRCX, WNEW, and WRUF

Silverchair, “Tomorrow,” Epic

This band is working the room at rock radio of
all shapes and sizes these days, partly because
of their import status and partly because they
fuse textural elements inherent in a few differ-
ent formats. 7 more have bought in this week,
including WCCC, KMOD, WHTF, and WEBN,
adding up the total number of COR and Heritage
reporters on this track to 80. Not bad from a band virtually nobody knew
about last year. After winning a demo contest in their native land of
Australia, the recording that was cut with the prize-winning studio time
made it to the air of the national Alternative station Triple J, and
soared to the top of the Aussie charts in both radio and retail. We can
see that the momentum has carried over to this country, where the sto-
ry of Silverchair isn't about “Tomorrow,” necessarily.

Bill Pugh recently commented that your job is
the best in radio. Would you agree with him?

Harry: In many respects. I've been here a long time.
Gainesville is a great city to live and work in. There is
alot of creative energy here. And being associated with
amajor university like the University of Florida offers
a higher degree of job security than there is in the pri-
vate sector. It's also fun working with students. They
tend fo keep you thinking young.

Ratings stuff aside, what specific pressures does
the University put on you?

Harry: Basically, they're concerned about productiv-
ity in the manner of such where the station is commercially
successful and the excess money the station makes goes
back in the form of scholarships for other students. They
are looking for us to be successful in that manner
because it perpetuates the system.

Give me a thumbnail of the market - what's going
on there?

Harry: Itis a very strange market that Arbitron decid-
ed to hyphenate about four years ago o Gainesville-Ocala.
Gainesville has a metro of about 125,000, and Ocala
has a metro of about 140,000. Nice numbers that add
up except it's like comparing apples and oranges.
Gainesville itself is a very young town with about
50,000 University students, and a median age of about
26. Ocala on the other hand is a very old retirement fown,
conservative, and I'd say the median age there is about
55.

Not a lot of Better Than Ezra fans driving their
El Dorados in Ocala, are there? Do you even
try to make a dent there?

Harry: We program for whoever s going to listen to

the station, but if you had to pick a city that you are going
fo have the most influence in, obviously it would be
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Gainesville. For a contemporary radio station you are going
{o have demos that are going fo be a little more receptive
to what you are doing. We still consider Gainesville our
home base.

How does the Top 40 station perform?

Harry: They're really a typical Top 40, and my view of
that station is really what's wrong with that format. They
are trying to play a big mix of music. They will go from
1ap to dance to rock, and it is really hard to tell what the
focus of that station is. Inconsistency is the key there. There
are two Classic rock stations that have signals in the mar-
ket: WRRX in Gainesville is ABC out of Dallas. They do
live Triple A programming in morning and afternoon
drives, and Classic Rock the rest of the day. There real-
ly isn't a focus for that station at all, other than at least the
drive periods are consistent. The other station, WLVX/Live
95 out of Ocala, is also a Classic Rock station that uses
the Unistar Classic Rock format.

Kind of unusual to have tWo Classic rockers in
a market that size.

Harry: That is one of the reasons we made a conscious
effort to try and differentiate ourselves from that type of
stations, to be more contemporary, ‘90s oriented, and blow
off the old Classic Rock image.

Is there any format that is conspicuously absent
from the radio mix in the market
place?

Harry: Yes, straight Alternative, and -
that's a gap we have been bridging for
some period of time. We're more of a
Rock station, but our playlist defi-
nitely has more of an Alternative fla-
vor than most mainstream AORS.

What is the co-presents situation
like there? Is there any com-
petition there?

Harry: It's really not an issue. If
there is a show that we really want, it
is prefty much ours. A lot of that is
being in this job for so many years, |
know so many peaple. Unless they can
make a damn good reason why we
shouldnt have it, we usually get it

What problems does the city
acknowledge it has, other than
too many Canadians in the win-
ter?

Harry: Ours is growth. Gainesville is
a former small town that has grown in-
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to a medium sized town, and continues to grow. There
are lots of growth issues and problems within the city and
county. A lot of turf battles over who gets to have what.

Are you tenured?

Harry: No, but it's the next best thing. Only professors
are tenured, but as far as my longevity is concerned | have
a very good job. There is no reason in the world that |
would be let go, which is a nice situation fo be in.

What area of study is the school best known for?

Harry: There are so many renowned areas. They have
a fine medical school and law school. As far as an
undergraduate degree s concerned the journalism school
is one of the best in the country, year after year they rack
up the awardas.

Do you ever actually teach classes?

Harry: No. |lalk to classes at times, but my primary func-
tion is to run the radio station.

How are your ratings of late?

Harry: We don't subscribe to Arbitron so | can't quote
exact numbers. Our fall book was down slightly. Normally,
12+ we average anywhere froma 6.5 toa 10. We get two
books a year and they fluctuate for whalever reason.

