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In the ’50s television came of age. Its growing pains were necessarily marked
by occasional dislocations and disenchantments as well as by many brililant
cultural achievements.

And in the '50s, as television emerged as the world’s largest mass medium,
it became clear that the television audience is actually many audiences, with
widely diverse tastes.

The programming obligations of the broadcasters must therefore be based
on a democratic concept of cultural freedom—that is, the rights of the people
to want what they want when they want it.

Obviously no one is told what to watch in this country. Instead of arm-twisting,
we go in for dial-twisting. It is this broad freedom of choice, as 1t naturally
evolved in the ’50s, which makes the graph on the left worth noting. This
graph shows at a glance how consistent has been ABC’s gain in average share
of audiencet! over the peak viewing periods of seven Decembers.

Today, in a medium where cultural democracy supplies the most definitive of
measurements, ABC has now gained the largest share of audience” This is an
expression of popularity achieved, it would seem, by giving more people what
they want when they want it. This will continue to be our goal for the sixties.

COLOR RECEIVERS AND BROADCASTING

The number of color receivers in use increased from 435,000 sets in January, 1959 to 600,000
in October, 1960.

In 1954 there were only 68 hours of color programming. In 1960, it is estimated there were
32 hours per week of color broadcasting. A total of 354 stations are equipped to pick up net-
work color.

PUBLIC OUTSPENDS ADVERTISERS

It is estimated that the public has spent a total of $17 billion on television receivers since the
start of the medium 14 years ago and that advertisers have spent $8.8 billion on time and talent
in the same period.

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General Data

The Television Bureau of Advertising estimates that at the peak hours of 9 to 10 P.M. Monday
through Sunday televisions sets were being watched in an average of 17,000,000 homes in 1955.
Their figure for 1959 is 25,100,000.

In the 13 years since 1946 the number of homes having television sets has grown to over
46,200,000. Ninety-eight percent of U. S. homes are within range of TV stations.

The first production model of a Videotape recorder (Ampex) was installed at station KING-
TV, Seattle in November, 1957. In November, 1960, there were about 1,000 of the machines in
use. Between 75 and 100 regular syndicated television features are now being produced and
broadcast on Videotape recorders.

Films for Television

The average station uses film 291£ hours weekly ina year; while all stations will use 685,736 14
hours of film in a year.

The amount of film made for television since 1949-50 is more than $304,000,000. This invest-
ment covers about 7,600 hours of television-produced film fare available. This does not
include 3,017 hours of feature film, 989 hours of Westerns, 216 hours of motion picture
serials or 11,494 hours of motion picture short subjects available.
