Cosinetics and toiletries, drug products and confections and soft drinks paced over-all net-
work and spot television hillings in percentage of gain in the first half of 1962, Gross time
billings, network and spot TV. for cosmetic and toiletries advertisers were $88.832.390 in the
first halt of 1962, against $70,904,277 in 1961. For drug products it was $73,405,670 apainst
$62,011,358, while for confcctions and soft drinks the figures were $42,453,245 and $31.362.933.
The largest single classification by far was food and grocery products with first half 1962 bill
ings of $164,711,032.

TELEVISION USAGE

During An Average Minute by Day Parts
1959-1961

The percentage of homes using television during an average minute in 1961 has been in-
creasing gradually in the morning and afternoon portions while the evening segment has fallen
slightly. In terms of actual homes, all three segments have shown increases. The increase in
the number of homes viewing is a result of the growth in total U.S. homes and in television
penetration.
