ON April 13,1952, the Federal Communications Commission announced lifting 
of the "freeze" on new television station construction which had been in effect 

since September 30, 1948. In so doing, it also made public the allocation of the new 
ultra -high frequency channels and some changes in the existing very -high frequency 
bands. As of Sept. 1, 1970, there were 1,185 UHF channel assignments (of those 
523 are educational reservations) and 716 VHF channel assignments (of those 
123 are educational reservations) . On the air as of Aug. 23, 1971 were 299 UHF 
(commercial) television stations (includes 4 educational stations on Non -reserved 
channels) ; 596 VHF (commercial) television stations (includes 4 educational 
stations on non -reserved channels) ; 188 UHF (educational television stations; and 
88 VHF (educational) television stations. Following is the complete list of cities 
and the channels assigned to each.

STUDIOS AND LABORATORIES 
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BRITISH YEAR IN REVIEW 
by WILLIAM PAY 

The easing of the swinging levy on televi- 
sion advertising brought new life to the 
fortunes of the commercial contractors. 

So much so that following pressure from the 
industry the government decided to investi- 
gate the possibility of permitting a second 
commercial channel. The British Broadcast- 
ing Corporation, the government -subsidised 
body, already, of course, operates its BBC -1 
and BBC -2. 

Even if they are not successful in their 
campaign for an ITV -2, industry heads are 
optimistic that they will shortly be relieved of 
the present restrictions on broadcasting hours. 
At the moment, stations are allowed only a 
basic 53 -hours a week broadcasting. 

Support for this second commercial chan- 
nel, however, is not 100 per cent. Peter Cad- 
bury, head of Westward Television, main- 
tains that it would bankrupt the smaller com- 
panies. He prefers a fourth channel without 
advertisements. `Present plans," he says, "are 
to finance ITV -2 from advertising and this is 
bound to be at the expense of ITV -1, as there 
is no hidden source of advertisement revenue 
that will suddenly be unearthed by another 
channel". It is estimated that some £20 mil- 
lion will be diverted from ITV -1 to ITV -2 
and that cuts in appropriations will first be 
made in smaller regions. 

All this is still looking to the future. For 
the moment, there is a confident trend with 
the commercial contractors. Advertising rev- 
enue runs around £100 million annually and 
there now appears to be an attraction for an 
increasing number of, at one-time, sceptics of 
the medium. 

In addition, the lifting of hire-purchase 
restrictions by the government is leading to a 
boom in the sale of color TV receivers (there 
are around 16 million colour and mono- 
chrome sets in operation in Britain). Com- 
mercial television investment in colour is 130 
million; over 50 hours of colour are transmit- 
ted each week and approximately 80 per cent 
of all peaktime transmission is in colour. 

All these developments with the Independ- 
ent Television Authority network are un- 
doubtedly providing healthy competition for 
the BBC. Against a background of more 
than 6,000 hours of television, much of it in 
colour, and nearly 24,000 hours of radio pro- 
grammes a year, the BBC provides a compre- 
hensive-but non-commercial service (no ad- 
vertising commercials or sponsored pro- 
grammes are permitted)-and in the course 
of a day it is estimated that more than 26 
million people in Britain watch one or more

BBC television programmes. 
A high standard of programmes is main- 

tained by the BBC and an increasing valuable 
source of supplementary income is now being 
provided by BBC Television Enterprises. 
1970 showed the most successful year's trad- 
ing to-date. Total sales were £2.5 million, an 
increase of 39.5 per cent on the previous year 
and more than 8,000 screen hours of pro- 
gramming were bought by 89 countries for 
television use. 

More recently, the indications were that 
the BBC looked as if it was finally breaking 
into the American market with the sale of 
"The Six Wives of Henry VIII". This series 
has already been sold to 19 other countries. 

In the past the commercial companies have 
had considerable success with overseas sales 
of their product. In particular, ATV, with 
its Des O'Connor, Tom Jones and Engelbert 
Humperdinck spectaculars. More recently 
the company's head, Sir Lew Grade, claimed 
that he will make £12 million out of five new 
tv film series. These include : Tony Curtis 
and Roger Moore in "The Persuaders," Shir- 
ley Maclaine in "Shirley's World" and Robert 
Vaughan in "The Protectors". ATV will in 
fact be spending in excess of £15 million on 
its new productions. 

At the same time, American programmes 
and series are consistent draws with British 
viewers. Such series as "The High Chap- 
aral," "Mission Impossible," "Hawaii Five - 
O," "I Spy," "FBI," "Andy Williams," "Flip 
Wilson" and "Bonanza" always score. Amer- 
ican feature films are also firm favourites but 
these are governed by the limitation of for- 
eign product on British screens and the Brit- 
ish film industry's embargo restricting the 
televising of any films to five -year -old prod- 
uct. Also, the prices paid by both the BBC 
and ITA companies for feature films remains 
low 

There are but two clouds on the horizon 
for the TV industry here. Firstly, the intro- 
duction of commercial radio (at present the 
BBC operates a monopoly with its radio ser- 
vice) and it is anticipated that about half of 
the population would be covered by the first 
20 stations. Secondly, cassettes could prove 
a drain on Mr. and Mrs. Britain's leisure 
pound. 

Meanwhile, while the average British view- 
er spends 28 per cent of his "awake hours" 
watching TV, contracting companies should 
continue to make healthy profits-certainly 
until the ITA's organization (and the BBC's 
charter) comes up for reappraisal in 1976.

ARGENTINA 
Around 4,500 persons are actually employed in Ar- 

gentina's TV channels and whose annual salaries are 
in thereabouts of 7,500,00 dollars. This refers to 
employees, technicians and unskilled workers. The 
talent personnel, such as artists, singers, musicians, 
authors, etc., is estimated around 1,700 to 1,800 per- 
sons whose estimated salaries surpass 10,000,000 dol- 
lars annually. 

Of the 220 million dollars invested in publicity by 
the Argentine industry and commerce during 1968, 
52 millions were invested in TV. 

In the four existing channels in Buenos Aires 
80.5% of the programs are local and the remaining 
19.5% is imported. 

Though the TV in Argentina is actually in black 
and white, the industry actually is ripe for a gradual 
transformation to color apparently on NTSC system, 
though there is still no decision on this matter. 
Actually there exist 29 TV channels in Argentina. 
Of these 23 are private owned, 2 Municipal and 4 offi- 
cial. Of the latter, one is in Buenos Aires (Channel 
7) and the remaining three in the area of the south- 
ern Patagonia, at the extreme tip of the American 
Continent, a region still underdeveloped. 

Argentina can receive TV programs via satellite 
and the first one received through this media was the 
landing of the American astronauts of the Apollo XI 
on the moon. Argentina, with a population of 24 
millions is estimated to have in use three million sets 
(one for every 8 persons) almost totally manufac- 
tured locally with American and some European 
licenses.

AUSTRALIA 
In this young country, TV producers are making a 

great effort to popularize this medium of education 
and entertainment. The educational part is mainly in 
the hands of the Australian Broadcasting Commis- 
sion which employs a staff of 5000. The ABC is for- 
bidden to broadcast advertisments. It now operates 38 
television stations in Australia, one in each State 
Capital. The others serve the metropolitan region. 

The Postmaster -General has a statutory right to 
require the Commission to broadcast anything he 
considers should be broadcast in the public interest 
and he is also empowered to prohibit the Commission 
from broadcasting or televising any matter which he 
wishes the Commission to refrain from broadcasting. 
However, when such directions are issued, the Com- 
mission is required to disclose them in its annual re- 
port to Parliament. Most revenue for the ABC comes 
from license fees. The reveneu for 1967 is stimated 
at $37 million. 

Documentaries, opera productions and concerts are 
of high quality. Although nation-wide figures are not 
available, it is estimated that about 2000 schools, with 
a viewing audience of at least 120,000, will watch 
ABC school television programs in the state of Vic- 
toria alone. One of the great social advantages is that 
educational television provides the opportunity for all 
schools to enjoy the same resources regardless of lo- 
cale or status. 

Light entertainment is in the hands of the com- 
mercial stations. American programs, Danny Kaye, 
Andy Williams and Dick Van Dyke are very popu- 
lar. Ample local talent is also available for Australian 
productions. 

The number of TV licenses, including rented TV 
sets, issued all over the country, has now reached 
2,200,000. This means that there is one television set 
for every six people. 

AUSTRIA 
The The Austrian government -owned -and -operated 

television is still in a situation of expansion and 
improvement and is steadily gaining ground through- 
out Austria. 

Austrian TV, which has the highest tax in 
Europe ($2 per month per set) should now be able 
to considerably improve its programming as well as 
its inadequate operating facilities since tax revenues 
are increasing steadily and rapidly. However, Aus- 
trian government -owned TV is part and parcel of 
Austrian government -owned broadcasting. Since the 
latter has recently found itself in grave financial 
difficulties, these --though behind the scenes to be sure 
-also reach deeply into the television administra- 
tion. 

Spots for commercials at $28 per second have 
caught on and can now be purchased for the time 
between 7:30 to 8:30 P.M. Occasionally they even 
fill intermission time during stage plays. In the 
first quarter of the year a total advertising time 
of 45 minutes was sold and transmitted, whereas 
this figure has increased sharply. The quality of 
programs has improved somewhat. Live TV playa 
have reached an excellent level and live transmis- 
sions from the legitimate stage are shown more 
frequently. 

The program breakdown is as follows: 23.2% 
news and sports, 15.2% movies, 13.4% educational, 
12% musical and quiz shows, 2.7% serious music, 
6.8% TV plays and 26.7% are participation pro- 
grams in Eurovision or programs taken over directly 
from neighbouring Germany. Transmission time is 
from 7:30 to 10:30 P.M. nightly with transmis- 
sions from Germany at times lasting until 11:00 
P.M. 

BRAZIL 
There are now 34 television stations operational 

in Brazil. It is estimated, based on requests for 
channels from the Government licensing board, that 
by the end of 1966 between 75 to 90 stations 
will be on the air in Brazil. 

Although there are actually only 1,500,000 receiv- 
ers in the country, local manufacturers are hard 
pressed to keep up with the demand, the existing 
stations can reach 80 percent of Brazil's 70 million 
population, and national hookups can, and have al- 
ready, linked Rio Grande in the south with Belem 
in the north, along over 4.5 thousand miles of coast- 
line, going inland to include the cities of Brazilia, 
Goiania and Belo Horizonte. 

Brazilian law requires that all owners of radio or 
TV stations be of Brazilian nationality. A further 
law stipulates that all foreign films shown on TV be 
dubbed, and that no station may transmit more than 
22 half-hours of foreign films for each 72 hours of 
weekly transmission time. Stations which transmit 
less than 12 hours per day have a corresponding lower 
quota. 

Seven sound studios, four in Rio de Janeiro and 
three in SSo Paulo take care of the dubbing of all 
the American and some Italian, Argentine and Mexi- 
can films that come into the country. An attempt 
has been made to produce TV serials in Brazil, 
but up to now it has been cheaper to import and dub 
them. This may change in the near future, owing to 
the instability of the Brazilian currency and the re- 
strictions on profit remissions. Another aspect which 
may restrict the importation of film serials is a rising 
nationalism and a move to return to a law passed 
by ex -President Janio Quadros, which severely re- 
stricts the exhibition of foreign film serials on TV. 
This law was modified when the President took office, 
but how long this modification is going to stand up 
under the strain, no one can tell. It is, however, 
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generally considered that the first American produc- 
ers who bring their know-how of TV serial produc- 
tions to Brazil will make a fortune.

Sets are estimated at 50,000. Main station located in 
Phnom Penh. -o - 
CHINA (Communist) 

While television lags far behind radio as a method 
of communications in the People's Republic of China 
it is slowly being developed by the government fol- 
lowing a lag during the so-called cultural revolution. 

Though a nationwide TV network is still a thing 
of the future, it is estimated that some 40-50 sta- 
tions owned by the government are now operating 
and being received by some 200,000 sets, most of 
which are community property and viewed collec- 
tively rather than being privately owned. Since a 
tiny 8 -inch set sells for the equivalent of four 
months pay, the reason for this is apparent. 

Television broadcasting began in 1958 using, ac- 
cording to Peking, entirely China -made equipment. 
The Shanghai station was first on the air followed 
by Harbin, and by 1960 there were 29 transmitting 
stations, including Peking, Tietsin, Shenyang, 
Changchun and Canton. The year 1961 saw sta- 
tions or relays in Nanking, Wuhan, Anshan, Tsing- 
tao and Foochow. In the years 1969-70 links be- 
tween the capital at Peking and other parts of the 
country have been pushed, and some facilities have 
even been set up in remote Sinkiang Province and 
Tibet in order to spread the words of Chairman Mao. 
Since 1969 there has been considerable success with 
educational "TV Universities". 

Some news programs are aired but usually deal 
with events some days past in order to get guidance 
and take the correct line. Twelve factories are de- 
voted to TV equipment production. An upsurge in 
the industry is predicted in the years ahead but at 
present there are no hopes of any sales to Chira from 
the outside. No color TV is broadcast though some 
experimental work has been done.

CHINA (Taiwan) 
Since 1962 Taiwan TV Enterprise Company has 

been broadcasting on two channels via two stations 
to an audience now estimated at 600,000 sets whose 
owners pay $1.50 a year for a license. There is also 
the National Educational TV Station operating 3-4 
hours daily. TTV, though government -operated, ac- 
cepts commercials, as does China Television Enter- 
prises, operating a purely commercial station 78 
hours weekly on two channels. A new rule states 
that commercials must not exceed 10% of total 
broadcast time. Color broadcasts began in 1970. 

With relay stations it is estimated that 98% of the 
island's population of 12.5 million receives TV recep- 
tion. About 30% of programs are imports, mostly 
from America, and these are broadcast in the original 
English with Chinese captions, which has served to 
develop knowledge of the English language among 
the populace. 

TV showings of full-length Chinese -language fea- 
ture films imported from Hong Kong were stopped 
following retaliatory action by local cinema interests 
but the government may step in later and permit 
such showings, except on Sundays and holidays when 
the theatres reap their largest harvest. 

Reports state that a fourth station, to be eventu- 
ally a network, to be called Military Broadcasting 
TV Corporation is being considered under sponsorship 
of the armed forces. Inquiries should be addressed:

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DENMARK 
There is one government -run station which covers 

the whole country. On average this station is only 
on the air for about four hours per day. Colour tele- 
vision has not been in operation very long and the 
programs are still limited. Viewers living on the is- 
land of Zealand (on which Copenhagen is located) are 
able to receive the two Swedish stations without dif- 
ficulty. Similarly, viewers in the south of Fyn and 
Jutland are able to pick up German programs. The 
estimated number of receivers in use in Denmark is 
over one million, representing one in four of the pop- 
ulation. There are no commercial television or radio 
stations, the gnvernment being very much opposed to 
these. 

Apart from local programs, llanisn television 
shows a wide selection of films and series from all 
over the world; British and American programs be- 
ing in the majority. An agreement was made re- 
cently with Danish film producers whereby a limited 
number of older Danish films may be shown each 
year. Prior to this agreement, Danish film producers 
refused to allow Danish films to be shown on televi- 
sion. License holders pay D. Kr. 280.00 ($40.00) per 
year for b/w television (combined with radio license) 
and D. Kr. 448.00 ($60.00) per year for colour televi- 
sion (also combined with radio license). In view of 
the number of licenses issued, it would seem that the 
majority of people pay up. 

All leading makes of television receivers are avail- 
able on the Danish market as well as some excellent 
Danish -made sets. Prices are comparable to those in 
other countries but are subject to the 15% added 
value tax, which is payable on all goods. There is, of 
course, also an import tax on foreign -made sets.

FINLAND 
During April, 1957, tests began for the new 

Finnish TV. Ordinary TV programs began in the 
autumn of 1957-officially, Southern Finland can 
see programs from Soviet -Estonia; the Southwest 
Finland from Stockholm; and the east of Finland 
from Leningrad, USSR. A television set owner in 
Helsinki can now see TV programs every day in 
the week,-without paying any licenses. The Finnish 
radio plans to build a TV -network. Then shall 
the whole of Southern Finland-with the half of the 
population of the country-2,000,000-see the Finnish 
TV. Part of the programs shall be sponsored, the 
Finnish, Radio Network will sell some of the TV - 
time to interested companies. 

