The live noon day or-
chestra programs from the window of a down-
town furniture store were popular for a
couple of seasons, about 1928 and 1929.

PUMPKIN PIE

1% cups cooked pumpkin
1 cup milk

}s cup sugar

1 teaspoon cinnamon

% teaspoon salt

teaspoon allspice
teaspoon mace
eggs

tablespoon butter

Put all the ingredients, except the eggs and
the butter, in the double boiler. Bring to
the scalding point. Beat eggs well; stir a
small amount of hot mixture into the eggs;
stir egg mixture into the remaining hot mix-
ture. Stir until it starts to thicken. Add
the butter. Line a pie pan with pastry and
bake until light brown. Pour the hot filling
into the baked crust. Bake the pie in a mod-
erately hot oven (400° F) until the filling
sets.

(By the way, the mace called for in this
recipe is a spice, not what the mailman
carries to spray at mean dogs. It is little
used now and you could substitute nutmeg or
ginger) .

“England offcre some pecnliar probleme
in radio reception,” Mr. Aglesworth
ttated. “There is a large number of
small local companies furnishing electric
current, with differing voltages, which
makes introduction of the electric sets
dificut’. Both in England and France, s
majority of listeners is «till getting radio
broadeasts by earphones, This ix perhaps
why there are abont 2500000 receivers
in finglnnd and only a few hundred thous-
sand i France, ac againet approximately
12000000 in the United States”

Mr. Axlesworth was impressed with the
strides England’s broadeasters are making
with rural education by radio.

He intimated that the United States had
vr;uch to learn from England in this direc-
tion.
