Joseph Stein wrote the book for “Fiddler
llaborating on the musSiC were Jerry
Block and Sheidon Marmick. Director and
choreographer for the show when it opened
n New York was Jerome Rebbins. All of
these “name” people are “princes” in the
theater realm with credits vanied and long.
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There is nothing glamorous about “Fiddler
on the Roof." Tevye, his shrewish wife, his
guileless daughters and his fellow towns-
men lived in a slovenly Jewish community;
they dressed in rags, torn coats and bat-
tered hats. Most of the men wore scraggly
beards.

The story deals with life in the Tsarist
Russian village of Anatevka and with the
tradition of the peopte. The play opens
with a fiddler precariously seated on a
roof—playing away.

{

Tevye enters and explains that the people
of Anatevka are similar to the fiddler;
they also live precariously. They are simple
people who live close to the earth and
hear little news of the outside world; their
lives are governed strictly by the age-old
laws of tradition.

It's the song, “Tradition” that gets the
drama off to its rousing start.

The ensuing action finds Yente, a match-
maker, arranging a wedding between
Tevye's oldest daughter, Tzeitel, to Lazar
Wolf, a butcher, old enough to be her
father. Although bound by tradition, Tevye
later, after much argument, agrees to let
Tzeitel marry the man she loves, Motel, a
tailor.

Then, Tevye's second daughter, Hodel, also
defies tradition by marrying Perchik, a
young radical. Eventually she goes with
Perchik to Siberia.

Chava, the third daughter, maddens Tevye
by wedding a Russian gentile. Because she
marries outside the faith, Tevye cuts her
off from the family as if she were dead.

The Czar eventually orders that all Jews
must evacuate their homes in Anatevka.
The villagers pack their belongings and

start arduous trudges to foreign lands,
America in particular.

The focus on Tevye and his family gives the
play its unity. Although Tevye is literally
the head of the family, his wife, Golde, car-
ries out his wishes only when they agree
with hers.

Some of the most delightful episodes in
the play are those when Tevye speaks di-
rectly with God, asking why he could not

have been a rich man, or why his horse had
to be lame.

Once, he asks God if he were bothering
Him.

Many theater-goers have complained that
the play’s dealings with Jewish life were
meaningless to anyone unfamiliar to
orthodox Jewry.

But this is explained, in part, in the open-
ing scene of the show where such costumes
as dangling prayer shawls and scullcaps
are worn.

Then there is the name Yente. It’s an
authentic Jewish name, which most ex-
plain is a combination of such definitions

as ‘“busybody,” *“gossip,” ‘“loudmouth,”
“coarse woman,” “upstart,” “meddler’ or
“informant.”

One of the early exclamations about “Fid-
dler on the Roof” is that ‘“You don’t have to
be Jewish” to enjoy it.

Although the story deals with the struggles
of the Russian Jews, it has been termed

“understandable” to people in other coun-
tries.

In fact, one man from Dublin was quoted
as saying after seeing the show in New
York, that the theme was not “merely
Russian-Jewish in application, but could
have just as well taken place in lreland.”

Many actors have portrayed the role of
Tevye. Zero Mostel was the first. Then came
Hershel Bernardi, Luther Adlér, Paul Lip-
son and Harry Goz as the years unfolded.

Producer Harold Prince gave every one of
the men star billing because he said that
“anyone who essayed the grueling role of
Tevye deserved top billing.”

“Fiddler” did not resemble a typical Broad-
way musical when it was launched. The
story was amusing to most, but it ended al-
most tragically with only the slightest hope
that the characters exiled from their home-
tand would find a more peaceful existence
elsewhere.

Yet the play’s warmth carved a deep niche
in the hearts of all who took in its story.
And as the years go by and theater-goers
are given the opportunity to see it again
and again, “Fiddler" may well live on until
eternity.

never had Thanksgiving in his own home.
He'd always been on the road and eaten
in a restaurant. So | invited him home for
Thanksgiving dinner. He was a warm and
fun-loving man. He came and had a great
time, and he took our other guests, a young
couple on their honeymoon, back to the
theater with him that night and escorted
them to front row seats. But while he was
at our house, one of our babies was crawl-
ing under the table and undid Mr. Zieg-
feld’s garters. I'll never forget, the great
Flo Ziegfeld, standing there roaring with
his socks around his ankles.

There were three great internationally fa-
mous actresses in the Twenties. Ethel Bar-
rymore was ours, Sarah Bernhardt was
French, and the Italian was Duse.

In 1924, Duse was broke. Her agents
planned a tour of one-night-stands in sev-
eral U.S. cities. [n Washington, they
booked the Poli’'s Theater, 3400 seats. Or-
chestra seats went for $50 each. With the
Italian ambassador as Duse’s patron, offi-
cial and diplomatic Washington packed the
house.

As
Duse walked toward the footlights, she got
a bit younger with every step.

After that night's performance, Duse
boarded the train for Pittsburgh where she
‘was booked next. But when they went to
wake her in the morning, she was dead.

In Washington before air conditioning, the
summers were 50 bad the theaters closed.
But one summer a great actor named
Everett Butterfield brought his own stock
company to the Belasco. He thought he
could keep the town in repertory theater
and | opened the pages of the Post to
promote him. But the town was deserted
and Butterfield just couldn’t bring them
back. He came to me in desperation. His
cast had run up a $5000 bill at the Arling-
ton Hotel and he had no way to pay it. The
Arlington was owned by Sam Steinberger
who had made a fortune running Smiling
Sam’s, a saloon at 12th and Pennsylvania
Ave. Sam had agreed to put the company
up and give them the best rate he could,
but he wanted some indication that they'd
pay something.

Just that week | had a call from Prince
Bibisco, the Romanian Ambassador to
Washington. The Prince, a very wealthy
man, had written a play and he wanted the
Butterfield Players to put it on the boards.
When | told Everett Butterfield about the
opportunity, he wanted to know what kind
of play it was. “What does it matter?” | told
him, “This man will cover your bill at the
Arlington Hotel.”

So, of course, he put on the play. It wasn't
a bad play, either, but the Prince made one
grave mistake. He sent two cases of
champagne backstage on opening night.
Each time an actor would leave the stage,
he’d take a nip of champagne. By the sec-
ond act, half of them didn’t know where
they were. They had to bring down the cur-
tain at intermission and that was the end
of Prince Bibisco's play.

