Of all Washington Institutions—schools,
galleries, museums, clubs—there is one
that seems particularly the city’s own.
Only the Corcoran Gallery of Art seems to
have been designed for Washington resi-
dents rather than for tourists and visitors.
Could it be that this is because the
founder was a native?

William Wilson Corcoran, born in George-
town in 1798, grew up in a conscientious
and patriotic family that was active in the
affairs of the city. In later years Corcoran
wrote with pride that his father, as a mem-
ber of a group of gentlemen who rode out
to Bladensburg to meet George Washington
on his way to Mt. Vernon, had made the
“brief address to which the President
made a suitable reply.” With a back-
ground like this, is it to be wondered at
that Corcoran loved and helped his own
town.

There were not many aspects of life that
escaped his attention. He was a banker of
great renown and success. He traveled
widely and was known for his hospitality.
His private bequests were many, and his
institutional gifts provided for widows, or-
phans, and even the dead. Oak Hill Ceme-
tery was started by him, and his own tomb
—a charming classical temple—graces the
hillside. His life was such that when he
died Congress itself stopped in its de-
liberations to make mention of his passing,
a rare tribute to a private person.

Although he was open-handed in so many
directions, probably the giving that had his
greatest interest was the Gallery. On the
gala night in 1870 at the ball when William
Wilson Corcoran presented his private art
collection to the gallery, he proved that he
had meant what he said when he wrote:
“Posthumous charities are the very essence
of selfishness, when bequeathed by those
who, when alive, would part with nothing.”
Here was a man with many years of life
ahead of him, making over to the public
greatly cherished possessions.

It is interesting that Corcoran didn't need
the suggestion of a committee or a com-
mission to tell him what the city needed.
And it is even more interesting to note that
the gallery which bears his name also
knows what Washington needs and wants.
It continues work for and with the com-
munity. This particularly comes to mind
when any display is made of proposed
community buildings or changes: the Cor-
coran Gallery houses it.

Few people realize that the Corcoran is
one of the oldest galleries in the country
and its art school one of the oldest
schools. In his day Corcoran was con-
sidered terribly avant-garde because he en-
couraged American painters and en-
couraged them in the really telling way—
by buying their works.

The Art School is not just the place where
Washington children study painting. In
conjunction with George Washington Uni-
versity, it grants art degrees. This, too,
reflects the interests of the founder since
among his many benevolences were gifts
to Columbian College, the forerunner of
the George Washington University. The
faculty and students are representative of
all the major interests in today's art world.

Like a great many institutions which were
endowed a century or so ago, the Gallery
now has to pinch pennies. This may seem
hard to believe when there is so much
activity and the shows are so exciting. One
way the trustees have devised for raising
money is to have members of the associa-
tion. From ten dollars per person up buys
one of the best entertainment values in
the city. Also open to members is the art
rental service. Although many galleries in
the country have this service, the Corcoran
is unique in that the paintings are dis-
played in decorators’ “rooms” so that pros-
pective renters (or buvers) can see how
paintings fit into a room or, indeed, can
change its entire personality. It is odd
that in a country where so many people

give tacit consent to having their reading
chosen for them by membership in book
clubs, there should be hesitancy about art
guidance. The Corcoran’s service provides
such guidance without tears.

According to one of the assistants at the
gallery, renters of paintings are less con-
servative than purchasers of paintings.
After all, if a painting proves to be not-
quite-vour sort after two months or so, it
can always be returned. One cannot always
be sure about art. Sometimes the owner-
ship is reversed. Perhaps the most enter-
taining story was the one of the man
who rented a painting solely to provide in-
terest at a cocktail party. If the talk at
cocktail parties can be called conversa-
tion here is a conversation piece de
resistance.

So many Washingtonians have enjoyed the
Corcoran all their lives. To many it is
the first gallery they ever knew. There is
no onge now who can remember the city
without it. The Biennial Exhibits, to name
only one traditional feature, are always
looked forward to with expectation and
remembered with interest. To study the
lists of the artists who have hung in it is
to read a history of American painting.

