The New Short Wave Field is Opening
By CARL H. BUTMAN

Enterprising amateur receiving-set
builders and some few who have pur-
chased short-wave sets, are finding new
fields for their other explorations. There
is a lot of entertainment on the air that
many of us have been missing. It is
very much worth while, for the stations
which transmit programs on the short
waves, below the broadcast band, are
unaffected by other programs not being
interfered with as are the regular broad-
casting stations in the congested band
lying between 200 and 545 meters or 550
and 1,500 keys.

Most of these stations are offering the
short-wave fans the same programs put
out on their regular broadcast trans-
mitters, a simultaneous broadcast being
effected for relay purposes, but others
are producing special programs for
listeners here and abroad. The chief
reason for such transmission is to experi-
ment with new broadcast possibilities and
to increase the range of the stations, it
having been found that such transmission
travels to far greater distances, yet is
received quite as clearly and with less
interference than the programs on the
regular broadcast channels. If listeners
can pick up our programs in England,
France, Belgium, Germany, Africa, South
America and even New Zealand and

Australia, it seems that most of us are
neglecting our opportunities, when all
that is required is a new receiver. Com-
mercial built short-wave sets covering 10
to 200 meters are available in modern
radio supply stores and so also are the
parts for assembling receivers to cover
the short waves which carry radiophone
entertainment.

Unfortunately the specific channels
used by each station for these broadcast
programs are not known to the Depart-
ment of Commerce for they are licensed
to carry on radiophone experiments on
one of several channels running from
26.83 to 109 meters. Most of the well-
known stations are understood to be
operating on the five relay broadcast
bands as follows: 26.3 to 27.3 meters;
30 to 33.1 meters; 52.6 to 54.5 meters; 60
to 66.3 meters and 105 to 109 meters.

Thirty-six broadcasting stations known
to be offering programs on the short-
waves or high-frequencies are listed be-
low. A new official list is now being
prepared by the Department of Com-
merce Radio Section for early publica-
tion. These stations are listed as experi-
mental stations, used chiefly for relay
broadcasting on channels between 26.3
and 109 meters or 11,400 and 2750 keys.

The above program is of course subject to
change from time to time. Frequently a
station which regularly broadcasts a certain
feature must drop it for a certain day in favor
of somelocal event. Every effort will be made
to keep the list up to the minute.

If the user will enter the dial numbers of the
stations named above which he receives well,
in the Quick Index to Favorite Stations, he
can then turn immediately to the various
stations on the ‘‘chain’’ program.

The ‘“‘Red’’ chain or network is that headed
by WEAF. The “Blue” chain or network is
headed by WJZ.



The Inside Story of Chain Programs

By WILLIAM BURKE MILLER

As the Signal Corps and Air Service
serve the United States Army as “eyes
and ears,” so does the Communication
Circuit Corps of the National Broadcast-
ing Company serve the Red, Blue and
Pacific Networks which that company
maintains.

Through this system every station on
the three Networks is in constant com-
munication with the key station of their
respective chain. The transmission of
every feature of a network program is
checked through this means, both at the
key station and the others broadcasting
it.

Six circuits terminate in the Oper-
ations and Engineering Department of
the National Broadcasting Company, on
the fourth floor, at 195 Broadway, New
York. City.

One circuit cares for Philadelphia,
Schenectady, Washington, and Buffalo.
Two circuits, one Red and one Blue,
check with all Western stations. Two
more reach out to the New England sta-
tions and another handles communica-
tions to and from the Southern stations
of the Networks.

Operators in this important branch of
the Operations and Engineering Depart-
ment are trained to receive both the
Continental Morse and the Morse codes.
But many abbreviations and call letters
have been evolved in order to reduce
traffic on these lines, therefore to an
outsider, the messages received and sent
out while a network program is on the
air would be almost unintelligble.

If you will permit, let us “sit in” with
the Communication Operators for an
hour or two.

Six men are at the keys by 5:30
o’clock, New York Time, in the after-
noon, although the first network “hook-
up” is not scheduled to go until 8 P. M.

M. H. Grainger and G. O. Milne, Red
Network Supervisors of the National
Broadcasting Company, report the num-
ber of stations which will broadcast cer-
tain features, to F. W. Kenworth, Wire
Supervisor for the National Broadcast-
ing Company.

The keys begin to click:

“Hello KSD, WSM, etc., stand by for
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tone frequency tests,” in prearranged
code, of course.

Frequency cycles of 100, 1,000 and
5,000 are sent out.

And back they come. If the reading
is off, another tone test is sent out from
WEAF and adjustments made. This
process goes on for several hours. Some
trouble may be detected in the circuit
and accurate checks are made. Weather
conditions must be taken into account.
Storms may cause distortion. This must
be cleared during the tone frequency
tests. And if a storm should come up
during the actual broadcast the opera-
tors become as busy as a train dispatch-
er. In fact, their work is not unlike
his. While he must direct trains over
the proper routing, a Communication
Circuit operator must guide the program
to the proper station and see that it
arrives there as it is broadcast from
WEAF. In this way the Network
“warms up” for the night broadcasts.

