Boone" goes into its sixth season. GET SMART ( Don Adams and Barbara Feldon) Agent 

99 has a big surprise in store for Agent 86, Hubby Maxwell Smart. Not only will she make 

him a father, but the father of twins—a boy and a girl! This idea was in the works even be-

fore NBC dropped the series and CBS hastened to pick it up. Latter network will let the script 

(not nature) take its course and, by Christmas, there'll be two little Smarts to add to the 

general KAOS plaguing Agent 86 and 

his bride. The baby carriage will have 

those special spy phones and other gim-

micks to fight crime and evil, it's fore-

cast. There will also be a change of scene 

for Mr. and Mrs. Smart. Our spies tell us 

the Smarts will move to the suburbs too. 
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GREEN ACRES (Eddie ,41bert and Eva Gabor) More ham? Yep—the big excitement here 

is Arnold the Pig. The perambulating, photogenic "ham" has drawn the praise of critics for 

his passionate method acting, so producers of "Green Acres" are planning to feature him in 

more episodes. When Arnold was nominated for a Patsy ( the Oscar of animal actors), one 

setsider noted: "He's a fantastic actor. His squeals are very life- like. He runs in and out of 

the house and is very convincing in his role as a family pet on the farm."

Yes, after all this time that 

the lovely genie has been sharing the bachelor quarters of her master—though locked up in-

side her own private bottle—Jeannie finally becomes Mrs. Tony. Now she'll be visible to 

friends and neighbors, though Tony still can't explain to them why strange things always 

happen around her, to everyone's surprise!
