■ . . . and if great intentions produce 

great results, this could be TV's shin¬ 

ing hour. Encouraged by the critical 

and rating reception given to "Death of 

a Salesman," all three networks are 

going all out to produce some of the 

finest plays ever seen on the small 

TV screen, performed by the finest 

actors money can buy. Many of these 

shows will be presented on ABC's am¬ 

bitious "Stage '67" (see page 16 for 
further details). Others will alternate 

with "The Sunday Night Movie," under 

the title of "Sunday Night at the 

Theater," and still others like "The 

Crucible," "The Glass Menagerie" and 

"Othello" will be showcased as specials. 

And if this multi-million-dollar experi¬ 

ment in reviving living theater on TV 

is a success, then drama will certainly 

return to its past glory on a regular 

weekly basis next season. The new 

regular programming for this season, 

however, is the usual mixture of situa¬ 

tion comedies, westerns, adventure and 

science fiction—together with the re¬ 

turn of Milton Berle and Garry Moore 

to the weekly scene. Thirty-four new 

shows are at the starting gate, the same 
number as last year. Only a third of 

last season's shows survived and the 

odds are about the same for this year's 

entries. It's up to you to decide which 

shows will be hits; which will disappear 

in mid-season or in June. And it's also 

up to you to decide which of the many 

new actors in regular series will become 

overnight stars—or fade into oblivion.

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□ The sky's the limit for Jack and the Beanstalk and the sky’s 
the limit for the entertainment specials the networks are 
presenting this season. Aside from “Jack and the Beanstalk,” 
a musical offering starring Gene Kelly and featuring Bobby Riha 
as Jack, which will be aired Feb. 26, NBC will present some 
40 other specials. “Alice Through the Looking Glass,” due on 
Nov. 6 will star Judi Rolin in the title role and feature such 
outstanding performers as Jimmy Durante, Ricardo Montalban, 
Nanette Fabray, Agnes Moorehead, Jack Palance and the 
Smothers Brothers. The “Hallmark Hall of Fame” will present 
five dramatic productions, including “Anastasia,” starring 
Julie Harris and Lynn Fontanne; “Barefoot in Athens,” starring 
Peter Ustinov; “The Admirable Crichton” and “Blithe Spirit.” 
George Hamilton will host “Class of ’67,” a one-hour variety 
show on Sept. 10 and will have as his guests Don Adams, Nancy 
Sinatra, Peter Nero and Lada Edmond Jr. Sidney Poitier will 
star in a two-hour adaptation of Shakespeare's “Othello" 
and Richard Rodgers has composed a score for “Saturday Night,” 
a film showing how people in many lands celebrate Saturday 
night. NBC's "Project 20” series will offer: "The Law and 
the Prophets,” a religious show narrated by Alexander Scourby 
on Jan. 29; “End of the Trail,” with Walter Brennan telling 
the story of the Indians of the Great Plains; and "An Island 
Called Ellis,” which will find Jose Ferrer exploring American 
immigration. On Nov. 27, James Cagney will narrate an 
animated musical, "The Ballad of Smokey the Bear” and animal 
lovers should also enjoy "The Incredible World of Animals,” 
a series of specials based on the ever fascinating world of nature. 
Perry Como, Boo Hope, Danny Thomas, Lorne Greene and 
Tommy Steele will each be host ng their own specials, and other 
top show-business personalities will be honored in a weekly 
variety program entitled "Salute." Britain’s royal palaces 
and their art treasures will be the subject of a full hour special 
to be telecast late in 1966, and a one-hour “Life of Christ" 
program is on tap as well. “The Bell Telephone Hour,” which 
kicks off its new season on Sept. 25, will feature a new format 
consisting of musical documentaries about personalities, 
movements and new ideas in the field of music. In addition to 
all this, you’ll also be seeing "Shipstads and Johnson Ice 
Follies,” “The Miss America Pageant.” “Ice Capades of 1967,” 
“The Golden Globe Awards" hosted by Andy Williams. 

The CBS line-up is equally diverse. The season will be 
highlighted by several presentations of great dramatic classics, 
including Tennessee Williams’ “The Glass Menagerie,” Arthur 
Miller’s "The Crucible" and John Gielgud and Claire Bloom 
in Chekhov’s "Ivanov.” Another of England’s outstanding 
theatrical personalities, Emlyn Williams, will be seen on the 
network in his internationally acclaimed evening of Charles 
Dickens. A dist nguished array of stars of the concert and ballet 
stages (Van Cliburn, Marian Anderson, Isaac Stern, Andres 
Segovia and Maya Plisetskaya to name a few) will perform 
in a 90-minute special entitled “S. Hurok Presents.” Leonard 
Bernstein returns for another season of the New York 
Philharmonic "Young People’s Concerts” and the incomparable 
"Peanuts” will be back on CBS in some new “Charlie Brown” 
specials. The '66 ’67 season will also introduce to television 
the work of gi*ted author-cartoonist Dr. Seuss, who will be 
represented by a holiday color cartoon. "How the Grinch Stole 
Christmas.” On hand to tickle your funny bone will be 
such comics as Jim Nabors, Dick Van Dyke, Carol Burnett 
and Lucille Ball with their own shows, plus Red Skelton’s “Clown 
Alley," and a new Sinatra Special. The National Geographic 
Society will present four more specials. “Marineland Carnival” 
will display the talents of its bathing beauties and three 
other beauties Miss Teenage America, Miss U.S.A, and Miss 
Universe will te crowned on your TV screen. Those hardy 
perennials, “Cinderella” and “The Wizard of Oz," will be back 
to brighten th? calendar, ditto “The Nutcracker” ballet. 

