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TECHNIQUE FOR TV SPORTCASTING

By HARRY WISMER. General Executive of MBS

HE coming of television in sports neces-

sitated the “education™ not unly of the
viewer, but of the experienced radio
broadcaster as well.

Everybody knows
by mnow that the
greatest problem that
confronted estab-
lished radio sports-
casters, when they
turned to television,
was the question of
when to talk and
when not to talk.

I believe it's rea-
sonable to say that
the average sports-
caster on television
foday has struck a
happy medium. He
talks when he has
something to say, but he Is smart enough
to let the little pictures do their share of
the talking too.

As anyone who has worked in both me-
dias can tell you, there is a vusi difference
between covering sports on radio and
doing them on TV. You certainfy have to
be better informed when wvou're doing
television. Your audience is In a position
to check on much of what vou say. If
you glibly have Joe Doakes racing across
for the tying touchdown—when it was ac-
tually Bob Jones—you're in irouble. If
you call an end run an ofl-tackle play,
everybody knows instantly that you don't
know what you're talking about. A thor-
ough knowledge of the ruli's. the tactics
and the personnel of the game you are
covering is far more essentiul in TV than
it was cn radio, although it certainly was
—and is—important there too.

Taking a look at the othur side ot the
coin, I think the crew produting a telccast
of a sports event is under much heavier
pressure to give the viewers i more in-
teresting show than is the radio crew.
You have to fight monotony on television
all the time. Because your camcras are
making the watcher feel he is inside the
stadium or arena, he gets impatient if he
is inside the stadium or arena, he gets im-
patient if he is given only a restricted
view of the proceedings. Ile wants your
cameras to be as free and as inquisitive
as his eyes would be if he were in on a
ticket.

Wismer

Broadcasting and telecasting range from
the simplicity of baseball to the complex-
ity of football.

In my opinion the easiest sport to broad-
cast or telecast is baseball because the ac-
tion is comparatively slow, and the line-
ups remain fairly consistent throughout a
game. The broadcaster is very close to
the scenc of action and the rules and
fundamentals of the game are simple. In
fact, it's pretty safe to say that seventy-
five out of a hundred professional baseball
players in this ¢ountry—with fair voices—
could eventually become top-flight base-
ball broadcasters.

The other extreme is football. Football
is difficult to broadcast because the whole
game is designed to deceive and confuse—
the opposition and the spectalors alike.
The constant use of substitutiocns during
a football game makes it very difficult for
the fans to keep up with the progress of
the contest. In a stadium holding 90,000
people, football men and coaches will tell
you not more than 20,000 are entirely
familiar with what’s going on down the
field. That ratio I am sure would be even
greater in the TV homes of the nation.
The bringing of a football game to the lis-
tening and viewing audiences therefore
demands a true knowledge of the game
and requires much more explanation and
commentary than any other sport.

Of course, we're all familiar with the
gags about the radio broadcaster sounding
as though he were describing a different
game from the one appearing cn the tele-
vision screen. Personally, 1 think this
problem has been grossly exaggerated, but
there is no question that the radio an-
nouncer, feeling the responsibility of set-
ting the scene, and providing his listeners
with a general description of the event—
as well as specific information—has to
come up with a much more colorful job
than does the TV-caster. After all, the
latter merely has to fill in what the screen
does not show. There's certain “on the
scene” excitement attached to all sports—
especially football and basketball-——and
while 1 agree that TV broadcasters must
guard against too much conversation, the
TV audience still seems to enjoy a bit of
color and background—that little extra

something that transmits to them the
thrill of being part of the attending
throng.

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RADIO AND TV—A REVIEW

By BILL NOBLE, Associate Editor, RADIO-TELEVISION DAILY

HILE the near future of television
must be re-evaluated in light of the
lifting of the three-and-a-halt year {reeze
on new transmitters in the field, it is still
necessary to point out
that the most recent
twelve months have
already scen new
thoughts concerning
the survival of radio.
Finally, cognizance
has been taken of the
fact that untold mil-
lions of listeners of ra-
dic are beyond the
reach of measuring
services, in automo-
biles, at the bcach or
camp, or that motce
than a single sct is on in the home at one
time.

Certainly the final estimates issued by
the RTMA, for 1951, prove the point that
radio is a live and vital factor. On Fcb-
ruary 1, last, the industry body announced
that a total of 12,299,146 radios, werc sold
last year. Of these, 6,584,960 were home
sets; 1,264,319 were portables and 4,449.-
867 werc car radios.

These figurcs compare to a tlotal of
7,463.800 TV scts sold during the ycar and
can be confidently offered that radio, in
the face of its most powerful competition
is going along at the saturation point as
the country's greatest and most used
means of mass communications.

Then too, the past twelve months has
seen networks in particular and some sta-
tions come to the realization that radio
must be sold against all types of competing
media. As a result more thought has been
given to telling radio's story and many
excellent selling tools, such as films with
sound tracks and special presentations of
what radio has to offer, have come forth
from the promotion departments.

However, it is in the field of out-of-
home listening and out-of-living-room lis-
tening that radio researchers have found
a vast audience, completely overlooked or
brushed aside. Facts and figures substan-
tiating this great audience have been pub-
lished during the past year and in effect
have forced a re-evaluation of “cost-per-
thousand” figures, so dear to advertising
agencies.

In another part of the field radio has
not been idle. Faced with high production
costs, packagers, networks and independ-

ent stations have consistently found new
ways to cut their budgets— this despite
the rate cuts put into effect during the
past year.

As a result, it can be confidently stated
that radio, today, is in a more healthy
state than in the medium’s hey-day, when
it attracted all the glamour and was with-
out competition.

Turning to TV, the industry, despite
criticism from many fronts, has forged
steadily ahead. One need only to com-
pare prescnt offerings with those of four
years ago to see that on all levels televi-
sion has improved.

Howecever, with the promise of 1291 new
stations destined for the air, TV is going
to be forced to face many new problems.
First and foremost, of course, is the “‘eat-
ing” up of material at a terrifying pace
when all the new stations finally get on
the air.

The new communities to rececive tele-
vision service are not expected to be too
much of a problem at first, nor are those
citics which to date have had single or
double outlets. But where TV will come
in “new” and available on multiple chan-
nels, programming will face new prob-
lems.

It is only nccessary to review the find-
ings of the various rating services during
the past ycar to see that what people like
on the East Coast of the country is not
necessarily popular on the West Coast,
and vice-versa. To date no program has
come up with a sure-fire formula which
will attract viewers across the country.

With funds available, it is expected that
non - commercial, educational television
will be afforded its grecatest opportunity
of all persons on all levels from the
kindergarten to adulthood. However,
here, without state or community help or
college and university grants, the educa-
tional stations may well find themselves
with valuable assignments and without
the means of building studios and pro-
gramming shows.

The last twelve months in the allied
fields of radio and TV have been notable,
however, first for radio’s re-evaluation of
what it has to offer and its efforts to once-
again go out and sell itself as the fastest
and greatesit means of mass communica-
tions and secondly for the new horizon
which faces TV — that of being able to
bring its visual picture into every home
across the country.
