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HE year 1955 will be to International

Television what the first “post freeze”
year of 1952 was to the U. S. industry.
The long heralded commercial service in
Great Britain becomes a reality in the
fall and for the first time, there will be
competition for product in the world’s
second largest TV market—a market
with almost four million licensed receiv-
ers. Important to American producers
is another English language market,
Australia, which will initiate video ser-
vice late this year. On the European
continent, schedules which have been ex-
tremely limited are being expanded par-
ticularly in Italy, France and Western
Germany. At least three new TV mar-
kets will bécome active in Latin America,
to make a total of eleven countries and
29 stations in that part of the world.
Japan is manufacturing its own receivers
and the plants are now geared up to
permit lower priced sets and thus in-
crease the audience. Also in the Far
East, Malaya and Siam are planning
stations.

One of the most exciting prospects in
the future of International broadcast-
ing, is the micro-wave TV relay between
Miami and Cuba which is expected to be
in operation this year. This is likely to
be the first link in an international net-
work which will eventually reach into
South America.

Our lawmakers are aware of the po-
tential of International Television and
recently Senate Joint Resolution 96 was
passed, setting up a commission to study
the subject. The commission is to make
its report by December, 1955.

Mindful of the vital role which export
plays in the theatrical film release set-
up—up to 50 per cent of a Hollywood
film’s income is earned overseas—many
U. S. TV film producers have looked for
a similar pattern in video; and with
increasing production costs, the foreign
market may well become an economic
necessity for them.

quite a different set of problems from
those faced by theatrical distributors.

When people ask me why we New York
broadcasters have formed a state asso-
ciation, my response is that all we're
doing is ringing the bell. We have been,
for the most part, “sleepy contributors”
—and while we have snoozed, many un-
fortunate things have come to pass
which might not have transpired had
the Empire State’s broadcasters been
unified.

Among these incidents—not the only
one, but illustrative—was the adoption
of state legislation limiting the capacity
of radio and television to cover public
hearings. Individual broadcasters ener-
getically attempted to halt this diserimi-
natory legislation, but we did not have
the strength born of cooperative action.

In New York, as in other states, we
have a continuing problem in the broad-
cast of sports. Rights charges have
soared beyond reason in some areas; in
others, broadcasting has been flatly re-
fused access to such events. This is a
problem which requires unity, not only
to develop the best strategy through the
contribution of all of the ideas available,
but unity to encourage the acceptance
of the best ideas.

Other states are encountering now the
threat, if not the reality, of municipal
and state taxes on gross income, on ad-
vertising and on all categories of reve-
nue needed to sustain broadcasting as a
strong community force. Broadcasters
must be organized and firm in their
determination if they are to oppose suc-
cessfully the general emergence of such
needless and unfair assessment.

I say that we had to “ring the bell” to
awaken ourselves to the necessity for
getting together. The fact that New York
broadcasters, residing in a state which
was one of the very first to join the

Radio and television have so changed
this art of campaigning that a conserv-
ative estimate was put at 709 of the
total Republican New York State outlay
during the 1954 Congressional elections
and the Democratic estimate climbed
even closer to 80%. The New York State
spending in behalf of both Republican
candidate Irving M. Ives and Democratic
candidate, Averell Harriman and the rest
of their tickets ‘hovered close to the
$1,000,000 mark.

Reports filed with the clerk of the
House of Representatives showed that on
a national level the Republicans spent
$800,000 more than the winning Demo-
crats, who took over control of the House
and Senate in the November election. The
outlay by four Republican national organ-
izations totaled $3,716,184, the report
showed. That was incidentally, more than
Phillip Morris & Co. spent in radio and
television for the first six months of 1954
and probably more than, for instance, a
company like the Nestle Company will
spend for the entire year of 1954 on radio
and TV. =

Big money, and in the biggest city,
New York City, politicians in the know,
people who want to move other people
are estimated to have alloted 70 to 80%
of that budget to radio and television!

was put at 709% of the total amount al-
lotted to radio and television whereas the
Democratic estimate went further—to
the 809% mark. Even this 109 difference
could be attributed to one party’s victory
and another’s defeat.

Win or lose, however, inroads of radio
and television are being felt in the adver-
tising expenditures of both major politi-
cal parties. The old-time rallies and
hoop-de-do have given way to the cables
and microphones. An example of the bite
into the expenditures of political think-
ing, Madison Square Garden, long re-
membered for its bedecked balconies and
jammed capacity during election years,
did not have a single party rally in the
1954 campaign—nor in 1953. Brooklyn’s
Academy of Music, site of many political
shindigs in years gone by was also un-
used last Fall.

o

Easing up on these giant rallies affords
television. Reports for the metropolitan
area’s seven television stations show that
the Harriman forces began buying tele-
vision time back in February. Republican
purchase, on the other hand, began only
after the September nominating conven-
tions. Naturally, total expenditures of
both major parties does not include free
time. For example, some primary spots
offered to the gubernatorial and Con-
gressional nominees would normally be
offered for $1,500 each.

Reasonably then, one could deduct from
these figures, that radio and television is
heavily counted on by political big-wigs
to motivate people. And it is only when
one studies the amounts of time and
money given over for this purpose that
one asks why men who also purchase time
to sell their products should not slice
their budget in a similar manner? But
yvet to our way of thinking, with 1954
billings and revenue bringing in record
totals, we predict that these people will
soon begin to see what a tight and pulse-
like grip radio and television have upon
the nation.
