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U. S. Educational Radio And Television

DUCATIONAL radio has had a fierce and
fluctuating history since radio came into
its own some 30 odd years ago. In a 15 year
pericd, up to 1936, 168 different educational

institutions were granted 202 broadcasting
licenses, with 73 being taken oul in 1922
alone. With the inception of broadcasting
license grants for educational instituticns,

came the inception of loss or abandonment of
licenses, so that by January 1, 1937, 38 in-
stitutions held licenses. Only 20 of the total
202 licenses granted from 1921 to 1936 were
held fer the entire period. All 38 educational
stations holding licenses in 1937 were AM.

PASIAGRAS

Immediately atter 1945, FM channels be-
came available for educational stations, and
by 1951, more than 100 educational stations
were on the air. Most of them transmitied on
FM. Institutions rushed to get FM broadcast-
ing licenses, since FM was supposed io be
the fulure of the broadcasting medium, unti
television came into being.

Coverage via eaucaiional radio stations was
spotly, and only Alabama, California, Florida,
lllinois. Indiana, lowa., Kansas, Louisiana,
Michigan, Ohio, and Wisconsin had anything
that resembled slatewide coverage, with Wis-
consin being the only state with a statewide
network. In 1950, Seymour N. Siegel of WNYC,
initiated the development of the Tape Nelwork,
in an etfor! to link up slations. As the develop-
men! grew, it became a cooperative enterprise
of the National Association cf Educational
Broadcasters.

With the coming of commercial television,
came the rush for grants for educational TV
stations. Primarily due to lack of funds, num-
ber of grants for educational TV stations
greatly oulnumbered the stations on the air.
Radio has a hislory. Television is making

one now, * * ‘ﬁ(

Many people have argued that educational
lelevision is useless, because commercial TV
outlets can accomplish what is being done
by the educational stations. Programwise,
educational outlets beam not only to adults,
but to school children of varicus ages. Aside
from classroom TV being used as a supple-
ment to the teacher, and courses taught on
television, programs include cultural type
shows like some seen on the BBC and CBC.
Shows which some advecales of American
television, as opposed to BBC type TV pro-
grams, feel would be forced down the throats
cf viewers if beamed on regular commercial

outlets. Various discussions, like “Talk O
The Teens,” in which teenagers quiz civic
leaders and officials on youth problems;

music shows, such as ""Music For Moderns,”
which programs contemporary music giving
a brief history abcut the music and composer
whose music is being aired thal day. and
programs designed for in schocl listening and
viewing which aid the teacher in her daily
tasks, are some of the programs which educa-
lional stalions transmit.

Regular commercial stations also (ransmil
“culture,” but it is arqued that they do not
do so on such a comprehensive scale. In the
five year period television has come into
being for class-room and home-study use,
more than 400 college-level courses have been
given by TV.

As far as education itself is concerned,
relating to the broadcasting medium, Franklin
Dunham, chief of radio and television, U. S.
Office of Education, states, “Educalion is slow
to accept new methods until they justity
themselves under trial. Today we have a
healthy record of achievement with radio over
25 years experience.” Amount of achievemen
is debatable, with many saying there has
been failure if the critericn is the gap between
potentiality and actuality.

HE clearance of music copyrights for commercial performance is a

major responsibility of television and radio program builders. The large
and increasing use of music in these programs would impose almost impos-
sible tasks upon the music users were it not for the facilities developed by
the American Society of Composers, Authors and Publishers (ASCAP) to
meet the questions of copyright clearance. This great American performing
right society, and similar societies in other countries, reflect in their opera-
tions the tremendous growth of radio and television.

Through the simple machinery of a blanket agreement between a licensee
and a performing right society, the licensee obtains complete clearance of
the Society’s complete catalog. ASCAP spends more than three million
dollars annually in its maintenance of program service to its licensees.
Without the overall service obtainable through the Society, the individual
operators would face a host of problems of research and other costly details
of day to day operation.

ASCAP now is in its 42nd year of service to its members and its licensees.
With a membership now in excess of 4,000, its repertory covering two gen-
erations of composers, authors and publishers embraces American music of
every conceivable sort, In addition, foreign societies grant to ASCAP the
right to license their repertories, so that the ASCAP license opens to its
holder vast stores of music the world over.
