HE Broad-
casters, whose seat al present is Santiago,
Chile, is abcut to complete ten years of work.
It gathers tegether praclically all the ussccia-
tions of the American couniries which in
their turn congregate most of the radio and
television stations of their counties. This
means lhe representation of over 3,000 radic
stations and 400 television slations united
arcund the same ideals and cbjectives.

Fundamentally the TAAB upholds the prin-
ciple thai private radic breadcasting is based
on free enterprise, on the system of free and
loval competition, on private initiative and on
freedom for the legitimale exercise of lheir
activities. It is, therefore, the most powerful
and etfective stronghold against government
interference with radio and television. Also, il
is the best check to avoid the establishment
of any policy not in accordance with the demo
cratic ideals or the free and democratic broad-
casting system prevailing on our continent.

Among the achievements of our institution
are:

In 1948 it successlully officiated the petilicn
to the Puerio Rican gcvernmen! for o non
commercial policy in their official radic station.

In the same year it obtained for Guatemala
the resumption of the radio broadcasts through
station "The Voice of Guatemala.”

It has distributed scholarships from the
Lincoln Institute of New York and the Nerth-

westers Radic. and Television School among
the personne!l of breadcasting stalions. Some
ol the grantees have already completed their
lechnical studies on broadcasting, and others
are doing sc at present.

In collaboration with the NARTB it oblained
the revocation of the decision of the Organiz-
ing Commitiecs for the 1954 football competi-

fion fc collect dues from the stalions fer
broadeasting the football games.
[l sent a missicn lo Guatemala to confer

with (heir Presidenl, who promised a legisla-
tion for the radic. and lhe abolishment of com-
mercial ads in the official broadcastings.

Il sent a missicn ‘o Bolivia to ask the quihori-
hes for better warking conditions for the radic
stations and {o promicte the 1eorganization of
their Naticnal Breadeasting Associalion.

At the lust convention it preclaimed a
Peclaration of Ethical Principles, which apart
hom Dbeing of exiraordinary value in ilself,
will serve as lhe basis [or the Code of Ethics
of each Naticnal Assaciaticn.

Il requested und cblained recently from His
Excellency. Pedro Aramburu, Previsional Pres-
ident of the Aigentine Republic, the declara-
lien that the radio slations of lhat ccuntry
ceuld be run by private concerns working un-
der a system cf absolule liberty.

This is only part of what the 1AAB has
achieved through censtant efforis as shown
throughout the bulk of correspondence ad-
dressed mainly to ithe President and high offi-
cials of the dilferent countries and to the
executives of the Naticnal Breadcasting Assc-
ciations among whem. the JAAB steadily keeps
exalling the right principles and striving for
their respeciful observance. We can salely
say, with the cerlainty acquired through actual
facts and the experience of years, that the
[AAB is in itsell a symbol tor the protection
of rights and that it contributes powerlfully 1o
the fact thal thousands of men in America
may work af ease and with the necessary
freedom, in broadcasting activities.
