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THE ROLE OF MUSIC TRANSCRIPTIONS
... Keeps Growing For Radio Stations

By JOHN D. LANGLOIS

President, Lang-Worth Feature Programs, Inc.

N recent weeks Lang-Worth has
published as a service to its sub-
scriber stations the second edition of
a booklet called "Profitunes”. The title
naturally supports our contention that
jingles such as L-W’s "Radio Huck-
sters” service are profit-making tunes
for the modern radio station. But as
a handbook on the sales, production
and promotion-merchandising tech-
niques we have found most effective,
it points out the many opportunities
offered the station by a concept we
might call “Radio Add-vertising”.

These are the added ingredients of
imagination and showmanship, of
smartly competitive selling, of the
creation of opportunities that so often
distinguish the leader from the pack.
It is radio’s good fortune, with its
human personality, to be more ex-
ploitable and merchandiseable than
most other media, and we have found
this true in the use of our owh product
"Radio Hucksters” jingles. What are
some of the aspects of this local
“Radio Add-vertising”? First, helping
the sponsor merchondise his adver-
tising. The radio station can take the
driver's seat by suggesting coordina-
tion of advertising around the air
theme, such as the punch line of «
jingle. lts jingle service can serve as
the base of planned Special Promo-
tions for either an important local
sponsor or aroup of stores allied by
location and kindred interest in at-
tractina customers.

In this way a jingle campaign
could aim to encourage customers to
deal at several stores and businesses
in one area. To shop, for instance, at
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a particular men’s wear store; attend
a particular motion picture theater a
block or so away; and, finally, to
select a late supper to carry home
from a delicatessen right next to the
theater. In this way, then, stores and
businesses in one part of town will
realize they have a potential stake in
each other from this promotion stand-
point.

The station, additionally, can be-
come active in not only the local spon-
sors’ copy problems (most do not have
skilled admen or agencies) but in his
week-to-week sales problems and op-
portunities.

Local advertising agencies, too,
would have a ready-made production
arm in a local station which main-
tains an extensive library of jingle
transcriptions. A complete sound or
musical effect, for instance, could be
at the disposal of the agency to do a
patticular job for his client.

The station can and should keep an
advanced eye on the calendar by
which business and industry lives. It
can romance the medium and the
particular commercials series to the
buyers at the department store, or the
salesmen of branded merchandise
lines which are franchised in town.

That the overall contribution of
these services to stations, sponsors
and advertising agencies is a material
and growing one is evident from the
increasing use of the services from
recent year to vear.

So says “Profitunes,” which is more
or less our Lang-Worth “Radio Huck-
sters” service’s voice of experience in
cales, production and merchandising.

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“(ULTURAL EXCHANGE”-HOME-STYLE
... Gould Hypo Public Service Programs

N the past year, we have heard

much about cultural exchange be-
tween the United States and the Soviet
Union, and our broadcast entertain-
ment has been enriched by the inter-
change of performing talent between
East and West.

Perhaps this international ex-
change, undertaken for reasons of
diplomacy, may serve a purpose be-
yond its original intention by suggest-
ing another kind of cultural exchange
—among broadcasters in the U. S. A.

In two industry-wide conferences
on local public service programming,
held under our company’s auspices,
we have been impressed by the great
quantity and variety of excellent im-
aginative public service programming
being done by radio and television
stations across the country. At the
same time, we have been concerned
by the thought that many of these
fine proarams were seen and heard
only within the coverage areas of the
stations that originated them, though
their messages had universal value
and their method of presentation had
general appeal.

Why don’t broadcasters set up an
inter-station exchange of cood public
service programmina? The thought
seems especially valid when you con-
sider that many stations would like
to schedule more informational and
inspirational programming, but are
limited bv the amount that can be
developed by their own production
facilities. Given the onvortunity to
broadcast other stations’ service ef-
forts in return for permitting added
exposure of their own programs, we
think most stations would participate
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gladly.

The mechanical means for inter-
change are available, and at mod-
erate cost. Radio stations all have
equipment for handling audio tape.
Television programs can be ex-
changed on tape or on film.

The Westinghouse Broadcasting
Company has practiced this idea to
some extent, making its public service
programming available without cost
to educational and non-commercial
stations. We'd like to explore the
possibility of mutual exchanges with
other radio and television stations.

Such a project would have far-
reaching values, in increasing our au-
diences’ familiarity with other com-
munities, their problems and their
points of pride. The east could learn
more of the historical and cultural
heritage of the west; the north might
achieve a richer anpreciation for the
folklore of the south; people in urban
areas would learn more about life

in smaller communities, and vice
versa.
Moreover, we as broadcasters

would learn much from such an ex-
change. If, on a regular basis, we
sow and heard what other stations in
other cities were doing, we would
find ideas and techniques we could
adapt to our own uses, and perhans
in adantina improve on them. We
would find new subijects far explara-
tion, new vardsticks to apnlv to our
own efforts. At the same time. there
is a good chance we would provide
similar help to ather=.

Perhaps cultural exchange, like
charity, can moke a good beginning
at home.
