HE American Society of Composers, Authors and Publishers is a non-
profit organization founded in 1914 as a clearing house for the perform-
ing rights of its members, the creators of music and their publishers.

ASCAP members create the popular music of the day, production music
for Broadway shows and Hollywood films, church and sacred selections,
contemporary classical music — symphonic, chamber and choral works, as
well as country and folk music.

The Copyright Law of 1909 gives to the holder of a musical copyright
the right to receive payment whenever the owner’s music is publicly per-
formed for profit. At the same time the Society affords commercial users
of music a central clearing house where, under a simple licensing agree-
ment, the user may obtain the right to perform the music of more than
5,000 authors and composers and over 1,300 publishers.

The Society’s headquarters are located at 575 Madison Avenue, New
York 22, New York. It maintains twenty-two branch offices in major cities
throughout the country.

The Society’s Board of Directors consists of twelve writer and twelve
publisher members elected biennially by the writer and publisher member-
ship respectively. Its officers are elected annually.

Today, BMI licenses all broadcasting stations and most other enterprises
that use music.

Ag it has for the first two decades of its existence, BMI will continue to
dedicate itgelf to the maintenance of competition and to the encouragement
both of authorship and publishing in the field of music. BMI believes that
America has a musical future which will make even the extraordinary
progress of the last twenty years seem insignificant. BMI pledges itself to
keep the doors of musical opportunity open in the interests of the creators
of music, of the users of musie, and of the American people.

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FOREIGN TV GROWTH
... Not Reflected In TV Sales

OR several years American produ-
cers of filmed TV shows have
been happily studying the increased
set count in overseas markets with
the natural thought that these figures
will mean new and larger markets for
their product.

While the overseas market is rap-
idly expanding in terms of more tele-
vision sets — more restrictions are
continually being set up causing a
greater sales contraction. Let's look
at some of the cold facts: By 1961.
Canadian TV stations must have
45% of their programming of Cana-
dian content. By 1962, this figure will
be upped to 55%. Further limitation
is placed on US product because film
produced any place in the Common-
wealth outside of Canada, and also
in France, is counted as being 50%
Canadian origin. Therefore, a half-
hour show produced in England. Aus-
tralia, etc. is counted as fifteen min-
utes of Canadian time. Naturally.
programming from these {favored
countries takes preference in Cana-
dian station buys.

In Great Britain, the total program-
ming permitted on commercial sta-
tions for non-Commonwealth mater-
ial is 14%. Program contractors care
reqgulated by the Independent Televi-
sion Authority. The BBC is selfrequ-
lating and does not use more than
10% non-British programming. This,
in fact, works out to approximately
one hour daily on each channel al-
lotted for all foreign material—natur-
ally competition for this is fierce.

The outlook for the American syn-
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dicator abroad sales-wise is hardly
as rosy as commonly believed. This
great sales outlet is a misconception
and should not be identified with the
success of American motion pictures
abroad. As foreign markets grow and
expand they increase their own facili-
ties and eventually produce more of
their own television programs and
purchase less from abroad. Thus the
idea that more TV sets overseas
means a greater dollar potential for
American distributors is fallacious.

In minor markets there is an in-
creasing demand for film. But the
prices paid are rock bottom and
eventually these small areas will
also develop their own production as
facilities and trained personnel in-
crease.

One answer to this problem is "“Cir-
cular Distribution” . . . a kind of round
robin which Fremantle International
has used with great success. For in-
stance, shows produced in Australia
are sold in Great Britain, and British
shows are sold in Canada and Aus-
tralia. By so doing we create a
“hospitable climate” for the Ameri-
can shows which we distribute.

There is, fortunately, a more feasi-
ble solution and one that will benefit
every American distributor. That is
increased buying of foreign program
material for use on US television out-
lets. We are probably the market
least open to programming produced
abroad. The insular feeling that the
U. S. product alone is tops in quality
and entertainment value is a strong
mitigating factor against the sale of
American programming elsewhere.

