“misleading advertising” in tele-
vision commercials a subject for pub-
lic discussion, the difficulties facing
the advertising agency and manu-
facturer of products, which do not
lend themselves properly to the limi-
tations of live photography without
some adaptation, have become a
matter of serious concern within the
ranks of those responsible for televi-
sion commercial production.

To the experienced. the line be-
tween photographic necessity and
deception is clear and well defined,
but this is no longer the entire issue.
Utterly confused by charges and
countercharges the viewer is incap-
able of making the distinction. He has
been given the impression that pho-
togeny and misrepresentation are
synonymous and the climate of sus-
picion and distrust which has been
created, distracts him from the sales
message and puts him in the mood
to examine all advertising claims
circumspectively and to be wary of
camera trickery in live filmed televi-
sion commercials. We feel that there
is an answer to this perplexing un-
certainty of what can and what can-
not be done—an answer which both
solves the problem and avoids the
controversy: Animation! Animation,
by its very nature. provides the artis-
tic license that live photography has
now been deprived of by this dispute.

It is no secret that the use of ani-
mated commercials and combina-
tions of animation and live footage
has increased tremendously in recent
years.

Among the many advantageous
factors inherent in the use of anima-
tion in television commercials, is the
opportunity to create completely dis-
tinctive personalities. Here we have
limitless freedom to design charac-
ters of nearly universal appeal, who
become identified with the sponsor’s
product to such an extent that they
begin to sell the moment they appear
on the screen. Animation also makes
it possible to enjoy unlimited contin-
uity of these characters without the
many obvious shortcomings of using
live persondalities. In addition, the
production of animated commercials
can, in many instances, be accom-
plished at a substantially lower cost
than studio or location shooting.

But most important is the ability of
the animator to combine entertain-
ment with advertising, humor with
sales message, and to interweave
both into a likeable commercial. The
flexibility of the cartoon character
permits the use of material and situ-
ations which might be difficult or im-
possible under live conditions.

By no means do we suggest that
animation should be used in all tele-
vision commercials. Far from itl! The
maijor share of our business is—and
always will be — live production.
Most products or situations have no
photographic problems or their prob-
lems can easily be corrected to the
full satisfaction of the most skeptical
viewer. There is plenty of room for
imaginative photography and crea-
tive presentation in the studio or on
location without running afoul of
those inclined to be cynical.

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At the end of 1959 there were about 165,700,000 radio sets and an additional 38,900,000
wired speakers in the world, exclusive of the United States, its territories and Conada.
These figures indicate an increase of 12,000,000 sets (8%2) and 7,000,000 wired speakers
(229%) during the year. The greatest expausion occurred in the Communist Bloc in
Eastern Europe. The second greatest gainer was the Near East, South Asia and Africa
Avrea, which abnost dowbled its 1958 increase. In terms of sub-areas, the visit of a USIA
officer to Africa yielded up-to-date statistics for countries of this fuereasingly important
continent. As a result an inerease of 750,000 sets (40%) was indicated in the countries
of non-Arabic Africa.

There appears to be a slowdown in the rate of increase in Western Ewrope and in the
Far East. In this connection, the rapid growth of television, in many countries of
Western Europe and in Japan, seems to have resulted in a gradual reduction in the rate
of growth of vadio, if not a decline in some cases. A typical example is that of Japan
where the number of radio sets in use had been constantly and steadily incireasing up to
the end of 1958, and then began deciining just as steadily for a net loss of more than
half a million sets in 1959. Concurrently television is expanding at a tremendous rate
in Japan and the United Kingdom.

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NETWORK RADIO OFFERS
... Mass Out-Of-Home Audiences

By ROBERT R. PAULEY
Vice President in Chg., ABC Radio Network

NO matter how you look at it, it is
practically impossible to find a
b=d network radio buy. Network ra-
dio continues to deliver the pene-
trating coverags, sizeable audiences
ond low costs that make it, to objec-
tive observers, advertising’s most en-
ticing medium. But network radio has
been short changed by many who
have tried to bury it. who consider it
obsolecte, How “obsolete” is radio?

To the people who bought some 22
million radio sets last year, radio is
far from obsolete, it is vital. You don’t
buy radios to use as furniture. You
buy them for listening. Every home in
America listens to radio. People drive
with radio, walk with radio, wake up
to radio and pay attention to radio.

Advertisers who have paid atten-
tion to radio have found it pays off
for them. ABC can, for example, give
an advertiser 28 commercials a week
with a cost per thousand homes of
$.84. I} you add the out-of-homes
audience, this cost is reduced to $.64.
and that is a conservative estimate.

To reach the home, network radio
is a good buy. But the medium offers
more: a mass out-of-home plus audi-
ence that has never been accurately
measured. There are some indica-
tions as to its listening and buying
strength, however.

There are 38 million radios in auto-
mobiles. There are over 18 million
portable radios, 10 million radios in
public places such as hotels, etc., and
five million radios on boats.

This mobility and companionabil-
ity which radio offers is equaled by
no other media. It is a common sight
to see people walking down city

streets listening to transistor radios.
I have seen women in supermarkets
carrying transistor radios listening to
their favorite programs.

The advertiser is with the shopper
as she drives to the retail outlet, and
in cases I have observed, is actually
with her as her hand moves toward
the product. But radio’s flexibility
goes far beyond its mobile listening
audience.

Radio’s area of strongest flexibility
is in its programming. No one need
be told of the swiftness and complete-
ness with which radio covers news
events, bringing them to the Ameri-
can public faster than any other
media.

The fifties saw network radio pull-
ing back to put itself in a stronger po-
sition. At ABC Radio, our retrench-
ment state is over. Our affiliates and
advertisers have increased in num-
ber. Our task now, and the task of all
people in radio, is to be constantly
aware of the strength in radio and to
face the responsibilities it creates,
and to honestly meet and overcome
its problems.

One of the things we need in order
to do this, is better qualitative re-
search. More is needed than just
counting noses. Radio must find
ways to measure its penetration and
its impact both in and out of the
home.

Now is the time when this must be
done: during 1960. And in the ensu-
ing years of this decade, network ra-
dio must grow and become increas-
ingly important to both advertisers
and audiences to fill its rightful place
in the world of communications.
