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PUBLIC SERVICE IN TV
... Truth Objectively Presented

AST year, after what was probably

the biggest and most publicized
soul-searching experience in the his-
tory of radio-television, the words
“public service”” were rediscovered,
dusted off and even put on a pedestal
for solemn worship.

But what the headlines didn‘t spell
out was that public service program-
ming has been going on, especially
on the local radio and television
level, for a long time. And it is the
local TV station’s public affairs and
news director who has needed pro-
gram material more than anyone
else.

It's been the function of the BIS
Radio-TV Division to fill these needs
with a variety of free program mater-
ial—all of which can be credited to
and accepted as public service pro-
gramming.

Probably the most usetul single
service the BIS provides is the TV
newsbriefs. These are free film clips
sent to local TV news directors and
newscasters at the rate of 2-3 per
week for inclusion in newscasts or
news-in-depth shows. They are fea-
tures rather than hot news. This is a
supplementary service that in no
way intends to compete with the
news services of TV reels or net-
works. As a matter of fact, we at BIS
bend over backwards arranging for
commercial news services to do their
own coverage of British stories when-
ever they want to—and offer them
any of the stories we release.

If you don’t know who we are or
what we do. seeing the phrase “an
agency of the British Government”

after our name might make you feel
inclined to raise a sceptical eyebrow
and ask “what are they trying to sell
me?”’

The simple answer is facts based
on fruth. objectively presented —
about some of the vital problems of
our complex world. And for those of
us who are privileged to live in de-
mocracies, it's a demanding world
from which none of us can afford to
retire to the rumpus room.

To illustrate how we try to do it
during the tense moments of the con-
troversial Cyprus emergency we re-
leased a 15 minute TV documentary.

The film was called “Cyprus—
Three Points of View:” it was inde-
pendently produced by an American
and then offered to us for distribu-
tion. Naturally, it presented the offi-
cial British arguments, but for one-
third of the film only. Equal time was
given to Archbishop Makarios,
whose speech was as free and un-
hampered as ever, and to Dr. Kui-
chuk, who spoke on behalf of the
Turkish minority in Cyprus.

Other TV series are available, to-
gether with more than 100 individual
documentary TV films covering just
about everything from Wimbledon to
Whitehall.

Besides programs distributed from
New York, there are twelve Informa-
tion Officers at British Consulates
throughout the country who are
ready and willing to help the broad-
caster get the coverage, information
or guest he wants for his show.

As always all your questions are
welcome and so are your criticisms.

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INDIE DOCUMENTARIES

... Appeal To Local Advertisers

By FRED M. THROWER

General Manager, WPIX, New York

INCE the recent Congressional
hearings on the state of this in-
dustry, there has been a marked em-
phasis on programming classified as
“Public Affairs” programming . . .
i.e.. a program which performs a ser-
vice to the viewer, which educates
and informs. as well as entertains. In
the past, this field has been left al-
most exclusively to the networks.

Two years ago, New York's inde-
pendent WPIX-11 embarked on an
experiment . . . the production and
syndication of an hour-long docu-
mentary. “The Russian Revolution.”
This special “telementary” brought
viewers the actual eye-witness films
of the evenis leading up to and in-
cluding the Bolshevik Revolution. It
laid bare the deceptions of Commun-
ism and gave historical evidence as
to how a handful of zealots used the
distressed plight of the Russian
people to erect an anarchy more ty-
rannical than that which was over-
thrown. ““The Russian Revolution”
was premiered in prime evening time
{9:00 PM on a Tuesday night in New
York) and well out-rated each of the
three network flagship stations. Such
success went far beyond our expecta-
tions ... and proved that a vast com-
mercial market existed for such pro-
ductions. We became and remain
. . . the only independent television
station producing ““documentary
spectaculars” for independent station
consumption.

"“The Russian Revolution,” has
been sold to 68 TV stations in the
United States and Canada. “Cold
War-Berlin Crisis”—our second docu-
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mentary—has been sold in over 70
markets (12 major markets bought the
production sight unseen within 24
hours after the initial announcement
of its availability). “The Secret Life of
Adolf Hitler,” the third in the series of
station documentaries, is currently in
syndication o 20 stations.

These WPIX-produced documen-
taries are unique. They are the only
real “spectaculars” available to local
advertisers. As “spectaculars,” they
offer the same values on a local level
to local advertisers, as spectaculars
on a network offer to network adver-
tisers.

Sponsors of these documentaries
across the country are among the
finest local advertisers . . . banks,
newspapers, utility companies, real
estate companies, automotive com-
panies, etc. Many are ’“repeaters.”
sponsoring each WPIX special as it
becomes avdailable. Certainly this is
proof that the documentaries pro-
duced and syndicated by WPIX-11
appeal strongly to important local
advertisers who are looking for a TV
"spectacular” of their own in their
market. Co-incidentally, local sta-
tions use the WPIX programs for the
same purpose . . . that is, to bring
added prestige to the station telecast-
ing these presentations.

One of the basic purposes of these
documentaries is to recreate for the
audience a most influential period in
history.

Our stalf is now hard at work on
documentary number four ... "Wom-
an Behind a Dictator,” the story of
Evita Peron.
