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NETWORK RADIO OFFERS
... Mass Out-Of-Home Audiences

NO matter how you look at it, it is
practically impossible to find a
b=d network radio buy. Network ra-
dio continues to deliver the pene-
trating coverags, sizeable audiences
ond low costs that make it, to objec-
tive observers, advertising’s most en-
ticing medium. But network radio has
been short changed by many who
have tried to bury it. who consider it
obsolecte, How “obsolete” is radio?

To the people who bought some 22
million radio sets last year, radio is
far from obsolete, it is vital. You don’t
buy radios to use as furniture. You
buy them for listening. Every home in
America listens to radio. People drive
with radio, walk with radio, wake up
to radio and pay attention to radio.

Advertisers who have paid atten-
tion to radio have found it pays off
for them. ABC can, for example, give
an advertiser 28 commercials a week
with a cost per thousand homes of
$.84. I} you add the out-of-homes
audience, this cost is reduced to $.64.
and that is a conservative estimate.

To reach the home, network radio
is a good buy. But the medium offers
more: a mass out-of-home plus audi-
ence that has never been accurately
measured. There are some indica-
tions as to its listening and buying
strength, however.

There are 38 million radios in auto-
mobiles. There are over 18 million
portable radios, 10 million radios in
public places such as hotels, etc., and
five million radios on boats.

This mobility and companionabil-
ity which radio offers is equaled by
no other media. It is a common sight
to see people walking down city
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streets listening to transistor radios.
I have seen women in supermarkets
carrying transistor radios listening to
their favorite programs.

The advertiser is with the shopper
as she drives to the retail outlet, and
in cases I have observed, is actually
with her as her hand moves toward
the product. But radio’s flexibility
goes far beyond its mobile listening
audience.

Radio’s area of strongest flexibility
is in its programming. No one need
be told of the swiftness and complete-
ness with which radio covers news
events, bringing them to the Ameri-
can public faster than any other
media.

The fifties saw network radio pull-
ing back to put itself in a stronger po-
sition. At ABC Radio, our retrench-
ment state is over. Our affiliates and
advertisers have increased in num-
ber. Our task now, and the task of all
people in radio, is to be constantly
aware of the strength in radio and to
face the responsibilities it creates,
and to honestly meet and overcome
its problems.

One of the things we need in order
to do this, is better qualitative re-
search. More is needed than just
counting noses. Radio must find
ways to measure its penetration and
its impact both in and out of the
home.

Now is the time when this must be
done: during 1960. And in the ensu-
ing years of this decade, network ra-
dio must grow and become increas-
ingly important to both advertisers
and audiences to fill its rightful place
in the world of communications.

... No Remote Controlled Jukebox

N appraisal of network radio today
reveals, more than any other
single fact. the medium’s extraordin-
ary adaptability to modern condi-
tions. Network radio, of course, is
modern in much the same sense that
plays on Broadway this season are
modern. Theatrical techniques have
changed greatly over the years—but
the proscenium arch of Shake-
speare’'s time is still here. Similarly,
network radio’s techniques have
changed-—but the central fact and
form of communication by sound is
still there.

The CBS Radio Network and its ai-
filiated stations were the first in the
medium to take a long, hard-headed
look at the changing economics and
new advertising requirements of net-
work radio, and to come up with «a
real answer. Not a change in spare
parts. but a change in the whole ma-
chinery. Our answer has been the
Program Consolidation Plan. After a
full year of operation under the plan.
it is good to be able to say it works.

The fact that it works has enabled
us to do two things. One: continue to
broadcast what most critics and lis-
teners believe to be the most effec-
tive. most complete program sched-
ule in all radio. Two: continue to de-
liver to advertisers a method to reach
millions of people. with top-caliber
programs and personalities, at costs
so low that they amortize the costs of
other national media for the big ad-
vertiser . . . and offer low-budget ad-
vertisers (and low-budget brands) a
national medium complete in itself.

