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Promolion’s Key Role
In Broadcasting Growth

OME time ago, | was asked to address

two consecutive sessions of a broad-
cast management class on Promotion. Tak-
ing a long fook at what one does and has
dane for a living is a revealing experience.
Describing a many-faceted profession in 100
minutes of classroom time isn't easy.

But preparation for these classes revealed
in sharp focus two facts of broadcast busi-
ness life: the rapid growth of Promotion,
and its key role in our industry.

Time was when the broadcast promotion
man or woman had a rather indefinite job
assignment — those chores that no one
else wanted to take on. And much to the
credit of many of today's veteran promotion
people, they molded careers from seemingly
unrelated miscellany.

1961's Promotion Manager is more than
a "publicity man”, or an “exploitation ex-
pert’” or a “copy writer”. He is a key execu-
tive with all the implications and demands
of that term. He must plan as well as make
deals, must create strategy and get things
done. He is part of the management team
and a skilled specialist.

Does this mean that he is a jack-of-all-
trades? Not at all. It does mean that the
Promotion Manager has an appreciation for
the blend of the creative and the practical
that is modern broadcasting.

Now that our profession has matured,
what are the man-sized challenges that face
promotion people in the years ahead?

In advertising, should media which are
first in public attention be content with less
than 25 per cent of the advertising dollar?
This concern of broadcast ownership and
sales management is an equal concern of
promotion managership. It is up to the Pro-
motion Manager to find new ways to demon-
strate to more sellers that broadcasting
media can move their products.

Such industry growth cannot be accom-
plished by individual station or group pro-
motion alone. Qur industry has to present
a solid front. | have long contended that
station Promotion people ought to meet at
least once each six weeks to discuss stra-
tegy for getting revenue into our media.

But the most successful financial opera-
tion cannot continue without a license. The
terms of a broadcasting license are as much
a concern of the Promotion Manager as
the General Manager and Qwner. “Image"”
and “government regulation” are favorite
topics of discussion at seminars, conven-
tions and over lunch tables. As long as
broadcasting stations are licenszd by gov-
ernment, it is important that all government
officials and members of Congress, as well
as the FCC, are informed about what broad-
casting is accomplishing. If their only source
of information is mail from pressure and
special interest groups, we are in trouble.

The Promotion Manager can and does con-
tribute most positively to the “image” area.
First, he can suggest apt topics for docu-
mentary or public service type program-
ming. Secondly, he can reach those groups
with information having to do with the na-
ture of our business, as well as specific
promotion of special interest programming.

In today’s and tomorrow's broadcasting,
Promotion has a defined role and an import-
ant one. It helps give a broadcasting or-
ganization purpose and direction.

To you the advertiser, broadcast promo-
tion has spacial significance. Not so much
for what it can do for your specific cam-
paign at the moment, but for the long range
strength Promotion gives the station you
are huying.

I'm proud to be a Promotion Man, proud
of Promotion’s accomplishments, and I'm
excited by its challenges.

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"People To People” Radio
Pays Off At Local Level

By SIDNEY J. WOLF
President. Keystone Broadcasting System
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HE Keystone network in 1960 showed a

25% increase in billings from our na-
tional and regional advertisers, and we think
this points most affirmatively to a rising
interest in radio and particularly in the
Keystone brand of national radio at the grass
roots level.

Sales gains are always significant in de-
termining patterns and predictions. But
there are also two other major factors which
make me think the new year will be a top
selling year for KBS and for our advertisers.

We serviced some 80 major advertisers
during 1960, and many of them were new to
radio and new to our grass roots concept
of radio. But | have also seen a marked new
interest among many blue-chip advertisers
in the C and D counties where Keystone is
dominant. Clients are using our stations in
these markets to reach listeners in a “people
to people” radio effort which pays off at the
local point of sale. Almost 90% of our 1,120
Keystone radio stations are located in these
C and D counties, penetrating deep into the
heart of every community. And 75% of our
affiliates are in single-station markets.

Marketing admen—that special class of
professionals who work with media as well
as with markets and strategy—are more
keenly aware this year of the importance
of these markets. We think this is why they
have bought Keystone facilities in such
quantity.

For example, the final quarter of last year
showed that six major automotive concerns
(and many more different automotive brands
of cars and trucks) were using KBS facilities.
Another significant KBS buyer group is eight
farm market advertisers, producing mer-
chandise and services usable by the farmer

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as a worker and by him and his family as
general consumars.

These same marketing-media experts are
also knowledgeahle about how to reach the
grass roots consumer with sales effective-
ness as well as with quantity coverage. A
standout in this kind of imaginative radio
buying is a long-time KBS client, the Pet
Milk Co. of St. Louis. It and its agency,
Gardner Advertising, have developed (and
other KBS advertisers do this, too) two
transcribed shows of their own tailor-mada
to two important segments of the total
listening audience: the Negro and the
farmer.

