Designed for the Sixties

HAT’'S BEEN GOING on

in network radio while
some have been looking the
other way? A great deal. So
much, in fact, that if you are
not familiar with the many
exciting things in a current
network radio schedule such
as CBS Radio’s, I consider it
an obligation (and a pleas-
ure) to bring you up to date.

Remember the stars who used to

delight audiences? Like Arthur God-
frey, Bing Crosby, Rosemary Cloo-
ney, Garry Moore, Art Linkletter?
They're still here—on the CBS Radio
Network. There is music in abund-
ance — from the jazz piano of Erroll
Garner, heard frequently on “Arthur
Godirey Time” to the full concert sea-
son of “The New York Philharmonic.”

In the field of news and informa-
tion, the new developments are note-
worthy. Radio has always excelled
in the delivery of news. Given a man
with a microphone or tape recorder—
and listeners go everywhere in the
world that news is made, frequently
within minutes of the event.

But more important than radio’s
excellence in news is the need of our
people to be well-informed in these
difficult and dangerous times. An
article in the “Journal of Broadcast-
ing.” taking a backward look at the
days of Pear] Harbor, concluded: “In
a world where the pace has accele-
rated many fold in 20 years, the real
message of Pearl Harbor may be
that our need to survive is inextric-
ably linked to, if not dependent on,
our need to know.”

And the CBS Radio Network, for
one, has moved strongly in the direc-
tion of increased news and informa-
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tion. We recently completed
our first year under a sche-
dule more than half of which
is devoted to such program-
ming. We expanded from five
to ten minutes of news on the
hour. We introduced a broad
range of informational pro-
grams, regularly taking lis-
teners to London, Paris, the
Far East, bringing them the
latest developments in space,
science, medicine, business, in short,
opening up a world of ideas and in-
formation. These programs, under
the over-all title, “Dimension,” com-
prise 47 different broadcasts a week.

Of special interest, too, is Net-
ALERT, the new system whereby this
network dalerts its stations to major
developments and special broad-
casts at any hour, whether stations
are on or off the air. In its first four
months, NetALERT was used 70
times, enabling our affiliated stations
to bring their communities first word
of important news with a round-the-
clock consistency never before possi-
ble.

CBS Radio, of course, continues to
present a variety of special broad-
casts. These include documentaries,
sports events, Presidential news con-
ferences and discussions by experts
on matters of vital interest. During
1961, we provided our affiliates with
133 such programs.

So in brief summary, it is clear that
network radio, far from standing still,
has been building a new design for
living. A design which puts its unique
capacities as a personal medium, as
an entertainment medium and as a
news medium into a new mold to
serve our society in the Sixties.

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RADIO MEETS DEMANDS

Of a Constantly-Changing Mass Market

HE ever-changing form
and shape of America’s
mass market and national
character, detected at the
start of each new decade by
census statistics, has never
been reflected more directly
than by radio in 1961. Radio
continues to be as flexible as
the people it serves and as
diversified as their own tastes
and character. That's why radio is
productive for listeners and adver-
tisers.

Industry surveys as well as our
own continue to support the long-es-
tablished fact that radio is the most
adaptable of all communications sys-
tems to the rapid changes in mass
populations.

As these people move and change,
the Keystone “grass roots” affiliates
and their local radio operations with
strong community identification com-
mand new attention and respect from
national and regional advertisers.
There were two significant popula-
tion reports last year.

The facts of this past year point to
a steady decline in urban popula-
tion. And — even more important to
stations and advertisers—they indi-
cate the change and growth of the
Negro as a significant consumer.

A KBS study based on state-by-
state data from the U. S. Dept. of Com-
merce shows the dramatic advance
of the so-called Negro market. Total
U. S. Negro population rose 25.4% in
the past decade — from 15,044,937 in
1950 to 18.871.831 in 1960.

At Keystone, this increase had spe-
cial significance for our Negro Net-
work of 360 affiliated stations that
program directly to Negroes in their
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communities, We found that,
in the 23 states where these
Keystone Negro Network af-
filiates are located, the aver-
age Negro population gain
was 32.2%—7.7% above the
national average. Together,
these same 360 stations reach
53% of the total U. S. Negro
population.

