TV Series Views UN in Human Interest Terms

IITASCINATING STUFF!”

— "Had no idea the
United Nations was doing
this sort of thing!” — “More
people ought to know about
it!” These comments came
from leading figures in Amer-
ican television as they
viewed some UN films while
visiting United Nations Head-
quarters.

Almost on-the-spot, these execu-
tives volunteered to take an active
role in seeing to it that people did get
to know more about the UN’s work in
combatting hunger, disease, poverty
and ignorance. The spontaneous re-
sponse came from men like Fred
Kugel of Television magazine, Buddy
Sugg of NBC, Leslie Harris of CBS,
Wrede Petersmeyer of Corinthian,
Bob Dunville of Crosley, George Stor-
er of Storer Broadcasting, David
Moore of Transcontinent, Roger Clipp
of Triangle Publications, Don Mc-
Gannon of Westinghouse, Tom Shull
of Program Services, Fritz Gilbert of
Time, Dody Sinclair of WJAR-TV,
Jack Harris of KPRC-TV, C. Howard
Lane of KOIN-TV, Louis Read of
WDSU-TV, Harold Grams of KSD-TV,
E. K. Wheeler of WWJ-TV, and Bene-
dict Gimbel of Metropolitan.

So. at the initiative of the U. S. tele-
vision indusiry, a cooperative ven-
ture, to widen public understanding
of international problems when there
is perhaps the greatest need for such
understanding, inspired the founding
of the U.S. Broadcasters’ Committee
for the United Nations.

To activate the project, the Com-
mittee undertook to distribute a non-
profit television series that would tell
the United Nations story in human

843

interest terms. Program con-
sultanis were sent to the UN
for an exchange of ideas. Al-
istair Cooke, noted interna-
tional correspondent agreed
to produce and host the half-
hour specials, wheels were
set In motion to gather actu-
ality material from every cor-
ner of the globe and “In-
ternational Zone” made its
bow on television channels through-
out the United States and overseas.
Areas explored on “International
Zone” include such varied subjects
as: crisis in the Congo: world-wide
hunt for a small-pox carrier, a killer-
atlarge: priceless Egyptian antiqui-
ties threatened with inundation by
Aswan Dam; peaceful uses of atomic
energy: African independence.
With 104 UN member nations from
which to draw authentic material,
“International Zone” has brought a
new dimension to public service pro-
gramming. Today. the series is being
carried by almost 70 major television
stations — and its original schedule
of 13 programs has become 26.
Reflecting the thought and back-
ground of the entire world communi-
ty, "International Zone” examines all
sides of world issues. It does not show
agreement if there is none. It does
point up the many real problems for
which solutions must be found if we
are to build a durable peace.
Thanks to this cooperative effort
between the U. S. Broadcasters’ Com-
mittee for the United Nations and UN
Television, Alistair Cooke—through
“International Zone” — is bringing
us a close-up of the realities of today
and a glimpse of the potentialities of
tomorrow.

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GAME SHOW IDENTITY

Means a ‘Best Buy’ for Advertisers

By BILL TODMAN., Partner

HERE'S ample evidence
that audience participa-
tion programs are a “best
buy” for advertisers. Why?
For one, game shows al-
most invariably outrate the
opposition — opposition
shows, by the way. which
more often than not cost a
great deal more. A recent
24-market Nielsen proves this
point. “"What's My Line?,” for ex-
ample, with a 22.9 and 23.6 rating,
comfortably passed the nearest op-
position, “"Adventures in Paradise.”
The latter drew 18.9 and 16.4 for the
respective 15-minute periods. "To Tell
the Truth,” according to the same
Nielsen survey, attracted ratings of
21.4 and 21.9 versus 18.0 and 20.6 for

the hour-long “Cheyenne,” its lone
network competitor in that time
period.

Experience has shown that sponsor
identity is strongest and more lasting
with game shows than with any other
type of program on television. Ordi-
narily, a show is considered a hit if
it runs a year. When they run longer
it's considered a miracle. Look at the
longevity record of some of the game,
or audience participation shows on
the air. "What's My Line?” has cele-
brated a dozen birthdays, “I've Got
a Secret” has been on CBS since
1952, while "“The Price Is Right.”
""Who Do You Trust” and “To Tell the
Truth” are in their sixth years. Art
Linkletter's “"House Party” debuted
on radio in 1946, and has been a
daily television feature since 1952.
"Queen For a Day.” in April, began
its 18th continuous year in broadcast-
ing — first on radio, then television.

Sponsors who stick with

these shows — and a large
majority do — become as
closely identified with the

programs as the shows’
panels and/or emcees. This
sponsor identification factor
is a powerful plus.
o

1 Game shows are unique to

radio and television broad-
casting. You find comedy and drama
in the movies and in the theatre. You
can see news events in newsreels
and read about them in the papers
and magazines. But only on televi-
sion can you find the likes of “The
Price Is Right” or a "To Tell the
Truth” —game shows with the unique
quality of “nowness” and immedi-
acy. What the viewer sees is a real
situation involving real people with
whom he can identity vicariously.
[

We are now concentrating greater
efforts in an attempt to match its suc-
cess in live television with top qual-
ity film programs. At the same time,
however, the company isn’t ignoring
15 years of outstanding success in
the specialized area of live, audience
participation programs. We will con-
tinue to produce live shows. But we
intend, also, to present filmed pro-
grams and thereby increase the “best
buys” for both audience and adver-
tiser.

