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FIRST-RUN SYNDICATION

Its Irresistible Movement Is Upward

By M. ]. RIFKIN, Executive V.P., Sales
Ziv-United Artists, Inc.

HE irresistible movement
of firstrun syndication is
up. That movement is a na-
tural law of the television in-
dustry, economically and art-
istically, operative no less for
advertisers than for stations.
For the advertiser, the
strength of a medium in the
long run rests on the breadth
of its stance. Television as the
most popular entertainment force in
history is naturally not a topheavy
giant among media, but rather a ma-
ture champion distinguished by its
potential for flexibility and fine mus-
cular snap at the regional and local
reaches,

That means syndication. Not syn-
dication alone, but as a healthy mem-
ber circulating sales and vitality back
to network, while together the two
contribute to the growth of American
business that nourishes all of TV.

Stations are daily expressing con-
cern to us lest this blood-stream of
non-network programming dry up:
and increasingly they express deter-
mination even as we are determined
to provide the product for them in
fresh and imaginative forms.

Now what, uniquely. does firstrun
syndication offer at the local and re-
gional levels that makes it so natural
a force in television? Take, for ex-
ample, our latest syndication release,
“Keyhole”, produced for us by Jack
Douglas. What can “Kevhole” ac-
complish for the local and regional
advertiser that no other form of TV
advertising can match?

Generically, sheerly as firstrun
syndication, the series offers the
sponsor a “texture” of advertising im-
possible to effect with the spots and

participations which at pres-
ent are his only access to
prime time. It provides him
with the richly prized element
of sponsor identification
while affording a focus of
unity and pride for all his em-
ployees and a touchstone of
enthusiasm for his sales
force. It radiates lines of per-
sonal goodwill and sympa-
thetic emotion that double back not
in individual sales but in habitual
customers. That is, persisting impact.

And as a particular series, “Key-
hole"—the first of Ziv-UA’s “documa-
tic” releases under its policy of cus-
tom-distribution — communicates an
extra-ordinary plus-factor generally
reserved to the aristocracy among
national advertisers — prestige: that
residual benefit whose unique effect
is the capital enhancement of the
enterprise it promotes.

How then will this valuable na-
tural resource of television—firstrun
syndication — resume its expanded
place in the TV economy? In normal
course it will do so by the sheer pres-
sure and breakthrough of the natural
need for it. Or, it may return by ac-
tion of the networks themselves.

As a matter of working economics,
the networks may choose to concen-
trate their sales and programming in-
to a smaller segment of prime time
at a net gain to themselves and to
non-network programming.

But however it will come about,
there will be an expanded market for
syndicated programming because
there must be. The issue is really
nothing less than the continued good
health of TV itself, and we are con-
tent it will stay healthy.

Holds Exciting Expansion Prospects

By JEROME HYAMS, V.P. & General Manager
Screen Gems, Inc.

NOWLEDGEABLE
sources tell us that this
year—for the first time—the
combined total of television
sets throughout the world will
be greater than the total num-
ber of sets within this coun-
try. Other sources predict
that within seven years this
country’s gross export vol-
ume in programming alone
to foreign markets will climb from its
present $43,000,000 to a total of
$100.000,000.

Obviously television is making
rapid strides overseas. This truly im-
pressive progress presents both op-
portunities and responsibilities to our
TV industry.

Screen Gems has been in the for-
eign TV business since 1954, when
we opened offices in Canada and
England and sold the re-runs of
“Ford Theatre” in both countries. The
money was practically non-existent
—Dbut it was a start.

Qur series are presenily being tele-
cast in every free-world nation
having TV—more than fifty countries.
We plan to keep and expand every
one of these markets. But in each na-
tion, as television develops, so does
national pride. Nations want to see
more and more domestically pro-
duced programs on the air.

We have become accustomed to
quotas, trade balances and frozen
dollars. We must now become ac-
customed to awakening feelings of
nationalism as it pertains to TV en-
tertainment. We must re-invest for-
eign earnings into foreign production
—our money, our top supervisory
personnel plus their talent, techni-
cians and facilities. And the pro-
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grams we produce will be for
their markets.

We are presenily produ-
cing three programs in Can-
ada: “Pick A Letter,” "By
Pierre Berton” and ‘“‘Show-
down,” the latter two of
which are now on the air. Be-
cause Canadian tastes are so
similar to ours it is quite pos-
sible that one or more of
these might be seen in this country.

We are well along in exploratory
talks in three of our major export
markets—Japan, Germany and South
BAmerica. In no one of these would it
be likely that a series produced there
would get an American run. Never-
theless, the probability is that we
will eventually produce programs in
those areas for consumption there.
Only in this manner will we be able
to maintain the good-will of these
countries and thus keep and expand
our export markets there.

This kind of international cooper-
ation can lead to interesting and ex-
citing prospects in years to come. Al-
though it's not likely that a Japanese
or German family situation comedy
would have a great deal of appeal
here, a weekly series of variety
shows produced in various countries
might have great appeal. So, too,
might a series of foreign-produced
documentaries which would give our
audiences the opportunity to learn
about Japan, Argentina, Germany,
Italy and Brazil to the same extent
that the people in those countries
know about us.

