AYBE "“the quality of mercy is not
strained” applied to the golden
age of Elizabethan literature. But it
hardly applies in today’s modern age
of musical advertising. In fact, today,
mercy can spell bankruptcy for those
who sacrifice quality for quantity and
ethical business practices for mar-
ginal or unethical business practices.

Not only have they found that a
quality custom-made musical com-
mercial has both musical and adver-
tising flexibility, but that it functions
as a three-way stimulant to sales:
first by the sales impact of perform-
ance; second by the sales impression
it creates; and third by its over-ride
or bonus impression that accrues to
an advertiser each time someone
whistles, hums or sings the tune there-
after.

Most importantly they know that a
quality custom-made musical com-
mercial is woven into the warp and
woof of a planned advertising cam-
paign that blankets all media. It's not
patched on as an afterthought. Nor
is it sacrificed to an irrational econ-
omy that budgets thousands for air
time and pin money for a complete
musical service that guarantees pro-
duction (from the creation to the
finished musical commercial) of the
highest quality.

In today’s musical commercial
world ““no substitute for quality” is
axiomatic with established, reputable
producers. Fortunately, seasoned ad-
vertisers and agencies from border
to border happily are discovering
every day too that there’s no substi-
tute for a truth penned centuries ago
in a book of Italian proverbs. It reads:
"Good things cost less than bad
ones.”

HE American Society of Composers,

Authors and Publishers is a per-
forming right organization, founded
in 1914 by the late Victor Herbert and
a group ‘of his colleagues. The Society
functions as a clearing house for the
performing rights of the creators of
music and their publishers.

The performing right is granted by
the United States Government under
the Federal Copyright Law. This right
entitles composers, authors and pub-
lishers of musical compositions to pay-
ment for their works whenever they
are performed publicly for profit.

Through ASCAP, any user of music
may obtain from a single source the
right to perform the works of more
than 6,400 writers and 2,000 publish-
ers who are members of the Society,
at @ minimum expense and without
the necessity of negotiating for each
separate use.

ASCAP’'s exiensive repertory cov-
ers every phase of American music
literature. In addition to the best-loved
popular and show music, it includes

the finest country and western music,
church and sacred selections, and «a
catalog of much of our contemporary
classical music: symphonic, chamber
and choral works and recital selec-
tions.

Radio and television broadcasters
have access to this entire repertory
when they obtain an ASCAP license.
This license guarantees them a clear-
ance on all ASCAP composers’ and
publishers’ music; ot the same time
it provides for the writers a sustained
livelihood from the works of their own
creation, and a means of enabling
publishers to invest in the exploitation
of new works.

The Society’s Board of Directors con-
sists of twelve writer and twelve pub-
lisher members elected biennially by
the writer and publisher memberships,
respectively. lts officers are elected
annvally. It maintains twenty-three
branch offices in major cities through-
out the country. Headquarters are lo-
cated at 575 Madison Avenue, New
York 22, New York.

HE United States copyright law

provides that the authors and pub-
lishers of music have the right to be
compensated when their music is per-
formed publicly for profit. This right
also exists under the laws of every
major country of the world.

Broadcast Music, Inc.—BMl—was
created in 1940. Its sole purpose is to
serve as an organization which would
acquire and license performing rights
and, in so doing, bring about healthy
and necessary competition. BMI was
organized by a group of broadcasters
who neither collect dividends nor re-
ceive special rates from it.

BMI acquires performing rights from
independent writers and publishers,
collects license fees from the organiza-
tions which perform music for profit,
and, in turn, makes payment to the
creators of the music. It licenses the
music of composers and publishers
who are resident in every one of the
United States. Through agreements
with performing rights societies in
other countries, it brings foreign mu-
sic fo America and makes American
music available throughout the world.

BMI does not publish or record mu-
sic. The rights to do so belong exclu-
sively to the composers and publishers.

Except for operating expenses and
a reasonable reserve, BMI pays all of

-

the money it collects to the composers
and publishers whose music is per-
formed. BMI determines payments to
composers and publishers on the basis
of the performance of music on thou-
sands of independent stations as well
as on country-wide nefworks. It does
so because the performance of music
on radio and television represents the
truest gauge of public demand for
music of all types and the broadest
use of music to meet that demand.

