In this type, the tuned circuit acts as
a by-pass to the ground for those wave
fengths which interfere and are therefore’
to be elirninated.

between the earth’'s surface and the upper

strata of the atmo\phele there exists a|-

continuously growing electric tension or
difference .in potential, and that this ten-
sion ‘increases by 100 velts per meter
altitude. For example, between the 3,000-
‘meéter strata and the earth: there should
be-a tension of 300,000 to 1.000.000 volts,
that is, ‘a pressure our present day high-
voltage power transmission lines cannot
possibly carry satisfactorily for a long
time to .come..

This theory of a drop in ‘potential in. the
atmospherlc electricity and the électric
texsion in the air, which at first appears
contradiectory and ununderstandable to the
layman, is based upon experiments with
a sniall electncal condenser which gath-
ers the electricity out of & space less
than one <¢ubic centimeter in volume.
This condensei is placed near the earth's
surfance and the Juantity of electricity
is measured by ‘means of the most sensi-
tive instruments; so arranged as to be
entirely uninfluenced by local conditions.
The assumption is advanced that this
quantity—in a Somewhat poorly stated
manner—bears a certaih relation to the

gigantic accumulatmns of electricity* in.

the higher strata of the atmosphere.
Dream of Using “Sky" Energy
This idea of potential differences .of
more than 300,000 volts has so rooted
itself in most minds, that it has been ser-
jously proposed to utilize the condition by
creating a short circuit between the up-
péf air and the earth thus making avail-
able fabulous guantities of energy. In
Germany there has actually been formed
a company which aims to put this energy
to industrial use. Numbers of kites and
balloons are to be provided with an oxide
cathode on tap. As -eléctricity enters this

cathode it heats up, becomes contmuously'

warmer and more capable of receiving

electricity, until a short circuit occurs and.

uncalculable énergy streams down. to the
‘earth. Unfortunately this is only a
dream.
More Scientific Study of.Static

To throw light upon the matter of at-
mospheric: electricity, the writer has
caused certain very interesting experi-

Amateur Radio operators and the broadcasters, it
appears, have ‘‘laid off’” each other as far as intei-
ference is concerned, but both are now complaining
of ship mterference, Supervisors of thée Department
of Commerce point out,

Sh1p operators report and supervisors agree, that the
wate lengths assigned to vessels are not all they should
be. The 300-meter wave is not efficient; the 600-meter
wave, used for ecalling and for dlstress signals, is al-
ways in use, and the 706-meter wave ecan’t pOSSIbly
serve all the vessels operating. So far as is known, it
is' understood that many foreign ships are mot yet
equipped to use 706 meters, which throws them on the
450 or 600-meter waves. Cornsequently  the ships have
to resort to the 450-meter wave assigned them, which
is right in the middle of the broadeasting wave band.
Thev are practlcally forced to use this wave length for-
their pos1t10n reports transmitted between 7:00 and
11:00 p7m. daily.

Iz an effort to alleviate the interference, the De-

Automobiles have no special privileges as to right
of way of speed. In other words, there is no class dis-
tinction shown. Regulations prov1de a speed, the right
side of the road, stops at crossings, etc., for trucks,
private, public and commercial ears, So the depart-
ment is trying to regulate the Radio traffic in the air
in the same way, and broadcasters, amateurs, commer-
cial shore and ship stations must comply with traffie
regulations, keepmg in the channels asmgned thei,
Through co-operation alone can the great air traffic be
managed successfully.

Listeners-in who complain of interference waste their
time, the time of the department and its field force
by complaining of interférence in general; they must
be spécific, if aid is to be rendered, it was éxplained.
Unless the call letters, or name of the offendeér, the
) time of interference and the nature of the matter sent
‘ is given to the department, it is necessary to send a
special investigator to the locality; where he has to
listen in for several days to find out who is causing
the trouble. This entails a great amount of time aud
expense; and the field force is'small and inadequate to
the demands,

Owners of receiving sets who think they hear inter-
ference in the gilent amateur period, must ascertain
if it is an amateur or a ship, for example, and if they
cannot read code, they should find an amateur neighbor
who can, asking him to listen in and record -what is
being transmitted. His report ¢an then be forwarded
to the distriet supervisor or the department. Such-
complaints ‘would aid the department materially. Lit-
erally hundreds of valueless complaints are received
to ome reliable and accurate report of interference.
Sometimes receiving sets are supersensitive, it is
pointed out, and the in*erference may not actually be
in the air, ‘

Question Is “How Good Is Good Reception?”

