“The Nepllocation of November 11th
falthiully carriod out this redistribution
and all parts of the nation now have
their proportions of the radio total, based
ou population. in compliance with the
mandate of Congess.

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‘““How Come Side=bands?”’

By K. G. ORMISTON

Lately we have heard a lot about
“side-bands.” We have read of sets
being =zo selective that they ‘‘cut the
side-bands,” and hence impair the lone
quality., And now we have both factory
and kit receivers which claim to tune
“*squarely across the side bands Instead
of to a peak,” and as a result, give bet-
ter quality of music. All of which scunds
very impressive and technical, but ap-
parently nobody has taken the trouble
to explain to the readers of these adver-
tisements and technical descriptions
just what “side-bands” ure, and what
part they play. in radio transmission
and reception.

Side-bands are a very vital part of
radio, but along with dozens of other
essential factors have not concerned
the broadcast listener or fan, who s
usually interested only with results, and
pot with methods, But now this little
“mystery” s being dragged out into the
IHght of day. because of certain features
being incorporated in radio receivers,
and s being glibly exposed by adver-
tising experts who probably have a
vague idea thiat side-bands are some-
thing llke boundary femces along both
sides of a wave to keep it In 1tz right
channel!

And so it is timely that we should
endeavor to explain in simple langunge
just what ix meant by *“side-bands.”
Broadcast stations operate or transmit
on definite frequencies, assigned by the
Federal Radio Comnilssion. l.et ur take
a particular station to cite as an exam-
ple. say KGO. KGO transmits on a {re-
quencY of 790 kilocycles. 1In other
words. the current in the anteana sys-
tem produced by the oscillator and am-
plifier tubes of the transmitter, passes
through 790,000 cycles per second. A
¢ycle comprises a surge of current first
in one direction and then in the oppo-
site direction. This current of very
high frequency produces what is calied
the "carricr wave,” because it Is the car-
rier of our volee and musle. It fs like
a river upon which we launch
hoats. [t s the hoats and thelr cargo
which we wlsh to transport from point
to polnt to another, but how could we
do it without the river?

And ro0, when you listen to KGO, be-
fore the microphone is turned on or
between numbers or announcements,
the “shush" that vyou hear iz this

emall

carrier wave, and it would be absolute-
ly Inaudible were 1t not for certain im-
perfections which are unavaldable. [n-
audible, because the human ear cannot
respond to frequencies as great as 790,
000 cvcles per second. If you were Lo
tune [n this carrler wiave on a selective
receiver, you would detect a humming
sound just at 790 kilocycles, but there
would be sllence immediately above and
below It.

Now, In order to transmit speech and
music, we must “modulate” the carrier
wave with the frequeuncies which effect
the ear as audible sounds. The micro-
phone in the studio firet converts these
nudible frequencles to variations In a
minute electric current. and then by a
iong process of ampl¥ication. these va-
riations are amplified a millfon times or
tore. \When of sufficient strength,
these varilations, which range from
about 25 cycles per second to 5000 c¢y-
cles per second (low organ note to high
violin), aro impressed upon the ecarrier
wave.

Let us see whiut happens when the
two frequencies are combined. Assums
that the inicrophone is picking up a
pure musical note of say 1000 cycCles
per second. Then our modulator sys-
tem will have in its output a current of
1000 cycles per second and we mix this
with the carrier frequency of 790,000
cycles per second. The two (requencies
will combine to give us two resultant
frequencies, one of 791.000 eycles and
one of 789.000 cycles. This is simply by
the heterodyne process, the same as we
have in a superheterodyne receiving set,
We add to and substract from the car
rier frequency the value of the im-
pressed audio frequency.

it follows that for very low notles we
add and subtract very little from the
carrier and for the high notes we add
and subtrmet as muech as 6000 cyclea.
For a 6000 cycle note. tho carrier will
be modified to cover from 785,000 cycles
to 795,000 cycles. When we listen to
the station on a receiver. therefore, we
realize that instead of the sharply de-
fined carrior wave at 790 kilocycles, we
niust tune in a band of frequencies from
785 to 795 kllocycles.

