in forty seconds of actual physical death

For forty seconds my body was

dead. No pulse! No respiration! By all

I have been asked often how it felt
to die. It is not because I wish to
dwell morbidly upon death that I have
consented to tell of this experience,
Rather, it is because something oc-
curred then which has helped me to
live,

It was shortly after Thanksgiving
two years ago that 1 was driving my
station wagon at a pretty good clip up
over a rise on Sunset Boulevard, just
in front of Jane Withers' home.

A car speeding from the other di-
rection suddenly loomed up, consider-
ably on my side of the white line. As I
swerved to avoid a head-on collision,
my car was side-swiped and catapulted
down over a steep bank, turning over
several times.

How I managed to climb out of the
wreck is more than T’ll ever know. I
had had a terrible smash—ribs broken,
a collapsed lung, back broken in two
places, two of the darkest shiners
anyone has ever seen and a severed
septum which laid my nose back over
my face,

My first flashing thought as I

dragged myself out of the debris was:
“I don’t want to die,”

Without egotism I say that I have
always, since my youthful acrobatic
days, been without fear, have never
expected the worst to happen. I love
life; and I can tell you that many
times, I am sure, right thoughts, con-
sistently held, have meant the differ-
ence for me between continuation of
life and its sudden termination.

I always have believed that we in-
fluence things around us as well as
ourselves by our thoughts.

Hence my first thought in the agony
of the accident. I kept repeating in
my mind, “I don't want to die” I
knew that was my only way to cling
to life. The one thing I had with which
to fight against the calamity of death
was my own thought.

Then came those forty seconds of
death as I lay on the operating-table.

During that fateful moment I threw
out the negative thought, “I don't want
to die,” and substituted the positive
conviction, “I am going to live.”

Death had placed his hand on my
body—but my spirit lived on. What is
more important, during that brief mo-

ment of ‘“‘death,” I learmed in some
way, from some source, that man is
master of his destiny.

All this would be unimportant te
tell about if it were merely a personal
experience of my own. But I am writ-
ing about it because I believe that
right now it is more important than
at any other time in our history for
us Americans to think straight.

This is no time for defeatism, no
time even for pacifism. I am not argu-
ing simply from a military point of
view. I am pleading for a courageous
approach toward whatever faces us,
firm in the conviction that we are right
in our assumption that this is God's
eountry, that freedom is one of our in-
herent rights. I am just as firm in the
conviction that we must defend that
freedom against any outside aggressor,
not only through an adequate cam-
paign by our military forces but also
through unity of civilian thought.

I believe in God. I believe that He
is on our side. And I have sufficient
faith that if we do our part by clear,
clean, wholesome thinking, He will do
His part.

America’s fighting war brings M-Day

to broadcasting. Here’s the behind - the -

scenes story of a “special news bulletin”

ADIQ felt the cold reality of war

first. Radio felt the effect of Ameri-
can blackout first. Radio, of all Amer-
ican civilian institutions, felt—and
undertook—the responsibilities of war
first. That is all pretty obvious.

But to what lengths radio has gone
in order to fulfill its responsibility is
little understood by the public. What
headaches and heroic efforts lay be-
hind even a terse, ten-word “special
bulletin” can be seen. only behind the
closed doors of broadcasting news-
rooms and listening-posts. To the av-
erage listener today those doors are
locked and guarded by the military,
That makes this behind-the-scenes
story of war news hmportant to every
listener.

No network was caught Aat-footed
by the Jap attack. With tension rising
daily over Jap-U. 5. relations, news
and special-events chiefs had already
dusted off plans made back in 1939. On
Sunday, December 7, they were able
to triple their news service at a mo-
ment’s notice.

The mix-ups and mishaps which
occurred were umnbelievably few, de-
spite the fact that networks had to
feed broadecasts as usual, give out
regional announcements calling men
back to the Army and Navy, break
into every program with new war bul-
letins. Smoothly and quickly, the war
news was fitied inio an orderly, ser-
viceable pattern.

Radio war bulletins get to the miero-
phone from three sources: 1. The great
press services—Associated, United, In-
ternational. 2. The network listening-
posts which pick up foreign short-
wave news broadcasts from all over
the world. 3. The networks® own cor-

In the news-rooms a high-powered
staff of writers, analysts and commen-
tators do a twenty-four-hours-a-day
job. They must sift and classify ru-
mors, fact and official reports. They
must compress all the important news
into capsule-like paragraphs which
will fit into one-, two-, three-, fifieen-
minute pericds. They must lean over
backward to authenticate every re-
port. Above all, they must work with
lightrning speed to keep up with an
ever-changing situation.

