There are two classes of broadcasting stations, A and
B. The regulations governing each, follow:

CLASS A.—“Class A broadcasting station licenses will

be issued to stations equlpped to use power not exceeding

500 watts in the antenna. When more than one statlon

Jof this class is licensed in the:same city orxlocalxty,

d1v1510n of time will be requlred if necessary ”

CLASS B.—/—“The power supply must be dependable .
. and non-fluctuating. The minimum’ required will be 500 .

watts in the sntenna. The system must be 50 arranged
as to cause the generated radio frequency current to vary
accurately according to the sound impressed upon the
microphone system. Sufficient tubes and other material
must be readily available to insure continuity and relia-
bility of the announced schedule of service. The antenna
must be so constructed as to prevent swinging. The radio
equipment in the studio must be limited to that essential
for use in the room. The room shall be s0 arranged as to
avoid sound reverberation and to exclude external .and
unnecessary noises.

“The programs must be carefully supervised and main-
tained to insure satisfactory service to the public. The
use of mechanically operated musical instruments is pro-
hibited.

“Licenses issued for the use of Class B stations shall
specifically provide that any failure to maintain the stand-
ards prescribed for such stations may result in the for-
feiture of the Class B privilege.”

STATION LIMITATION RECOMMENDED

The Fourth National Radio Conference, which met at Wash-
ington, Nov. 9, 10 and 11, recommended that there be a limita-
tion of broadcasting stations.

Under the law, Secretary of Commerce Hoover has not the
authority to limit stations. However, the point has been reached
where there are no more wave lengths and if additional stations
are licensed, the present ones will be so crowded together that
their programs will be entirely spoiled.

Inasmuch as there are no more wave lengths, Secretary
Hoover is not expected to license any further stations in cities
already being served by one or more broadecasters. In the case
of cities or remote places where there at present are no broad-
casting stations, an effort will be made to squeeze in applicants
so that they will create minimum interference.

There will be a few exceptions to this policy. In the case
of stations already constructed, the owners of which were not
aware of the wave length shortage, a license will be granted if it
is possible to provide a wave length for them.

Secretary Hoover believes this policy is in the public inter-
est. Meantime, an effort will be made to have Congress act
upon the matter.

It was the belief of a number of those attending the con-
ference that the public would be better served with even fewer
stations than those already in operation. There are few com-
munities which do not experience interference of some kind from
broadcasting stations.

However, it is a known fact that the present separation of
10 kilocycles between stations is adequate if the stations main-
tain a constant frequency. Of course, if a station swerves 2
kilocycles up or down, it is going to interfere with the next
closest station.

The conference recommended that stations be required to
maintain a constant frequency and that flagrant violations be
punished by withdrawal of licenses.
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CLASS B STATION LICENSED IN OLD
VIRGINIA

Countless thousands of fans have been delighted by the
class of entertainment provided by the large stations in Dixie.
Another Dixie station, in “0Old Virginia” is taking its place on the
air and doubtless soon will win for itself a place in the hearts
of fans throughout the country.

WRVA, owned and operated by Larus and Brothers Com-
pany, nanufacturers of Edgeworth Tobacco, of Richmond, is the
newcomer. WRVA operates on a wave length of 256 meters.
It has a normal rating of 1,000 watts power, but the equipment
is capable of much higher power. In normal operation the out-
put of the station can fluctuate up to 2,500 watts as the carrier
wave is modulated, and if desired, the transmitter can be pushed
to four kilowatts without any great strain.

The studios are located on the ground level, in a brick
bungalow, with a tapestry brick front and a copper marquise
extending to the street curbing. The entrance comprises an
attractively finished hall, immediately to the left of which is
found the Studio Director’s office, furnished in oak. Next is the
rectangular reception room, which is furnished with a Chester-
field Suite of taupe mohair, Italian Rennaissance chairs, a large
and beautiful Console table and a draped mirror, together with
several floor lamps.

The station has the double studio plan, with the announcer’s
booth between them; the smaller studio being used for soloists
and speakers and the large studio for orchestras, bands, ete. The
walls of both studios are draped with Monks cloth and are sound
proof. A special waiting room is also provided for colored
artists. To the right of the reception room is found a Ladies’
Parlor, furnished in gold and black wicker.

Calvin T. Lucy is the manager of WRVA and Elmer G.
Hoelzle is the studio director.

At present the station will operate from 8 to 11 o’clock each
Monday and Thursday evening. It is planned to increase the
number of broadcasting nights as rapidly as conditions will
permit.

WRVA is the first class B station to be licensed in Virginia.
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BROADCASTING STATION NOTES

In addition to getting an earful of ‘“how” to play bridge,
bake a fruit cake, dance the Charleston, or clean the carbon out
of the family flivver, you can now get psycho-analyzed by radio.
The character analysis service has been inaugurated by WBBM,
Chicago, in connection with the “Nutty Club” program which is
on the air every Monday morning after midnight. According to
the WBBM director, all you have to do to get your character
analyzed is to write to them criticizing the “Nutty Club” pro-
gram.

