I use a cartridge tape head cleaner and it works 
fine. Also, I use a cassette type and never had 
any troubles. The abrasive is tough enough to 
rub off the junk that sticks to the head without 
damaging wear to the head. If you want to use 
liquid cleaners, go ahead, but use a long Q -tip.

Nothing wrong with that except 
no code is 100% compatible with another. As 
for the missing lOs in the code -holes were 
purposely left in the code by the originators so 
that leal police may add special calls for local 
situations that reoccur. 10 -4. 

Can't BCB DX 

Both my electric heating pads cause bad static 
in my AM portable, battery- operated radio 
when one of them is plugged in near the radio 
and turned on. The static is in the form of a 
loud buzz every few seconds, lasting a second 
or so and drowning out the radio, regardless of 
the station. What should 1 do? - H.D.K., Redlands, CA 
The periodic buzz you hear is the hash from 
the 60 cycle (the heck with Hertz) line that is 
switched in by the pads' thermostats. I don't 
think line filters will help much. Why don't you 
switch to a hot water bottle or Jack Daniels?

I'm a beginner at DXing and I have a problem.

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INCLUDING THE COMPLETE 

WHITE'S RADIO LOG 
ne sunny spring day, 57 years ago, a young man 
dropped a letter in the slot at the Amagansett, 

New York, post office. The next day, in a little town 
just ten miles away on the eastern tip of Long Island, 
it was delivered to the Montauk Wireless Company. 

At the radio station, one of a handful then ex- 
perimenting with the newfangled notion of voice 
broadcasting, an engineer opened the envelope. The 
single sheet of paper read: 

Amagansett, N.Y. 

Montauk Wireless Co. April 21, '15 

Gentlemen: 
We have a little amateur wireless 

telegraph station here and on Monday 
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evening we heard, rather indistinctly, 
conversation and whistling and perhaps 
a cornet. We are quite curious to know 
if it could have come from Montauk. 
Would you kindly tell me in the en- 
closed envelope if it is probable that 
it might have come from your wireless 
telephone Co. at Montauk. Thanking you 
for your courtesy in advance, I am 
yours truly, 

Nathaniel Leck 

Who was Nathaniel Leck? Who knows? 
We know no more about him than what 
his few words reveal. What is extraordinary 
is that Leck's letter to this pioneer broad 
casting station still exists, perhaps the old- 
est example of a DXer's reception report 
around! 

We've come a long way, baby, in those 
nearly six decades since Nathaniel took that 
stroll to his mailbox. But as his letter 
shows, maybe the basics of DXing -the 
hobby of tuning distant, and some not -so- 
distant, radio stations, reporting our recep- 
tion to the broadcaster and getting, hope- 
fully, a verification confirming it as correct 
-aren't much different than they were in 
1915! 

DXing is still DXing. And the hobby list- 
eners of the 70's have as many thrills in the 
DX chase as did Nat, way back when. If 
you're already an active listener, you'll 
know what we mean. If you're not, you 
can soon learn. And COMMUNICATIONS 
WORLD is here for just that purpose! But be- 
fore we get to that, let's fill you in on what's 
happened to the DX hobby over the years. 

Voice broadcasting became a reality in 
the early years of this century after Lee 

DeForest created the first vacuum tube. In 
1915, even as the Montauk station and 
other primative broadcasters were trying 
their wings, the Navy's Arlington, Virginia, 
transmitter proved that frequencies below 
1500 kHz could really be used to leap the 
Atlantic. There are those who feel that 1915 
marked the real beginning of DXing. 

Pre -FCC. Anyone who could build a trans- 
mitter could put his own experimental sta- 
tion on the air, but it wasn't until 1921, 
and the licensing of WBZ, Springfield, 
Massachusetts, (now a Boston station), and 
KDKA, Pittsburgh, that regular broadcast- 
ing of programs began. Other stations fol- 
lowed, WEAF and WJZ, New York City, 
WGY, the General Electric Company's op- 
eration in Schenectady, New York, and 
Chicago's KYW, among them. 

In the Roaring '20s, during the later 
years of that decade, private companies in 
Europe, notably the Dutch firm of Philips, 
began transmitting on shortwave fre- 
quencies. The Philips station, by the way, 
evolved into today's Radio Nederland, a 
popular shortwave voice. 

The DXing hobby got a real foothold 
during that decade. Across America, whole 
families sat about the kitchen table, passing 
the earphones from head to head so every- 
one could hear the weak and scratchy sig- 
nals "all the way from Pittsburgh!" Listen- 
ing to distant stations -in other words, DX- 
ing- became a national pastime. 

In 1927, a New Jersey newspaper rallied 
listeners together in a new organization, the 
Newark News Radio Club. Forty -five years 
later, this club, now the largest of its kind 
in North America, still caters to DX 
listeners. A few years later, in 1933, the 
National Radio Club was formed. It too is 
still active and still serves DXers who tune 
the medium wave broadcast band. 

With time, some of DXing's novelty wore 
off. It no longer commanded a huge fol-

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lowing. The average American became con- 
tent to listen to programs purely for their 
entertainment content. The coast -to -coast 
networks made the distance factor of little 
interest to the typical American. But a hard 
core of DX fans remained. Some of the 
technically inclined turned to amateur radio. 
In recent years, the thtizens band has at- 
tracted many interested in two -way radio 
transmissions. 

Among those who confine their radio 
hobby activities to listening, a large number 
find the shortwave broadcasts from over- 
seas fascinating. Shortwave radio brings 
them news of major world events as they 
happen, the music and culture of foreign 
and exotic lands, an inside look at what 
leaders abroad are saying about us and 
about themselves. SWLing is the opportunity 
to learn a foreign language; to travel around 
the world without ever leaving your home! 

BCB DX. For some, SWLing- shortwave 
listening -is tuning the thousands of utility 
stations, those communications transmitters 
with special, non -program -type services. 
These include point -to -point radiotelephone 
links, ship -to -shore signals, aeronautical 
transmissions, military communications and 
much, much more. 

It may surprise you to know that a good- 
ly number of DXing enthusiasts confine their 
tuning to the medium wave frequencies of 
AM radio. Considering only the U.S. sta- 
tions, there are more than 5,000 different 
outlets on the air. Hearing a weak 250 watt 
daytime -only broadcast band (BCB) station 
on 1460 kHz, for example, can be as hard 
or hhrder than logging a shortwaver in 
Rangoon or Rabaul, half way around the 
world. And, yes, international DX is possible 
on the frequencies between about 540 and 
1600 kHz. Some experienced medium wave 
BCB DXers have logged over 100 different 
countries! Don't put down medium wave 
DXing. Though as old as the cat's whisker 
crystal set, it offers all the listening excite- 
ment of the fastpaced '70's. 

You can see there are many directions 
your DXing activities can take. You can 
specialize in one phase of the hobby, or you 
can try them all, taking your DX where 
you can find it, anywhere in the _radio fre- 
quency spectrum. 

Though DXing has a long history as a 
fascinating hobby, a relatively new wrinkle 
is the growth of hobby listening on the 
very high frequency (VHF) and ultra high 
frequency (UHF) frequencies. A sizeable 
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number of listeners, for the past 20 years 
or so, have been DXing the television and 
FM stations. When the very special propa- 
gation conditions requirgd for reception on 
these high frequencies occur, these TV and 
FM DXers start chasing their fluttery, elu- 
sive quaries just as the SWL hunts his short- 
wave stations. Top TV listening -and watch- 
ing- enthusiasts have managed to bring 
in totals of 100, 200, yes, even 300 different 
stations from hundreds and thousands of 
miles away. A favored few have even man- 
aged, believe it or not, international TV 
DX! 

Tune To 2-Way. But the newest craze in 
DXing, it seems, is what has been called 
communications monitoring. This form of 
VHF -UHF listening has really caught on in 
just the past several years. Communications 
monitoring is listening for these high band 
signals which are neither commercial FM 
or TV broadcasts. Because these communi- 
cations transmissions cover so many differ- 
ent types of stations, it is easier to say what 
they are not than what they are. But they 
include the communications of law enforce- 
ment agencies and governmental public saf- 
ty departments, including police, sheriff's 
departments, highway patrols and fire de- 
partments, highway truckers and railroads, 
industrial and business communications and 
many, many more. 

One reason communications monitoring 
is so popular these days is that these are 
the action bands, the excitement bands, the 
surprise bands where you'll never know 
what will pop through the receiver. It might 
be a police dispatcher ordering cruisers to 
the scene of a street riot. Or a special 
weather service tornado alert. Or, perhaps, 
a jumbo jet's captain radioing the ground 
about a skyjacker aboard! 

Some have claimed that citizen's band 
radio operators started the band wagon 
when they formed CB mobile patrols and 
rescue teams and purchased VHF -UHF 
communications receivers so they could mon- 
itor local police and Civil Defense channels. 
Perhaps, but it doesn't really matter why 
communications monitoring caught on big. 
It has, and that's all there's to it. 

Any lingering doubts about the popularity 
of communications monitoring will be dis- 
pelled by one visit to your local radio store. 
You'll see rows of receivers designed to 
tune these frequencies, fancy base station 
rigs, converters for your car radio and tiny 
hand -held units. Even the major discount 
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stores, where most clerks know from no- 
thing when it comes to DXing, handle 
small, inexpensive receivers of oriental 
origin that tune the so- called "police bands." 

A Look at VHF. Most communications 
monitoring is done in the very high fre- 
quency (VHF) range. Officially, VHF ex- 
tends from 30 MHz, about where standard 
shortwave receiver coverage ends, up to 
300 MHz. Now this is a whale of a chunk 
of spectrum. However, most monitoring in- 
volves those stations operating between 30 
and 50 MHz, known as the VHF low band, 
and from approximately 150 to 174 MHz, 
the VHF high band. Also, aeronautical sta- 
tions transmit from around 108 to 136 
MHz. Less popular with communications 
monitors, but still interesting, are the ultra 
high frequency (UHF) stations from 450 
to 470 MHz. 

Shortwave listeners may be in for a sur- 
prise when they first tune VHF. You won't 
be hearing all those foreign stations you 
find in the shortwave range. On rare oc- 
casions, a few DXers have managed to hear 
VHF audio channels of British and French 
TV stations around 40 MHz. But most of 
your listening will involve the less distant 
stations of North America. As a matter of 
fact, except when some rather special and 
somewhat unpredictable propagational con- 
ditions exist, you'll receive mostly stations 
in your own immediate area. 

For day -in, day -out regular reception, 
count on hearing .those VHF stations lo- 
cated relatively close to your location. Your 
regular reception area may be a few miles, 
or perhaps up to 100 miles, depending on

several factors; how many VHF stations 
operate in your vicinity, their power and 
antennas, your receiver, the height and type 
of your receiving antenna and the type of 
terrain between you and the stations. 

Normal reception of VHF signals is limit- 
ed to little more than line -of- sight, a bee- 
line from the transmitting to receiving an- 
tennas. Why? Well, contrary to the notions 
of the Flat Earth Society, our planet is a 
ball, and radio waves are straight arrows. 
Signals leaving the transmitting antenna 
simply shoot off into space at the electrical 
horizon, as the earth's surface curves 
away beneath them. Unless there is "some- 
thing" out there to bounce these signals 
back to earth, they're lost forever to earth- 
bound listeners beyond the station's im- 
mediate ground wave range. Well, there is 
"something ", a mirror layer of ionized gases 
girdling the earth that regularly bounces 
radio signals back to earth. As you know, 
this happens all the time when you listen 
to shortwave signals; otherwise we'd never 
be able to hear the likes of Australia, 
Europe and Africa on SWBC. But normally

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at the VHF frequencies this mirror bounce 
effect is much rarer. The higher in fre- 
quency you go, the less apt you are to 
receive really long haul catches. 

So, for a moment, let's consider the regu- 
lar ground wave reception of VHF stat- 
tions in your own immediate area. If there's 
plenty of VHF activity on the air in your 
vicinity, and this doubtless is the case in 
most urban or metropolitan areas, you may 
not care if you ever hear a long distance 
station in another state or across the coun- 
try. But, chances are, if you're like most 
communications monitors, you'll look for- 
ward to those special conditions that do 
make band openings to distant parts of the 
country possible. 

E -Skip. One of these special conditions 
is known as Sporadic E reception, or, to 
DXers, simply E -skip. As we've mentioned, 
distant radio reception on any frequency 
requires that signals, which travel off into 
space at the horizon, be bent or reflected 
back to earth at some far off point. Well 
there are "reflective" layers high above the 
earth which scientists have labeled by the 
letters D, E and F. The most significant 
for VHF receiption is often the E layer. 
Generally the ionization of the E layer 
in the ionosphere is not dense enough, from 
an electrical standpoint, to serve as a mirror 
for VHF signals. But sometimes, for rea- 
sons we won't attempt to explain here, the 
ionized "cloud" of gases becomes suficiently 
dense to reflect VHF signals back to earth 
many hundreds of miles from the transmit- 
ter. Then, long distance VHF receiption is 
possible. This propagation phenomenon, E- 
skip, doesn't occur on a regular basis, but 
rather, sporadically, hence the name, Spora- 
dic E receiption. Sometimes this special 
"mirror" layer is quite small, and a relative 
few distant stations will be heard clearly 
and with local -like strength. Other times, 
the ionospheric mirror is widespread and 
signals from a wide area will skip in to 
your receiver. 

