The Twenty-first edition of the AM Radio Log is dedicated to Fred Vobbe.
Fred is the founder and has been the Editor and Publisher of the National Radio
Club’s DX Audio Service audio magazine since its inception in 1985. On this, the
15th anniversary of The DX Audio Service, we would like to thank Fred and
congratulate him for fifteen unselfish years of providing the DX Audio Service to its
subscribers. (WWH August 6, 2000)

Formerly called the National Radio Club Domestic Log, the first edition of the National
Radio Club Domestic Log was published by mimeograph and hand-typed stencil in Boston in
1968, with John Callarman providing the typing and the original Boston Publishing Committee
the hand labor. The second and third editions were published in Boston as the Boston
Publishing Committee changed the method of print for National Radio Club publications to
commercial offset. A "mid-term” edition was published by the New Jersey Publishing
Committee in 1975 and a new editiof of the National Radio Club Log in the fall of 1976 . The
log also underwent another technological change when in.1978 the log information went from
3" x 5" cards to a computerized system. In order for us to keep you abreast of the
ever-changing AM dial scene, the logbook is now published annually, just prior to the start of
the fall listening season.

The roots of the National Radio Club AM Radio Log, though, date back to the 1930's
when RADEX magazine published a log, and the ‘40's and ‘50's when the Newark News Radio
Club BCB editor Carroll Weyrich produced an annual medium wave log.

The accuracy of an endeavor like the National Radio Club AM Radio Log cannot be
guaranteed, primarily because changes occur daily in the vast amounts of information
contained in this publication. Network, format, schedule, and address information is very
volatile, and since there are no central sources to which all this information must be reported,
it requires close monitoring by many people to keep this information up to date. information
from the FCC and from the stations themselves, as well as from you the user of this log, help
to keep the information current and accurate.

The National Radio Club publishes DX News 30 times a year. By subscribing to DX
News magazine, you will receive important AM station changes within 3 weeks after we first
hear of them.

The National Radio Club is a non-profit organization in our 66th year of service by
radio enthusiasts for radio enthusiasts. The people who publish the National Radio Club AM
Radio Log, DX News magazine and DX Audio Service, some with many years of background
in the professional broadcasting field, are as interested as you are in the need for accurate and
fast information. We hope you will consider joining us as we explore the ever-changing worid
of AM broadcasting and distant reception.

This edition has received numerous updates by many National Radio Club members
and other interested AM radio hobbyists. Special thanks go to Jerry Starr for an exhaustive
effort to correct many errors to the Federal Communications Commission data that appear in
the log. Jerry's work on this edition assures you of the most up-to-date power and antenna
information available anywhere. For our Canadian data, a special thanks to Shawn Axelrod
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for that information. Jerry and Shawn were by no means the only participants in this Club effort
to continue to bring you the best and most accurate log. Many updates were gathered from the
FCC database and some network web pages that are available. However, we've found many
web pages with data that are hopelessly outdated.

This log is updated through DX News Volume 67 Number 29 and IRCA’s DX Monitor
through Volume 37 Number 21.

It is of great importance that the users of the AM Radio Log pass to us changes as they
occur. The accuracy of the AM Radio Log’s next edition will be due to the input of DXers
which helps us keep this publication database up to date.

CALL

The call letters of the station or an indication that it is an American Forces Radio Service
(AFRN) or a Voice of America (VOA) station. Calls of stations that have not previously
operated New Not on Air on a given frequency contain a #. W# C# K# (with a number for
database integrity) indicate New Not on Air stations with no assigned call letters. A small “n" is
a night only operation, an “s” is a separate synchronous transmitter and “x” in an expanded
band station, where this is still necessary for data integrity.
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CITY OF LICENSE

City of License is shown or in certain cases, cities of authorized station identification. These are
shown as they appear in the FCC data base. Even though you may hear multiple cities
announced during an ID, that is usually for promotional reasons. My local KYGO-1600 ID’s as
“Lakewood-Denver": Lakewood is the City of License, and Denver is the major market that is
served.

ANTENNA CODES

D1  Daytime (sunrise to sunset) operation only, nondirectional antenna.

D3  Daytime operation only, directional antenna, same pattern at all times.

D4 Daytime operation only, directional during Critical Hours (CH) (sunrise
to two hours after sunrise and two hours before sunset to sunset) only.

D5 Daytime operation only, directional during non-critical hours, non-
directional during critical hours.

D6 Daytime operation only, different patterns during critical hours and non-
critical hours.

L1 Limited time operation (usually based upon sunrise or sunset at the
dominant station's location on a clear channel), non-directional.

L3 Limited time operation, directional antenna.

N1 Night time (sunset to sunrise) operation only, non-directional.

N2 Night time (sunset to sunrise) operation only, directional.

SH  Specified hours, as directed by the station license. Numbers showing
pattern correspond to numbers under "U" category. Specified hour
stations are those who would normally be unlimited but because of
financial or other considerations have petitioned for a waiver of the
minimum schedule of 0600-2200 local time.

ST Shared time operation, broadcasting time shared with a second station
on the same channel. Numbers same as under "U" category.

