Mm;;t Know Shortcomings 
of Sets 

rrhe dealer mw:;t face one practical 
consideration in knowing how far to 
go in the direction of super efficiency 
in radio parts. He must appreciat~ 
that the sem;ith ity and selectivity 
of the \'ery best radio receh·ers is 
limited by interference. static and 
re-radiation. not to mention fading 
and local conditions. In short. only 
with the very best locations using 
aerial refinements which are too elab­
orate for the average set owner and 
\\'ith circuits which are probably too 
critical for non-technical operation. 
is it possible to utilize all the ef­
ficiency that radio equipment can 
afford. In short. there is no use 
spending 50 per cent of the cost for 
long distance serYice in a set when 
probably 95 per cent of the time tht:> 
set cannot take advantage of its un-

usual efficiency. 
It is therefore much better for
