from the showcase, inasmuch as they 
contain items which can be called 
"gift" lines, and (H), record depart- 
ment, entirely self-service, is located 
at the rear of the store where cus- 
tomer browsing will not be Inter- 
ferred with by individuals crossing 
through to other departments. 

Substitute Lines 

Constantly on the alert for new 
merchandise, these partners have been 
successful in obtaining plenty of mer- 
chandise to replace lines formerly 
carried. Mai Lewis, at one time with 
large appliance operators represented 
in several sections throughout New- 
York State, does the buying. Ed 
Newmark is the "inside" man for 
this teanu With the assistance of 
store manager Lewis Winston, re- 
cord department manager S. Sheldon 
and his assistant Beth Abouaf, he 
supervises this smoothly run retail 
establishment. 

As far back as 1941 Newmark & 
Lewis obtained the Hernpstead 
agency for Waterman and Eversharp 
pens and pencils. With the large 
Army station at Mitchell Field in 
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Xewmurk <& )L.e»>ls' windows on Main St. vt Hempstead, N. Y. Motn W'ell-llarhted. 
carefully umtn^^d articles are tagged with cards showing hrnnd imil price. 

from a dollar to two-fifty, whereas 
this retailer's stock in wallets starts 
with the five-dollar bracket. 

In business in Hempstead for the 
past 16 years, these partners saw the 
advent of chain store competition 
about 6 years ago. Their answers to 
this threatened inroad into their busi- 
ness have been (i) to shop the chains 

leather goods, pen and pencil sets, and 
records. They will resume their local 
leadership in the sale of radios and 
major and minor appliances. 

Newmark & Lewis* present service 
department is limited to the work 
that can be turned out by two tech- 
nicians, and is currently maintained

mind, locker trunks, soldier kits, 
games, picture frames and wallets 
were added. 

Mr. Newmark reports that among 
the new lines, the biggest success is 
with records. An extensive inven- 
tory is maintained and is well over 
the $10,000 mark. In prewar days, 
this department was carried merely 
to accommodate *'combination" pur- 
chasers and was never larger than 
$3,000. The present record depart- 
ment encourages self-service and is 
arranged to invite browsing. Every 
advantageous display use is made of 
the color in album covers, spot light- 
ing in the different divisions of discs, 
and customer convenience is consid- 
ered in the placement of chairs and 
ashtrays for listening. 

Chain Competition 

It is interesting to note that Hemp- 
stead is just far enough from New 
York City to warrant the establish- 
ment of representatives of the large 
chain stores. Many of the lines car- 
ried by Newmark & Lewis are du- 
plicated in these stores. One difference 
is, however, that Newmark 5c Lewis 
carry only the most expensive in these 
lines. Chain stores carrying wallets, 
for instance, have the grades priced

Study Now the importance oS Display in Merchundisiny 
Prepare for Arranyenicnt of YOfJtt Floor Space When 

Full Lines Are Ayuin Available 

• The arrangement of your store 
and the display of your merchandise 
arc the important factors' in the build- 
ing of your business, in the cost of 
selling, and in increasing sales. 

Store arrangement naturally de- 
pends upon the size and shape of the 
store. Display methods and fixtures 
must depend to a large degree upon 
the type of merchandise and the im- 
mediate purpose to be accomplished. 
But there are many factors which 
are common to all stores. 

Let's survey them and see how they 
apply to our store, a radio and appli- 
ance store, also selling records, tubes 
and service. Most wanted, repeat, 
pick-up merchandise, such as records, 
and service, should be at the rear of 
the store, so as to expose each cus- 
tomer to the largest amount of other 
merchandise displays. 

Small Articles, iVeu? Stock 
Small merchandise, such as toasters, 

irons, coffee-makers, and other small 
appliances, should be sold from "as- 
sortment" displays, where customers 
may easily see various models and 
types together. 

New merchandise should he in 
well-lighted, preferably closed, dis- 
play cases. An excellent arrangement 
is in a series of niches, built into the 
side walls, with sliding glass doors, 
and lighted by concealed fluorescent 
lights. 

New merchandise should always be 
displayed prominently, near the door, 
or along the main aisle to the "traffic' 
merchandise. Attention can be fo- 
cused on such displays by using a 
pedestal and "wings" of a contrasting 
color to the rest of your fixtures. 

Large merchandise, such as console 
radios, television, washers, ironers, 
etc., are best sold under conditions 
where attention and selling can be 
focused on any model. 

Light, Color, Fixtures 
Lighting is important, and for best 

results, should be as inconspicuous as 
possible. The best lighting is uni- 
form—with no shadows, no light 
sources visible, and no impression on 
the eye or mind. 

Color, too, has a bearing and in- 

fluence on your customers. Light 
colors are receding, fresh, pleasant. 
Two tones of green, blue, buff are 
appropriate, and must always be in 
harmony. 

Display should be flexible, easily 
moved and changed, and facilitate 
selling. Fixtures should be func- 
tional, sectional, portable. Self- 
service fixtures, such as the Record 
Bar, can greatly increase sales and 
decrease selling cost. Step fixtures 
will adequately display three to four 
times the quantity of small wares per 
square foot of floor space as can be 
done with tables, and are particularly 
valuable to small stores, 

Keep Display New, Fresh 
A series of fixturesj as shown on 

this page, at right, offers infinite flex- 
ibility to keep the store arrangement 
fresh, new, and keep your displays 
from becoming monotonous. A series 
of rectangular "boxes" of various 
sizes to make square step fixtures— 
of quarter segment circular step fix- 
tures—and triangular partitions to be 
used alone as background separ- 
ators for the step fixtures—makes an 
ideal, economical, flexible group, easily 
made, easily moved, easily painted. 
With such fixtures you can change 
your arrangement and interior display 
as easily and as frequently as: you 
change your window display. 

This type of fixture also tends to 
keep your display in order, always 
presents a much neater appearance 
than a series of tables on which the 
displays are constantly handled, shuf- 
fled and mussed up. 

