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Then Along Comes R&R 
On October 5, 1973, a new era in trade publications began. 

Amid a chorus of "Why another tip sheet ?" R &R was 

created "out of a desire to serve the industry with unbiased 

news coverage and honest, under- 

standable charts." Country was 

called Country & We'stern, AC was 

Pop/MOR, Rock was Rock, but all 

of the charts had one thing in 

common: They were based strictly 

on actual station airplay. 

R &R also shattered other indus- 

try conventicns at the time, 

incorporating a Friday vs. Monday 

publishing date and giving sub- 

scribers current music information 

in the same week it was reported. 

Then there were such distinguish- 

ing innovations as the Parallels and 

airplay acceptance graphs. The 24- 

page weekly was also stocked with 

editorial covering the latest wild

BOB WILSON, R &R FOUNDER 

Career inspiration: "I was attracted to radio at an 
early age growing up in Providence in the early '50s, 
listening to WPRC. The morning man actually used to sing 
happy birthday greetings. After he sang my name, I was 
hooked and became a radio junkie. When my family 
moved to Los Angeles, my radio influences were KFWB (I 
used to park cars there; that's how I first met Gary Owens 
when I was only 16), KRLA, Boss Radio KHJ, and late - 
night dial tuning so receive Wolfman Jack from Mexico. I 
played and won contests every chance I could -I was one 
of those people for whom they eventually established 
rules about how many times a month you could win." 

Personal influences: "Gary Owens, who told me how to 
get into radio school; best friend Sam Riddle, who I met 
when he was doing 9pm- midnight at KRLA (?receding Bob 
Eubanks); Wolfman Jack, truly one of the greatest human 
beings ever, a very insightful man; and Neil Bogart, who 

I met in the '60s, after I had broken several of his Buddah 
Records hits on the stations I programmed. We became 
very close. Even after his death, he's still a strong 
influence. He was the greatest shcwman I've ever known - with a heart of pure gold." 

Catalyst for starting R &R: "In 1973, the existing 
music information came from Bilboard, Cashbox, Gavin, 
and Bob Hamilton's newer radio publication. None of 
them shared infcrmation or chart methodolcgy. You'd 
see a record move on Billboard's chart from 11 to 1 to 13, 
just so it would get a No. 1 spot.: was programming an 
L.A. AM station [KDAYI with progressive music presented 
with Top 40 formatics (what became AOR:), and we 
actually tied KHJ 3pm- midnight (with Wolfman at night). 
No one in the big trades was covering the emerging music, 
radio PDs, and managers. There was an obvious opening 
for serious radio information and honest charts - and 
delivered faster. That's what R&R did. You got to look 
ahead instead of trying to program out of a two - to three - 
week -old rearview mirror. R &R changed she industry 
perspective. Everyone was able to see what was coming 
and prepare for it. I picked the newspaper format because 
newspapers were the perceived information institutions 
at that time. 

"After we were firmly the leaner in music and news, 
we set our sights on Broadcastr..g magazine. formerly 
the radio GMs' publication. Some transaction data was 
months old by the time Braadcting finally printed it. 
We opened a DC bureau and made the buying and 
selling of radio stations a news Seat. Later, R &R was 
the first with news and music info via fax and online." 

Convention flashback: "R &R. conventions changed 
the expectation levels for those kinds of industry events. 
When we did the first convention in Aslar-ta, it was a 
convention of thé people. Registration was $55 with $35 
rooms and all the food you could eat. We planned for 250 
people; 1000+ showed up. I never ran the conventions as 
a business. I always looked at them as giving back to the 
industry that had been so good to R &R.' 

Current gig: "I left R &R tc get involved in emerging 
technologies. I've since partnered with Jeff Pollack and 
Mel Karmazin to fulfill the vision of what radio can and 
must become on the Internet to compete in the new 
millernium. After wo years of research and development, 
we ars about to not out the product. KROQ will be our 
prototype station. There's nothing on the 'net like it soday. 
It will blow every major- market manager and PD away. 

"I've also identified a music trend that I believe will be 
prominent in the coming years.- I've developed two acts. 
One is already signed to a major label with a planned 
January 1999 release; the other will be signed by the time 
this interview is printed. It will be interesting to see if any 
of the music I'm involved with reaches No. 1 on the charts 
I crea..ed 25 years ago. That would certainly be taking it 
full circle." 

Mst rewarding moments: "Certainly my two 
daughters are the greatest rewards in my life. Knowing 
that I created an industry institution that's still going 
strong is another. Creating an `institution' was certainly 
part of my original crive. Presenting one of only three live 
performances ever by the original Blues Brothers still 
ranks pretty high cn any scale. And having the Eagles' 
reunicn evolve onstage during the Don Henley show at the 
'90 convention may be one of my personal best moments 
(they had banned a e from rehearsals)." 

Fanny anecdote: "It was pretty wild in the beginning. 
What few people know is that, when I started R &R, I was 
also partnered with Wolfman Jack in a syndication 
company that handled his shows and special -event 
programming as well as weekly concerts from the Roxy 
and the Troubador nightclubs. The R &R offices housed 
both operations. Wnen the Wolfman was in town to record, 
we had to work around his howls and yells. There were no 
doors those first offices, so he'd have to yell to everyone 
that he was going to start recording. Then we'd have to 
lower our voices while taking reports and getting the news 
until ze came out and gave us the Wolfman all -clear 
signal " 



Building Momentum 
Often, we think of the "old days" as being simpler times. Not so 1974. It was a 

year marked by an energy crisis, gasoline shortages, Nixon's resignation, and a new 
national pastime - streaking. 

Radio continued to do what it does best: capitalize on cume would zoom in '74 as a result of the energy crisis 

topical events while keeping listeners informed and (because more people were staying home on the weekends, 

entertained.

Reflections 

PAUL DREW 

Career inspiration: "Listening to the DJs on ABC's 
WXYZ /Detroit when I was growing up, I questioned some 
of the music. This was in the 1950s when DJs 
programmed their own shows. I worked in Detroit's 
number one record store, so I had a chance to meet people 
and make suggestions about buying various records. 
Combining all that, one day I wanted to be the one who 
chose the right records to be played on the radio." 

First R &R sighting: "While working in my RKO 
office at 6255 Sunset Boulevard, I was informed that 

R &R was beginning; they were also on the sixth floor 
in a very small group of offices with about five or six 
people. And we developed a good working relationship 
since we all shared the same men's and ladies' rooms. 
We did everything we could at RKO to help RBeR get 
started. We thought it was a good idea." 

Personal influences: "I always liked to hire people 
who worked for Gordon McLendon. I was also 
influenced by Chris Lane's more music approach at 
Bartell's KYA /San Francisco; later by Ron Jacobs at 
Boss Radio KHJ /Los Angeles and by Jerry Clifton with 
what he did for us at 99X /New York." 

Most rewarding career point: "All the people who 
came to RK0- who've gone on to have successful 
careers. It's just a long list that gives me much pride." 

Most disappointing: "RKO not being able to 
change WGMS -AM /Washington from Classical to 
Top 40 in 1972. " 

Current gig: "I provide strategic programming 
analysis to radio station owners. I'm also completing 
my book about the music business and radio." 

Most significant industry change in last 25 years: 
"The unfortunate overreliance by the major record 
companies on independent promoters to obtain radio 
airplay - which gives too much airtime to mediocre 
music."

Vinyl Statistics 
1974 was the first year R &R 

published a year -end wrap -up 
of music. At the time, there 
were three formats: Rock (now 
CHR), Pop (now AC), and 
Country. Compare that to the 
12 formats that exist today. 

1974 was song- driven, 
rather than artist- driven. 
Seventeen songs topped the 
Rock chart in '74, including 
titles that you're more apt to 
find on a Rhino Records 
collection than an Oldies 
station. "Seasons In The Sun" 
by Terry Jacks, "Kung Fu 

Fighting" by Carl Douglas, 
"Hooked On A Feeling" by Blue 
Swede, "The Night Chicago 

John Denver 

Died" by Paper Lace, "I Can 
Help" by Billy Swan, and "The 
Streak" by Ray Stevens were 
among the Rock chart- toppers 
in '74. 

But don't get us wrong: 
Some very successful record- 
ing legends had a big year in 

1974. Elton John reached the 
top 10 four times with "Bennie 
And The Jets," "Don't Let The 
Sun Go Down On Me," "The 
Bitch Is Back," and his rendition 
of the Beatles' "Lucy In The 
Sky With Diamonds." 

R &B music, which wasn't 
represented with an R &R chart 
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QUOTABLE QUOTES 

of its own in the early days, 
certainly made its presence felt 
on the Rock chart. Stevie 
Wonder and Barry White had 

three songs that peaked in the 
top 15 in '74, while Gladys 
Knight & The Pips had two. 

On the Pop chart, singer/ 
songwriter John Denver was at 

his high with two No. 1 songs, 
"Annie's Song" and "Sunshine 
On My Shoulders." Another, 
"Back Home Again," peaked at 

No. 2. A young Australian 
country/pop singer named 
Olivia Newton -John made her 
breakthrough in '74 as well. 
Her "I Honestly Love You" 
topped all three charts that 
year, while "If You Love Me 
(Let Me Know)" topped the Pop 

and Country charts and went 
top 10 at Rock. 

Thirty -one songs topped 
R &R's Country chart in 1974, 
and Conway Twitty had three 
of them with "There's A Honky 
Tonk Angel (Who'll Take Me 

Back In)," "I'm Not Through 
Loving You Yet," and "I See 
The Want To In Your Eyes." 
Charlie Rich was anything but 
behind closed doors in '74. He 
landed six top 15 hits that year. 

Career inspiration: "It's a combination of a: love of music, hard work, and an `ear' that I discovered as an adult. Loving the music and seeing what I believe in can be heard around the world. The fact that discoveries of mine and talent that I work with are being heard all over the world is a tremendous stimulus. It's very gratifying, and the fact that it's still working means that I'm going to be continuing for the foresee - able future."

Most disappointing: "Every artist I've signed who has not become a legend." 

Dr. Dekoepto beTps 
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It's All In A Name 
Editor's note: 

For 22 years, Street Talk has ranked as the most 
widely read of R &R's inside pages, but the column 
didn't evolve until 1976. 

While we wait for Street Talk to arrive, here's a 
piece from Elizabeth Salazar, wife of cartoonist and 
voice -and production -wiz extraordinaire Bobby Ocean, 
who reacquaints us with one of R &R's most popular 
features of the late '70s, Err Waves. 

For this special, Bobby and Elizabeth selected their 
favorite strips from the series, which we chose to spread 
throughout this book. Plus, they honored us with a half - 
dozen strips that were drawn just for this commemora- 
tive issue. We're deeply indebted to them both! 

I've always been of the opinion that Bobby drew Roger Small as his 
alter ego, and that Roger's frustrations and adventures were perhaps 
Bobby's in cartoon form. There's no denying that Roger's facial features 
were a two- dimensional rendering of Bobby Ocean, just as "Shaune," the 

overworked Err Waves secretary, 
is Shaune Steele, and "Charlie Van 
Dallas," the aspired-to- major- 
market talent, is Charlie Van Dyke. 
Equally undeniable were some of 

the allegorical themes reflected in 

Err Waves through whimsy, wit, 
and bite. 

Bobby concedes that his 
overall radio experiences were 
often mirrored in Roger's small - 
market experiences in an un- 
named California town. R &R 
published the strip between 
1976 -1980, and the Err Waves 

gang - Les Talent, Pipes McMouth, Jay Trifle, League Majors 
(a.k.a. The Stone Don Clone), Roger Small, and Chatty Cathy - 
became avenues through which the overall tastes of the broadcast 
day can now be glimpsed. 

