Top 10 stations are 
listed for six different categories: men and women 18-34, 18-49, and 25-54. 
These rankings are again based on Monday-Sunday AQH. 

TURNOVER/DAILY TIME SPENT LISTENING 
The column to the immediate right of the adults 25-54 rankings in each 

market break-out chart demonstrates the relationship between audience 

turnover and daily time spent listening for each station. Again based on 
adults 12+, these figures examine how stations compare according to audi-
ence loyalty.
