Overall (to the tune of 24 %), stations fattened 
their promotion budgets, with more large 
market stations opting to increase their TV 
and billboard expenditures. 

Among other Fall '92 "Ratings Strategy 
Review" highlights: 

Country, UC, and AOR again dominated 
TV, magazine, and busboard advertising, 
respectively. UC displaced AC for top 
billboard usage honors, while Country 
outpaced UC to claim the newspaper 
crown. 

Nearly 60% of Country outlets imaged 
themselves as playing "Today's Hot New 
Country (Favorites)." 

50% of surveyed ACs utilized direct mail. 
with CHR jumping from last to third place. 

On the research front, 70% maintained the
