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THE STRATEGY RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

THE PERSONAL INTERVIEW

The audience estimates published in Strategy Research Audience reports are
derived from survey data designed and executed by Strategy Research
Corporation. Measurements can be published only in quantitative terms.
The use of such mathematical terms does not imply that these estimates are
precise. This survey employs the personal house-to-house interview.
Interviewers are sent to pre-selected areas with instructions to interview
respondents in their homes. Depending upon specific circumstances
attending each interview, such as time of year, later daylight hours,
activities in the household; interviews may occur within the household, on
the front (back) lawn, on the porch or patio, etc. The emphasis in this

survey is that the interview is made at a home.

THE STATION 1.O. FORM

The roster as used in Strategy Research Corporation surveys is known as a
Station L.D. Form (SIF). The SIF includes a listing of the radio stations, their
call letters and dial position, and up to four identifying themes. Stations
which do not comply ( in time) with the request for advance program
schedules and theme identifications are shown on the SIF with call letters

and dial position, but without identifying themes.

The stations are presented on the roster (SIF) in a random order.

See Page IV for a copy of the SIF used in this survey.
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It is not always possible to list all stations on the SIF. In general, those
stations will be listed which serve the principal cities in the survey area as

shown in Spot Radio Rates and Data (published by Standard Rate and Data

Service). Efforts are made by Strategy Research Corporation to include
other stations on the SIF - i.,e., those stations serving the central city but

not listed in 5.R.D.5. - however omissions may occur.

Efforts are made to have the latest identifying themes listed. Errors may
nevertheless, occur in listings. These may be caused by complexity and
difficulty in reading the submitted listings, by typographical errors, and by

incorrect listings submitted by the station.

THE INTERVIEW

The interviewer is instructed to elicit from the respondents an estimate of
when they listened to the radio. To obtain this information, the interviewer
tries to proceed hour by hour through the day. Respondents are invited to
look at the SIF. This is the planned procedure. The interviewer employs
discretion in the attempt toc proceed in such an orderly fashion. In actual
practice, the respondents may influence the procedure, disregarding the
chronolaogy of listening. They may report stations and programs listened to
and then try to relate the time to this listening. The prime objective is to
establish a rapport and achieve cooperation and understanding so as to
obtain the reporting of listening through the day as best as possible. The
interviewer is instructed to begin interviewing after 5PM on midweek days,

and after 10 A,M. on Saturdays, and after 12 noon on Sundays.

There may be interview situations where the respondent did not look at the
roster (SIF).
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The respondent is directed to report radio listening done in the home and
away-from-home. Interviewers are instructed to obtain from the
respondents their actual listening and not general listening preferences. It
sometimes happens that general listening preferences are reported. This
may go undetected and be recorded by the interviewer. It is also possible

that some data may be based on hearsay, guesses or estimates.

The listening activities which are collected in the interview refer to the
previous day ("yesterday"). In some markets listening activities are also
coliected for "last Saturday and Sunday”. The listening activities collected
for weekly "cume" estimates refer approximately to the past week since last
(the same day of the week on which the interview is being made). Listening
is a subjective matter which at times may include tuning as distinguished

from actual listening.

SELECTION OF THE SAMPLE

The county is the organizational unit for sampling procedures. The total
number of sampling points is distributed among the counties in proportion to
population distribution. A sampling point yields approximately 9 household
interviews. Once a sampling point starting address is determined, the
interviewing proceeds in a given direction from this starting address until

the assigned target number of household interviews is completed.
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When 1978 U.S5, Census data are available with block statistics, the blocks to
be sampled are selected by a statistical procedure. The total number of
housing units is divided by the numbar of sampling points to be picked in the
area. This divisian yields the number which becomes the skip interval for
choosing the Census Tracts. The starting Census Tract is chosen by a
random number between 1 and the skip interval. Starting with the first
Census Tract, the housing units in each Tract are cumulatively summed until
the Census Tract is reached containing the household equal to the random
number. Then the skip interval is added to determine the successive Census
Tractsto be selected. Within the Census Tract, the block to be used is

selected by use of a table of random numbers.

Census "dwelling unit data" or "minor civil division" data may be used when
block statistics are not available. Nonetheless, the statistical counting
procedure outlined above will still be employed, and sampling point selection

will still Involve a random procedure.

Changes of sampling points may become necessary for a number of reasons.
In some instances available official statistics are not current. Blocks are
torn down, new ones are constructed, residential blocks become all
commercial, and considerations of personal safety of interviewers may

become involved. When this happens, changes may become necessary.

All sampling point substitutions are 're-mapped" by Strategy Research
office personnel. No interviewer can substitute sampling point locations in
the field.