' Harry and Aerosmith’s Steven Tyler
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This year, the fluctuation was influenced by more diaries
being returned from Ocala where the country stations did
much better than the contemporary stations. It depends
on who gets the diaries and who returns them. They only
do about 400 diaries, making reom for a lot of fluctua-
tion.

Is the University happy with the type of format
you are doing right now?

Harry: Yes, we try to have the station reflect the image
of the University in some way. We can not be a station
that has low values.

For instance, if you are going to play an Alanis
Morissetie...

Harry: It would not be impossible to play, but | would
look for an edit and probably pfay it at night only.

Better find some room, Harry. Alanis sold 9,000
the first week and with some scatiered Alterative
play, then proceeded to move 12,000 the second
week. This is going to be a big record.

Harry: | agree withyou. That record is a tough call for
me. Tom Petty is from Gainesville ,obviously, and we were
the only station in the market that played the real version
of “You Don't Know How It Feeis”.

Have you had any problems
regarding content?

Harry: Not really, but many years
ago we had a problem with Lou
Reed's 'Walk On The Wild Side”

Speakirg of women, how are
you doing with the Jen Trynin
tune?

Harry: | love that record. It
scares me to say So, but I think |
am going through a melamor-
phosis of female rock stars at the
format. The format has never
really been fernale friendly, and the
ones that come to mind, like Joan
Jett, do nothing for me. It has
always been a standing joke with
promotion people who work me,
that it its a fermale rock singer, they
have fittfe or no chance of getting
the record on the air. But ! love the
Trynin record and | think the
Natalie Merchant record is brilliant
The Pollack people fove that record
and that was their call. | dont regret
laking treir advice at all, though
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Stevie Nicks makes Harry smile.

atfirst, | thought it was a bit Triple A. 1try to be as main-
Strearn as possible, and daypart heavily to the audience
I know I'm reaching during the particular daypart. |
really didr:t hear the Natalie Merchant in the context of
the radio station except for perhaps at mid-day at best That
record is probably one of my top four or five records as
far as response. Basically, I let Pollack call the periph-
eral racords, the ones that | am really not sure about

Are you sensing that there is an audience back-
lash to ali this sort of dark, grungy somewhat neg-
ative stuff?

Harry: Yes, the reason is that everything goes in cycles.
Italways has and atways will. When you look at your releas-
es, everyttrng can't sound like Green Day, or Pearl Jam.
After 2 while you reach a saturation point with all of this
Alternative music where enough is going to be enough.
It is the new hip thing right now. I'm not down on
Alternative music at all. We've been leaning in that
direction for many years, but it's just every song on
your station doesn't have to be Alternative, there has fo
be a balance to be mainstream. People are looking for
sometiing new and different. You can still be Alternative,
but everything can't be dark. | really believe that people
want to be entertained. | don't think you entertain peo-
ple by always being gioom and doom.

Has that become an issve you address in your
weekly music selections?

e
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Harry: Only superficially. If the record sounds like a hit
and it looks like it has potential, I'm going to play it If
| keep it in the library as a recurrent, only time will tell.
Depending on what's available, if | have two or three records
that all sound the same, and have something else that |
want to play, those records may get spaced out a bit It
depends on context more than anything else.

How much catalog tinkering have you had to do
to balance your revamped currents?

Harry: We did, along with Pollack, a major library shift
where we probably nuked 250-300 good testing Classic
Rock songs, saying 'These records aren't relevant any-
more, we don't care how they test’ We then added
either a current or recurrent or a ‘90s oriented category
in place of those things. At first it seemed like radiical surgery,
but it really depends on how well you daypart the music
you are playing. | am very happy with the overall sound
of the station. The station has never sounded fresher, or
better as far as presentation goes.

Does your situation with the school entail a
higher degree of a public affairs commitment?

Harry: Not really. We have the luxury of having two radio
stations, an AM station and an FM station. Our AM is
news/lalk, and that's where we have a ot of our public affairs
commitment and news. We do more news than most AOR
stations would do, with at least an hour a week to pub-
lic affairs. Plus, we will cover any breaking stories.
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At this juncture, are you dealing entirely with stu-
dent air talent?

Harry: Yes, that's an interesting job. | have about a two
year turn over, so ! look for people who have two, two and
a half years left in school, assess their talent. recruit them
ifwe think they have the ability to communicate. If they
can do that, | can teach them how fo run a board or any-
thing else. If's that intangible ability to communicate that
you have to be able to look for. After all these years | have
a pretty good idea who has potential talent and who is not
going to cut it

How often do you end up getting out of bed to cov-
er that 2-6am shift that somebody blew off?

Harry: Never. Anybody that works for me is treated as
aprofessional. They are all at different levels of ability
obviously. so the people working 2-6 are the people
that are just starting out. | have a policy that uniess it is
a life and death situation, anybody who doesn t show up
to do their shift is fired. You have to instill profession-
alism to do that. 1 can't say that | would never come in
and do a shift, but there are very rare occasions.