FRANCE 
Two major developments marked 1970 for French 

T.V. The accusation that television was not free 
and was dominated by the Government was answered 
by a structural change. The First and Second Pro- 
grams were divided and each one given complete 
autonomy. This, it was hoped, would meet criticism 
but actually few people are satisfied and have noted 
only a very slight change. 

The second development was a new system for 
advertising spots. The Television Office now enjoys 
greater privileges and can impose tighter controls. 
Time is now fixed on a yearly basis which means 
that more or less time can be made available per 
twenty four hours according to prevailing program 
conditions. 

In return the Office has increased the possible 
time for spots to 20 minutes per day and any one 
spot can run for as long as 60 seconds. At peak 
this costs $32,000. 

The Office announced that in 1971 it expects its 
income from spots to increase to 9000 dollars. Ad- 
vertising for automobiles will be permitted for the 
first time this year. 

In 1970 French television showed 370 films, twelve 
of which were co -produced with the cinema. 
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The exact number of co -productions in 1971 is not 
as yet known but for the first five months, five such 
films were already in production. This suggests a 
change of policy and closer cooperation between 
television and the film industry. 

The third program will go on the air in 1972. 
Details are not yet available but it will run for 21 
hours per week and it is hoped that by 1975 it will 
he received by 95% of licence holders. It will be in 
colour and it will not be necessary to buy a new 
set to receive the program.

GERMANY 

Television has made progress in Germany in the 
past year. 

The number of registered receivers, which passed 
the million mark in November 1957, was up to 
15,500,000 as of June, 1969, including West Berlin. 
Thus Germany is holding its second place in Europe, 
after Great Britain. 

Under the auspices of the ARD (Arbeitsge- 
meinschaft der Rundfunkanstalten Deutschlands), 
a public corporation for sound and television 
broadcasting, a combined television programme is 
presented daily in the Federal Republic of Ger- 
many. In conjunction with the tmdermentioned 
Linder or State Broadcasting Corporations this 
programme is televised simultaneously by all tele- 
vision stations in the Federal Republic including 
West Berlin: Bavarian Radio/BR, Munich 2, 
Rundfunkplatz 1, Hessian Radio/HR. Frankfurt 
a.Main, Bertramstrasse 8 North German Radio/ 
NDR, Hamburg 13, Rottenbaumchauasee 132/34, 
Radio Bremen/R B, Bremen, Heinrich Hertz -Strasse 
13, Saarland Radio/SR, Saarbrücken, Schloss Hal - 
berg, Free Berlin Radio/SFB Berlin 19, Ma- 
surenallee 8-14, South German 'Radio/SDR, Stutt- 
gart, Neckarstrasse 145, South West Radio/SWF, 
Baden Baden -Hans Bredow-Strasse 16, West Ger- 
man Radio/WDR, Cologne, Wallrafplatz 5. 

Programmes are compiled monthly at joined 
programme conferences which are attended by 
representatives of the abovementioned broadcasting 
corporations. The official Programme Compiler of 
the ARD acts as Chairman at these conferences. 
According to a fixed percentage each of the said 
corporations contributed its share towards the 
programme and is responsible for its own pro- 
duction, programme contributions and for the con- 
tents of such contributions as well as for the 
transmission thereof. The whole structure of these 
combined programmes is subject to a programme 
scheme. 

Programme contributions received, are compiled 
by the Coordination Section of the ARD with the 
co-operation of the representatives of the State 
Broadcasting Corporations in accordance with this 
scheme. On the other band the said broadcasting 
establishments have to review these programme 
contributions, see to the supply of programmes and 
the employment of staff. The Programme Compiler 
is also in charge of programmes which are kept 
in reserve in case of emergency. 

Apart from these combined programmes, the 
State Broadcasting Corporation also televise re- 
gional programmes on week -days between 6.15 p.m. 
and 8.00 p.m. for the areas within their television 
range. In the same areas private companies cater 
for commercial television. It consists of advertise- 
ment slogans phrased by advertising agencies and 
may not exceed 20 minutes per day in terms of a 
ruling by the Minister -Presidents of the said states 
and have to be televises before 8.00 p.m. No 
transmissions are made in respect of sponsored 
programmes over either commercial television, com- 
bined programmes or regional programmes by the 
ARD. 

All the State Broadcasting Corporations are rep- 
resented by the ARD in regard to mutual matters 
concerning foreign countries. 

The ARD is a member of the European Broad- 
casting Union where it represents German Televi- 
sion in matters concerning departmental boards 

and committees. The International exchange of 
programmes, especially the Eurovision and com- 
mitments towards foreign countries outside the 
sphere of regional programmes, all form part of 
the programme -coordination of German Television. 

The Second Programme of German Television, 
abbreviated ZDF for Zweites Deutsches Fernsehen, 
which was started during 1961/62 in terms of 
a State -Agreement by all the German States, is 
also a public corporation with its headquarters in 
Mainz, Grosse Bleiche. The ZDF is centrally ad- 
ministered, acts independently from the ARD and 
since the 1st April, 1963 it transmits programmes 
on Band IV/V. The "Intendant" (general man- 
ager) of this ZDF is Professor Dr. Karl Holzamer. 
Joseph Viehoever is program director. 

There is an Agreement of Co-ordination between 
the ARD and the ZDF to eliminate the over- 
lapping of programmes. 

In the fall of 1964, some stations started a third 
program, which are telecasted on a regional basis. 
Other stations will follow. 

In the Soviet Zone of Germany there are today 
3,879,200 television receivers. Some 15 different 
types of television sets are offered by the four televi- 
sion equipment producers in the Soviet Zone.

GREECE 
TV has expanded and improved greatly in 1971, 

covering the major part of the country. It is ex- 
pected to become nationwide in 1972. 

There are two production centres in Athens, the 
first operated by the National Institute of Radio and 
Television (E.I.R.T.) and the other by the Informa- 
tion Service of the Armed Forces (Y.E.N.E.D.). 
TV, like sound broadcasting, is a State monopoly 
and responsibility for both services is invested to 
the above two state units. 

The National Institute of Radio and TV Stations 
operates four Channels (II, 9, 5 and 6), and has 
relay towers in Parnis Mountain, Guerania Moun- 
tain, Thessaloniki, Lamia, Volos, and Crete. In its 
six hour daily program 45 per cent is covered by 
live program news, educational subjects, musicals 
and 55 per cent by foreign motion picture serials 
(mostly American) and local pictures as well. 

The Information Service of the Armed Forces TV 
Station operates three Channels and five relay towers 
in Patras, Florina, Volos and Tripolis. Its daily 
program includes 55 per cent films (local and for- 
eign) and live programs similar to the other Station 
of E.I.R.T. Video cassettes are also used. Both 
stations are connected with Eurovision and they 
transmit all large events of international interest. 

New studios are being constructed for both sta- 
tions in Messoguion Street, Athens, one mile apart 
from each other. The work started a year ago and 
it is estimated to be finished by 1972 or 1973. 

322,000 TV receivers have been sold in the Athens 
and Piraeus area and 42,000 in Thessaloniki. But 
many TV sets have been imported by Greeks coming 
from abroad which increase the above two figures to 
a total exceeding the 500,000. Most of TV sets have 
been bought in the country on a long installment 
basis. All the Athenian roofs are covered with TV 
antennas. 

The total audience varies according to the program 
and the day's telecast but when an important soccer 
game is telecast, most of the country's population 
views the event via TV receivers at home or at pub- 
lic places. In such case all other types of entertain- 
ment are doing nothing. 

Motion picture business suffers greatly from the 
expansion of TV. Motion picture attendance keeps 
falling every year and some motion picture theatres 
have closed. 

TV Commercials: A total of 30-60 minutes and 
sometimes more is sold daily to several customers 
by both stations. These commercials usually offer 
to viewers a TV serial or a live program. Many 
commercial TV spots are also sold.

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GUAM (U.S. Possession) 
Guam Television operates one station with two 

channels for 17 hours daily, servicing an estimated 
80,000 sets in the hands of Americans and natives. 
Owner is Pacific Broadcasting Corp., Agana. Some 
color is broadcast. The Department of Education, 
Agana, operates Channel 12, some five hours daily. 

HOLLAND 
With a total population of about 1254 million peo- 

ple, the number of TV sets -3,123,392 in March, 
1971-is very high compared with the situation in 
other European countries. As Holland is only a 
small country, German and Belgian TV can also be 
received by the Dutch border provinces. 

Competition with motion picture theatres remains 
strong, but the decrease in theatre attendance has 
practically come to an end: 25/s% compared to 9,/2% 
in 1969. Color television started in the fall of 
1967. No official figures are known about the definite 
number of color TV sets, but it is estimated at about 
250,000 now, or about 8% of the total number of sets. 
A color TV set costs about 2,250 Dutch florins (c. 
$650) but some shops sell at lower prices also well 
known marks. There are two channels with com- 
mercial television under the name of Star -Television. 
Commercials are shown every night, except Sunday, 
on both channels. 

TV in Holland is organized by the Nederlandse 
Ormoep Stichting (NOS)' a governmental organiza- 
tion combining radio and TV. There are, however, 
six main sub -divisions: a Roman -Catholic section, a 
political (social -democratic) section, a Protestant 
section, another semi -Christian section (in name 
only; a politically left-wing station, practically), and 
two neutral sections. Though the NOS has an im- 
portant part of the playing time, the six sections 
mentioned are completely independent as far as their 
activities are concerned; there are also some other, 
smaller companies or groups, whereas educational 
programs are presented by Teleac, mainly in the 
late night. The Broadcasting companies K.R.O. 
V.A.R.A., N.C.R.V., V.P.R.O., A.V.R.O. and 
T.R.O.S. are the representatives of the six groups 
mentioned before; the A.V.R.O. is the biggest. 

The approximate cost of a black and white TV set, 
antennae included, is from 500-guilders to 1,500 
guilders. ($1 is fl. 3.50). A yearly contribution of fi. 75,- is due by the owners of a set, to be paid to the 
government. 

Feature films are programmed about once a week, 
on one channel, usually Wednesday night. The in- 
dustry organization (Nederlandsche Bioscoop-Bond) 
has an agreement with the TV authorities in which it 
is stipulated that pictures can only be shown on TV 
40 months or more after the first release date in film theatres; exceptions are possible. 

The countries of origin of pictures on TV differ 
every week; French and Italian films, but also Amer- 
ican, English etc. 

Quality of programs is good, also many American 
shows and series. Competition to motion pictures is 
tremendous. The purchase of TV sets by installment 
buying has decreased. Due to the higher standard of living, more people are able to buy a TV set by cash. 

The Dutch TV station is in Bussum. (Radio in Hilversum). Philips and Erres are the two main 
television manufacturers.

HONG KONG 
The government has estimated that by the end of 

1970 the total audience of Hong Kong's two television 
stations, RTV and TVB, was averaging 1,865,000 
on any one day. Out of this total, some 80 percent 
were believed to be watching the wireless station, 
TVB, against 20 percent for the RTV wired service. 
The total audience figures, incidentally, does not 
include Macao, 40 miles to the West across the Pearl 
River estuary, where more than 250,000 viewers are 
picking up TVB's programs. 

Looking ahead, the government's educational TV 
service went into operation in September, the start 
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of the academic year. ETV is being broadcast 
through RTV and TVB, whose studios are adjoining 
ETV's facilities. While ETV carries no advertising 
and is intended for schools, it is already beginning to 
attract a large adult audience as well; it will be in- 
teresting to see what efforts RTV and TVB may 
make to utilize this additional audience by seeking 
advertising. 

Meanwhile, the government says it has as yet 
made no decision concerning the proposed third 
commercial station for the Colony. TVB's present 
monopoly on the wireless service does not expire un- 
til November, 1972. So far, according to the govern- 
ment, no applications have been received from any 
party wanting to operate a third station.

INDIA 
There have been no additional stations in India, 

beyond the one now operating in Delhi, though there 
has been an increase in the number of receivers. 
Political and economic factors have slack.ned the 
pace of progress for the time being. It is hwed that 

A blueprint for a country -wide television network 
prepared by the India Government's Broadcasting 
ministry is now being examined by the Government. 

An investment of more than 112 crores will have to 
be made in 10 years for a two -phased TV project 
which will cover about 90 per cent of the population. 
The most important feature of the project is that it 
relies heavily on the conventional terrestrial system 
of television rather than on satellite television. The 
project envisages 20 regional TV stations to serve 
as mother stations for the regions with programme 
production facilities. In the first phase of the pro- 
ject of seven years, 20 regional stations and about 
80 relay transmitters will be set up. This is expected 
to provide TV coverage for 65 per cent of the popu- 
lation. During the second phase of three years, an- 
other 70 relay transmitters will be added to cover a 
total of 90 per cent population. TV, like Radio Broad- 
casting, is a sole monopoly of Government. 

The only TV Station at Delhi has become the 
full fledged centre, with the increase in service range 
from 40 to 60 kilometers, an increase by about 50 
percent. The 100 meter tall self-supporting tower 
has been completed at the cost of Rs. 7.50 lacs. There 
is also a proposal to put up a 200 meter high tower 
to be located on the top of the proposed New Delhi 
Municipal Corporation Building. 

New stations are proposed at Srinagar, to be fol- 
lowed by Bombay/Poona, Madras, Calcutta, Luck- 
now and Kanpur. All these stations have to be set 
up before the end of the Fourth Plan period, viz. 
1974. The Srinagar station will start functioning 
next year. 

At present the Delhi Station telecasts programmes 
for a duration of five hours a day (two hours for 
educational institutes and three hours for the gen- 
eral public). At present the number of TV sets in 
and around Delhi is in the neighborhood of 30,000. 
The licence fee per set is Rs. 30 a year.

INDONESIA 
The government -owned RRI-TV has been on the 

air since 1962 and operates 3 stations and relays lo- 
cated at Jogjakarta, Bandung, Semarang and Tjiri- 
bon. Programs (about 40 hours weekly) are 50% 
entertainment, 25% educational, 25% public service, 
60% are live, 40% canned, mostly imports from 
abroad, which are unrestricted. Sets are estimated 
at 150,000. 

IRELAND 
Telefis Eireann is the official name of the televi- 

sion service in Ireland. 
Television, like sound broadcasting, is run as an 

independent State Statury body and responsibility 
for both services is vested in Radio Eireann, the 
Broadcasting Authority. This Authority, appointed 
by the Government, consists of nine members serv- 
ing on a part-time basis under a chairman selected

by the Government. The present chairman is T. An- 
drews. 

The Minister for Posts and Telegraphs, who is 
responsible for the autonomously operated Author- 
ity, reserves to himself the duties of fixing and 
collecting license fees from domestic viewers, li- 
censes transmitting stations, and has a veto on the 
appointment and conditions of the Authority's top 
executive. The Director -General, Kevin McCourt, is 
employed full-time. 

The Television service began in 1962. It has five 
main high power transmitters and thirteen satellite 
"transposers" serving areas outside the range of the 
main transmitters. Its national coverage is estimated 
at 98 per cent of the population. The national tech- 
nical standard is a 625 line one, but programs are 
also broadcast on a 405 line in the Eastern and North- 
western parts of the country. 

The Authority, which has the responsibility of pro- 
viding programs of suitable cultural and national 
content, transmits 44 hours per week, with occa- 
sional additional programs. In addition, educational 
programs for schools, two and a half hours per week, 
are broadcast for 33 weeks of the year on behalf of 
the Department of Education. 

Of the 44 hours of weekly programs, 22 are of 
home origin. The balance are imported mainly from 
Great Britain and America. 

There are about 350,000 receiving sets in opera- 
tion, of which about 200,000 are able to receive pro- 
grams from Great Britain's BBC -TV and Indepen- 
dent TV stations as well as Radio Telefis Eireann. 