That was pretty much the end of summer
theater in Washington, too, until recently. |
covered the theater for the Post from 1921
until the Depression when theater began
to die. Theater has come alive again. It's
lively too with all the variety of off-Broad-
way, experimental stage, and dinner the-
ater, but it'll never again be what it was in

the Twenties.

It is virtually impossible to interview Ray-
mond Loewy without asking him about
automobiles.

~ The worst culprits, however, are the sales

managers. “These fellows wanted it as
gaudy as you could make it,” he sneers.

‘glamour’ in a car. By putting on 150
pounds of chrome, they thought they were
making the product more attractive.”

One gets the impression that many people
in Detroit regard him as their nemesis and
consider him to be persona non grata. By
the tone in his voice, the feeling is mutual.

Two of his bones of contention against
American cars -are grilles and fins. He
terms grilles “parasitic’ and unnecessary
since all the air needed for cooling the
engine can be taken in from under the car.
{The Avanti has no grille.) “Fins,” he ex-
claims, “were terrible! We really made
ourselves look ridiculous throughout the
world . . . That did a lot of harm to Ameri-
can prestige abroad. They thought it was a
very vulgar type of design.”

- Have ,peoﬂl}e become more design con-

scious? Yes, but not necessarily “good de-

sign conscious. They don't always like
what looks best,” he shrugs. If there is one
term he dislikes, it is ‘styling.” “Styling for
me should be left to hairdressers or to
women's fashion designers,” he chuckles.
“Design should be as simple as it can with-
out reaching aridity. You can get too simple
where a product gets dull and you don't
want it.”

Despite this ‘design consciousness’ he
waves away the resurgence in Art Deco as
just nostalgia. “It is like women's fashion;
it is of transient interest. In two or three
years it will be something else. Now they
are getting interested in Eskimo Art, | un-
derstand, so it is just a passing fancy.”

Loewy maintains offices in New York, Lon-
don, and Paris. ‘At the present time, his
firm has a contract with the Soviet Union
to design tractors, hydrofoils, and con-
sumer goods. A naturalized American, he
carefully points out that anything he does
with the Russians is with the knowledge of
the American government. He proudly

points out that he has been asked by the
Soviets to become consultant for their
space program. “That,” he says, “l cannot
do without having clearance from my gov-
ernment.”

“Then there’s Dr. Thorndike Willoughby,”
says Weaver. “He's an expert on human
relations with more hang-ups and problems
than anybody.

They say they attribute much of
their success to the early days when they
went everywhere where there were at least
three people—P.T.A. meetings, clubs, orga-
nizations.

From those days evolved two public service-

~ oriented broadcasters. They annually spon-

sor the WNational Capital Amateur Golf
Championship, benefiting Children’s Hos-
pital and they've helped the hospital to
raise over $250,000 over the years. These
same two men spent three and a half
strenuous-but-rewarding hours in March,
narrating the Ringling - Brothers Barnum
and Bailey Circus through special headsets
to fifty blind and visually impaired chil-
dren.

But they have to be selective. They say
they can’t possibly attend every function
and meeting to which they are invited. And
there are other reasons for refusing invita-
tions. “We wouldn't want to do a gradua-
tion convocation, although several high
schools have invited us. We doubt that our
clowning 'is -appropriate. And to be serious
would take us out of character.”

They've also championed many causes
which were not so successful.

For instance, there used to be a barge on
the Potomac River near Watergate. The

ence sitting on the bank. When the barge
sprang a leak and sank, Harden contacted
an Admiral at the Brooklyn Navy Yard,
which happened to be closing down at that
time. Despite Harden’s efforts, the barge
was never replaced.

Another time, Harden and Weaver learned
that a musical unit in the United States
Air Force, a Scottish pipe band, was be-
ing disbanded. They championed the band
over the air and received many encourag-
ing letters from senators and congressmen.
But the pipe band was permanently dis-
banded despite Harden and Weaver's val-
jant efforts.

Frequently broadcasters will
attempt to imitate their
style.

Weaver visited the Baltimore Harbor and
toured the U.S.S. Constellation. He thought
that the ship would make a fabulous mu-
seum at the Naval Academy in Annapolis.
Harden and Weaver aired the idea several
mornings on their program. A Montgomery
County delegate to the Maryland State Leg-
islature liked the idea and created a bill.
He even sent Harden and Weaver a copy
of the legislation. Then the radio duo
learned that the ship was owned by a pri-
vate group and that the State of Maryland
had no jurisdiction over the ship.

There were other similar debacles. “After it
became apparent that we had one flop after
another, it became laughable. People
would ask us ‘why don’t you say so and so
about the highway here?’ We got on the air
and said ‘please don’t get us involved.’
And then when something would come
along, we'd try again.”

Whatever they do, the fans are there ready
and waiting to try to help them. “Many of

et

the governmental agencies have their head-
quarters in Washington,” explains Harden.
“They all have experts in every field of
endeavor you can think of. So, whatever
you mention, there’s bound to be an expert
out there listening to you. If you get it a
little bit off, or if they wani to add some-
thing, they might call up and say, ‘l've
been studying that for 38 years.”

“It's great, because we can use all the
input we can get,”” adds Weaver. “We don't
mind.”

And they didn’t mind the day a man called
all the way from San Diego, California. He
didn’t know that he was talking to Frank
Harden and he said, “l want to tell Harden
and Weaver to call the White House and
ask President Ford what the hell is going
on.” And Harden said, “l certainly will.”

The duo is bemused by some of the people
who continue to listen loyally to their show.
“They don't have the faintest notion of
what we’re talking about. We'll say some-
thing completely absurd and they’ll call up
and they’re serious and they’ll say, ‘I'm
afraid that Shirley Temple wasn’'t even
born in 1797 And we say-—you're abso-
lutely right sir, thanks for bringing it to
our attention, sir. And it gets to the point
where we don’t know whether we're putting
them on or they're putting us on.”

Nostalgia is another reason the programs

are successtul. Program managers at local

radio stations are tinding that people want

tc hear the “old stuft.” ft may be a return

10 yesterday when people thought things

were more simple, but it could also be that
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listeners are more comfortable with that
old programming. On those radio shows
people may have been evil, may have been
killed, but the “baddies” always got caught,
and the blood wasn't seen spilling from
someone’s guts.