When one considers the disappointments
of planners in all field of endeavor, it is
pleasant to think that William Wilson
Corcoran was as successful in his gallery
giving as he was in his other activities.
The influence of the gallery continues to
grow very much as he envisioned. Here are
the words he gave to his dream: ". . . hope
that not only a pure and refined pleasure
for residents and visitors at the national
metropolis, but something useful accom-
plished in the development of American
genius.”

Stereo tape players for automobile have
received a great deal of publicity over the
last year. However tape is not the only way
in which to enjoy stereo in the family car.
This was dramatically demonstrated to me
recently when a friend offered me a lift in
his snazzie 1966 Buick Riveria. | was
surprised, when he started the engine, to
hear real stereo. Further investigation
revealed a radio dial which read 88 to 108
and the word “STEREQ" shining from a
small box mounted on fire wall above my
feet.

Yes it was real FM stereo not a fake stereo
reverberation unit and it sounded beauti-
ful. Tuning across the dial the set
switched smoothly from mono to stereo
operation when it came across stations of
each variety. Somewhat surprisingly there
appeared to be very little background hiss
even when listening to relatively weak
stereo stations. On one quite weak fringe
area station the set did switch back and
forth between stereo and mono operation
as the car moved along. The switching
was quiet however and this action can be
expected under such weak signal condi-
tions. The other stereo stations, all of
which were fifteen to twenty miles away,
provided excellent noise-free and steady
reception. | was aware that multiplex
stereo was available as an added attach-
ment for some automobile FM radios but
i was pleasantly surprised to find how well
it performs.

Actually this time of year, with the new
cars having just arrived, is probably the
best time to put in another pitch for auto
FM of either the stereo or mono type.
Most car manufacturers offer FM/AM
radios as an option. In my own case,
after living with FM in the car for over
two years now, | certainly would not do
without it anymore than | would go back
to an AM radio at home.

A new factor which wiH certainly make FM
in the car even more worthwhile is the
FCC order requiring most FM stations to
program at least half their broadcast time

separately from associated AM stations.
This order is scheduled to go into effect
the first of January and is sure to increase
the variety of programs available to FM
listeners.

An added bonus for automobile FM is the
increasing number of FM stations which
operate 24 hours per day. It's now getting
so that the “night owl” has a greater
choice of listenable programs on FM than
on AM. Some stations which are per-
mitted by the FCC to transmit on AM in
the daytime only (WAQE, WAVA, & WQMR/
WGAY are examples), continue to transmit
on FM throughout all, or much of the
night.

One station, which is permitted by the
FCC to operate on AM any hours it wishes,
chooses to sign off AM at midnight while
programming on FM throughout the re-
mainder of the night. Whatever the rea-
sons for this operation, it nevertheless
provides an additional night-time program
service on FM (in stereo) which is not
available on AM. Altogether there are
now four FM stations (WGAY, WGMS,
WHFS, & WJMD) in the Washington area,
and one (WITH) in the Baltimore area
which broadcast stereo all night long.

Aside from the programming aspects the
technical performance of automobile FM
reception is steadily improving. One im-
portant factor in this improvement is the
increasing number of FM stations raising
power and antenna height as well as
adding vertical polarization. The latter is
particularly beneficial to automobile re-
ception especially in areas thirty or more
miles from the station. To cite an example,
several months ago, on a trip to Skyline
Drive, | was able to listen to WGAY almost
all the way to Front Royal. There are few,
if any, Washington AM stations which
provide acceptable reception over this
If you, as a devoted FM listener, are buy-
ing a shiney new '67 car, consider the
added pleasure you will derive from it if
it is FM equipped. Better yet order FM
stereo. Stereo is even more dramatic in
the confines of a car than it is in your
living room.