But this is not all. A schedule shows
that all features are not accepted by the
same stations. The operator must watch
himself and notify the proper stations.
For instance, WRC, Washington, may
take the Coca Cola Girl espisode at 10
P. M., but may cut out to handle a pro-
gram of their own, before the Cavalcade
at 11 oclock. Likewise, WHAS, Louis-
ville, may not take the Coca Cola Girl,
but must be notified in time to clear their
local program for the Cavalcade broad-
cast.

There may be a slight delay and the
program does not go out according to
schedule. This would leave the Network
stations silent, if it were not for Com-
munication Circuit Corps. .

WEAF’s announcer will report to the
Supervisor: “The Cavalcade will be- at
least four minutes late, about 11:04.”
This is flashed to the stations and they
arrange their programs accordingly. An-
other station may flash that its program
is going to run over, therefore, it will be
unable to “cut in” on the Network un-
til later.

Now the Network program is ready
to go on the air.

WEAF’s announcer will make his an-
nouncement through the New York sta-



tion then “stand by” for fifteen seconds.
This interval gives the announcers at the
Network stations time to make local an-
nouncements.

Then the program begins. This co-
ordination has been perfected. The local
announcers know they have just fifteen
seconds and no more, therefore their
announcement “just fits.”

Now, let us assume the Communication
Circuit Corps’ position on a stormy night.

“Distortion,” will flash from KVOO,
Bristow; “noisy,” clicks in from WSAI,
Cincinnati “not clear,” from WTAM,
Cleveland. And so it goes.

As these reports flash into the Nation-
al Broadcasting Company’s headquar-
ters, they are passed along. If the line
cannot be cleared up, an emergency line
picks up the program.

“Better,” says KVO0O; “Still off,”
flashes from WSAI; “0O. K.” from
WTAM.

‘When things are going out clearly, the
Network operators flash comments into
the Communication Circuit Corps, which
are carefully jotted down for future ref-
erence.

“Baritone is dandy,” will click in from
WPF1I, Philadelphia; “Who’s the new so-
prano?” from WCCO, Minneapolis-St.
Paul; “Orchestra is snappy,” says
WDAF, Kansas City; “Selection not so
good,” will flash in from WTIC, Hart-
ford.

After the air is clear, the Communica-
tion Circuit operators check back and
get readings on the entire program from
the various members of the network.

"To further demonstrate the necessity
for this Corps, suppose a storm puts the
entire Network out of commission.
Months in advance the various stations
have contracted for the program and in
anticipation of it, have not arranged a
local program.

The storm makes it impossible for the
Network broadcast.

The Communication Circuit Corps goes
into action in time to warn the Network
members and give them an opportunity
to arrange an emergency program.

USING YOUR “RADEX”

The arrangement of RADEX {is so
simple that one who knows anything of
radio will see its possibilities at a glance.
Yet there are certain hints that will be
helpful even to the skilled tuner.

Stations are grouped according to their
frequency in kilocycles. These groups
are an even ten kilocycles apart. Each
station in any of these groups should
come in at exactly the same points upon
your dial. If they do not it is because
they are off their correct frequency and
in that case it is useless to log them.
Rather they should be logged at their
proper place for their particular fre-
quency.

We are now ready to begin the use
of our RADEX. Let us tune in some
station and get their call letters. Say
that we hear KDKA. Turn to KDKA
in the “Index by Call Letters.” There we
find that this station has a frequency of
950 kes. For our convenience when we
want to turn to KDKA at some later
time, we enter our dial numbers in the
proper spaces in the “Index by Call Let-
ters.” Now we turn to the 950 group
in the “Index by Frequencies” and we
enter our dial numbers again in the space
for this frequency. (Let us say that
KDKA comes in at 42-40 on the dials.)
Now we tune in another station and this
time we hear WSMB at New Orleans.
Following the same procedure we find
this station has a frequency of 930 kcs.

and we enter our dial numbers (say
44-42) in both of the above indexes. We
now see that 930 kes. comes in at 44-42
on our dials and 950 at 42-40. If there-
fore we would like to hear WHA at
Madison which has a frequency of 940
kes. we can see at a glance that we must
place our dials at 43-41 and if that sta-
tion is on the air and in our range it
will come in at that point and at no
other.

‘We now continue with our tuning and
entering our dial numbers and we find
that we are gradually calibrating our
set, that is ascertaining the relationship
between our dial numbers and the broad-
casting frequencies. Gradually we are
able to so fill in our indexes as to be able
to tell exactly where to set our dials for
any station we want whether we have
ever received it or not. So too we can
identify those tantalizing stations which
we hear but whose call letters we do not
catch. We simply note our dial numbers
and turn to where those dial numbers
ought to be in our “Index by Frequencies
and Dial Numbers” and there we find
the frequency to which we are tuned and
the stations that should come in on that
wave. The power of the station (those
having 500 watts or more are shown in
black face type) and the distance from
our set, will give us the identity of the
station we are receiving.