Most of ABC’s special attractions will be part of its weekly 
“Stage ’67” and Sunday Night at the Theater, but there will 
be other notable treats including Bob Goulet and Sally 
Ann Howes in "Brigadoon," and top sporting events.

□ NBC boasts the first all-color nighttime program schedule 
in the history of television and, in addition to this feat, the 
network has lined up ten new shows designed to make your 
viewing a delight whether you have a color set or not. 

Roger Miller reigns as "King of Variety” this year, and his 
show ("The Roger Miller Show”) will feature outstanding 
guest stars as well as the singing farmboy himself. 

"The Monkees," one of four new situation comedies, fea¬ 
tures four bright young lads (David Jones, Peter Tork, Mickey 
Braddock and Mike Nesmith) as a quartet of wild, way-out 
singer-musicians who sport overlong hairdos, unconventional 
modes of clothes and have the distinction of being the 
world’s most unknown teenage idols. “Hey Landlord!” stars 
Will Hutchins as a young man from the Midwest who inherits 
an apartment building in New York and comes to the big city 
to manage it. Comedian Sandy Baron co-stars as Will's 
roommate. "Occasional Wife” brings Michael Callan to the 
TV screen in the role of an extremely dedicated young 
bachelor who happens to be in the unfortunate position of 
needing a wife in order to succeed in business. “The Hero” 
is a TV series about the star of a TV series, in which Richard 
Mulligan portrays Sam Garrett, "the handsomest gun in the 
West" and the idol of millions. In real life, however, “The 
Hero” happens to have been born with ten thumbs, an 
allergy to sagebrush and a deadly fear of horses. 

“The Road West” is an honest-to-goodness Western which 
stars Barry Suli van as Ben Pride, a widower who leaves 
Ohio with his 2 children, his mother and his father to settle 
in the new territory of Kansas in the 1850’s.

ABC offers a grand total of 16 new shows this year, featuring 
everything from “camp” crime fighters to young actresses trying 
to make good in the world of greasepaint (i.e. "show biz”). 

"The Green Hornet” is the much-looked-forward-to adventure 
series wtiich stars Van Williams as Britt Reid, the newspaperman 
who is devoted to fighting crime—and who fights it with the most 
fantastic weapons imaginable. "The Felony Squad" is also con¬ 
cerned with hampering hoodlums, but this series is the more 
conventional type and has Howard Duff, Ben Alexander and 
Dennis Cole as its stars. 

In a lighter vein, you’ll be seeing ‘The Tammy Grimes Show,” 
which stars Tammy as a ycung woman whose zest for living and 
living it up often carry her delightfully beyond the fringe of rea¬ 
son. "Love on a Rooftop" is the heartwarming and humorous 
story of a young married couple {played by Judy Carne and 
Peter Deuel) in their very first apartment. "That Girl" is none 
other than Marlo Thomas, who portrays a high-spirited young 
lass who leaves the comfort of her parents' home to make her 
own way as an actress. "The Pruitts, of Southampton” is about a 
rich family turned poor, and the cast includes such funny folk as 
Phyllis Diller, Reginald Gardiner and John McGiver. 

"Hawk” is a new kind of adventure drama with a new kind of 
hero; Burt Reynolds plays an Iroquois Indian who works the night 
side of the D'strict Attorney's Detective Bureau. "The Man Who 
Never Was” is loaded with intrigue and takes place during World 
Wan I. “Rat Patrol,” on the other hand, has World War II as its 
setting and follows the exciting adventures of a small but deadly 
group of four commandos (Chris George, Justin Tarr, Larry 
Casey and Gary Raymond) who stalk the enemy in North Africa. 

"The Time Tunnel” is a science fiction series about two young 
scientists (James Darren and Robert Colbert) who invent a tunnel 
that can project them into another time and another place. 

You’ll be seeing four rew westerns, including ’The Rounders,” 
starring Patrick Wayne, and "The Monroes,” a tender, human 
drama about 5 orphaned youngsters in the early American West. 
Also making their debuts ere “Iron Horse," a rugged action 
story of the Gold Rush days, which stars Dale Robertson, and 
"Shane,” the classic story of a western gunfighter who will be 
played by David Carradine. 

Milton Berle will have his. own hour-long variety show and to 
round out the new shows, ABC is presenting a series called 
"Stage '67,"■ which you can read more about on page 16.

PHYLLIS DILLER, who now haS her own series on ABC, 
rose to fame via her guestings on the old Jack Paar 
show. She was quickly signed to cafe appearances and 
suddenly the former housewife and mother of five found 
herself a star. Born in Lima, Ohio, on July 17, 1917, Phyllis 
"wowed them in the laundromat and PTA," before making 
a cafe debut in San Francisco's Purple Onion in 1955. 
Most of her humor centered around her husband "Fang" 
(Sherwood Diller), but on Sept. 3, 1965, she decided that 
26 years with him was no laughing matter. The divorce 
was quickly followed by a wedding (and separation) 
from actor-singer Warde Donovan. 

REGINALD GARDINER, who imitates 
trains, wallpaper, and lighthouses, was 
born Feb. 27, 1903, at the very famous 
site of the Davis Cup matches, Wimbledon, 
England. He gave up passing fancies, for 
the ministry and architecture, for 30-odd 
London plays and 20-odd English films be¬ 
fore Beatrice Lillie arranged to transport 
his wit to the U.S. "Born to Dance" con¬ 
vinced us to hang on to him.

RAY SCHERER, top White House corre¬ 
spondent for NBC-TV, is noted for analytical 
mind, sharp, incisive reportage.