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UK TV FILM PROBLEM

...Year of Technical Decision

V FILM production, tape or tele-

recording. This year should decide
in which technical direction the Brit-
ish Broadcasting Corporation and the
Programme Contractors will move.
With the exception of Independent
Television Corporation, the British-
owned subsidiary of Associated Tel-
evision, no other British company has
so lar gone on record in favor of film
TV production. The big plans for film
series in 1959 have hardly been con-
summated or even confirmed in 1960.
Still haunted by continual failures to
secure network sponsorship are most
of the Contractors, while for the in-
dependent companies, there are
awer avenues to reach financial
backing for these type of series than
at any time in the history of the busi-
ness. Even ITC, whose grosses in
Canada and the States for “The Four
Just Men,” are now tipping 2 million
dollars, is not rushing ahead with
TV series, except after the most ex-
hausting research and experimen-
tation. In the cast of one proposed
series no fewer than three pilot
scripts were completed and still the
go-ahead signal has not been given.
But ITC with its heavy world-wide
commitments of five to six series a
yvear, is in favor of film production
methods.

Managing Director, Lew Grade has
gone on record saying that only this
system or tape shows for spectacu-
lars, etc., have reached the technical
standards necessary for world mar-
ket sales. ABC Television whose
parent company, Associated British
picture Corporation, is closely in-
volved with Warner Bros.. may go

into British film production again, but
so far there have been few signs of
any concrete plans in this direction.

With continuing pressure of the
American company to get greater
exposure on ITV networks, there may
be a few series produced by War-
ners in Britain. if only to qualify for
quota product. Whatever doubts the
companies may have about film
production, there seems no slacken-
ing of enthusiasm for the importance
of tape, although this too is accom-
panied by many presentation prob-
lems. From ATV down to the small-
est Programme Contractor, all the
companies are attempting shows
which can be sold to stations in the
British Commonwealth and usually
on a pre-selling guarantee. Difficulty
arises when the customer wishes to
see the results before purchase. As
one single tape screening session
can cost as much as $200, the en-
tire outlay, even if successful, leaves
little profit in the hands of the travel-
ing salesman. Over here it has been
found that the only way tape can
secure bigger profits for Contractors
is to pre-sell programs all along the
line.

During 1959 and early this year
there have been key appointments
and changes in the staffs of the Con-
tractors and the BBC, alike to enable
first-rate men to head the export sell-
ing side of the operations. Associ-
ated Rediffusion appointed Anthony
Bartley, former CBS Vice-President of
European operations; ABC has Mac-
Gregor Scott of AB Pathe, who. as
well as being managing director of
the latter company. handles overseas

selling for film and TV for the parent
Griffiths, and ATV’s is Elkin Kauf-
man, the Lew and Leslie Grade
trained executive, who has done a
big selling job for both ATV and ITC.
In an effort to develop both the buy-
ing and the selling side of its opera-
tions, the BBC set up its TV promo-
tions department headed by Ronald
Waldman, former business executive
for the corporation.

So far the BBC's policy. with the
exception of the recent NTA deal for
the series “The Third Man,” is to
stick to taped shows or telerecordings.
A system which the corporation
claims to have developed to a far
greater peak of efficiency and clarity
than anyone else. While no demon-
strations have been given to the
press showing the distinctive quali-

& Ve X5

ties of BBC recordings, it is generally
assumed that one factor in its favor
is the time, care and additional per-
sonnel employed to carry out the
operations.

Among the other Contractors, only
AR appears to have any interest in
the development of telerecordings as
opposed to tape. Paul Adorian, man-
aging director of the company be-
lieves that there are great possibili-
ties for longer life and better stand-
ards to be gained from telerecording,
although his company produces «a
great many taped shows. ATV will
not touch recordings, will neither buy
them nor sell them. Granada seems
to prefer video tape. as do such pro-
gressive Contractors like Television
for Wales and the West Country and
Southern Television.