Thus. by creating a workable,
profitable economic structure, PCP
has made it possible for this radio
network to continue to operate under
its own “proscenium arch.” In other
words. to continue as the branch of
show-business that network radio in-
herently is.

Why is this good? Because radio
is too useful, too powerful and too
versatile an instrument to content it-
self with being merely a crier of
headlines or an electronic, remote-
controlled juke box. And because not
only radio’s capabilities but radio’s
public responsibilities go far beyond
such limited functions.

There is the obligation to bring
Americans more than hard news
alone: to present thoughtful analysis:
careful examinations of urgent topics:
debates; interviews. There is the
need to bring listeners directly to
momentous events in history: politi-
cal conventions; the coronation of a
Pope; the President’s trips abroad:
the visit of a Khrushchev to the
United States. There’s the unique role
network radio can play in continuing
the nation’s cultural heritage—espe-
cially with our young people in mind
—through great symphonies, discus-
sions of literature and the humanities,
as in an Invitation to Learning.

Finally. there’s an important place,
too. for drama and comedy and the
magic of inimitable personalities. In
the nature of things, only a radio net-
work is equipped to present such pro-
gramming; it is beyond the compass
of the individual station.
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Any network radio count® you use —share of most popular
sponsored programs or homes delivered per average commercial
minute; listening in the big cities or across the country —you find
the same name in the same place: CBS Radio, first.

It figures. The programs are here. Where else, for example, do
you find a morning lineup to touch Arthur Godfrey, Garry Moore,
Art Linkletter, Bing Crosby and Rosemary Clooney! Not to
mention the daytime serials...the comedy...the variety and
good music...the CBS News caliber of reporting.

In short, this is a network program schedule. It attracts the
largest audiences, holds their interest and attention, and delivers
to advertisers a strong, identifiable framework for sales messages

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POWER OF LOCAL RADIO
...KBS Marks 20th Anniversary

HIS year marks the 20th anniver-
sary of the founding of the Key-
stone Broadcasting System. Inc. In-
augurated in 1940, Keystone started
out with 66 member stations. Today
we have 1091 affiliates, an increase
of over 1500 per cent. And with the
expansion of our national coverage,
I am dlso happy to report our con-
tinuing growth in national billings.
For the third year in succession. we
have enjoyed peak business and,
for self-evident reasons, I am confi-
dent that this trend will continue dur-
ing the new decade.

In previous messages here, I have
submitted extensive evidence in sup-
port of the importance of local radio
on the local level at the point of sale
to national advertisers and their re-
spective agencies, and I feel that the
dramatic resurgence of radio during
the past three years has more than
substantiated this firm conviction.

tha C & D markets make me confi-
dent of Keystone's great future dur-
ing the coming decade.

NETWORKING THE NEWS
... Radio Provides Headline Punch

By ROBERT F. HURLEIGH

President, Mutual Broadcasting System

EVER since the first radio message
was transmitted December 21,
1902. broadcasting has become par-
amount as a means of swift, com-
pletely iflexible communications be-
tween the peoples of the world.

Code has been replaced by voice.
Language barriers have been over-
come by the need for understanding
and comprehension. Radio was the
kinetic force that set this pattern in
motion. 1

Through the years radio ran di-
verse paths. It overshadowed its com-
munications fortes with solid, quite
exemplary presentations of entertain-
ment features. Radio. due probably
to limitations expressly placed in its
path by persons with limited fore-
sight. became enterprising and
showed sufficient initiative to domi-
nate the waking moments of every
person within ear-shot.

Television changed this pattern,
particularly in the years following
the 1952 advent of coast-to-coast TV.
Now television has become the domi-
nant cost-free entertainment medium
—and radio’s again stressing its com-
munications advantages.

Radio has no peer in this respect.
A microphone can be toted into areas
where cameras are taboo—or un-
wieldly and impractical. But, most
importantly. radio permits news-hun-
gry people to actually hear the words
that make the news—with the voices
of those actually uttering the words.