We think many more radio advertisers will
follow this lead of pin-pointing a selective
audience, and that they'll back the radio
buy with the local-level merchandising aids
furnished by Keystone.

General advertisers—such as cigarettes
and soaps—are using our Keystone facilities
to reach a more genzral audience comprised
of these groups as a mass market. Key-
stone has as components of its 1,120-station
network three divisions: farm, Negro and
college.

The farm network of 884 affiliates reaches
77% of all U. S. farms; the Negro network
of 463 radio stations, 72% of the total
U. S. Negro population; the college network
of 355 stations, covering 490 colleges and
universities with an enrollment of 752,056
students.

On the basis of a striking 25% sales gain
in 1960—a year when many advertisers
“held back™ because of election uncertainty
—I think we can expect this year an even
greater sales gain and the investment of
many more radio dollars by business and
industry at all levels of advertising.

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ROADCASTING came into its own last
year. Its foundations were firmly estab-
lished, its roots deeply implanted.

In one fell swoop — and by virtue of its
emphasis on public interest, public affairs
and news programming — it proved that
both its media have infinite impact on the
American public, so positive an impact as to
create an unprecedented close Presidential
election with the highest outpouring of vot-
ers in all American history.

Broadcasting no longer need take a back
seat to anyone — particularly its outspoken
critics. But it must cement its prestige posi-
tion by providing means whereby the same
creative forces which provided the pedestal
can be sustained down through the years.

There is one particular area in the entire
broadcasting field that needs pattern-chang-
ing. This is the development and sponsorship
of younger talents to eventually replace
those in managerial drivers’ seats. This must
be done immediately — to keep that steady
infusion of new plasma, new creativity and
newer viewpoints so necessary to the pyra-
midal projection of its various fortes.

The technical operations in both broad-
casting media are well adjusted to the con-
stant need and flow of engineering person-
nel. Technical schools on both university and
vocational levels have mushroomed through-
out the country with a steady outpouring of
trained personnel as a direct result.

But for the management side — particu-
larly creative management — there are no
such schools and there is no steady crop of
young executives who readily can step into

the pioneers’ shoes to keep the treadmill
turning properly. Accountants are not broad-
casters — and neither are attorneys. Yet, in
too many instances we are finding trainees
for pedestrian, formula-ridden corporate
posts becoming key management personnel
in a field predicated on imagination, cre-
ativity and extreme mobility and fluidity in
action.

Nor is there any pat formula or curriculum
that now can be prescribed as an educational
guidepost for future management personnel.
Perhaps the simplest technique to follow
would be: (1) a good general college back-
ground with basic understandings of cultural
developments, history, sociology and the
arts; (2) a broad understanding of the prin-
ciples serving as the foundation stones for
formulation of the Federal Communications
Act and the decrees and mandates issued by
the F.C.C. under that statute; (3) a general
understanding of good business practices;
{4) a basic desire to be i1 a service profes-
sion and be outstanding and lead in that
profession; (5) a pleasing personality and
{6) a flair for imaginative, creative thinking.

These are merely suggested prerequisites.
As broadcasting increases its impact on com-
munity life, becomes more integrated into
internal functions of communities and more
widely used as basic communications arms
specialized skills will have to be developed
forcefully to cope with broadened horizons.
Broadcasters could do well to adopt the
practice of major industry, which now in-
vests in its future leaders at the high school
level. Such thinking would provide milestones
most important to the future of the broad-
casting industry, too.

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THE year 1960 was one of the most signifi-
cant in the history of NBC Radio. On
January 4th of that year we broke sharply
with a traditional broadcasting formula as
old as the networks themselves and launched
a new programming concept designed to
meet the urgencies of our fast-changing
times, as well as the stepped-up require-
ments of our affiliate stations and the ad-
vertisers. We called the new format “The
Sound of the Sixties."”

Qur new programming pattern was
adapted after years of experimentation and
exhaustive discussion with our affiliates.
Faced with a decade which promised world-
wide changes and news developments at a
rate never before experienced, NBC Radio
geared 1ts programming accordingly. We
dropped the out-moded “soap operas’ and
variety shows from the NBC schedule and
built “The Sound of the Sixties” around
such services as “Monitor” and “News on the
Hour,” adding “Emphasis” and expanding
our schedule of sports, special events, infor-
mation and public service programs.

By the second quarter of 1960 the new
format was proving its effectiveness in every
way. For the first time in over eight years,
the NBC Radio Network was in a profit
position and a chain reaction of progress
had set in,

Because the new program structure was
better designed to meet the needs of the
NBC Radio affiliates, station clearances went
up from an approximate 80% to an average
of better than 95%. This increased adver-
tiser acceptance, permitted rate increases
and dramatically improved ratings, all of
which in turn raised the payment of compen-
sation to the stations and consolidated the
network’s profit position. At the year's end,
NBC Radio had enjoyed its most successful
twelve months since the early fifties—a full
year in the black.