. The Keystone Broadcasting
System’s radio network of 1,125 sta-
tions cover 83% of all U. S. counties,
according to a study we conducted.

Our stations now reach listeners
in 2,547 of the nation’s 3,069 county
divisions. We register an even deep-
er penetration, 85% in the valuable
“grass roots” areas — the C and D
counties with 100,000 population or
less. In the C counties (30,000 to 100.-
000) Keystone affiliates reach 80% of
the national tfotal; in D counties (30,
000 or less). our stations reach 88%
of the total.

The changing patterns of U.S. mar-
keting show that “grass roots” radio
is more vital than ever to advertisers
whose trade depends on the U. S.
consumer. Radio is far better geared.
through personal and community
acceptance in these C and D coun-
ties (many have one radio station),
to do the selling job needed by na-
tional and regional advertisers. This
is evident to the dozens of Keystone’s
national advertisers in 1961, who
have demonstrable sales proof that
these markets are musts for national
product traffic.

Network sales in 1961 leveled after
1960's dramatic 25% increase. Pros-
pects for 1962 are optimistic, with
85% of Keystone affiliates reporting
they expect billings 1o rise.

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POPULATION EXPLOSION

A Boon to Radio Station Owners & Operators

By ROBERT F. HURLEIGH, President
Mutual Broadcasting System

MERICA’'S POPULATION
explosion, which has
been creating city-like popu-
lation centers in fringe sec-
tions of the nation’s metro-
politan areas, has been a
boon to radio station owners
and operators. But it has
caused mayhem for big-city
newspaper publishers.

The reason is simple.
Radio-waves have no geographical,
topographical or delivery limitations
for reaching listeners. But news-
papers, dependent on trucks and rails
for their distribution find the going
rough and getting rougher as met-
ropolitan areas expand.

This situation is far from limited. It
is probably best exemplified in such
metropoli as New York, Los Angeles,
Boston, Philadelphia and Chicago.
to cite the country’s most densely
populated marketing areas. But it is
happening wherever people are shift-
ing from restricted living centers to
areas where they can flex their own
muscles and those of growing child-
ren. It has. too, caused the phenom-
enon of fringe-area dailies apparent-
ly destined to being sironger, finan-
cially, than many of their big-city
brethren, since they are beginning
to siphon advertising revenues form-
erly limited to the big-city publishers.

Radio has fared even better with
this explosion pattern, and the wise
person continues to take steps to ef-
fect programming changes to meet
this challenge. True, another causa-
tive was the mass acceptance of tele-

vision. But it was recognition of the

needs for broadcasting services in
the outer areas of metropolitan cen-
ters — areas building strongly and

216

steadily and., in particular,
swelling with persons oc-
cupying top niches in con-
sumer buying charts — that
is whipping big-city broad-
casters into direct, positive
action. Proofs of the success-
es of their patterns are in-
delibly revealed by the high
prices for meiropolitan licen-
ses.

Radiomen realized the new post-
World War Il population clusters in
their primary listening areas needed
specialized broadcasting services.
Though these areas are linked with
the “big-city” economically, diverse
other factors govern their living pat-
terns. Ethnically and socially they
differ from the city mass.

The point has now been reached
in this year 1962 where radiomen,
having corralled their audiences. are
taking positive creative steps to with-
stand any and all attempts to woo
listeners to other media — or other
radio stations. The end result here,
too, is outstanding service to the lis-
tener — services, in many cases, in
excess of those demanded of licen-
sees by the FCC.

We at Mutual realized this com-
munications side-effect from the pop-
ulation explosion when we pioneered
our services concepts to affiliates five
years ago. Our philosophy is simple:
give affiliates the basics they need
for integration into their program-
ming schedules, and leave full-time
programming to them,

Mutual, I feel, has played an im-
portant part in this realistic diverg-
ence from old-line traditionalism. We
will confinue to think along these
lines as our country grows.