We in the industry needn’t be
apologetic about this phenomenon of
the game show. We should defend it
for what it is . . . a bastion of reality
on television and a unique entertain-
ment form native to the medium.

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MUSICAL COMMERCIALS

A Unifying Impact of Book, Lyrics & Music

By PHIL DAVIS, President
Phil Davis Musical Enterprises, Inc.

T THE RISK of inviting
blasts of blasphemy. 1
believe that effective musical
commercials share certain
basic characteristics in com-
mon with musical plays that
unite book, lyrics. and music
into an organic whole.

The musical plays associ-
ated with the name of Oscar
Hammerstein — from “Show
Boat” to “South Pacific” — illustrate
the inseparability of book, lyrics, and
music in creating a unifying. domin-
ant impact that advances dramatic
plot, situation, or purpose, inspires
memorability, and portends longevi-
ty.

Producers of effective musical com-
mercials, though limited by the min-
ute hand, also aspire and strive to
unite book (advertiser’s purpose),
lyrics (advertiser’s copy) and music
to reinforce the principle that the pur-
pose of the commercial creates the
song.

If either purpose, lyrics, or music
is separated, it courts fragmentation
and dissipation of a unified, continu-
ing, memorable dynamic whole.

Carling’s Black Label Beer has
“"Hey, Mabel — Black Label,” but
what does Miller's High Life. Schaef-
fer, or Ruppert have that compares
with the sales impact made by
“Mabel?”

Unfortunately the “‘philosophy of
waste” enters advertising when an
agency or sponsor discards a musi-
cal commercial on a whim, fancy,
or a rationalized reason before it has
reached its maximum usefulness or
potential. '

A special province of music is that
it provides a more intimate and con-

comitantly a more effective
identification for a sponsor or
his product than a printed
logo or trademark.

As an illustration, take
“Hey. Mabel — Black Label”
that helped propel Carling's
from a regional brewery in
1949 to an international one
in 1961; and from numbering
62nd among the nation’s

brewenes in 1949 to the fourth largest

in the nation.

Contrary to minority opinion, ef-
fective musical commercials are not
the result of freak accidents or mira-
cles, but of honesty. experience, and
research and analysis that yield a
check list of basic principles. Reduc-
ing these to the bone, I consider the
following to be the most important:

1: An effective musical commer-
cial commands attention, establishes
emotional acceptance, and individ-
ualizes the product image within the
first 12 to 15 seconds. (Frequenily mu-
sical commercials make companies
look like nursery rhyme factories that
manufacture products for a moppet
public). 2: Its lyrics reveal a knowl-
edge of the flesh and bones of words
— the vowels and the consonants —
and the importance of phonetics. (Fre-
quently printed words or slogans de-
signed to enchant the eye disenchant
the ear. Advertisers planning to use
both print and broadcast media, es-
pecially radio, should carefully con-
sider and plan visual and audio re-
ception of campaign slogans). 3: Iis
music enhances and punctuates the
sales message with a perfect wed-
ding of words and music.

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SYNDICATION CHANGES

Require Adjustments and Diversification

By SAM COOK DIGGES, Administrative V. P.
CBS Films, Inc.

HE trade press. for the last
couple of years—and es-
pecially for the past few
months—has been filled with
stories about the woes of the
syndication business. But
what is the true state of syn-
dication?
We're all familiar with the
fact that there are fewer time
periods potentially available

on stations for the use of syndicated

product. It's also true that it has be-
come economically unfeasible to pro-
duce firstrun product for syndication
— first, because of the lack of avail-
able time periods; and, secondly. be-
cause stations and local sponsors
were not willing or not able to keep
pace with rising production costs by
paying equitable prices for firstrun
syndication product. Does that mean
that the syndicator, therefore, must
go out of business? Not at all. It sim-
ply means that the syndicator must
adjust to the changing business con-
ditions of the syndication market.

In October, 1961, there were seven
new first-run properties offered in syn-
dication compared with 29 new prop-
erties in 1956. Five years ago, with
comparable product, the distributor
would probably have opened with
150 markets. Last October those com-
panies offering firstrun syndication
product opened with far fewer mar-
kets.

Today the industry’s top syndica-
tors are offering more than two and
one half times the off-network prod-
uct they were offering five years ago.
Thus, the emphasis has swung from
firstrun syndication product to off-
work firstrun syndication.

Whereas dollar volume in domes-
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tic syndication has held up
reasonably well over the last
five years, the product that
is being bought today, for the
most part, is off-network prod-
uct. There is great appeal in
a proven property for the sta-
tion operator.

Programming is still the
backbone of any broadcast-
er’s schedule, and the astute
broadcaster will find time for top-
flight product, be it first-run syndica-
tion, or off-network.

In addition to making an adjust-
ment in terms of the type of product
offered, there are other ways of
achieving important {ilm revenue.

The international sales market is
developing rapidly. For example, in
1961, gross foreign sales were 32 per
cent over 1960 and were 74 per cent
over 1959 for us. More than 78,000
CBS program half hours were tele-
cast overseas during 1961. At the
vear's end 74 of our program series.
dubbed or sub-titled in 12 different
languages, were being telecast in 55
foreign countries. Our international
sales department now covers every
important area of the free world.

Thus, by adjusting to the changing
market in domestic syndication, by
capitalizing on increasing potential
in the foreign market. and by diversi-
fication in allied fields, it is possible
to not only maintain a strong position
but to achieve growth through new
ways and developments.

If, however, there are indications
in the future that there is a market for
first-run syndication product at prices
that are equitable, then we, along
with other syndicators., will undoubt-
edly produce for that market,