Much of this is years away. But
where once we only exported, now
we're producing. And one day we'll
be importing. And we'll all benefit.

NOW’S THE TIME

To Catch the Brass Ring

N a recent symposium on

the prospects for television
syndication in 1962, all of the
participants were optimistic,
even though the production
curve of new syndication
product over the past half-
dozen years has been down-
ward, rather than up. Some
may have been whistling in
the dark. Others may just
have been whistling. Still others, just
in the dark.

The sad fact is that some of the
syndication industry’s leaders quoted
have permitted their sales represen-
tatives to give away product, con-
tributing to the instability of syndica-
tion prices. Sales opportunism has
become a cancer on future sales op-
portunity.

The economics of programming
production specifically designed for
television is falling more and more
into the pattern which has challenged
the motion picture industry. The pat-
tern is that economic success de-
pends upon worldwide production
and distribution for finest quality to
be made available here in our own
country. For example, the entertain-
ment industry utilizes the principle of
political economy’s Common Market.
The artificial bearriers which have
tended to delimit production or dis-
fribution in the worldwide market are
being broken down. If a series calls
for a setting in Australia, as was the
case in “Whiplash.,” it makes a lot
more sense and a more realistic pro-
duction when it's produced on loca-
tion, as was “Whiplash.”

Supermarionation is a British in-
vention. The use of electronic sole-
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noids for synchronization of
lip movement of marionettes
has helped to set rating rec-
ords for the ‘Supercar’ chil-
dren’s series, not only in other
parts of the world, but also in
New York and in our other
American markets.

“Danger Man,” which stars
American-born Patrick Me-
Goohan, and which was pro-
duced with location crews touring the
world’'s capitals, has been a world-
wide success. “The Beachcomber,”
produced here in the States with all-
American talent, is getting top ratings
and attracting attention in other mar-
kets in both hemispheres.

Most important, global distribution,
and the global production which
makes global distribution possible, is
the answer to the deteriorating syndi-
cation market in America. With dis-
tribution all over the world, it is pos-
sible to meet the costs of quality
production, which is a prerequisite to
uniformly quality product.

In our plans for the future, ITC is
providing for every type of product to
be produced wherever it can best be
produced. to be sold in all markets of
the world. Already in production are
hour-long specials like “The Jo Staf-
ford Show.” with stars like Bob Hope.
mysteries like ““Espionage’” and
“Ghost Squad,” adventure series like
"Sir Francis Drake,” drama like “Man
of The World,” cartoons like “Kozmo
—The Kid from Mars,” etc.

The world of entertainment has
been spinning around for a long time.
We think that only those who realize
that it is really a “world” will catch
the brass ring in 1962.

Then, from where you sit, the syn-
dication business is one vast merry-
goround of properties. They never
disappear completely—they just turn
up under another title or at another
company. You can only wonder what
these fellows have in mind when they
take out that fancy, new. four-color
brochure profusely illustrating a pro-
gram which has been around for
seven years and which you've turned
down at least 18 times before from
three other distributors.

Now youre a TV director of an ad-
vertising agency. You've just sat
through another screening of another
pilot. You're about to hear the pitch
that this is the show most likely to
succeed in 1962 — or ‘63 — or you-
name-it] Sure, it's well put together—
and it's cute, or fresh, or clever, or
funny. But tell me, friend, how am 1
going to buy five minutes of time in
the evening on 37 stations in the top
50 markets when there are no five
minutes slots available?

If you happen to be sitting behind
your desk at home going through
some old stock certificates, then you
may be a shareholder in one of the
syndication companies which has
"gone public” in the last few years.
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You probably have no idea
at all what's wrong with syn-
dication but you know that
you've received no dividends
and that your stock is worth
far less than when you pur-
chased it. Your outlook is de-
cidedly downbeat on the sub-
ject, for, in addition, your ori-
ginal investment may have
declined in value as well.

It all depends on where you sit. If
youre a syndicator, you were sitting
pretty about five years ago—and: to-
day you're sitting on a hot seat. You'll
be quick to point out that network
option time has made it almost im-
possible to risk important money in
the production of new programs
which are likely to sell in “B” time—
if they sell at all! And you'll make
a note of the increasing quantity of
network shows coming into the mar-
ket every selling season. Then you
can always point out that probably
no other business in the world has
only a few hundred potential cus-
tomers and. to make matters worse,
if you don't sell the important forty
or fifty of these customers, you might
as well give up at the very begin-
ning, before you've started.

The trouble with syndication?—it
isn't a business. It's a rat race. It's a
gamble. It may well be the only busi-
ness in the modern world in which
you have no idea of what you're do-
ing until you do it. It has been that
way for twelve years. I'm afraid it
will continue to be that way for
twelve more and twelve more after
that!