The past year marked BMI's 22nd
year of service. It was a year that saw
the number of our affiliated authors,
composers and publishers- and the
compositions we license at an all-fime
high.

For the future, BMI looks forward to
serving many thousands more of the
creators of music and many more of
the businesses which use music as part
of their service to the public. It will
continue to deal justly and fairly with
those enterprises which enable that
music to be heard. It will continue to
maintain its open-door policy for the
benefit of all persons who wish to
gain the public ear and to be reward-
ed if their works win favor. It will
continue to service the public by mak-
ing music from every part of our coun-
try and from all quarters of the world
available for public performance.

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Enormous Strides in British
Television Test-Marketing

HERE is little doubt that research,

as a marketing tool, is more re-
fined, more professionally used in this
country than it is in Great Britain. But,
while the gap had been a consider-
able one, it is rapidly narrowing.

One area in which British commer-
cial television companies have made
enormous strides this past year is the
measurement of test—market results.
A number of them have built up the
research services and facilities they
make available to advertisers.

One of the most aggressive con-
tractors in the field of test—market
research is TWW Ltd.—Television for
South Wales and The West of Eng-
land—and we can examine this
contractor’s services for illustration.

In basic population characteristics,
the TWW region follows the national
pattern—age, family size, income,
education, ownership, etc.

TWW extended this natural advan-
tage by establishing a relationship
with the region’s retailers that is «a
great deal closer and more interde-
pendent than anything we know in
the United States.

An effective binding force to this
relationship is the “Retailer Scheme.”
Under this plan all retailers in the
TWW region are advised of forthcom-
ing campaigns at least ten days in
advance of transmission through «a
full-page advertisement in the pro-
gram paper “Television Weekly.” This
gives retailers the time to stock up and
to arrange special displays. The sta-
tion provides certain display materials
and the advertiser may supplement
this with its own.

Retailers then support the adver-
tiser's campaign by booking 7-sec-
ond slide announcements at a spe-
cial low rate. These spots must give

prominence to the manufacturer’s
product, thereby lending considerable
weight to the latter's campaign.

The “Retailer Scheme” is by no
means limited to test market cam-
paigns, but it has proven particularly
effective in efforts of that kind—per-
haps because cooperation at the re-
tailer level is so vital an element.

In terms of evaluating the test, a
well-known research organization,
commissioned by TWW, has set up
separate “Retail Audit Panels” for
food stores, drug stores, hardware
stores and tobacconists/confectioners
in the region. This same organization
conducts a good deal of consumer
research throughout the area.

These services have been respon-
sible, in good part, for successful
results in the TWW area. In 1962, U.S.
Royal Tires conducted a test cam-
paign. The company bought 45-
second spots backed by some news-
paper advertising and dealer promo-
tion. lts agency stated: “The TWW.
Retailer Scheme, whereby local deal-
ers were able to buy 7-second spots
adjacent to the main campaign, was
a major contributory factor to the
success of the campaign.” U.S. Royal
Tire sales increased 400% during the
period.

The important fact is that an Amer-
ican company can pre-determine the
required advertising pressures and
consumer appeals in the same man-
ner it employs domestically. And,
working with a commercial television
contractor that specializes in test
marketing, it is assured of benefits
and services that are not matched by
TV stations in this country.

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Teledu Cymru—Last ITV ‘Baby’
Furthers the Welsh Language

ELEDU CYMRU, Wales (West &
North) Television, is the 15th and
last "baby” in the British Independent
Television Network’s group of regions.
lts ideals and principles are basically
the same as that of TV all over the
world, and like most regional TV
stations, its viewers have their own
culture and particular intferests.
When | arrived here in July 1962,
the problems which faced this service
were similar to the ones that faced
the Irish Television Service 18 months
before. Probably the most obvious of
these was the training of a program
staff in the production techniques so
necessary to good TV, and the estab-
lishment of a program policy, so nec-
essary to the public relations drive
that was to make Welsh Television
viewers aware of their new service
and its hopes, plans and even its
dreams.

| am happy to say that the pro-
agram division of this television service
has a staff of some 84% Welsh men
and women who had not been in TV
before, and of this percentage, the
majority speak the Welsh language
fluently. The one thing we were not
short of in Teledu Cymru was ideas,
and with the addition of some key
members to my program staff who
were experienced television people,
we quickly overcame the other diffi-
culties.