Better Quality Cannot Be Taken Out Than Is Broadcast
By E. T. Flewelling

E HAVE recelved so many coms |
eriti-’

ments, ‘statements, opinions, trit

cisms, eta,; concernlng Radio Tecep-
tion and the abillty ‘of various receiving
géts that it sSeems as§ though .a few
thoughts and experiences :concerning this
point may be of interest, :and perhaps a
little: value, to thé ‘many heiwcomers who
do not really ’know what they may ‘expect
from. the Radio receiver they build or
buy.

greatly. Such a circuit will often. recélve
a Station from 500 to 1,000 miles distant
on ‘the ground alone without ‘any other
antenna than the ermg of the set itself,
and because of the many powerful broad-
cast statlons now ‘operating in the United
States, this is a very good way to: check
up the: ability of the circuit. This last
test dlso apphes to. any of ‘the forms of
regenerative circuit .that are in use today,
including: the many "‘wonder circuits.

‘Super-Regenerative Receivers

Our next line might iriclude: receivers
of ‘the supeér-regenerative class. Per tube,
these receivers are undoubtedly the peer
of all.

In this connection, we might say
that they are such a new @addition fto

Stop and think a moment of a
motion that reverses its dction one million
‘timmes in a smgle second: It is moving so
fast that it is beyond the huian imind to
«concelve it. It is anh exXtremely feebls
thing as well as being extremely fast, and

it has a million and one ‘peculiar charac=
teristics,

especially 1f we: Keep in mind
the .action of direct current or low fre-
quency alternatmg currents. We must
forget these slower .actions and remember
that we are dealing with somethlng that,
‘even ‘in its simplest princlple, is beyond
our comprehénsion.. Therefore; if we are
to obtain the results we ‘should from
Radio frequency ampllﬁcatlon, ‘we must
take into’ consideration the Very minutest
detail in the construction of a Radio fre-
quency set. This even extends to the
size and location of theée binding posts;
etc.; the socket, for ‘instance; most fre-
quently offered on the market being abso-
lutely useléss in a Radio fréquency set.
Radio frequency reception properly han-
dled gives us the cleanest-cut recepnon

4and. of a quality’ most pléasant to hear;
and ‘i1f we ‘do not. begrudge a ‘tube or two,
will excel any other knowin form of cir=
cuit. Propérly handled and constructed; it
is the peer of all and reception with it is
dependént almost entirely iipon the num-
ber of ‘tubes used and ‘the strength of the
transmitting station. This hrings s toé
another point In ‘the corisideration of re=
ception.

It is well to remember that we cannot
take out of -our receiver any hetter qual-
ity than the transmitting station puts Into
it, In other words, if the transmitting
statlon is of poor qually, then our recep-
tion will be poor, but as there are 8o
many good transmitting stations in opera-
tion today, it will mot take o6ne long to
as¢ertain just how good his recelver is,

Surrounding Conditions Considersd

Seasonal and local conditions. too, must
be taken into consideration. If weé are
located ln proximity to trolley wires, high
tension -electric llnes, etc., we will find
hums, clicks, ete., lnterfermg with our
reception. Winter brings wlth it aii kinds
‘of freak reception, receiving distances
being Invarlably greater than in the suin-
mer and of far better quality, owing to
the general lack of static.disturbances.

Theie is another point that should be
taken up; and that is to answer the ques-
tion as to “why Jonss, who has a receiver
identical with ours, accomplishlies 50 re=
markably better work than we, ‘This
would be explairied if Jones were a cleverer
or better operator than we; but if he is
not, we. must look for another .Solution,
and the following suggestions may help
in traclng the cause of the trouble. Jones
might be better located than We are even
though. he. is only 100 vyards distant
froin us; he might have a better aerial or
a better ground. Any one of these things
might be responsible for the difference,
but as the great majority of sets are re-
generative .and use a. soft tube as a de-
tector, we might find also the caiise of
the difficulty here. It is -a fact that de-