These b kilocycle bands on either side
of the carrier frequency are catled the
slde-bands. And you can renlize their

ANSWER-— Broadcast listeners are
supposed to be engaged ip slumhber at 3
a. m, whereupon certain small c¢hunks
of the ether are turned over to Mr. Ama-
ieur 50 that he may stumble on further
developmeuts and improvements {n ra-
dio transmission which will afford us
hetter broadcast transmisslon and re-
ception In vears to come. The ama-
teurs once had the whole works to
themselves,—any power, any wave-
length, any canll letrers that tickled thieir
faney. ‘They used to help the commer-
cfal wireless stations in handling wlipe.
fess messages to and frowm ships fur at
#ea, Gradually they hnve been more and
more restricted to make room for all of
the other radlo services which now take
up most of the availahle frequencies
They are limited in wavelength, power
and operating hours. In view of all that
they have done for radlo progress, it
seems hardly fair that we should protest
when they mnle a bit of a noisze at 3
a. m. Chances are this chap had to go
to work or to school in the morning, and
that he turned in early in the evening
and got up around 2 or 4 2. m.. to inve
his fun with radlo without interfering
with the pleasure of his nelghhors, who
are broadcast listeners. 80 let's not be-
grudee him thorse early morning hours.

Howevar, If you know definitely who
the amateur Is, sleps may be tdken to
advise him of certain changes in hls

equipment which wlill prevent him from
making any interference with broadeast
listeners. For instance, Don Wallace of
Long Beach, can operate his 1000-watt
amataur transmiiter, while Mrs. Wallace
listens to broa‘dcast reception in another
room, with both aerials supported from
the same pole' And Incidentally, Don
would be the right man to belp your
amateur ix his set 8o that he may oper-
ale to his heart’'s content without mak-
ing a sound on the broadcast waves.

And if he doesn't know what to
do, get him in touch with Don
QUESTIOMN—What is meant by an
A.C. set? ) understand this applies to a
radlo which operates from the light
socket, but wihat Is the meaning of A, C.?
C. M., San ODiego.

ANSWER-—-An A.C. set Is one which
operates on aiternating current. The
letters A.C. stand for alternating cur-
rent. That is the kind of eurrent used
for lighting and power purpuses almost
universally. It is called alternating, be
cauyse it alternates.—it sturts at zero,
builds up to a1 maximuym, decreases (o
zerao, and then bullds up in the opposite
direction to maximum and azailn de-
creases to zero. This process is called
ong cycle, and the house lighting cur:
rent is either 50 or R0 cycles per sec-
ond, depending vwpon the characteristics
of the alternator which genorates it at
the power house. From this we see that
there Is gzero current flowing through
an ordinary electric light at 100 or 120
Instants during each second. However,
tho light appears ta be burning steadily
for two reasons,—the filament of the
lamip cannot cool and heat again that
rapidly but maintains an average tem-
perature, and secondly. the human eye
could not detect the light variations {f
they were present, becaose images lin:

without them you could have no speech
and music, and hence, no radlo broad-
cugt. You will also pae why stations
cannot be closer together thian 10 kilo-
cyeles, as each station must have a 10
klloecyocle band. 6 on either side of ihe
aszigned enrrier frequency, in which to
moidulate the carrier with the audible
frequencies that bring yYou speech and
muslic,

It will be also understood how a re-
ceiver which tunes with knifelike selec-
tivity will not permit uniform amplifi-
cation of (his full 10 Ke. band and

hence some of the audible notes will be
xacrificed. ‘The sharper the selectivity,
the poorer will be the reproduction of
musle. The absonce of tho overlohes
and harmonics are especially noticed
when the slde-bands are not fully in.
cluded in the tuning aud osmplifyink
process in the receiver, and the music
spunds unnatural.

So it is impertant that the radin fre-
quency end of the receiver shoull be
broad enough to inctude 5 kilocycles on
nither slde of the carrier, but sharp
vnobgll to exclode the statfon which is
operating in the next channel.

fot with these charscteristics we will
find that any station tuned in will have
uniform volume over 2 space on the dial
which repreaents 10 kilocyeles. and then
disappears suddenly and the station in
the next channel appeurs just as swd-
denly and has constaul volume for the
next 10 kilocycles of dial space. ete.
And in tlig ideal recelver we would ex-
pect to find true tone quality. because
we would not have to falsely create in
the audin end what we had sacrificed
in the radio trequency end by side-hand
cutting.

Hence. if we were to at-
tempt to bring electrical energy from
a great distanee at 110 volts, the wires
wonld lLave {o he =olld copper ae bik
around as n barrel, In order to carry the
current 'n ampores. But with alternat-
ing current. transformers will siep the
volinge up to 200.000 volts with a cor
responding decrease in the current since
the actual power Iz the product of am-
peros and volts, Only small conductors
anre then needed to carry a comparative-
Iy small current at such great pressure.
Then when we reach our destination,
trunsformers will again step the voltage
down (o 110 and make avallable thn
many thonsands of amperes of current
which mieet our power and Hght neecds.