Pictures on these pages show how
that job is done in one of the best radio
news bureaus—at CBS-KNX, under
the able direction of Fox Case and
Clinton Jones. See for yourself how
CBS-KNX operates in Hollywood.

propagandists these days is to dis-

count, excuse and minimize their
military reverses in Russia and North
Africa while at the same time giving
the spotlight to Japanese successes in
the Pacific arena. To distract atten-
tion from Herr Hitler’s next “putsch,”
which may even be in progress by the
time you read this, Goebbels' boys on
the Berlin Radio are flling the air
with a lot of words about ethics, good
sportsmanship in war (this is a good
one) and adherence to the Golden
Rule, “From where I stand in front
of this microphone,” says E. D, Ward,
I can see through the window a huge
twenty-fool American flag painted on
the wall of American House. There
has been no effort to remove or paint
over this flag. Are the Americans such
good sports?” “At the Press Club,
where I often eat, there stands on the
mantel a large silver trophy. The in-
scription on it reads, ‘Presented to the
Auto Club of Berlin by King George.’
Despite the fact that England is our
enemy and that every bit of metal is
needed badly for war materials, there
has been no effort to melt up this cup.
Are the British as broad-minded?
George Bernard Shaw’s show ‘Pyg-
malion’ is always scld out here in
Berlin. We still have culture despite
what our enemies say.”

Quentin Reynolds, American ace
corresporntdent recentiy arrived in
London from a tour of the Russian
and North African fronts, made a fine
talk over London Radio the other day.
Among other remarks he said that
Germany had made two grave mis-
takes regarding Britain; the first was
to wake her sleeping dead. The spirits
of Nelsom and Allenby walk the
streets of London today. You see this
spirit reflected in the face of the R.
A. F. pilot who j)auntily wears his
cap over one eye to cover its sight-
less socket; you see it in the faces of
proud children who are registering in
the new National Youth Service. The
other mistake was to believe that
Britain and America have nothing in
common, In England we drive auto-
mobiles down the left side of the
streel. In the United States we drive
cars down the right side of the road.

FM Radio Ends First Year wlih

Great Gains

Despite war wlth its consequent de-
mand for radio materials and its effect
on the listening habits of the nation,
FM radio ended the vear—its first on
a commercial basis—with tremendous
gains. The number of FM receivers in
the United States has increased more
than 1,400 percent in the past twelve
months. A year ago ‘there were ap-
proximafely 15,000 FM receivers in
the entire country, On December 1
the total had grown to more than
180,000, while pre-Christmas sales in-
dicated that about now there should
be from 230,000 to 250,000 sets in use,
This represents a listening audience
approaching 1,000,000 persons.

Al the start of 1941 not a single
commercial FM statioh was operating
in the nation. By mid-December.
sixty-two had been authorized, with
twenty-four already in full daily op-
eration. The first commercial FM
transmitter went on the air in Nash-
ville, Tenn., March 1, 1941.

Today more than twenty manufac-
turers offer the public more than one
hundred different models ranging
from table sets to elaborate phono-
graph combinations.

New Latins Go on Air

Several new South American broad-
casters have made their air debut
lately. In Colombia, HJCA (4.855),
“Radio Cristal,” Apartado 744, Bogota,
a 1,000-watt station. In Venezuela
there are two new ones: YV4RK
(3.38), *Radic Maracay,” Maracay,
being heard evenings to 9:30 p.m.
EST, and YV6RC (3.45), “La Voz de
Anzoategui,” which relays YVS6RE,
Barcelona, each evening. The most in-
teresting and best heard of the lot is
ZPA2 (11.721), “Radic-difusora de la
Telico Paraguaya,” Asuncion, which
relays ZP10, “Radie Guarani,” daily
from 5:00 to 7:40 p.m. EST, This sta-
tion is often heard with very loud
signal strength. According to Pan-
American Radio, the new publication
edited by friend Herbert Rosen, for-
merly of Paris, plans for the creation
of a Pan~-American Broadcasters'
Union, to be known as the PARTU,
are rapidly nearing completion. The
PABU will be founded for the pur-
pose of acting as an inter-American
clearing house for the latest informa-
tion concerning broadcasting.