Perhaps if you go too far in your criticism, they also may
tell you something of your ancestors.

In attempting to get away from a motorcycle officer who
was pursuing his speeding car, Way Watts, popular KFI artist,
ran over the sidewalk and smacked into a lamp post on the steps
of the Pasadena police station. TUnless KFI is successful in
installing a remote control in his cell, Way will be off the air
for thirty days.

KGO, San Francisco, estimates that it will be on the air
fifty-five hours during the week of December 6, and that 70 per
cent of its programs will be devoted to entertainment, 20 per
cent to education, and 10 per cent to public service. Twenty-
three men and women will be required to handle the output of
the week, while 218 entertainers and educators will appear before
the microphones.

Monday evening hereafter is to be educational night at
KOA, Denver. Beginning immediately courses in conversational
Spanish, employing the Galeno natural method, are to be launched
as an all-winter attraction in charge of Benicia Batione, Pro-
fessor of Spanish at the University of Denver. The class will be
on Monday evening at 8 o’clock, M. T. Manuals already have
been obtained to accommodate a class of 5,000 listeners, and it
is expected an additional number will be required.

WGY will make a series of tests each Monday and Tuesday
nights at midnight and would like to have fans cooperate with
them. Test programs will be broadcast, beginning at midnight,

for a period of a half hour, using the horizontal antenna and
then, after a period of fifteen minutes required for the change
over will broadcast from 12:45 until 1:15 using the vertical an-
tenna system. Listeners will be asked to compare reception on the
two types of radiation as to quality, volume of signal, signal
strength and fading characteristies.

WJIZ, New York, will broadcast the Lewischn Free Chamber
Music concerts from Hunter College every Wednesday night dur-
ing the 1925-1926 season at 8:30 o’clock.

The broadcasting of a singing bird by KGO, San Francisco,
caused havoe in a local home. A fan wrote in that “Felix, our
black cat” tried to tear the radio to pieces when he heard the
mocking bird singing.

WHT, Chicago, has established a radio production department
with a theatrical personnel directed by John Clark, nationally
known scenario writer. The production department will prepare
a series of radio novelty presentations with all star casts scheduled
twice weekly.

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KOA, Denver, recently took a poll of fans as to their prefer-
ence for jazz or classical music. Broadcast listeners, represent-
ing all walks of life, voted almost three to two that jazz is falling
behind in popular favor and, therefore, will never replace the
works of conventional composers.

WBBM, Chicago, claims that letters it has received recently
indicate that fans show a preference for harmony singing over
solos, and that the prevalent choice of this class is quartettes.

According to a letter received by WBBM, Chicago, its pro-
grams are being picked up regularly in New Zealand, which is
approximately one-third of the way around the world.

A special program of love songs each Friday evening begin-
ning at 7 o’clock is the promise of WEBJ, New York. The love
songs will be rendered by the Lehigh Serenaders, all of whom
are bachelors.

The Landay Revelers who perfc;rm before WJZ’S microphone
every Monday night are sporting the rather unique title of “The
Dignified Jazz Artists.”

The Therrien Trio, which has been one of the popular fea-
tures in the Marrison Hotel Terrace Garden, can be heard regu-
larly in the future on WOK, Chicago, on Monday nights.

WRC, Washington, will present two midnight programs every
week for the benefit of distance hunters. The late entertainment
will be presented on Tuesday night by Otto F. Beck, organist,
and the Meyer Davis Le Paradis Band, and on Saturday night by
Crandall’s Saturday Nighters and one of the Capital’s dance
orchestras. The programs will continue until the wee small hours
of the morning.

WHAD, Milwaukee, will present one Monday night each
month excerpts from some of the best known operas. The pro-
grams will be directed by the Badger Opera Company.

Lawrence Salerno, Italian baritone, can be heard on the
Thursday evening program of KYW, Chicago, at 8 o’clock. Mr.
Salerno, beside being one of those gifted with a splendid voice,
is an accomplished guitar and mandolin player as well as a pianist.
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METER KILOCYCLE-CONVERSION TABLE

There is an increasing tendency in radio practice to use fre-
quencies in kiloeyeles rather than wave lengths in meters. Kilo
means a thousand, and cycle means one complete alternation.
The number of kilocycles (abbreviated ke) indicates the number
of thousands of times that the rapidly alternating current in the
antenna repeats its flow in either direction in one second.

The smaller the wave length in meters, the larger is the
frequency in kilocycles. The numerical relation is given by the
following rule. For approximate calculation, to obtain kilo-
cycles divide 300,000 by the number of meters, and to obtain
meters divide 300,000 by the number of kilocycles. For example,
100 meters equals approximately 3,000 kilocycles, 300 m equals
1,000 ke, 1,000 m equals 300 ke, 3,000 m equals 100 ke. For
highly accurate conversion the factor 299,820 is used instead of
300,000. This rule is based on the fact that wave length is
equal to velocity divided by frequency, and veloeity of radio
waves in space, according to the best data available, is 299.820
kilometers per second.