Because the degree of ionization of this 
E -layer varies considerably, even from min- 
ute to minute, such skip receiption can be 
characterized by extreme fading. The signal 
may be perfectly intelligible and quite 
strong one moment and be gone the next, 
only to fade back in again moments later. 
The duration of E -skip signals can last from 
a few minutes to a few hours. 

The skip distance from transmitter to re- 
ceiver locations depends, in part, on the 
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rather fixed height of the E -layer above the 
earth. So, these reflected signals are usually 
limited to stations not more than about 
1,500 miles away. During extensive open- 
ings, radio waves may make two hops be- 
tween the earth and the ionospheric layer, 
doubling the one -hop distance. On these 
rare occasions, distances considerably great- 
er than 1,500 miles are possible. 

Because of the manner in which the S- 
layer operates with respect to frequency, the 
skip phenomenon generally effects the low- 
er VHF ranges and is most pronounced 
below, say, 120 MHz. Sporadic E reception 
is more frequent in summer than in winter, 
though there is a secondary skip season in 
December and January. 

Trops. Besides E -skip, there is another 
important phenomenon that causes distant 
VHF reception. This is called tropospheric 
bending, or to DXers, simply Trops or 
Tropo. Unlike the E -skip business, trops 
occurs within our atmosphere, the tropos- 
phere to be exact, not the farther out ionos- 
phere. So, it is related to weather condi- 
tions. Inverted temperature layers -warm 
fronts overriding cooler air -cause the for- 
mation of what amounts to a signal pipe- 
line or duct that bends distant VHF trans- 
missions back to earth. Trops can occur 
anytime during the year, but it is more 
common during the spring and fall, especi- 
ally the fall. 

Distances aren't as great as experienced 
with E -skip reception. Most of your recep- 
tions of stations located from around 200 
to perhaps 700 miles away will be the result 
of tropospheric bending, though greater 
Trops range is possible. 

Trops reception is usually characterized 
by steadier signals than E -skip. You'll see 
little of the sharp variations of received 
signal strength associated with Sporadic 
E skip. Trops conditions can last for a num- 
ber of hours. 

From the Heavens. Two rarer causes of 
VHF DX are known as meteor scatter and 
auroral reception. Both are, like Sporadic 
E, ionospheric skip conditions. Meteors en- 
tering the region of the earth leave short- 
lived ionized trails behind them. VHF sig- 
nals can bounce back to earth from these 
mini- mirror areas. Because they are of very 
short duration, only very brief periods of 
reception, a fraction of a second to several 
seconds in length, are likely. Unless you're 
lucky enough to catch an identifying call 
during these quick bursts, it will be next to 
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impossible to tell which station you've 
received. 

Monitors living in the northern U.S. and 
in Canada may, now and again, get distant 
VHF reception caused by the effects of the 
Aurora Borealis, the Northern Lights. Again 
this is the result of ionospheric changes that 
cause signal skipping. But seldom are such 
receptions clear and undistorted and auroral 
conditions aren't often really very useful for 
VHF DXing. 

In this discussion of VHF and its pro- 
pagation, we've tried to keep things as simple 
as possible. For those of you who'd like to 
know more about the whys and wherefores 
of VHF, check your ham radio dealer for 
some of the fine VHF handbooks published 
for amateur radio operators who use the 
2 and 6 -meter bands. 

Catching the Cops. "What can I hear ?" 
That's a natural first question for the 
newcomer to communications monitoring 
on the VHF band. Well, there is plenty of 
variety, and with time you'll probably hear 
stations of all types on the very high fre- 
quencies. But one of the most interesting 
types of DX are those operated by law 
enforcement agencies, the police, sheriff's 
departments, county highway patrols, state 
police and the like. Bugging the "fuzz" is a 
particularly fascinating aspect of communi- 
cations monitoring because it puts you 
where the action is. You're in on it all 
when you tune the police transmissions. 
Most of the police radio traffic is routine, 
but there are times of high excitement too. 
And you'll never really know what you'll 
hear next, which makes this sort of DXing 
so unpredictable and fascinating. 

Some years back, virtually all police type 
communications were heard in the low end 
of the shortwave region from just above the 
standard AM medium waves, 1600 kHz to 
about 2000 kHz. Today, only a few depart- 
ments still use these frequencies. 

In the 1970's, most police communications 
have been reassigned VHF channels, be- 
tween 37.02 and 46.42 MHz, the so- called 
low band, and 151.45 to 159.21 MHz, high 
band. Well over 20,000 different police 
agencies now use these frequencies. A lesser 
number of departments use the 450 -470

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MHz UHF range for communications. 
Since, at least initially, you'll probably 

concentrate your listening on the fre- 
quencies used by your local law enforce- 
ment agencies, how do you know just where 
to tune? Often your local radio parts store 
can help, if you live in a larger community 
that has one or more such dealers. Your 
dealer probably can tell you the frequency 
used by your city's police. Or the technician 
who services the hometown police and 
sheriff's department radios may give you 
the word. If not, you can tell at least 
whether your area officers use the VHF low 
or high band by noting the length of the 
antenna on the next passing squad car you 
see. If it sports an antenna just 17 to 18 
inches long, you can bet the department 
uses the high, 150 -plus MHz band; if the 
long buggywhip -type antenna, it's the low 
30 -50 MHz band to try. Remember, when 
tuning, that you're dealing with low powered 
stations. Base stations are restricted to 500 
watts or less. Mobile transmitters in patrol 
cars run to 100 watts- usually much less. 

Frequency Lists. Just casually tuning the 
bands may do the trick, but if you want 
more exact frequency information, consult 
one of specialized lists available. 

Communications Research Bureau, P.O. 
Box 56CW, Commack, New York 11725, 

has a number of localized and regionalized 
frequency lists available. They include police 
department frequencies and the 'channels 
used by some of the other VHF services. 
A catalogue and price list of the various 
frequency surveys handled by CRB will be 
sent free for only a stamped, self- addressed 
envelope. Most of the lists from this source 
will cost you about $2 each. 

Another outfit, Action Radio Informa- 
tion, Lebanon, New Jersey 08833, has an- 
nounced an inventory clearance on a series 
of ten phone book sized radio data books. 
These volumes contain all FCC Radio 
License Data, including call signs, fre- 
quency, licensee name and address, type 
and number of radios, location, etc., for the 
various VHF and UHF services. There are 
books covering the following services: Fire, 
Police, Local Government, Highway Main- 

- tenance, Forestry Conservation, Special 
Emergency, Taxi /Auto Emergency, Busi- 
ness Low Band, Business High Band and 
Business -450 MHz and up. Originally priced 
at up to $35 each, Action Radio Informa- 
tion sells them for $10 each, plus a dollar 
for handling and postage. The VHF -UHF 
police volume alone runs some 475 pages! 

To get you started, however, COMMUNI- 
CATIONS WORLD has compiled several lists 
of selected frequencies used by the very

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high fréquency services. 
Legality and such. "Isn't it against the 

law," you ask, "to listen in on the police ?" 
The quick answer, in 99 percent of the 

cases is a simple, "No!" There's no law 
that prohibits you from monitoring police 
or any other VHF -UHF 'communications 
service. A few communities do have local 
ordinances prohibiting the installation of 
police band receivers or converters in pri- 
vate automobiles, so you should check with 
your local law enforcement department, or 
city attorney's office, if you're in doubt 
about the situation in your hometown. 
There's no fear of being "busted" if you 
merely sit at home, in the tranquility of 
your DX den, and listen to all the action 
on these bands. 

There is one legal caveat, however. Un- 
der the provisions of the Communications 
Act of 1934, as amended, Section 605 
prohibits, "divulging or beneficially using" 
the information derived from such monitor- 
ing. In other words, you can listen tó your 
heart's content, but don't make any per- 
sonal use of the information you hear. We 
suspect that this provision is frequently vio- 
lated by a few service stations and garages 
who monitor the police bands in order to 
rush a wrecker truck to the scene of an auto 
accident. Most law enforcement agencies 
crack down on this particular type of "ambu- 
lance chasing." 

And, not long ago, the Feds landed on 
some broadcasting stations for using VHF 
monitors to eavesdrop on pilot -to- ground 

conversations during skyjackings. It seems 
some of these broadcasters were passing 
along the news of the event, as it happened, 
to their audiences. Besides being illegal, the 
government agencies feared such premature 
disclosure could threaten the safety of the 
plane crews and passengers. Telling others 
what you hear, and remember this provision 
covers all types of two -way communications, 
not just police signals, is, therefore, a No- 
No of the first degree! 

What About QSL's! One aspect of this that 
you may not have thought of involves any 
attempt you make to verify or QSL the 
stations you hear. Yes, many of these VHF 
communications outfits will QSL your re- 
ceptions, just as SWBC stations do. But 
very few have their own printed QSL cards 
and few radio technicians can afford the 
time to write a verification letter. The 
standard communications monitor's tech- 
nique is to prepare your own QSL on a 
postcard, complete with verification state- 
ment. Then, all the station's technician has 
to do is fill in the appropriate blanks for 
time, date and frequency, which you note 
in your . accompanying report, and sign it. 
A simple procedure to save him time and 
trouble. And when he mails it back to 
your -be sure it has the necessary postage 
affixed- you've got your valid QSL. 

But, getting back to the original point, 
you are prohibited by law from divulging 
details of what you have heard; this means 
even to the originating station itself. Your 
report can cite you heard the station, and, 
of course, how well you heard it, but you 
must not repeat the specific communications 
you monitored. Remember that, and you 
shouldn't have any problems with John 
Law concerning your communications 

monitoring. 
Now virtually every law 

enforcement agency uses 
some type of numerical code

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to simplify the transmission of routine mes- 
sages and to provide a certain amount of 
security against eavesdropping by the wrong 
people. Least secure of these systems, but 
widely used, is the 10 -code. It is basic 
to many departments across the country. 
The 10 -code chart should be of help in 
figuring out what some of these police mes- 
sages are all about. 

Another thing you'll have to learn when 
you begin communications monitoring of 
the VHF radio services is that the tuning 
techniques you learn for SWLing don't al- 
ways apply. Certainly, slow and careful 
dialing is important when you're hunting 
stations. But, unlike shortwave broadcasts, 
most police and other VHF transmissions 
are very short, maybe only a few seconds 
are needed to complete the message. If you 
are looking for a particular station, you 
may have to simply tune to the right fre- 
quency and then just wait until the signal 
is heard. If you're just cruising the band 
for any signal, you may find yourself tuning 
back and forth across a particular channel 
a number of times until you just happen 
across one of these short communications. 

How can you learn more about com- 
munications monitoring? One way is to 
learn what others are doing and have done 
in the hobby of DXing these unique fre- 
quencies. Some DXer's clubs -and later in 
this issue we'll have more data on active 
radio listening clubs -have portions of their 
bulletins devoted to utility communications 
listening, including some VHF information. 
One which is exclusively devoted to the 
VHF -UHF bands including television and 
FM broadcasting stations, as well as the 
public and private communicators we've 
been talking about, is the Worldwide TV- 
FM Association, Box 163, Deerfield, Ill- 
inois 60015, which has provided some of 
the data in this issue of COMMUNICATIONS 
WORLD. 

Other VHF DX. So far, we've concentrated 
on the police type stations the communica- 
tions monitor can hear. But this is only a 
part of the VHF -UHF DX picture. These 
wavelengths are also inhabited by stations 
in the following services: public safety, in- 
dustrial radio, land transportation, broad- 
casting remote pickups, highway maintence, 
forestry and conservation, local government 
telephone maintenance, railroad, petroleum 
industry, manufacturers, motor carriers, taxi 
cab, radio paging and others.

fighters for example, often use VHF chan- 
nels in close proximity with those of the 
police departments. In some areas police 
and firemen share a common frequency, 
though in busier and bigger locales, separate 
wavelengths are more likely. Our selected 
list of some of the fire department fre- 
quencies and calls around the country may 
serve to help you get started in this area. 

The Railroad Radio Service stations use 
frequencies in the 160 and 450 -470 MHz 
range. You may hear communications by 
mainline, shortline, freight, passenger and 
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industrial type train services. There are 
some 1,800 different radio channels used 
by railroad police, train and train crews, 
dispatchers and yard towers. 

Not long ago, on an AMTRAK train op- 
erated by the Seaboard Coast Line, your 
Communications Editor listened -in on the 
UHF Communications between the train 
conductor, using a walkie- talkie unit, with 
the locomotive's engineer as the "Floridian" 
sped through the pineywoods of southern 
Georgia. 