U1 -Unlimited time operation, with non-directional antenna.

U2  Unlimited time operation, directional at night (sunset to sunrise) only.

U3  Unlimited time operation, directional all hours, same pattern day and
night.

U4  Unlimited time operation, directional, different patterns day and night.

U5 Unlimited time operation, directional day, non-directional night.

U6  Unlimited time operation, directional night and critical hours, same
pattern.

U7 Unlimited time operation, directional all hours, but three different
patterns (day, night and critical hours).

U8  Unlimited time operation, directional critical hours and night (different
patterns), non-directional day.

U9 Unlimited time operation, directional non-critical day hours and nights
(different patterns) but non-directional during critical hours.

U10 Unlimited time operation, non-directional day, directional: critical hours,
non-directional nights.

U11 Unlimited time operation, directional day, directional: critical hours,
(different patterns) and non-directional nights.

Some Notes on Networks

ABC, JRN and WW1 are suppliers of a great variety of specialty formats. These
include almost every music format from NOS to ROK. WW1 and A aiso carry a variety
of talk shows that are syndicated. There are stations that have news from one source
and music programing from another source. In some instances, like the WW1 AM-only
NOS format “Memories”, slogans are used almost exclusively and there is never a
mention of the actual network affiliation. Many network stations do their own news-
casts, using only voice cuts from the audio services or the networks. Some will pick up
the network commercials and integrate them into their own broadcasts without using
network newscasts. Many stations carry specific services from a network. Many
stations listed with A for ABC may only carry Paul Harvey.

Also, some additional program
information is listed here when a
station may carry an unusual
language or music type.

ADDITIONAL POWERS

This column shows powers used in
certain special hour categories-; Post-
sunset authority (pssa); Critical Hours
(CH); and Canadian Restricted (CR).
Pre-sunrise authority (psra) power is
used from 0600 local time until sunrise
when sunrise is later than 0600, using
daytime antenna facilities, (On certain
clear channels including Canadian
clear channels, the psra time begins at
sunrise of a dominant station located
east of the psra station.) Some psra
powers are authorized but not used.
Critical Hours are sunrise to two hours
after sunrise and two hours before
sunset or sunset. Canadian Restricted
powers are used during critical hours.
Whenever possible we have listed
stations that use their PSSA here.
Those stations that we know have no
PSSA powers are also listed as having
none.

STA is a Special Operating Authority.
The FCC under certain situations will
allow a station to operate with facilities
other than those show on their license.
These include things such as lower
power non-directional operation in the
event of a tower being destroyed.

In some cases you will also find
conflicts listed in this area. This occurs
when the official FCC information
doesn’t currently match the station’s
licensed parameters.

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ABOUT THE NATIONAL RADIO CLUB

Our magazine, DX News, is @ must for the serious or casual DX'er and is only available
through the National Radio Club.

In the early days of radio broadcasting, when the listening audience was comprised of
amateur operators, experimenters, engineers and the like, a new hobby had its beginning. DX, in
the parlance of telegraphers, meant long distance, and gradually came to mean distant reception
as well. The early listener had usually constructed his own receiver, and his big thrill was not just
from the news or the music he heard, but the realization that his assortment of glass and wires
with a bedspring antenna was really bringing in voices and music all the way from Pittsburgh,
Chicago or Los Angeles!

It was a natural development for the hobbyist to tune up and down the dial, logging the
numerous station that could be heard. These stations were eager to hear from their listeners. This
was the only way, at the time, that they could learn how well their signal was getting out.
Listeners were asked to write letting the station know from where, how well, and under what
conditions the station's signal had been heard. In return, stations began sending cards or letters
thanking the listener and confirming his or her reception. With the collecting of these verifications
{QSL's), the DX hobby was born.

Numerous clubs were formed in those early years for the sole purpose of exchanging
information about equipment, antennas, tuning tips and general information about the hobby and
the stations. The National Radio Club was one of these early pioneer clubs, getting its start in
York, Pennsylvania in 1933, when a small group of DX'ers organized and began to mimeograph a
bulletin, DX News. Now after 60 plus years of continuous operation, DX News is still the premier
publication for the medium wave (AM) DX'er. Membership soon spread from York to all parts of
the U.S. and Canada and now to members around the world.

Over the years the Nationai Radio Club has gained recognition as a leader among DX
clubs. The National Radio Club has pioneered many areas, the offset printing of builetins, the NRC
Domestic Log (now AM Radio Log), numerous books on antennas and receivers, and information
books on the hobby. The National Radio Club is still growing and improving, with new books and
the DX Audio Service one-of-a-kind Audio Magazine.

DX News offers 30 bulletins per year, weekly in winter, monthly in summer, over 750
pages a year of DX and radio information. The DX Audio Service, established in April 1985, is
designed to serve the sight restricted, or traveling DX'er, and is popular with commuters, who listen
as they drive to work. DX Audio Service consists of a 90 minute cassette and is issued once a
month. Features are similar to DX News but extends its coverage to FM, a Travelogue and
Marketscope features.