With this type of fixture and a 
little ingenuity and imagination, an 
infinite number of combinations will 
keep your store interior new, alive, 
f resh; and this will do much to make 
people like to come to your store. 

Keep everything you have to sell 
where people can see it, and many will 
buy what they bad no thought of 
buying when they came in. 

The self-service displays of the 
five-and-ten and variety stores have 
been highly successful, and have been 
applied to many other lines, too, in- 
cluding radio, records and small appli- 
ances. 
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untry Jspot News Ahout Radia 

SAN FRANCISCO, Col^-West 
Portai Radio and Record Store, 78 
West Portal Ave., ranks very high 
among the independently owned mu- 
sic stores. Situated In a wealthy resi- 
dential district, it had for years con- 
sistently served an exacting clientele 
in quest of fine radios and records. 
Now activities have narrowed down 
to radio repair, records and record 
accessories, but in these fields West 
Portal is second to none in the resi- 
dential areas. 

Sam Gold, the owner, believes in 
constant improvements. A little over 
a year ago, he took larger prem- 
ises in the same block; now display 
racks are being installed which will 
show off effectively decorated albums. 
Mr. Gold reports that the Okla- 
homa Album, Decca recording, tops 
the list of favorites. In single discs, 
"Holiday for Strings", featuring 
David Rose (Victor) is perennially 
in demand, as are the Dorsey and 
Sinatra records (Columbia). 

GREEN BAY. Wis.—Van's Hard- 
ware, large appliance firm, is publish- 
ing a series of ads urging folk to 
keep their appliances in good operat- 
ing condition until new ones are 
available. One ad said, "Keep your 
Speed Queen washer functioning at 
peak performance. It's made to give 
you the very best of service over a very 
long time—but like all machinery'— 
things may happen . . . we're trained 
and prepared to help you. . . 

PUNXSUTAWNEY, Pa.— E. D. 
Fry, radio and electrical appliance 
dealer, moved last June to a store 
on East Mahoning St., and came up 
with a bigger volume for the year as 
a result. He attributes a large part 
of the increase to the fact that 95% 
of traffic past his new location is bus- 
iness traffic, carefully estimated be- 
fore he bought the store. 

He also strengthened his line by a 
large, lucky purchase of radios in 
1942, all makes, and by scouting Chi- 
cago, and Cleveland for new lines of 
furniture and household supplies.

HOUSTON, Tex—-M. P. Powell, 
owner of the Quality Radio Service, 
1216 Milam St., has supplemented 
radio repair service with work on juke 
boxes. Although transformers have 
been hard to get, he has been able 
to get some and he has kept up his 
radio and _ automatic music machine 
repair service satisfactorily. 

WHITE PLAINS. N, Y—Ray Kline, 
Mamaroneck Avenue appliance dealer, 
has had a few refrigerators released, 
but reports no radios for sale and 
radio repairs going slowly because of 
an absence of parts. Mr. Kline has 
taken on many items which can be 
tied in with appliances, such as china- 
ware, cutlery, pyrex and other glass 
utensils, trays, etc. 

HARVARD. III.—Richard Churchill 
and his wife, who operate the Elec- 
tric Shop here, are working night and 
day to take care of customers. Al- 
though this store sold radios in pre- 
war days, Mr. Churchill gave up ra- 
dio service work, preferring to con- 
centrate on other electrical appliance 
repairs and to service farmers and 
continue electrical contracting work. 
His wife remains in the office and is 
adept: ^ at handling customers and in 
repairing many small appliances, such 
as_ toasters, waffle irons, flat irons, 
mixers, electric fans, etc. 

They expect a booming postwar 
business. Harvard has a population 
of about 4?500 people and has no 
shop repairing radios. Such repairs 
must be sent to other towns. 
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MINNEAPOLIS, MINN.—J o h n - 
ston's Radio Service, Nicollet Ave., 
Minneapolis, still picks up and de- 
livers. The one truck waits until it 
gets a load and averages about twice 
a week deliveries in each section of 
the city. If no wait for parts is nec- 
essary, machines are repaired In 
somewhat less than a week. 

This shop uses no salvaged parts 
in repair for it feels that new parts 
are the cheapest for the customers in 
the long run. It does use two types of 
used tubes. When these are used a 
reduced price is made. 

AUGUSTA. Go.— Owing to gas and 
tire shortages, Oxner's Radio Service 
no longer calls for or delivers small 
jobs. However, the firm maintains a 
"shop on wheels"—-a small truck in 
which is installed a work bench, tools 
and test equipment. Customers are 
notified by mail to call or write to 
the shop when service is needed, and 
arrangements are then made to do 
the repair in the home. This method 
saves one trip and lots of time. Oxner 
employes two expert servicers. 

TOLEDO. O.—Dorsey D. Simmons, 
electric appliance merchant in the 
Auburndale, West End district of 
Toledo, is operating six appliance 
stores here in a district, now in- 
habited largely bj' defense workers. 
In the past he has sold Norge, Philco, 
Gibson and Crosley refrigerators; 
Zenith, Philco, RCA, and Crosley 
radios; Norge, Maytag and Thor 
washers; Frogle, Duo Therm, Quaker 
and Evanoil heaters. At one time 
he was the largest dealer of oil heaters 
in Lucas County. This winter he 
sold more than 300 units, as well as 
ranges and coal heaters on priorities. 

Now he has purchased the former 
Bank Building at Auburn and Mon- 
roe for his seventh store, and head- 
quarters house. He may even have 
ten stores before his expansion plans 
have been fully matured, he stated. 

The bank building is two stories 
high. Mr. Simmons plans to remodel 
the upper floor into the finest radio 
display rooms in this territory. The 
lower floor will be used to display 
electric refrigerators, washers, ironers 
and the dozens of other appliances.