Many of the characterizations or comical situations may seem 
quaint by 1998 standards. Additionally, there is nothing abstruse nor 
penetrative about Err Waves (translation: It ain't brain surgery). We 
just ask that you bring an open mind and your sense of humor as R &R 
reels you back 20+ years to an era that may seem very un -PC by 
today's standards, but was undeniably the status quo. And that's 
what Err Waves has unwittingly preserved: an authentic, clever, and 
satirical look at the social climate of a Top 40 radio station in the '70s 
as seen through the pen of Bobby Ocean.

Signs Of The Times 

FRANKIE CROCKER 

Career Inspiration: "My love of 
music. When I first started, I was a 
news director /part -time DJ. The 
station I worked for had three or 
four different formats. So I had the 
influence of jazz (my first love), 
R&B, rock, gospel, and country 8e 
western. As a baby DJ, I had to sit in 
for all of these shows. When you 
listened to early WBLS /NY, it was an 
amalgam of jazz, blues, R&B, rock - 
a lot of different music that was 
happening." 

Current career gig: "I'm doing 
syndication. I also have my own 
website. And I'll start seminary 
school in the fall in L.A., something I 
wish I'd done yeas ago to help me 
live." 

Most significant industry change 
in last 25 years: "The lack of 
crea;ive personality; the DJ not 
being as integral a part as he used to 

be. It's not to say that it's a bad 
thing, but I just miss it." 

Personal influences: "The per- 
son who influenced me most was the 
late [Cleveland DJ] Eddie O'Jay. 
When I first heard him, it changed 
my life." 

Most rewarding career paint: 
"The people who tell me how the 
music I played influenced their lives." 

Most disappointing: "Some of the 
language that's allowed on the radio. 
It's disappointing that I'm not in the 
middle of it to find the good and 
praise it, to coin a phrase. If I was in 
the forefront of the ousiness, I would 
be able to find music that's positive 
rather than negative. I think the foul 
language is what's hurting a lot of the 
hip -hop. There are some very 
talented youngsters out there, and 
,heir music and cult.ire have crossed 
all lines. But they need better PR."

KC & The Sunshine Band, 
and "A Fifth Of Beethoven" by 

Walter Murphy were some of 

the biggest hits of 1976. And a 

26- year -old DJ from Memphis 

named Rick Dees took advan- 

tage of tie craze with his chart- 

topping hit "Disco Duck." 
'76 was a big year for the 

husband -and -wife team of 

Daryl Dragon and Toni 
Tennille - better known as 

the Captain & Tennille. Three 
of their songs - "Muskrat 
Love," "Lonely Night (Angel 
Face)," and "Shop Around" - 
peaked at either No. 1 or 2 on 

the Top 40 and Pop /Adult 
charts. 

1976 will be a year remem- 
bered for a handful of legend- 

ary albums. San Francisco's 

Winterland was where Peter 

Frampton recorded Frampton 

Comes Alive. The top AOR 

album of '76 featured multiple 

tracks that received significant 
airplay, including "Baby, I Love 

Your Way," "Show Me The 

Way," and "Do You Feel Like 

We Do." 

One of the biggest -selling 

debut albums in rock history 

came out this year as well, 

Boston's eponymous freshman 

effort. Who could 
forget "More Than 
A Feeling," 
"Foreplay /Long 
Time," and "Peace 

Of Mind," among 

others - songs 
that are still 

Classic Rock 
staples today? 

And, a year 

before Rumours, 

Fleetwood Mac's 

self -titled (released 

in late '75) album became one 

of the biggest hits of 1976, 

featuring "Say You Love Me," 

"Rhiannon (Will You Ever Win)," 

and "Over My Head." 

Harder -edged rock also 

made an impact. Artists such 

as Aerosmith, Kiss, Thin 
Lizzy, Blue Oyster Cult, 
Foghat, and Sweet charted at 

Top 40.

1976 continued the mid -'70s

trend of novelty songs. Along 

with the aforementioned 
"Convoy," you couldn't go 

anywhere without hearing 

"Afternoon Delight" by Starland 
Vocal Band, one of the year's 
biggest hits at Top 40 and 

Pop /Adult. 
Also, the theme songs from 

two ABC -TV series became 
hits on the radio. "Welcome 
Back" by John Sebastian 
from Welcome Back Kotter 
and "Theme From S.W.A.T." 

by Rhythm Heritage both 

went to No. 1 at Top 40. 

1976 produced some 
unique- sounding pop hits, 

including Gary Wright's 
"Dream Weaver" and Eric 
Carmen's powerful ballad "All 

By Myself," which was based 

on a Rachmaninoff melody.

"At the beginning of 1976, I went away for a short holiday, 
knowing that a tour to promote Frampton Comes Alive! was 
being set up. The only date booked was my first headline show 
at Cobo Hall, Detroit. While I was away, the album took off, 
and my one date in Detroit had turned into four sold -out 
shows. This was the first sign that my world was about to 
change considerably. 

"From then on, every show was sold out, and the record 
sailed up to No. 1 and seemed to stay there forever. It was No. 

1 for 17 weeks straight, becoming, for the time, the biggest - 
selling LP ever made. Wait a minute, let me say that again! 

"I was 25 when it was released, and all of the sudden, 
PETER FR.AMPTON everybody wanted me to do everything and anything. Every 

radio station, every magazine, and every TV show wanted 
Frampton. The record business seemed to wake up at that time, and everything started to 
become much more corporate and big biz, including how they went for and viewed sales. The 

stakes had been raised forever. 
"To have the biggest- selling anything can be good and bad, because everything you put 

out after that is always compared. It can also be hard to keep from competing with oneself. 
Sometimes it was difficult when things didn't happen the way I wished after FCA, but it is 

that album that everyone associates with me and that has enabled me to record and tour 
whenever I have wanted to since. It is something I am very proud of, and I would not change 
a thing that I have done. Making music now is just as much fun as ever, and, in fact, I know 
the best is yet to come - maybe not in sales, but in my own personal satisfaction."

This was a year shaped by two box -office smashes (Star Wars and Saturday Night 

Fever), such TV phenomena as Roots and Charlie's Angels, and the death of music 
icon Elvis Presley. 

Stations proved the force was with radio as they vied to create 

listener -grabbing sci -fi promotions, ranging from spaceship 

mini -battles to contests featuring Princess Leia look -alikes. 

Then, before the year was out, the nation fell victim to an 

outbreak of disco fever . That's when the Bee Gees let loose with 

the platinum -selling blockbuster 

soundtrack to the John Travolta 

flick Saturday Night Fever. How 

deep would disco penetrate the 

nation's (and industry's) con- 

sciousness? Time would tell. 

Station transactions picked up 

steam, paced by Harte- Hanks' 

purchase of Southern Broadcast- 

ing for $57 million. Custom 

label deals also proliferated. 

Among the bumper crop were 

EMI America, Prelude, and 

Parachute. Against this back- 

drop, a new DJ on -air record was 

set (211 hours straight), KCBS- 

AM/San Francisco computer- 

ized its newsroom, a major 

blackout hit New York City, and 

several companies were toying 

with a laser beam record player. 

By now, the R &R Convention was becoming an annual rite 

of passage. The '77 edition took place at the Fairmont/Dallas 

in February, and nothing - not even a two -alarm fire in the 

hotel kitchen - deterred the 3000 registrants from the business 

at hand. They were treated to pointed remarks by industry 

notables Gordon McLendon, David Geffen (his first 

appearance at such a gathering), and Neil Bogart, who 

prophetically touched on the forthcoming video revolution 

and its marketing potential before disappearing in a cloud of 

smoke. Tony Orlando shared 

entertainment MC duties with 

O.J. Simpson (elected star spokes- 

man of the year by Advertising 

Age in '77); Emmylou Harris and 

Boz Scaggs performed. That 

summer, R &R published its first 

separate special: the full -color, 

definitive "Top 40 Story."

Current gig: "I became a broker 
out of necessity when they sold 
Doubleday, and I found the market 
for used presidents wasn't gocd. I've 

been doing this for 12 years."

ing successful as a broker, which was a 
major transition. When I left radio, I 
went to work for a Wall Street 
investment bank, Wertheim Schroder. 
When I made partner, I felt like a 
million bucks, because I basically went 
from a big corner office to a cubicle 
with a shared secretary.

Most disappointing career point: 
"When we shut Doubleday down. The 
lesson learned was, there's no future in 
a radio company owned by somebody 
for whom radio isn't a core business.

Most significant industry change 
in last 25 years: "Unquestionably, the 
last three years of deregulation. It's 
basically morphed from being a 
pottage industry to big business. 
That's not bad; it's inevitable. But I 
miss the touchy -feely business that it 
was. You used to know a town by the 
people who owned the stations."

"Dreams," "Don't 
Stop," "You Make Lovin' Fun," 
and "Go Your Own Way" sent 
the near -decade -old band into 
the popularity stratosphere. 

Music from motion pictures 
ruled the 1977 charts, as "You 
Light Up My Life" by Debby 
Boone from the movie of the 
same name topped the R &R 
77 Of '77. Barbra Streisand's 

"Theme From A Star Is Born," 
Bill Conti's "Theme From 

Rocky," Carly Simon's 
"Nobody Does It Better" from

It was a banner year for radio and records. Disco became a full- fledged epidemic 

- to the chagrin of some - but the radio and record contingents were riding high on 

the momentum. 

Record sales and new labels soared. Disco formats 

beat their way onto radio dials thanks to companies like 

Plough Broadcasting and Burkhart/Abrams & Assoc. 

Then there was Grease. At a time when just about 

everyone thought the movie 

musical was as dead as 78 rpm 

lacquer, along came the most 

successful screen adaptation of 

a Broadway classic since West 

Side Story. 

These heady times saw big- 

ger radio deals (Combined and 

Gannett agreed to a $362 million 

merger), the hatching of mascot 

maverick the KGB Chicken 

(a.k.a. Ted Giannoulas), picture 

discs, brewing controversy over 

the lyrics to the Stones' "Some 

Girls," and, sadly, the death of 

Keith Moon. Radio and TV 

joined forces with the premiere 

of WKRP In Cincinnati, a series 

about the trials and tribulations 

virtually permanent license terms and the abolition of the 

FCC (replaced by the "Communications Regulatory Com- 

mission"). But Deerlin's revisionist act didn't make it 

through Congress. The Supreme Court upheld the "Seven 

Dirty Words" ban and approved 

existing cross- ownerships, 
while minority tax breaks got 

the go- ahead. 

R &R traded its Hollywood 

digs for swankier surroundings 

in Century City and also opened 

its Washington bureau. "The 

AOR Story" was published, 

chronicling the format's first 

decade. Once again, conven- 

tion fever heated up in Dallas, 

as media theorist Marshall 

McLuhan keynoted and the re- 

search concept of "focus 
groups" was spotlighted.

The Bee Gees also somehow 
found time to lend their 
background vocals to "Emo- 
tion," by one -hit wonder 
Samantha Sang, which was 
the Top 40 format's ninth 
biggest hit of the year. 

RSO had another huge 

Gibb had three top 15 hits and 
the No. 1 smash "Shadow 
Dancing." In all, RSO amassed

Eric Clapton's "Lay Down

1978 was another huge year 
for Barry Manilow.

Revving Up For The Future 
The sky was the limit - literally - in 1979. No sooner had the FCC opened the gateway 

to satellite transmissions, than RKO and NBC (Source) weighed in with national nets 
signaling the launch of a major industry boom. 