ACCEPTANCE OF INTERVIEWING

Strategy Research Corporation interviewers are organized into "Interviewer
Teams" {typically composed of 3 or 4 interviewers). The interviewing within

each sampling point is divided among the team members.

Each team is accompanied in-the-field by a Strategy Research Corporation
supervisor. The supervisor maintains visual contact with all interviewers
(except when the interviewer is inside a household), scans every
questionnaire immediately following the interview, and will mandate the
interviewer return to the household if there are errors or incomplete entries.
Additionally, the supervisor revisits 50% of the households to verify the

interview accuracy.

The "Interviewer Team" members are rotated on a random basis, forming

new "teams" each day of field work.

SRC office personnel scan all questionnaires for completeness. QOmissions or

doubtful items are edited in accordance with written instructions.

DATA PROCESSING

The IBM 360 Data Processing System is employed for compouting the
audience estimates. The questionnaires are key-punched cn IBM cards.
Internal checks on key-punch accuracy are made by the computer for more
than 10 prime data processing factors. Verification of key punching up to

20% of the punched cards is made when deemed necessary.
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Audience estirnates for stations broadcasting limited hours due to late sign-
on or early sign-off hours between the hours of 6 A.M. to 12 Midnight are
adjusted for actual broadcast hours. A station will be adjusted in the 7 P.M.
to Midnight period when it is on the air 40% or more of the time. Post-

Midnight estimates and all day share of audience estimates are not adjusted.

When AM-FM affiliates are simulcast one hour or more Monday-Friday, 6
AM to 12 Midnight, a total AM-FM line will appear for the simulcast
periods. A total line will appear for Saturday-Sunday Cumulative audience
estimates when AM-FM affiliates simulcast for 50% of the time or more
when both are on the air (Saturday and Sunday 6 A.M. to 12 Midnight).

For day-part combinations {6 A.M, - 10 AM. / 3 PM. - 7 P.M,, etc), a total
line will be shown only if a total line has been shown in each individual day-

part.
In one-hour time periods, a total line will be shown only when the stations
are entirely simulcast during the time both are on the air and a total line is

being shown in the given day-part.

CUT-OFF LEVEL

In each market an objective cut-off level is utilized in determining which
stations are reported and which are included in the miscellaneous. Any
station achieving an average Monday-Friday quarter-hour total persons
rating in at least one day part (6 A.M. - 10 A.M., 10 AM. -3 P.M., 3P.M. -
7 P.M., 7 P.M. - 12 Midnight), equivalent to a 1.0% share of audience will be
published in the report.
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For AM-FM combination stations the following criteria are employed:

1.

AM-FM affiliates which simulcast for less than 20% of the total
number of quarter hours when both are on the air simultaneously
(Monday-Friday, 6 AM-12 Midnight) are considered separately

programmed and are treated as AM only and FM-only stations.

AM-FM affiliates which are simulcast for 20% or more of the
total number of quarter hours when both stations are on the air
(Monday-Friday, 6 AM-12 Midnight) are considered to be
simulcast stations. Provided that one of the two stations meets
the objective cut-off level, the second station will be listed, if it

has reportable audience.

In the event that the stations whose data are not published is a
subscriber, it will be furnished its own audience estimates on a

confidential basis.

STANDARD ERROR MEASUREMENT

Errors in measurement cannot be computed for the measurements in this

survey because the stardard error formulas usually employed refer to a true

probability sample. Thus, no claim is made as to the true degree of

preciseness of these measurements.
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POSSIBLE ERRORS

Strategy Research Corporation utilizes its best efforts to comply with
accepted industry standards. Nevertheless, no claim is made that the survey
is free of all errors. Errors may occur in the interview, in securing the data,
in the processing of the data and the report, etc. Accuracy in the reporting
of listening and/or the characteristics of the household or individual,
sometimes referred to as response error may occur. Therefore, non-
sampling errors cannot be warranted to be zero. The normal validation may
not always uncover such errors. If errors do arise and are brought to
Strategy Research Corporation's attention within 60 days of the issuance of

the report, corrections will be made whenever possible.

The number of interviews in the computation base is not necessarily equal
for each of the days during the survey period. Inability to secure
cooperation from all households in the pre-designated sample, or the failure
of the cooperating households to provide usable data may result in error,

sometimes referred to as non-response error.
PRIVELEGES

It is understood and agreed that the report will be kept strictly confidential,
that the data contained herein is the property of Strategy Research
Corporation, and that neither the whole nor any part thereof may be
disclosed to anyone but the purchaser, its clients or bona-fide prospective

clients.

This service is an impartial one designed to measure the radio audience and
report the information to its subscribers, who are supporting the service
cooperatively. In reproduction of any of this material the data must be
properly identified. Date of the report and area surveyed must be included

in such matter. The use of these data in promotion and advertising must be