Is there much competition for the shifts?
Harry: There is always competition for the jobs. | try to
have as much competition as possible because it helps

everybody. We run the station just like any other com-
mercial enterprise.  Unlike a normal college station
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where they have one person
working a shift on Monday,
another working on Tuesday,
all of our jocks are across
the board jocks. There are
always others waiting in the
wings that have shown a lot
of potential. You are always
looking over your shoulder, but
there isn't that threat you will
lose your shitt if you aren't per-
forming. Just like at any oth-
er radio station, if somebody
is doing a better job than you
are they are probably going to
get the shift

Do you have student sales
people?

Harry: No, the sales staff is
four full time professionals.

How would you rate your
business?

Harry: Very good. The sta-
tion every year is consistent-
ly billing well over a million,
and in this market that's not
bad atall.

What might we find surprising about the present
day college mindset?

Harry: | don't think they re as liberal as people really make
them out to be. They're liberal in certain areas, perhaps,
but overall you would find a much more conservative group
of people than you saw when you and | were in college.

What might we find disturbing about their atti-
tude?

Harry: That they're cynical. Whether it's this job or any
job, I think students coming out of college in general seg
a declining job market no matter what profession itis. That
should give them some kind of clue that if there’s less oppor-
tunities, they need to work harder, but you can't really con-
vince a nineteen to twenty-two year-old kid that that's the
reality of the situation. Someone that age has their own
mindset and their own circle of friends and their own ideas
about what works and what doesn't

Have you placed anybody in any cool jobs?

Harry: Yes, | have people who have worked for me all
over the place. Paul Castronova, formerly at WSHE and
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Harry with Music Director
Michelle Marie

now at WZTA, had his first job here. Christie Clark who
was working at 'XTB for Greg Mull, just went over to the
Thunder as Music Director. Will Douglas is at KLAQ and
is also doing 'YNF in Sarasota. The list also includes Scott
Gentle, former MD at WFYV, Virgil Thompson at KISS,
Rick Gangi at WZGC and Rick Schmid! at WXWX.

Do those snotty, opinionated college kids feel
like what you present on the air is fairly hip?

Harry: Oh, very much so. A lot of that has to do with
Pollack. We've been with Jeff Pollack for 14 years. We're
one of their oldest clients, and it’s pretty much my deci-
sfon who we want to relain, if we want to retain a consultant
atall. |feel with using a consultant’s advice, as long as
you know what to do with the information, can definite=
ly help you win. What they give us is a big market pre-
sentation ina medium market. We are not able to do our
own call out research So at least we get some fype of research
back on a weekly basis. They also alert us to frends before
they actually happen.

Do you ever get pitched by anyone else?
Harry: All the time. When you've had someone for 14

years, itis pretty hard to make a change, unless you are
really dissatisfied with them. The thing is, we have nev-
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er lost. We've won our demo
since the station has been on the
air. We used fo win 12+ con-
sistently until the market was
hyphenated.

How long have you been at
the station?

Harry: I've got twenly years
here since | put the station on the
air. | started with our AM station
back in 71 and then | was hired
in ‘75 as a full time staff member,
worked as Music Director until
77 before becoming the Station
Manager of the AM station. In 82
| convinced the powers o be to
switch the FM station from
Classical to Rock.

Were the powers to be
intrigued by the revenue
potential in doing that?

Harry: That was ultimately the
reason for it. It was a sleeping
giant - a 100,000 watt station that
has great coverage area. They
have no regrets.

How about the music depart-

Harry: PM Driver/Music Director Michelle Marig is a very
talented person. Unfortunately for me she has graduat-
ed and is currently looking for her next position, which
leads me to that search process once again. Michelle has
made my job a lot easier, because she has a very good
ear for music. She likes all types of music. She is a per-
son | really hate to lose. This is one of the hard parts of
the job, losing somebody you really consider good,
especially when you've watched their progress and you
know you can count on them to make the right decisions
and do the right thing for the station.

Are you the primary contaet for most of the
labels or does Michelle get in on that?

Harry: Michelle handles my secondary things. I'ma firm
betiever in that because | have such a high tumover. | guess
when you think about it having somebody for two years
in a market this size, two years isn't really that short term.
It's just important to me to have consistency with the radio
station from one year to the next, so | keep my hand in
the music because | am going to be here and they are not.

You have regular meetings?

e R ———
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Harry: \/e have meetings once a week, and then ! usu-
ally Jo tne call with Pollack, and the music director
hancles all the other functions for me.

How much input does the staff have?

Harry: Other than Michelle and David Singer, who
does the Alternative show on Saturday night, really not
awhole ot I've got a focus for the station, and | prefty
muct kncw what | am trying to do. I've been with Pollack
for sc many years, | could probably hear a Pollack record
before they hear it

Reaily? How would you describe a Pollack
record

Harry: Something that is mass appeal, is very safe and
has a huge hook in it - that is a guarantee for a Pollack
hit

Yeah? What are the best examples on your
list?