The national annual license fee is five pounds, of 
which three pounds fifteen shillings is allocated to 
the television service, and the balance to the sound 
radio service. Radio Telefis Eireann also earns con- 
siderable revenue from the sale of spot advertising 
to commercial interests. Revenue from all source in 
the past year was 2,868,000 pounds. Expenditure was 
2,375,000 pounds. -o --

As from November 2nd 1969 local TV Broadcasts 
daily as from 6:30 p.m. to 10 p.m. Programme is di- 
vided in the following manner: From 6:30 p.m. to 
7:30 p.m. Arabic speaking. From 7:30 p.m. to 10 p.m. 
Hebrew speaking. Programmes include: TV Fea- 
tures, documentaries, news, discussions, games etc. 
On several occasions football games and special plays 
and operas are broadcasted after 10:00 p.m. 

There are still no commercials on TV.

ITALY 
Television in Italy is a State monopoly regulated 

by a charter issued Jan. 26, 1952 which will expire 
December 15, 1972. Its renewal is however certain 
since the Government will never give up control over 
radio and TV broadcasting. A recent effort on the 
part of a group of Milan industrialists to obtain a 
license to operate an independent local station ended 
in failure. TV programs have been broadcast since 
1954 by RAI, a member of the IRI group. This is 
the Government Agency to which the rights of TV 
and radio broadcasting are delegated.

Umberto Delle Fave, Pres.;, Italo De Feo, Luciano 
Paolicchi, Consigliere delegato; Etore Bernabei, Dir- 
ector Gen. Three Vicedirector gen., Luigi Beretta, 
Lenoe Piccioni, Bruno Vasari are about to be en- 
trusted with coordinating tasks. Most of the author- 
ity is vested in the Director General. Officers: Giu- 
seppe Antonelli: Director of Radio Programs; An- 
gelo Romano: Director of TV Programs; Fabiano 
Fabiani: Director of Educational TV; Pier Emilio 
Gennarini: Director of News Service; Gino Orsini: 
Director of Technical facilities; Film and TV film 
buyer: Fabio Della Seta; Press Officer: Giampaolo 
Cresci. 

Most of top RAI officials are political appointees. 
The Council of Ministers has to be heard about any 
appointment from President down to Director Gen- 
eral. June 1969 shake-up of RAI officials has re- 
vealed that socialist power in RAI management has 

increased. V. President De Feo and Consigliere 
delegato Paolicchi are socialists. 

A parliamentary committee of 30 members repre- 
senting all parties strives to guarantee RAI inde- 
pendence and objectivity of information. The Min- 
istry of Posts and Telecommunications joins in legis- 
lative control of RAI. 

Italian television programs originate from four 
production centers, Rome, Turin, Milano and Naples, 
all equipped with modern facilities. There are two 
channels: channel 1 (called Programma Nazionale) 
and channel 2 (Secondo Canale). The latter, started 
in 1961, has never come up to expectations. Television 
is in black and white. Color is expected to start in 
1970, but it looks as if the Government is trying to 
postpone what is considered luxury expense and an 
additional cause of inflation. RAI is ready from a 
technical point of view to broadcast in color, but it is 
not yet known which system of reception, Pal or 
Secam, will be adopted. This uncertainty makes TV 
set manufacturers in Italy quite jittery in the pres- 
ence of foreign competition. 

RAI TV broadcasts amount to a total of 5,404 
hours per year divided as follows: Programma Nazio- 
nale 3597 h.; Secondo Canale 1348 h.; local pro- 
grams 459 h. (figures refer to 1968). Programs go 
on the air mostly from 5 PM to midnight. News pro- 
grams top the list of hours, followed in order by chil- 
dren programs, sport, dramatic shows, light music, 
film, TVfilm and educational programs. RAI pro- 
grams are considered, by European standard, better 
than average. 

TV set owners are compelled by law to pay a yearly 
tax of $20.-per set. 1969 June figures show that 
there are in Italy 8,772,102 sets, that is, 56 families 
out of every 100 own a TV set. Peak viewing hours 
are from 8 PM to 10 PM with an estimated average 
of 16 million viewers, up to 21 million for special 
events. 

Advertising is controlled by SACIS. SACIS, (Via 
del Babuino 9, Roma, Director Gen. Marcello Sever- 
ati) was founded in 1955, It has a twofold scope: 
control of copy and allotment of advertising time to 
sponsors; sale abroad of RAI shows. SACIS follows 
a strict rule of equity and balance to satisfy all pros- 
pective sponsors who would like to advertise on TV. 
Only 5% of the time devoted to programs can be sold 
to advertisers. TV shows are never sponsored. The 
sponsor system is however, accepted in radio where 
advertising is going strong to the point of becoming 
an exaggeration. Advertising is groupsd in special 
short segments like Tic Tac, Gong, Arcobaleno, Dore - 
mi, etc. Carosello is the most popular with children 
and grown-ups and consists of five shorts of three 
minutes to which 25 seconds of advertising is added. 
This limitation of advertising on TV is mainly due to 
political reason and to the pressure of newspapers 
which consider TV's monopoly an unfair competitor. 
The State-owned RAI is therefore compelled to limit 
TV advertising (the most powerful medium in Italy) 
in the name of freedom of the press. 

Total revenue of RAI from subscriptions and ad- 
vertising income amount to 223 millions dollars 
yearly. About 10% of this figure is turned back to 
the Government. 

In spite of high income due to subscriptions and advertising RAI for the first time was in the red and 
needed Government subsidy to operate. The amount 
of RAI's deficit was never revealed. Extravagant ex- 
penses and higher labor and operational costs were 
responsible for RAI's financial difficulties. Many pro- 
posals for RAI reorganization are being made from various political quarters. But no major change has 
taken place in recent years, the main power on RAI 
still residing in its director general who is an influ- 
ential member of the major Christian Dem party.

JAPAN 

Regular television broadcasting began in 1953 by 
the quasi -governmental Nippon Hoso Kyokai (NHK) 
followed later the same year by a commercial broad- 
casting station. At present there are over 23 million 
registered households paying the monthly fee of 
87.5e for black -and -white sets or $1.28 for color sets 
to NHK collectors. It is estimated that from 10% 
to 20% additional households have not registered 
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their sets. NHK broadcasts reach about 98% of the 
population. With Japanese takeover of sovereignty 
on Okinawa NHK will take over the affiliated Oki- 
nawa TV Broadcasting Corp. with resulting in- 

creases in listeners. 
According to published figures, NHK operates in 

Japan 987 broadcast outlets and relays on its Gen- 
eral Channel and 987 on its Educational Channel 
including VHF and UHF. Some 77 commercial 
stations operate 443 VHF channels and 433 UHF 
channels, plus 13 stations with provisional licenses. 
Total originating stations are listed at 187 with 
2,922 relays or satellites. Average time on the air 
is 18 hours a day with color broadcasting potential 
close to 100%. 

Legally, networks are not allowed in Japan but 
certain stations have affiliated to "informally create' 
four: Fuji, NET, NTV and TBS. Channel 12 in 
Tokyo operates a commercial station under auspices 
of Japan Science Foundation, a non-profit organiza- 
tion, but ignores the rule about 75% of broadcast 
time being devoted to educational subjects. Tokyo 
thus has 8 stations: three for NHK (including one 
UHF), Channel 12, and representative stations of 
the four so-called networks. Other cities bave less, 
depending on population. 

It bas never been really proven whether the 105 

million people of Japan prefer NHK or the com- 
mercial stations though it would appear that the 
edge goes to the commercial stations despite their 
frequent, lurid, hard -sell commercials. The younger 
generation makes no bones about preferring com- 
mercial outlets to the stodgy, bland NHK fare which 
shrinks from anything which even hints at contro- 
versy. NHK admits to an income of $275 million a 
year from fees, after all, one has to pay the fees 
whether he listens to NHKK or not, but it is strictly 
a bureaucratic organization with considerable lack of 
imagination with its programs, and as some say, 
aimed at the middle-aged housewife. However, its 
work in the educational field is exceptionally good 
by any standards though some say its general chan- 
nel is the best advertisement for commercial broad- 
casting that can be found, and that many of its fail- 
ings are due to its being removed from competition 
with other sectors of the medium. 

Last year, commercial stations took in $679 mil- 
lion (up 19.5% over the previous year) from adver- 
tisers, second only to newspaper advertising through- 
out the nation, and at last report were all showing 
a profit. The majority of them are backed by news- 
paper money so the press lords have it both coming 
and going. 

Both NHK and the commercial outlets purchase 
feature-length movies and TV packaged programs 
from abroad, mostly from the U.S., and these are 
almost invariably dubbed into Japanese. Both NHK 
and the commercial operators are hard -bargainers 
during such purchases but the latter are partial to 
expensive commercials made by American perform- 
ers (one actress was reported as getting $70,000 for 
a single commercial, over 5 times what is usually 
paid as top -price for an outstanding American 
movie). A few Japanese movies are shown on TV 
but generally the industry (which blames TV for its 
present troubles) refuses to play ball in this respect 
but has nothing against producing TV fare in their 
studios. 

Though none of the imported TV share is listed 
in the top 20 TV programs, the biggest draw of the 
year was the championship fight between Frazier 
and Clay (alias Ali) which the enterprising Channel 
12 sold to 22 other stations to bring in an audience 
rating of 82.4% or some 61 million viewers. Spon- 
sors allegedly paid the largest fees in Japanese TV 
history for their commercials during the fight, 
brought direct by satellite into Japanese homes at 
no charge to the viewers. This audience rating was 
surpassed only once before, when man first landed 
on the moon. In comparison, world championship 
fights held in Japan featuring Japanese fighters are 
lucky to draw 20% of the audience and regular 
boxing programs have all but given up the ghost, 
being replaced in popularity by Thai kick -boxing, 
golf, bowling programs, baseball, pro wrestling and 
traditional sumo or Japanese -style wrestling. 

Unfortunately, both in imported and domestic TV 
fare, there is a considerable amount of violence 
ranging from bloody sword -fighting in the old sam- 
urai dramas to deaths galore from gunslingers of 

the old West or Western intelligence operatives 
outsmarting the bad guys. There are imitations of 
American quiz shows but the general favorites seem 
to be the so-called home dramas resembling the Amer- 
ican soap -opera and aimed at the housewife audience. 
Critics are answered by statements that the Japanese 
audience "is not interested in serious shows." 

Rates on commercial TV are small compared to 
American standards. TBS which lists 25 "affiliates" 
charges a sponsor only $47,000 an hour for ait 
times but slips in a lot of 15 -second commercial 
spots at $855 a crack. Prime time is considered to 
be from 7:00 PM to 9:00 PM daily so a premium 
must be paid for such. At that time, under normal 
circumstances, some 25 million Japanese are glued 
to their sets. 

Japan uses the same 525 -line system used in 
America but since the current cycles usually differ 
from the American standard, Japan produces some- 
what different sets for domestic use than for export. 
In 1969, for example, Japan sent 2,209 226 black -and - 
white sets and 878,856 color sets to America, all at 
cheaper prices than their equivalents were sold for 
in Japan. Japan also produces all its equipment for 
broadcast and does a brisk export of such equipment, 
as well as TV sets and whole stations or networks, 
to other nations. Total TV set production in Japan 
is over 5 million a year and producers are ready to 
make them according to other line standards to 
countries using systems different from that of Amer- 
ica or Japan. 

Though workers in the TV industry are organized 
and paid better than those in the cinema industry, 
their wages are small compared to American stand- 
ards. Star performers are paid well but a bit -player 
may have to be satisfied with as little as $8.30 for 
a performance and no residuals from commercials 
or from rebroadcast of the program. Such prices are 
a far cry from the fat fees paid to visiting stars 
from abroad who appear on Japanese TV (to say 
nothing of making commercials). 

Programs from abroad by satellite are not par- 
ticularly popular with either NHK or the commer- 
cial stations who flinch at the fees (NYC -Japan 
$2,520 for 10 minutes plus $110 per additional 
minute; Japan -SF $2,050 and $64; Honolulu -Japan 
$1,980 and $61; Japan -Asia $2,250 and $78; Aus- 
tralia -Japan $2,072 and $80). 

One tip America might take from Japan is paying 
for time to run pictures of The Ten Most Wanted 
Fugitives. Japanese police report excellent results 
from their commercials of this type. American broad- 
casters might also learn from their Japanese counter- 
parts that no real harm is done by showing a bared 
female breast on the idiot box, especially if the 
show comes on after the tots are supposed to be 
in bed.

LEBANON 
A television broadcasting service was launched in 

Lebanon in May, 1959. Programs are scheduled for 
three to four hours daily. In addition, Lebanese 
viewers are able to pick up broadcasts from Cyprus 
and some European stations. Lebanese National Tele- 
vision, the new company, is owned by shareholders 
and directed by technicians who studied in the U.S. 
and Europe. 

In 1960 a second station started operations. This 
is government -owned and operated. There are no 
government controls on the formation of TV broad- 
casting companies. 

TV receivers are expensive, the average price be- 
ing $300 a set. Sets now on the market come from 
U.S., England and Germany. By 1962 considerably 
more than half the population owned sets.

TV Singapura went on the air in Singapore in 

1963 and sets in the city are estimated at over 
250,000 on two channels. TV Malaysia in Kuala 
Lumpur, with 11 relays and two programs reaches 
150,000 sets and there are plans for one additional 
station in both cities.

MEXICO 
Mexico has 4.5 million television receivers in oper- 

ation, about half located in and around Mexico City, 
and about five to 10 per cent in color. TV broadcast- 
ing has expanded to cover a large part of the coun- 
try, with local stations programmed through video- 
tape and many in hookups with one of the three net- 
works now in operation: Telesistema Mexicana, with 
three channels (2, 4 and 5) in Mexico City and 23 
affiliated stations and 23 relay stations; Tele -Cadena 
Mexicana, with 13 affiliated stations, and Television 
lndependiente de Mexico, with Channel 8 in Mexico 
City and three affiliates. Channel 13 is operated in 
Mexico City by Corporation Mexicana de Radio y 
Television. 

Television started in Mexico in 1950 and has 
grown by leaps and bounds, with 44 stations 
listed on government records, including one non- 
commercial station, an educational broadcaster 
operated on Channel 11 by the National Poly- 
technic Institute a university -level government 
school in Mexico City. 

In addition there are eight other stations in 
Mexico City, including the re -broadcast stations 
that carry Channel 2 and Channel 4 programs. Chan- 
nels 7, 9 and 3 are hooked up permanently in a net- 
work with Channel 2. 

Channel Five is affiliated with Columbia Broad- 
casting System of the United States. Channel 4 is 
affiliated with the American Broadcasting Company, 
Channel 2 with the National Broadcasting Company. 
Cablevision, bringing live U.S. broadcasts, is now 
available in a few sections of Mexico City. 

At least twenty of Mexico's 29 states and two 
territories now enjoy television programs, served 
by the networks and by 37 local stations. The local 
stations are in Torreon Monterrey (2), Guadala- 
jara,Hermosillo, Mexicali,_Tijuana 

Monterrey, 
Nuevo 

Laredo, Juarez, Merida, ogales, Veracruz, Colima, 
Ensenada, Chihuahua Guanajuato, Culiacan, Sal- 
tillo Pairal, Los Mochis and Queretaro. 

Tfie relay stations are located at Paso de Cortez, 
Zamorano, Tepatitlan, and Guadalajara, serving the 
states of Mexico, Morelos, Guerrero, Oaxaca, Hidal- 
go, Puebla, Veracruz Tlaxcala, Queretaro, Guana- 
luto, Michocan, San Luis Potosi, and Jalisco. 

Following is the official list of of television sta- 
tions operating in Mexico City, as recorded at the 
Ministry of the Interior: XEQTV, channel 9; 
XEWTV Channel 2; XEBTTVV Channel 3; 
XHTVT', Channel 4; XHGCT(, Channel 5; 
XEXTV Channel 7; XIPN Channel 11; 
XHTMfV, Channel 8, and XHDFTV, Channel 13. 

A nationwide hookup with microwave relay trans- 
mitters was completed in 1963 and has brought 
special TV programs to Mexican audiences, includ- 
ing Apollo space flights, the Pope's trips and major 
sports events. A big event in 1970 was the TV broad- 
cast of the World Soccer Cup Tournament, viewed by 
hundreds of millions throughout the world. 