Radio stories are back. They're back with
the creepy *“Inner Sanctum” and the
broad humor of “*Amos and Andy,” and the
intro-music of the ‘“flight of the Bumble
Bee” for the “Green Hornet.”

At WAMU-FM, Bill Brown, the program
manager, says his station’s been program-
ming the old radio shows for the last 10
years. They started with a half-hour time
slot—a mixed bag of serials, adventure and
science shows—and have now gotten to the
point where old radio programs are pen-
cilled in for nearly every evening.

Brown says it's the listeners’ demand for
the shows that keeps the station playing
the old tapes and broadcasts. The response
has been very good for the programs, Brown
says, and they're finding that within the
“nostalgia” group, there is an “inherent
selective group” who will opt for certain
types of radio shows. Some, he said, like
only westerns—“Gunsmoke,” “Red Ryder,”
etc,, while others will want the “literate”
shows like “The Halls of Ivy.” In the Halls,
a fictional college professor and his wife
were played by Ronald Colman and his
wife, Benita Hume, and although the plots
are anything but earth-shaking, the show
appeals to those people who like the gentle
charm and humor of the program.

“Fantasy,” says Brown, “has a lot to do
with the radio revival. TV leaves nothing to
imagine, but in radio the picture is in your
own mind. And each picture is different ac-
cording to your own environment and eth-
nic background.”

Program Manager Bill Quinn of WBJC-FM
says that his station’s been replaying the
old shows for the past seven or eight years
“and the proof of the pudding of their suc-
cess comes at marathon time.” Quinn says
that his station’s once a year appeal for
funds invariably gets contributions from
the radio show fans.

In his opinion old radio programs’ time has
come again, and his station is carrying a

newer-updated version of the programs. It's

NPR (National Public Radio) Theatre which
has new programs for today's audiences.
These include sound essays, verse forms,
musicals, and conventional dramas.

The audiences for the shows are mixed but
Quinn says that the shows programmed in

-for the Sunday evening 7:00-8:00 slot are

finding much favor with students.

“They're inclined to:tune the program in
while they're studying,” he says, and once
the students have been indoctrinated into
these programs they usually stick with the
station.

Oldtime radio buffs like listening to the
shows, too. They occasionally will find a
voice from the old radio shows on the
newer programs and they seem to be com-
fortable with the shows.

At WETA-FM, Mike Hargrove feels that the
nostalgia craze in radio has passed. Har-
grove says that originally his station bought
different 1940-1950 shows for the air, but
that interest is now waning.

Hargrove says that WETA first bought the
“Shadow” (Who knows what evil lurks in
the hearts of men?) on a lark and it took
off in popularity. Then they expanded the
programming to five nights a week, but now
that “the audience has dropped” WETA has
decreased the programming of the old
shows. In fact, Hargrove thinks his station
will drop the entire nostalgia group of
shows at the end of the year.

WMAL-AM is going another way on radio
programming. Already conceded to be the
number one station in daytime program-
ming, the station has introduced four new
radio shows to the air audience. Two of
them are aired in the early morning hours,
and two of them are what WMAL-AM likes
to call “radio dramas” but are reaily
fondly referred to as “soaps” by their fans.

The shows have brand new story lines and
characters and they're aired in fifteen min-
ute segments between 10:35 and 11:30 am.
Like most radio serials they’re continuing
versions of stories of people of the “just
plain folk” variety.

Publicity coordinator Ellen Manowitz
thinks that radio has come around to a
full cycle. Twenty years ago radio was king
—there were lots of dramas, but then they
changed and the soaps—the radio serials—
went to TV. That left music and news to
the radio audience.

“Since then,” Manowitz says, “radio has
been searching for something, so they fi-
nally dug back into the past and came up
with this concept”” FM radio stations,
Manowitz says, are becoming the strong
music stations because of the stereo
sounds, and AM stations had to look at new
and alternative thjngs.

So, after looking at all sorts of Arbitron
statistics and radio diaries, people in the
know came up with the old-new concept of
radio dramas.

“Radio,” Manowitz says, “is a global medi-
um and we're giving the listeners a more
accessible way of listening to the dramas.
With TV, people are locked into their
homes, but on the air, you can drive
around in your car and listen. And, WMAL
has programmed the dramas at a time
when there are no soaps on TV.

WMAL’s new shows also have something
else going for them—writers and actors and
actresses who were highly successful in the
old-time radio shows. One writer, ' Peg
Lynch, who used to write the old “Ethel
and Albert” show, and Ernest Ricca, who
used to direct the “Stella Dallas” afternoon
program are working on the new shows.

The stories also move quickly—in the first
few episodes of “Faces of Love,” a story of
whether a woman can keep up with the cur-
rent trends of living, the listeners have
found out that Kate Whitfield has lost her
husband, her father-in-law, and is facing
an identity crisis.

Out-of-towners who get hungry traipsing
around the Walters are often directed to
Haussners for the unusual combination of
Fine Art and fine appetizers, both in gen-
erous quantity.

“We had a group of museum directors here
for a special lunch. You should have heard
them! They kept asking me if | realized
what we have. It seems that this stuff is
really good. Since then,” added George,
“we get letters from everywhere, from mu-
seums wanting to buy specific items. Of
course the collection is private and not for
sale.”

Credit for the high quality of the collection
goes to the inborn instincts of the collec-
tors themselves. Mr. Haussner also struck
up an acquaintance with a former curator
from the Louvre in Paris, who was living in
Baltimore at the Evergreen House, and who
often went to auctions with the Haussners
to lend a knowledgeable opinion on works
of art. An interesting fact is that, although
a good many items came originally from
foreign studios, they were all purchased in
the U.S,, largely in the Baltimore area.

The largest purchase Haussner made for
his collection was a box 9 feet by 9 feet by

60 feet long. In the box was a rolled up

canvas—the longest painting in the world.
Pantheon of the War was conceived by two
French artists who, with the help of a
great - number of fellow artists, covered. a
strip of canvas 45 feet wide. and 402 feet
long with pajntings of the Allies of World
War |, marching or riding horses in na-
tional groups. This giant painting toured
the U.S. for some years and ended up in
a warehouse in Baltimore. When Haussner
heard of it, he bought it. But not until 1953
did he get to see his purchase.