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In a recent Sunday issue of the New York
Times, that paper’s chief music critic, Mr.
Harold C. Schoenberg, casting a backward
glance to the past several years and look-
ing with particular focus at the latest
Tchaikovsky Competition in Moscow, asked
the question: “What are contests worth?”
He wanted to know, among other things,
if these big “talent searches” are really
worth all the hoopla and if they turn up
genuinely gifted young singers and instru-
mentalists.

It is doubtful that many Baltimoreans
would give a negative answer to that query
in the light of what has happened since
the city's Veronica Tyler walked off with
second prize honors in Russia.

Mr. Schoenberg had just attended the
Berkshire Music Festival concert at which
Erich Leinsdorf scheduled appearances by
Miss Tyler and other 1966 Tchaikovsky
Competition winners with the Boston Sym-
phony Orchestra.

Although | am familiar with Miss Tyler's
great vocal gifts (she studied at the Pea-
body Conservatory of Music) and have been

privileged to hear her sing on other
previous occasions, it was my misfortune
to be unable to attend this same Tangle-
wood concert. However, | was present a
week later when Maestro Leinsdorf con-
ducted a performance of the Beethoven
Ninth Symphony to close the Berkshire
Festival season. On that occasion, one of
the soloists was another artist who has
more than a tenuous connection with Bal-
timore—the superb tenor, Richard Cassilly,
who also studied at the Peabody.

Mr. Cassilly, though he has enjoyed a
brilliant and highly successful career in
opera and on the concert stage for a num-
ber of years, has to my knowledge never
entered any of the top international com-
petitions. And here was Veronica Tyler,
sharing the same eminent spotlight with
one of the world's greatest orchestras,
even though she is a comparative newcom-
er to the heights of the very exacting and
demanding musical world!

Speaking of Bilt Doty, and the program he
hosts, Matinee at One is scheduled to be
presented to our troops in the far east
starting sometime this winter.

the coming season Miss Tyler, in Baltimore
and elsewhere, will make a number of
appearances with Eugene Ormandy and
the Philadelphia Orchestra.

We must assume that this artist’s gifts
would eventually have brought her fame
and fortune anyway, but if the winning of
the Tchaikovsky Competition has short-
ened her period of waiting and reduced
the agony of uncertainty by so much as
one week—then yes, it all has certainly
been worthwhile. And Miss Tyler (and we)
must be grateful.

Should there still be those doubtful of
the value of such international contests,
they might check with still another Balti-
morean—the renowned Leon Fleisher. This
great pianist (who teaches at the Peabody
and now lives in the city) took top honors
at the Queen Elisabeth Competition in
Brussels (1952, ! believe) and from that
moment on his name, though already
known, blazed with new brilliance through-
out the musical world.

What are these big competitions worth?

So long as they turn up talents like
Veronica Tyler and Leon Fleisher—(and,
lest we forget, Van Cliburn)—the question
remains purely academic.

May they continue. May they, in fact,

multiply!

Charles Gounod's seldom-performed St.
Cecilia Mass is now available on a superb-
ly processed Deutsche Grammophon-Ampex
tape, with soloists Irmgard Seefried,
soprano; tenor Gerhard Stolze, and bass
Hermann Uhde, assisted by the Czech
Philharmonic Orchestra and Chorus under
the direction of Igor Markevitch (DGG DGC
9111, $7.95, 50 min.)

Gounod always was of a highly religious
nature, not surprising for the composer of
“Faust,” and he considered this Mass to be
his finest work. Unfortunately, the neglect
of this work is warranted. Although it is
highly melodic and obviously sincere, it
has no special conviction for the subject
matter. It is good to have it available on
stereo tape in a performance of the quality
given it here, and the recorded sound is
spacious and wide range.