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International TV Stations and Sets

The overall picture of overseas television in 1959 shows rapid and undiminished growth.
At the end of the year, b6 overseas countries, seven more than in 1958, had TV. The
number of transmitting stations abroad, including TV centers, relay and experimental
stations, increased by about 47 per cent from 739 to 1,088. The growth in the number
of television receiver sets in use also kept pace with the extension of transmitting
facilities. There was an increase of almost 9,250,000 sets, 40 per cent, compared with
6,500,000 in 1958, and 3,500,000 in 1957.

Of the more than 32,000,000 sets in usc at the end of the year, the Free World
accounted for about 26,800,000, an increase of 7,200,000 sets over 1958, and the Sino-
Soviet Bloc had about 5,300,000 of which 2,000,000 were acquired in 1959. In the Free
World, Western Europe had 19,900,000 sets; the Far East more than 5,000,000; Latin
America about 2,500,000; and the Ncar East, South Asia and Africa area somewhat
less than 100,000. The United Kingdom with 10,000,000 sets led the Free World, followed
by Japan, West Germany, Italy and France. In the Bloc, the Soviet Union reportedly
hadh4,000,000 sets in use, with East Germany and Czechoslovakia credited with 5,000,000
each.

TV DEVELOPMENTS IN SPAIN
...Newsreels Tops In TV Fare

By BOBBY DEGLANE

Radio-TV Daily, Madrid Bureau

ADRID. — With the recent inau-

guration of the retransmission
situated in the Caro mountain near
Tortosa, Catalufia, and in the Garbi
mountain near Valencia, there has
been an important extension of the
area and range of Spanish television
under the direction of the government
— TVE—, covering more than one
third of the Spanish peninsular. In
this way TV is actually reaching 15
million possible spectators. most of
them without sets. Transmission
equipment and studios operate only
in Madrid and Barcelona alternating
reciprocally. Ddaily programs begin
at 2:45 p.m. lasting until 4 p.m. and
again in the evening from 8:30 p.m.
until 12 p.m.

The resulting picture of Spanish TV
is very clear and of excellent quality.
transmitted with a picture of 625
lines. The programs have improved
since approximately a year ago al-
though there is still much progress to
be made from the artistic viewpoint.
The program arrangers are too in-
flexible perhaps in their desire to
create a sober atmosphere, perhaps
exaggerated, that results in a loss of
naturalness and takes away the in-
nate Spanish qualities of human and
spontaneous joy.

In little less than a year, there has
been a big increase in television sets
for the public, in the area between
Catalufia, Aragén, Levante, Old Cas-
tilla, and New Castilla. Estimated
number of sets in use is approxi-
mately one hundred thousand. Al-
ready in operation is a new trans-
mitting center in Navacerrada at a
height of 8.400 feet, considered the
most powerful in Europe. It's opera-
tion, however is irreqular especially

in the winter months and the stormy
season.

TVE sells space to advertising
agencies and there are already «a
number of sponsors that finance vari-
ous programs. Recently a football
(soccer) international match between
teams of Nice (France) and Real Ma-
drid (Spain) TVE connected by micro
wave a link with “Eurovision net”
showing the match to France, Luxem-
burg, Montecarlo, Belgium, Germany
(West), Austria, Denmark, Sweden.
Switzerland and Italy. It is calculated
that this first transmission was seen
by some 50 million Europeans.

It is also calculated that with the
use of the equipment in Navacerrada,
besides those of Barcelona and Mad-
rid, the number of people — in
proportion to the sets in use — who
can see TV now in Spain reach
more than a million. The programs
that are having the most success are
“Tele-diarios” (newsreels).