This is important. It is most drama-
tic—for it provides the headline
punch. Because radio has today
made the entire world a huge sound-

216

ing board for public opinion.

We at the Mutual Broadcasting
System believe we have contributed
immeasurably to this development.
Always a network that devoted itself
extensively to news, special events,
public service and sports broadcast-
ing, MBS—in the ‘50’s—began to am-
plity already well-established ser-
vices, increasingly devoting more of
its network time and facilities to
these, rather than to entertainment
programming.

But Mutual went one step farther.
On June 2. 1957 Mutual made a clean
break with traditional network pro-
gramming. Starting that day Mutual
became a service network—keyed to
the proposition of building the pres-
tige, rapport. trust and community
consciousness of its affiliated stations
within their own communities.

That this has been effective is dem-
onstrated by the rapid rise in the
number of affiliates—a rise which,
we hope this year, will return us to
the 500-station mark. or more, which
we enjoyed some years back.

I have repeatedly said in public
appearances and I repeat it here—
we care more that people listen to the
Mutual affiliate in their community
than that they recognize segments of
that station’s programming as Mu-
tual feeds. We want our integration
into the local station’s programming
concept to be so absolute that the
network personalities on news pro-
gram, and network feature news-in-
depth shows., become recognizable

primarily as features exclusive to the
MBS affiliate.

N JANUARY 4, 1960 NBC Radio

launched a dramatic, and we
believe, highly progressive break
with tradition. It could be called
Action Programming. On that date,
passive, put - your - feet - up program
concepts were scrapped. In the ex-
citing dacade ahead America wants
and must have a listening service
thzt is as dalive and as vibrant as
the challenges we face. Man's
imagination is limitless, but I doubt
that even the most accurate crystal
ball could prophesy all the dramatic
developments w2 will witness within
the next ten years.

In business, we have been in-
trigued and impressed by the recent
stream of economic predictions, fore-
casts and expert opinions that seem
to guarantee that our nation’s econ-
omy will grow and prosper mightily
in the next 10 years. We hear that
1970 will see us a nation of 200 mil-
lion people with a gross national
product of $750 billion a year and a
parsonal income that, in the ag-
gregate, will exceed two thirds of a
trillion dollors.

One of the key assumptions upon
which that growth prediction is based
is that we will have to ruise present
consumer sales a gigantic 52 per
cent! In short, we arz supposed 1o
raise our standard of living as much
in the next 10 years as we did in the
previous 200 years. Can we do it?
You can be sure we'll have to use
every resource at our command—
aspeciclly advertising.

Advertising is becoming more and
more the only connection consumers
can make with the vast, growing
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array of goods and services multiply-
ing endlessly about them. Auto-
mated selling is on the increase. We
“buy’ more often than we are “sold,”
persuaded by a personal, in-store
salesman, that is. Advertising will
becoms perhaps the chief arbiter of
America’s standard of living.

The growing need of radio audi-
ences anil advertisers for frequency
around the clock is ideally met by
such vehicles as NBC Radio’s “News
on the Hour.,” our new “Emphasis”
series, and “Monitor.”

Truth “is” stranger than fiction,
and a great distinction in NBC
Radio’s Action Programming is in the
actual material being aired. We
base it on the contemporary scene.
In this way, we avoid the task of
changing fictional program material
every hour ourselves. The actual
scens itself does the changing. All
we need do is be aware of those
changes and then report them.

Our whole network has newly be-
come one huge monitoring station
continuously feeding back informa-
tion and exploring areas and ideas.

We have referred to our current
and future programming as Action
Programming. We believe it fills to-
day’s needs and tomorrow’s needs.
Only an informed public can cope
with the apparently endless Cold
War, with the well-nigh unbelievable
strides ahead in science, in manu-
facturing, in selling, in advertising—
all of which will govern our standard
of living. The decade ahead is no
tme for passive communications.
Over NBC Radio, the Sounds of the
Sixties will be ths sounds of Action.