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As important as 1960 was as “the year
of the breakthrough™ for the NBC Radio
Network, its bearing on 1961 is fully as
significant.

NBC Radio entered the New Year in the
black with a profit already guaranteed for
the first quarter. By the middle of January,
“News on the Hour” was sold out for the
entire year and the Network had more busi-
ness on the books for the second guarter
than it has had for the last four years.

Based on the solid foundation established
during 1960, the NBC Radio Network plans
to continue its expansion in the direction of
news, special events, public information,
public service and sports. (During 1960 NBC
Radio broadcast special programs covering
world crises in Cuba, the Congo, Algiers,
Laos and the U.N.; the Conventions, Presi-
dential Campaigns, the election and the In-
auguration; the summer and winter Qlympics
and many other events c¢f national interest.)

In 1961 we plan to make even wider use
of the NBC News Department’s unexcelled
facilities around the world. Immediate con-
tact with all our affiliate stations will be
maintained on a moment-to-moment basis
through the use of the Hotline Control Box
which NBC originated in 1956.

Another major project during 1961 will
be the introduction of new and timely fea-
tures and production techniques into “Mon-
itor.” The "“Monitor” service has become so
universally recognized by affiliates and ad-
vertisers alike that we feel it deserves our
continuing special attention.

The NBC Radio Network faces the year
1961 with a programming format which has
proved itself, meeting every test throughout
the last year. As further evidence that the
course we chose in January, 1960 was in
tune with the times, others in the industry
are beginning to move in the same direction
NBC Radio pioneered over a year ago.

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HE Station Representatives Association,

Inc. was founded in September 1947,
by a substantial group of radio representa-
tives, for the sole purpose of promoting the
use of radio advertising among advertisers
and agencies, as well as protecting the
welfare of the representative firms them
selves. Later the association was extended
to include television representatives as well.

Over the years, the association has been
involved in a number of projects and ac-
tivities beneficial to its members, their
represented stations, and the rest of the
radio and television industry. Listed below
is a partial list of some of the major projects
and activities with which the association
has been identified:

Successfully initiated action hefore the
FCC to get the network spot representa-
tion organizations out of the representa-
tion business.

Prepared and issued a Spot Radio Es-
timator, which enabled agencies to deter-
mine the cost of a spot campaign.

Prepared and distributed a booklet titled
"“Spot Broadcasting Lets You Decide.”

Conducted spot radio clinics among sta
tions represented by member firms.

Actively campaigned and established
standards now almost universally accepted
for television 1D commercials.

Established and carried out a Crusade for
spot Radio Campaign.

Instigated and actively campaigned for
the formation of what is now TvB.

Worked with the AAAA on the Nielsen
coverage studies.

Prepared and presented a slide presenta-
tion on spot radio to agencies, advertisers
and stations.

Actively worked with NARTB Code Review
Board on television code matters.

Established a projection tormula for use
with the A. C. Nielsen coverage reports.

Instigated a campaign and worked closely
with the AAAA in establishing standards of
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art work in TV commercials.

Established a system of reporting doll"r
volume figures in spot radio, whereby it was
possible to estimate total dollar volume
tor all radio.

Established a system for mailing to sta:
tions, known as operations desk, wnich has
been accepted and is being used by prac-
tically every TV station in the business.

Established a timebuyer and advertiser
maifing list, which is currently maintained by
SRA, and is regarded as one of the most
up-to-date lists in the business. (4000 agency
personnel; 100 advertisers).

Prepared and distributed a booklet en-
titled “The Story of the Spot Salesman and
You to all agencies, stations, government
personnel and other interested individuals.

Prepared and presented a slide presenta-
tion titled “Prospects On A Silver Platter”
to leading advertising agencies in New York
and Chicago, as well as advertisers.

Successfully established the “Silver Nail
Time Buyer of the Year” Award, and the
“Gold Key" award. (The award program has
been eniarged to include the “Chicago Time
Buyer of the Year” award.)

Has actively campaigned against the bar-
tering and brokeraging of time in both
radio and television.

Maintains a complete and up-to-date list
of all representative firms and stations
represented by them.

Has devised new contract forms for both
radio and television, and is currently con-
ducting a campaign to establish these com-
mon or standard forms in the business.

A campaign started by SRA is currently
under way to get stations to adopt a one
rate policy.

The Association presently has under way
a project to establish a central source of
information for competitive advertising on
a current basis, as well as a campaign to
enlarge samples and reduce the number of
ARB and Nielsen reports.