Public Interest Programming Means Profit

HE radio networks’ an-

swer to the critics is not
only are we doing more pub-
lic service-public interest pro-
gramming, but there is an op-
portunity to make a profit on
this type of programming.

Network radio, particularly
the NBC Radio Network,
probably devotes more hours
to public service-public in-
terest programming than any other
communications medium. During the
first half of last year nearly 1.500
hours of all types of programming
were broadcast on NBC, and of this
approximately 57 per cent consisted
of news, information., and public ser-
vice programming.

How have we fared with programs
regarded as within the realm of pub-
lic service and public interest? It is
with pride that I say that our Net-
work maintained its position as the
number one radio network in 1961,
accounting for nearly half of all spon-
sored network time. Approximately
100 different advertisers, many spon-
soring public service and public in-
terest programs, used NBC Radio
during 1961. The top five advertisers
with the largest weekly audiences
were all on NBC Radio.

Through such programs as “News
on the Hour,” “"Emphasis,” “News of
the World.” Sunday Night Frank Mc-
Gee Segment of “Monitor” and NBC's
Instant Specials covering noteworthy
news events, it is our feeling that net-
work radio as a communications me-
dium has progressed to the point
where it has given the American
people an unparalleled opportunity
to become intimately familicr with
the character of almost all the lead-

ing personalities of our day:
with the events that are shap-
ing our futures:; and with the
issues that engage us all.
While all these programs are
financially successful, here
at NBC we feel that we are
providing a service to our lis-
teners who, because of these
frying times, demand to be
better informed. We are also
providing our stations with programs
which could not normally be econom-
ically produced by the individual
stations, and we pioneered stressing
news and public affairs.

Six years ago we introduced our
revolutionary weekend program —
""Monitor.” In January, 1937 — NBC
Radio shifted its weekday program-
ming concept to news, beginning the
industry’s first series of network news
programs, on the hour, 17 hours a
day. The full facilities of our News
Corps, were marshalled for this un-
precedented project which today is
the anchor of our network radio
operations. In January of 1960-—NBC
Radio added a companion program
to “News on the Hour”—a five-minute
essay-type program utilizing all mem-
bers of the news broadcast staff,
and presented eight times daily Mon-
day through Friday. This is “Em-
phasis,” which varies from off-beat
observations on the life and times of
an American newsman overseas, to
commentaries on the most urgent
news events.

As a communications medium, it
is quite evident that network radio
is going to play an even more sig-
nificant part in information, news,
and public affairs programming in
the future.

HE Station Representa-

tives Association, Inc. was
founded in September 1947,
by a substantial group of ra-
dio representatives, for the
purpose of promoting the use
of radio advertising among
advertisers, and agencies, as
well as protecting the welfare
of the representative firms
themselves. Later the associ-
ation was extended to include televi-
sion representatives as well.

Over the years, the association has
been involved in a number of pro-
jects and activities beneficial to its
members, their represented stations,
and the rest of the radio and TV in-
dustry. Below is a partial list of some
of the major projects and activities
with which the association has been
identified:

Successfully initiated action before
the FCC to get the network spot rep-
resentation organizations out of the
representation business.

Prepared and issued a Spot Radio
Estimator. which enabled agencies to
determine the cost of a spot cam-
paign.

Prepared and distributed a booklet
titled “Spot Broadcasting Lets You
Decide.”

Conducted spot radio clinics
among stations represented by mem-
ber firms.

Actively campaigned and estab-
lished standards now almost univer-
sally accepted for TV ID commer-
cials.

Established and carried out a cru-
sade for spot radio campaign.

Instigated and actively campaign-
ed for the formation of what is now

Worked with the AAAA on
the Nielsen coverage studies.

A campaign started by SRA is cur-
rently under way to get stations to
adopt a one rate policy.

Has endeavored to establish a cen-
tral source of information for competi-
tive advertising on a current basis.
and has campaigned to enlarge sam-
ples and reduce the number of ARB
and Nielsen reports.