The months of July, August and
September were hectic ones, but on
the 14th of September, Teledu Cymru
opened with the Welsh National An-
them, followed by a half-hour pro-
gram called “Croeso” (“Welcome”)
starring the Welsh actor, Mr. Clifford
Evans.

One of the particular points of our
program policy is to further the use

of the Welsh language. Endless dis-
cussions, programs of community prob-
lems and events in the native lan-
guage were not adequate in a prin-
cipality that is bilingual. Because
this is television, the use of vision to
further the language became essen-
tial, and here coupled with our own
local productions, international docu-
mentaries such as “The Two Faces Of
Japan” and "Heartbeat Of France,” to
say nothing of cartoons for the chil-
dren, were quickly tracked into the
Welsh language and used in peak
viewing hours., Teledu Cymru’s local
originations run the entire gamut of
television from plays to quiz games
and from news-public affairs to
comedy.

This “infant service” is growing up
quickly and its audience ratings show
that it is more than holding its own
against its competitor, the mighty
BBC. As time goes by, it will grow
and enlarge both in scope and vision,
furthering its own language and cul-
ture for use within its own region.
It will send out to other parts of
Great Britain, and indeed other parts
of the world, programs of, by and
about Wales that must surely be of
some inferest to TV viewers every-
where.

The symbol of Irish Television, the
Cross of St. Brigid, has already been
seen in many places outside Ireland,
So it is with Welsh Television — the
national symbol of the Red Dragon
is moving rapidly towards the day
where it will become an almost inter-
national symbol of the best in TV
viewing.
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New BBC Channel and Pay TV
On British Horizon for 1964

HE DUST of battle is settling follow-
ing the bitterest and most pro-
tracted exchanges British television
has known since the campaigns which
ushered in the era of commercial TV.
The Pilkington Committee has sur-
veyed the British TV scene and made
its report. Parliament has both at-
tacked and praised the committee’s
findings. And the Government, as vul-
timate arbiter, has laid down the
broad outline of the pattern of British
TV for the next five years.

The prospect is an exciting one:
another channel for the BBC, starting
in 1964; the introduction of UHF
transmissions on 625 lines, instead of
the present 405; experimental color
programs next year. These are the
plums which will fall into the BBC's
lap. But there is much spade-work to
be done before the harvest can be
gathered in. And already, the BBC
has named some of the key men and
women in the team which will tackle
the biggest challenge in the Corpora-
tion’s history.

The fact that the Government has
ruled against a second channel for
Independent Television—the commer-
cial companies—has been welcomed
by some, condemned by others.

There was a considerable body of
opinion that doubted whether the less
prosperous areas could support a rival
channel when it was proving difficult
to sell time on the existing one.

It is scarcely surprising that the
major stations, serving the more
densely populated areas, were not
over-incensed about the shut door.
Most of them have a stake in the
potential Eldorado that is on the
horizon — Pay-TV. Trials will take
place, in selected areas, during 1964.
Should they succeed (and it is still not

clear by which yardsticks success will
be measured), it is pretty certain that
the Government will authorize regular
Pay-TV on a national scale.

Still an unknown number, and po-
tentially the most significant factor in
deciding the destinies of the commer-
cial TV companies, is the extent to
which the Independent Television
Avuthority, the "watchdog” of com-
mercial TV in Britain, will exercise its
wide-ranging powers in the next year.

There is little doubt that it will skim
some of the cream off the profits of
the major TV companies in order to
distribute it among the smaller com-
panies, some of which are known to
be in dire financial straits.

And the smaller companies are
keeping their fingers crossed that
I.T.A. will ordain that the best locally
produced programs will get a bigger
share of the national network cake.

Not so long ago, Independent Tele-
vision could claim — and produce
figures to prove it—that its programs
were watched by the vast majority
of Britain’s viewers, something in the
nature of 70 per cent against the 30
per cent who remained faithful to
BBC TV.

Now, all that is changing. Better
home-produced programs, better im-
ported U.S. programs, better schedul-
ing are occasionally giving the BBC
the viewing edge over its rivals.
The result of this new competitive
spirit should result in better TV all-
round—provided both existing chan-
nels can keep their heads and remem-
ber that, in the long run, nothing
outshouts quality.