There have been many newspaper stories 
written recently about the ultra -modern, 
highly- automated rapid transit system that 
began operating in the greater San Francisco 
region. It has been predicted that the Bay 
Area Rapid Transit line, when fully com- 
pleted, will set the pace for urban com- 
muter services areound the nation. You 
may find BART, as the San Francisco sys- 
tem is called, communications on a fre- 
quency of 160.86 MHz. And, as an aside 
to Californians, action of a different sort 
may be found on 155.85 MHz, a channel 
used by the campus police at the University 
of California's Berkeley campus. The call 
letters used are KMC920 and KMC921. 

Forecast Broadcast. A particularly use- 
ful service on VHF is that provided by our 
meteorological agency, the National Weath- 
er Service. In many large cities, NWS sta- 
tions beam up -to- the -minute weather infor- 
mation. Typical of these stations is KW035 
in New York City. A common frequency 
for these weather broadcasts in 162.55 MHz,

though in some areas, 162.40 MHz is the 
spot to tune. 

In your community highway departments, 
local power and gas utilities, truck lines, 
taxi cab firms, security and armored car 
companies, industries and businesses may 
be heard, using the two -way communica- 
tions in the 30-50 MHz band. 

Emergency type transmissions? Here are 
a few hot spots to try when disaster strikes. 

The American Red Cross operates the 
low band on 47.42 MHz. 

A marine emergency frequency to 
watch is 156.80 MHz. 

Civil Defense communications sta- 
tions may be heard operating during tests 
and emergencies in the lower end of the 
low band. 

Active in aero search -rescue missions 
is the Civil Air Patrol. CAP uses 123.1 and 
148.15 MHz for these emergencies. 

Canadian readers will want to check 
49.12, 154.95 and 155.67 MHz, frequencies 
used by the Royal Canadian Mounted 
Police. 

Though most VHF communications are

in the frequency modulation (FM) mode, 
there is one service that uses AM, or ampli- 
tude modulation, the aeronautical channels 
between about 108 and 136 MHz. Here 
you'll find transmissions of in -flight planes 
and ground airport control towers. There 
are a number of low priced, transistorized 
receivers -even portable receivers -which 
will bring this aircraft band traffic to you. 
Jet -age DX can be heard between 118 and 
126 MHz. Mentioned above were the CAP 
search -rescue frequencies, but you can also 
keep tabs on the International Aircraft Dis- 
tress channel of 121.50 MHz. 

Two -way communication has been the 
rule in the VHF outlets covered thus far. 
But there is a one -way radio service that 
has attracted the attention of some com- 
munications monitors, if our mail is any 
indication. These are the radio paging sta- 
tions. Business executives, traveling sales- 
men, doctdrs, attorneys and other profes- 
sional people often find themselves away 
from the office or shop, for business rea- 
sons, or perhaps just for an afternoon on 
the golf links. How do they keep in touch 
for important messages or incoming phone 
calls while they are otherwise occupied 
away from the office? The answer is, fre- 
quently, to subscribe to a radio paging 
service. The client -subscriber carries with 
him a tiny, pocket -sized VHF receiver so 
the paging service can contact him wherever 
he goes in the station's signal range. These 
days, most one -way pagers contact the 
subscriber with a tone -coded signal -which

activates only his receiver -and then pass 
along the message by voice. Some still use 
a modulated CW "beep ", which lets the 
client know he should make a beeline for 
the nearest phone to get the waiting message. 

Many radio pagers transmit a recording 
of their identification when there is no 
traffic to send. COMMUNICATIONS WORLD'S 

list of radio pagers should give you a clue 
as to the identify and location of some of 
these stations. Frequencies to watch are 
35.22, 35.58, 43.22 and 43.58 MHz. Around 
the country there are several hundred pag- 
ing stations. Sometimes the announce such 
names as Radio Paging, Aircall and Air 
Page. American Telephone and Telegraph's 
Belboy service is said to be the biggest 
radio paging service around. 

Buying a receiver. You can spend as 
little as $8 for a Japanese -made, transistor- 
ized receiver that will tune the VHF fre- 
quencies. Or you can fork over several 
hundred dollars for a set with all the goodies. 
Your decision depends on a number of fac- 
tors, not the least of which are the thick- 
ness of your wallet and the seriousness of 
your interest in communications monitor- 
ing. You must decide on the particular fre- 
quency range or ranges you want to tune; 
low or high band VHF? Maybe the UHF 
frequencies too? Or possibly all three 'areas. 
And what about the aero frequencies around 
120 and 130 MHz previously mentioned? 

. You might select a tunable receiver, one that 
permits you to tune across an entire VHF 
band or bands, looking for whatever sta- 
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tions that may be coming through. 
But maybe you're more interested in 

just a few particular VHF channels used 
by the police and other services in your 
town. You don't care much for random 
dial spinning. Then a fixed -tuner receiver 
with crystal -controlled local oscillator cir- 
cuitry could be the answer. Switch on the 
set and, presto, it is automatically right 
there on the appropriate fixed frequency 
for the station you want. Most crystal - 
controlled sets accommodate more than 
one crystal position, so with purchase and 
installation of the necessary crystals you 
can choose between a number of prede- 
termined, fixed channels. With a crystal - 
controlled set, to get other frequencies, you 
have to obtain crystals for those particular 
frequencies as substitutes. In short, a tunable 
receiver lets you sweep the whole band 
segment, but requires more careful tuning 
when you're hunting for specific frequencies. 
Think of it as a standard AM radio that 
you must dial to the station you want. 
The crystal -controlled set is as easy to tune 
as your TV; snap the switch to the right 
channel and there you are, ready for moni- 
toring. But you can't roam across the en- 
tire band. 

The Best Of Two Worlds? Well, there are 
some sets which are tunable but also have 
provisions for switching to one or a handful 
of fixed, crystal -controlled channels if you 
choose. The Lafayette PF -300 shown on our 
cover is one such unit. Or, you can invest 
in one of the scanner -type receivers. These 
sets are crystal -controlled jobs with about 
eight different channel positions available. 
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New York State listener Dana Schwank has 
been DXing since 1962, when he purchased 
his first shortwave receiver. He was an 
inactive listener for several years, but 
resumed his tuning in 1968. Since then 
he has logged SW stations in 33 countries. 
Dana's receivers are a Nacional NC121 and 
a Hallicrafters S -120. 
But they feature scanning circuitry. Auto- 
matically, and almost instantly, the receiver 
sweeps across the selected series of fixed 
channels, stopping and locking -in whenever 
it comes across a transmission. When the 
transmission ends, the scanning continues 
until another station begins transmitting 
on one of the selected frequencies. The 
Midland 13 -925 scanner receiver also on 
our cover allows you to automatically moni- 
tor a number of chosen frequencies in both 
the hi and low FM bands with automatic 
band switching. 

Many VHF -UHF receivers feature a de- 
vice called squelch. It is a receiver silencing 
gadget that activates the speaker only when 
a transmission is received. Static and noise 
are squelched between actual transmissions. 
It is a real ear -saver!

The 01' SWL Game. Don't let all this talk 
about communications monitoring on VHF 
and UHF lead you to the erroneous conclu- 
sion that good old familiar shortwave listen- 
ing, SWL'ing, is dead. Far from it! While 
the very and ultra high bands are drawing 
fans like flies to honey these days, there still 
are more DXers who tune the shortwave 
frequencies than any other part of the radio 
spectrum. 

The attraction of the shortwave broad- 
cast bands is obvious. There's the oppor- 
tunity to hear programs from all over the 
world, pick up fastbreaking news events 
as they happen, learn about the culture, 
language and music of other lands, and . . . 

well, you name it. Not the least of the thrills 
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in DXing is hearing a faint, waivering sig- 
nal and knowing that it is coming to your 
ears from a mini -watted transmitter thou- 
sands of miles away at the back -end of no- 
where! 

You'll recall that the VHF range runs 
from 30 to 300 MHz. Strictly speaking, the 
high frequencies (HF), or what we general- 
ly call shortwave, covers the area of the 
radio frequency spectrum from 3 to 30 MHz. 
In the SW area we're more accustomed to 
speak of frequencies in terms of kilohertz 
(kHz), rather than MHz, so let's make that 
3,000 to 30,000 kHz. 

In practice, however, most DXers con- 
sider the shortwaves to begin somewhat low- 
er on the dial, about 1,605 kHz, just above 
the point where the regular AM broadcast 
band ends. Admittedly there isn't too much 
SW broadcast action in the region between 
1,605 and 3,000 kHz, but there is some. 
West Coast DXers may find some regional 
Chinese stations, possibly some Indonesians 
too, between 2,300 and 2,500 kHz. Nice 
DX catches; such as the South African 
Broadcasting Corporation's home service 
on 2,376 kHz, and ORTF, Reunion Island, 
2,446 kHz, can make some listening time 
on the lower shortwave range worthwhile. 
The frequencies between 1,605 and 30,000 
kHz encompass a wide variety of services, 
utility point -to- point, aeronautical, marine, 
radio amateur and many more, in addi- 
tion to those stations we call SWBC, short- 
wave broadcast, those which air regular 
programs of news and music, entertainment 

and information. 
With all this radio space in the short- 

wave limits, you might at first feel SWLing 
is a haphazard hobby. But this isn't the 
case. Most SWBC stations are clustered in 
a series of 12 distinct bands. Yes, there are 
some SW'ers who spot themselves outside 
these regular bands, among them Chinese, 
Soviet, North Vietnamese and Korean sta- 
tions, plus a few Latin American operations 
which sometimes behave like they don't 
know where they really are transmitting, 
frequency -wise. But most broadcasters, by 
international agreement, are packed -and 
that's exactly what they are, packed- within 
the recognized SW bands. Shortwave bands 
are, to the SWL, a mixed blessing. It is easy 
to tune these fairly small groups of fre- 
quencies to find the signals. But crowding 
of thousands of stations also makes for 
some incredible pile -ups of signals and rough 
listening. 

Big Bands. Starting with the lowest fre- 
quencies and working up, let's look at the 
dozen bands where the SWBC stations con- 
gregate. 

Three of these shortwave bands are 
known popularly as the Tropical Bands. 
They are 120 meters (2,300 to 2,495 
kHz), 90 meters (3,200 to 3,400 kHz) and 
60 meters (4,750 to 5,060 kHz). These fre- 
quencies are used by local service stations, 
particularly in Latin America, Africa and 
parts of Asia -hence the "Tropical" tag - 
to broadcast. DXers find these bands the most 
fun to tune, and the most challenging be- 
cause the stations are lower powered, most- 
ly in languages other than English, and not 
beamed to North America. 

All three Tropical Bands are essentially 
for nighttime DXing. In the winter, 60 met- 

ers will "open" several hours 
before your sunset. On the 
east coast, look for some of 
the African stations coming 
through as early as 2030 or 
2100 GMT. Fade in time for 
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James L. Page, Littleton NC, 
uses an older model Halli- 
crafters receiver, an S -20R, but 
manages to hear plenty of 
shortwave stations. The maga- 
zine on his desk attests to the 
fact that he keeps up -to -date 
on the DXing scene with 
COMMUNICATIONS WORLD.

the African stations is somewhat later in the 
central part of the United States. When full 
darkness comes to all of our continent, 60 
meters really opens up to Latin America. In 
the hours before dawn and just after, it is the 
Pacific and Asia area stations that will be 
coming through. Then the band will fold up. 
At this time the reverse of the sunset pattern 
will occur, with west coasters logging ori- 
ental stations for some time after the band 
"goes out" for those living to the east. 

The stations on 90 meters will behave 
similarly, and also the relative handful of 
low frequency outlets on 120 meters. How- 
ever, these two frequency ranges generally 
will open up later in the afternoon or early 
evening, and give up the ghost earlier in 
the morning. 

Similar to this trio of shortwave bands is 
another group of frequencies in the 3,900 to 
4,000 kHz area. This is the 75 meter band. 
This spot is used mostly by radio amateurs, 
and therefore is loaded with interference, 
but there are a few shortwave broadcast 
stations sprinkled in the mix, including a 
few good pieces of DX, Greenland and the 
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Solomon Islands. 
The 49 meter SWBC band, 5,950 to 6,200 

kHz, is something of a blend of those con- 
ditions found in the Tropical Bands and 
those you'll encounter on the higher fre- 
quencies. It is possibly the most crowded 
SWBC spot on the dial. The reason for this 
is that in some countries, 49 meters is used 
for local broadcasting, just as are the 60, 
90 and 120 meter bands. Therefore, you'll 
find a lot of Spanish -speaking Latin Amer- 
ican signals, plus some Africans here. 

But this cluster of wavelengths is also 
used by some of the major international 
broadcasters, Radio Moscow, BBC, Voice 
of America, Germany's Deutsche Welle, 
and many more. 

Compared with the Tropical Bands, sig- 
nals will be heard earlier in the afternoon 
and later in the morning, but it still must be 
considered basically a spot for nighttime 
tuning. 

Heading up the dial, another shortwave 
broadcast band is 31 meters, 9,500 to 9,775 
kHz. This is really the land of the interna- 
tional broadcasting station, but some Cen- 
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tral and South Americans also can be found. 
These include some Mexican operations 
and, increasingly of late, the Peruvians. 