GREENWICH, Conn—Craig Elec- 
tric Company on Greenwich Avenue 
still has a few large radios and com- 
binations for sale. Mr. Craig finds 
that war-workers in defense factories 
now prove the best prospects for ex- 
pensive radios, in contrast with 
former days when the many wealthy 
residents of Greenwich were looked 
to to buy the costlier items. To en- 
courage defense-worker purchases, the 
Craig store makes a special offer of 
one-third down, balance in easy pay- 
ments. Excuse given by many visitors 
to Craig store is that people want to' 
wait for newer developments post- 
war, rather than purchase expensive 
radios still on hand. The Craig re- 
pair organization is now down to its 
last remaining "crackerjack" service- 
man who has to work overtime to 
maintain radios and appliances. With 
difficulties in getting repair parts, he 
is convinced that parts and com- 
ponents should be standardized and 
that quickly. 

ELGIN, III.—L. S. Kayston, owner 
of L. S. K. Radio, is handling a lot 
of radio repairs, with many sets held 
up for lack of certain parts. He has 
a nice shop right in uptown Elgin, 
and a big sign just inside the door 

tells customers that minimum inspec- 
tion charge on radios is $i, with $1.50 
being the charge on auto service. The 
same sign also tells folks that parts 
and service are strictly CASH. 

BALTIMORE. Md The Moss 
Electric Co., dealers in radio for 
many years at 3228 Frederick Ave., 
headed by Lou Moss, recently moved 
to 2112-15 West Pratt St., where it 
is now supplementing its activities 
with such merchandise items as rec- 
ords, Nu-Enamel paints, a limited 
amount of furniture, rugs, floor cov- 
ering, and radio servicing. At the 
former location, the Moss Electric 
Co., carried major appliances (in- 
cluding refrigerators, and washers) 
and smaller items in addition to 
radios. Go-carts, strollers and walk- 
ers, as well as kindred wooden items, 
have been added. The new location 
provides the concern with a fairly 
extensive potential area to draw on. 

Mr. Moss says he has been suc- 
cessful in carrying on until now, and 
with the added supplementary items 
he is certain to keep going for the 
duration. He is getting tubes and re- 
placement parts in sufficient amounts.

That's What This Omaha Firm Was Pre- 

war-'—And What It Plans for Postwar 

• Conservatism and a long look 
ahead are the keynotes of the wartime 
merchandising policy of Paramount 
Radio Shop of Omaha, Neb. George 
L. Roth, president, plays a good poker 
hand in his business as well as, per- 
haps, in his recreational life and he 
feels that now is the time to play 'em 
dose to the vest and copper all bets! 

This doesn't mean that he is 
hibernating for the duration; but it 
does mean that Paramount Radio is 
not selling merchandise merely for the 
sake of volume. As Roth explains it, 
"There is a danger in handling mer- 
chandise that is inferior to prewar 
standard merely for the sake of vol- 
ume. If the merchandise we buy 
does not come up to par, the cus- 
tomers will remember it. We have 
long been known for giving the cus- 
tomer his money's worth and we don't 
want to jeopardize that reputation for 
the sake of sales volume now. 

"Consider the plight of dealers 
building volume now with the new 
furniture currently available. Many 
of them are selling it on payment 
plans, with 20 percent down. If the 
war should end before these con- 
tracts are paid out, and the customer 
can get furniture again with springs 
iti it, the repossessions are going to 
be terriffic. It looks dangerous to me. 

"We're following a policy of 
keeping our business as liquid as pos- 
sible, so that when the merchandise 
is available again we can lay the cash 
on the line." 

Paramount's policy for the duration 
is a four-sided one: (1) repairs and 
service, (2) stocking new quality lines 
available, (3) handling good used 
merchandise, and (4) planning and 
organizing for the postwar period. 

For a number of years before the 
war, Paramount sold 500 to 600 
radios monthly; 100 to 150 washers 
and refrigerators, and averaged a car- 
load of stoves and ranges each month. 
With this volume of business in the 

territory, Paramount's repair and 
service business is an important factor 
in their present activities. 

ProfU'Sharinfj 
in Repairs 

The repair department has been re- 
organized on a profit-sharing basis, 
in which the repairmen, who pay for 
their own repair parts bought through 
Paramount's factory connections, re- 
ceive 60 percent of the gross profit on 
repair work. The firm supplies ad- 
vertising, charges the department no 
rent, and furnishes lights, heat, tele- 
phone, etc. for its 40 percent. This 
arrangement makes it possible for the 
repairmen to make good money and 
carries the fixed overhead items, in- 
cluding rent, for the firm. 

Mr. Roth says that he plans to con- 
tinue this profit-sharing arrangement

'of course, the 40 percent share that 
accrues to the company under the 
profit-sharing plan, 

"Guarantee" Check 

Paramount's president feels that 
this war-born arrangement on service 
will keep this factor under better con- 
trol than was the case in the prewar 
period when the firm followed an 
easy-going service policy without too 
much attention to the expiration of 
guarantee periods on merchandise 
serviced. 

The second phase of his company's 
wartime program involves the han- 
dling of such new merchandise of 
prewar quality as is available. The 
firm has followed the genera! trend

display windows on all sides. Win- 
dows will show massed group displays, 
with a section for every manufac- 
turer whose line is carried by Para- 
mount. The individual manufac- 
turers will pay a fee for the display 
space, which will be charged back to 
the advertising allowances granted 
Paramount by each. Mr. Roth esti- 
mates that these fees will, in a few 
years, pay the cost of constructing the 
building. The manufacturers' terri- 
torial representatives will have access 
to the displays in their contacts with 
other dealers in the territory, so that 
both the manufacturer and Para- 
mount will use them as a sales me- 
dium. 

Paramount has long been a heavy 
user of radio advertising, and Mr. 
Roth expects that this medium, tied 
in with a brilliantly lighted location, 
built on the drive-in "super-market" 
plan, will get big results. 

of the radio field toward furniture, 
but has strictly limited the items 
stocked to those that have not suf- 
fered quality-wise by wartime restric- 
tions. These lines include lamps, 
mirrors, and solid furniture. 