Meanwhile, it was "heads up" as the country prepared for 

Skylab's crash landing. During this and other more serious 

crises (the Iran hostages, Three Mile Island), radio was right 

there - informing, allaying fears, 

providing support. 

Mutter Evans became the first 

African -American woman to own 

a station (WAAA/Winston-Sa - 
lem). Jay Thomas moonlighted 

on TV as a member of the Mork 

And Mindy cast. WDAI/Chicago, 

WXKS/Boston, and KTLK/Den- 

ver helped lead the Disco charge. 

But that summer, WLUP /Chi- 

cago morning maven Steve Dahl 

marshaled his anti -disco forces 

and blew up 20,000 disco albums 

between games of a White Sox 

doubleheader. Some 7000 K.C. 

& The Sunshine Band -hating, 

rock 'n' roll -loving Midwestern- 

ers swarmed the field, forcing 

cancellation of the second game and generating nationwide 

publicity. Disco's true death knell sounded when format 

pioneer WDRQ/Detroit switched to Top 40. While earlier in 

the year, John Travolta traded his disco duds for country 

couture after signing to star in Urban Cowboy - another 
portent of things to come. 

Mergers (Portrait and Epic, UA and EMI America), 
shutdowns (ABC, Infinity), and staff cuts caused turmoil 
on the record side, compounded by an NBC -TV news 

segment reporting that the FCC 

was exploring payola allegations 

against WDAS /Philadelphia. On 

the plus column: The first digital 

masterïng machines hit the scene 

in readiness for a digital disc 

revolution. 

R &R came home to L.A. for its 

'79 convention, the largest to date. 

Rep. Lionel Van Deerlin made a 

landmark appearance - live, via sat-

Signs Of The Times 

Career motivation: "When I was 
in high school, I was into engineer- 
ing.

Then I got more and more into the 
business of it, and I actually chose 
the college I went to by who had the 
best radio station." 

Most significant change of the past 
25 years: "When I started the Research 
Group in 1977, almost nobody was 
doing perceptual studies, never mind 
music research.

Biggest influence: "When I was 12 
years old, I went through a ra,3io 
station in my hometown owned by

First R &R sighting: "I knew Bob 
Wilson when h= was first thinking of 
putting the paper together. In his 
start -up years, we were starting the 
Research Group as well as a station 
group, so we were co- entrepreneurs. 
Over the years :'ve used R &R to 
monitor the deferent thought pro- 
cesses that are going on with people 
in the business who matter.

"What can I tell you? I thought it was going to be a huge flop. 
There I was at Comiskey Park, July 12, 1979 at five in the 
afternoon, looking like a complete idiot in my army helmet and 
my ill -fitting army jacket with the fishing -lure fruit salad on it 
(for some reason still unclear to me, our anti -disco army was 
called "The Insane Coho Lips "). The year before it had been WLS 
Teen Night, but this year they decided to try something 
different, and they called it Disco Demolition Night (an idea by 
Mike Veeck from the White Sox and Dave Logan from the Loop). 

"When WLS changed to Disco, I was pushed out of ABC -owned 
WDAI less than a year after being brought to Chicago by them, 
and they had contractually locked me out of returning to Detroit 
by having me supply taped bits to the WRIF morning show (lesson 
learned). This, of course, pissed me off greatly, and after I got 
hooked up at the Loop thanks to my friend Lee Abrams, I began 
bashing the station and disco. It apparently hit a resonant chord 
among my listeners. Duh! 

"Harry Carey, who was then the Sox announcer, said the place was `really starting to fill 
up.' That turned out to be one of Harry's few understatements (the cops estimated over 
70,000 in the park and another 20,000 on the street). I went out on the field, blew up the 
records, ignored management's orders not to talk about it the next day (they really said 
that!), and the rest is history and a 20 -year career in Chicago. Congratulations to R &R on 
25 ... they only had to blow up Billboard. "

Ushering In A New Decade 
A month after Americans voted Jimmy Carter from the White House, John 

Lennon was murdered in front of his home on December 8. Stations across the country 
paid tribute to him with 10 minutes of silence (12/14) at the request of Lennon's widow, 
Yoko Ono. 

The ex- Beatle's death overshadowed an active year for 

radio and records. Radio deregulation got another push - 
this time from FCC Chairman Charles Ferris. Urban Cow- 

boy corralled a herd of new 

Country disciples, among them 

former "Boss Radio" Top 40 gi- 

ant KHJ/Los Angeles. The Com- 

mission approved the Magnavox 

AM stereo system as Arbitron 

initiated quarterly measurement 

in five markets. Cox backed out 

of its merger with GE, and Infin- 

ity bought a radio triumvirate for 

$32 million. The eruption of 
Mount St. Helens also earned its 

own share of radio airplay. 

The record industry was in 

full flux: Geffen, Boardwalk, 

and Handshake enlisted in the 

label wars, while PolyGram 
consolidated its Polydor, Mer- 

cury, and Casablanca divi- 
sions. And Motown's Stevie Wonder now also 
owner /operator of KJLH /Los Angeles - pledged his 

personal support in the crusade to designate Martin 

Luther King Jr.'s birthday a national holiday. 

In answer to growing disfavor with the term Top 40, R &R 

reviewed a litany of imaging descriptions and found the two 

most common words were "Con- 

temporary" and "Hit." Hence, 

CHR was born. We had fully in- 

tended to bow out of the conven- 

tion biz after 1979's blowout while 

still on top, a la Seinfeld, but the 

National Radio Broadcasters Asso- 

ciation coaxed us out of "retire- 

ment." The joint venture - 
dubbed the "American Radio 

Expo" - focused on the hot topic 

of deregulation, with Charter 
Media's Karl Eller. R &R editors 

moderated the daily format ses- 

sions; Paul Simon and Barbara 

Mandrell wowed the crowd at 

night. R &R wouldn't re -enter the 

convention fray until 1988. 

Reflecting on the year are radio 

proponent and NAB Chairman Eddie Fritts and Vin Scully, 

the revered Los Angeles Dodgers broadcaster who, in 1980, 

celebrated his 31st year with the team.

Careerinspiration: "I suppose one 
could say I 'grew up' in the business. 
as my father was manager of a small- 
market radio station. In high school, I 
spent my summers working as a 
swimming -pool lifeguard in the day 
and a radio DJ at night. (Obviously, 
had dad not been manager, my radio 
career would have been short- lived. )" 

Gratifying professional moments: 
"Paying off the bank note on my first 
radio station (WNLA /Indianola, MS) 
would be the most significant. 
Working first with the Mississippi 
Broadcasters Association and then 
with the NAB has been most 
gratifying. The people who make our 
business strong are businesspeople, 
but they also take their charge to serve 
communities very seriously, and I 
hope that I help do the same here in 
Washington." 

Most rewarding career point: "Ev- 
ery broadcaster is keenly aware of the 
positive impact our industry has on 
every community in our country. Last 
year, the NAB aggregated the total 

amount of public service donated to 
America's communities by the broad- 
casting industry. We all knew the 
contributions were huge, but no one 
expected it would be $6.8 billion. That 
clearly shows that broadcasting is the 
largest single public service provider 
to America." 

First R &R sighting: "It has been an 
integral part of every station I've 
owned. It would be hard to imagine not 
having R &R in every station, as 
there's something of interest in R&R 
for every staffer." 

Most significant change in 25 
years: "The most significant change is 
that which hasn't changed. Remember 
radio's 'Golden Years'? Well, they're 
still evolving. From its very inception, 
radio established itself as the local 
voice for each community. Even as the 
industry continues to consolidate, 
radio must always be relevant to 
diverse local communities. That's 
what our success has been built upon, 
and that's the road map for success in 
the future."

Career inspiration: "Hearing the 
disc jockeys on the air and really 
connecting with them. I mean the 
classic disc jockeys I grew up listening 
to in New York: Alan Freed, Dick 
Biondi, and such. They were my 
window to the world." 

Personal influence: "Musically, 
the Beatles, because that was the first 
time I ever bought an album. I was a 
45rpm guy before, but I bought an 
album for the first time and was just 
fascinated that there were so many 
good songs that hadn't been released. 
That just opened my eyes to what 
more was out there." 

Role model: "Rick Sklar. I was 
competing against him in New York 
when he sat down with me and told 
me he respected what I was doing 
with the basics of radio. He 
recommended me for the job at WLS/ 
Chicago." 

Greatest achievement: "I'd like 
to think I'm fun to work with and I 

give talent the chance to be the best 
that they can be. I hopefully carried 
that on with other people I worked 
with when I became a general 
manager." 

Most profound change in 25 
years: "What's happening now. 
People ask me, `Are you excited about 
what's going on in radio? Does it 
worry you ?' And my response is, we 
always hear about the Golden Age of 
radio. But we are now in the Golden 
Age of radio. Those of us in the 
business today are going to determine 
what radio is all about going forward." 

First R &R encounter: "I remem- 
ber this tabloid -sized newspaper that 
had all this great news that other 
people were not covering. I became a 
fan very early, and it's been fun 
watching R &R develop from that 
tabloid into something that has 
become the voice of our industry. It is 
the one trade magazine that I make 
sure I read every week."

Significant industry changes: "Well, years ago, an album was $4.78. Actually, an album then was four 78$ in little sleeves attached to a big album with a hard board cover. The first 33 1/3s that came out were 10 -inch and later 12 -inch. In '62, Mer- cury President Irving Green showed me a pink box with a cassette in it and said it was going to revolutionize the record business. You really trust tech- nology when you go from a mo- ment like that to today, when you see billions of cassettes. i just feel blessed that I've been able to live through an evolution like that from 78 rpm to corn- pact discs." 
Impact of MTV on radio: "They need and enhance each other. Radio is local, MTV is national. It's like a close -up and a master shot. We personally 

felt MTV's impact: Outside of the music, the difference between Off The Walland Thrillerwas 25 million LPs. It's obvious MTV is reaching more people." 
The radio and records rela- tionship: "Radio and records would be in pitiful shape without each other, but they are still trying to figure out if it's the tail wagging the dog. Radio's got a direct antenna that plugs right into the people. And the record industry is the only business in the world where the product is consumed before it's purchased. That's a tall order. You couldn't do that with hot dogs, clothes; movies. Radio gives it to you free right away.'

First R &R sighting: "It was 20 years ago. I was the new 
MD at KROQ. We needed records because all the Ills had 
stolen the records. When I started there, nobody was 
getting paid, so everybody was stealing the records and 
selling them in order to get paid. We called up the record 
labels, and they said, `If you were in the trades, 
particularly if you were an R &R reporter, then we could 
give you record service.' So then I'm trying to get a lunch 
with [then -AOR Editor] Jeff Gelb. 

"His main concern was whether we were going to be 
around. He wasn't going to make us a reporting station if 
we weren't going to be around. And there was no evidence 
whatsoever that KROQ was going to stick around. So we 
were kind of in a bind. Eventually in the next year or so we 
convinced him." 

Personal influences: "Probably the most influential 
people have been Frazier Smith, Andy Schuon, and Kevin 

Weatherly. Smith, now a DJ on KLSX /L.A., was the crazy man of KROQ in 1978, when 
I first started. He would just do anything. It impressed the hell out of me. And the other 
two guys are what really made me a broadcaster. It's like, `Very good, Jed: Try to say 
it in one minute instead of seven minutes, and don't pause when you're talking, because 
it sounds like you have no idea what you're talking about.' I've been able to take their 
direction and make it something perfectly comfortable for me." 

Most rewarding career moment: "To be able to develop my skills as a broadcaster 
and have them evolve into something that I'm proud of."