Harry: Currently, from a first listen Live ‘All Over You'
withe:1t a doubt Soul Asylum Misery, Foo Fighters ‘This
Is A Zall" Aclually a record that we both agreed on
very early was the Wanderiust record. 've been on it for
ages and the rest of the world is just coming to figure out
that record. The Dave Matthews Band was another one.
As far as lesser known bands the Stone Roses and Hum.
Whern | da music calls with Pat Welsh, it's uncanny that
we have the samelist in front of us. Again, it's from hav-
ing dene it for so long.

Give me idea of some things that you are on that
you had to sell them on.

Harry: Hootie & The Blowfish. They didn't hear it, but
they do now. Collective Soul's “Shine” was another
one. iwas one of the first stations in the country that went
on the first record and raved about it

How are they are on records like Silverchair?

Harry: Surprisingly, | liked the record and they liked it
as wedl. Thal was one | wasn't sure how they were going
to feetabout. They were pretty high on that record out of
the bex.

What did you think about the Bon Jovi research
project that Mercury sent out?

Harry: | thought it was interesting. They certainly did-
n'tneed the study to know there’s a problem. I'm not sure
the research-though it was presented in a nice, neat
and eticiert package-really would do a lot to change peo-
ple’s perceptions. You either have a perception of Bon
Jovi o’ liking them, or have a perception that this act is
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anegative. I'm playing it at night to see what happens.
The funny thing is | played that record for seven or eight
people, not telling them who it was, but after about 30 sec-
onds every person had figured it out. No one really had
a problem with the record, it was just the name. | had a
discussion with the local Mercury rep on this matter, and
unfortunately Mercury wants it both ways, and from a finan-
cial standpoint | don't blame them. They have this
wimpy ballad that's out at AC and yet they are still trying
to make Bon Jovi out as a rock band. | don't think you
could have it both ways. | think you could have released
this song first and then if you had some success with it
perhaps later in the project come back to AC, but I don't
think the label knows themselves what they want Bon Jovi
to ultimately be.

There has been tons of discussion on how the var-
ious trades were going to handle the fragmen-
tation at Rock radio. If you ran a trade magazine,
what would you do?

Harry: I'm glad to see all of the trades trying {o address
the situation, but none of the charts really address what
we do, and thal's programming targeted 25-34. And every
chart you see is either 18-34 or 25-49. After looking at
all the charts, I guess | fit better in a young end because
1 play a lot more new music, and play less '70s stuff, |
don't feel comfortable in the 18-34 and yet 25-49 does-
n't reflect my radio station either. I'm trying to filter out
what | think of each of the charts because they are still mak-
ing some revisions. I takes time to get comfortable
with looking at them, and figuring out what information
you can glean from them.

Is the net resuit of all of these new charts just
simply you are less involved in looking at them?

Harry: | don't think | have ever been lotally involved in
looking at the charts. They are going to be important for
no other reason than if you are trying to be a mass
appeal station, you want o know what the rest of the coun-
try is playing. Beyond that, I don't make a whole lot of
decisions on charts. Never have. It's good basic refer-
ence information, but as you said you can have one or two
stations that have such a dominance that they weigh
the charts down. Just because a song is rolling up the
chart dogsn't mean thal | think it's a record relevant to my
radio station.

What are the highest charting records you're not
playing?

Harry: I'm not playing the Primus, but | might down the
road. And I'm not playing the Nine Inch Nails, either,

What’s the local talent scene like? Do you air
much unsigned material?
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Harry: There are two levels of focal talent. There is one
festival that we do here called Alachua Music Harvest, and
we are a co-presenter every year of that. It is usually a
three day event, 36-40 different bands, something like a
very small version of Music Midtown that Atianta does.
Beyond that, we don't tend to play a lot of local music, oth-
er than on our one hour show called ‘Florida Rocks', that
showcases local talent.

What National person do you speak with most?

Harry: Jimie Del Balzo. He makes a concerted effort to
call on a weekly basis. The truth is, | like the calls, and
itis good to lalk to these peaple, but | pretty much have
my mind made up before | talk to them. | think the
National people are alf dependant on the local staff. If you
have a good local person it isn't so important that you talk
to the National person on a weekly basis. It is also nice
to know that if you have a problem or if you need some-
thing, you can pick up the phone and call them and they
know who you are.

What Iabel do you think has done the best job in
anticipating the format fragmentation current-
ly at hand?

Harry: There are two labels, and only because | think it
is the A&R departments are good at anticipating these things.
One is Atiantic. They're very good at hearing these
things. The other, to their credit, is Geffen. They have done
areal good job, at least in the short term, of laking the big
hits on the artists they ve lost and filling the shoes with
artists Iike the Stone Roses.