Mexico is continuing to cultivate markets for 
packaged programs in Puerto Rico, the Dominican 
Republic Venezuela, Central America, Peru, Co- 
lombia, Ecuador, Buenos Aires and Chile, but the 
biggest foreign outlet continues to be the United 
States, through Spanish International Broadcast- 
ing Company, which operates Channel 41 in San 
Antonio. Texas, and Channel 34 in Los Angeles. 
on UHF, with about 70 programs a week going 
to each station. 

A government decree on July 1 1969 amended the 
federal radio and television broadcasting law to pro- 
vide closer government inspection of stations and to 
put more emphasis on "cultural" programs. It per- 
mits extending of present concessions by 10 years, 
with renewal for another 10 years, or a maximuu, 
total of 20 years. After that, the government has an 
opion to buy the station. The decree also provides 

that a new 25 per cent tax on broadcast revenue 
may be paid by allotting the government 12.5 per 
cent of the daily broadcast time for its programs. 
This is optional with the stations, which may pay in 
cash if desired.

Radiodiffusion Television Francais, Noumea, 
broadcasts about 30 hours weekly on three channels 
to some 8,500 set owners in this French possession 
in the Pacific.

NEW ZEALAND 
Total number of TV sets registered is 634,200 and 

our population is now 2,820,814. 
A comparison with private motor car registrations 

of 895,000 and the number of house flat sets is 798,500- 
indicates that near saturation point has been reached. 

The proposed second channel could stimulate de- 
mand for further sets as also will colour TV when it 
comes-but this could be some years away yet.

NORWAY 

TV in Norway has been operating since the Fall 
of 1960, programmes having increased from six to 
eight hours per week to around 20 hours per week. 
Present number of TV licenses is around 621,600. As 
the TV is Government controlled and cinemas are 
municipal, it is the same interests prevailing in both 
media. If cinemas should be hurt by TV, the Finance 
Department and the municipalities would have to 
suffer. An agreement has therefore been established 
for the procedure and policy of TV in order to hurl 
the cinemas as little as possible. TV will use special 
TV -produced shorts, culturels and documentaries, 
comparatively few features and preferably so late 
In the evening that at least the two first shows 
per day in the cinema should not be too much 
affected. Both 16mm and 35mm films can now be 
shown. 

OKINAWA (Ryukus) 
Broadcasting began 1959 by Okinawa TV Sys- 

tem and later joined by Ryuku Hoso Network and 
Ryuku Broadcasting. Three stations, one of which is 
non-commercial, serve the estimated 220,000 sets 
owned by Okinawans. The U. S. Government broad- 
casts programs in English for some 16,000 Americans 
who are set owners. 

In 1964 Ryuku Hoso opened a relay with Japan 
so special programs from there, especially baseball, 
are aired in Okinawa. There is also a color relay from 
Japan.

PAKISTAN 

Television came to Pakistan in November 1964 
when the first station at Lahore (West Pakistan) 
went on the air. The second station at Dacca (East 
Pakistan) was commissioned in December, 1964. In 
May 1967, Pakistan Television Corporation Ltd., a 
public limited company, was formed which is now 
running all the four TV stations in the country. 
These stations at Karachi, Lahore, Rawalpindi - 
Islamabad and Dacca transmit a four hour pro- 
gramme, six days a week. All four TV stations are 
equipped with modern technical facilities including 
video tape recorders. There are arrangements for 
showing both 35mm and 16mm films at all stations. 
More than 24 cities and towns in both wings of the 
country are now covered by television. About 82.7 
million people are within the viewing range. Surveys 
have shown that television has reached most of the 
well-to-do homes. Pakistan Television Corporation 
is being run as a commercial service. Advertisers 
can buy time for spots in the breaks, provided be- 
tween the programmes, or sponsor the programmes

shown by the stations. The approximate number of 
receiving sets in whole of Pakistan is 1,500,000 sets 
-more than half of which are in Karachi region 
only. The license fee per set is Rs. 501. a year. -o -- 
PERU 

Television is one of Peru's fastest growing in- 
dustries. There are four channels in Lima (4, 7, 9, 
13). 

Channel 7 is non-commercial and is operated by the 
Ministry of Education. It operates only a few hours 
a week on an erratic schedule and has few viewers. 
Channel 4 (Radio America) is the oldest station, 
working since 1958. There is a fourth operating chan- 
nel in the country, channel 2 in Arequipa; it is 
associated with Lima's channel 13 (Radio Panameri- 
cana). 

Television has a strong appeal to people of all 
social classes. Even in the barriadas (slums) one 
finds TV antennas. It is the practice there for 
owners to charge one sole admission to watch 
nightly TV. There are said to be 65,000 sets in op 
eration in the Lima area with an average viewing 
audience (according to McCann Erickson, the ad- 
vertising firm) of 4.5 persons per set. This would 
give a potential total audience of about 300,000 
persons. Others place the figure higher. 

Programming depends greatly on Westerns and 
mystery (detective) shows from the United States 
that have been Spanish -dubbed in Mexico. There 
are also many motion pictures from the United 
States that are either dubbed or with titles. Film 
programs are preferred to live because of the cost 
factor. There are a number of live programs- 
amateur talent reviews, discussions, etc. Stations 
prepare their own news programs using live and 
film sections. 

A minute spot at prime time (8-10 P.M.) costs 
about 700 soles ($26). However. as many as 10 
spots are grouped together, lessening impact. 
Nevertheless, prime time is sold out. A 15 -minute 
spot costs 200 soles ($7.41) and a half-hour show 
costs between 6,000 and 8,000 soles ($200-$300 ap- 
proximately). The stations are working very close 
to the break-even point, and channel 9 failed. -o -- 
PHILIPPINES 

Broadcasts begun 1953 by DZAQ-TV owned by 
Alto Broadcasting. At present 22 stations are on the 
air for commercial broadcasting and one government 
station; most are located in Manila. Number of sets 
are estimated at over 550,000. Alto Broadcasting 
merged with Chronicle Broadcasting to form ABS- 
CBN. Others are Associated Broadcasting Inter - 
Island Broadcasting, Metropolitan Broadcasting, 
Philippines Broadcasting, Radio Mindanao Network, 
Republic Broadcasting, Kanlaon Broadcasting and 
Southern Broadcasting.-More provincial outlets are 
planned.

PUERTO RICO 
There are about 200,000 television sets in Puerto 

Rico, for a population of 2,300,000. Most of the 
public places such as restaurants, clubs, have tele- 
vision sets for their patrons and the medium is 
available in local hotels upon request. 

Even though most Puerto Ricans know English, 
and the number of persons who will acquire a 
working knowledge of Engish will increase con- 
siderably through intensification of English in- 
struction in public schools and the migration of 
Puerto Rican families to the United States, and 
workers who come back from the States with more 
knowledge of English, television programming is 
in English and Spanish. WKAQ-TV, owned and 
operated by the newspaper El Mundo, on channel 
4, has 30 per cent programs in English of which 
10 per cent have Spanish sub -titles. 

Kinescope versions of top North American tele. 
vision shows are represented on both stations. 

American manufacturers of cigarettes, electric 
appliances, soaps, detergents, and other products 
which use television widely have Increased their 
budgets for this type of advertising medium. 

SAMOA ( AMERICAN ) 
One TV station serves some 2,500 sets on the 

American part of this Pacific island as well as a 
number of sets on the part administered by New 
Zealand. The station is also used daily for educauonai 
instructions to local schools. Address: Television of 
Samoa, Pago Pago. There are six channels.

SCOTLAND 

Color television now covers a very wide section 
of the Scottish population, and has spread from 
Central Scotland to the northeast via its Grampian 
Television station at Aberdeen (a commercial sta- 
tion) and the south, southwest and southeast via 
Border Television, the competent mini -station serv- 
ing two nations, England and Scotland, and an 
island, the Isle of Man. The tint programs attract 
much attention, and have dealt a further blow to 
live entertainment in cinemas and theatres. 

The need for new ideas is still paramount, and 
inventiveness seems to be in short supply among the 
program planners, who continue to use the same 
formats, faces and content. The BBC in Scotland, 
scoring in quality, is still very much addicted to 
statistical and Governmental matters, and retains a 
traditional liking for Scottish church matters and 
religious programming. It is short in light -enter- 
tainment ideas. On the other hand, Scottish Tele- 
vision, given a little more coin with relaxation of 
advertising levy restrictions, is forging ahead in its 
own pedestrian and often careless way, creating a 
speedy but often shoddy result in its programs. The 
tendency of both Central Scotland stations to move 
around the same in -vision content is seen almost 
to the point of monotony, and local studio program- 
ming in discussion and panel items hovers on the 
verge of clique -consciousness. 

Alasdair Milne helms the BBC Scotland set-up, 
with Iain McFadyen as light -entertainment boss 
replacing the veteran Eddie Fraser, who has officially 
retired. Bob Coulter and David Pat Walker are the 
heads of programming head and deputy. The Edin- 
burgh studios of BBC 1 contribute a large quota of 
sound radio matter, especially to a daily midday 
magazine, while Aberdeen stays the base of farming 
matters. 

In Scottish Television, the Edinburgh Gateway 
studios contribute an East Scotland element, coping 
with competition from Grampian -TV, the station 
serving north, north-east and a large part of the 
East coast. The main studios remain in the historic 
Theatre Royal in Glasgow. Anthony Firth, college - 
oriented, is the programs boss, with William Brown 
the managing -director. 

Border TV's head is managing -director James 
Bredin. with Derek Batey assistant controller and 
a regular host in quiz and discussion shows. Gramp- 
ian is headed by James Buchan as program con- 
troller; a native Scot, with Aberdeen links, he has 
a good grip on the local situation and a knowledge 
of the regions viewing tastes. Fact that he is a Scot 
helps considerably, since trend has been for program 
stations in Scotland to be headed by Englishmen or 
Anglo -Scots. their ideas somewhat "foreign" to those 
of their public. 

The Border TV station still does one of its best 
jobs with a regional "Lookaround" news -magazine 
screened each night. This compares more than favor- 
ably with those of the larger stations, and points 
the way to the value of catering for local and regional 
tastes. Scottish Television produces a competent 
nightly "Dateline" news -magazine, which has the 
asset of an experienced anchor -man in Bill Tennent, 
longtime staffer with Scottish TV. Similarly, BBC - 
Scotland ranges round its Aberdeen -Edinburgh - 

Glasgow studio axis with a nightly "Reporting 
Scotland," a news -magazine which has a talented 
anchor -man in Douglas Kynoch. 

In Scotland, due to gimmickry of popular news- 
papers, especially the Sunday sheets, amateur tele- 
vision critics are still more vocal than the profes- 
sional ones and gain more Press space. The letters 
from the fireside viewers win them prizes of $2.50 
each time and, because of their featured space, 
carry word-of-mouth pressure against smaller space 
given to professional critics. 
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The television stations maintain solid press and 
public relations sections, and an improvement in 
quality is noted in BBC -Scotland. The station top- 
pers, however, still fight shy of irking press scribes, 
and do little to hit back against criticism, even when 
it seems unfair. Many feel that a little more give- 
and-take in criticism would aid all media.

SOUTH AFRICA 
South African Minister of Posts and Telegraphs 

Dr. Albert Hertzog persisting in his adamant stand 
against the introduction of television into this 
country. 

The South African Broadcasting Corp. held con- 
tracts with Agence France Presse and other or- 
ganizations for the supply of news films for show- 
ing overseas, and, in fact, its small film unit has 
already supplied Agence France Presse and United 
Press International with newsclips for foreign TV. 

One of the SABC's senior directors, Mr. Norman 
Filmer, the man who toured Australia and New 
Zealand on TV research, and later made a Euro- 
pean visit on SABC business, said that these news - 
clips were available to any agency that wanted to 
avail itself of the opportunity. 

Minister for Education, Senator Jan de Klerk, 
who has done much for film exhibitors in over- 
ruling Censor Board decisions in certain instances 
where appeals had been made by the distributors 
concerned, said that the recently formed National 
Film Board had no plans for making television 
films. 

And yet, the South African Information De- 
partment, as well as the South African Tourist 
Corporation, both official Government bodies, each 
with its own film division, had been producing 
documentaries and other films for overseas tele- 
vision release before their film divisions were 
absorbed as part of the now unified National Film 
Board. And despite denials, the NFB have been 
allegedly advertising for qualified TV staff in 
Rhodesia. -S. M. KIRSCH -o -- 
SOUTH KOREA 

Korea Broadcasting System (KBS), govern- 
ment -owned, has been broadcasting through its 
Seoul station since 1961 and plans a network to 
cover the whole nation. Though monthly fees of 
800 are collected from set -owners, commercials are 
also accepted. 

An earlier commercial station was burnt out and 
did not resume broadcasting, but Tongyang TV 
Company (DTV) took its place December 7, 1964, and 
was joined in 1969 by Moonhwa Broadcasting. Re- 
ceivers estimated at 800,000. 

The three TV networks, operating five stations, 
show an average of six full-length feature films 
weekly, about half of them imported. This practice 
has been blamed for the decrease in theatre attend- 
ance and the solvency of local film producers.

SPAIN 
The first time Televisión Espafiola (TVE) trans- 

mitted on a regular basis was on October 29, 1956, 
on a scan system of 625 lines at 25 frames per sec- 
ond. That program lasted three hours with a range 
of 70 kilometers, televising for an estimated 400 
sets. The First Channel (VHF) was followed by a 
Second Channel (UHF) in 1967, complementary at 
first, but now sort of competitive. Channel 1 covered 
all of peninsular Spain as of September 1966. Chan- 
nel 2 covers now about 50% of territory. The only 
program common to both channels is the 9 p.m. news 
service. The Canary Islands are served by their 
own studios, used mostly for newscasts, and repeat- 
ing many of the taped peninsular programs. 

TVE is entirely owned by the Spanish govern- 
ment, and comes under the jurisdiction of the Min- 
ister of Information and Tourism, Alfredo Sánchez 

Bella. All programs are controlled by a Censorship 
Board. Drama, films and episodes of series are pre- 
ceded by ratings: "general", "older than 14" or 
"older than 18". 

Staff and studios: Top TVE executives are: Adol- 
fo Suárez, Director General of Radio and Televi- 
sion; Luis Ezcurra, Director of TVE; Luis Angel 
de la Viuda, Assistant Director; Salvador Pons, 
Programming Director; Félix Fernández Shaw 
Head of Foreign Promotion Department. TVE 
Headquarters are at Prado del Rey, Madrid, with 
general offices, and nine studios with total area of 
3,000 square meters. 

Additional studios are Chamartin-Bronston, Mad- 
rid, with 3,500 square meters; Miramar, Barcelona, 
with 1,800 square meters; and Hospitalet, Barcelona, 
with 1,500 square meters. For out-of-town broad- 
casts TVE has 12 mobile units. 

Fixed, salaried personnel is about 2,300, with an- 
other estimated 5,000 contributing freelancers. 

Audience: Television sets numbered 4,900,000 in 
summer 1971. During 1970 the Spanish production 
of sets was 681,234. 

TVE has adopted the German PAL system, though 
no color broadcasts yet begun. For the sake of set 
builders, the government has promised to announce 
the color start 18 months in advance. 

Commercials: TVE is entirely financed by adver- 
tising. In early 1970, due to the heavy load of spot 
commercials, their number was reduced by raising 
the prices. For instance, in February 1971 were 
programmed 2,122 spots, against 4,703 the same 
month in 1970. 

Both channels carry advertising. Due to the noc- 
turnal habits of Spaniards, the costliest time comes 
around 10:30 p.m., with a 15 -second spot fetching 
183,000 pesetas ($26,143). TVE advertising wel- 
comes tobacco, wines and liquors at any time. Very 
often the screen shows smiling, drinking senoritas. 

Programming schedule and contents: The average 
Monday -Friday schedule for Channel 1 is nine hours 
daily, with 3 hours for the second. First Channel 
adds four hours on weekends, skipping the afternoon 
break. Channel 2 adds one hour on Saturday and 
90 minutes on Sunday. Special programs such as 
Apollo launchings, prize boxing bouts, sports cham- 
pionships, bullfights, etc., are screened at off -hours. 