One fine summer day a wide strip of land

in a Baltimore park was leveled, and a
crew of men opened the carton and un-
rolled the picture. In order to fook at the
Pantheon, Haussner flew back and forth

over it in a helicopter and Life Magazine
covered the uncovering in its August 10,
1953 issue. Then, since there was no place
else to put it, the Pantheon returned to
the warehouse.
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Urchins and kings hang to-
gether, frames touching.
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Kansas City, Mo: heard about the painting
at just about the time they were planning
decorations for their new War Memorial
building. The section of the painting
showing the Americans was just the thing!
Haussner agreed to let them have this sec-
tion, on the condition that they take the
whole canvas, which he donated, all 402
feet of it. He did request, for his own col-

lection, two cavalry scenes. These tiny frag-
ments of the monster mural are in Hauss-
ner's Restaurant Museum upstairs, where
they take up an astounding amount of wall
space. The balance of the painting lies in
a vault under Kansas City's War Memorial.

Haussners opens for lunch at 11 am and
if you are there at that time you will be
quickly seated. The 500 available seats are
quickly filled. After your meal you can
wander around discovering artistic treas-
ures on three floors. Glass cases hold re-
markable porcelain figures; urns and mar-
ble busts mingle with bronzes. There are
also clocks and rugs of intricate design
and large pieces of furniture carved and
glowing with years of careful polishing.

Downstairs is a startling object—a ball of
string at least a yard in diameter—a piece
of paper attached to the ball of string ex-
plains that it is composed of the strings
that bind the bundles of clean napkins
used in the restaurant. An impressive num-
ber of dollars are saved each year through
the restaurant’s arrangements concerning
table linens, as the notice reveals.

What the ball of string also reveals, though
it isn’t stated, is the rewards of thrift. One
of Haussner's bases for success is the
waste-not-want-not policy in all facets of its
operation. The homely ball of string, sur-
rounded by glittering treasures, represents
the means by which they were obtained.
It's a nice object lesson for all of us.

If you haven't been to Haussner’s, you have
a pleasant experience ahead. Full meals
range in price from $3 to $9.50 with lots in
between. You can make reservations for
lunch, but not for dinner. Because so
many people are willing to wait as long as
1¥%2 to 2 hours to get into the restaurant,
Haussner’'s warms the sidewalk in winter.
That fact alone should tell you that the
place is exceptional!

Gaston’s interrupted at this point. The air
conditioning which has been an on-again-
off-again thing all night with the outside
temperature hovering in the humid eighties
has broken down completely and it's hot in
the theater. He listens to the complaint
from the cast representative. He agrees
with ‘him and then exp|a|ns that people
are working 'on the units. He listens to
gpme more complaints and promises to da
somethlng about them as soon as he can.

After the representative leaves Gaston
turns to Charlie Blum, from the advertising
office at Shady Grove, tells him to see what
he can do about the complaints and then
asks to see the air- condltnomng man who
has come out in the evening to work. He
wants to thank him for giving up his
evening.

Throughout all conversations Gaston is un-
failingly polite. He listens, unhurriedly,
agrees that the situation is bad, and fol-
lows through on his word.

“No, | don't get excited—why get excited?
There are too many things to worry about
in this business. | say I'm sorry if things
go wrong—what else can | say? You know
if you get rattled, then everybody else does
too. I've never had trouble with people. You
sit and listen to everyone and do what you
can.

“I've got a friend—he's about 80 years old
and he used to own a theater, and he has
a temper.” Gaston shakes his dark hair.
“And, one day | saw him arguing with Joan
Bennett and | watched him getting madder

"~ and madder and now he’s screaming. Ypu

know, it's not worth it.

“Besides, most performers don'’t really ap?
preciate anything you do for them. Oh sure,

they thank you but they really expect you

to bend over for them . .
for them.”

Gaston does have some favorite performers,
though. People like Shelly Winters, Mitzi
Gaynor and Angela Lansbury. Profession-
als. “They bend . . . they're elastic.”

“I've had some of the worst fights with
Shelly,” he laughs. “She screams, yells . ..
all sorts of things, but at the end, there’s
always sort of an apology.”

Gaston’s interrupted again. Two patrons
can't stand the heat and want to leave—
what options are available to them? “Offer
them seats for another night or another
show and if not, give them a refund. We
can't do anything else.”

Before he's able to resume the conversa-
tion he takes two phone calls—one from
Sam Eig, thé Montgomery County realtor.
Then, back to the audiences and what they
expect. In these recession days, he tells
you, audiences want to be entertained
when they’re paying for a ticket. They don't
want to see second rate shows and they
don’t want to be cheated. Kids, he says,
are more sophisticated, and because you
can’t fool them, want better shows.

Gaston’s a multi-talented person and at

one stage of his fairly young life he was
a writer and show producer. He's done nine
Broadway shows including “Ari,” “Don't
Drink The Water,” and “Three Men On A
Horse.” He also wrote “Tubstrip,” a play he
proudly tells you ran 2000 performances,

and he was last involved with ‘The
Hustlers.”
About “The Hustlers,” Gaston is most

vocal. He explains simply why he closed it.

“After a while the performers were playing
like stars and | didn't really enjoy it. So, |
folded the show in Boston. | gave every-
body two weeks notice and that was it.
You know, before an actor gets a job they
practically lick thé floors, they'll do any-
thing. But once that contract is signed
they’re not about to do anything.”

Gaston’s in the middle of writing another
play. That is, when he can find the time to
write. He's set himself an October date, but
realizes that it might get pushed back a
bit.

“You know, it really depends on what you
want to do. This play I'm working on, it's
about a theater party lady in New York—
they’re the ones who practically dictate to
the producers and directors. They tell who
to cast . . . everything.” Gaston shakes his
head again. “l got the idea from Gertrude
Berg.

“But, you've just got to sit down and write.
Who said what you needed . . . what the
most important thing in writing was time
and fortitude. I'd like to write a book about
the summer theater season, too, but |
know | won't finish it. Some other guy
with that patience and fortitude will do it
and make a fortune.”

Gaston relaxes from his schedule by play-
ing sports. The previous day he had pitched
in a charity softball game for the Joseph
Kennedy Center for The Mentally and
Physically Handlcapped The Jackson Five
were on the opposing team.