THE GLENN MILLER ORCHESTRA: Some-
thing New Epic 24206

Still deserving of praise for the “Miller
Sound” which shaped most of the popular
music of the forties and the early fifties,
it is nevertheless time for the people who
own the Miller name to let the orchestra
die a just death. | doubt if they will, for
wherever it goes, the band finds a paying
audience for its musical sentlmentahty
Sadly though some of the arrangers in the
years since Miller's death have been in-
sistent on updating the “sound” to agree
with current musical fads: the latest being
the Tijuana sound popularized by Herb
Alpert. In this new context, with its re-
vised instrumentation relying on brass
rather than reeds, the band sounds OK,
but it's a crime to call it Glenn Miller's
Orchestra. Were he still around, I'm sure
he would have invented the sound rather
than Herb Alpert.

SILVIO SANTISTEBEN: Six String Poetry
Epic LN 24207

BOULOU: Jazz/Left Bank
Four Corners/Kapp FCL 4234

At hand are two recordings by young
guitarists, both highly touted in their re-
spective countries, and both a bit dis-
appointing. Boulou, aged 14, is Paris' cur-
rent childwonder, a veritable prodigy of
the jazz guitar (he is, in fact, the nephew
of Django Reinhardt). In most of his
playing, one can hear reminiscences of
Charlie Christian, and bit of Wes Mont-
gomery's influence. In all, Boulou’s play-
ing is intellectually impressive, but the
mechanics leave much to be desired: his
fingering (could it be his hands are still
small?) sounds stiff, and there's a con-
tinual rubbing of the strings which would
be unnoticable but for the extremely close
mike pickup.

Santisteban, at 16, is a bit more of an
accomplished performer. Though it is not
really fair to compare him to Boulou, since
they differ so in age and repertoire—
Santisteban plays the traditional Brazitian
serenades and Boulou, jazz—it is immedi-
ately apparent that the two years’ differ-
ence is most beneficial in terms of a
fuller musical understanding and assured-
ness of both phrasing and fingering. The
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repertoire is also more favorable in the
guitarist in Santisteban's case than in
Boulou’s. In terms of accompanylng musi-
cians however, Boulou wins hands down
with his “Paris All Stars”; Santisteban’s
accompanist in some of the tunes, a drum-
mer, has the most wooden rhythm I've
heard in a long time. Still, both are
worth watching.

SWINGLE SINGERS:
Philips PHM 200-214

Rococo A-Go-Go—.

By the time you read this, the Swingle
Singers (named after their organizer and
leader) will have landed on these shores
for a three month tour. Their commercial
success has been largely the result of
large album sales, enough in fact to justi-
fy a tour. But, | wonder . .. can a group
which has no personality, other than its
unique vocalisation of certain wordless
classical themes, “come off well” on
stage? Certainly there's some precedent
in such groups as Ray Conniff's, or even
Lambert, Hendricks, and Ross/Bavan.

The Conniff organization, to my knowledge,
has not concertized extensively, if at all;
and LH and R/B are noted for their imita-
tion certain instruments while still singing
words. Not so with the Swingle Singers;
they are vocalizing only. Unless the stage
act has some visual appeal, I'm afraid it's
going to be dull as blazes. As far as this
record is concerned, | have a similar im-
pression: it's most interesting in small
doses; but in album sized portions, it
makes for dreary listening. The harmonic
limitation of the “Barococo style” don't
help either.

MYSTIC MOODS ORCHESTRA: Nighttide—
Philips PHM 200-213

Remember their first LP “One Stormy
Night”? 1| found it one of the most pleas-
urable mood music albums I'd ever heard.
This second one is even better than their
first. In both you'll hear the sounds of
rain, thunder, distant trains, and surf inter-
mingled with some lush arrangements of
some very nostalgic songs. This second
album features songs predominently from
the last five years of Hollywood music
making—which, as anyone will tell you,
has been the most inspired period since
the 30’s—in lush, sensuous arrangements.
In a word: sexy.