Spanish TV does not know yet
or use video tape recording. It is
easily supposed that when TVE will
begin to employ video tape. Ameri-
can present productions, such as
musical shows and others., will be
enjoyed by the Spanish television
spectators. One can equally imagine
that when the Spanish Government
will give licenses to individual pri-
vate compahies, TV in Spain will
really advance. Presenily many pri-
vate companies, operating in radio.
are trying to obtain this authoriza-
tion from the Government. Mean-
while, radio continues prosperously
and with great popularity as the best
organ of commercial advertising with
an estimated twenty million sets in
use.

Germany, saturation is still at a low 15-20 per cent,
compared with 90 per cent for radio. In higher
income brackets it reaches 25-30 per cent, indicat-
ing that high TV set prices are a major obstacle
in the way of o more rapid development of TV.

IRELAND

The Government of lIreland has called upon
Eamonn Andrews of the BBC to head a new Tele-
vision Advisory Committee to develop TV in
Ireland. Mr. Andrews has agreed to serve on a
part time basis, and visuolizes a service like the
BBC with advertisements, but not a commercial
network such as the ITA in the United Kingdom.
A plot of land on top of a mauntain near Dublin
has been purchased for the first transmitter.

ITALY

Despite the remarkable growth of the television
network in Italy, which with 343 transmitters—
second only to the U. S.—now covers proctically
the whole country, stocks on hand of TV sets are
regarded as disturbingly high. At the end of July
1959, there was an inventory accumulation of
100,000 sets compared with 50,000 sets at the
end of 1958. However, this was regarded as
temporary, and a considerable stimulus to sales
was anticipated in expectation of the opening of
o second TV chonnel at the time of the Olympic
Games in Rome this August.

MALTA
The Government of Malta has announced that
it will have a TV station by mid-1960. Though the
initial cost will be provided by the government,
it will not exercise any controls over its program-
ming. The estimated 7,000 TV set owners now
view ltolian TV programs.

NETHERLANDS

So far three separate applications for licenses
to participate in commercial television have been
filed. The Netherlands Newspaper Owners Asso-
ciation and a magazine publishers’ group wish
fo cooperate with existing broadcasting companies,
which are linked to various political parties or
religious groups, and are united in the Netherlands
Television Foundation. The third, the Independent
Television Exploitation Company (OTEM), wishes
to set up a separate commercial TV network along
the lines of the British system.

The Government announced that it was consider-
ing the granting af a license for commercial TV to
the OTEM group. This raised howls of protest
from critics who maintain that if advertising is to
be introduced in TV, it should take the form of
spot commercials, with programming remaining
in the hands of the Netherlands TV Foundation.
The government still has not made any formal
recommendations to Parliament concerning the
form of commercial TV.

A company (VRON) has been formed to broad-
cast commercial radio programs from an offshore
ship. Its initiator, Mr. Lewin te Diemen, has alsa
shown interest in establishing commercial TV by
means of aircraft, at times when the official Neth-
erlands TV is off the air.
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The Minister af Education stated that it is
planned to increase TV transmissions from the
present 15 hours per week to 18 in 1960, 22 in
1961, 26 in 1962, and 30 in 1963, at which time
it is expected that there will be 1,400,000 TV sets
in the country. The government plans to invest a
tatal of 16,000,000 gulden (about $4,250,000)
within the next three years for new TV trons-
mitters, reloy lines, and studio facilities.

NORWAY

Norwegian television officially joined the Euro-
vision network last October.

SWEDEN

The Swedish TV network is expanding rapidly.
Nine additional transmitters went on the air in
the last quarter of the year. Sixty per cent of the
population is now within TV range, and with 17
more transmitters scheduled by mid-1960, the total
will be raised to 70 per cent. By 1965, 95 per
cent of the population will be covered.

A Swedish arganization also plans to begin
commercial television this fall, it is reported. The
company is affiliated with a German concern. The
government-owned and operated radioc and TV
organization is fighting the attempts of the com-
mercial TV company to gain government approval.
Government officials think there is little chance of
the commercial company ever being licensed.