Before going higher in frequency, let's 
backtrack to another shared band, 41 me- 
ters, roughly 7,100 to 7,300 kHz. As with 
75 meters, this group of frequencies is 
shared with the hams. It is not as inhabited 
by SWBC'ers as 49 or 31 meters, due to 
heavy interference levels, but you'll find a 
scattering of Africans and Iron Curtain out- 
lets here. Propagationally it is what you 
might expect; it has some of the character- 
istics of both 49 and 31 meters. 

From 11,700 to 11,975 kHz is a band 
known as 25 meters. During the late after- 
noon and early evenings especially, this is 
alive with the major foreign broadcasting 
stations, plus a handful of Mexicans. Con- 
ditions are optimum during this period, but 
reception over shorter distances is likely 
even in broad daylight. 

For lack of a better term, we'll call the 
remaining four SWBC frequency groupings 
the sun bands. They are the 19 meter band, 
15,100 to 15,450 kHz, 16 meter band, 
17,700 to 17,900 kHz, 13 meter band, 
21,450 to 21,750 kHz, and 11 meter band, 
25,600 to 26,100 kHz. 

These are the spots to tune during day- 
light when the lower frequencies are propa- 
gationally dead. They are inhabited mostly 
by the international broadcasters. 

As you'll remember, the sunspot cycle 

has a strong bearing on radio reception. As 
the current 11 year pattern of sunspots be- 
gins to drop down from its peak a few years 
ago, medium wave and lower shortwave re- 
ception will pick up, we said. The reverse 
is true with the higher frequencies, they will 
become less useful. 

So, even when the sunspot count dips to 
its lowest point, there will continue to be 
quite a lot of DX on 19 and 16 meters, DX 
tuners will be finding fewer and fewer 
catches on 13 and 11 meters. Of course, 
in about five or six years, the pattern will 
reverse again. 

But as things stand now, you'll want to 
tune the 15 MHz band (19 meters) during 
the late afternoons. Look for the Europe- 
ans, South Africa, plus the stronger Mid - 
East outlets such as Radio Kuwait. Some 
European catches will be made on 16 me- 
ters too. 

While you'll still find signals on 13 and 
11 meters, these are not the hot spots they 
were just a couple of years ago. 

A Closer Look. And from above you'll 
have doped out the SWBC'er's basic rule of 
thumb . . . tune the low shortwave bands 
at night, the high bands during daylight. 

Besides the daily cycle, the seasonal and 
sunspot 11 -year cycles also have their ef- 
fects. As with MW DXing, SWBC listening 
is best during the winter months. 

To give you an idea of what to expect 
when you start tuning shortwave, let's take 
an optimum day, say some time in mid - 
January 1973, and see the sort of reception 
patterns you might expect to find. 

Starting at 0000 GMT, that's 7 p.m. on 
the east coast, 4 p.m. on the west, we'll head 

for the lower frequencies. 
It's fully dark perhaps as 

far west as the Rockies. Your 
headphones will be alive with 
lively Latins. Spanish- speak- 
ing Central and South Amer- 
icans, plus the Portuguese 
Brazilians. 

A Canadian DXer, Ralph Smith 
of Weston, Ont. does his 
listening with a Magnasonic 
six -band portable and a 
Science Fair Globe Patrol four - 
bander. Ralph enjoys tuning 
all the bands, medium wave, 
shortwave and FM, and has 
brought home some 480 QSLs. 
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Attention, Readers! 
Want to see your picture in COMMU-

E. 
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By 0200 GMT, California listeners will 
be finding the Latin American in great num- 
bers too, and everybody, from coast to 
coast, will have no trouble hearing most of 
the major European broadcasters, South Af- 
rica and others, broadcasting in English to 
North America. 

Two hours later, it is 11 p.m. EST, and 
the lower powered West Africans are being 
logged along the eastern seaboard. In Af- 
rica, you see, it is early morning and the 
stations there are beginning to sign on for 
the day. 

At 0600 GMT it is the west coast listen- 
er's best chance to log the less powerful sta- 
tions on the Dark Continent. It is then 10 
p.m. PST in San Diego and Seattle. A few 
of the late Latins, the Peruvians and Ecua- 
dorians especially are still audible. Further 
east, conditions are pretty much the same. 

Though some of the Pacific stations, 
Tahiti, Fiji, New Zealand and others, can 
be heard after this, things tend to quiet 
down for a couple of hours. 

Around 0900 GMT, dawn is rising over 
Brazil's Atlantic coast and stations there 
begin to sign on. For an hour or so the 
stations in eastern South America make a 
reappearance, then fade out. 

They are replaced by the Asian signals, 
plus those in Australia, New Zealand, New 
Guinea and Indonesia. When dawn comes 
to the eastern part of the U.S., they begin 
to fade out. 

On the lower frequencies, conditions re- 
main good out west and Asian stations, pos- 
sibly broadcasts from regional transmitters 
in India and Pakistan, can be heard until 
around 1500 or so GMT. In New York, 
Ohio and Iowa, the low frequencies have 
been dead for a couple of hours. 

As the day progresses, continue to move 
your tuning up the band, first to 41 meters, 
then 31 and 25 meters, and finally to 19 
meters and higher. There will be some Eu- 
ropean stations, a few Mexican outlets and 
others, but by 1800 GMT things will hit 
something of a low point. 

Then begin tracing your way back down. 
By 2000 GMT in New England, listeners 
will be waiting for those first low band sig- 
nals from West Africa again. An hour later 
you'll find the same stations you heard the 
previous night, Ghana, Nigeria, Togo, if 
you do your listening from a spot in eastern 
United States. Even 90 meters will be pro- 
ducing African signals. The band openings 
will be later, of course, the farther west 
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you live. 
Soon it will be 0000 GMT again and the 

pattern repeats itself. 
Best DX Bets. After our birds -eye view 

of the shortwave bands and our trip around 
the clock in a typical DXing day, you should 
have a pretty good general idea of where 
and when to tune. Next, let's narrow to 
focus to particular SWBC stations and how 
you can log your first 25 countries. 

United States -DXing begins at home 
and it's a likelihood that one of the very 
first stations you find on your shortwave 
wanderings will be our own Voice of Amer- 
ica. In addition to the Voice's own pro- 
grams in many languages, the huge VOA 
transmitting complex at Greenville NC, 
airs programs for the American Forces Ra- 
dio and TV Service to servicemen stationed 
overseas. Since AFRTS liberally borrows 
shows from the U.S. broadcasting networks, 
you can hear "Douglas Edwards and the 
News" at 2300 GMT on 15,430 kHz. 

Canada -The second most powerful 
North American shortwaver is Radio Can- 
ada International. Though its programs 
originate from Canadian Broadcasting Cor- 
poration studios in Montreal, the shortwave 
transmitters are located at Sackville, New 
Brunswick, on the Atlantic seaboard. Try 
9,625 kHz any time between about 0200 
and 0400 GMT, when Canada Broadcasts 
in English to North and South America. 
After 0400, you'll find German programs 
on the same frequency. You see, West Ger- 
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many's Deutsche Welle and the CBC have 
a neat little arrangement to relay, at certain 
times of the day, each other's programs. 

Ecuador -The odds are good that the 
first South American station most beginning 
SWL's hear is HCJB, the Voice of the 
Andes in Quito, Ecuador. This pioneer 
Christian missionary station has been 
around since well before World War II, and 
it is widely heard on a number of SW fre- 
quencies, in many languages, from Spanish 
to Russian and Japanese to Quechua, an 
Indian language of South America. As a 
shortwave listener you should find HCJB's 
weekly program, "DX Party Line" of spe- 
cial interest. It is in English, includes SWL 
listening tips and is aired at 0300 GMT 
Tuesdays. (Don't forget, 0300 GMT, Tues- 
day is equivalent to 10 p.m. EST, Monday 
nights). 

South Africa -Jumping the South Atlan- 
tic in a single bound, we find Radio RSA, 
Johannesburg. RSA is, today, one of the 
most easily heard stations in North Amer- 
ica, thanks to eight 100 kilowatt transmitters 
installed by the government of South Af- 
rica a few years ago. Radio RSA is listener- 
oriented and will verify your reception 
report with a very attractive QSL card. Re- 
ports should be addressed to Box 8606, Jo- 
hannesburg. Try any of the following fre- 
quencies, between approximately 0100 and 
0200 GMT: 6,080, 9,695 or 11,970 kHz. 
Radio RSA's interval or tuning signal is 

easy to recognize, the cry of a nàtive bird, 
superimposed on a lilting guitar melody. 

Egypt -The political opposite of South 
Africa is Egypt, so to balance your picture 
of African shortwave broadcasting, tune to 
the programs of Radio Cairo. Egypt, too, 
uses powerful transmitters so you'll have no 
difficulty in hearing Radio Cairo's English 
programs to North America around the 
same 0200 to 0300 GMT time slot. One 
advantage on your side is the fact that Cairo 
uses a rather off -beat, out -of -band fre- 
quency, 9,475 kHz, which is easy to find 
because, more or less, it's out in left field 
all by itself. 

Spain -Europe offers the widest range of 
DX targets for the beginner, without a 
doubt. From Madrid, Radio Nacional de 
Espana broadcasts nightly as The Voice of 
Spain. For lively Spanish music, the fla- 
menco and the pasodoble -the latter is mu- 
sic to fight bulls by, you non- afficionados 
-and an English newscast, tune in at 0100 
GMT on 6,140 kHz. 

Switzerland -From Spain to Switzerland 
is just a 20 kHz jump. If you tire of Spanish 
music, tune to 6,120 kHz at about 0130 
GMT. Pop music, pews and commentary, 
word pictures of Swiss life and places and 
Tirolean tunes can be found on the pro- 
grams of the Swiss Broadcasting Corpora- 
tion. SBC perennially is ranked by SWLs 
among their favorite stations, program -wise. 
Listen in and you'll learn why. 

Holland -Radio Nederland is one of the 
several major European stations that have 
relay transmitters located abroad. In addi- 
tion to the facilities at Lopik, Netherlands, 
there are Dutch stations on Bonaire in the 

West Indies and on Mada- 
gascar (Malagasy Republic). 
Since they all air the same 
broadcasts, it may be a bit 
confusing at first to know 
which station. is broadcasting 
on which frequencies. Cur- 
rently, the. Radio Nederland 
signals you hear on 11,730 
kHz, for instance the English 
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John Bolger, Melrose Park IL, 
hopes to become a licensed 
radio amateur, but in the 
meantime finds SWLing "a 
most challenging and ad- 
venturous way to spend 
leisure time." John uses a 
Hammarlund HQ145AC. 
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newscast at 2130 GMT, is aired by the 
Lopik station in Holland. An easy way to 
nail two bonus countries is to log RN's 
Madagascar relay station 15,105 kHz at 
2000, and the Bonaire, Netherlands Antilles, 
transmitter on the same 11,730 kHz chan- 
nel at 0200 GMT. 

West Germany -Like Holland, the Ger- 
mans are reaching out with their shortwave 
programs of Deutsche Welle by using trans- 
mitting facilities in other countries. DW has 
an arrangement, previously mentioned, to 
make use of Canadian transmitters. Air 
time is leased from a privately owned 
SWBC'er in Portugal, Radio Trans -Europe. 
And, Deutsche Welle has its own relay sta- 
tion in Rwanda in Central Africa. In the 
works, it's reported, are similar facilities on 
Malta and in the Caribbean. However, 
DW's main station is located in Germany 
itself, with studios in Cologne. You can 
hear this one almost any evening, broad- 
casting from its new Wertachtal Valley 
transmitters, on 6,175 kHz, around 0130 
GMT. 

East Germany -East of "The Wall" lies 
East Germany and Radio Berlin Interna- 
tional. Not to be one -upped, RBI has 
matched DW's new facilities with a 500 kW. 
transmitter an Nauen. Our mention of high 
powered stations should by now have clued 
you in to the fact that there is a real kilowatt 
race on between the major SW stations in 
the world. Unfortunately, this doesn't par- 
ticularly bode well for SWLs, since the situ- 
ation has long since developed into a shout- 

Rising from the Pine Groves 
at Greenville, North Carolina, 
these modern facilities house 
the Voice Of America. Con- 
structed early in the last dec- 
ade, studios and the main 
transmitters are housed at this, 
the primary broadcasting point 
on the American continent 

ing match between the big boys, which is 
making it increasingly hard to tune the 
weaker DX stations. Radio Berlin Interna- 
tional holds forth daily on 7,260 kHz, in 
the 41 meter band, with English programs 
to Europe, beginning at 2245 GMT. 

Hungary-If you found Radio Cairo easy 
to locate on your SW dial because it was 
below the real crush of 31 meter stations, 
you should find Hungary's Radio Budapest 
equally easy to spot. This one hangs out on 
the high end, outside the official upper lim- 
its of the band, on 9,833- kHz to be exact. 
This is another of the communist nations of 
Eastern Europe, of course, so the newscast 
to North America at 0400 GMT will have 
that particular political slant. But is it often 
interesting to hear what the other side is 
saying about us. 