Sales 

As in the allegory of the seven fat 
years and the seven lean years, Para- 
mount had their granary full before 
the blight of merchandise-less years 
struck. This was particularly true 
of radios. During prewar years, al- 
most all radios taken in trade on sales 
were charged off immediately, and 
stored in Paramount's warehouse. 
With the current dearth of radios, 
this merchandise is now being taken 
out of the warehouse, rebuilt and re- 
furbished, until it is of as good quality 
as when new, and then sold as part 
of the firm's "good used merchandise" 
program. 

The repairing and rebuilding is 
handled by the company's repair de- 
partment on the same profit-sharing 

basis described earlier. "We're get- 
ting from $29 to $49 under this plan 
for radios that before the war we 
used to give away' for $1 to $3. Of 
course we put more into them, but it 
is still very profitable," says Mr. 
Roth. 

Other used appliances are rebuilt 
and sold, as well as much good used 
furniture of prewar construction. 

Postwar Plan 

The firm's postwar plans involve 
a merchandising idea that calls for a 
new location and building of an un- 
usual type in the radio and appliance 
field. The new building will be a 
"drive-in" store, with display win- 
dows on all sides facing the parking 
area and patterned after the "super- 
market" conception of grocery mer- 
chandising. 

A location has been chosen on one 
of the main traffic arteries, reasonably 
near the down-town business district. 
The building will be in the center of 
a large parking area with canopied 

Butfinfr Poof to 
Break Competition 

The second feature of this firms 
postwar plans has to do with the be- 
lief that manufacturer-owned outlets 
and mail order house competition is 
going to make it increasingly diffi- 
cult for the distributor in the postwar 
period. Mr. Roth is now organizing 
a buying pool among key independent 
retailers in the Omaha territory, with 
the aim of alleviating this problem. 
Purchases will be handled through 
Paramount's factory connections, and 
all will benefit from the mass buying 
this pool will make possible. The 
program offered these dealers is com- 
plete with floor plans, sales training 
material, and bank arrangements for 
handling commercial paper. 

Paramount's phenomenal success 
before the war, and their hopes for 
rapid expansion again in the postwar 
period, are soundly based on Mr. 
Roth's unique conception of retail 
specialty selling. 

Great emphasis is placed on the 
proper training of salesmen. There 
are no "oider takers" nor "ribbon 
clerks" in the Paramount sales or- 
ganization. Mr. Roth, who learned 
his sales methods in the piano busi- 
ness, says, "What the customer can 
see he will believe"; and on this 
axiom Paramount's sales policy is 
built.

Saves Overhead 

Radio and Appliance Dealers in 

Wisconsin Find Plan of Two Firms 

Under One Roof Promotes Business 

• A novel and efficient setup is in 
effect between Ed Neta Radio Ser- 
vice and the E, W. Tank Electric 
Co., Oshkosh, Wis. These two con- 
cerns are located in the same store, 
although the companies are not owned 
by the same men. 

Ed Xeta rents space from the E.W. 
Tank Electric Co. and does any ra- 
dio repair work for them that they 
may have, as when customers bring in 
sets purchased from the E.W. Tank 
Co. Otherwise, Neta gets his own 
business and has his own customers. 

Pre-mar Seiup 

This is not a war measure, but it 
certainly has worked out very well 
in wartime. In fact such an arrange- 
ment has been in effect for 10 years 
between Xeta and Tank, and both 
are satisfied with the setup, as it en- 
ables one of them to make calls and 
still have someone in the store. 

Mr. Tank has a partner in his 
firm—Fred Strasser, who handles 
most of the Tank company's repair 
work on washers, refrigerators, elec- 
tric irons and other appliances. There 
has been a great deal of such work 
during wartime, and it keeps Strasser 
very busy. Mr. Tank helps out on 
this work, and also handles outside 
wiring and electrical contracting. 

Ed Neta, of the Neta Radio Serv- 
ice, does only radio repairs. He does 
not handle any other make of ap- 
pliances and does not sell radios. As 
a result he has built up a fine reputa- 
tion for service throughout the years. 

Until the present time his stock 
of parts and tubes has held up fairly 
well. At the moment, however, he 
has difficulty in getting enough tubes. 
There is also trouble in getting spe- 
cial oscillator coils and special 2 volt 
transformers, he reports. However, 
there are remarkably few sets around 
his office that are not repaired be- 
cause of lack of either parts or tubes. 

"I handle about 50 to 60 service 
jobs a week," reports Mr. Neta. 
"This includes the small jobs and the 
big ones. I am working as long hours 
as I can and still remain a normal 
human being. So far I have man- 
aged not to keep customers waiting 
too long for their sets. 

Sterrlce Charge 

"I set a minimum of $1.00 on serv- 
ice of any radio. While I try to 
service radios in the home where 
folks can't bring their sets to me, 1 
make these calls few and far between. 
If a customer brings a set to my shop 
for repair, and then wants me to 
deliver it, 1 make an extra charge.

depending on the distance." 
So far as other electrical repairs are 

concerned, Mr. Strasser of the E.W. 
Tank Electric Co. takes care of them. 
Mr. Strasser says that his company 
gets many washing machine service 
jobs. The firm maintains a large 
stock of spare parts, and to date has 
been able to fix most washers that 
have come in. The repair of a wash- 
er for a customer during wartime has 
usually resulted in further work on 
electrical items, such as vacuum clean- 
ers, toasters, irons and the like. Wash- 
er repairs range upward from $5 to 
$50 for special rebuild jobs. Many 
people do not seem to think $25 to 
$40 is too much to get their washing 
machines in fine operating condition. 

Mr. Strasser also points out that 
the service rendered washing ma- 
chine customers during wartime guar- 
antees the firm a large list of pros- 
pects for new machines in postwar. 