The Year Of The CD 
It was a record year - in more ways than one. Distribution was the new industry 

mecca: Chrysalis moved to E/P /A, Arista shifted to RCA, Slash wound its way to WB, 
and Motown motored to MCA. 

Warner Communications even proposed to distribute and 

own half of PolyGram, but the idea was dropped the 

following year for lack of government blessing. But 

distribution wasn't the only issue i 

on labels' agendas. This was the + 

year of the CD, with WDHA/ 

Morristown, NJ touted as the first 

station to air the new configura- 

tion. Michael Jackson thrilled the 

masses with his latest solo effort 

and an unforgettable appearance 

on the Emmy- winning Motown 

25 special, and Rev. Jesse 

Jackson rallied forces for a fight 
AVIMMORYS 

that's still making news 15 years 

later: suggestive song lyrics. 

Meanwhile ... the FCC's 
Docket 80 -90 plan opened the 

door to 1000 new FM opportu- 

nities. Speaking of FM, Z100 

(WHTZ) took root in the Big 

Apple and faced competition 

from AOR-tumed-CHR WPU. This while formats adopted 

more customized personas: John Sebastian bowed "Eclectic 

Oriented Rock "; Rick Carroll's "Rock Of The '80s" signed 

up its share of Alternative followers (including WIFI/Philly 

and 91X/San Diego); and an all- Beatles format made a few 

waves. Trivia buffs take note: One Dr. W - aka Larry 

Walton, afternoon jock at WKSI/Eldorado, IL - broke the 

broadcasting record. He clocked in at 378 hours, 59 minutes 

to beat the previous record of 

373 hours, 35 minutes. Radio 

also noted the loss of several 

prominent figures: personality 

B. Mitchell Reed; pioneer Arthur 

Godfrey; and Nat D. Williams, 

the first African- American on- 

air talent. 

As Bob Wilson pursued 

other projects, R &R welcomed 

new publisher Dwight Case, 

plus editors Lon Helton (Coun- 

try) and the late Steve Feinstein 

(AOR). The paper also under- 

went a face lift, adding a blue 

background to the front -page 

logo and revamping the Back 

Page to include the AOR 

Albums /40 and the top 30 

AOR Hot Tracks. Among the year's movers and shakers 

sharing their recollections are Z100 mainstay Scott 

Shannon and Sire's Seymour Stein, whose label 

practically de.fined the '80s with such diverse artists as 

Madonna and the Talking Heads. 
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Reflections 

SCOTT SHANNON 

Career inspiration: "I'm one of 
those radio rats whose only goal was 
to be in broadcasting. For as far back 
as I can remember, I wanted to be on 
the air and never had a `Plan B.' In 
addition to being a radio rat, I was an 
Army brat and spent my childhood 
listening to radio in Detroit, St. Louis, 
Tacoma, San Diego, and Indianapolis. 
When I was 12, I hijacked my dad's 
Silvertone record player and Revere 
reel -to -reel tape recorder and set up 
shop in the basement with my own 
make -believe radio station." 

FirstR &R sighting: "I remember it 
well. I was working at `AM 1300,' 
WMAK /Nashville. R &R came out of 
the blue in the mail, and I thought it 
was brilliant. I immediately devoured 
the whole thing. When I was finished, 
I went to the masthead, called the 
name at the top, which was Bob Wil- 
son, and told him to please sign me up 
as a subscriber. (He later told me that 

I was the first one to call)." 
Most significant change in last 25 

years: "There's no doubt it's been de- 
regulation. While realizing that it's not 
the prevailing opinion, I think deregu- 
lation has been horrible. For many 
people - including me - radio isn't as 
much fun as it used to be. I strongly 
believe in the concept of serving the 
community and the spirit of competi- 
tion. There's nothing like the old radio 
battles that have taken place over the 
years. Despite what many big corpo- 
rate executives want us to believe, the 
spirit of competition has been severely 
diminished. While I've always treated 
radio as abusiness, it's also been an art 
to me." 

Most influential person: "Without 
question, Bill Drake has had the most 
powerful impact on my career. I some- 
times feel like a stalker, because I

know so much about him but have only met 
him face -to -face once. The first time I was 
exposed to his Top 40 concepts, a light went 
on in my head, because it made so much sense. 
It was so simple to see the genius in his 
thinking. He didn't take the personality out of 
radio. Instead, he wanted personalities to be 
challenged by his concepts. Throughout my 
career, I've tried to put together disciplined, 
focused stations with high -profile, high -im- 
pact personalities." 

Most rewarding career point: As 
delusionary as it may sound, I really like to 

think of myself as a coach. One of the most 
enjoyable things for me is designing a station, 
putting together the team, and then coaching 
that team." 

Most disappointing: " February 13, 1991 - the day I got the call from Norm Pattiz that 
the plug was being pulled on Pirate Radio /L.A. 
It was devastating to me, because we had just 
turned the thing around. Looking back, I don't 
begrudge Norm for what he did. It was a 
painful decision for him, and I don't think it 
was something he wanted to do. But I would've 
been willing to take a pay cut or done anything 
else possible to make that situation work. I 

saw the light at the end of the tunnel, and he 
didn't."

Reflecting on the year are a pair of professionals who 

combined efforts to make KIIS- FM /L.A. the most suc-

GERRY DEFRANCESCO 

Career inspiration: "My father 
played bass in a '50s rock 'n' roll band. 
He inspired my love of music and 
radio. As a child I used to keep a 
transistor radio and a flashlight under 
my pillow and stay up all night listen- 
ing. In fact, I refused to attend first 
grade! Unfortunately, my parents took 
the radio away." 

First R &R sighting: "In 1976 I was 
a college senior participating in Temple 
University's summer internship pro- 
gram. I was placed at WFIL. And Jay 
Cook was PD. One of my first assign- 
ments was to `study' the R &R charts 
and report on the playlist activity of 
various stations. Jay advised me to 
read R &R from cover to cover. To this 
day, I still try to do so." 

Current gig: "Since the sale of Gan- 
nett's radio division, I've worked with 
the company in assessing potential 
radio acquisitions in Gannett TV mar- 
kets. I'm also doing consulting projects 
with friends in radio and the Internet." 

Most significant change in last 25 
years: "Consolidation. As a result, ra- 
dio companies' long -term health will be 
strong." 

Personal influences: "I've worked 
with many brilliant people, but Jay had 
the most significant bearing on my 
career. He allowed me to be his partner 
for nearly 16 years, teaching me how to 
find a happy balance between the art 
and the science of radio. More impor- 
tantly, he had great confidence in me. He 
created a very liberating environment in 
an industry that often bites its nails over 
the next monthly extrapolation." 

Most rewarding career point: "The 
most memorable is the day when 102.7 
KIIS -FM went to No. 1 in L.A. - summer 
'84. We didn't see it coming, and the 
shock was overwhelming. I was on the 
phone with Arbitron and was the first to 
find out. I stepped into the hallway; the 
staff was waiting. I screamed, `We're No. 
l!' Everyone went absolutely crazy with 
excitement."

Careerinspiration: "Paul Allen. This thin guy had this huge voice, 
and did all the announcements at my high school back in Greensboro, 
NC. I started doing an impression of him, and after a while he said, `I'm 
also a licensed broadcaster.' He invited me to his house. His brother 
was an engineer at a radio station, and they had built a little radio 
station in their house. I asked him to do a jingle for me, and we all got 
in front of the microphone and went, '1400 ... Rig Dees.'" [Dees' real 
name is Rigdon, but everybody thought he was saying "Rick Dees" 
instead of "Rig Dees," so he eventually stuck with Rick.] 

First R &R chart appearance: "Disco Duck," on RSO Records, 
Breaker, August 20, 1976.

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Stem Bows On New York's FM Dial 
WKTU/New York, the station that in 1978 exploded onto the radio scene with an 11 

share, disappeared with a whimper this year. (Of course, there' s achaptertwo to the WKTU 

story ... jump to 1996). 

Mel Karmazin made the station the flagship of his Infinity 

radio chain, flipped the call letters to WXRK (K- Rock ), and put 

it nose -to -nose with WNEW -FM, the enduring Rock station 

where Karmazin had earned his 

first set of GM stripes a decade 

earlier. At the same time all this 

was happening, Howard Stern and 

Robin Quivers fell through the thin 

ice they were skating on over at 

WNBC. Precious nanoseconds 

later, Karmazin had Stern, Quiv- 

ers, et. al., signed for wake -ups at 

his station. And the rest, as they 

say, is history. 

Elsewhere in the radio world in 

1985, charity events were in vogue. 

It seemed almost everyone played 

"We Are The World" at least once 

during its mn early in the year, and 

there was one moment when thou- 

sands of stations played it simulta- 

neously. Needless to say, the fam- 
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announcing that 75 markets would be measured continuously. 

Those events showcased harmonious moments between radio, 

records, and the public. Such was clearly not the case with the issue 

of song lyrics. The Parents Music 

Resource Center (PMRC), led by 

Sen. Al Gore's wife Tipper, lobbied 

a skeptical record industry for warn- 

ing stickers on albums with ques- 

tionable lyrics. Politicians bellowed, 

musicians howled, but radio stood 

. on the sidelines because most of the 
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ine in Ethiopia was an unknown issue no more. The song set the 

stage for a slew of similar charity tunes and concerts later that 

year and in the future, including the trans -oceanic Live Aid. 

Arbitron expanded its measurement activities once again by 
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discs in question weren't air- worthy 

anyway. Another hot -button issue 

within the industry: paper adds. A 

yearlong R &R campaign high - 

lighted the damage that paper adds 

can do toa record company's mar- 

keting and retailing efforts. 

By the way, we all thought radio 

was big business in 1985. And it 

was -about $6.5 billion worth in 

ad revenues (little did we know 

then it would double in just over a decade). This year's 

reflections are from consultant/Classic Rock disciple Fred 

Jacobs and Ken Kragen, the manager of Kenny Rogers and the 

spearheading force behind USA For Africa. 

Reflections 

FRED JACOBS 

"My earliest memories of Classic 
Rock's possibilities are when I was 
programming WRIF in the early '80s, 
observing how the Album Rock audi- 
ence was being stretched to the max. 
The younger listeners - as always - 
were embracing new music. But our 
upper demos (at that time 25 -34s) 
were wondering why we weren't play- 
ing more of the staples from the '6Os, 
like the Beatles, Stones, and the Who. 
I started to envision a format that just 
specialized in the old stuff. 

"The music environment at this 
time was red -hot - the explosion of 
MTV, Hot Hits radio, and superstar 
artists like Michael Jackson, Ma- 
donna, and Prince. Not exactly the 
best time to launch a format that 
essentially stopped in 1978. Because 
of the spotlight on new music, many 
AORs had all but stopped playing the 
Beatles when Classic Rock first be- 
came a reality. 

"One of the big breakthroughs was 

the brand. When the Coca -Cola folks 
were forced to save face because of the 
New Coke debacle, Classic Coke was 
born, thus ensuring that the format's 
name was a home run. As the word 
classic came to denote quali,y and 
longevity, Classic Rock became more 
than a format or fad. It quickly devel- 
oped into a type of music and a bona 
fide trend. While many radio format 
names are only used in industry- speak, 
radio people and the audience refer to 
this music by the same brand name. 

"Classic Rock was the first true 
fragmenter of AOR (more would surely 
follow), and its explosion caused many 
heritage stations to rethink their time - 
honored strategies. Some fought Clas- 
sic Rockers head Dn, others eventually 
retreated to the younger end, and a 
few lodged themselves into t _e pre- 
carious middle ground. In an industry 
littered with two -year formats, I'm 
gratified that Classic Rock has truly 
stood the test of time.'' 