Do you think broadcasting students these days
look at the computer science types as if it's thase
kids who have the most exciting jobs ahead?

Harry: | think it really depends on each individual per-
son. I'm sure some people would see it that way. There
are people that are heading in that direction, but people
#ho have a genuine passion for the music probably
dontsee it that way. Theyre in broadcasting because they
love broadcasting. If they really thought compulers were
exciting, they'd probably be doing that.

Do your students tend to see their career field
as music as much as radio?

Harry: No, | think every student is different in that
regard. Some see it as music, some see it as a related
media field, and some are just doing it not particularly as
a mafor but as something they are interested in and
want to have a good time doing. | think you have all three
of those elements. Those that are inferested in the tech-
nology side are always offering me suggestions, as far as
being able to accesss stuff on the Internel, and related tech-

_nological advances.

§
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How’s the new technology impacting your sta-
tion?

Harry: One really big plus of the Pollack convention this
year were two or three sessions on technology in the ‘90s
and the future. It was an eye opening experience to
really see some of these innovations that are just around
the corner. For instance what they are going fo do with
call out research, computer wise. hlow stations should have
a lot of access to the Internet, and how it s untapped poten-
tial for radio stations for the future. We've been doing a
home page on the Internet for about 6 months. We
checked last week and for the month of June we had 28,000
hits on that page. We are still in the experimental stage
of putting things together in the format that we want o pre-
sent.

What did you glean from that?

Harry: Unfortunately, we can not differentiate where those
hits are coming from. We can't tell whether they are com-
ing from Gainesville in our listening area or people just
surfing the net, but my main focus obviously is to max-

imize the visibility of the ragio station. Fortunalely for us
there's a free service fn this fown called Alachua Freenet.
Anybody that has a computer and a modem can sign onto
that, and rather than having to access the Internet itself,
they can just access the page through that, so it costs no
money. Basically what it tells us 1s there is an untapped
potential out there for advertising our radio station.
Down the road we will probably see advertising, at least
in some limited sense. We also provide information that
we don't have to clutter our air with that anybody can get
to with the click of a mouse— top spins. album reviews,
concert news elc. It's like a music magazine that we do
on a weekly basis and update. We are the only station in
fown doing it. other than the NPR station, the real uni-
versity station here. With a contemporary station you want
fo be viewed as the station is on the cutting edge, and there
is no better way of being viewed that way than doing some-
thing like this.

Is there a part of you that would like to get
into a hyper-competitive major market?

Harry: | have had offers, not necassarily major markets,
but descent sized markets throughout the years, but | prob-
ably would not move. | like the lifestyle, the securily of
the job. the communily, and working with students.
Competitors in the market will say that they are just a bunch
of students, but it doesn't matter whether you are going
to school or not. It's your abilily to communicate and talk
to the audience that matters. The audience doesn't care
who you are as long as you entertain them, and you're
focused in doing that It's just the competitors that
seem lo care. as far as labeling you as such, so when |
say students | don't mean that in a negative sense at all.
The competition uses that as a sales vehicle against us.
basically, some people buy it but some people don'. [ve
been doing this for so0 long that the argument has been
muted at this point If's time to argue something new. The
downside of having to always recruit, trafn, and teach these
people is that this is either their first or second job in the
business. The upside is that they Fave this unbridled ener-
gy and haven' been jaded by the System yet. There'sa
lot of creativity. These kids have an outlet to do what they
really want to and do it very welf

“Quicksand” brings to the CD a strong,
infectious peat, “Counting My Regrels” is an astounding synchronization of both vibrato-laden voice and instru-
ment; “Take /e To Chicago” borrows from those ruck, rough, and ready to kick-ass sounds of Elmore James;
“One Last Braath” brings out Dave’s great ability to storytell in back porch style; “Hook Line and Sinker” will
shake up the deadest party and "Blues Will Call Your Name" gives a hint of an early John Mayall. Hole has
insisted that he's living proof that you don't have to be poor or live on a colton plantation between Clarksdale
and Memphis to play blues. Little did he know when fipping through those precious and few recorded releas-
es back in Perth, Westemn Auslralia as a kid that he'd climb a ladder and live up to the title “overnight success.”
Difference is - it's taken him some twenty years to go from “down-under” to “up-top.” Dave asserts frankly,
he never chose blues - it came around and chose him. For all of us - ifs not bad choosing!

Bon Jovi have had the highest sales figure of the year so far in Britain with 130,000 copies of
the new albura “These Days” sold during its first week of release. The album outsold Michael
Jacksan's rizw album by 2 to 1. The band's success was probably aided by six sold-out sta-
dium cencerts in Britain the week of the LP's release. Four of the band's catalogue albums —
“Sliopery When Wet” "New Jersey,” “Keep The Faith,” and last year's greatest hits LP — have
all re-endered the top 75 album chart.