About 20% of programming consists of filmed 
foreign production. Along with choice British ("The 
Saint", "The Persuaders"), French and Italian 
series, many American productions are eventually 
shown on TVE, from Wolper documentaries and 
Hanna -Barbera cartoons to "High Chaparral' "The 
Bold Ones", 'Ironside", "The Name of the Game' , 

"The Mary Tyler Moore Show"= "Medical Center" 
"Marcus Welby M.D.", etc. Price for half hour of 
screening time is $400, with $2,000 for feature 
films, dubbed into Spanish in studios in Mexico, 
Puerto Rico or Madrid. Only "Film Society" screen- 
ings (Channel 2) accept foreign prints with Spanish 
subtitles. 

Markets and co -Productions: Through its Foreign 
Promotion Department TVE sells many produc- 
tions to the Spanish-speaking world, mainly the 
"zarzuelas", traditional folk musical comedies. New 
markets were found in countries from northern 
Europe to Greece, and in the Far and Middle East. 
TVE has been awarded prizes at the festivals of 
Montecarlo, Montreux, Prague, Berlin and MIFED 
(Milan). 

Recent co -productions were "Giselle" (UNITEL, 
with the American Ballet), "Christopher Columbus" 
and "Socrates" (Italy), "Acts of the Apostles" 
(Italy France), "Land of Fantasy" (Germany), 
"The Peninsular War" and "Goya" (Britain). 

As for videocassettes they are still far away in a 
country where color TV is not due for another cou- 
ple of years, and present aims are geared to bringing 
UHF (Channel 2) to all provinces.

SWEDEN 

The Swedish Broadcasting Corporation began 
broadcasting in the autumn of 1956 on channel 1. 
A second channel was added in 1969. Regular color 
broadcasting started in 1970. 1971 it is estimated 
that there are 2,800,000 TV sets in Sweden, 300,000 
of them in color. Sweden has together with the 
United Kingdom, the highest TV -penetration in Eur- 
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ope, roughly 33 sets per 100 inhabitants. Swedish 
Television is government owned and non-commer- 
cial (no TV -commercials). The Swedish Broadcast- 
ing Corporation (Sveriges Radio) uses the PAL- 
-system for their color broadcasts. It broadcasts 60 
hours per week, approx. % of it in color. 51% of 
the broadcasting time consists of external and for- 
eign materials (shows feature films etc.). During 
the summer period ot` 1971 over 70 feature films 
were shown in Swedish television.

SWITZERLAND 

The Swiss Broadcasting Corporation (SBC) holds 
a State concession for sound and television broad- 
casting. The SBC handles all programme matters, 
while the PTT enterprises are responsible for the 
transmitters and relay facilities. 

As of February 28, 1971, there were 1,302,493 TV 
sets in operation in Switzerland, 318 transmitters 
and boosters on the air. The French and German 
language -stations schedule about 58 hours of pro- 
gramming a week each; the Italian language trans- 
mitters about 52 hours weekly (without Eurovision 
-European TV programme exchanges). 

February I, 1965 commercial TV was introduced 
on a limited basis: From January 1st, 1969, 15 min- 
utes on weekdays at the utmost, at 9,500 francs per 
minute. 

Annual licenses cost 84 francs for private sets and 
168 for public sets. Latest estimates place 85,809 
color sets in Switzerland, as of March, 1971. 20 to 
30% of all programs are in color.

TAHITI 

Office of Radiodiff-Television Francaise, Papeete, 
operates four channels three hours a day to serve the 
estimated 8,500 sets of this French possession. It is 
owned by the government and buys its canned pro- 
grams in Paris. 

THAILAND 
Thai Television Company (government -owned) 

opened its first station in 1953 and now operates 
four stations (two using color) and 8 relays on a 
commercial basis. Stations are also operated under 
names of Bangkok Broadcasting & TV, Bangkok 
Entertainment Co. and Thai Army TV, all located 
in Bangkok. Sets are estimated at 600,000.

TURKEY 

The Turkish people of Istanbul are so willing to 
get T.V. that the Municipality of Istanbul is going 
to organise the T.V. of the city. 

Today there is in Istanbul about 500,000 T.V. 
sets, that means 200 or 250 thousand or more spec- 
tators. This number will surely increase in the 
near future. The reason is very simple. Many 
Turkish workers-that work in different countries of 
Europe-coming back to their home will be wishing 
to bring T.V. sets with them. Meanwhile it is neces- 
sary to add that the Turkish Government is inter- 
ested in the matter. They decided that any traveller 
coming back home will be free to bring with him 
any small set of T.V. as well as any transistor or 
other small radio sets. No tax at all to this kind 
of apparatus. 

Apart the T.V. of Istanbul another Turkish city, 
in the Aegean Sea, Izmir will too, get a strong 
T.V. The number of sets is very high there. It is 
supposed that more than a half million of specta- 
tors will follow the city's T.V. 

The Turkish Government and especially the Prime 
Minister Mr. Suleyman Demirel in person has prom- 
ised any possible assitance and support. 

As for the technical personage that will be neces- 
sary for the T.V. a special didactic course will be 
organised and settle down for teaching and prepare 
young persons.

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UNITED ARAB REPUBLIC 
The television of the United Arab Republic is at- 

tached to the Ministry of Information, which is 
headed by Dr. Abdel Kader Hatem, vice-president 
of the U.A.R. 

The Chairman of the Board of the TV is Mr. 
Abdel Hamid Younes (since December 1969) while 
the General Director of programs is Mr. Saad 
Labib. 

The Central station in Cairo transmits about 100 
hours a week through two channels covering most 
of the U.A.R. areas including Asswan and Luxor. 

U.A.R. TV follows the European technical trans- 
mission with an image of 825 scansions. 

The TV receivers in use number round 400,000. 
The Arabic Department shoots a movie news review 
weekly and it is sent to 35 stations all over the 
world with which Arab TV exchange cultural and 
documentary materials. 

-MARY PASCAL -o- 
VENEZUELA 

There are three commercial television stations in 
Venezuela: 

1. Radio Caracas Television: managing directot, 
Amable Espina. Channels 2, 3. 7 and 10. RCA equip- 
ment. This is by far the best station, with very lit- 
tle unsold time. It is operating about 16 hours a day. 

2. Vene -Vision, Channels 4 and 9. Managing Di- 
rector Valeriano Humpierrez, Marconi Equipment. 
This station is the previous Televisa and was 
completely reorganized and revamped at the be- 
ginning of 1961. It has a strong A.B.C. interest. 
Operating seven hours daily. 

3. Ondas del Lago Television. This is the only 
channel in Maracaibo. Managing Director-Nicolas 
Vale Quintero. Operating an average of five hours 
daily. 

There is also one Government -owned station, Tele- 
visora Nacional, channel 5, operating about four 
hours every evening and admitting no advertising.

VIETNAM (NORTH) 
Since 1968 the Government Information Depart- 

ment of the Democratic Republic of Vietnam has 
operated one non-commercial station in Hanoi. Num- 
ber of sets is unknown. -o -- 
VIETNAM (SOUTH) 

Vietnam Television, Saigon, operates stations in 
Saigon, Hue, Cantho and Quinhon 4 hours daily. 
U. S. Forces also operates radio -TV services with 
4 relays broadcasting 65 hours weekly in English. 
Citizen set -owners are estimated at 660,000. 

South Vietnam interests backed by a Japanese 
electronics company in 1970 opened a factory produc- 
ing 5,000 sets monthly.

The Yugoslav television network entered with 
1966 its eighth year of socalled experimental pro- 
gram. The regular operation of Yugoslav television 
claims to have about 500,000 receiving sets. 

The television has already completed several re- 
lay towers which helped the programs from Bel- 
grade, Zagreb and Ljubljana, the three complete 
TV studios, reach considerable parts of Yugoslavia, 
especially in Macedonia, Bosnia and Dalmatia. The 
three big towers completed on the Bosnian and Mace- 
donian mountains added another two to three million 
people able to receive the national programs, from any 
of the three television studios. 

The Yugoslav Government lifted the protection 
customs on imported television sets because the 
domestic production (under licences) cannot pos- 
sibly meet the local demands. Two Yugoslav fac- 
tories producing television sets have increased pro- 
duction to nearly five hundred thousand (n 1966, but 
the high price remained the same-about two thou- 
sand dinars (300 dollars), which still can be bought 
on installment plan.

The National Catholic Office for Radio and Tele- 

vision was established by the Bishops of the United 
States in late 1965. 

Headquarters for the National Catholic Office for 
Radio and Television, often referred to as 
"NCORT", were located at One Rockefeller Plaza 
in 1966. The office became fully operational in Sep- 
tember of that year when Charles E. Reilly, Jr. was 
appointed Executive Director. 

NCORT has an advisory board of approximately 
50 executives who hold leading positions in the com- 
munications industry. The Board of Advisors is 
represented by an Executive Committee which meets 
periodically with Mr. Reilly. Donald H. McGannon, 
President and Chairman of the Board of the West- 
ghouse Broadcasting Company, Group W, is Chair- 
man of this Committee. Norman "Pete" Cash, Presi- 
dent of the Television Bureau of Advertising 
(TVB), is Vice Chairman. 

In addition to the Board of Advisors, NCORT 
has a body of theological consultants-experts on a 
full range of subjects ranging from Canon Law to 
social action, moral and dogmatic theology, family 
life, liturgy, ecumenism etc. It is to these men and 
women-there are over 30 of them-that the more 
important or complex inquiries for precise replies or 
background material are referred. 

NCORT has participated as either producer, co- 
producer or consultant on a wide range of program- 
ming. ABC CBS, the Mutual Broadcasting System, 
NBC and the Public Broadcasting System (PBS), 
are among those receiving assistance on programs. 

On January 1, 1969 NCORT assumed the addi- 
tional responsibility for all regularly scheduled 
network religious programs representing the Catholic 
faith ,"Directions," AB; "Christian in Action," 
ABC radio; "Guideline," NBC; "Lamp Unto My 
Feet' and "Look Up and Live," CBS.) 

NCORT is responsible for the coordination of 
broadcasting coverage of the fall and spring meetings 
of the general body of American Bishops (NCCB). 
The extensive radio and television arrangements sur- 
rounding the funeral arrangements for Francis Car- 
dinal Spellman and the late Senator Robert F. Ken- 
nedy and General Charles DeGaulle are examples 
of special news projects that required NCORT as- 
sistance. 

The role of the Office in international communica- 
tions has grown steadily since 1966, when NCORT 
began serving as the official agency for selection of 
Catholic radio and television programs for interna- 
tional competitions. Mr. Reilly was elected to the 
Bureau Executif (Executive Board) of UNDA, the 
International Catholic Association for Radio and 
Television, and has served as member of the Board 
of Directors of CINE, the Council for International 
Nontheatrical Events. Pope Paul VI appointed Mr. 
Reilly a consultor to the Pontifical Commission for 
Social Communications in July, 1968. NCORT 
broadcast assignments overseas included accompany- 
ing the Holy Father on his trips to Istanbul and to 
South America, as liaison with American broadcast 
organizations. The office served in a similar co- 
ordinating capacity for American radio and TV com- 
panies covering the ceremonies in Rome surrounding 
the creation of new American cardinals. On March 
29, 1969, NCORT in association with NBC News 
and RAI, the Italian television network, brought the 
first broadcast of the Holy Father's Mass on Easter 
Sunday to viewers in North America. The satellite 
transmission was in color. 

Among other major NCORT broadcasting projects 
involving the Holy See were "The Secret of Michael. 
angelo; Every Man's Dream," "Upon this Rock" 
and a special television interview with Pope Paul VI 
regarding the Middle East. A CATV bureau was 
established in February of 1970 as liaison with Com- 
munity Antennae Television Systems. Assistant Di- 
rector James Bastis is responsible for NCORT's 
CATV Bureau. A library of 16mm films provides 
schools and other institutions and organizations with 
a variety of Catholic program material. Lowell Sam- 
mons is manager of the NCORT Film Bureau. The 
Department of Communications for the United 

States Catholic Conference was organized in 1968. 
NCORT is the broadcasting division of this depart- 
ment which includes the National Catholic Office for 
Motion Pictures (NCOMP), the NC News Service 
and the National Catholic Office of Information 
(NCOI).

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The Television Code 

ANEW CODE of standards and practices 
for the television industry went into effect 

March 1, 1952 following a series of develop- 
ments almost a year in the making. 

The code is an aftermath of a meeting held 
in Washington in June, 1951 at which NBC 
made public a code of its own. Set up as a 
standard of operations in television, this code 
bore an essential resemblance to the instru- 
ment earlier adopted by the same network for 
radio broadcasting. Both NBC codes, a Code 
of Standards adopted for radio by the Na- 
tional Association of Broadcasters-predeces- 
sor organization of the National Association 
of Radio and Television Broadcasters-in 
Atlantic City in 1947 and now the industry- 
wide TV code, drew upon the Motion Picture 
Production Code for their pattern. 

Four subcommittees were active in prepara- 
tion of the television code throughout the 
summer of 1951. Their tentative draft was 
approved by the NARTB hoard in September 
and a final polishing job undertaken in Wash- 
ington shortly before the text was ratified in 
Chicago, October 19, 1951. 
The Television Code provides for a Tele- 
vision Code Review Board which now con- 
sists of nine members. All members must be 
subscribers to the Television Code. The Code 
Review Board oversees policy direction of the 
Television Code and recommends to the NAB 
Television Board of Directors any changes in 
Code provisions for the latter group's ratifica- 
tion. The interpretation, implementation and 
enforcement of the Television Code's pro- 
gramming and advertising standards is the 
basic responsibility of the Code Authority 
Director. 

In those phases that deal with programming 
and its approaches, the code bears striking 
similarity to the Motion Picture Production 
Code, conceived and formulated in 1929 by 
Martin Quigley, and ratified by the Motion 
Picture Producers and Distributors Associa- 
tion of America, Inc. which became the Mo- 
tion Picture Association of America, Inc. 
late in 1945 when the late Eric Johnston was 
named president. 

Meeting in Bandera Tex. in February, 1952, 
TV board members of NAB approved a re- 
view board of five and adopted a plan for 
financing administration of the code as well as 
an operating budget of $40,000 for the first 
year of operations. 

There have been various revisions of the 
code over the years. This most recent edition, 
the tenth, is dated August, 1965. 

Under the financing plan, each subscribing 
TV station pays an annual fee based on the 
highest hourly rate quoted on its rate card, 
up to a maximum of $1,400. If it is an 
NAB member, $250 of this is credited 

against NAB dues, leaving the balance for 
defraying code. 

The Code is copyrighted by the National 
Association of Broadcasters. The Code Au- 
thority maintains offices in Washington, New 
York and Hollywood. Howard H. Bell is 
director, with offices in Washington. 

Text of the revised code follows : 

Preamble 
Television is seen and heard in every type of 

American home. These pontes include children and 
adults of all ages, embrace all races and all varieties 
of religious faith, and reach those of every educa- 
tional background. It is the responsibility of televi- 
sion to bear constantly in mind that the audience is 
primarily a home audience, and consequently that 
television's relationship to the viewers is that be- 
tween guest and host. 

The revenues from advertising support the free, 
competitive American system of telecasting, and 
make available to the eyes and ears of the American 
people the finest programs of information, educa- 
tion, culture and entertainment. By law the televi- 
sion broadcaster is responsible for the programming 
of his station. He, however, is obligated to bring 
his positive responsibility for excellence and good 
taste in programming to bear upon all who have a 
hand in the production of programs, including net- 
works, sponsors, producers of film and of live pro- 
grams, advertising agencies. and talent agencies. 

The American businesses which utilize television 
for conveying their advertising messages to the home 
by pictures with sound, seen free -of -charge on the 
home screen, are reminded that their responsibilities 
are not limited to the sale of goods and the crea- 
tion of a favorable attitude toward the sponsor by 
the presentation of entertainment. They include, 
as well, responsibility for utilizing television to 
bring the best programs. regardless of kind, into 
American homes. 