He lost. Gaston smiles sheepishly. “Listen,
when you’ve got a hundred thousand dollar
act on the other side you take it easy. Like
Randy Jackson hit a grounder to me and |
lobbed it in from the pitcher's mound.
There was no way | was going to throw it
hard and risk hitting that kid in the head.”

He's interrupted again, this time with the
figures for Shady Grove's sold-out perform-
ance. He checks it, and then apologizes for
the interruption.

Humor and knowledge creep into his last
comments. “l guess if | had to only man-
age one theater I'd probably pick Painters
Mill. We're the main dog there, but here,
at Shady Grove, we're one of fifty dogs.
Here, the Kennedy Center is top dog. In
Baltimore,” he smiles with the comparison,
“we're ‘Foolish Pleasure’—here, maybe ,
‘Prince Thou Art'.”

It's semiannual marathon time at
WETA during November when listeners are
asked to make an investment in the music
and public affairs programming provided by
WETA.

WETA umbrellas and tote bags will be
available as special premiums, there will
be a contest to determine listeners’ favor-
ite composer, the opportunity will be of-
ered to purchase such items as being
WETA announcer for a day, music director
for a day, or the right to ban the music of
a selected composer from WETA for an
entire week.

These and other surprises will be inter-
mixed with music.

The only recording
of a chamber music work by one of the
greatest pianists of our time?

What these performances have in common
is that they are all historic recordings and
very much worthy of hearing, but they have
never been transferred to LP in spite of
the present reissue renaissance. Providing
an opportunity to hear recordings of this
genre is the function of “Collector's Fo-
rum’’, one of two pilot programs WETA is
broadcasting during November. Host Allen
Mackler draws from a private collection of
78's dating back to the early 1900's. The
“Collector’'s Forum” pilot will be broadcast
at 7:30 pm on Wednesday, November 26.

At the same time one week earlier, Novem-
ber 19, Martin Goldsmith will host “Themes
And Variations”, a program designed) to
trace how various composers have ap-
proached a common subject. Theme of the
pilot program will be music of a pastoral
nature and will include a recording of
Beethoven's Sixth Symphony taken from
the famous Toscanini cycle of 1939. We
would welcome listener reaction to these

BRUCE SPRINGSTEEN—Born To Run—
COLUMBIA

Judging by my own personal experience,
what | have read, and the stories of friends
one does not attend one’s first Bruce
Springsteen concert without soon becom-
ing much more than a devoted fan. Spring-
steen in concert is an incredible spectacle
for the mind and body; everything you have
heard about him is true. His projections
from the stage have more to do with the
spirit of rock’n'roll than anyone's since the
mid-'fifties heyday of Little Richard, Elvis
Presley, Chuck Berry and Jerry Lee Lewis.

A Bruce Springsteen show will usually last
two to three hours, with constant energy
radiating from each member of his E Street
Band. They are hard working to the finish,
led by their giant tenor sax player,
Clarence Clemons. Until recently, Spring-
steen did all the guitar work himself.
something he now shares with Steve Van
Zandt, who does not play on the album.

Born To Run comes about a year and a
half after his second album, The Wild, The
Innocent, and the E Street Shuffle. The
latter album contains his most joyous,
and most popular song, “Rosalita”, which,
like most of his songs, has to be heard live
to be really appreciated.

If you've seen Springsteen in concert in
the past year, you've heard some of these
songs, like the title cut, “She's The One”,
and “Jungleland”. Musically, there is that
sensuous fusion of rock'n’roll, classical,
rhythm’'n’blues, and jazz.

“Tenth Avenue Freeze Out”, which could
become his first hit single, sounds like
something which could have come off Van
Morrison's Moondance or Tupelo Honey.
Van is one of the stronger contemporary
influences on Springsteen's music, and that
influence has been there since the first al-
bum. The themes are the same as on the
first two albums: young wild kids in the
city; lives of crime, adventure, young love,
and frustration, many told as narratives.

Bruce Springsteen is now a phenomenon.
The kid from Asbury Park, N.J. has finally
made it, but now he belongs to the world.

BS,
from the Detroit area, have made their
mark on the rock world by incessant tour-
ing, and a 1973 hit single, “Smokin’ In The
Boy's Room”. The Sweet is British, with a
long line of European #1 records, but only

one U.S hit, 1973s “Little Willy”. (Do these
things suggest something about that year?)

Each band plays direct, bashing hard rock,
aiming their sound mainly at teenagers, not
onty in sound but lyrics as well. The lead
vocalists share more than a passing
similarity also.

I'm much more impressed with Motor City
Connection. {'ve been a fan of Brownsville's
since their first Warner Brothers album in
1970, and this is the closest they've come
to matching that. After a weak, rushed ai-
bum last year (School Punks), they've im-
proved musically and need not rely on
gimmicks. For change of pace there is the
ballad “You Know Better”, and a loose
blues instrumental, little Walter's “Crazy
Legs”

Desolation Boulevard is actually a COMPie
lation of The Sweet's two most recent
British albums. Half is stuff written by
their former songwriting team, perennial
hitmakers Mike Chapman and Nicky Chinn.
Side two is group originals, and a slight
deviation from the totally commercial
stance of the Chinnichap songs. Basically
these songs sound better, except when they
try and stretch out musically, as on the
end of “Sweet F.A" The results are unex-
citing, and in some cases, painful to the
ear.

If you didn't like The Sweet before, this
album won't change your mind. If you
were turned off by the last Brownsville
Station album, though, don't let that keep
you from hearing Motor City Connection.

All four of these bands came out of Brit-
ain's infamous pub-rock circuit, and all
were formed around late 1972. Except for
Ducks Deluxe, it is their recording debut.
And of the four, only Clancy and Kilburn
and the High-Roads are still together.

Before we discuss the living, some thoughts
on the recordings left behind by the dead.
The Ducks’ first album was released in the
States, where it came and went quietly.

Taxi is a great improvement over that
album, with one absolutely amazing song,
“Love’s Melody”. If any song should have
ever been a hit, this was it. Of course it
didn’t come close. In somewhat the same
vein is “My My Music”, and for no-non-
sense rogking, there is “Cherry Pie" and
“It Don't Matter Tonight”. Along with Dr.
Feelgood's Down By The Jetty (U.K. United
Artists) and Bees Make Honey's Music

“You must love art more than you love
yourselves, more than you love your suc-
cess in art.” The smiling speaker was
Dmitri Kabalevsky. Waving his arms ener-
getically, revealing an engaging personal-
ity and handling the English language with
astonishing ease, he then spoke of com-
posers in general and unashamedly includ-
ing himself, said: “Our greatest joy comes
when we bring joy to others.”