DGG DGC 8025, 46 min. $7.95

This is one of the older Karajan-Berlin
Philharmonic recordings, and although the
performance itself is a fine one, the qual-
ity of reproduction leaves a great deal to
be desired. This is the orchestra from a
distance, and the sound is muddy and ill-
defined. It is much superior to the stereo
disc version, which is a tribute to the
Ampex tape processing, but sonically it
cannot compare with the Everest recording
or the Reiner version once available on a
two-track tape.

BIZET: L'Arlesienne Suite; GRIEG: Excerpts
from “Peer Gynt” Cleveland Orchestra con-
ducted by George Szell. COLUMBIA MQ
803 40 min. $7.95

Sterling performances of these familiar
scores by Szell and his precision-perfect
orchestra; seldom has “In the Hall of the
Mountain King” had such a virtuoso per-
formance. However, the Bizet side suffers
from a lack of resonance, and the tape
sent for review had a severe speed varia-
tion making it unlistenable.

MOZART: Quintet in C, K. 515; Quintet in
G Minor, K. 516; Quintet in D, K. 593; Quin-
tet in E Flat, K. 614; William Primrose,
violinist; Griller String Quartet. VAN-
GUARD VEA 1917 110 min. 33%. psi $7.95

This is a splendid tape on all accounts,
offering Mozart's four last quintets for
viola and strings, beautifully played by
the master violinist and fine quartet. The
slow-speed processing has not subtracted
from the high technical standard of the
original stereo record issues of several
years ago, and the uninterrupted listening
possible on this 3% ips. tape is a prime
asset. It is unfortunate more of the tapes
recorded at this slow speed do not have
the sonic quality of this release.

MAHLER: Symphony No. 1 in D “Titan";
London Symphony Orchestra conducted by
Georg Solti. LONDON LCL 80150, 55 min.
$7.95

With the success of this tape and his
earlier tape of Mahler's “Symphony No. 4”
Solti takes his place as one of the finest
interpreters of this composer's music.
This is a reading of vital strength and
power, with a marvelous climax in the
finale. The quality of reproduction is ex-
cellent, although it is curious why the
side break was made after the third move-
ment, rather than after the second. The
RCA tape with Leinsdorf is no competi-
tion whatever to this fine tape, but the
older Boult reading on Everest, with its
brisk tempi, still has something to offer.
Soon London is to issue Solti’s inter-
pretation of Mahler's “Resurrection” sym-
phony, an event to anticipate with great
expectations.

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RCA Victor's new disc offering nine
operatic arias sung by soprano Leontyne
Price is proof positive that she is now the
reigning prima donna of the operatic world.
Hers is one of the most beautiful voices of
our time and it is displayed to great
advantage in arias from “Louise,” “Adriana
Lecouvreur,” “Manon,” “Otello,” “Vanessa,”
“lLa Traviata,” “Dido and Aeneas,” "“The
Marriage of Figaro” and “L'Africaine.”
Doubtless in time she will offer more inter-
pretatively, as she has never sung any of
these operas on stage; in the meantime,
we can bask in the sheer loveliness of her
voice. RCA obviously issued the album to
coincide with the opening of the new
Metropolitan Opera House in September,
which starred Miss Price in a totally unin-
spired opera by Barber. This recording
will help the opera enthusiast forget that
unfortunate occasion. The disc is hand-
somely packaged, with an elaborate, il-
lustrated booklet. The reproduction is
good, and very clear, although the acousti-
cal environment is on the dry side. (RCA
stereo LSC 2898, $5.79).