SWITZERLAND

Federal Councillor Wahlen, after consultation
with the Federo! Council, has decided that the
permanent locations for Switzerland’s central tele-
vision studios should be in Zurich and Geneva.
The decision was made after a long study of vari-
ous reports submitted by the PTT, the Swiss Radio
Society and other interested parties. A lively
debate hod followed the proposal of the Swiss
Radio Society’s General Assembly last summer that
Basel and Lausanne should be the sites for the
central television studios. A proposal for the
eventual establishment of a third studio for the
Tessin in Lugano was uncontested. Federal Coun-
cillor Wahlen stated that television in Switzerland
should not be regional or cantonal but must be
Swiss, and that it is the responsibility of the central
studias to reflect the heterogeneous qualities of the
country in their programming.

UNITED KINGDOM

This has been a peak year for television in the
United Kingdom. Sales are estimated at 18 per
cent greater than in 1958. Praduction of TV sets
reached 2,700,000. With the constructian of
several new transmitting stations of the BBC and
ITA, the former now covers 99 per cent of the
population, and the commercial service can now
reach over 90 per cent. lt has also been a.vers
profitable year for the programming companies.

The ITA has asked the Postmaster General for
permission to increase its broadcasting from 50 ta
71 hours per week, and the daily maximum fram
8 ta 11 hours. The authority thinks that “strong
arguments are necessary in a free cammunity to
justify a state of affairs in which people can

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listen virtually at any time to sound programs,
whilst the availability of TV is arbitrarily re-
stricted.”

The Chairman of the monufacturing firm PYE,
Ltd. expressed his regret that the authorities have
not yet seen fit to inaugurate a 625-line TV trans-
mission, as “the overall pattern of Europeon TV
develapments is such thot Britoin will be com-
pelled in the end to change to 625 lines or fall
behind in TV prestige.”” Such a development
would also greatly expond TV set exports.

BBC Schools Television has mode the transition
from an experimental to a permanent service, and
is in fact the first permanent nation-wide service
of Schools Television broodcasts anywhere in the
world. By September 1960 the present output
will be doubled to ten programs a week with
telerecorded repeats of all of them, ond will in-
clude programs far primary schools and sixth
forms in grammar schools.

YUGOSLAVIA

Viewers in Sarajevo were recently oble to watch
TV for the first time by means of a ane-way
Belgrade-Sarajevo link. Plans call for the con-
struction af a TV station in the city in 1961. Yugo-
slav factories are expected to produce 15,500 TV
sets in 1960. An additional 10,000 sets will be
imported during the yeor.

LATIN AMERICA

ARGENTINA

A television survey corried out in Buenos Aires
indicated that (1) the TV audience totalled about
1,400,000 with about four viewers per set; (2) there
are more women viewers than men; (3) children
under 14 comprise less than o fifth of the oudi-
ence; (4) peak viewing hours are between 8 and
10 p.m.; (5) eight of ten female viewers try not
to miss their favorite programs—dramatic TV
shows; (6) with one program only, the important
element is the time, not the progrom or the per-
formers; and (7) people with both radio ond TV
sets in their homes listen little to radio when TV
is on the air, except on Sunday ofterncons when
a substantial percentage of males listen to footboll
broadcasts on the radio.

A new company, Argentine Tele Film, has been
founded to produce films for TV. The company
will begin by producing five serials which will show

the Argentine countryside. The films will be dubbed

in English for North Americon TV use.

BRAZIL

According to a Radio Tupi broadcost, the Rio
de Janeiro-Sao Paulo-Belo Horizonte Tupi TV
hookup was expected to be completed late in
December or early in January. This will enoble
people in Minas Gerais to view Rio and Soo Paulo
programs. Seven microwave towers were being
constructed between Belo Horizonte and the federal
capital. The first television station in Ria Gronde
do Sul province, Televisao Piratini, was inaugu-
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rated in Porto Alegre on December 21.

President Kubitschek decreed thot the new capi-
tal, Brasilio, will be ossigned channels 3, 6, 8,
and 10, it is reported. One of these will be used
in conjunction with Radie Nacional, Brosilia.