Czechoslovakia-Continuing behind the 
Iron Curtain it is northward to Czechoslo- 
vakia and Radio Prague. As is the case with 
most of the communist nations, their 
broadcasters go out of their way to try to 
attract an audience in North America. One 
way is to feature a mailbag program during 
which letters from listeners are read over 
the air. The station, in fact, solicits questions 
about their country. Radio Prague's mailbag 
program can be heard on the fourth Friday 
of the month at about 0345 GMT on 9,630 
kHz. 

Bulgaria -Yet another of the Red broad- 
casters, and one that is particularly simple 
to hear is Radio Sofia. By this time, after 
tuning Budapest and Prague, you may have

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noticed one curious characteristic of most 
of the East European stations. For some 
reason, their announcers all seem to sound 
as if they're stamped out of. the same mold. 
We don't know why, but sooner or later, 
it seems, you can pick out an East European 
station simply by the voice inflections and 
pronunciation style, even before you hear 
the identification announce ment. You 
should have no trouble finding Radio Sofia's 
English language programs on 9,700 kHz, 
around 2130 GMT. 

U.S.S.R. -Not too many years ago, the 
first shortwave station many beginning DX- 
ers sought was Radio Moscow. Those were 
the "Cold War" days and it may have 
seemed a bit daring to eavesdrop on the 
Kremlin. Of course there was no eavesdrop- 
ping at all, since Moscow was, and is today, 
actively looking for American ears for its 
programs. Still, it wasn't too unusual then 
to run into a fellow at work who'd confide, 
"Hey, do you know what I heard on Radio 
Moscow last night ?" And, since in those 
years the Radio Moscow programs were 
mostly outspoken anti -American diatribes 
and Red Army chorus selections, it was a 
pretty alien sound to U.S. audiences. Today, 
though, Radio Moscow is playing it cool as 
far as its North American Service is con- 
cerned. They are much busier touting the 
triumphs of the Soviet Union than blistering 
U.S. policies. You should find Radio Mos- 
cow in English almost anytime during the 
mid and late evening hours, and 11,900 
kHz is just one of many frequencies to try. 

Great Britain -Old Auntie BBC is one 

of the old reliables for shortwave listeners. 
The British Broadcasting Corporation has 
a reputation for fair and impartial news 
broadcasting, but, at least compared with 
some other SWBC stations, rather dull pro- 
gramming. Like some of the other large Eu- 
ropean outlets mentioned, the BBC makes 
use of overseas relay stations. There are 
these BBC booster outfits in Malaysia, Cy- 
prus and on Ascension Island in the South 
Atlantic. Signals from jolly old England it- 
self, however, can be heard on, among other 
frequencies, 7,130 kHz, say around 0300 
GMT. Here you'll find the BBC's World 
Service, Britain's general overseas English 
language programming. 

France -Curiously enough, one of 'the 
major European powers, France has rela- 
tively few English language broadcasts. The 
French national station, operated by the 
Office de Radiodiffusion- Television Fran - 
caise (ORTF), has an extensive program 
schedule in various languages and more 
than holds its own with the other large 
nations when it comes to transmitting fa- 
cilities, English programs just don't seem to 
have very high priority. To catch ORTF 
in English you have to know when to tune. 
A good bet is during the 30 minute segment 
between 0515 and 0545 GMT. Among the 
frequencies to try are 7,135, 9,680, 11,930 
and 15,135 kHz. 

Italy -The government shortwave service 
in Italy is known as Radiotelevisione Ital- 
iana. It also can be heard quite easily in all 
of North America. One pretty good way to 
identify this one, even before it signs on 
with programs, is to listen for its interval 
signal, a gentle bird call. RAI, the abbrevia- 
tion used by Radiotelevisione Italiana, 
broadcasts in English daily from 0120 to 
0140 on 11,810 kHz. 

Sweden -Radio Sweden is 
another of the DXers old 
friends. This station is really 
tuned in to the wants of 
DXers and is prompt to QSL 
correct reception reports sent 
to, simply, Radio Sweden, 
S- 10510, Stockholm, Sweden.

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out by Radio Peking with regularity. Pe- 
king's English transmisson to North Amer- 
ica can be logged from 0200 GMT on. Set 
your receiver to 17,885 kHz. 

Japan -At about 0230 GMT, just down 
the dial on 17,825 kHz, give a try for 
Radio Japan, broadcasting in English. This 
is our last Asian stop on our quicky 25- 
country world tour by shortwave. It 
shouldn't be too tough for you to log this 
popular station. Radio Japan issues some 
of the best looking QSL cards around. Their 
designs are frequently changed and we 
know of SWLs who regularly monitor and 
report the Radio Japan programs just to 
collect the various colorful verification 
cards they send out. The address? Watch 
it, this one'll tangle your typewriter's keys 
if you don't watch out. Reports go to Radio 
Japan, No. 2, 2- chome, Uchisaiwa -cho, Chi - 
yoda-ku, Tokyo, Japan. Probably a letter 
addressed merely, Radio Japan, Tokyo, Ja- 
pan, would be delivered, but look at all the 
typing practice you'd miss! 

Australia -Radio Australia's the DX tar- 
get here in Oceania. This is another popular 
station that can be considered a real friend 
to DXers. From transmitters near Mel- 
bourne, and a newer, higher powered series 
of stations at Darwin on the north coast, 
Radio Australia's signals reach the U.S. 
and Canada. Yes, you can hear Radio Aus- 
tralia during the prime time SWBC period, 
mid -evening in North America. But we're 
going to be tougher on you, simply to roust 
you out of bed before dawn. There's plenty 
of other dawn -patrol DX to be heard and 
here's the chance to become familiar with 

SWLing at this time of day. Drag yourself 
out of bed about 0930 GMT and set the 
dial to 11,945 kHz. This broadcast actually 
is directed to Asian listeners, but that's no 
reason you can't hear it as well. 

New Zealand -Well, as long as your up 
and awake -we hope -why not nail down 
No. 25, Radio New Zealand? This one may 
be just a bit tougher than the rest. This isn't 
too _surprising since the preceeding opera- 
tions use powerful transmitters, 50 to 500 
kilowatts. New Zealand's shortwave outlets 
run a measly -by comparison -7.5 kW. 
Still you can find this Down Under SWBCer 
around 1000 GMT on 9,520 kHz. 

So there you are. If you log and verify 
these shortwave broadcasters on the six ma- 
jor continental areas, you're a quarter of 
the way to the 100 country milestone. De- 
pending on how hard you work at it, and 
with maybe just a little luck, you could have 
all 25 in your log before the next issue of 
COMMUNICATIONS WORLD hits the news- 
stands! If you don't, though, don't give up. 
In time you'll manage to log them all. And 
while you're hunting these, don't forget that 
there are probably at least 25 more that 
you're equally apt to run across broadcast- 
ing in English. There are a couple of things 
to keep in mind when you tune for these 
stations, however. First, we have provided 
just a sampling of broadcasting times and 
frequencies. You very possibly will find 
them at other hours and on -other wave- 
lengths. Don't assume that you must rigidly 
follow our tips. They are just starting points 
for DXing. Secondly, there are few things 
that change as fast as shortwave station 
frequencies. They are juggled with the sea- 
sons in many cases. Sometimes one station's 
frequency shift prompts the station on the 
new channel to pick up stakes to another 
spot on the dial, just to escape the competi- 

tion. In short, while the fre- 
quencies cited are correct at 
the time of writing, they may, 
in some cases have changed 
by the time you read this. 
Less apt to change are the 
program hours, so if you 
don't find a particular sta-

it somewhere else. 

For Pros Only. Ok, ok, we know! Our 
25 best bets are too easy for some of you, 
you who've been DXing for a couple of 
years, you who don't blanch when you run 
across programs in other than English. 
You've been around and want some targets 
to really test your DX- ability. Great! That's 
the name of the game. Try these, then! 
Like a gourmet's guide we'll rank them 
from one to four stars, only in our list 
we'll rank them in order of difficulty to DX, 
from middling hard to those which never, 
to our knowledge, have been logged in 
North America! 

Bougainville Island -Ex -GI's and Ma- 
rines of World War II vintage will doubtless 
remember this bloody Pacific Island. The 
Australian Administration Broadcasting 
Service operates a 10 kW SWBC outlet at 
Kieta on Bougainville to serve the local 
population. Early morning is the time to 
try 3,322.5 kHz. Rate this one two stars. 

Togo -Radiodiffusion du Togo is another 
African target for you more experienced 
DXers. It puts in a decent enough signal 
during the late afternoons in the east and 
midwest. Language is the hang -up. While 
the station does have a couple of brief Eng- 
lish periods daily, they aren't at times when 
propagation conditions permit reception in 
North America. So to get an identification, 
you'll have to pick it out of the French. 
The frequency is 5,047 kHz. Only one star. 

Falkland Islands -All right, here's a stop- 
per for you. Look way down near Antarc- 
tica for the frigid Falklands. The Falkland 
Islands Broadcasting Service nominally 
broadcasts with low power on 3,958 kHz, 
but more recently has been operating closer 
to 3,943 kHz. East of the Mississippi, if 
you're going to hear it at all, it should be 
around 0100 GMT. But let us warn you. 
There have only been about five or six defi- 
nite loggings of this station in North Amer- 
ica in 15 years. It gets a four -star rating. 

International Waters -Well, you can't 
really consider international waters to be a 
country; it's that area of the high seas be- 
yond the territorial claims df the various 
maritime nations. Since no one really has 
jurisdiction over the ocean waves, from 
time to time unlicensed pirate stations, op- 
erating from ships, crop up. A currently 
operating pirate broadcaster is Radio Nord- 
see International, an unauthorized commer- 
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cial, pop music station, which does its trans- 
mitting from a ship named the Mebo II, 
in the North Sea off Holland. Its frequency 
is 6,205 kHz and it can be heard here after 
0500 GMT. This novelty bit of DX can be 
considered a one -star target. 

Sarawak -There was an old quote which, 
translated from the Latin, described ancient 
Gaul as being divided into three parts. The 
Asian country of Malaysia is, however, 
split into two. One is the Asia mainland 
part, the Malayan peninsula. The other is 

made up of two territories on the island of 
Borneo, Sabah and Sarawak. Both the latter 
are a challenge to log on shortwave. Radio 
Malaysia- Sarawak -is one you might find 
around 1030 GMT, in Chinese program- 
ming, on 7,460 kHz. I'll rate this one two 
stars. 

Tibet- Though Tibetan exiles would pro- 
test bitterly, in practical fact this remote 
area high in the Himalayas is part of China. - 

It's shortwave outlets are part of the vast 
communist Chinese domestic radio network. 
Like many domestic stations throughout 
China, much of its broadcast day is devoted 
to relaying Radio Peking's Chinese home 
service programs. It has been heard in 
North America, during the 1200 -1230 GMT 
time slot on 9,490 kHz. We consider it 
three -star DX: 

Tristan da Cunha -This is really never - 
never -land SWLing. There is a very, very 
low powered shortwaver on this South At- 
lantic island. It is called Tristan Radio, it 
runs a mere 40 watts, and transmits on 
3,290 kHz. It has never been reported as 
definitely heard by any U.S. or Canadian 
DXer! Four stars, what else? 

Now there's a handful to try! For other 
SWBC stations, easy and hard to log, check 
out the shortwave section of White's Radio 
Log at the end of this issue. 

Which Set Is Best? COMMUNICATIONS 
WORLD gets many letters from SWL's ask- 
ing which receiver they should buy. If you've 
been thinking about writing with the same 
question, do yourself a favor, save the 
stamp. There's no way we can give you a 
definite answer. 

Which is the best receiver? That's like 
asking who makes the best car -Ford or 
Chevy? With a receiver too, it all depends 
on the use to which you intend to put it. 
Do you want just basic "transportation" 
around the SW bands? Or do you want all 
the optional extras you can afford. And, by 
the way, what can you afford? Fifty bucks 
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or $500? Two hundred or two grand? Do 
you want a portable or a monster of a set 
you'll never try to move from your desk- 
top? How serious and experienced a DXer 
are you? Only you can answer these ques- 
tions. Only you can make the decision. 
And, even among comparably priced receiv- 
ers there are some DXers who'll swear by 
one model; others, equally knowledgeable, 
who prefer another brand. 

There are some basic factors to keep in 
mind when selecting a receiver however and 
they may help you make that big decision. 

Sensitivity. This is easy to define. It 
means, simply, your receiver should have 
the ability to "pick up" a weak radio signal. 
Most communications receivers have fairly 
good to excellent sensitivity. 

But what appears to be sensitivity at 
first blush may not really be. With a sensi- 
tive set, you should hear some noise, perhaps 
a rushing or hissing, on all bands when the 
antenna is connected, even when you're not 
tuned to a station. But you must remember 
that every electrical device, such as a 
radio, produces its own internal noises in its 
circuitry. Needless to say, if there's too much 
internal noise created by the set itself, it will 
hamper you when you tune those very weak 

!stations. What you want is a favorable sig- 
nal -to -noise ratio. 