Truck DeUvery 

The E.W. Tank Electric Co. has 
a small truck for making washing ma- 
chine calls and deliveries. Most city 
people ask to have their machines 
called for and delivered, for they have 
no facilities for transporting them. 
On the other hand, many farmers 
bring in their machines for repair, 
transporting them in light farm 
trucks. Such fanners frequently come 
to town on shopping trips, even in 
wartime, and then call for their re- 
paired washers as well. 

Dealers Neta, Tank and Strasser 
think they will continue their arrange- 
ment after the war. They see many 
advantages in having so many elec- 
trical sales and repair services in one 
store, with mutual benefit to all.

Radio repair is farmed out, 
due to the help shortage. One com- 
plete floor of practice studios are in 
frequent use, and Wittich's have con- 
nections with about fifteen music 
teachers. 

When radio retailing again be- 
comes a really active field, Leon Wit- 
tich hopes that one of its greatest 
drawbacks—p r i c e-cutting—may be 
successfully combated by a more 
general movement towards closer co- 
operation on the part of local mer- 
chants in their various sections of the 
country. Music merchant Wittich is 
also a firm believer in open meetings 
between dealer and manufacturer and 
advocates its promotion by all re- 
tailers of musical merchandise.

"Pre sen ption tor Service 

Alabama Radio Doctor, Draft Deferred, 
Devotes Long Donrs to His "Patients" 

• Radio doctor to the whole com- 
munity—that is J. F. Stone, pro- 
prietor of Stone Radio Shop, 11 -year- 
old concern of Syiacauga, Ala. There 
were three shops in the town, but 
proprietors of the other two went 
into war service, ami that left only 
Stone, He would have been gone too, 
but for deferments granted by his 
draft board, which correctly figures 
there ought to be at least one radio 
repairman in the city. 

Under these circumstances Mr. 
Stone feels his obligations to his cus- 
tomers very heavily, just as docs the 
physician who has to look after the 
health of the community, or any 
other professional man with a sim- 
ilar responsibility. 

IS-Itour Bay 
Hack in the prewar days if Stone 

got B or to radios a day to repair he 
thought he was doing well. Now sets 
just pile in on him. So much so that 
his shop sometimes looks like a radio 
warehouse. It Is very difficult to get 
any help, as he is located in a war 
center with a big explosive plant at 
Childresburg, only 15 miles away, em- 
ploying thousands of persons. So 
Stone has put himself on double shift, 
working about 18 hours a day in 
order to get the repairs out. 

"With such a rush of work, I have 

adopted the policy of first come, first 
served," said Mr, Stone. "Sometimes 
I get as far behind as to days to two 
weeks, but if a customer wants to 
leave his set with me with a 'go- 
ahead' order, then I will fix it when 
I get to it. That is the best 1 can do." 

Time is Rationed 

On account of these conditions 
Mr. Stone doesn't have time to fool 
with "finicky" folks. His time is 
valuable and must be rationed out 
among as many customers as pos- 
sible. That is why he charges $1.50 
for checking a set. Hefore he put 
that charge into effect, some people 
would ask him to check a used set 
before buying it from some furniture 
house or other dealer. He doesn't 
have time for that. His minimum 
service charge on all radios repaired is 
$t.oo, plus the cost of parts. He 
assesses this charge, even though he 
does nothing but install a tube be- 
cause just handling and testing a 
radio takes time and trouble. 

"It used to be that each leading 
manufacturer endeavored to have a 
dealer and service set-up in each com- 
munity," said Mr. Stone, "but that 
system has broken down. I am ser- 
vicing all comers, including those who 
bought radios from furniture and 

chain stores, which no longer give 
service. Manufacturers and jobbers 
have been very cooperative as a whole, 
and I might say to them 'Give us the 
parts without too much red tape or 
delay and we will keep the radios in 
our territory operating.' That is a 
pretty big promise, but we have done 
it so far," 

Mr. Stone said he was getting more 
radios on which major overhauls are 
necessary. Some of these are very 
old models, perhaps brought out of 
attics or basements, and not just re- 
quiring minor attention, such as a 
new tube, knob or pilot light, hut 
many need new transformers and 
other major replacements. 

Betters System 

However, he has his work much 
better organized than he once did, 
and turns out three times as many 
sets. Part of this is due to the 
longer hours worked; part to laying 
out his day in advance and seeing 
that he has replacements, and part to 
letting his girl assistant wait on the 
trade while he keeps busy at the 
bench. "There is no substitute in this 
business for actual hours spent work- 
ing over a radio at the bench," com- 
mented Mr. Stone, ". . . no short-cut 
to a good job of radio troubleshooting." 
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Jobbers Defy Shortages 

Norfolk, Vtt.f Wholesalers Supply industrial Plants 
News of the Itaciio and /ippliance distributors 

• Though H, B. Bennett and W. D, 
Jenkins, trading as Radio Supply Co., 
711 Granby St., Norfolk, Va., are 
doing a big industrial business, they 
have not forgotten their dealer ac- 
counts, and are still giving 24.-hour 
service on mail orders. Industrial 
work, however, is not new for this 
firm, as about half of their business 
has been in this line in the past. 

Similar to other distributors in the 
territory, Radio Supply Co. is up 
against the proposition of trying to 
operate on manufacturer quotas based 
upon peacetime demands. 

Radio Supply Co. officials declare 
that they have lost scarcely any 
dealer accounts since 1941, and be- 
lieve that the situation has adjusted 
itself to a point where the dealers and 
servicers are now "staying put." 

This firm is able to supply its cus- 
tomers with considerable quantities 
of material for the manufacture of 
socket adapters, 

"Assortment" selling tactics are out 
so far as this organization is con- 
cerned. Critically needed tubes and 
parts are divided as equally as is pos- 
sible amongst the firm's customers, 

and never is an attempt made to load 
an order with unwanted stock.

Besides all the fresh vege- 
tables we ate, we canned over 300 
quarts, stored 17 bushels of potatoes. 