"We Are The World, written by 
Lionel Richie and Michael 
Jackson, features 45 superstars; 
Northern Lights' "Tears Are Not 
Enough" includes Canadian 
superstars Bryan Adams and 
Anne Murray. 

Live Aid, held simultaneously at 
London's Wembley Stadium and 
Philadelphia's Veterans 
Stadium, is the premier charity 
event of the year. Other projects 
include Farm Aid; Artists United 
Against Apartheid's "Sun City "; 
and "That's What Friends Are 
For ", recorded by Dionne 
Warwick, Elton John, Gladys 
Knight, and Stevie Wonder on 
behalf of AIDS research. 

The Parents Music Resource 
Center, led by Tipper Gore, 
launches a full -scale media blitz 
against "sexually explicit" and 
thematically violent songs, 
including Sheena Easton's 
"Sugar Walls." 

FM continues to surge ahead of 
AM, commanding 71% of all 
radio listening. 

KFRC /SF strips itself of music 
and becomes "The Game Zone," 
constructed by PD Mike Philips 
and RKO consultant Walter 
Sabo. 

WWTC /Minneapolis becomes 
"Weatheradio, " featuring 
weather updates, traffic, and 
other travel information -- 
including airline arrivals and 
departures. 

General Electric buys RCA and 
NBC for S6.3 billion. 

Capital Cities purchases ABC for 
53.5 billion. 

FCC proposes to end AM -FM 
simulcast limitations. 

Transtar's "Format 41" debuts 
on WDRQ /Detroit and KIQQ/L.A.

With six hits in the CHR Top 

85 of '85 Madonna ruled the 
roost, and one of the biggest 
ballads of her career, "Crazy For 
You," from the Vision Quest 
soundtrack, came out on top for 
the year. Although Madonna - 
mania was in effect throughout

the middle and late '80s, '85 was 
perhaps her most visible year, 
when she performed the 
controversial "Like A Virgin" on 
the MTV Video Music Awards in 

a wedding dress. All of her risks 
paid off, as she earned a 

reputation for being able to 
reinvent herself year after year, 
exciting her fans and shocking 
the world in the process. 

Clive Davis' Arista exposed 
the talents of Whitney 
Houston, and her first two 
singles, "Saving All My Love For 
You" and "You Give Good 
Love," finished Nos. 2 and 3, 

respectively, at Black/Urban. 
Since that memorable time, 
Houston has blazed a long trail 
of big chart hits at numerous 
formats. 

In response to the famine in 

Africa, a large group of 
legendary artists and

newcomers alike banded 
together under the direction of 
super -producer Quincy Jones 
to lay down "We Are The 
World." The conglomeration 
recorded as USA For Africa, 
and the song's proceeds helped 
relieve the crisis. Michael 
Jackson, Dionne Warwick, 
Stevie Wonder, Cyndi Lauper, 
Bruce Springsteen, Ray 
Charles, and Bob Dylan were 
among those who participated in 

the project. 

RCA/Nashville's Alabama 
was the big winner in '85, 

placing three singles in the year- 
end top 10. `There's No Way" 
finished No. 1, and "Can't Keep 
A Good Man Down" and "Forty 
Hour Week (For A Livin')" at 
Nos. 7 and 8. RCA held seven 
of the top 10 positions, with 
Ronnie Milsap, "Real Love" by 
Dolly Parton and Kenny 
Rogers, and "Love Is Alive" by 
the Judds all contributing to 

RCA's dominance during the 
year. 

Bryan Adams' "Reckless" 
topped AOR Albums, and '85 is 

remembered as a year of 
blockbuster rock releases. 
Other multiplatinum superstars 
found in the year -end album 
chart include Dire Straits, Phil 
Collins, Sting, Bruce 
Springsteen, and 
Tom Petty. 

An album that 
came out in '85 that 
still receives 
significant airplay in 

multiformats today is 

Songs From The Big 
Chair by Tears For 
Fears, which featured 

the chart- toppers "Shout" and 
"Everybody Wants To Rule The 
World." 

R &R maintained its Jazz 
chart throughout 1985, and it 

clearly served as an overview of 
the traditional side of the genre.

Whitney Houston, Aretha 
Franklin, and Freddie Jackson 
ruled Black/Urban, each placing 
two songs in the top 10.

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Radio Lends Its Hand 
Flush from a year packed with charity songs and concerts, radio moved head -first into 

Hands Across America, a multitiered, multimedia event organized by Ken Kragen that 
widened the scope of Ethiopian -famine relief efforts. 

In retrospect, Hands Across America may have Some seeds of radio's new order were sown: Emmis 
lacked the kind of spontaneity that "We Are The World" began a major expansion with the purchase of 
or Farm Aid had, but it nevertheless attracted the Doubleday's stations in New York and Washington, 
participation of millions of 

citizens (thanks in large part to 

radio's mobilization efforts) 

and brought the issues of 

poverty and hunger to the front 

burner. 

Back on the home front, a lot 

of radio and record people were 

nervously tapping their fingers 

after NBC -TV aired an expose 

on independent record promo- 

tion. The report managed to 

name a few names (most 

notably that of indie Joe Isgro) 

that caught the attention of the 

feds, and the labels responded 

by ending their use of indien, at 

least for the time being. 

On two other regulatory 

fronts, the FCC stepped up its pressure on Howard Stern 

and Infinity Broadcasting, and Tipper Gore's PMRC was 
unrelenting in its campaign to label albums with 

questionable lyrics. 
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while Infinity purchased what 

turned out to be one of its 

crown jewels, KROQ/L.A., 

for $45 million (the highest 

single -station price for the 

year). And, media mogul John 

Kluge began the sell -off of his 

empire by spinning his radio 

group to one of its executives, 

Carl Brazell. 

CDs had been around for 

two years by 1986, yet there 

was still quite a debate over the 

future of vinyl. A good number 

of authoritative industry people 

predicted vinyl had a long life 

span. Even at the radio -station 

level, most facilities lacked the 

ability to play back CDs live. 

This year's remembrances come from Ed Salamon, who, 

at the time, was Exec. VP/Programming for United Stations, 

and Stem, who began his now- thriving network with a 

Philadelphia simulcast of his WXRK/NY broadcast. 

Reflections 

ED SALAMON 

Career motivation: "A love of 
radio that started when I was quite 
young. I listened to personality Ills 
in Pittsburgh such as Porky 
Chedwick, Rege Cordic, and Chuck 
Brickman. It was the personalities 
who attracted me like a magnet to 
radio. My first job in radio was 
Director /Marketing Research at 
KDKA. I was able to take what I 
learned from that job and apply it 
to programming." 

First R &R sighting: "Probably 
about the time the publication 
came out, and Jim Duncan was 
made Country editor. Jim was 
someone who was very instru- 
mental in the growth of Country 
radio, and he doesn't get the credit 
for it. What he actually did was 
facilitate a lot of networking be- 
tween Country programmers, just 

like the Country Radio Seminar 
did. And his R &R column really 
contributed to the sense of com- 
munity that Country radio still 
benefits from today." 

Events that influenced him 
most as a professional: "Being in 
a place to be a contributor to the 
growth of the Country radio for- 
mat, and also being able to con- 
tribute to network radio as it's 
entering its second Golden Age. I 
feel very fortunate to have had 
the opportunities that let me ex- 
perience both of those industry 
high points." 

Greatest radio accomplish- 
ments: "Staying with the same 
company for more than 18 years. 
Less vacuously, it's really being 
able to spend my life in a business 
I really love."

Career inspiration: "Since I was five years old, I envisioned 
myself being on the radio and entertaining people with 
conversation, not necessarily going for a laugh." 

On radio localism: "I always felt that being local in morning drive 
was a horseshit concept. Certainly David Letterman out of New 
York is successful in making people laugh in Milwaukee. You want 
a good laugh from the radio. And if you can get a top entertainer 
in the morning, you don't care where the signal emanates from. A 

great morning show gets people to sample the rest of the station - 
and that's what you want." 

Secret behind success: "My competitors are weak. I don't think 
any of them has an ounce of talent. I think if I hadn't come into radio, 
they would all still be doing time and temperature and playing 
records. I don't think just anyone can go national. There's a lot of 
guys with three shares who want to go national. Most stations can 
get a three on their own; they don't need to spend all that money to 

get a three. Stations need somebody who can get them into first place." 
Will radio remain his primary base ?: "Absolutely. I'm more turned on by radio now than I ever 

was. Every time we go into a new market, it's a charge, because you get this whole wave of f #$!- 

up newspaper writers who hate you, community people who hate you, and a whole wave of hate 
mail. That's exciting ... it's dangerous. It has an added energy to it. Even when I'm a big, f * #$ movie 
star, I'll still consider radio my base." 

Where do you draw the line ?: "I certainly have limits in terms of what I can say on the air and 
what I can't. I'm concerned for the stations and advertisers. I'm a businessman."

New Format 'Waved' In 
In 1987, not all of the good ideas were taken. Just ask Frank Cody and his programming 

team at KMET/L.A. 

By 1987, the station had its hack against a wall. 

Competition was tough, and its numbers were at an all - 

time low. So Cody took a couple of music genres that were 

popular on store shelves. at least, 

and put them on the air. What , D 

resulted was a format that, 

through slow and steady growth, 

has blossomed into a 25 -54 fac- 

tor in practically every market 

it appears in. 

R &R called that format 

New Adult Contemporary, or 

NAC. And it wasn't the only 

format to blossom in '87. Sta- 

tions around the country began 

to emulate the instant success 

ofEmmis' KPWR(Power 106)/ 

L.A., which put a decided eth- 

nic slant on traditional CHR. 

As if to prove this format was 

about the music and not about 

the ethnicity of the audience, 

the CHR/Rhythmic format, as it would eventually be 

labeled, penetrated such non -ethnic markets as Seattle. 

Broadcasting's Fairness Doctrine, which had been at 

the center of bitter debate ever since it was invoked, was 

finally struck down by a Reagan -appointed FCC. Station 

operators complained that the doctrine, which had re- 

quired broadcasters to present both sides of any controver- 

sial issue, was unfair, consider- 

ing that other nonregulated me- 

dia were subject to no such rules. 

This action paved the way for 

more focused and entertaining 

Talk radio, among other things. 

Rush Limbaugh, are you here 

yet? 

In 1987, the NAB reported 

the average PD salary as 

$25,162, while the average GSM 

salary was $44,097. (Eleven 

years later, those figures would 

rise to $82.589 and $126,640, 

respectively.)

Reflections 

FRANK CODY 

"Over 10 years have passed since 
The Wave was launched and Smooth 
Jazz became part of our radio land- 
scape. 

"In early '87, times were good, and 
the baby boom generation was flexing 
its economic muscle. Yet, somehow, 
commeroial radio failed to recognize 
several popular musical genres: con- 
temporary jazz, new age, and vocal- 
ists like Sade and Sting. Paul Simon's 
watershed, Grammy -winning Grace - 
land was virtually ignored by radio. 
But most everyone I knew was not 
only aware of this music, but listened 
to it and loved it. We thought, `Surely 
adults deserve something to listen to 
that is relaxing, but not sleepy; so- 
phisticated, yet not elitist; soothing, 
but not sappy.' The times were right 
to take a risk. 

"On Valentine's Day 1987, The 
Wave was born. 

"Without disc jockeys, The Wave 

was hailed as a `post- modern decon- 
structionist' format. Perhaps, but we 
merely recognized that without DJs 
The Wave would be vividly differenti- 
ated from competitors. Adults who 
didn't believe the typical radio hype of 
`more music, less talk' might actually 
trust a station with no disc jockeys.' 
It served as a powerful point of entry. 
Eventually, the passion and interest 
led to the addition of announcers to 
identify the music. Today, there is a 
successful Smooth Jazz station in 
nearly every major market. 