Love toid the Seattle Post-Intelligencer newspaper that one Seattle cemetary wanted $100,000
every year for security and wanted Love to pay for a 75,000 tombstone. *I don't have that kind
of money, and Kurt didn't have that kind of money, " Love says. Love says the park adjacent to
her mansion on Lake Washington Boulevard has afready been overrun by visitors. “You should
see the penct:....It looks like Jim Morrison's grave." she says. "I can't have this going on. | can't
be spending this much on guards every month.” In an interview in the June issue of Vanity Fair,
Love taiked about wanting to bury Cobain's ashes at Calvary Catholic Cemetary, because of its
scenic lacaticn near the University of Washington. But the cemelary's attorney recently sent Love
a letter asking for $100,000 a year for security, maintenance and repair, and threatening to can-
cel the purchase arrangements Love made earlier this year.

Bon Jovi keyboardist David Bryan has released his first sofo album, "On A Full Moon,” which
draws from Bryan's work composing background music for the films “Conflict On Interest” and
“The Netherworld.” The LP features Bryan and keyboardist Larry Fast going through piano-dri-
ven instrumentals. “I have a part of me that's completely different from what | do onstage with
Bon Jovi,” Biyan says. 'f thought it was about time to introduce that part of me in a totally dit-
ferent kiad of music than what people would normally expect.” Bryan says the album is 'not straight-
out classical, it's not jazz or new age, and it's definitely not rock & roll.”

Michaei $tipe s film production company is working on a movig fro Drew Barrymore called
“Frigid & Impotent.” It's described as a romantic comedy about two serial killers who fall in love
with eaeh other. Stipe says he wants to make movies “that don't suck.”

Sting and his wife Trudie Styler are expecting a fourth child at the end of this year. A spokes-
woman for Sting's wife told Entertainment Weekly “she just loves children.” The coupie already
have Mickey.

The Recording Industry Association of America says Garth Brooks has become the fourth-high-
est-selling artist of all time, with sales of over 52 million albums. Brooks ranks behind the Beatles,
Billy Jeel and the Eagles. Brooks is technically tied with Barbra Streisand but has sold more
albumsthan Streisand in less time. Brooks also ties Madenna for having the best-selling great-
est hits album of the decade, with sales of 6 million of “The Hits.” The RIAA says Pearl Jam's
“Ten” has become the best-selling debut album of the decade with sales of 9 million, and Metallica
has gore triple platinum with its multi-video boxed set.
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Lancaster, Pennsylvania, trio Suddenly Tammy! chose their name because of Tammy Faye Bakker,
the wife of television evangelist Jim Bakker. Beth Sorrentina says that when a friend told her
she should wear more makeup, she said she'd start to look like Bakker. The group doesnt have
aguitarist, just a drummer and bass player. "Opera doesn't have electric quitars because it's opera,”
Sorrentino says. "We don't have electric guitars because we re Suddenly, Tammy! It's just our
thing, it's nota gimmick. If we thought a guitar would sound good on a track, we'd use one.”

After canceling the rest of its summer tour, Pearl Jam decided to un-cancel shows in Milwaukee
and Chicago. The band is still slated to play July 8 and 9 in Milwaukes, in shows that sold out
within hours. There's also a July 11 concert still taking place at Soldier Field in Chicago. A spokes-
woman for the band said the last-minute changes were due to uncertainty over the health of vocal-
ist Eddie Vedder, who became ill with a stomach virus in the middle of a San Francisco con-
cert “The band and management felf that given Eddie’s physical condition, it was best for the band
to take some time and regroup,” she said. “After a couple of days he's starting to feef better and
they decided to do those three shows.”

SoundScan estimates that Michael Jackson's “HiStory™ album sold 390,000 copies during
its first week, less than half the 900,000 copies Pearl Jam sold in a week in 1993 with “Vs."
Guns N’ Roses so!d a tolal of 1.4 million albums in 1991 when they released two LPs at once.

The Connells ‘Ring" album recently hit number one in Gregce, thanks to the European sucess
of “74-'75," which just went platinum in Norway. The band's touring Europe, but with Tim Harper
playing bass instead of David Connell. Connell s wife, Jennifer, underwent surgery last month
to remove a malignant brain tumor. The surgery is said to have gone well, but Mrs. Connell will
require further treatment to ensure no malignancy has remained.