Television, and all who participate in it are jointly 
accountable to the American public for respect for 
the special needs of children, for community re- 
sponsibility, for the advancement of education and 
culture, for the acceptability of the program ma- 
terials chosen, for decency and decorum in produc- 
tion, and for propriety in advertising. This respon- 
sibility cannot he discharged by any given group of 
programs, but can lie discharged only through the 
highest standards of respect for the American home. 
applied to every moment of every program presented 
by television. 

In order that television programming may best 
serve the public interest, viewers should be en- 
couraged to make their criticisms and positive 
suggestions known to the television broadcasters. 
Parents in particular should be urged to see to it 
that out of the richness of television fare, the heat 
programs are brought to the attention of their 
children. 

I. Advancement of Education and Culture 

1. Commercial television provides a valuable 
means of augmenting the educational and cultural 
influences of schools, institutions of higher learning. 
the home, the church, museums, foundations, and 
other institutions devoted to education and culture. 

2. It is the responsibility of a television broad- 
caster to call upon such institutions for counsel and 
cooperation and to work with them on the hest 
methods of presenting educational and cultural ma- 
terials by television. It is further the responsibility 
of stations, networks. advertising agencies and 
sponsors consciously to seek opportunities for intro- 
ducing into telecasts factual materials which will aid 
in the enlightenment of the American public. 

3. Education via television may he taken to mean 
that process by which the individual is brought 
toward informed adjustment to hit society. Tele. 
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vision is also responsible for the presentation of 
overtly instructional and cultural programs. ached 
tiled so as to reach the viewers who are natural[' 
drawn to such programs, and produced so as tt 
attract the largest possible audience. 

4. The television broadcaster should be thoroughly 
conversant with the educational and cultural needs 
and desires of the community served. 

5. He should affirmatively seek out responsible 
and accountable educational and cultural institutions 
of the community with a view toward providing 
opportunities for the instruction and enlightenment 
of the viewers. 

6. He should provide for reasonable experimen- 
tation in the development of programs specifically 
directed to the advancement of the community's 
culture and education. 

7. It is in the interest of television as a vital 
medium to encourage and promote the broadcast of 
programs presenting genuine artistic or literary ma- 
terial, valid moral and social issues, significant con- 
troversial and challenging concepts and other sub- 
ject matter involving adult themes. Accordingly. 
none of the provisions of this code including those 
relating to the responsibility toward children, should 
be construed to prevent or impede their broadcast. 
All such programs, however, should be broadcast 
with due regard to the composition of the audience. 
The highest degree of care should be exercised to 
preserve the integrity of such programs and to en- 
sure that the selection of themes, their treatment 
and presentation are made in good faith upon the 
basis of true instructional and entertainment values, 
and not for the purposes of sensationalism, to shock 
or exploit the audience or to appeal to prurient 
interests or morbid curiosity. 

II. Responsibility Toward Children 
1. The education of children involves giving them 

a sense of the world at large. It is not enough that 
only those programs which are intended for viewing 
by children shall be suitable to the young and im- 
mature. In addition, those programs which might 
be reasonably expected to hold the attention of chil- 
dren and which are broadcast during times of the 
day when children may be normally expected to 
constitute a substantial part of the audience should 
be presented with due regard for their effect on 
children. 

2. Such subjects as violence and sex shall be pre- 
sented without undue emphasis and only as required 
by plot development or character delineation. Crime 
should not be presented as attractive or as a solu- 
tion to human problems, and the inevitable retribu- 
tion should be made clear. 

3. The broadcaster should afford opportunities for 
cultural growth as well as for wholesome entertain- 
ment. 

4. He should develop programs to foster and pro- 
mote the commonly accepted moral, social and ethi- 
cal ideals characteristic of American life. 

5. Programs should reflect respect for parents, 
for honorable behavior, and for the constituted au- 
thorities of the American community. 

6. Exceptional care should be exercised with ref- 
erence to kidnapping or threats of kidnapping of 
children in order to avoid terrorizing them. 

7. Material which is excessively violent or would 
create morbid suspense, or other undesirable reac- 
tions in children, should be avoided. 

8. Particular restraint and care in crime or mys- tery episodes involving children or minors, should 
be exercised. 

III. Community Responsibility 
1. A television broadcaster and his staff occupy a 

position of responsibility in the community and 
should conscientiously endeavor to be acquainted 
fully with its needs and characteristics in order 
better to serve the welfare of its citizens. 

2. Requests for time for the placement of public 
service announcements or programs should be care- 
tully reviewed with respect to the character and 
reputation of the group, campaign or organization 
involved, the public interest content of the message, 
and the manner of its presentation. 

IV. General Program Standards 
i. Program materials should enlarge the borizo-tt 

of the viewer, provide him with wholesome enter- 
tainment, afford helpful stimulation, and remind 
him of the responsibilities which the citizen has 
towards his society. The intimacy and confidence 
placed in Television demand of the broadcaster, the 
network and other program sources that they be 
vigilant in protecting the audience from deceptive 
program practices. 

2. Profanity, obscenity, smut and vulgarity are 
forbidden, even when likely to be understood only 
by part of the audience. From time to time, words 
which have been acceptable, acquire undesirable 
meanings, and telecasters should be alert to eliminate 
such words. 

3. Words (especially slang) derisive of any race, 
color, creed, nationality or national derivation, ex- 
cept wherein such usage would be for the specific 
purpose of effective dramatization such as combat- 
ing prejudice, are forbidden, even when likely to be 
understood only by part of the audience. From time 
to time, words which have been acceptable, acquire 
undesirable meanings, and telecasters should be alert 
to eliminate such words. 

4. Racial or nationality types shall not be shown 
on television in such a manner as to ridicule the 
race or nationality. 

5. Attacks on religion and religious faiths are 
not allowed. Reverence is to mark any mention of 
the name of God, His attributes and powers. When 
religious rites are included in other than religious 
programs the rites shall be accurately presented. 
The office of minister, priest or rabbi shall not be 
presented in such a manner as to ridicule or impair 
its dignity. 

6. Respect is maintained for the sanctity of mar- 
riage and the value of the home. Divorce is not 
treated casually as a solution for marital problems. 

7. In reference to physical or mental affilictions 
and deformities, special precautions must be taken 
to avoid ridiculing sufferers from similar ailments 
and offending them or members of their families. 

8. Excessive or unfair exploitation of others or 
of their physical or mental afflictions shall not be 
presented as praiseworthy. The presentation of cruel- 
ty, greed and selfishness as worthy motivations is 
to be avoided. 

9. Law enforcement shall be upheld and, except 
where essential to the program plot, officers of the 
law portrayed with respect and dignity. 

10. Legal, medical and other professional advice, 
diagnosis and treatment will be permitted only in 
conformity with law and recognized ethical and 
professional standards. 

11. The use of animals both in the production of 
television programs and as part of television pro- 
gram content, shall at all times, be in conformity 
with accepted standards of humane treatment. 

12. Care should be exercised so that cigarette 
smoking will not be depicted in a manner to im- 
press the youth of our country as a desirable 
habit worthy of imitation. 

13. Criminality shall be presented as undesirable 
and unsympathetic. The condoning of crime and the 
treatment of the commission of crime in a frivolous, 
cynical or callous manner is unacceptable. The pre- 
sentation of techniques of crime in such detail as 
to invite imitation shall be avoided. 

14. The presentation of murder or revenge as a 
motive for murder shall not be presented as justifi- 
able. 

15. Suicide as an acceptable solution for human 
problems is prohibited. 

16. Illicit sex relations are not treated as com- 
mendable. Sex crimes and abnormalities are gener- 
ally unacceptable as program material. The use of 
locations closely associated with sexual life or with 
sexual sin must be governed by good taste and 
delicacy. 

17. Drunkenness should never be presented as 
desirable or prevalent. The use of liquor in program 
content shall be de-emphasized. The consumption of 
liquor in American life, when not required by the 
plot or for proper characterization, shall not be 
shown. 

18. Narcotic addition shall not be presented ex- 
cept as a vicious habit. The administration of illegal 
drugs will not be displayed. The use of hallucinogen- 
ic drugs shall not be shown or encouraged as desira- 
ble or socially acceptable. 
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19. The use of gambling device, or scenes neces- 
sary to the development of plot or as appropriate 
background is acceptable only when presented with 
discretion and in moderation, and in a manner 
which would not excite interest in, or foster, betting 
nor be instructional in nature. 

20. Telecasts of actual sport programs at which 
on -the -scene betting is permitted by law should be 
presented in a manner in keeping with Federal, 
state and local laws, and should concentrate on the 
subject as a public sporting event. 

21. Program material pertaining to fortune-telling, 
occultism, astrology, phrenology, palm -reading, num- 
erology, mind reading, or character -reading, is un- 
acceptable when presented for the purpose of fostering 
belief in these subjects. 

22. Quiz and similar programs that are presented 
as contests of knowledge, information, skill or luck 
must, in fact, be genuine contests and the results 
must not be controlled by collusion with or between 
contestants, or any other action which will favor 
one contestant against any other. 

23. No program shall be presented in a manner 
which through artifice or simulation would mislead 
the audience as to any material fact. Each broad- 
caster must exercise reasonable judgment to deter- 
mine whether a particular method of presentation 
would constitute a material deception, or would be 
accepted by the audience as normal theatrical illu- 
sion. 

24. The appearances or dramatization of persons 
featured in actual crime news will be permitted 
only in such light as to aid law enforcement or to 
report the news event. 

25. The use of horror for its own sake will be 
eliminated; the use of visual or aural effects which 
would shock or alarm the viewer, and the detailed 
presentation of brutality or physical agony by sight 
or by sound are not permissible. 

26. Contests may not constitute a lottery. 
27. The costuming of all performers shall be 

within the bounds of propriety and shall avoid such 
exposure or auch emphasis on anatomical detail as 
would embarrass or offend home viewers. 

28. The movements of dancers, actors, or other 
performers shall be kept within the bounds of de- 
cency, and lewdness and impropriety shall not be 
suggested in the positions assumed by performers. 

29. Camera angles shall avoid such views of per- 
formers as to emphasize anatomical details inde- 
cently. 

30. The use of the television medium to transmit 
information of any kind by the use of the process 
called "subliminal perception," or by the use of any 
similar technique whereby an attempt is made to 
convey information to the viewer by transmitting 
messages below the threshold of normal awareness, 
is not permitted. 

31. The broadcaster shall be constantly alert to 
prevent activities that may lead to such practices 
as the use of scenic properties, the choice and 
identification of prizes, the selection of music and 
other creative program elements and inclusion of 
any identification of commercial products or serv- 
ices, their trade names or advertising slogans, within 
a program dictated by factors other than the re- 
quirements of the program itself. The acceptance of 
cash payments or other considerations in return for 
including any of the above within the program is 
prohibited except in accordance with Sections 317 
and 508 of the Communications Act. 

32. A television broadcaster should not present 
fictional events or other non -news material as au- 
thentic news telecasts or announcements, nor should 
he permit dramatizations in any program which 
would give the false impression that the dramatized 
material constitutes news. Expletives (presented 
aurally or pictorially) such as "flash" or "bulletin" 
and statements such as "we interrupt this program 
to bring you ..." should be reserved specifically 
for news room use. However, a television broadcaster 
may properly exercise discretion in the use in non - 
news programs of words or phrases which do not 
necessarily imply that the material following is a 
news release. 

33. Program content should be confined to those 
elements which entertain or inform the viewer and 
to the extent that titles, teasers and credits do not 
meet these criteria, they should be restrictº 
eliminated. 

34. The creation of a state of hypnosis by act or 

demonstration on the air is prohibited and hypnosis 
as an aspect of "parlor game' antics to create humor 
ous situations within a comedy setting cannot be used 

V. Treatment of News and Public Events 
News 

1. A television station's news schedule shout( 
be adequate and well-balanced. 

2. News reporting should be factual, fair and 
without bias. 

3. A television broadcaster should exercise par- 
ticular discrimination in the acceptance, placement 
and presentation of advertising in news programs so 
that such advertising should be clearly distinguish. 
able from the news content. 

4. At all times, pictorial and verbal material for 
both news and comment should conform to other 
sections of these standards, wherever such sections 
are reasonably applicable. 

5. Good taste should prevail in the selection and 
handling of news: 

Morbid, sensational or alarming details not es- 
sential to the factual report, especially in connec- 

tion with stories of crime or sex, should be avoided. 
News should be telecast in such a manner as to 
avoid panic and unnecessary alarm. 
6. Commentary and analysis should be clearly 

identified as such. 
7. Pictorial material should be chosen with care 

and not presented in a misleading manner. 
8. All news interview programs should be gov- 

erned by accepted standards of ethical journalism, 
under which the interviewer selects the questions 
to be asked. Where there is advance agreement 
materially restricting an important or newsworthy 
area of questioning, the interviewer will state on 
the program that such limitation has been agreed 
upon. Such disclosure should be made if the person 
being interviewed requires that questions be sub- 
mitted in advance or if he participates in editing 
recording of the interview prior to its use on the 
air. 

9. A television broadcaster should exercise due 
care in his supervision of content, format, and 
presentation of newscasts originated by his station, 
and in his selection of newscasters, commentators, 
and analysts. 

PUBLIC EVENTS 
1. A television broadcaster has an affirmative 

responsibility at all times to be informed of public 
events, and to provide coverage consonant with the 
ends of an informed and enlightened citizenry. 

2. The treatment of such events by a television 
broadcaster should provide adequate and informed 
coverage. 
VI. Controversial Public Issues 

1. Television provides a valuable forum for the 
expression of responsible views on public issues 
of a controversial nature. The television broadcaster 
should seek out and develop with accountable indi- 
viduals, groups and organizations, programs relating 
to controversial public issues of import to his fel- 
low citizens; and to give fair representation to 
opposing sides of issues which materially affect the 
life or welfare of a substantial segment of the 
public. 

2. Requests by individuals, groups or organiza- 
tions for time to discuss their views on contro- 
versial public issues, should be considered on the 
basis of their individual merits, and in the light 
of the contribution which the use requested would 
make to the public interest, and to a well-balanced 
program structure. 

3. Programs devoted to the discussion of con- 
troversial public issues should be identified as such. 
They should not be presented in a manner which 
would mislead listeners or viewers to believe that 
the program is purely of an entertainment, news, 
or other character. 

4. Broadcasts in which stations express their own 
opinions about issues of general public interest should 
be clearly identified as editorial. They should 
be unmistakably identified as statements of station 
opinion and should be appropriately distinguished 
from news and other program material. 
VII. Political Telecasts 

1. Political telecasts should be clearly identified 
as such. They should not be presented by a tele - 
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vision broadcaster in a manner which would mis. 
lead listeners or viewers to believe that the program 
is of any other character. 

(Ref.: Communications Act of 1934, as amend- 
ed, Secs. 315 and 317, and FCC Rules and 
Regulations, Secs. 3.654, 3.657, 3.663 as 
discussed in NAB's "A Political Cate- 
chism.") 

VIII. Religious Programs 
1. It is the responsibility of a television broad- 

caster to make available to the community appro- 
priate opportunity for religious presentations. 

2. Telecasting which reaches men of all creeds 
simultaneously should avoid attacks upon religion. 

3. Religious programs should be presented re- 
spectfully and accurately and without prejudice or 
ridicule. 

4. Religious programs should be presented by 
responsible individuals, groups and organizations. 

5. Religious programs should place emphasis on 
broad religious truths, excluding the presentation 
of controversial or partisan views not directly or 
necessarily related to religion or morality. 

6. In the allocation of time for telecasts of re- 
ligious programs the television station should use 
its best efforts to apportion such time fairly among 
the representative faith groups of its community. 

IX. General Advertising Standards 
1. This Code establishes basic standards for all 

television broadcasting. The principles of acceptabil- 
ity and good taste within the Program Standards 
section govern the presentation of advertising where 
applicable. In addition, the Code establishes in this 
section special standards which apply to television 
advertising. 

2. A commercial television broadcaster makes his 
facilities available for the advertising of products 
and services and accepts commercial presentations 
for such advertising. However, a television broad- 
caster should, in recognition of his responsibility 
to the public, refuse the facilities of bis station to an 
advertiser where he has good reason to doubt the 
integrity of the advertiser, the truth of the adver- 
tising representations, or the compliance of the ad- 
vertiser with the spirit and purpose of all applicable 
legal requirements. 