It was November 19, 1959.

One year earlier, Dr. Peter Mennin, then
director of the Peabody Conservatory of
Music, had visited Russia along with a
number of other distinguished American
composers. Now, through a U. S. State De-
partment cultural exchange, five noted
Soviet men of music were touring this
country. After visiting musical institutions
in New York, Boston, Philadelphia, Wash-
ington, San Francisco and Los Angeles,
they were making their final stop in Balti-
more before returning to Moscow.

To the delight of a large gathering of
Conservatory students and faculty, the
Soviets attended a rehearsal of a Rossini
opera, then in preparation by the Peabody
Opera Company, after which they met for
informal talk. Kabalevsky, by virtue of his
facility with our tongue, was their unofficial
spokesman,

The composers from Russia were: T. N.
Khrennikov, F. K. Amirov, K. F, Dankevich,
Kabalevsky and Dmitri Shostakovich.

I have often:thought of that gathering, re-
playing the events in memory, especially
since the death last August at the age of
68 of Dmitri Shostakovich. Affiliated with
the Peabody, as | was at the time, | was
privileged to be present for almost the en-
tire duration of their Baltimore visit.

A press conference, previously scheduled,
was inexplicably cancelled and the report-
ers summarily turned away. With the Pea-
body students and faculty, however, the
Soviets were extremely cordial.

In a mixture of Russian and English, an
amiable Khrennikov addressed the younger
mernbers of his audience, limiting himself
to comfortable, and safe, platitudes. Item:
“In your hands, the the hands of youth, is
the future.” Item: “You are now here in
school, tomorrow you go out into the world.”
Amirov, who was small and round, spoke
only in Russian, and apparently said noth-
ing | considered worth noting. He smiled a
great deal. Dankevich, who was large and
round, was equally vaporous. He smiled
even more.

Kabalevsky made an instant hit. Initially
speaking in Russian, he frequently correct-
ed the interpreter. Then, further disturbed
because the man couldn’t translate fast
enough, he switched to English and con-
tinued in our language throughout the eve-
ning.

Shostakovich?
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Dmitri Shostakovich

Not a word! Once or twice he mustered a
wan smile, especially at the burst of ap-
plause that greeted him when he was in-
troduced, but | do not recall hearing him
utter a single word in either language. A
small, thinnish man, obviously near-
sighted, he wore thick-lensed spectacles
and what can only be described as a WOor-
ried frown. Before leaving the Peabody, one
of the Baltimore newspaper photographers
pased the group in a setting that co-
incidentally placed Shostakovich next to
a marble statue from the Conservatory’s
collection, and when the print appeared in
the paper, the writer of the caption felt it
necessary to indicate which was the statue
and which was the composer.

m

He had good reason to maintain sullen
silence.

It was in 1935 that his opera, Lady Macbeth
of Mzensk, immensely popular with the
public when first produced, was attacked
in Pravda as the work of someone unfit to
represent Soviet art. Returned to favor
with the ruling hierarchy in 1942 with his
Symphony No. 7 (Leningrad) he was again
condemned in 1962 for his Symphony No.
13 (Babi Yar) which had been set to
Yevtushenko's poem about the slaughter of
the Jews near Kiev in World War 1I. Was
he, in 1959, under official criticism? Were
the big ears of the Cultural Ministry tuned
for every word that might betray another
slip from favor? Was he, quite simply,
afraid to apen his mouth?

He gave that impression.

Shostakovich visited the United States on
two other occasions. In 1949, again as a
member of a cultural exchange mission,
and in 1973 when he received an honorary
degree from Northwestern University. Dur-

yhostakovich

ing the latter, he was taken to one of the
New York Philharmonic’s “Rug Concerts,”
an event which prompted him to remark
that perhaps the casual attitude of the
audience denoted a “neglectful” approach
to music. He said little else that the press
felt worthy of quoting next day.

Certainly there has been no shortage of
wordage about him through the years, and
especially following his death. There are
always the questions: “What might ‘he have
accomplished had he not lived and worked
under the choking control of the men in
power?” “Was he truly an inspired com-
poser, or did the constant pressures of the
cultural commissars reduce him to the
status of the gifted hack?”

“He was a great genius, absolutely! The
greatest in Russia since Prokofiev!"

This is the opinion of the legendasy cellist,
the one-man tornado who has taken the
musical world, especially the United
States, by storm, the man who is destined
to become Music Director of the National
Symphony—Mstislav Rostropovich. Inter-
viewed in Chicago at the time of Shosta-
kovich's death, he was passionate in his
praise of his countryman. So was his wife,
soprano Galina Vishnevskaya, who sang the
title role in the 1966 motion picture version
of Lady Macheth, then extensively revised
(and approved by Soviet officialdom) and
named for its heroine, Katerina Ismailova.

It must be understood that Rostropovich
and his wife were very close friends of
Shostakovich. It must be remembered, too,
that the cellist and his wife have also
severed their ties with their homeland.
Still, the great body of opinion would seem
to support their view. Shostakovich was a
genius. The more so, because he lived and
worked and gave expression to the creative
impulse under the most horrendous and
suffocating conditions.

We can only guess at what might have
been.

it might be helpful to add. an addi-
tional word from Rostropovich. At his Chi-
cago interview, he spoke of the situation
confronting the serious musician in Rus-
sia: “The judgment is made by people in
high positions. They don't understand mu-
sic, particularly if it is complex. But they
have a great deal of authority over artistic
events.” Later, he added: “The present sit-
uation is so contrary to what is natural to
art, that it has to change.”

The ultimate truth was spoken by Mme.
Vishnevskaya: “One must not mix politics
and art.”

| had the impression, back in 1959, that
Dmitri Shostakovich would have shouted
those identical words, had he dared.’He
would have pushed Kabalevsky aside and
said the same thing at the top of his voice
to the Peabody audience, to the world.

But he remained silent.

His voice, however, has been loud and clear
through his music. We may assume it will
remain so for a long time to come.

Every Night (UK. EMU), this is one of the
best albums to come out of the pub-rock
experience.