One of Leonard Bernstein's most impres-
sive compositions is his early “Symphony
No. 2 for Piano and Orchestra” based on
W. H. Auden's poem “The Age of Anxiety.”
There is an old Columbia recording with
the composer conducting the New York
Philharmonic with Lukas Foss as pianist,
but this has now been superseded by a
superlative new recording with Philippe
Entremont as pianist and once again
Bernstein and the Philharmonic (Colum-
bia sterec MS 6885, $5.79). The solist's
contribution has been elaborated, and
Entremont plays it to perfection. The
Mahleresque ending is profoundly power-
ful, and the record can be highly recom-
mended as an example of Bernstein at his
finest both as composer and conductor.
Columbia’s reproduction is exceptionally
sonorous and wide range.

OTHER NEW RECORDS IN BRIEF:

HANDEL: Water Music (complete) played
by the Amsterdam Concertgebouw Orches-
tra conducted by Eduard van Beinum
(Philips World Series stereo record PHC
9016, $2.50). This was a gem in the Epic
catalog for several years and it is good to
have it available again on this excetlently
processed inexpensive record. Beinum's
interpretation is sprightly and strong, and
this is the finest of the big-orchestra ver-
sions of the score.

SCHOECK: Violin Concerto in B Flat, Op.
21; Horn Concerto, Op. 65 played by Ulrich
Lehmann, violinist and Jozef Brejza, horn
with the Zurich Orchestra conducted by
Edmond De Stoutz (Mace stereo MCS 9047,
$2.49). The Swiss composer is best known
for hls numerous lieder, and this excursion
into unknown repertory will attract many
Romantically inclined listeners. There is a
serene, pastorale beauty to this music that
compensates considerably for its lack of

cohesiveness. The performances are su-
perb, particularly Brejza's contribution,
and the recorded sound excellent, with
big-hall acoustics. This is one of the best
of the low-priced recordings.

DVORAK: Symphony No. 6 in D, Op. 60
played by the London Symphony Orchestra
conducted by Witold Rowicki (Philips
World Series stereo PHC 9008, $2.50). This
fills an important gap in the LP catalog as
it is the only stereophonic recording of
this lesser-known Dvorak symphony. The
performance is superior in every way, as is
the reproduction.

LISZT: Polonaise No. 2 in E, Sonetto Del
Petrarca 123, Fantasy and Fugue on
B.A.C.H., Concert Study in D Flat, Taran-
tella, Concert Study in F Minor, Legend
No. 2 played by Gyorgy Cziffra (Philips
World Series stereo, PHC 9005, $2.50). An-
other bargain, offering a stunning virtuoso
display by one of today's finest Liszt
specialists.

TCHAIKOVSKY: Piano Concerto No. 2 in
G, Op. 44 (Philips World Series stereo PHC
9007, $2.50), played by Nikita Magaloff with
the London Symphony Orchestra con-
ducted by Colin Davis. The recent Colum-
bia recording of this music is spectacular
in every way, even though the second
movement is cut, and Magaloff cannot ap-
proach Gary Graffman's incredible virtu-
osity. Columbia's sound is richer, and the
same composer's one-movement “Concerto
No. 3" is used as a filler. It costs twice as
much, but is worth it.

DVORAK: Violin Concerto in A Minor, Op.
53; Romance, Op. 11 played by Isaac Stern
with the Philadelphia Orchestra conducted
by Eugene Ormandy (Columbia stereo MS
6876, $5.79). This automatically becomes
one of the best of many fine recordings of
this beautiful concerto. Several of the
other recordings offer more substantial
fillers than the brief “Romance” but none
are superior in performance or sound.

TCHAIKOVSKY: Manfred Symphony, Op.
58, played by the London Symphony Or-
chestra conducted by lgor Markevitch
(Philips stereo PHS 900,110, $5.79). Marke-
vitch is temperamentally suited to the
many dramatic elements of the score and
offers a vivid, exciting interpretation. Good
though this is, it is not noticeably better
than the much older Everest recording
with Sir Eugene Goossens and the same
orchestra. There are rumors of two other
forthcoming recordings of “Manfred,” one
on London with Maazel and the Vienna
Philharmonic, the other on Mercury with
Dorati, so some collectors may prefer to
wait.