CHILE

In oddition to the Catholic Universities in Santi-
ogo ond Valporoiso which now have experimental
television, the University of Chile in Santiugo has
olso erected its antenna, and is preparing to tele-
cast on channel 9 with 1,500 watts. The President
of Chile has refused o request for autharization
of o commercial TV stotion. He believes, it is
cloimed, the country’s resources would thereby be
diverted to non-productive channels, through the
import of TV sets ond transmitting equipment.

COSTA RICA

The first license for the establishment of a
commercial TV stotion was issued to Corlos Manuel
Reyes Zomoro in October. The company, Tele-
visora de Costa Rica, Ltd., expects to go on the
air in Jonuory with American standards and equip-
ment. American Broodcasting-Paramount Theaters,
Inc. has a 35 per cent interest in this station. The
compony intends to import about 3,000 used but
serviceable TV sets from the United States. A
second TV stotion to be operated by Compania
Televisora Nacional, S.A. is expected to initiate
tronsmissions later in 1960,

CUBA

The Minister of Communications stated that per-
mission hod been granted to several TV stations
to erect booster towers in Pinar del Rio province
wherz reception was poor. Radio ond TV networks
havz been hoving labor troubles recently.

ECUADOR

Regulations governing television broodcasting in
Ecuador went into effect on December 5, 1959. The
Director Generol for Communicotions stoted that
os yet no licenses hod been issued, though three
groups, including the Protestant missionary or-
ganization which operotes the ““Voice of the
Andes’” radio stotion, had applied for permits.

Ecuadorean TV will follow American standards.
Transmitters must have o minimum power of 250
watts, and a 50,000 sucre (about $3,000) guaran-
tee will be required from license applicants. Per-
sonnel employed must be at least 75 per cent
Ecuadorean. Llicenses will be granted only to Ecua-
dorean citizens, companies, or corporations. How-
ever, non-Ecuodoreons may porticipate with Ecua-
dorean interests in such activities.

Severol American broadcasting organizations
have olready shown interest in Ecuadorean iele-
vision.

HAITI

Hoiti's first TV station, Tele-Haiti, went on the
air on December 13. An estimated audience of
4,000 persons viewed the show. Tele-Haiti expects
to telecost four hours per doy from 6 to 10 p.m.,
and also from 2 to 6 p.m. on Sundoys. Films will
be shown mainly for the first months of operation.
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HONDURAS

Television was inaugurated in Honduras last
September when station HRTG, channel 5, owned
and operated by Compania Televisora Hondurena,
S.A., went on the air. The station telecasts for
six hours daily fram 4:30 to 10:30 p.m. Receptian
is good in the Tegucigalpa area and telecasts are
being received in San Pedro Sula, appraximately
200 miles away. There are some 400 TV sets in
the capital, and large crawds watch TV on sets
installed in shop windows.

MEXICO

According to trade sources, an ultimate link be-
tween American and Mexican televisian may be-
came a reality. In recent months, Emilia Azcarraga,
head of the XEW-TV network, has been holding
a series of talks with American TV executives with
the same gaal. A project to study the form in
which the link can be achieved is being readied,
with top technical men on both sides acting an a
joint commission.

The Department of Communications announced
that it has on hand 56 applicatians for the estab-
lishment of new TV stations, and that by the end
of 1960, the country wauld have full TV coverage.
Ten new independent TV stations in key Mexican
cities will be inaugurated in the first quarter of
1960, accarding ta plans of concession holders.