To determine how much of this back- 
ground noise is really sensitivity to received 
signals and how much is internally created 
noise, disconnect the antenna and repeat the

sweep of the bands. You should note a 

marked decrease in the noise factor. 
Stability. When you tune a shortwave sta- 

tion you want to make sure that it stays 
tuned to the station. What you don't need is 
frequency drifting. When this happens you 
have to keep repeaking the tuning to keep 
the signal loud and clear. It is a nuisance at 
best and, at worst, an unstable drifting set 
may cause you to miss the identification an- 
nouncement if you aren't on your toes. 

There are two angles to stability. One is 
mechanical, the other thermal. Mechanical 
stability is fairly easy for manufacturers to 
obtain. Mount the receiver in a heavy, 
sturdy chassis. This minimizes internal and 
external vibrations which can cause fre- 
quency instability. Unfortunately, a number 
of SWL's make problems for themselves 
when they place the speaker, with all its vi- 
brations, on top of the receiver cabinet. 

Thermal stability is tougher to achieve, 
particularly in sets with tube circuitry. Tubes 
create heat and temperature increases can 
adversely affect the other set components. 

The result is frequency in- 
stability. 

Any tube circuit receiver 
will be prone to drift in fre- 
quency. However, the best 
tube sets will stabilize after 
an initial warmup period of 
from 20 minutes to half an 
hour. 
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Larry Marshall was a very 
active DXer in North Dakota 
few years back. Then came a 
four -year hitch in the Navy. 
Now Larry is DXing again, 
using an Allied SX -190 re- 
ceiver, from San Diego CA. 
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A well designed set will be adequately ven- 
tilated to allow as much of this heat to be 
dissipated as possible. Many sets have venti- 
lating holes or louvers on top - another rea- 
son not to place your speaker or any other 
blocking object on the receiver's cabinet. 
One way to beat thermal instability is to do 
away with the tubes. This is what manu- 
facturers have done in solid -state or tran- 
sistorized receivers. But, some DXers feel, 
transistor sets have certain other draw- 
backs, so the choice may not be clearcut. 

Selectivity. This is the receiver quality 
that separates the sheep from the goats. It 
is the one most critical factor in DXing. 
Selectivity is the ability of the set to tune 
the wanted signal while rejecting those sta- 
tions operating on adjoining frequencies. 
Because the shortwave bands are so crowd- 
ed, it is necessary to have a communications 
receiver that will permit you to hear the 
station you want and block the interfering 
signals on each side. Right at the outset, 
we'd better tell you that perfect selectivity 
is impossible. Even the most costly receiv- 
ers can't be designed to pass one signal, and 
only one, while rejecting all others. To some 
extent, in a crowded band, you'll find some 
stations interfering with the one you want 
to hear. But the degree to which a receiver 
approaches the ideal determines how well it 
will perform as a DXing set. 

Receiver designers have a number of 
tricks in their bag to produce selectivity. 

Some sets have a number of different de- 
sign devices to improve selectivity. Natural- 
ly, these cost money. The basic rule of 
thumb is that the more a set costs, at least 
up to the neighborhood of around $500, 
the better will be the selectivity you'll be 

getting. The intermediate frequency am- 
plifier (IF) section of the superheterodyne 
receiver gives it selectivity. The lowest 
priced sets have no IF stage. The more ex- 
pensive rigs have two or three. Another 
gadget that improves selectivity is the Q- 

multiplier, which electrically limits the 'fre - 
quencies which the IF passes. Not too many 
sets around these days have built -in Q -mul- 
tipliers, but they can be purchased sepa- 
rately as "outboard" equipment to soup -up 
a modestly priced receiver. 

Notch Out. Some manufacturers include 
in their communications' receivers a notch 
filter. It suppresses a narrow band of fre- 
quencies. It is tunable and the degree of 
rejection can be controlled manually. Ad- 
justed properly, it can knock out a surpris- 
ing amount of adjacent channel interference. 
Filters of one type or another, crystal, ce- 
ramic or mechanical, can increase selectivity 
by rejecting signals on either side of the 
tuned frequency. There was a time when 
mechanical filters were found only in the 
most expensive shortwave receivers. Now, 
however, mechanical filters are showing up 
even in sets priced at about $100 or so. But 
then, there also have been improvements in 
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Hustler Discone, DCX. 
NewTronics gives you omnidirectional 
coverage from 40 to 700 Megahertz.

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crystal and ceramic filter circuitry. More 
sophisticated communications receivers of- 
ten have a combination of these various 
selectivity producing devices. 

Try the receiver's selectivity features. Tune 
a station in a crowded SW band. Choose one 
that is really suffering from side frequency 
interference from other stations. Then set 
to work with whatever selectivity controls 
the set has, see what you can do to clean up 
the signal. If you can minimize the inter- 
ference to the point where you've got a 
readable signal from the desired station, 
you've got it made. We're firm believers in 
the principle, "try before you buy." Now 
this isn't always possible, particularly when 
you're doing business by mail order. But it 
doesn't hurt to ask. After all, you wouldn't 
dream of buying a used auto without at least 
driving it around the block and kicking the 
tires a few times. If you find a dealer who'll 
let you give the set a fair try in his show- 
room, or perhaps allow you full credit on 
another set if you're not satisfied with the 
first choice, stick with him. Give him your 
trade. He's a gem! 

We've mentioned adding an outboard, or 
external, Q- multiplier to improve the selec- 
tivity of a lower priced receiver. Another 
add-on that can help is a preselector. This 
is, essentially, a signal booster that can 
pep up a weak signal. Gilfer Associates, 
Inc., P.O. Box 239, Park Ridge, N.J. 
07656, handles a model known as the A -20. 
Drop them a line for full particulars on this 
unit. A final feature to look for in a re- 

ceiver is frequency readout. To find the 
stations you have to know where you're 
tuning. One of the biggest drawbacks for 
the beginner is a vaguely marked tuning 
dial that gives you few clues as to whether 
the station you're hearing is on, say, 11,825 
or 11,900 kHz. Serious DXing requires that 
you be able to determine frequency to at 
least the nearest couple of kilohertz. With 
today's modern receivers, direct frequency 
readout that allows pinpoint accuracy is 
available particularly in sets costing at least 
a couple of hundred dollars. When you get 
up in the kilo -buck range, you can get 
electronic digital readout to a fraction of a 
kHz! 

Getting Those QSL's. Hearing those 
shortwave stations is a thrill, and for some, 
this part of DXing is enough. But for many - perhaps most- SWL's, collecting QSLs 
is just as much fun. QSLs, verifications, 
veries, confirmations, they all mean the 
same thing. They are those prized post- 
cards and letters the DXer receives from 
the stations he logs. They are the proof of 
his logging results. 

A verification is just that, a confirmation 
that your reception report, sent to a station, 
was correct and that you actually heard it. 
While most shortwave broadcasters will 
QSL a correct and useful reception report, 
there's no law that makes it mandatory to 
do so. If the station does reply, consider it 
a courtesy. This is an important thing to 
keep in mind when writing your report. 
Just as those TV contest rules say, "Neat- 
ness counts!" A typed or neatly written re- 
port gives you a leg up simply because it 
can be easily read. 

Ha! Some big deal tip, you say? Ok, so 
maybe it doesn't apply to you, but your

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cil on a sheet of ruled paper carelessly torn 
from a school notebook! A little extra ef- 
fort here does pay off. 

Next, don't forget your manners. Polite- 
ness when writing a DX reception report 
to a station is a must. Demands for a QSL 
not only cut your own chances for a reply, 
but can turn off an otherwise friendly sta- 
tion to all verification requests from other 
listeners. Please and thank you never hurt 
anyone! Most of the large international 
broadcasting stations, and that means those 
primarily aiming their programs to foreign 
audiences, will verify correct reception re- 
ports. These are the outfits which, more 
often than not, have at least part of their 
schedule of transmissions in English, and 
therefore, are the ones a newer shortwave 
listener usually includes among the first sta- 
tions he logs. 

As you gain DXing experience, you'll be- 
gin hearing the smaller, lower powered sta- 
tions, which for the most part aim their 
broadcasts at local audiences. Their prime 
purpose is not to reach you here in North 
America. As a result, except for the novelty 
of learning that their signal can be heard 
half way around the globe, these broad- 
casters may have only a marginal interest 
in hearing from listeners outside their own 
local broadcast area. Naturally, these sta- 
tions are considerably tougher to QSL and 
even greater pains should be taken when 
writing your report letters. 

Every experienced DXer has his own pet 
techniques for coaxing a QSL from foreign 
SW stations. In time the less experienced 
listeners develop the approaches, the little 
tricks that attract QSL replies like magnets. 
But virtually every "pro" DXer agrees that 
one of the best ways is to write a personal 
letter to the station's manager or chief engi- 
neer. You might devise a neat form a stan- 
dardized report which needs only to be 
filled in with the appropriate logging data. 
In fact, some of the DXing hobby clubs 
have such forms which their members can 
purchase in quantity. But even if you use a 
form report, it is usually a good idea to also 
include at least a brief personal note. 

Regardless of the approach you follow, 
there are certain basic things that every re- 
ception report should contain. These are the 
frequency of the station heard, the date and 
time, conditions of reception, and program 
details. 

Frequency. Your reception report must 
contain the frequency on which you heard

the station. If you expect the staff to be 

able to tell if it was really their transmis- 

sions you heard, they must know that you 
were tuned to the right frequency. The 
larger stations often broadcast on a number 
of frequencies simultaneously, so it is im- 

portant that you note the particular wave 

length you tuned. 
Now this frequency business is something 

that really hangs up a lot of guys, particu- 
larly those with receivers that don't allow 

for accurate frequency determination. If the 

program is in English, usually it is fairly 
easy. Just listen for the station's identifica- 
tion, especially at the beginning or at the 

end of the particular transmission. The an- 

nouncer will usually state the shortwave fre- 

quency used. If it isn't announced, and if 

your radio's dial is not accurately calibrated, 
it is a bit tougher. But do the best job you 
can in "guestimating" the frequency. When 
you're familiar with each shortwave band 
-and that merely takes some time and 
alertness- you'll know that some easily 
heard stations regularly can be heard on the 
same frequency day after day, month after 
month. These can act as benchmarks in de- 

termining the frequencies of other stations. 
For instance, WWV, America's radio 

clock, the standard time and frequency sta- 
tion ticks away the hours on 10,000 kHz. 
It is easily heard and one of the very first 

stations most SWLs ever tune. Further 
down the 31 meter band, most evenings, 
you'll find Bulgaria's Radio Sofia and you'll 
discover they're on 9,700 kHz, without fail. 
Between these two spots on your receiver's 
dial you no doubt discover Radio Budapest 
broadcasting from Hungary. Let's say you 
missed the announced frequency in a par- 
ticularly heavy burst of static. What's the 
frequency? 

For a rough estimate, you first note the 
dial setting for Sofia, and then that of 
WWV. And you found Budapest just a bit 
less than half way between them. So you 
guestimate Budapest's frequency as some- 
thing less than half way between 9,700 and 
10,000 kHz; like maybe 9,840 kHz or so. 

Well, in fact, Radio Budapest broadcasts 
on 9,835 kHz, so you really weren't too 
far off. As you get more experienced, you'll 
find more accurate ways of determining fre- 
quency, even if you can't, at first, afford 
a more expensive receiver with very accu- 
rate frequency readout. What we're driving 
at is simply to make your best effort to de- 
termine the station's frequency. If you're 
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estimating the frequency, be sure to note 
that fact in your report. Most of the major 
stations will understand that many listeners 
have trouble at first pinpointing unknown 
frequencies and will give you the benefit of 
any minor doubts. But is isn't enough just 
to report to a station that you heard them 
in, say, the 31 meter band. The popular 
shortwave band covers a full 225 kilohertz. 
You should be able to locate the station 
more precisely than that! 

Time And Date. The universal time stan- 
dard of both DXers and broadcasting sta-

tions is Greenwich Mean Time. GMT, as 
it is usually called, is the time along the 
Greenwich or Prime Meridian, that is, O 
degrees longitude. The importance of stating 
reception times in terms of GMT is clear 
if you realize that when it is, for example, 
mid -day where you live, it is suppertime 
in central Europe and morning in Hawaii. 
If we all stick to a standard time reference, 
there's far less confusion. 

Secondly, to lick the time confusion 
problem, DXers make use of the 24 -hour 
clock system. If you've served in the mili- 
tary, this will be duck soup, since the 24- 
hour technique is standard in the arm .ed 
services. And, incidentally, you ex -GI's, the 
old familiar Z or Zulu time references you 
used when you were in service means ex-

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actly the same as GMT. 
12 Plus. If you're not familiar with the 

24 -hour time system, it is simply this. The 
hours between midnight and noon are stated 
to 0000 to 1200. Those between noon and 
midnight are 1200 to 0000 (sometimes 
2400 is used). Here are a few examples: 
Ten minutes past midnight is 0010, 11:30 
a.m. is 1130, three in the afternoon is 1500 
(that's 1200 + 3 hours, right ?), and 11:30 
p.m. is 2330. At midnight we simply start 
over at 0000. 