"In my spare time I study radio, 
short story writing, and write poetr}-. 
I do the washing, ironing, and darn- 
ing for the five of us, and I helped 
with one Bond Drive. 

"So you see we've all been busy 
Hitting at Hitler. We are still here. 
and plan to expand after the war."

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"Opening vs. "Closing" 

{Last month's issue of Radio Rktaiuntg Today carried an article reporting tear lime "openings" and "closings" of 
radio shops from vj'sdely separated areas of the country. Appearing in ike first installment, were included reports from 
Birmingham, Ala.; Chicago; New York City; Del.; Md.; N. C.; Fa.; and Northern New York State. PFhile larger 
upstate cities in this latter area show less than 5 per cent decrease in number, some of the smaller cities have been hit 
harder . ^ 

In these larger cities the percentage 
of new shops opening Is small. Less 
than 2 per cent is a good "betting" 
average. 

In the smaller cities, however, io,- 
OOO to 40,000 population—(Ogdens- 
burg, Massena, Batavia, Elmira, 
Johnson City, Cazenovia, Canastota, 
Norwich, Geneva) the percentage of 
foldups is greater than is seen in the 
larger cities. New shops opening in 
small areas are very few and far be- 
tween, but in genera! would not 
stretch beyond 4 to 5 per cent, ac- 
cording to jobbers and service organi- 
zations. 

San Frmieisco 
Upsurge 

The trend in San Francisco and 
vicinity has definitely become optimis- 
tic. During 1942, and the first 9 
months of 1943, the mortality rate 
was heavy. Now a new upsurge of 
vitality is evidenced, and the tide of 
shops opening Is steadily approaching 

the high-water mark of those folded. 
Between May, 1942, and Novem- 

ber, 1943, a number of new shops 
have opened within the San Francisco 
city limits, where the same period of 
time saw 53 shops close. Some of the 
newcomers are:

Toledo Hard Hit 

There is only one optimistic note in 
our reporter's summary of the Tole- 
do, Ohio, area. He concludes his story 
with: "There is a fortune in appli- 
ance service today if skilled help 
were available and WPB would per- 
mit the manufacture of a fetu more 
parts." 

The other side of the story shows 
that most centers in the Toledo vicin- 
ity are extremely short of service 
shops where radios and appliances are 
repaired. 

New shops — they're almost as 
scarce as hen's teeth, A check of To- 
ledo brought to light two new shops.

Tex.—A slightly differ- 
ent version of the tube and supply 
distribution in the Houston area is 
given by F. C. Maxwell, Maxwell 
Radio Service, 2406 Fannin St. This 
radio dealer and serviceman has been 
in the radio service business for 27 
years, 15 years in Houston. He says 
the tube situation is the most critical 
of all replacements. He says in parr, 
"There are not enough tubes to meet 
the demand, but I do believe that 
tubes are not being properly distributed 
through the legitimate dealers and 
service shop operators. The entire 12 
series of tubes are very scarce. We 
have not had any 12SA-7 tubes for 
19 months, and only a very few 
50L-6S. There have been plenty of 
times when we could not buy any of 
these scarce tubes that our customers 
have gone to the various supply 
sources and have come away with 
tubes and parts which we have then 
installed for them. This may not be 
black market, but it is certainly not 
constructive business for the radio in- 
dustry. Radio manufacturers " and 
distributors have an opportunity to 
perform a real service, and to evenly 
distribute scarce parts in so far as 
possible. 

"It seems, too, that some of the 
merchandise that Is now being manu- 
factured is being made to sell rather 
than to serve. We are getting an 
inferior type of condenser in the Vic- 
tory types ... on one day recently, 
we installed three of these condensers, 
and two of them burned out the 
same day they were installed, 

"One thing that radio men on the 
Gulf Coast and in humid climates 
must watch is the fact that old radio 
sets stored away or buried in attics 
have rusted out, and parts from them 
will not stand up. Such sets may 
give service for two weeks, but in this 
climate the metal deteriorates rapidly 
and repairing, such sets only invites 
trouble." 

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal.—Nick 
Volkoff, owner of Nick's Radio Serv- 
ice, 332 Leavenworth St., has been 
in radio servicing for over a decade, 
but decided only a few months ago to 
go into business for himself. The 
new venture is working out very well 
with repair jobs coming in faster than 
it is possible to turn them out. En- 
couraged by his success, Mr. Volkoff 
is formulating ambitious plans for 
the future. When peace is restored, 
he intends to keep his present location 
for a workshop, but also to have in 
addition, a larger place where he will 
deal in new radios.

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Substitute Tubes 

Circuit Changes to Use Available Tube Types 

In Converter and Second Detector Position 

Tubes are holding up the delivery 
of the greatest part of sets being 
fixed. Until critical types become 
available in volume, it is necessary to 
use substitute types—-or let the set re- 
main dead. In some instances, this 
means rewiring, and/or changing 
sockets. Adapters can do the job 
nicely. 

Any wiring changes should be ac- 
companied by (i) a circuit diagram 
placed in the set or (2) a notice with 
a warning that certain changes have 
been made, and your name and ad- 
dress. For one thing this will help 
to bring the set back to you for fur- 
ther repairs. 

Fig. 1—Conventional 12A8 converter 
circuit using tickler feedback oscilla- 
tor and loop RP coil 

In every case, it is important that 
you explain that it is necessary to 
substitute a tube and that changes 
will be made. 