"As a team, we maintained an opti- 
mistic vision of the future and believed 
in our right and responsibility to create 
it. Could another new format happen 
sometime soon? It's just a matter of 
time. After all, luck is the confluence of 
preparedness and opportunity. 

"Fannie Hurst said it best, `It takes 
a clever man to turn cynic and a wise 
man to be clever enough not to. "" 

After 19 years as a heritage AOR, 
KMET/L.A. becomes KTWV, "The 
Wave," in February; the presentation 
initially features musical interludes 
and vignettes (without DJs or IDs) to 
break song blocks 

More stations adopt the "Wave" formai - including WNUA/Chicago, KOAI/ 
Dallas, and KKSF /SF - and SMN 
starts a 24 -hour network based on the!

who landed four songs in the 
year -end chart. Lisa Lisa, 
Expose, and the Jets each 
had two songs in the Top 87 
of '87. A good balance of rock 
also appeared on the year- 
end chart, as five of the top 
10 were crossovers from 
R &R's AOR Tracks. The 
heavy -duty corporate rock 
sounds of Bon Jovi, Ann and 
Nancy Wilson's reinvented 
Heart, and Starship all 
landed in the top five. 

U2 dominated the year at 
AOR, as The Joshua Tree, 

named for a plant that grows 
in the Southern California 
desert, had the top two 
positions on the AOR Tracks 
breakout. Joshua held the No. 
1 Album position for 14 weeks 
during 1987. Plenty of classic 
rock artists were recording 
and found big success, 
including Fleetwood Mac.

Eric Clapton, Gregg Allman. 
the Grateful Dead. David 
Bowie, and Boston. Interest- 
ingly, "Midnight Blue" by Lou 
Gramm, the former lead 
singer of Foreigner, spent the 
same amount of time at No. 1 

on AOR Tracks as "With Or 
Without You" by U2. 

"Forever & Ever, Amen" by 
Randy Travis was the No. 1 

Country song of '87, fueled by 
four weeks spent at the top, 
peaking May 22. Four weeks 
was far and away the longest 
run at No. 1 by any artist. Not 
surprisingly for Country, there 
were 43 No. 1 hits during the 
R &R chart year. MCA/ 
Nashville and RCA topped the 
label performance derby, with 
MCA finishing with five songs 
in the year -end top 10. 

1987 was another big year 
for tempo- driven music at 

Urban Contemporary. "Look- 
ing For A New Love" by Jody 
Watley; "Diamonds" by Herb 
Alpert, featuring Janet 
Jackson on vocals: "Fake" by 

Alexander O'Neal; and chart- 
toppers from Janet Jackson 
and Michael Jackson all 
placed top 20. Warner Bros. 
Black Music continued to be a 

hit factory, and the bunny 
earned the top spot for Urban 

Contemporary with "Always" 
by Atlantic Starr. 

'87 was a big year for 
many of AC's most enduring 
superstars, including Chicago - with a No. 1 finish with 

Randy Travis 

"Will You Still Love Me ?" - 
Whitney Houston, Lionel 
Richie, Journey, Steve 
Winwood, Kenny G, and 
Fleetwood Mac. "Songbird" by 
Kenny G landed at No. 15 for 
the year and, interestingly, 
didn't chart at all on R &R's 
year -end Jazz breakout.

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The Great Ketchup Caper 

Local sources say an experiment with a ketchup bottle is the 
motivation for KMET /Los Angeles to chuck its legendary calls for 
KTWV. PD Frank Cody apparently squeezed all the Heinz ketchup 
from a bottle and - anticipating great puzzlement - replaced it with 
French's mustard. The next day, he presented disbelievers with the 
bottle and asked them how they could change the station's content 
without the package. The next week, KTWV becomes a soft rock/jazz/ 
new age mix that critics refer to as `the world's longest Michelob 
commercial."

to do this ?' I said, 'All right, I'll do it.' And that's how I got into this." 

Influential person: "John H. Johnson, the publisher of Ebony and Jet 
magazines. I worked at his station in Chicago, and he put me inJetmagazine 
every week just to advertise my show to the readers in Chicago, even though 
Jet magazine goes everywhere. Readers across the country thought I was 

the biggest DJ in the world. Little did they know I was on a daytime radio 

station in Chicago. He taught me how to market to black consumers." 
Length of time he thought his Dallas- Chicago daily commute could last before he physically gave 

out: "I checked with the doctors. I paid $900 dollars for a physical and consultation. They said I could make 

it if I drank a lot of water and got rest. That's what I did."

R &R Gets Conventional (Again) 
After a nine -year absence, R &R was back in the convention business. 

Knowing the kind of toll these events took on our statf, Bob 

Wilson decided to schedule them every other year. The first of 

these would happen in the massive and impressive Loews 

Anatole Hotel in Dallas. Aside from 

a full slate of learning and inspira- 

tion, the hotel's Texas -sized rooms 

allowed for plenty of entertain- 

ment, such as the huge casino op- 

erated by Columbia Records. and 

the blockbuster performance by 

John Mellencamp in the main ball- 

room. A good time was had by all. 

An up- and -coming talk host 

from KFBK/Sacramento took a 

dream job at fledgling Talker 

WABC/NY in 1988. Soon after, 

Ed McLaughlin, a former ABC 

executive, decided to syndicate 

him to a country full of AM sta- 

tions that were no longer playing 

music. Within a year, Rush 

Limbaugh was heard in hundreds 

of markets (including most of the 

major ones) and had revitalized an AM band that was consid- 

ered useless by a good number of under -Ms. 

The already crowded lineup of syndicated Top 40 count- 

down shows became downright stifling in 1988, after Westwood 

One announced it had picked up Casey Kasem's services from 

ABC/Watermark. ABC then tapped Shadoe Stevens to assume 

Kasem's position as host of American Top 40. Additional 

countdowns were hosted by Rick Dees, Scott Shannon, and 

Dave Sholin.

Career philosophy: "People listen 
to the radio for three things: to be 
entertained, to be entertained, and to 
be entertained.

I go into the studio to 
attract and hold - with entertain- 
ment -the largest possible audience 
for as long as possible."

Just a few years earlier, nearly every market in the country boasted a thriving Beautiful 

Music/Easy Listening station. But no more. 

It began in late '88 with a surprising switch by Jerry 

Lee's WEAZ/Philadelphia. The station was top five 12+ 

and 25 -54, but Lee saw that the format's appeal among the 

buying community was on a slow decline, so he flipped it 

to AC before any more erosion 

occurred. Then, in a firestorm 

of defections, stations across the 

country followed his lead. The 

most notable of those was KJOI/ 

Los Angeles. Only a few years 

earlier, the station had set a 

record for its $44 million trans- 

action, yet station management 

felt a more upbeat presentation 

was called for. By the early 

'90s, it became Pop /Alternative 

KYSR (Star 98.7), and Beauti- 

ful/EZ was relegated to niche 

format status.

joying six years of success at 

Z100/NY, moved west for a high -profile programming gig at 

Westwood One's first radio acquisition. Indeed, Pirate Radio 

made quite a splash, and all of a sudden radio observers 

wondered if so- called "Rock 40" was a format waiting to 

blossom (it neverdid). At the same time, Rhythmic CHRs were 

thriving, creating a chasm between the two forms of CHR. In 

1988, none of the records that charted achieved 100% accep- 

tance at our reporting stations. 

Also in L.A., Evergreen Media made its first foray onto the 

West Coast with the big -bucks 

purchase of Classical KFAC. A 

format that could best be described 

as Hot AC failed to move the 

needle, so the station eventually 

became L.A.'s first full- market 

Urban signal (KKBT), and it hasn't 

looked back since. 

Payola investigations, which be- 

gan in 1986 following an NBC - 

TV investigative news report, 

peaked this year with the indict- 

ments of independent record pro- 

moter Joe Isgro and an associate, 

and former Columbia Records ex- 

ecutive Ray Anderson. Their trial 

would be held in 1990. 

The industry also mourned the 

death of pioneering radio program- 

mer Rick Carroll, who adapted the freewheeling style of 

college radio into a successful format at KROQ/L.A.

With three 

hits in the top 10, Abdul spent 

five weeks at No. 1 with "Cold 

Hearted," "Forever Your Girl," 

and "Straight Up." An earlier 
release, "(It's Just) The Way 

That You Love Me," was later 

reserviced and made it to No. 2 

on November 24, 1989. "Lost 

In Your Eyes" by Debbie 
Gibson held on for the longest 

amount of time, with four 
weeks at No. 1. 

Tom Petty grabbed the top 

two positions at AOR Tracks 
with "Runnin' Down A Dream" 

and "Free Fallin'," which put 

Petty's first solo album, Full 
Moon Fever, at No. 1 for the 

year. Although Steel Wheels 
by the Rolling Stones lasted 

12 weeks in the top album spot, 
the two Petty tracks were 

bigger in airplay and endured 
longer both in the short and 
long term.

On September 22, after the ransom 

was upped to $4 million. WFLZ changed to Urban for an hour at 5pm 

before reverting to Gold for the weekend. The following Monday, 

WFLZ morning -team members Jack Harris and Dr. Don Carpenter 
reportedly called Edens Chairman Gary Edens at a hotel room in 

Napa, CA at 5:15am PT, waking him up and offering him one last 

chance to put up the money. Edens declined. The station became 

"Power 93, The Power Pig," and would topple WRBQ after just one 

head -to -head battle. 

Classical KFAC -FM /Los Angeles sells to Evergreen Media for $55 

million, which says it "intends to keep the current format and airstaff 

intact." However, the station indeed drops its format in favor of an 

eclectic, Urban -slanted adult- rock approach with new calls KKBT. 

Meanwhile, longtime Beautiful Music outlet KJOI-FM drops the format 

in an attempt to lure younger listeners to the station.

After 11 years away from L.A.'s famous Century 

Plaza Hotel, R &R Convention '90 featured a session agenda 

designed to prepare radio and 

record professionals for the tumul 

tuous decade ahead of them. On 

closing night, another institution 

that had been away for 11 years 

reunited - the Eagles! After 

performing several numbers from 

his recent solo albums, Don Henley 

was joined onstage by Glenn Frey, 

Joe Walsh, and Timothy B. Schmit. 

Together they performed their most 

memorable numbers, including 

"Desperado," "Life In The Fast 

Lane," and "Hotel California." 

The show was said to have provided 

the foundation for the group's 

formal reunion several years later. 

Ever since Howard Stern had 

oined WXRK/NY four years 

The federal government's payola investigations came to 

a crashing halt in 1990, when an L.A. judge suddenly 

dismissed payola charges against record promoters Joe Isgro 

and Ray Anderson. The judge 

accused prosecutors of gross 

misconduct for hiding evidence 

that could have been helpful to 

Isgro's and Anderson's defense. 

By the way, that flood of 

Beautiful Music/EZ defections 

turned into a downright torrent 

in 1990. San Francisco, Pitts- 

burgh, Baltimore, Denver, 

Cleveland, Miami, Atlanta, and 

many other majors joined the 

list of markets losing a Beauti- 

ful Music station. 

The record industry saw the 

debut of several key labels. 

Producer Jimmy Iovine and 

partner Ted Field formed 

Interscope Records, which 
turned out to be the most successful start-up label of the 

'90s. And Disney threw its hat into the recording ring with 

Hollywood Records. MCA, successful on its own, wrote a 

big check to buy Geffen Records. 