A florida folk singer has begun a letter-writing campaign to have guitarist Gamble Rogers and
songwriter Will McLean added to the Florida Artist Hall of Fame. Doug Gauss is trying to per-
7uade the Florida Arts Council to add the names, since theyve recognized actor Burt Reynolds.
'I've always had the feeling that they don't consider the folk arts legitimate art,” Gauss says. "The
whole concept of fame is kind of strange to me; obviously, a folk musician’s never going to be
famous in the way that Burt Reynolds is famous, but that doesn't mean (McLean's and Rogers’)
contribution shouldn't be recognized. They re at the top of their particular heap.” Both McLean
and Rogers are native Floridians. McLean wrote over 3,500 songs, some of them about the state's
ecology. Rogers is a well-known songwiriter who drowned in 1992 while trying to rescue a tourist
from rough waves at an Atfantic coast beach. “There's no reason in my mind that both Wil and
Gamble shouldn't be acknowledged for the contributions for Florida's people, her natural beau-
tyand so forth,” Gauss says. “Will ran completely on emotion, and | think Gamble ran on almost
as high a percentage on intellectualism. He crafted; Will was a man of passion. They had a high
regard for one another, too, and I think they were both right." Jimmy Buffett credits Rogers with
having been a strong early influence. "In all my years of traveling this stale...| always think of one
of Gamble's songs or stories,” Buffett says. “They are as much a part of the landscape as the pal-
metto palms, Spanish moss or slash pine.”

A federal judge has ruled the Kingsmen can recover ownership of masters of over a hundred
songs including "Louie, Louie.” The band went to court in California contending they had not
been paid royalties (by Sceptor/Wand Records) over the past three decades. U.S. District Judge
Wiltiam Keller ruled that the record labe! breached its contract by failing to provide any account-
ing of royalties. The decision also releases the band from the contract it signed in the 1960s.

Pearl Jam's record label refused to let the band or its members get any credits on Nell Young's
new “Mirror Ball” album. Young told the USA Today newspaper that he's learned a lot from record-
ing and touring with Pear! Jam. “In some ways. Pear! Jam seems older than | am,” Young told
the newspaper. “There is a certain ancient wisdom in the way they fill the spaces and leave oth-
er spaces. It's not something they learned in this lifetime. In Pearl Jam, | have been given a great
gift." Young adds that he decided not to participate in this year's Loliapalooza tour because he
might be perceived as “the dinosaur coming into ruin it.... They might as well get Nell Dlamond "

In anticipation of the settlement of his lawsuit against his record label, George Michael has
been in the studio for a couple of months and a new single should be ready for release in October.
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Aaron Neville’s new album, “The Tattooed Heart,” features three country songs recorded in Nashville,
where Neville is thinking of buying a second home. “For The Good Times,” written by Kris
Kristofferson, has already been released to country music radio stations. This is not Neville's
firstforay into country music. His “The Grand Tour" album of last year and the single of the title
track, both charted country last year, The Neville Brothers are touring Europe this month before
beginning U.S. dates that will continue through October. After the group tour, Neville plans a tour
with Linda Ronstadt and a symphony orchestra, a country album, a spiritual album, a childrens’
album, and a Christmas LP with Ronstad!

The family of the late. guitarist Stevie Ray Vaughan has reached a settlement in a lawsuit against
the company operating the helicopler that crashed and killed Vaughan in 1990. The lawsuit had
been filed by Vaughan's mother, Martha, and his brother, Jimmie, alleging that Ominifiight Helicopters
of Dallas, Texas, was negligent in allowing an unqualified pilot to fly the helicopter. They also
claimed the pilot was negligent because he took off in dense fog. Vaughan was killed along with
the pilot and three associales of Eric Clapton when the helicopter crashed into a hill near Elkhorn,
Wisconsin. A lawsuit involving the families of two other crash victims was settled in November
1992 for over $2 million.

A British television network plans a three-hour show based on the love affair between the late Freddie
Mercury of Queen and his boyfriend Jim Hutton. “This is a hell of a love story and it is a big
gamble to take," says producer Mike Smith, who estimates the show will cost over $3 million
to make. “This is a homosexual love story but this is 1995 and if people can't cope with that then
that is their problem }lof mine.”

A New York judge has ruled that a small New Jersey record label can self unreleased master tapes
made by Elvis Presley, Frank Sinatra, Bob Dylan, Hank Willlams and Louls Armstrong,
among many others. Almost 3,000 reels of used tape which turned out to include over 20,000
tracks of performances by many artists, were sold to an employee of a Nastwille, Tennesseg, stu-
dio for $6,000. A New Jersey bankruptcy court has given Clark Entertainment Group the right to
sell the tapes, but no rights to release the material. Judge William Gindin found that Columbia
Records lost its claim to ownership “when the tapes were originally sold or otherwise conveyed.”
Sony owns copyrights for about 30 percent of the recordings.

Carnle Wilson, formerly of Wlison Phillips, will host a syndicated talk show called “Carnie”
beginning in Seplember. The program will be produced in New York.

A survey conducted by the Center on Addiction and Substance Abuse, which is affiliated with Columbia
Universily, concludes that two-thirds of adults and three-fourths of children believe popular cut-
lure encourages illegal drug use. Two thousand adults and 400 teens aged 12 to 17 were
polled in early May. Center president Joseph Califano said popuiar cufture may not cause drug
abuse but said parents, movie, television and music producers should ‘examine what they can
do to stop encouraging drug use among children.”