3. Identification of sponsorship must be made in 
all sponsored programs in accordance with the re- 
quirements of the Communications Act of 1934, as 
amended, and the Rules and Regulations of the 
Federal Communications Commission. 

4. Representations which disregard normal safety 
precautions shall be avoided. Children shall not be 
represented, except under proper adult supervision, 
as being in contact with, or demonstrating, a product 
recognized as potentially dangerous to them. 

5. In consideration of the customs and attitudes 
of the communities served, each television broad- 
caster should refuse his facilities to the advertise- 
ment of products and services, or the use of ad- 
vertising scripts, which the station has good reason 
to believe would be objectionable to a substantial 
and responsible segment of the community. These 
standards should be applied with judgment and flex- 
ibility, taking into consideration the characteristics 
of the medium, its home and family audience, and 
the form and content of the particular presentation. 

6. The advertising of hard liquor (distilled spir- 
its) is not acceptable. 

7. The advertising of beer and wines is accept- 
able only when presented in the best of good taste 
and discretion, and is acceptable only subject to 
Federal and local laws. 

8. The advertising of cigarettes shall not state or 
imply claims regarding health and shall not be pre- 
sented in such a manner as to indicate to youth that 
the use of cigarettes contributes to individual 
achievement, personal acceptance or is a habit worthy 
of imitation. 

9. Advertising by institutions or enterprises 
which in their offers of instruction imply promises 
of employment or make exaggerated claims for the 
opportunities awaiting those who enroll for courses 
Is generally unacceptable. 

10. The advertising of firearms and fireworks is 
acceptable only subject to Federal and local laws. 

11. The advertising of fortune-telling, occultism, 
astrology, phrenology, palm -reading, numerology, 

mind -reading, character reading or subjects or 
like nature is not permitted. 

12. Because all products of a personal nature 
create special problems, such products, when ac- 
cepted, should be treated with especial emphasis on 
ethics and the canons of good taste. Such advertis- 
ing of personal products as is accepted must be 
presented in a restrained and obviously inoffensive 
manner. The advertising of particularly intimate 
products which ordinarily are not freely mentioned 
or discussed is not acceptable. (See Television Code 
Interpretation No. 3) 

13. The advertising of tip sheets, race track pub- 
lications, or organizations seeking to advertise for 
the purpose of giving odds or promoting betting or 
lotteries is unacceptable. 

14. An advertiser who markets more than one 
product should not be permitted to use advertising 
copy devoted to an acceptable product for purposes 
of publicizing the brand name or other identification 
of a product which is not acceptable. 

15. "Bait -switch" advertising whereby goods or 
services which the advertiser has no intention of 
selling are offered merely to lure the customer into 
purchasing higher -priced substitutes, is not accept- 
able. 

16. Personal endorsements (testimonials) shall be 
genuine and reflect personal experience. They shall 
contain no statement that cannot be supported if pre- 
sented in the advertiser's own words. 

X. Presentation of Advertising 
1. Advertising messages should be presented with 

courtesy and good taste; disturbing or annoying 
material should be avoided; every effort should be 
made to keep the advertising message in harmony 
with the content and general tone of the program 
in which it appears. 

2. The role and capability of television to market 
sponsors' products are well recognized. In turn, this 
fact dictates that great care be exercised by the 
broadcaster to prevent the presentation of false, 
misleading or deceptive advertising. While it is en- 
tirely appropriate to present a product in a favorable 
light and atmosphere, the presentation must not, by 
copy or demonstration, involve a material deception 
as to the characteristics, performance or appearance 
of the product. 

3. The broadcaster and the advertiser should ex- 
ercise special caution with the content and pre- 
sentation of television commercials placed in or 
near programs designed for children. Exploitation of 
children should be avoided. Commercials directed to 
children should in no way mislead as to the prod- 
uct's performance and usefulness. Appeals involving 
matters of health which should be determined by 
physicians should not be directed primarily to 
children. 

4. Appeals to help fictitious characters in tele- 
vision programs by purchasing the advertiser's prod- 
uct or service or sending for a premium should 
not be permitted, and such fictitious characters 
should not be introduced into the advertising mes- 
sage for such purposes. 

5. Commercials for services or over-the-counter 
products involving health considerations are of inti- 
mate and far-reaching importance to the consumer. 
The following principles should apply to such ad- 
vertising: 

a. Physicians, dentists or nurses, or actors rep- 
resenting physicians dentists or nurses shall not 
be employed directly or by implication. These 
restrictions also apply to persons professionally 
engaged in medical services (e.g., physical ther- 
apists, pharmacists, dental assistants, nurses' 
aides). 

b. Visual representations of laboratory settings 
may be employed, provided they bear a direct 
relationship to bona fide research which has been 
conducted for the product or service. (See Code 
X, 10.) In such cases, laboratory technicians shall 
be identified as such and shall not be employed 
as spokesmen or in any other way speak on 
behalf of the product. 

c. Institutional announcements not intended to 
sell a specific product or service to the consumer 
and public service announcements by non-profit 
organizations may be presented by accredited 
physicians, dentists or nurses, subject to approval 
by the broadcaster. An accredited professional 
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is one who has met required qualifications and 
has been licensed in his resident state. 
6. Advertising should offer a product or service on 

its positive merits and refrain by identification or other means from discrediting, disparaging or un- fairly attacking competitors, competing products, 
other industries, professions, or institutions. 

7. A sponsor's advertising messages should be 
confined within the framework of the sponsor's pro- gram structure. A television broadcaster should 
avoid the use of commercial announcements which are divorced from the program either by preceding 
the introduction of the program (as in the case of so-called "cow -catcher" announcements) or by fol- lowing the apparent sign -off of the program (as 
in the case of so-called trailer or "hitch -hike" an- nouncements). To this end, the program itself should 
be announced and clearly identified, both audio and video, before the sponsor's advertising material is first used, and should be signed off, both audio and 
"ideo, after the sponsor's advertising material is last 
used. 

8. Since advertising by television is a dynamic 
technique, a television broadcaster should keep under surveillance new advertising devices so that the spirit and purpose of these standards are fulfilled. 

9. A charge for television time to churches and religious bodies is not recommended. 
10. Reference to the results of bona fide research, surveys or tests relating to the product to be adver- tised shall not be presented in a manner so as to create an impression of fact beyond that established 

by the work that has been conductd. 

XI. Advertising of Medical Products 
I. The advertising of medical products presents 

considerations of intimate and far-reaching impor- 
tance to the consumer because of the direct bearing 
on his health. 

2. Because of the personal nature of the advertis- 
ing of medical products, claims that a product will 
effect a cure and the indiscriminate use of such 
words as "safe", "without risk", "harmless", or terms of similar meaning should not be accepted in 
the advertising of medical products on television 
stations. 

3. A television broadcaster should not accept ad- vertising material which in his opinion offensively 
describes or dramatizes distress or morbid situations 
involving ailments, by spoken word, sound or visual 
effects. 

XII. Contests 
1. Contests shall be conducted with fairness to all entrants, and shall comply with all pertinent laws 

and regulations. Care should be taken to avoid the concurrent use of the three elements which together 
constitute a lottery-prize, chance and considera- tion. 

2. All contest details, including rules, eligibility requirements, opening and termination dates should 
be clearly and completely announced and/or shown, or easily accessible to the viewing public, and the winners' names should be released and prizes award- 
ed as soon as possible after the close of the contest. 

3. When advertising is accepted which requests 
contestants to submit items of product identification 
or other evilence of purchase of products, reasonable 
facsimiles thereof should be made acceptable unless the award is based upon skill and not upon chance. 

4. All copy pertaining to any contest (except 
that which is required by law) associated with the 
exploitation or sale of the sponsor's product or 
service and all references to prizes or gifts offered 
in such connection should be considered a part of 
and included in the total time allowances as herein 
provided. (See Television Code, XIV) 

XIII. Premiums and Offers 
1. Full details of proposed offers should be re- 

quired by the television broadcaster for investiga- 
tion and approved before the first announcement of 
the offer is made to the public. 

2. A final date for the termination of an offer 
should be announced as far in advance as possible. 

3. Before accepting for telecast offers involving 
a monetary consideration, a television broadcaster 
should satisfy himself as to the integrity of the 
advertiser and the advertiser's willingness to honor 

complaints indicating dissatisfaction with the pre- 
mium by returning the monetary consideration. 

4. There should be no misleading descriptions of visual representations of any premiums or gifts 
which would distort or enlarge their value in the 
minds of the viewers. 

5. Assurances should be obtained from the adve 
tiser that premiums offered are not harmful to persol. 
or property. 

6. Premiums should not be approved which appeal 
to superstition on the basis of "luck -bearing" powers 
or otherwise. 

XIV. Time Standards For Non -Program Material 
In order that the time for non -program material 

and its placement shall best serve the viewer, the 
following standards are set forth in accordance with 
sound television practice: 

1. Non -Program Material Definition: Non -pro- 
gram material, in both prime time and all other time, 
includes billboards, commercials, all credits in excess 
of 30 seconds and promotional announcements. Pub - 
lice service announcements and promotional an- 
nouncements. Public service announcments and pro- 
motional announcements for the same program are 
excluded from this definition. 

2. Allowable Time for Non -Program Material 
A. In prime time, non -program material shall not 

exceed 10 minutes in any 60 -minute period. 
Prime time is a continuous period of not less than 

three consecutive evening hours per broadcast day as 
designated by the station between the hours of 6:00 
PM and Midnight. 

B. In all other time, non -program material shall 
not exceed 16 minutes in any 60 -minute period. 

3. Program Interruptions 
A. Definition: A program interruption is any oc- 

currence of non -program material within the main 
body of the program. 

B. In prime time, the number of program inter- 
ruptions shall not exceed two within any 30 -minute 
program, or four within any 60 -minute program. 

Programs longer than 60 minutes shall be pro- 
rated at two interruptions per half-hour. 

The number of interruptions in 60 -minute variety 
shows shall not exceed five. 

C. In all other time, the number of interruptions 
shall not exceed four within any 30 -minute program 
period. 

D. In both prime time and all other time, the fol- 
lowing interruption standard shall apply within pro- 
grams of 15 minutes or less in length: 

5 -minute program -1 interruption; 
10 -minute program -2 interruptions; 
15 -minute program -2 interruptions. 
E. News, weather, sports and special events pro- 

grams are exempt from the interruption standard 
because of the nature of such programs. 

4. No more than four commercial announcements 
shall be scheduled consecutively within programs, 
and no more than three commercial announcements 
shall be scheduled consecutively during station 
breaks. The consecutive commercial message limi- 
tation shall not apply to a single sponsor who wishes 
to further reduce the number of interruptions in the 
program. 

5. A multiple product announcement is one in 
which two or more products or services are presented 
within the framework of a single announcement. 

A multiple product announcement shall be counted 
as a single announcement provided the same voice(s), 
setting, background, and continuity are used through- 
out so that the announcement appears to the viewer 
as one single announcement. Multiple product an- 
nouncements not meeting this definition shall be 
counted as two or more announcements under this 
section of the Code. This provision shall not apply 
to retail or service establishments. 

6. The use of billboards in prime time and all 
other time, shall be confined to programs sponsored 
by a single or alternate week advertiser and shall 
he limited to the products advertised in the program. 

7. Reasonable and limited identification of prizes 
and donors' names where the presentation of contest 
awards or prizes is a necessary part of program con- 
tent shall not he included as non -program material 
as defined above. 

8. Programs presenting women's service features, 
shopping guides, fashion shows, demonstrations and 
similar material provide a special service to the pub - 
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lic in which certain material normally classified as 
non -program is an informative and necessary part of 
the program content. Because of this, the time stand- 
ards may be waived by the Code Authority to a 
reasonable extent on a case -by -case basis. 

9. Gratuitous references in a program to a non - 
sponsor's product or service should be avoided ex- 
cept for normal guest identification. 

10. Stationary backdrops or properties in televi- 
sion presentations showing the sponsor's name or 
product, the name of his product, his trade -mark or 
slogan should be used only incidentally and should 
not obtrude on program interest or entertainment. 

REGULATIONS AND PROCEDURES 
The following regulations and procedures shall 

obtain as an integral part of the Television Code of 
the National Association of Broadcasters: 

I 
Name 

The name of this Code shall be The Television 
Code of the National Association of Broadcasters. 

II 

Purpose of the Code 
The purpose of this Code is coopeartively to 

maintain a level of television programming which 
gives full consideration to the educational, infor- 
mational, cultural economic, moral and entertain- 
ment needs of the American public to the end that 
more and more people will be better served. 

III 

Subscribers 
Section 1. ELIGIBILITY 

Any individual, firm or corporation which is 
engaged in the operation of a television broadcast 
station or network, or which holds a construction 
permit for a television broadcast station within 
the United States or its dependencies, shall, subject 
to the approval of the Television Board of Directors 
as hereinafter provided, be eligible to subscribe to 
the Television Code of the NAB to the extent 
of one subscription for each such station and/or 
network which it operates or for which it holds a 
construction permit; provided, that a non television 
member of NAB shall not become eligible via 
code subscription to receive any of the member 
services or to exercise any of the voting privileges 
of a member. 

Section 2. CERTIFICATION OF SUBSCRIPTION 
Upon subscribing to the Code, subject to the 

approval of the Television Board of Directors, there 
shall be granted forthwith to each such subscrib- 
ing station authority to use the "NAB Television 
Seal of Good Practice," a copyrighted and regis- 
tered seal to be provided in the form of a certificate, 
a slide and/or a film, signifying that the recipient 
thereof is a subscriber in good standing to the 
Television Code of the NAB. The seal and its sig- 
nificance shall be appropriately publicized by the 
NAB. 

Section 3. DURATION OF SUBSCRIPTION 

Subscription shall continue in full force and 
effect until thirty days after the first of the month 
following receipt of notice of written resignation. 
Subscription to the Code shall be effective from 
the date of application subject to the approval of 
the Television Board of Directors; provided, that 
the subscription of a television station going on the 
air for the first time shall, for the first six months 
of such subscription, be probationary, during which 
time its subscription can be summarily revoked by 
an affirmative two-thirds vote of the Television 
Board of Directors without the usual processes 
specified below. 

By -Laws of the National Association of Broad- 
casters. Article VI, section 8.C. 'Television Board. 
The Television Board is hereby arthorised:-14) to 
enacts amend and promulgate standards of practice or 
codes for its Television members, and to establish 
such methods to secure observance thereof as it may 
deem advisable:-." 

Section I. SUSPENSION OF SUBSCRIPTION 

Any subscription, and/or the authority to utilize 
and show the above -noted seal, may be voided, 
revoked or temporarily suspended for television 
programming, including commercial copy, which, 
by theme, treatment or incident, in the judgment 
of the Television Board constitutes a continuing, 
willful or gross violation of any of the provisions 
of the Television Code, by an affirmative two- 
thirds vote of the Television Board of Directors 
at a regular or special meeting; provided, how- 
ever that the following conditions and procedures 
shall apply: 

A. Preferring of Charges-Conditions Precedent: 
Prior to the preferring of charges to the Television 

Board of Directors concerning violation of the 
Code by a subscriber, the Television Code Review 
Board (hereinafter provided for) (1) Shall have 
appropriately, and in good time, informed and ad- 
vised such subscriber of any and all complaints 
and information coming to the attention of the 
Television Code Review Board and relating to the 
programming of said subscriber, (2) Shall have 
reported to, and advised, said subscriber by analy- 
sis, interpretation, recommendation or otherwise, of 
the possibility of a violation or breach of the Tele- 
vision Code by the subscriber, and (3) Shall bave 
served upon the subscriber by Registered Mail a 
Notice ofp Intent to prefer charges, at least twenty 
days prior to the filing of any such charges with 
the Television Board of Directors. During this 
period the Television Code Review Board, may 
within its sole discertion, reconsider its proposed 
action based upon such written reply as the sub- 
scriber may care to make, or upon such action as 
the subscriber may care to take program -wise, in 
conformance with the analysis, interpretation, or 
recommendation of the Television Code Review 
Board. 