The Winkies could rock with the best of
them, gn the basis of their one and only
album. Guitarist Guy Humphrys is fine
throughout the album, especially on “Trust
In Dick” and “Put Qut The Light”, both of
which he wrote. They do a good version of
Bob Seger's “Long Song Comin'” and
throw us a curve on the early 'sixties
oddity “North To Alaska”, one of the most
fun-filled songs on the album. The Winkies
sounded like too good a band to lose, but

Humphrys appears to be the man to watch
for

As for those stitl with us, Clancy’s debut
was a long time coming. It was produced
by Steve Smith, who also produced Robert
Paimer's album Sneakin' Sally Thru The
Alley. They have lots of interesting songs,
most of them provided by keyboard player/
main singer Dave Skinner. “Southern
Boogie” (which does not sound like the
Atlman Brothers), and “Back On Love"
(which does sound like Brinsley Schwarz)
are two of his best. Ernie Graham (ex-Help
Yourself) has a good one writing and sing-
ing “Steal Away”. (You might want to
amuse yourself one rainy afternoon and fig-
ure out how many hundreds of songs have
been called “Steal Away".) Clancy proves
to be very rhythmic and swinging. They've
g0t a good thing going; | hope they get the
chance to keep it up.

Kilburn and the High-Roads is a loathsome,
filthy looking bunch who probably get
turned away at some of their gigs because
they look like potential troublemakers.
However, they are led by lan Dury, an ex-
schoolteacher who, along with original
pianist Russell Hardy, or current pianist
Roderick Melvin or bassist Charles Sinclair
—writes fascinating songs.

If anything, Handsome is under produced
and a bit anemic. Although they can rock
admirably enough, there’'s nothing SO re-
markable about the way they play—it's
what they play that matters. The lyrics—
when they can be made out—are almost
always interesting, and sometimes, like
“Father” and “The Roadette Song", absorb-
ing. Also highly recommended are “Pa-
tience (So What?)”, “Pam's Moods”, and
“The Mumble-Rumble and the Cocktail
Rock”. It takes a lot of concentration, but
Handsome is fascinating stuff. Of the four
albums reviewed here, it would stand the
least chance of success in the States, but
it's an experience well worth getting into.

Some collectors may remembes the Baiti-
more Symphony's interesting LP on the
Desto tabel issued a few years ago offering
Benjamin Britten's Diversions on a Theme
for Piano, Left Hand, and Orchestra, with
Leon Fleisher as soloist and Sergiu Comis-
siona conducting, coupled with Laderman's
Concerto for Orchestra. The dismal sonic
quality of this LP detracted considerably
from the excellence of the performances.

Now the Baltimore Symphony has its first
LP under a new contract with Vox-
Turnabout, a Mendelssohn disc with Comis-
siona conducting the Symphony No. 3 in
A Minor, Op. 56, the “Scotch" Symphony,
with the “Fingal's Cave” overture as a
filler (Turnabout QTV-S 34604, $3.98). | am
happy to report that the sound quality on
the new recording does justice to the sound
of the Baltimore Symphony.

This is a fine release. Comissiona's imagi-
native approach to the Symphony empha-
sizes the lightness and grace of the score,
with a scherzo that bubbles, and a finale
that reaches a strong, glowing climax. The
overture is an appropriate coupling, and
equally well presented. The symphony was
recorded in Baltimore's Lyric Theatre, a
hall where resonance is unknown, and it is
to the credit of the engineers that they
have done their task so well. Kraushaar
Auditorium of Goucher College was the site
for the recording of the overture, and the
sound here benefits from the warm acous-
tics.

It 1s reported that Comissiona and the
Balitimore Symphony have also recorded
Mendelssohn’s “Italian” and “Reformation"
symphonies, along with some of the other

shorter works., The new LP is a quadra- .

phonic record; heard played on a regular
stereo system it offers excellent, well-
balanced reproduction.

Guitarist Barney Kessel is a fixture on the
West Coast jazz scene and has been since
he tackled Los Angeles over 30 years ago
He is well known to guitar afficiandos and
jazz fans alike but until recently Kessel
has not strayed from the womb of Sprawi
City. | spoke with him recently while he
was appearing at the Maryland (nn in Ang
apolis. Our conversation follows.

P.A. Barney, what were your feelings when
you moved to Los Angeles while still a
teenager?

B.K. 1 had many feelings, but there was
mostly poverty and mostly a young fellow
about 19 years old going to a big city after
never having been to one before. And not
really knowing how well | played and how
well that would be in that market and
how much | had to learn and whether 1
could really make any kind of success out
of it

P.A. Looking back to those early years, how
good a guitar player do you really think
you were?

B.K. Not very good in the sense of being
versatile and well rounded, but good in
the sense of having the basic things that
are required in jazz like ideas and a good
sense of time, a good sense of swing and
looking for things to do always and never
trying to copy other people. Those kinds of
things | had. | did not have the finesse, 1
did not know a lot of songs, | couldn't read
music very well. | was certainly not quali-
fied to do what we call free lance work
where you may be playing for Maurice
Chevaiier one day and Dinah Shore the
next and Bing Crosby after that.

P.A. Do you do a lot of free lance studio
work in Los Angeles?

B.K. I don’'t any more. | stopped it three
years ago but | did it for about 25 years.

PA. Why did you stop?

B.K. Weli, it really has to do with my own
personal philosophy which goes beyond
music. Number one, the music for me,
from my point of view got qualitatively
worse, quantitatively less. It wasn’t the
fun, it wasn't the chalienge, it wasn’t the
growth, the money wasn't there as much,
and the things that | would have to do to
continue to make money were not things
that would give me pleasure. Number two,
as | approached middie age, and we all
have what is known as a middle age ap-
praisal, | began to think “What do | really
want to do and how many of my boyhood
dreams have | not fulfilled,” and there
were quite a few. So three years ago | just



did something very drastic. | just stopped
taking free lance calls and did everything
| could to go out and start working, always
playing the way | like to play.

P.A. Has your recent road work been grati-
fying?

B.K. Very much so. It's something that |
should have done years ago except that
we always do what we're ready to do at a

given time. | read something by Ralph -

Waldo Emerson once and to paraphrase it
somewhat he said we're all in exactly the
place we should be in. When | first read
that it offended me. | thought 1 should be
in a higher place, but we ali are really
where we deserve to be and | really like
traveling, like going around the world,
playing what | like to play and having
enough people like it so | can make a
living.