PANAMA
Circuito RPC-TV, channel 4, owned by the Eleta
brothers, began experimental transmissions in
September. The antenna is installed on a peak in
the Penoncita range about 11 miles from Panama
City. The statian’s effective radiated power is 12

kilawatts.
PERU

Lima’s third cammercial TV station, Panameri-
cana TV on channel 13, was inaugurated on
Octaber 16. lIsaac R. Llindley is president of the
organizatian which is capitalized at 13 million
sales (about $465,000). The transmitter was de-
signed by Philips, according to press reports, and
has a potential autput of 50 kw. The station is
lacated in an ultra-modern five story building
which will have two recording roams, one film
studia, and two large productian studios. The
antenna is abaut 375 feet high and is located in
the rear of the building.

NEAR EAST

ALGERIA

A television statian relaying Algiers went an
the air in Tizi-Ouzou. It aperates on channel 7
with a power af 300 watts.

CENTRAL AFRICAN FEDERATION

The Federal Government, through the Federal
Broadcasting Carparation, has awarded a con-
tract to pravide television in the Federation to
Rhodesia Television (Pvt.) Limited (R.T.V.). Under
a fifteen-year agreement, R.T.V. will pravide a
televisian service far the Federation, starting in
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Salisbury, passibly in August 1960. Service is
expected to be extended to the Bulawayo area in
1961 and to the Copperbelt of Northern Rhodesia
in 1962.

The new service will be supported by commercial
advertising which will be limited to ten per cent
of program time, ar an average of six minutes in
an haur. Na decision has yet been reached on the
amaunt of viewers’ license fees which will accrue
ta the F.B.C.

A 625-line system will be used. It is planned
to telecast four hours per day. The contractor will
supply pragrams, but the F.B.C. will have control
over them, and will originate the newscasts.

IRAN

The secand televisian station in Iran recently
began test transmissians in Abadan. The RCA-
equipped studio is awned by the Sabets, and is
a cammercial enterprise like their lran-TV station
in Tehran. Telecasts will be increased from the
initial 2% hours three times a week to 3% hours
five times a week. It is reported that 1,400 TV
sets are in use in Abadan. Adequate reception is
limited ta the Khorramshahr-Abadan area.

IRAQ
A Baghdad broadcast on December 20 stated
that the Iraqi cabinet had appraved commercial
advertising over the Iraqi TV netwark.

ISRAEL

In spite of reports that Israel was considering
the establishment aof television, Prime Minister
Ben-Gurian—in answer ta questions of the Israel
Newspaper Editars Cammittee—stated that TV
shauld not be introduced inta the cauntry, as this
wauld mean raising living standards while the
country was still dependent on external aid for

necessities.
JORDAN

The Jordanian cabinet decided ta hire a foreign
expert to study the praspects of establishing a
Jordanian television system.

KENYA

The Kenya TV Commissian is soliciting the views
of racial, religious, community and financial inter-
ests regarding the establishment of TV in Kenya.
A questiannaire, asking far detailed plans, s
being sent to organizations, both domestic and
foreign, that have already submitted memoranda
on the intraduction of TV in Kenya.

LEBANON

It is reported that the gavernment has gronted
a cammercial TV statian franchise to a third
group in Lebanon. The only organization, how-
ever, that is on the air is the ariginal Television
Company of Llebanan (TCL). The excise tax on
radio and televisian receivers, sald by importers
and dealers in lebanan, has been dropped by

official decree.
LIBYA

The Armed Forces Television station at Wheelus
Air Base in Tripali began a series of half hour
weekly pragrams in Arabic an Octaber 1.

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NIGERIA

Western Nigeria TV was inavgurated on Oc-
tober 31. Programs originate in Ibadan and are
sent out over two transmitters, one at Ibadan, and
the other at Abafon near Lagos. There are 3% to
4 hours of commercial evening programs, and a
one hour noontime educational telecast daily.
About 700 TV sets have reportedly been sold.

TURKEY

The Turkish Information Office reported that
foreign concerns were invited to submit technical
and financial suggestions of a preliminary nature
pertaining to the establishment of a television net-
work in Turkey. The project covers the construc-
tion of transmitters, studio facilities and mobile
units in Ankara and lIstanbul; a transmitter and
mobile units for lzmir; and a TV link between the
transmitters for simultaneous broadcast of pro-
grams. The 625-line West European system is to
be used. The government is also interested in
receiving proposals for the establishment of plants
for the manufacture of radio and TV sets in
Turkey.