All right, now lets combine GMT with 
the 24 -hour clock system. Let's say you live 
in St. Louis, Missouri, in the Central Time 
zone. You hear a station at 2:30 in the after- 
noon local time. First let's convert that to 
the 24 -hour system. Thus 2:30 p.m. be- 
comes 1430 hours. Next, we must state this 
in terms of GMT, not CST. GMT is six 
hours ahead of CST, or to put it another 
way, CST is GMT minus six hours. We con- 
vert to GMT by adding six hours to 1430 
CST, and, voila, we get 2030 GMT. For our 
report writing purposes, the station was 
logged at 2030 GMT. A little practice and 
you'll have it down pat. 

To compute the time anywhere in the 
world, add ( +) or subtract ( -) the num- 
ber of hours indicated in the table to or 
from GMT. The figures in parentheses in- 
dicate the correction during the particular 
country's summer months. Don't forget 
that south of the equator, their summer oc- 
curs during our winter months. Let's give 
it another go- around. Suppose you hear a 
station in Kenya tell its local listeners it 
will return to the air at 6 a.m. tomorrow. 
When should you listen. Well, 6 a.m. Kenya 
time is GMT + 3 hours. Then sign on time 
would be the equivalent of 0300 GMT. If 
you live in Columbia, South Carolina, for 
example, your local time is GMT -5 hours 
and so you'd tune in at 10 p.m. EST. 

Now that example points out a case that 
requires further explanation and gets us into 
the matter of date. Six a.m. tomorrow in 
Kenya is really 10 p.m. tonight in the EST 
zone of North America. So, be particularly 
aware of the date change in time conver- ' 

sions to GMT. If you're listening on the 
evening of January 1, don't forget it is al-

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ready January 2 in Europe and the other 
areas to the east. So, a 10 p.m. EST logging 
of the British Broadcasting Corporation on 
January 1, would be noted in your reception 
report as 0300 GMT, January 2. Sounds 
tricky, but with a bit of practice you'll be 
juggling the time like a vaudevillian in a 
clock shop! 

Only one other thing to watch as far as 
the date reference is concerned; and then, 
only if you're in the habit of writing the 
date in figures. Standard practice in most 
other areas of the world is to state the day 
before the numerical equivalent of the 
month, in other words, just the opposite of 
the way we do it, month -day -year. While 
you'd interpret 5/8/73 to mean May 8, 
1973, the person reading your reception re- 
port overseas would understand it to be the 
fifth day of the eighth month; August 5, 
1973. void this hassle by spelling out the 
month. 

Reception Conditions. Naturally, most 
stations are interested not only in the fact 
that you can hear their programs, but in 
how well you heard them. The large inter- 
national broadcasting shortwavers get thou- 
sands of reports, and in many cases have 
their own paid monitors or diplomatic offi- 
cers listening, and know, generally, how 
well they're heard overseas. But still, your 
technical notes can be of assistance, par- 
ticularly if you note some problem with 
their transmissions of which they weren't 
aware. And smaller, less often reported sta- 
tions, could find your report of considerable 
help in knowing how well they are "getting 
out." 

Things to mention in your report are 

signal strength, naturally, plus any interfer- 
ence to the program, whether man -made 
(from another station, etc.) or atmospheric 
(static), the degree of fading and, perhaps, 
modulation (clear, crisp audio or "mushy," 
hard to understand speech). 

Generally speaking, it is a good idea to 
give as much detail about reception condi- 
tions as you're able, using descriptive words 
to describe these various factors. Signal 
strength, for example, will be very strong, 
strong, moderately strong, fair, weak or 
very weak. Interference can be described in 
the same terms, noting both man -made noise 
and static present. (DXers, by the way use 
the term QRM for man -caused interference, 
QRN for atmospheric noises. But these 
Ham radio symbols aren't widely known by 
station staffs and should be avoided in re- 
ception reports). Fading is another condi- 
tion of reception that should be noted in 
your report. Did the signal strength vary 
in volume, loud one moment, weaker the 
next? Fading is the result of fluctuating 
propagation factors. How "deep" was the 
fade? How many such fades did you note 
during a minute? 

Last, but not least, sum it all up with a 
description of your estimate of the overall 
signal quality. Considering all the above, 
was your reception poor, fair, good or ex- 
cellent? When reporting to the largest short- 
wave broadcasters, and that includes many 
of the powerful European stations, plus 
some biggies elsewhere in the world such as 
Radio Japan, South Africa's Radio RSA 
and Radio Australia, there is a shortcut 
technique for reporting reception condi- 
tions. We suggest limiting the system to re- 
ports to these major stations because they 
get thousands of letters from listeners each 
year and doubtless are familiar with what 
is called the SINPO Code. This special re- 
porting code has been devised to simplify 

reception reporting. SINPO 
stands for Strength, Interfer- 
ence, Noise, Propagation

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and Overall. Self explanatory are the S and 
O elements. Interference is QRM (man- 
made), Noise is QRN (static). Propagation 
means, broadly, the degree of signal fading. 

Each is rated on a scale of one to five; 
the most favorable factors getting the high- 
est score. The best reception rating a station 
could get would be SINPO 55555, or ex- 
cellent strength, no interference from other 
stations and quiet atmospheric conditions, 
a stable, non -fading signal that overall must 
be rated as excellent. 

Programming. Up to this point in our 
list of things to include in your reception 
report we've stressed things that the station 
wants to know about its transmissions, when 
you heard them, where you found them on 
the dial and how well you heard the station. 
Program details serve a different purpose. 
This is the crucial item that either estab- 
lishes, to the station's satisfaction, that it 
was actually their broadcasts you heard and 
not those of some other broadcaster. With- 
out accurate details of your logging, how 
can the SWBC broadcaster tell if you really 
heard the station. What is needed is a de- 
tailed account of just exactly what you 
heard. We stress detail because, unfortu- 
nately, too many listeners are much too 
vague when it comes to program descrip- 
tion. After all, how could anyone tell from 
the following log if you heard the particular 
station: 

2130 GMT -Man talking 
2132 GMT -Music 
2145 GMT -Talk 

2152 GMT -Vocal selection 
Compare that with the following: 
2130 -2132 GMT -Station identification 

by a man announcer. He said, "You are 
tuned to the overseas service of Radio 
Sunda, the Voice of the Pacific, broadcast- 
ing on 31.45 meters." A brief program pre- 
view followed. 

2132 -2145 GMT -Musical program 
called "Polynesian Echos," with uninter- 
upted selections of Hawaiian type music, 
featuring guitars, ukuleles, drums and other

instruments. 
2145 -2152 GMT -Man reading local 

newscast. Items included report on tribal 
council meeting, plans for 'economic devel- 
opment and the visit of the Indonesian for- 
eign minister. 

2152 -2155 GMT -More Polynesian mu- 
sic featuring a woman singer. 

Well, which of these two reports really 
establishes your reception of Radio Sunda? 
Oh yes, Radio Sunda is merely a figment of 
our imagination, so don't waste your time 
scouring the bands for that one. But you 
get the point, no? 

Ah, but what if the programs aren't in 

English, you say. Yes, that does make it 

tougher to get such complete and detailed 
items for your report. Still, do the very best 
you can, since your hopes for receiving a 
QSL ride on it. 

Station announcements can sometimes be 
heard and understood even though the lan- 
guage is foreign. With the Central and South 
American stations broadcasting in Spanish. 
listen for the identification slogan. A strong 
Mexican identifies as "La Voz de America 
Latina." That's easy -The Voice of Latin 
America. 

A newscast sounds like a newscast in al- 
most any language. Common names in the 
news, persons and places, sound similar re- 
gardless of the tongue spoken. Political 
harangues stand out because of the speak- 
er's vehemence. Latin American soap op- 
eras, with their obvious conversational tone 
at times, dramatic quality at others, plus 
background sound effects and "bridge" mu- 
sic between "scenes" sound nothing like a 
multi -voice panel discussion. Clues to pro- 
gram types are many. 

Also, station jingles, common among the 
Latin Americans, singing commercials for 
well known U.S. products, headache reme- 
dies, soft drinks and the like, and tuning or 
interval signals (the familiar NBC chimes 
is a domestic example of this sort of thing) 
are distinctive program details to include 
in your report. 
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Did You Hear It? Items such as these, 
noted with the exact times heard, will offer 
proof that it was that particular station you 
heard. The number of "verifiable items" in- 
cluded in your report, things that establish 
you heard the station, is really more impor- 
tant than the length of time you listened. 
However, as a rule of thumb, it will take 
more than a couple of minutes, perhaps 15 
to 20 or more, to come up with the proof 
you need to convince the station staff that 
you should be sent a verification. 

More About Lingos. And that brings up 
another point. When writing to those sta- 
tions which broadcast in English, naturally 
your report can he in English. And this 
does include a great many of the stations 
you hear. 

But in some areas of the world, the odds 
of finding a station staff member who can 
read your English letter are a bit slim. This 
is true when it comes to some of the French - 
speaking West African countries and the 
smaller Brazilians, where only Portuguese 
is understood. Most especially this is the 
case when reporting to the Latin Americans, 
the stations in Central and South America. 

If you know some Spanish, it will be a 
big help. Or maybe you know a high school 
or college student who has studied this lan- 
guage and can help you translate your re- 
port. A third alternative is to join one of 
the major DXing clubs and make use of 
the special Spanish form reports, which 
come with useful translated vocabularies 
and phrases, which they have available to 
members. 

Failing these, you can always try_an Eng- 

lish report to the Latin stations. Sometimes 
they will result in verifications if, by chance, 
someone on the staff can read English. 

At the end of your report, be sure to 
ask, as courteously and pleasantly as pos- 
sible, that the station do you the favor of 
of replying with a verification card or letter. 
Since it is a favor you're asking, you should 
include return postage. International reply 
coupons (IRC's) can be purchased at your 
post office for 15 cents each.. They can be 
exchanged in most countries of the world 
for postage stamps sufficient to mail a letter, 
via seamail, back to you. For an airmail 
reply, several IRCs, possibly as many as six 
or seven, depending on the country, are 
necessary. 

Another way of including return postage 
with your report is to send mint, or unused - 

stamps, of the particular country to which 
you're writing. Obviously, U.S. stamps are 
of no use whatsoever- except to a stamp 
collector -in a foreign country. You can 
purchase foreign mint stamps, in quantities 
sufficient for an airmail reply, from DX 
Stamp Service, 83 Roder Parkway, Ontario, 
N.Y. 14519. Owner George Robertson, 
W2AZX, will send you a price list for a 
stamped, self- addressed envelope. Or, you 
may be able to purchase foreign mint 
stamps from a local stamp collecting shop. 

Utility DXing. While there are something 
like 200 different countries and territories 
with shortwave broadcasting stations, there 
are quite a few other spots on the globe 
which can only be logged if you widen your 
DXing horizons. 

Shortwave broadcast (SWBC) stations 
are those which air the usual types of pro- 
grams- music, entertainment, news and the 
like. Alaska and Puerto Rico, for example, 
have no broadcasting stations on shortwave. 
Nor do such exotic locales as Antarctica, 
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How's this for an equipment 
line -up? At the console, two 
Collins R -390 military re- 
ceivers flank a master 
frequency oscillator. On the 
right is a BC -610 transmitter. 
All of the equipment belongs 
to Uncle Sam's Ft. Knox KY, 
MARS amateur station, where 
DXer Dan Jamison (of 
Richmond VA) served with 
the U. S. Army until his 
recent discharge. 
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Bahrain and Wake Island. But these places, 
and many more, can be DXed on short- 
wave if you stray from the well -worn paths 
of SWBC. What we're talking about are the 
so- called utility stations, a rather catchall 
category that includes those sltlortwave op- 
erations which are neither broadcasting sta- 
tions nor radio amateurs. 

The utilities are special service con mu- 
nications stations. The VHFers covered ear- 
lier are utility communications, though they 
are, of course, above the shortwave fre- 
quency range. Below 30 MHz, however, 
there are plenty of other utility DX targets, 
including military communications, govern- 
mental stations, ship -to -shore radio, aero 
communications, direct point -to -point com- 
mercial services and more. Unlike the 
broadcasters, these utilities transmissions 
are not intended for general shortwave au- 
diences. But they're fair game for the SW 
DXer who keeps in mind the regulations 
that make it illegal to use monitored in- 
formation for personal benefit or gain, or 
to divulge to any third party what he hears. 

Some of these utility stations use regular 
amplitude modulation (AM) . But as many, 
or more, use a transmission mode that may 
be new to you. It's called single sideband. 

Tape It. Though more expensive, it is 
possible to furnish. the station proof that 
you heard them by sending along a tape 
recording of your reception. Don't bother, 
however, if the taped signal doesn't include 
at least several intelligible announcements. 