Replacing 12 AS 
Referring to Fig. 1, the circuit 

shows the 12A8 original base diagram 
and conventional converter. Ri and 
Cr are not always in the original 
wiring, but the great majority of re- 
ceivers using this tube contain both 
of these parts. Ri averaging about 
20M and Ci about 0.01 mfd. In 
changing to the 12SJ7 or 12SK7, as 
shown on Fig. 2, it is recommended 
that this simple changeover be used 
on sets with an antenna coil and 
short antenna, rather than sets with 
a loop. Experience shows much bet- 
ter performance with the former, al- 
though in an emergency the change- 
over can be made with loop sets. The 
receiver becomes a strictly local set 
with this changeover. Change wires 
in the following order: 

(1) Connections to socket pins t, 
2, 6, and 7 are left alone. (2) Lift 
leads from No. 4 and connect B plus

end of oscillator plate coil, cutting 
off original B plus lead. (3) Move 
leads from No. 5 to No. 4. (4) Move 
leads from No. 8 to No. 5. (5) Move 
lead from No. 3 to No. 8. (6) If pos- 
sible, remove grid cap lead from top 
of tuning gang section and connect 
between bottom of stator and lug 3 
on socket. Otherwise, cut off grid 
cap and extend lead to reach lug 3. 
(7) Realign. 

The changeover for the 12A8 to 
12SJ7 or 12SK7 shown in Fig. 3 
is a little more complicated, but will 
give better performance than Fig. 2 
with less converter hiss. Here the 
mixer plate also becomes the oscilla- 
tor plate, and the suppressor becomes 
the oscillator grid. Two new parts 
are required, a 1-2 meg 1/2 watt re- 
sistor, and an 0.01 mfd capacitor. The 
AVC bus is disconnected as shown, 
otherwise, a desensitizing negative 
voltage will be fed back along this 
bus to the IF stages.

(i) Connections to socket pins 1, 
2 and 7 remain the same. {2) Lift 
IF plate coil lead from lug 3 and con- 

nect to B plus end of oscillator plate 
coil, cutting off original B plus lead. 
(3) Move lead from lug 5 to No. 3 
just vacated. (4) Move leads (cath- 
ode) from lug 8 to No. 5. (5)

Circuits for 12SA7 

A simple changeover, similar to 
that used in Fig. 2, can be used in 
changing the 12SA7 to 12SJ7 or 
12SK7, and is recommended only for 
emergency use, especially if receiver 
is other than a loop type. Circuit is 
not shown but changes are very easy. 
(1) Interchange No. 8 and No. 3 
wires. (2) Lift screen connection 
from No. 4 temporarily. {3) Lift os- 
cillator grid from No, 5 and connect

to No. 4. (4) Lift cathode from No. 
6 and connect to No. 5. (5) Recon- 
nect screen (lifted from No. 4) to 
No. 6. (6) Realign. 

Using a 14J7, some of which are 
still available, and a loctal socket, a 
good changeover from either T2A8 or 
12SA7 can be made. These are shown 
on Fig. 4 and Fig. 5. While the cir- 
cuits explain themselves, a step by 
step procedure for the 12SA7 is given 
below. If any of these circuits are 
slow in starting, raise the oscillator 
grid leak to 50 or 75 thousand ohms. 

Changes for 12SA7 to 14J7; (i) 
Change octal to loctal socket. (2) 
Connect heaters to No. 1 and No. 8 
(these were No. 2 and 7 on 12SA7). 
(3) Mixer plate, which was No. 3 on 
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octal socket, now connects to No. 2, 
(4) No. 3 pin connect directly to B 
plus. (5) Oscillator grid goes to No. 
4. This was No. 5 on octal socket. 
(6) No. 5 on new socket goes to B 
plus thru a 20M resistor, bypassed to 
chassis ground as shown in sketch, 
by 0.01 mfd. capacitor. (7) No. 6 
goes to loop or antenna coil (which- 
ever is used) high lead. (8) Lug No. 
7 becomes the cathode (this was No. 
6 on old socket). (9) Realign. 

Types for 14B6 and 7i> 
In circuit of Fig. 5, change oscil- 

lator grid leak to 75M for best re- 
sults. Insert 20M screen resistor and 
bypass capacitor as shown, if not in 
original circuit wiring.

Another scarce tube seems to be 
the 14B6. This can be directly re- 
placed by the 7C6, which has the 
same filament drain in a series string, 
but insert a 50—ohm 2-watt resistor 
between the heater and the next tube 
in line. 

Type 75 tubes are very scarce in 
most parts of the country. This can 
be replaced by the 6Q7GT or 6Q7G, 
whichever is available, by changing 
the socket to octal and rewiring, fol- 
lowing the base diagrams for the two 
tubes. The 7C6 can be used for either 
one of the above if they are operated 
from a transformer and NOT in a 
series string because of the different 
current taken by the 7C6. However, 
the 6Q7 and 75 are interchangeable, 
if receiver is rewired, whether in 
series or parallel operation. 

Factors In 
Frequency Stability 
of Local Oscillators 

Spacc-charge coupling between sig- 
nal and oscillator grids is very much 
less in hexode than in heptode type 
frequency changers. The use of a 
neutralizing capacitance about 1 fipF 
may be used in the latter case. 

Stray capacitive coupling between 
the signal and oscillator grids must 

be avoided if the tuning of the signal 
circuit is not appreciably to affect the 
oscillator operation on the short wave 
ranges. 

Oscillator Stability 

The following summarizes the 
steps which may be taken to increase 
the frequency stability of the oscilla- 
tor. 

1. A tube having a high Gm and 
high Rp is required. 

2. Grid current should be as low 
as possible, i. e., a high grid self-bias 
resistance, provided "squeggering" is 
not experienced, and feedback coupl- 
ing only just sufficient to sustain os- 
cillation at the required amplitude are 
neccessary. 

3. The coil resistance should be as 
low as possible. 

4. The L/C ratio is required to 
be low so that variations of stray 
capacitance and load reflected from 
the frequency changer have less effect. 
Too low a value, however, makes os- 
cillation difficult. Except in band- 
spread receivers with fixed signal 
tuning, and push-button operated re- 
ceivers, the values of L and C are 
fixed by ganging considerations, and 
little control is possible. 

5. The use of a phase-correcting re- 
actance is not feasible as it is only 
suitable for fixed-frequency operation. 

6. The feedback coupling, if a 
coil, should have the smallest value 
of coil inductance with maximum 
value of mutual inductance coupling 
to the tuned LC circuit. 