Helping us relive the year are Larry Wilson, who sowed 

the seeds of Citadel Broadcasting in 1990, and Mercury's 
major domo Ed Eckstine.

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Suffering The Economic Blues 
Let's face it, 1991 was a pretty crummy year for the economic side of the radio business. 

Not only that, America was in its first full -scale war since Vietnam. 

An ongoing recession finally hit radio in a big way. And 

the Gulf War didn't help. The uncertainty of both the 

military conflict and our economic blues were all that was 

needed for consumers to stop 

buying things and retailers to 

pull back on their advertising. 

Stations responded by cut- 

ting back themselves ... on 

marketing, pay raises, and 

travel. So many stations cut 

back on travel that the RAB 

saw its lowest attendance in 

years at its annual Managing 

Sales Conference. This was 

also the same year Gary Fries 

joined the RAB as its president. 

It looked like a kamikaze 

mission back then, but both 

Fries and the radio industry 

have been able to ride an 

amazing crest of revenue 

increases each year since then. 

Back to the Gulf War for a second ... although much of 

the conflict was broadcast on live TV, radio certainly earned 

its share of audience too. News/Talk's numbers boomed 

during that period. The format has held onto those numbers, 

and a prodigious number of stations have switched to News/ 

Talk since then. 

Station trading was affected by the economy, but Mel 

Karmazin decided to take Infinity Broadcasting public once 

again (the company was publicly traded earlier in its life, but 

Karmazin conducted a leveraged 

buyout, taking it private). He 

used a portion of the proceeds to 

buy WFAN/NY from Emmis 

Broadcasting for $70 million -a 
record price for a stand -alone AM 

station. The investment firm of 

Kohlberg Kravis Roberts 

partnered with Herb McCord to 

the tune of $50 million to buy 

radio stations. (Five years later, 

McCord would sell those stations 

to Infinity at about nine times 

what he paid for them.) 

Deregulation was still a few

years away, but LMAs were 

coming into vogue. The concept 

of controlling the programming 

and sales for a non -owned station 

NNMII(1lJ, rf1IINDV:,R1,NfM.14V1 w 

INSIDE:

Reflections 

GARY FRIES 

Career inspiration: "I started by ac- 

cident, when I was in college. I was of- 

fered a position selling radio part -time. 
When I graduated with my degree in 
property and casualty insurance, I found 
that I could not do as well in the insur- 
ance industry as I was selling radio part - 
time while going to college." 

Timeline to his first GM position: "I 
was very fortunate; it was four years 
after I started. I was a GM at 24 years 
old at KRGI /Grand Island, NE, working 
for Dick Chapin." 

How he became RAB President: "I 
actually became involved in talking to 
them because I was probably their big- 

gest critic. I felt the RAB had a lot more 
to offer to this industry, but I had no 
interest in taking the position as the 
president. But one day Ithoughtto myself, 
'Rather than complain, why don't you do 

something about it ?' I also felt the RAB 

needed to be an 'on- the -street' type of 

organization that was made up of execu- 
tives who were part of the industry rather 
than people who had been outside the 
industry looking in." 

About joining the RAB during the 
depths of radio's recession in 1991: "It 
was scary, because there were a lot of 
people predicting doom and gloom. I did 
not share that feeling. I had been in it for 
such a long time, I knew the potential for 
recovery was there. Fortunately, that 
recovery started shortly after I started. 
I don't want to imply that it was me that 
caused that, because that is not true. It's 
just that the recovery process gave me 
the ability to make the RAB grow." 

First R &R sighting: "I can honestly 
tell you I don't remember. It seems like 
it's always been there for me. I don't 
know how a person can really keep up 
with all the facets, the players, and the 
philosophies of our business without 
having R &R as part of the agenda."

Arbitron always had competition, and nevermore serious than that from Birch Research. The 

latter company had a national telephone -based system that earned respect from its customers. 

But Birch could no longer bear the weight of a sagging 

economy, and it shut its doors in 1992 after 13 years in 

business. That meant Arbitron was alone in the radio ratings 

business, and that left managers 

uneasy over their prospects at con- 

tract renewal time. That was good 

enough for Kurt Hanson, head of 

Strategic Media Research, to de- 

but AccuRatings. The effort is 

still around, but has yet to catch 

on with the agency community. 

The FCC took its first steps 

toward massive deregulation when 

it relaxed its duopoly rules. Com- 

panies were now allowed to own 

two AMs and two FMs in a mar- 

ket, and companies immediately 

began to seize the opportunity. 

Despite this being the first time 

year -to-year industry revenues de- 

clined since the birth of radio ad- 

vertising, radio stations were valu- 

able. Jacor Communications fell 

dollars to Thom -EMI. Madonna and her manager Freddy 

DeMann created Maverick and cemented ties with Time -Warner. 

Digital radio continued its development in 1992. Although the 

NAB had previously endorsed the 

Eureka -147 system, which oper- 

ates on a band different from AM aft* tot aangoaro

public, as did Saga Communications. And Infinity Broadcasting 

shelled out $100 million for the Cook -Inlet radio properties.

And, believe it or not, 1992 was 

the year Arbitron took the wraps 

off its "People Meter." The com- 

pany said the device, when worn by 

a "survey respondent," would moni- 

tor radio-listening habits. It was 

targeted for use in 1994. 

Alas, 1992 was to beR &R's last 

year in the convention business for 

awhile. Garth Brooks and ZZ Top 

headlined an explosive superstar 

show, while General H. Norman Schwartzkopf delivered a 

rousing keynote address.

knew what an A side was, but I called Cordell and told him that Dave thought the B side was a great record. Cordell said if Dave wanted to play `Crazy Mama,' it was all right by him. I called up, got the add, and the song quickly became a hit. 
"Record promotion has changed a lot since then. In those days, people drew much more from the gut. You could walk into the radio station and work your records in. By the time you walked out of the station and got into your car, you could hear the 

artist on the radio. It's much tougher these days. There are so many format niches, so much research, so many charts, consult- ants. And it takes much longer to see if a record is a hit or not. 
"Believe me, starting out as I did helps me immensely in my job as Island Records President. I can relate to the people who work with us on the street because I was there. And it was there that I learned to fight for your artists - and that's what Davitt Sigerson and I are doing every single day at Island."

Career inspiration: "Just being a goon for music. When I was young, 
I grew up near Cincinnati and listened to WLW and WSAI. Cincinnati 
was one of the last strongholds of really big star personalities. I thought 
these guys were gods - James Francis, Patrick O'Neal, Richard King, 
and Ron Brittain." 

First introduction to R &R: "I can remember reading it in the lounge 
of WSIX one day, and I was amazed that people were paying that much 
attention to the industry. I can honestly remember thinking, `Is this 
important enough for us to have our own little magazine ?' As it turned 
out, it was." 

Current gig: Host of WSIX /Nashville's House Foundation morning 
show since 1988. A successful country songwriter, House also operates 
a music publishing company. 

Most significant industry change: "I think it might be the reliance on 
research for everything. Although it's good, it seems like it's just 
squeezed the life out of so much of radio. It's as if nobody has an opinion 

unless it says so in a statistical book somewhere. It's not radio like I used to listen to. There are 
only a few guys doing real breakout personality stuff, and I think it's because of research and 
that mind- set." 

Person who impacted career: "Steve Hicks brought me back from Los Angeles to Nashville. 
Everything else pales compared to that. I was doing well, but I wasn't that happy in Los Angeles. 
Steve did a research project -I just contradicted myself, didn't I? - Steve ran a research project 
that said, `What should this station [WSIXI have ?' and it said to bring me back. So, forget whatever 
I said about research. It's the best thing there is. I'm against research unless it rescues me from 
hell. Steve Hicks was smart enough to look at that and bring me back." 

Most rewarding and disappointing career moment: "The most rewarding and the most 

disappointing are the same thing. In '73, I thought I'd gotten a job at WHAS /Louisville. I'd moved 
to Nashville and went up there to interview with the PD. When I called, they thought I said `Gary,' 
instead of `Gerry.' They thought I was Gary Burbank calling. I drove all the way up there and 

thought I had the job. When I got there, they said, `You're not Gary Burbank. We hired Gary, not 
Gerry.' I was absolutely crushed. So Gary got the job at 'HAS, and I came back to Nashville."

THE FIRST 25 YEARS 

There's A New Sheriff In Town 
Bill Clinton was sworn into the Oval Office in 1993. How could those in the radio 

business have predicted that this Democrat and the FCC commissioners he appointed would 

be the driving force behind the deregulation that would revolutionize the industry? 

Mel Karmazin could have. In 1993, R &R reported that 

Karmazin was already sowing the seeds of deregulation in 

meetings with key members of Congress and the FCC. The 

relaxation of duopoly rules in '92 

was a nice start, but Karmazin and 

many of his contemporaries felt 

radio could only have an equal 

footing with other media if it were 

drastically deregulated. In the 

meantime, the Clinton adminis- 

tration (particularly at the behest 

of VP Al Gore) had its own 

agenda for telecommunication 

reform ... so the wheels were in 

motion. 

Meanwhile Karmazin wasn't 

waiting for the government to 

give the green light to expand. He 

assumed control of Unistar, 

invested in Westwood One, and 

merged the two operations. Clear 

Channel, meanwhile, acquired 

Metroplex Communications, but it had to divest some of its 

stations in order to stay under the FCC limit. It attempted to 

spin off 11 stations to Jim Snowden, one of its African- 

American owners, but the FCC didn't take kindly to the deal, 

considering that Clear Channel planned to finance it. The 

proposal was eventually dropped. 

R &R's Alternative department - it was called New Rock 

in 1993 - exploded. No fewer

They were both on -air an- 
nouncers. I didn't want to do that, so I 

ended up on the sales side and ultimately 
on the management side."

I joined WVON & WGCI 20 years ago." 

Career path: "When I first got into 
the business, I was an account execu- 
tive. Now I am the President /General 
Manager of an AM and FM here in 
Chicago, and I am fortunate enough to 
be running the No. 1 -rated FM station in 
the market. We are in the process of 
changing our AM, so that's what I am 
doing now." 

Biggest change of the past 25 years: 
"The two changes, and they affect ev- 
erything in terms of radio, are the 
Telecommunications Act and the con- 
solidation that has come about as a 
result of that. Consolidation is the big- 

gest thing that has happened in this 
industry. Personally, I think it is going 
to be good for the industry." 

Big influences: "My mom and dad 
would be first, because they kind of got 
me involved in radio vicariously through 
them. John Johnson, editor and pub- 
lisher ofJetandEbonymagazines, had 
the second -most effect. He gave me the 
opportunity to manage his radio sta- 
tions, and that's where I really learned 
what radio was all about."

While Toni Braxton first 
charted in '92, her self -titled 
debut album was released in 
1993, which signaled the start 
of a career that is still going 
strong today. '93 was the year 
Braxton had the multiformat 
hits "Another Sad Love Song" 
and "Breathe Again." 

The year's biggest AOR 
album was Soul Asylum's 
Grave Dancer's Union, which 
topped the chart thanks to the 
tracks "Runaway Train," 
"Somebody To Shove," and 

"Black Gold." The band also 
saw success at Alternative with 
several tracks, and "Train" 
crossed them to CHR. 

Aerosmith came in second 
with their Get A Grip album. 
The album delivered three No. 
1s to the AOR Tracks chart - 
"Cryin'," "Livin' On The Edge," 
and "Eat The Rich" - the first 
two topping the chart for six 
and seven weeks, respectively. 