Elton John has reportedly signed a deal with Disney to write a new version of Verdi's opera "Aida,”
because of the success of his “Lion King” sounatrack. I don't know what kind of music I'm going
to compose but it's going to be modern,” John says.

Johnny Mathls has been inducted into the Wall of Fame at the Greek Theatre in Hollywood, California.
Santana is among those previously honored for having sold a total of over 100,000 seats at the
outdoor venue.

Bobby Brown has been charged with aggravated battery and disorderly conauct for allegedly
getting into a fight in Orfando. Brown, his publicist and his bodyguard were all arrested after police
said they got into a scuffle with a Chicago man. Brown is scheduled to be arraigned in July 18.

Attorneys for 0.J. Simpson threalened legal action against a Denver radio station (KRFX)
because of a billboard that promoted Bad Company with pictures of Simpson and Charles Manson.
Bad Company drummer Slmon Klrke quickly rushed out a statement saying the group condemns
‘attempts by 0.J.'s attorneys to violate what we believe is the station’s constitutional right.”
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The Grateful Dead canceled a second concert scheduied for the Deer Creek Music Center near
Indianapolis affer the first show saw a near-riot that involved as many as 4,000 fans and 200 law
enforcement officials. Police contend fans who didn't have tickets began to throw rocks and bot-
tles, then stormed a fence separating a parking lot from a lawn seating area. Authorities used pep-
per spray and teargas and arrested 17 people. Four of the police officers suffered minor injuries.
“We have had a positive and enjoyable relationship with Deer Creek and the local community for
anumber years,” said a statement issued by Dead tour manager Cameron Sears. “We sincere-
ly regret that the actions of a few have interfered with that relationship. We particularly want to
commend and show our support for the performance of the area law enforcement personnel fast
night. They displayed consummate professionalism and great restraint under difficult circum-
stances. The behavior of that group of unruly fans was absolutely unacceptable and we condemn
it.” One officer and one civilian were each bitten by police dogs and 15 police vehicles were dam-
aged in the disturbance. Two golf cats were also overturned and set on fire. Earlier in the day, police
had made 25 arrests on drug charges, using canine units to search ior drugs and spot check-
ing vehicles at the facility. Meanwhile, over a hundred people were iajured when a wooden deck
at a campground near St. Louis collapsed in the rain. Many of therr: were fans of the Grateful
Dead who were staing at the Pine Woods campground about 40 miles from where the Dead were
playing in St. Louis. About 30 peopie suffered serious injuries and four were in critical condi-
tion after the second-story deck collapsed, injuring both those standing on the deck and below
it. "A group went underneath and a group was on lop dancing in the rain ar something,” says Sergeant
Jim Kaimann of the St. Charles County Sheriff's Department. “When they were dancing, the pavi-
ion fell down on the people underneath.”

Black Sabbath's new album “Forbidden” reunites founding member Tony lommi with
drummer Cozy Powell and bass player Nell Murray. The record was produced by Ernle C.
of Ice-T's band Body Count. and Ice-T contributes vocals on the track “llfusion Of Power.”

Movie producer Dawn Steel says Michael Jackson's decision to re-record lyrics to a song on
his “HIStory" album is “too little, too late.” She wants Jackson lo recalf all of the copies of the
album that are in circulation because the record is “every bit as dangerous to the human soul
asa faully car is to the human body.” “The images and words and sounds you create don't just
go away," she says in a letter to the Los Angeles Times. “They are indelibly etched into our con-
sciousness, the damage is done. Your public relations problem might go away, but how can |
forgive you for teaching my child the word ‘kike." She might have made it all the way to 9 years
old without hearing that word.” The letter went on to suggest that Jackson was striking back at
being sued by a teenager who alleged sexual molestation. “Could it be you are enraged by a young
Jewish boy who 'sued you, Jewed you' and kiked you'?” Steels fetter says. However, Ranay Taraborrell
the author of *Michael Jackson: The Magic and the Madness, " wrote in the same newspaper that
he’s certain Jackson “is nota racist. " Taraborrelli says Jackson shoulcn't have to change the lyrics
because “as an American, he should have complete freedom of expression.”

A Saks Fifth Avenue store has filed a $263,000 lawsuit against Aretha Frankiin over unpaid
bills. The county lawsuit indicaltes there are government liens ‘otaling $661,458 against
Franklin's $1 million home in Bloomfield Hills because of unpaid taxes. An attorney for Saks told
the Royal Oak Daily Tribune newspaper that Franklin opened an acceunt but dion't pay her bills.

Greek singer Nana Mouskourl has celebrated her first anniversary in the European Parliament,

The New York State Comptroller, trustee of $106 million in Time-Warner stock, says an exec-
utive has told him the company is about to change its policy on offeasive lyrics.