(i) Notice of Intent 
The Notice of Intent shall include a statement 

of the grounds and reasons for the proposed charges, 
including appropriate references to the Television 
Code. 

(ii) Time 
In the event that the nature of the program in 

question is such that time is of the essence, the 
Television Code Review Board may prefer charges 
within less than the twenty days above specified, 
provided that a time certain in which reply may 
be made is included in its Notice of Intent, and 
provided that its reasons therefor must be specified 
in its statement of charges preferred. 

B. The Charges: 
The subscriber shall be advised in writing by 

Registered Mail of the charges preferred. The 
charges preferred by the Television Code Review 
Board to the Television Board of Directors shall 
include the grounds and reasons therefor, together 
with specific references to the Television Code. The 
charges shall contain a statement that the condi- 
tions precedent, hereinbefore described, have been 
met. 

C. Hearing: 
The subscriber shall have the right to a hear- 

ing and may exercise same by filing an answer 
within 10 days of the date of such notification. 

D. Waiver: 
Failure to request a hearing shall be deemed a 

waiver of the subscriber's right thereto. 
E. Designation: 
If hearing is requested by the subscriber, it shall 

be designated as promptly as possible and at such 
time and place as the Television Board may specify. 

F. Confidential Status: 
Hearings shall be closed; and all correspondence 

between a subscriber and the Television Code Re- 
view Board and/or the Television Board of Di- 
rectors concerning specific programming shall be 
confidential; provided, however, that the confidential 
status of these procedures may be waived by s 
subscriber. 
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G. Presentation; Representation: 
A subscriber against whom charges have been 

preferred, and who has exercised his right to a 
hearing, shall be entitled to effect presentation of 
his case personally, by agent, by attorney, or by 
deposition and interrogatory. 

H. Intervention: 
Upon request by the subscriber -respondent or 

the Television Code Review Board, the Television 
Board of Directors, in its discretion, may permit 
the intervention of one or more other subscribers 
as parties -in -interest. 

I. Transcript: 
A stenographic transcript record shall be taken 

and shall be certified by the Chairman of the Tele- 
vision Board of Directors to the office of the Secre- 
tary of the National Association of Broadcasters. 
where it shall be maintained. The transcript shall 
not be open to inspection unless otherwise provided 
by the party respondent in the proceeding. 

J. Television Code Review Board; Counsel: 
The Television Code Reivew Board may, at its 

discretion, utilize the services of an attorney from 
the staff of the NAB for the purpose of effecting 
its presentation in a hearing matter. 

K. Order of Procedure: 
At hearings, the Television Code Review Board 

shall open and close. 
L. Cross -Examination: 
The right of cross-examination shall specifically 

obtain. Where procedure has been by deposition 
or interrogatory, the use of cross -interrogatories 
shall satisfy this right. 

M. Presentation: 
Oral and written evidence may be introduced 

by the subscriber and by the Television Code Re- 
view Board. Oral argument may be had at the 
hearing and written memoranda or briefs may be 
submitted by the subscriber and by the Television 
Code Review Board. The Television Board of 
Directors may admit such evidence as it deems 
relevant, material and competent, and may deter- 
mine the nature and length of the oral argument 
and the written argument or briefs. 

N. Authority of Presiding Officer; of Television 
Board of Directors: 

The Presiding Officer shall rule upon all inter- 
locutory matters, such as, but not limited to, the 
admissibility of evidence, the qualifications of wit- 
nesses, etc. On all other matters, authority to act 
shall be vested in a majority of the Television 
Board unless otherwise provided. 

O. Films, Transcriptions, etc.: 
Films, kinescopes, records, transcriptions, or other 

mechanical reproductions of television programs, 
properly identified, shall be accepted into evidence 
when relevant. 

P. Continuances and Extensions: 
Continuance and extension of any proceeding 

or for the time of filing or performing any act required or allowed to be done within a specific 
time may be granted upon request, for a good 
cause shown. The Board or the Presiding Officer 
may recess or adjourn a hearing for such time as 
may be deemed necessary, and may change the 
place thereof. 

Q. Findings and Conclusions: 
The Television Board of Directors shall decide 

the case as expeditiously as possible and shall notify 
the subscriber and the Television Code Review 
Board, in writing, of the decision. The decision of 
the Television Board of Directors shall contain 
findings of fact with conclusions, as well as the 
reasons or bases therefor. Findings of fact shall 
set out in detail and with particularity all basic 
evidentiary facts developed on the record (with 
appropriate citations to the transcript of record or 
exhibit relied on for each evidentiary fact) sup- 
porting the conclusion reached. 

R. Reconsideration or Rehearing: 
A request for reconsideration or rehearing may 

be filed by parties to the bearing. Requests for 
reconsideration or rehearing shall state with par- 
ticularity in what respect the decision or any mat- 
ter determined therein is claimed to be unjust, 
unwarranted, or erroneous, and with respect to any 
finding of fact shall specify the pages of record 
relied on. If the existence of any newly -discovered 
evidence is claimed, the request shall be accompan- 
ied by a verified statement of the facts together 
with the facts relied on to show that the party, with 
due diligence, could not have known or discovered 
such facts at the time of the hearing. The request 
for rehearing may seek: 

a. Reconsideration 
b. Additional oral argument 
c. Reopening of the proceedings 
d. Amendment of any findings, or 
e. Other relief. 
S. Time for Filing: 
Requests for reconsideration or rehearing shall 

be filed within ten (10) days after receipt by the 
respondent of the decision. Opposition thereto may 
be filed within five (5) days after the filing of the 
request. 

T. Penalty, Suspension of : 
At the discretion of the Television Board, ap- 

plication of any penalty provided for in the deci- 
sion may be suspended until the Board makes final 
disposition of the request for reconsideration of 
rehearing. 

U. Disqualification: 
Any member of the Television Board may dis- 

qualify himself, or upon good cause shown by any 
interested party, may be disqualified by a major- 
ity vote of the Television Board. 
Section 5. ADDITIONAL PROCEDURES 

When necessary to the proper administration 
of the Code, additional rules of procedure will be 
established from time to time as authorized by 
the By -Laws of the NAB; in keeping therewith, 
special consideration shall be given to the proce- 
dures for receipt and processing of complaints and 
to necessary rules to be adopted from time to time, 
taking into account the source and nature of such 
complaints; such rules to include precautionary 
measures such as the posting of bonds to cover 
costs and expenses of processing same; and further 
provided that special consideration will be given 
to procedures insuring the confidential status of 
proceedings relating to Code observance. 
Section 6. AMENDMENT AND REVIEW 

Because of the new and dynamic aspects inherent 
in television broadcast, the Television Code, as a 
living, flexible and continuing document, may be 
amended from time to time by the Television Board 
of Directors; provided that said Board is specific- 
ally charged with review and reconsideration of the 
entire Code, its appendices and procedures, at least 
once each year. 
Section 7. TERMINATION or CONTRACTS 

AI! subscribers on the air at the time of sub- 
scription to the Code shall be permitted that period 
prior to and including the earliest legal concellation 
date to terminate any contracts, then outstanding, 
calling for program presentations which would not 
be in conformity with the Television Code, provided, 
however, that in no event shall such period be longer 
than fifty-two weeks. 

IV 
Affiliate Subscribers 
Section 1. ELIGIBILITY 

Any individual, firm or corporation, which is 
engaged in the production or distribution, lease, or 
sale of recorded programs for television presenta- 
tion, subject to the approval of the Television Code 
Review Board as hereinafter provided, shall be 
eligible to become an affiliate subscriber to the Tele- 
vision Code of the NAB. 
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Section 2. CERTIFICATION OP SUBSCRIPTION 

Upon becoming an affiliate subscriber to the Code, 
subject to the approval of the Television Code Review 
Board, there shall be granted forthwith to each affili- 
ate subscriber authority to use a copyrighted and 
registered seal and declaration, in a manner approved 
by the Television Code Review Board, identifying 
the individual firm or corporation as an affiliate sub- 
scriber to the Television Code of the NAB. Such 
authority shall not constitute formal clearance or 
approval by the Television Code Review Board of 
specific film programs or other recorded material. 
Section 3. DURATION OF AFFILIATE SUBSCRIPTION 

The affiliate subscription shall continue in full 
force and effect until thirty days following the first 
of the month following the receipt of a written notice 
of resignation. The affiliate subscription to the code 
shall be effective from the date of application subject 
to approval of the Television Code Review Board. 
Section 4. SUSPENSION OF AFFILIATE SUBSCRIPTION 

Any affiliate subscription and the authority to uti- 
lize and show the above -noted seal may be voided, 
revolted, or temporarily suspended for the sale or 
distribution for television presentation of any film or 
other recorded material which by theme, treatment, 
or incident, in the judgment of the Television Code 
Review Board, constitutes a continuing, willful or 
gross violation of any of the provisions of the Tele- 
vision Code, by a majority vote of the Television 
Code Review Board at any regular or special meet- 
ing. The conditions and procedures applicable to 
subscribers shall not apply to affiliate subscribers. 

Section 5. REPRESENTATION OF 

AFFILIATE SUBSCRIBERS 
Any affiliate subscriber or group of affiliate sub- 

scribers may authorize an individual or association 
to act for them in connection with their relations with 
the Television Code Review Board by filing a written 
notice of such representation with the Board. Such 
representation, however, in no way will limit the 
right of the Television Code Review Board to sus- 
pend individual affiliate subscribers in accordance 
with the provisions in Section 4.

Ratee 
Each subscriber and affiliate subscriber shall pay 

"administrative" rates, in accordance with such 
schedule, at such time, and under such conditions as 
may be determined from time to time by the Televi- 
sion Board (see Article VI, section 8, C. Television 
Board (3) and (4), By -Laws of the NAB); provided 
that appropriate credit shall be afforded to a televi- 
sion member of the NAB against the regular dues 
which he or it pays to the NAB.

The Television Code Review Board 
Jection I. COMPOSITION 

There shall be a continuing committee entitled the 
Television Code Review Board to be composed of 
not more than nine members, all of whom shall be 
from subscribers to the Television Code. They shall 
be appointed by the President of the NAB, subject to 
confirmation by the Television Board, and may in- 
clude one member from each of the subscribing na- 
tionwide television networks. Members of the Tele- 
vision Board shall not be eligible to serve on the 
Review Board. Due consideration shall be given, in 
making the appointments, to factors of diversification 
of geographical location, market size, company rep- 
resentation and network affiliation. 

No person shall continue as a member of the Tele- 
vision Code Review Board if the station or entity he 
,epresents ceases to subscribe to the Television Code. 
In such case a vacancy occurs in the office immedi- 
.,Iely, and a successor may be appointed to serve out 
me unexpired term. 
the close of the annual meeting of the membership 
following the appointment. 

All terms shall be for two years, commencing at 
A. Limitation of Service: 
No person shall serve for more than two terms of 

two years each, consecutively, as a member of the 

Television Code Review Board; provided, however, 
this limitation shall not apply to network representa- 
tives. 

Serving out the unexpired terms of a former mem- 
ber shall not constitute a term within the meaning 
of this section. 

B. Meetings: 
The Television Code Review Board shall meet at 

least twice in each calendar year on a date to be 
determined by the Chairman. The Chairman, or the 
Code Authority Director, may, at any time, on at 
least five days written notice, call a special meeting 
of the Board. 

C. Quorum: 
For all purposes, a majority of the members of the 

Television Code Review Board shall constitute a 
quorum. 

Section 2. AUTHORITY AND RESPONSIBILITIES 
The Televison Code Review Board is authorized 

and directed: 
(1) To recommend to the Television Board of Di- 

rectors amendments to the Television Code; (2) to 
consider, in its discretion, any appeal from any de- 
cision made by the Code Authority director with re- 
spect to any matter which has arisen under the Code, 
and to suspend, reverse, or modify any such deci- 
sion; (3) to prefer formal charges, looking toward 
the suspension or revocation of the auhority to show 
the Code seal, to the Television Board of Directors 
concerning violations and breaches of the Television 
Code by a subscriber (4) to be available to the Code 
Authority Director for consultation on any and all 
matters affecting the Television Code. 

VII* 

Code Authority Director 
Section I. DIRECTOR 

There shall be a position designated as the Code 
Authority Director. This position shall be filled by 
appointment of the President of NAB, subject to the 
approval of the Board of Directors. 

Section 2. AUTHORITY AND RESPONSIBILITIES 
The Code Authority Director is authorized and 

directed: 
(1) To maintain a continuing review of all pro- 

gramming and advertising material presented over 
television, especially that of subscribers to the Tele- 
vision Code of NAB; (2) to receive, screen and clear 
complaints concerning television programming; (3) 
to define and interpret words and phrases in the 
Television Code; (4) to develop and maintain ap- 
propriate liaison with government agencies and with 
responsible and accountable organizations and insti- 
tutions, and of the American public in general; (6) 
to review and monitor, if necessary, any certain se- 
ries of programs, daily p rogramming, or anyother 
program presentations of a subscriber, as wel as re- 
quest recorded material, or script and copy, with re- 
gard to any certain program presented by a sub- 
scriber; (7) to reach conclusions and make recom- 
mendations or prefer charges to the Television Code 
Review Board concerning violations and breaches of 
the Television Code by a subscriber; (8) to recom- 
mend to the Code Review Board amendments to the 
Television Code. 

A. Delegation of Powers and Responsibilities: 
The Code Authority Director shall appoint such 

executive staff as is needed, consistent with resources, 
to carry out the above described functions, and may 
delegate to this staff such responsibilities as he may 
deem necessary. 

INTERPRETATIONS OF 
THE TELEVISION CODE 

Interpretation No. 1 
June 7, 1956. Revised June 9, 1958 

"Pitch" Programs 

*As amended by the NAB Television Board of Di- 
rectors, February 2, 1962. 

The "pitchman" technique of advertising on 
televisioi is inconsistent with good broadcast prac- 
tice and generally damages the reputation of the 
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Industry and the advertising profession. 
Sponsored program -length segments consisting 

substantially of continuous demonstrations or sales 
presentation, violate not only the time standards 
established in the Code but the broad philosophy 
of improvement implicit in the voluntary Code 
operation and are not acceptable. 

Interpretation No. 2 
Tune 7. 1956 

Hollywood Film Promotion 
The presentation of commentary or film excerpts 

from current theatrical releases in some instances 
may constitute commercial material under the Time 
Standards for Advertising. Specifically, for example, 
when such presentation, directly or by inference, 
urges viewers to attend, it shall be counted against 
the commercial allowance for the program of which 
it is a part. 

Interpretation No. 3 
June 7, 1956 

Nov -Acceptability of Particularly Intimate Products 
Paragraph 11 of the General Advertising Stan- 

dards reads in part, "The advertising of particularly 
intimate products which ordinarily are not freely 
mentioned or discussed is not acceptable." 

Products for the treatment of hemorrhoids and 
for use in connection with feminine hygiene are 
not acceptable under the above stated language. 

Interpretation No. 4 
January 23. 1959 

Prize Identification 
Aural and/or visual prize identification of up to 

ten seconds duration may be deemed "reasonable 
and limited" under the language of Paragraph 5 

of the Time Standards for Advertising. Where 
such identification is longer than ten seconds, the 
entire announcement or visual presentation will be 
charged against the total commercial time for the 
program period. 

Interpretation No. 5 
Febraury 25, 1965 

Below -the -Line Credits 

"Below -the -line credits" are deemed to mean those 
for technical and physical services and facilities as 
distinct from generally recognized artistic and cre- 
ative services such as those performed by cast, writ 
ers, directors, producers and the like. 

Interpretation No. 6 
March 4, 1965 

Drinking on Camera 

Paragraph 6, Section IX, General Advertising 
Standards, states that the "advertising of beer and 
wine is acceptable only when presented in the best 
of good taste and discretion.' This requires that 
commercials involving beer and wine avoid any rep- 
resentation of on -camera drinking. 

Note: From time to rime the Code Authority is- 
sues advertising guidelines expanding on pro- 
visions of the Code. Subjects now covered 
are alcoholic beverages, arthritis and rheu- 
matism remedies, weight reducing products 
and toys. Other guidelines will be issued in 
future. Copies may be obtained from the 
Washington Code Authority Office.