P.A. 1 notice a lot of young people in the
audience. Where would they have heard of
Barney Kessel?

B.K. This is just a guess but | think it's a
good guess. They would have heard of me
through rock musicians who are champion-
ing people like me today. Many rock musi-
cians, especially those who are in the age
group 26 to 35, have been playing a num-
ber of years and they've all reached points
that 1 call an area of disenchantment
where the things they are doing no longer
satisfy them.

They don't necessarily want to drop out of
rock music, but after playing a certain
length of time, a certain number of years,
it holds no great challenge for them be-
cause it is barren territory after you have
reached a certain plateau. Up to that point
it has lots to deal with and it has some
validity, but once you pass a certain pla-
teau, it does not offer enough stimulation
for you to grow.

So those that want to continue to get bet-
ter have to look to other forms of music
and one of the forms they have looked to
Is jazz. When you look to jazz, if they keep
looking and digging deep enough, they find
me. When they find me and others like

. Charlie Christian, Django Rheinhardt, they

pass the word along to each other.

Barney Kessel is now 52 years old. He
plays guitar better now than he ever has
and perhaps best of all he seems to have
come to grips with himself and his ex-
pression of music.

MAKING LIVE
RECORDINGS AT HOME

Sources of program material for amateur
recordists have long been a problem. Yes,
many record off-the-air broadcasts of con-
certs but most of these are already taped
so there is some foss of fidelity and an in-
crease in noise level because of the double
recording (not to mention the transmission
to your home).

Taping phonograph records is aiso quite
popular as a means of preserving valuable
discs or acquiring the music of a friend
who may have albums not now available.

Useful and interesting as these pursuits
may be, they pale in comparison to the
joy of making one's own live tapes. There
are, however, a few problems associated
with doing your own recording. Not the
least of these is program material. |f mem-
bers of your family or regular guests in
your home are accomplished musicians,
your task is much easier. You can do your
recording right at home. There has, for
years, been a variety of suitable tape re-
cording equipment available for use in
homes and studios.

Suppose, however, you are like many others
and do not have a ready source of musical
material to record in your own home. Your
alternative is to go elsewhere, perhaps
homeone else’s home, a local church, lodge
hall etc.

Then too, there are many sounds, other
than music which are not readily available
at home but make fascinating recordings.
The roar of a jet taking off, the snarl of the
car engines at an auto race, the special
sound of a steam locomotive and the drip-
ping of the rain drops accompanied by the

crack of nearby lightning are just a few

examples.

Until recently the making of high quality
tape outside the home or studio presented
a formidable equipment problem. If you
wanted Hi Fi stereo recordings, you had to
shell out considerable money for profes-
sional recording equipment. In addition to
the cost, such gear usually was very heavy
and bulky. People who get paid to make
on-the-spot recordings can be expected to
lug around a few hundred pounds of equip-
ment but if most of us have to do it very
often, we will usually lose enthusiasm
rapidly.

At the other end of the equipment scale
are the small, very portable recorders
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which far from do justice to music or any
sound with wide frequency content and
high dynamic range. Fortunately in the
last year or so a number of stereo cassette
recorders have come on the market which
are quite comparable, quality-wise, to most
home music systems.

One of these was mentioned several
months ago in our initial review of equip-
ment seen at the Consumer Electronic
Show (CES) held in Chicago last June. The
unit which we covered then is the Yamaha
TC-800GL. It features Dolby, a ‘“super”
permalloy recording and playback head,
two wide range (—40 dB to +6 dB), VU
meters, biasing for high energy low noise
tapes, line and. mic mixing circuit (for
dubbing or sound-on-sound recording) as
well as a number of other useful features.

Specifications include: wow and flutter less
than 0.06 percent, RMS, speed fluctuation
fess .than 1 percent and adjustable speed
for pitching recordings to particular musi-
instruments. Frequency response is
stated as 30 to 15,000 Hz with chromium
dioxide tape and signal to noise ratio rated
as better than 50 dB. The TC-800GL runs
on regular AC, its own internal batteries or
an external source of 12 volt power, such
as an automobile, or boat electrical system.

The Yamaha TC-800GL can even be op-
erated while being carried. Its designers
have made it particularly easy to see the
meters and operate the controls while the
unit is slung over the user’s shoulder. One
of the features which makes this easy is
the use of slide type level controls.

Nakamichi 550

Another very interesting portable stereo
cassette machine is the Nakamichi 550
also shown in Chicago. This unit boasts
specifications almost identical to the Nak-
amichi 500, which is intended to be used
as a permanent part of a high fidelity in-
stallation. In fact, there is no reason why
the Nakamichi 550 or any of the other
portable cassette units discussed in this
column cannot be used as the main cas-
sette unit in a system as well as for port-
able work.

The 550 offers Dolby, including a Dolby
level adjustment; focused gap head; dual
peak reading. VU meters with 45 dB range;
bias selection for regular or chromium di-

oxide tape and many other useful features.

Wow and flutter are stated as less than
0.08 percent, signal to noise ratio as better
than 60 dB with Dolby and chromium di-
oxide tape. The plus or minus 3 dB fre-
guency response is specified to be 40 to
16)000 Hz using chromium dioxide tape.

The Uher Model CR-210, measuring _jxust 7
inches wide by 2 inches high and 7 inches

deep, is claimed to be the world’s smallest
portable stereo cassette recorder. This ma-
chine, which can operate on the AC ling,
lead-acid or nickel-cadmium rechargable
batteries, or from a 12 volt system, boasts
performance equivalent to AC-only home
units. Wow and flutter are listed as 0.12
percent and signal to noise ratio using the
Dolby circuit and chromium dioxide tape
is said to be better than 58 dB. Uher gives
the frequency response, using chrome tape
as 20 to 16,000 Hz. A four track head is
used to enable the CR-210 to provide auto-
matic tape reversal. This feature, accom-
plished through the use of a “photo sensi-
tive electronic control,” should be quite
advantageous for many on-the-spot events.

The high quality stereo cassette recorders
which are available can be a great help in

creating exciting and interesting record-
ings. Making your own recordings of real
live happenings is like taking pictures
yourself. To you, at least, they forever hold
much greater fascination than the work of
others.