UNITED ARAB REPUBLIC

On December 19, an agreement was signed
between the United States and the United Arab
Republic providing for a loan of LE 4,500,000 to
finance the television project. The plans of the
UAR television authorities call for nine transmitters.
It is anticipated that operations will begin by
July 23, 1960, a national anniversary. A contract
was signed between the UAR and the Radio Cor-
poration of America to provide the equipment for
the broadcasting system. Arrangements have not
yet been made for the TV receiving set factory.

The first TV lInstitute in the Middle East was
inaugurated by Deputy Minister for Presidential
Affairs Hatem on November 22. The curriculum
includes lectures on directing, script writing, TV
camera work and other subjects. In discussions
with USIS officials, the organizers of the Institute,
as well as the members of the program committee
of UAR-TY, expressed interest in securing program
and technical assistance.

FAR EAST

AUSTRALIA

Three years after its inauguration, 30 per cent
of Australian homes have television. Twelve sta-
tions are now in aperation, and several athers
are expected to go on the air soon. In the last
quarter, stations were taken into service in Queens-
land, South Australia, and Western Australia. Ap-
plications for 13 regional stations have been over-
subscribed, and it is estimated that by the end of
1960 TV will be available to 8,000,000 Aus-
tralians.

JAPAN
Television continues to expand rapidly in Japan.
More than 4,250,000 TV sets were in use by year-
end, and the TV network was expanded to 87

transmitting stations, consisting of 44 NHK {Gov-
ernment) and 43 commercial stations. An NHK
official set a goal of 10,000,000 TV sets by the time
of the Tokyo Olympics in 1964.

MALAYA

Two Radio Malaya officials stated to the press
on November 24 that they thought that the Federa-
tion Government should introduce television soon.
Returning from an educational exchange visit to
the United States, they commented on the facilities
in American universities for training in radio and
TV broadcasting, and suggested that similar
courses be inaugurated in Malaya in preparation
for the eventual introduction of television.

NEW ZEALAND

Experimental television transmissions from a
low-power station in Auckland have recently been
started, using the 625-line system. The vision and
sound rated powers are 500 watts and 250 watts
respectively and the transmission is on channel 2.
Work is going on to select suitable sites for trans-
mitting stations, to determine the effective cover-
age and to work out a frequency allocation plan.

Their arrangement of channels differs from that
adopted in Australia, although New Zealand
channels Nos. 4, 5, 6, 7, and 9 are the same as
Australian channels Nos. 6, 7, 8, 9, 10 respectively.
Trade sources report that prior to statements by
the Deputy Prime Minister and the Minister of
Broadcasting that TV would be state-controlled in
New Zealand, a metropolitan newspaper had been
exploring the possibilities of obtaining an option
for a commercial station.

OKINAWA

The transmitter of the Okinawa Television
Broadcasting Company was reported to be nearing
completion, and experimental transmissions were
expected to begin in November 1959. A license
for the construction of another TV station was also
granted to the Ryukyu Broadcasting Corporation
on October 1.

PHILIPPINES
Station DZBB-TV of the Republic Broadcasting
System is currently telecasting filmed material on
more or less a test basis with a weak signal. A
fourth station, DZTV, under American ownership,
is expected to be on the air shortly.

THAILAND

A communications evaluation survey among
opinion leaders in Thailand—government officials,
teachers, students, and business men—was carried
out in April 1959. Of these, two out af three
owned a TV set. Forty-four per cent of set owners
watched TV on channel 4 (Thai TV) and seven per
cent on channel 7 (Army TV), while 16 per cent
were not sure and 33 per cent did not answer.
Thus among the 51 per cent of set owners who
identified the stations, Thai TV was favored by
more than six to one.
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