If yours is a multi -track stereo recorder, 

PHONETIC ALPHABET 
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Because many letters of the alphabet sound similar, 
and confusion can result when weak signals and inter- 
ference prevent good intelligibility of radio signals, by 
international agreement, a phonetic alphabet was de- 
vised. TheSe are used invariably by the military services, 
but also can be found in use by various VHF -UHF services, 
including some police departments. However, some de- 
partments use other phonetic systems -for example, 
the Los Angeles police use "Adam" for "A ", as in the 
popular TV show, "Adam 12" -and other law agencies 
seem to choose their phonetic key words at random. 
Here, however, is the internationally accepted phonetic 
alphabet.

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make sure you use a fresh tape, or at least 

one that is completely blank before you get 

going with your recording. Record it at 71/2 

inches -per- second and use one of the small 
two or three inch reels. They are less costly 

to send and will hold plenty of tape for 
your purpose. 

Because packets often are X -rayed by 

customs officials searching for contraband, 
and because, if sent by airmail, strong elec- 
tric fields present in aircraft storage com- 
partments can cause tape erasure, you might 
wrap the reel in aluminum foil before pack- 
aging it for mailing to a foreign country. 

Sending taped reports can cost a buck or 
more, considering everything, but if it 

brings in a rare verification, sometimes it is 

worth the extra expense. 
SSB. Chances are you've heard single 

sideband (SSB) at some time of other while 
sweeping the SW frequencies. But you may 
not have known what it was. Some SWLs, 
upon hearing an SSB signal for the first 
time, wrongly conclude something is wrong 
with their receivers. For unless your re- 
ceiver is designed to receive SSB transmis- 
sions, or you make use of a trick or two 
we'll mention shortly, these transmissions 
will sound badly garbled and unintelligible. 
Single sideband is a special form of AM 
transmission. Normal AM signals consist of 
a radio frequency carrier with superimposed 
modulation. Think of the RF carrier as a 
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pack mule, toting the modulation messages 
like a pair of saddlebags across its back. 
If you could somehow deliver the messages 
(the modulation) without bothering with 
the mule (radio frequency carrier); how 
much more efficient the system would be. 
This is just what SSB does. It puts the mule 
out of business! SSB systems suppress the 
carrier, plus half of the modulation, leaving 
just a single sideband to bring the message. 
The missing half of the modulation isn't 
really essential, since the remaining side - 
band is its mirror image. 

But why bother with all that nonsense, 
eh? Why not just stick with good old fash- 
ioned AM transmissions. The reason is a 
good one. Compared with the AM mode, 
SSB is about eight times more efficient in 
terms of transmitted power, and twice as 
efficient when it comes to the amount of 
radio spectrum space a signal needs. If SSB 
is so great, why don't the broadcasting sta- 
tions use it, you ask? While it may be great 
for communications work, the technical 
simplicity needed by broadcasters is lack- 
ing. 

The SSB signals seem garbled at first, no 
doubt. What is needed is to reinsert, at the 
receiving end, the missing carrier. When 
this is done you'll have no trouble under- 
standing the transmission. Many SW receiv- 
ers have provisions for tuning SSB. If your 
set is so designed, re -read your instruction 

Typical of modern Swiss architecture is 
this, the main studio of SBC, the Swiss 
Broadcasting Corporation in Berne.

manual for details on how to use the SSB 
controls. A quick review of the instructions 
and a few minutes practice should have you 
tuning these stations with no trouble. If your 
receiver has no SSB controls, and most 
older sets don't, but has a beat frequency 
oscillator (BFO), here's a technique you 
can use to render SSB intelligible. Switch 
on the BFO (on some vintage receivers it 
may be marked, simply, CW) and tune the 
SSB signal for peak reception. Then adjust 
the BFO control until the voice can be un- 

derstood. It may take prac- 
tice to master the technique. 
But stick with it, and before 
long you'll be turning those 
Donald Duck sounds into 
QSL's. But not all sets have a 
BFO or special product de- 
tector.

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For those of you with sets not containing 
a BFO, here's another trick that sometimes 
works. Take a second receiver, a small 
transistor job is fine, and place it near your 
shortwave set. Turn it on, keeping the sec- 
ond set's volume as low as possible (you 
don't need or want to hear it). Another 
radio, in close proximity to your SW rig, 
sometimes will radiate enough signal to 
make it work as "a poor man's BFO ", and 
make SSB transmissions intelligible. So, 
now, with the SSB tuning techniques down 
pat, you're ready to go after the utility com- 
munications stations in those out of the way 
corners of the world. 

Those Extras. One way to hear more 
countries on shortwave is to go after those 
spots which, while they have no SW broad- 
casters, do have active stations in one of 
the various utility communications services. 
Here are some which you'll never hear on 
SWBC! 

Alaska There are rumors afoot that a 
well -known U.S. evangelist is hoping to 'ob- 
tain FCC approval to build a powerful 
shortwave broadcasting station in our north- 
ernmost state. But, at the moment, Alaska 
is without an SWBC station. However a 
utility station you can hear with ease is 
the VOLMET operation at Anchorage Inter- 
national Airport. VOLMET stations are aero- 
nautical weather services which operate on 
regular schedules from various air fields 
around the world, periodically airing 
weather broadcasts for in -flight aircraft. The 
Anchorage station transmits at 25 and 55 
minutes past each hour on several fre- 
quencies, including 5,519 and 8,905 kHz. 

Antarctica -New Zealand's Antarctic sci- 
entists operate from Scott Base on the 
frozen southern'continent. A series of short- 
wave transmitters are used to maintain radio 
contact with New Zealand. Not easy, but 
a great catch if you can log them are sta- 
tions ZLQ26 (10,688 kHz), ZLQ6 (7,490 
kHz), or ZLQ27 (14,580 kHz). Reception 
reports may be sent in care of the Antarctic 
Support Headquarters, Christchurch, New 
Zealand. 

Barbados -Another type of utility station 
is the point -to- point'er. These services, gov- 
ernmental, military or private commercial, 
number in the many hundreds and are used 
for overseas telephone or other communi- 
cations on fixed circuits. In other words, 
they exist to provide communications be- 
tween point A and point B. For example, 
between San Francisco and Tokyo, or New 
York to London. When not actually passing 
radio traffic, many of these stations hold 
their frequencies and allow their receiving 
stations to tune them in, by airing repeated 
identification tapes. DXers call these repeti- 
tious identifications voice mirrors. One of 
the biggest point -to -point (PTP) outfits is 
Britain's Cable and Wireless Ltd., with 
transmitters in most countries in the Com- 
monwealth. One of these is located on the 
island of Barbados in the West Indies. 
Among its frequencies are 10,605, 16,072 
and 20,585 kHz. 

Canal Zone -There is something of a 
minor debate among SWLs as to whether 
standard time and frequency stations are 
really broadcasters or utility types. Best 
known of the time stations, no doubt, 
WWV, on 2.5, 5, 10, 15, 20 and 25 MHz, 
at Ft. Coiling, Colorado, and CHU, Can- 
ada's version at Ottawa, which uses 3,330 
and 7,335 kHz. Another time service sta- 
tion is the U.S. Navy's NBA, Balboa, Canal

Zone. It's time ticks are easily recognizable 
but identifications are in Morse code (CW) 
not voice. It transmits on 11,080 and 17,697 
kHz at 0455, 1055, 1655 arid 2255 GMT. 

Guadeloupe -It has been many years 
since this French West Indian island had 
an active shortwave broadcasting station. 
But you may hear a voice mirror test tape, 
with identification in both French and Eng- 
lish, from its PTP link with Paris. Trans- 
missions from the Centre du Reseau Gen- 
eral Radio Electrique use 16,456 and 19,- 
555 kHz. 

Hong Kong -This exotic spot in the Ori- 
ent is another one that ended normal SWBC 
operations a few years back. You can log 
it readily, however, if you tune for the 
VOLMET weather 'casts from Hong Kong's 
Kai Tok airport. You'll remember that An- 
chorage VOLMET uses 5,519 and 8,905 kHz. 
Since Hong Kong is part of the same net- 
work, it uses the same frequencies, but at 15 
and 45 minutes past the hour. Try this one 
during the early morning hours. 

Jamaica -Jamaica's point -to -point opera- 
tion used to be part of the Cable and Wire- 
less, Ltd., system. But with independence, it 
is now known as the Jamaica International 
Telecommunications. Ltd. You may find 
its English language voice mirror announce- 
ments on 5,235, 10,355 or 15,620 kHz. 

Panama -An American firm that is active 
in PTP communications throughout Latin 
America is Tropical Radio and Telegraph 
Co. It has transmitters in a number of coun- 
tries south of the border, but perhaps the 
most attractive from a DX standpoint is the 
one in Panama. At the moment there is no 
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This little guy k Evan Berg, 
undoubtedly the youngest 
DXer in Lexington, MA. Evan's 
dad, Jerry hauls in a lot of 
SWBC DX with the Heathkit 
SB -310 when he gets the 
chance to use it. 

other way to log the Republic of Panama on 
shortwave. Tropical Radio and Telegraph 
uses both Morse CW and voice transmis- 
sions. There are a number of frequencies 
used by the Panama transmitter. Try these: 
5,765; 7,505; 9,152; 10,670; 13,883 or 
17,382 kHz. 

These are just a few of the countries you 
can log only by listening to utility stations. 
Others we could have mentioned are Ameri- 
can Samoa, Malta, Northern Ireland, Puerto 
Rico, St. Helena Island, Wake Island, Trini- 
dad, South Orkney Islands, and ... well the 
list goes on and on. So if you skip the utility 
services you're missing a lot of real DX 
loggings! 

Clubs and Such. One message we hope 
you've received loud and clear in COMMU- 
NICATIONS WORLD is that the stations we'e 
mentioned are only part of the DX picture. 
There is nothing quite so changeable as the 
DX scene. There are new stations cropping 
up all the time, others vanish, still others are 
heard suddenly as propagation factors 
change. Keeping current on what's happen- 
ing in the DX world is important. If you've 
found CW 'helpful in your SWLing, we 
hope you'll read the DX Central Reporting 
column in our sister magazine, ELEMENTARY 
ELECTRONICS. 

Another publication which the serious 
DXer should not be without is the annual 
World Radio TV Handbook, which rightly 
has been called The DXer's Bible.

tions operating around the world, informa- 
tion on their schedules, programs and ad- 
dresses to write for those QSLs. The Danish 
firm that publishes WRTH lists two U.S. 
sources to contact. They are Gilfer Associ- 
ates, Inc., P.O. Box 239, Park Ridge NJ 
07656, and Glen Mueller, Billboard Pub- 
lications, Inc., 2160 Patterson Street, Cincin- 
nati OH 45214. 

There is, perhaps, no better way to keep 
your self posted on the changing DX scene 
than to join one of the fine DX hobby clubs 
in North America. By joining one of these 
clubs, you will receive a monthly bulletin 
(some clubs issue as many as 34 bulletins`a 
year; weekly during the prime winter DXing 
season) filled with information and tips on 
this fascinating hobby. Depending on the 
type of mail service you request, third 
class, first class or airmail, and the particu- 
lar club you join, a year's membership will 
cost you from several dollars to about $14. 
A stamped, self addressed envelope to any of 
them will bring you basic membership in- 
formation. There is usually a nominal 
charge, around 50 cents, for a sample copy 
of the club's bulletin. 

Nine of the major DX clubs on this con- 
tinent are affiliated with the Association of 
North American Radio Clubs (ANARC).

International Radio Club of America -IRC 
is one of two North American clubs whose 
bulletins are devoted exclusively to medium 
wave listening.

Heavy emphasis is 
placed on domestic BCB loggings in the U.S. 
and Canada, but there is also an excellently 
edited foreign medium wave section. In- 
quiries should be directed to 6059 Essex St., 
Riverside CA 92504.

Yes, long 
distance VHF -UHF reception is possible 
and WTFDA will keep you posted on what 
others are logging and how you can do the 
same.

Besides their monthly or, in some cases, 
weekly, bulletins, some of these clubs also 
have special publications for members and 
non -members alike. For a self addressed 
envelope with 25 cents postage, NASWA 
will send you, free, a survey listing those 
stations which can be heard in the popular 
60 meter band.

. and frequencies at the drop of a hat, a few 
leave the air for months, or for good, and 
others suddenly appear on the bands. 

White's Radio Log of shortwave stations 
world -wide appears at the back of this issue. 
Listed are those stations which other DXers 
have been logging recently, with the times 
(in GMT) when you may find reception 
best. 

Some are easy to log, others may take 
many, many tries to hear, depending on 
your receiver and propagational conditions. 
Some broadcast English programs; with oth- 
ers you may have to struggle with the lan- 
guage problem. 

While accurate when compiled, remem- 
ber that changes occur and you may have to 
check around on other frequencies to find 
some of these signals. Or you may find an 
entirely different station from that listed on 
a frequency at a particular time. 

But the everchanging nature of the SWBC 
bands, and the chances of finding other DX 
stations in unexpected places is part of the 
fascination and challenge of the hobby.