7. The tuned circuit should be 
loosely coupled to the tube, i.e., the 
tube should be connected across a 
part of the tuning inductance, and 
tuned anode is preferable to tuned 
grid because space-charge capacitance 
changes are greatest at the grid elec- 
trode. 

The B-f- supply should be ade- 
quately decoupled and smoothed. 
The possibility of audio-frequency 
feedback from the power output 
stage may be reduced by a push-pull 
audio-output connection. 

9. Temperature-frequency varia- 
tions are reduced by mounting induc- 
tances and capacitances away from 
such sources of heat as the power 
transformer, the power output and 
rectifier tubes. Low-loss coil formers 
of ceramic material are to be recom- 
mended. Different rates of radial and 
axial expansion for the coil are a 
possible means of reducing the 
temperature effect. High-loss insula- 
tors must be avoided as these almost 
always have high positive temperature 
coefficients. Rigid mechanical con- 

struction of coils, variable capacitors, 
range switches and wiring is very 
necessary. 

10. Compensation by a capacitance 
having a negative temperature coef- 
ficient may be provided. 

11. Humidity effects demand the 
use of non-hygroscopic insulating 
material, waxes and varnish. 

12. The optimum oscillator voltage 
required by the frequency changer 
should be as low as possible, as this 
allows loose coupling to and reduces 
the load reflected from the frequency 
changer into oscillator tuned circuit. 

13. A frequency correcting device 
may be connected to the oscillator in 
order to introduce additional reac- 
tance in parallel with the LC circuit 
as the frequency tends to vary from 
its correct setting. The magnitude of 
the reactance is determined by the 
amount of error, and high initial 
frequency errors may be reduced to 
quite small values. Thus an uncorrect- 
cd oscillator frequency error of 20 
kc/s can be reduced to a final error 
of only about 200 c.p.s.

FM to Obsolete 60 Million 
Sets, Baker Believes 

Speaking before a group of business 
men and industrialists in New York, Dr. 
W. R. G. Baker, vice president of the 
Electronics department of Genera! Electric 
Co., stated that the most significant radio 
development in the last two decades has 
been the introduction of Frequency Modu- 
lation broadcasting just prior to this war. 
"Frequency Modulation, or FM as it is 
called, is a new kind of radio wave. It 
reduces static to the vanishing point and 
provides a high fidelity 'full color' repro- 
duction of music and speech impossible to 
get with present day radio," Dr. Baker 
said, 

"Furthermore," he declared, "it opens 
the field for several thousand additional 
broadcasting stations in the United States 
—-alt broadcasting without interfering 
with one another. It is probable that any 
community that now has a daily news- 
paper will eventually have FM broadcast- 
ing facilities also. 

Sees Huge FIfi Sales 

"Unless 1 am far wide of the mark," 
Dr. Baker asserted, "the advantage offered 
to the listener by FM will eventually ob- 
solete the 60,000,000 radio sets in Ameri- 
can homes." 

Certainly, television will come after the 
war, he emphasized, but how soon cannot 
be stated definitely. "It will not blossom 
nationwide at once, since first, a large in- 
vestment must be made in television trans- 
mitters and in a system of television trans- 
mission for network television. Whether 
the network will use radio, coaxial cable, 
or wave guides depends upon many fac- 
tors," he said.

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Postwar Costs Must Be 
Cut, Says Cosgrove 

Control of costs •will be one of the 
most Important problems with which man- 
ufacturers will be faced when the time 
comes to get back Into civilian produc- 
tion, according to R. C, Cosgrove, vice 
president and general manager of the 
Crosley Corp,, who issued a statement 
on the subject, a portion of which fol- 
lows. 

Time, quality and cost are three of the 
most important factors to be considered in 
the production of both war goods and of 
products for civilian use. Their relative 
Importance, however, varies greatly in 
the above types of production. 

Quality should be a dominant factor in 
the production of civilian goods; it must 
be considered first in the manufacture of 
war products, upon whose accuracy and 
reliability the lives of American fighting 
men may depend. 

Relative importance, however, of the 
other two factors of time and cost vary 
sometimes very appreciably, in the mak- 
ing of war products and of civilian arti- 
cles. 

Time must often be considered first 
when armament and munitions are ur- 
gently needed on the fighting fronts and 
cost must be a secondary consideration. 
Excessive cost, however, is avoided 
through renegotiation of war contracts. 

Cost Factor important 

In the case of civilian production, the 
situation is reversed. While time is im- 
portant, the factor of cost is the govern- 
ing one from the competitive angle and 
manufacturers, looking toward post-war 
conditions, will have to begin to look at 
their operations again from a different 
view-point. 

Advice to Jobbers 

Distributors must warehouse products; 
they must purchase, in carloads to save 
on freight, packing, and other charges, 
and to eti^ble production costs to be re- 
duced to a minimum; they must carry 
large Inventories of replacement parts; 
they arp the ones who must train the 
retailer and the retailer's salesman. 

In peace-time manufacturers strain and 
try all of the time to sell more products, 
and we know that our retail prices, to a 
large degree, determine the volume of 
business (hat we cap secure. 

This system of distribution has been de- 
veloped 'pver the years by the same means 
that all of our competitive industry has 
developed; (he same principle that has 
made this country great; that has made 
it possible for us to out-produce the rest 
of the world. 

In order to get goods to the consumer 
at reasonable prices after the war, it is 
my opinion that the greatest economy 
will come through increased manufactur- 
ing efficiency rather than through reduced 
cost of distribution.

Henry Burwell of Atlanta, Ga., repre- 
sentative for Solar Manufacturing Corp., 
and other companies in southern states for 
many years, is now a major in the Signal 
Corps, connected with the Army Service 
Force.

She not 
only continues to maintain his office at 
105 Forrest Ave., in Atlanta, but at the 
same time, is keeping in contact with the 
trade, and otherwise carrying on for the 
duration.