Two of the decade's biggest 
rock and alternative songs 
were released in '93. Most 
Active Rock and Alternative 
stations will find the Stone 
Temple Pilots' "Plush" and 
"Are You Gonna Go My Way" 
by Lenny Kravitz in their 
power gold category. 1993 was 
also the year a band from 
Arizona called the Gin Blos- 
soms hit the airwaves with 
"Hey Jealousy" and "Found 
Out About You."

At The Edge Of Their Seats 
The scent of deregulation was in the air, and managers, programmers, and even air talent 

were openly wondering where their place would be in the new order. 

The Clinton administration was on a march to reorganize 

America's telecommunications priorities - you know, all that 

"information superhighway" stuff. What most radio broadcast- 

ers didn't know was the extent to 

which their industry was to be af- 

fected by all this. Many companies 

were setting themselves up for ex- 

pansion through various methods. 

Heftel Broadcasting went public. Bud 

Paxson was poised to build a Florida 

empire by merging with publicly 

traded American Network Group and 

changing the name of the company 

to Paxson Communications. Mel 

Karmazin ended months of specula- 

tion by affiliating all of his Infinity 

stations with Interep, which created a 

division called Infinity Radio Sales. 

Business turned out to be great 

for radio: The economy was roaring 

back, and it was the industry's first 

$10 billion year, putting it in the 

same ranks as the recording and movie theater industries. 

Relationships between the radio industry and the govern- 

ment weren't good, however. FCC Chairman Reed Hundt 

frequently hinted at stronger regulation of broadcasters by way 

of EEO and indecency rules, and he floated the possibility of 
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imposing spectrum fees. The FCC and Infinity had been nose -to- 
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KRTH/L.A. and WPGC/Washing- 

ton anyway. 

The record industry proved to be 

in a tumultuous state in 1994. 

Warner Bros. Records President Mo 

Ostin left the label with just about 

everyone speculating that he would 

join the new Spielberg-Katzenberg- 

Geffen movie -music venture. 

Ostin's heir apparent, Larry 

Waronker, accepted, then declined 

to succeed Ostin. Meanwhile, two 

companies known for their formi- 

dable record labels and not their 

radio industry experience, Sony and 

Time -Warner, banded together to 

form SW Networks. 

There was big news at R &R 
too: 14 -year editor Joel Denver left the company and was 

replaced by Tony Novia, and Kevin McCabe signed on as 

Director /Charts & Formats. Sharing their reflections of the 

past 25 years are Emmis Communications Chairman Jeffrey 

Smulyan and veteran Nashville executive Bruce Hinton. 

Signs Of The Times 

JEFFREY SMULYAN 
first ran October 2, 1998 

Career inspiration: "I always 
wanted to go off on my own. I worked 
for my dad for a couple of years out 
of law school. I had a distant cousin 
who owned a small station, and my 
dad had a chance to invest in it. It 
was his way to convince me that I 
should go into business with him. In 
'79, I put together some investors 
and bought a small FM in Shelbyville, 
which became WNTS. It went on the 
air in '81. That was my first station 
in Emmis." 

Personal influences: "I was close 
to my dad, who has passed away, 
and I'm very close to my mother.

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Signs Of The Times 
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THE FIRST 25 YEARS 

Preparing For Consolidation 
Negotiations over the Telecommunications bill left little doubt that the radio industry 

was about to be changed forever. 

The only question: To what degree would that change occur? 

Lawmakers in Washington dickered all year over the issue. The 

most libertarian of them wanted practically all 

restrictions lifted, while the regula- 

tion- oriented wanted to change little. 

Even a small group of broadcasters 

rallied to keep current ownership 

limits. 

But the tide was clearly swing- 

ing toward massive change, and 

operators weren't waiting for Con- 

gress to act: Group W and CBS 

completed their merger, creating a 

potent radio group led by former 

programmer Dan Mason. Later in 

the year, the Walt Disney Com- 

pany purchased Cap Cities/ABC 

for a cool $19 billion, Evergreen 

Media bought Pyramid Broadcast- 

ing, and Citicasters and 

OmniAmerica merged. 

As things turned out, both 

houses of Congress ended up passing versions of the Telecom 

bill, but a breakdown in negotiations over the differing 

versions kept the legislation from being voted on and ulti- 

mately signed into law until the following year. 

Events in the record industry were certainly tumultuous. 

Changes in management at the media conglomerates and 
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the creation of new, key labels kept the corner offices at 

many of the major labels busy. Mo Ostin and Lenny 

ownership Waronker. who left Warner Bros. the previous year, landed 
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at DreamWorks /SKG. An en- 

tirely new management team was 

installed at the Warner labels. 

Doug Morris, who left his posi- 

tion at Warner Music in uncer- 

emonious fashion, sued his former 

employer before landing as head 

of Rising Tide Entertainment. He 

was later named to head MCA's 

Music Entertainment Group as 

MCA was being acquired by 

Seagram. 

But nothing in the record in- 

dustry made as many waves as 

the shocking death of veteran 

record promoter Charlie Minor, 

who was gunned down by a fe- 

male acquaintance at his Malibu 

home one sunny Sunday after- 

noon. The former A &M Records executive was eulogized 

by hundreds of radio and record industry figures at his 

Hollywood funeral. 

Sharing their reflections are Chancellor Media pro- 

gramming chief Steve Rivers, Elektra Entertainment's 

Sylvia Rhone, and artist/producer extraordinaire Babyface.

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1995 was an important year 
in R &R's 25 -year history, as no 

less than three formats split 

later in the year, the year -end 

Rock chart was a combined 
overview of the most -played 

Hootie & The Blowfish 

(CHR, Urban, and Rock), the 

Adult Alternative section 
debuted, and R &R rolled out the 

first national callout research 

chart of its kind, Callout 
America. 

The year started off with 

CHR/Pop and CHR/Rhythmic 
being divided into separate 
formats. The formats were 

becoming more and more 

different from each other, with 

CHR/Rhythmic being more like 

Urban than CHR/Pop. 

Urban and Urban AC rolled 

out later that year as well. Many 

owners began finding that their 

audience was changing, and 
that there was now an opportu- 
nity to target 12 -34 with main- 

stream Urban that included rap 

music, and 25+ with a format 
that featured a good mix of 

ballads and oldies. Big acts at 

Urban included TLC and new 

teenage sensation Brandy. 
R &R also uncovered a 

growing difference in musical 

style in the Rock format and, as 

a result, introduced Active Rock 
as a separate format. The 
response from both the radio 

and record communities was 

overwhelming. Due to the fact 
that the split did not occur until 

Reflections 
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Rock tracks. "December" by 

Collective Soul, a hit in both 

formats, landed at No. 1 for the

year. Atlantic Records took top 
label honors on the strength of 

Collective Soul, Stone Temple 
Pilots, and Seven Mary Three 
at Active stations and Hootie & 

The Blowfish at mainstream 
reporters. 

Although Alanis 
Morissette's first release, You 

Oughta Know," finished at No. 6 

on the 1995 year -end Alternative 

chart, this was really just the 

beginning for the Canadian -born 

artist in the United States. Just 

about every song on Jagged 
Little Pill got played at Alterna- 
tive radio and spread quickly to 

CHR/Pop and Hot AC. In fact, 

the Pop /Alternative boom that 

started in Southern California at 

KYSR/Los Angeles and KFMB- 
FM /San Diego was fueled by 

the Alanis phenomenon and her 

tremendous appeal to young 

adult females. 

1995 was the year of the 

long- awaited Eagles reunion 

and live album, Hell Freezes 

Over. One of the studio tracks 

from the album, "Love Will Keep 

Us Alive," was the biggest hit of 

the year at AC. 

R &R's newly created Adult 

Alternative chart was the starting 
point for many artists who would 

achieve multiformat success, 
including the Dave Matthews 
Band and Joan Osborne. 

Alternative radio had a strong 
year, as the number of sign -ons 

came at a rapid pace, thanks 
largely to a strong group of core 

artists such as Better Than 
Ezra, Live, Oasis, and the first 

album from the Foo Fighters.

Significant industry changes: "Music divisions were always thought of as cash cows, but things have changed dramatically over the last four years in terms of signing artists, their contracts, and execu- tive packages. Marketing costs have doubled and tripled. They are no longer as controllable as they once were. And because prices have re- mained flat, we've been unable as an industry to increase our mar- gins. It's important for boardrooms to understand these changes and that it's going to be tough. I don't think record companies are facing a new profit situation because of the

cost of doing business. It's not so much the top -line revenue as it is the overhead, marketing, and the cost of talent. That's where we're getting hurt. The top -line revenue is pretty good; we're holding on." Industyoutiook: "Can the record business correct itself like Wall Street? r hope so. If we don't, we're either going to need a dramatic increase in price or we will be a business that constantly loses money. And nobody wants to be a part of that. The year's biggest deal was forged when Mel Karmazin 

surprised NAB conventioneers with news that CBS would 

purchase ARS' 98 stations for $2.6 billion. This capped

Career inspiration: "Voices were 
in the family.

I stud- 
ied pre -law in college [at Cleveland's 
Western Reserve], but upon gradua- 
tion decided to go into radio. My 
future was confirmed when, at 21, I 
was made America's youngest PD, the 
first consultant at 31, and an NBC VP 
at age 36." 

First R &R sighting: "I was con- 
sulting in Cleveland at WHK and 
WMMS. WMMS was ready to be 
switched to pop, but I convinced them 
to stay Rock.

Most significant change in the 
last 25 years: "Talk radio's tremendous 
growth, which has brought back AM." 

An event that had a significant 
bearing on his career: "Consulting

Most rewarding career mo- 
ment: "In addition to being the first 
consultant, the chance to consult/ 
program all three major network 
08e0s. In my 51 years in broadcast- 
ing and 40 years as a consultant, 
I've enjoyed working with great call 
letters at some legendary facilities." 

Most disappointing: "NBC hired 
me to take their New York, Chicago, 
and San Francisco stations Top 40, 
but the chairman and president didn't 
allow me to go all the way. They'd 
rather sell the stations than go rock 
and roll. When they eventually had 
to modernize, they did sell."

magic for "Money," which is 

now destined for classic status. 
George Strait continued to 

prove his Country superstar 
status with two consecutive No.1 

hits that finished at Nos. 2 and 3 

for the year. "Carrying Your 
Love With Me" and "One Step At 
A Time" were both co- produced 
by Strait and MCA/Nashville 
President Tony Brown. 

Although Adult Alternative 
remained at the low end of the 
spectrum in terms of total 
number of stations reporting 
to R &R, the format continued 
to demonstrate its powerful 
ability to break new artists into 
the mainstream. A sample of 
acts that emerged from the 
format included Sister Hazel, 
Fiona Apple, Abra Moore, 
Tonic, Jonny Lang, and 
Duncan Sheik.

If, by chance, you slept through the last two years, let us be the first to inform you that 

the radio and record industries you knew are dead. 

Thanks to the Telecommunications Act of 1996, radio's 

found itself on the same playing field as every other industrial 

conglomerate. The reasons we do things are different now. 

And, sadly for some, the reasons 

that drew us to this business may 

now be gone too. But for the 

(shrinking) few who remain, the 

challenges of keeping this indus- 

try thriving and relevant resemble 

those of 50 years ago when televi- 

sion appeared. Radio has survived 

just fine, and its revenues rival 

those of the recording or motion 

picture exhibition businesses. Only 

now it faces new competitors, in- 

cluding the Internet, video games, 

direct satellite, and myriad enter- 

tainment and information options.

ment changes several times over in the R&R era - many in just 

the last couple of years. 

A few of I998's big headlines: Capstar was publicly traded 

for only a few months before sister company Chancellor 

announced it would absorb the company; Clear Channel won 

the derby for Jacor Communications; SFX morphed from a 

radio company into the premier concert promotion concern.
