STEERABLE ANTENNA FOR THE ANDES. HCJB, like 
many other broadcasters, feels they are be- 
ing forced to grow or be buried by the caco- 
phony of confusion on the SW dial. "PROJECT 
500", a 500KW transmitter development pro- 
gram, is currently underway for HCJB at the 
Crown International electronics firm in Ind- 
iana.The indispensible link between the big 
transmitter and the listener will be a new 
giant steerable antenna now under construc- 
tion at HCJB's transmitter site... 

YOU'RE NOT LIKELY TO HEAR IT ON DEUTSCHE WELIE. SUT....most foreigners 
think of Germany as a compulsively clean place...a land of tidy houses 
and well -scrubbed faces. Like most national stereotypes,this one turns 
out to be inaccurate. In fact, a recent nationwide survey dug up a lot w of dirt on the West Germans. For example,the poll showed that only one 
in eight German males washes more than his hands and face on a daily 
basis, quotes the 26 April edition of Newsweek. West Germans, the item 

states, cannot be called dirty, though another poll showed that fully 
40ó of them bathe or shower only once a week and a third survey found 

that 435 of all Germans never brush their teeth. Social scientists are 

struggling to digest these discoveries.One German sociologist suggests 
that the country's "Calvinist ethic" leads to the belief that overdo- 
ing cleanliness is a form of self-indulgence. However, sales of tooth- 

paste, soap, and cosmetics seem to be booming. Nevertheless,the report 

says that only one German male in six changes his underwear every day

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A DIVISION OF 'DX MONTAGE" 
Mork2¢td,: 

Thoughts on signal quality evaluation are next advanced by Illinois DXer Andris Straumanis 
as follows; 

"Back in May of 1973 SPEEDX switched from using a one -word signal quality rating in its 
loggings to the SIO code. Nobody seemed to mind much. In January 1974 DX MONTAGE reported 
some of the problems encountered by DXers in trying to evaluate a signal with a "code" 
such as SINPO, SIO,or whatever. The SOAP BOX oj' October 1974 presented three DXers' views 
on the problem. I hung my head in shame, never to use SIO 555 again. Thus ended another 
one of the many uncertainties of DXing. Nothing had been gained from discussion. DXers 
were still as confused as they had been before all the rhetoric... 

"As Dxers we have basically two codes from which to choose,the SINPO or the SIO. The SINPO 
code seems a thing of the past. It was shortened, to my knowledge, because the code was 
too complex and because the "N" and "P" ratings were too variable. Now we have SIO; so we 
have the means for evaluating a signal, but how do we do it? 

"The signal strength category once had decibel values assigned.That was fine for those who 
had S -meters. Then it was realized that the S -meter measured all incoming signals on a 
given frequency. What to do? Guess? Why not?; 

"How does one judge the intensity of interference? The "S" of the interfering station? The 
number of interfering stations? Let's try guessing: 

"And now comes the overall merit. Do we average the "S" and "I" ratings? Hell, let's guess 
again: Obviously, we have no clear cut standards for evaluating a signal by SIO...or for 
that matter any other code. All we have is one big guess... 

"...I propose that ANARC, EDXC, and any other coalition of DX clubs,as well as a number of 
broadcasters, get together and come up with standards that are acceptable to everyone and 
which are simple enough that they can be employed by anyone. If everyone can get together 
on this, maybe then we can work on something like a world-wide countries list..." 

SPEEDXer George Brick of Hudson, Massachusetts, has some thoughts on the 
"Power Game", 

"When I first started listening to shortwave 250KW transmitters were rare 
,.50KW and under were almost the rule. Even the countries with internat- 

ional targets in mind often used 100KW or less. In those days I never had 
a problem with receiver selectivity... 

"Now, during the hours I normally listen, I have to abandon several of the 
bands....most notably 49-metres....because RCI, VOA, Radio Nederland, and 
DW totally overload my receiver. In some cases the signals are so power- 
ful they interfere with their own transmissions on nearby frequencies... 

"That these broadcasters continue to escalate their power baffles us. Many 
of them already utilize relay and rebroadcast stations. Can the economics 
of super power transmitters be significantly lower than expanding the net- 
work of relays? These broadcasters would scream and moan about the non- 
compliance of some broadcasters to the ITV frequency allocations. Yet they 
show no concern that their high power approach will force more of the low 
power transmitters to move to bands allocated for other uses... 44(C¡í 

('Perhaps the ITU should try to set power as well as frequency standards 
..furthermore, higher power does not guarantee either a larger available 

audience or better reception. Quite the opposite, if they further overload 
the bands, a lot of other broadcasters will have to cease operation. With 
less stations to listen to and select from the audience will dwindle 
Lastly, a large number of the utility stations,conceding they are on less 
crowded bands, manage to obtain essentially worldwide coverage with sig- 
nificantly lower power... 

"I do not know what the propagation effects are for transmissions from sat- 
ellites in the various SW broadcast bands. I wonder if this would be at a 
lower cost, a more effective manner of broadcast distribution..."

As a result of the recent KS Preselector advertising, my stack of unanswered mail looks 

about a foot tall. As a result, I am writing an article on preselectors, rather than 

answer each letter invidually. It should be finished by the time you read this, so send 

a SASE (legal size- if you only have small envelopes, just send a stamp) if you want a 

copy. The rest of you in the stack, he patient. 
?ex, 

One of the letters in the stack asked how to read 
frequency more accurately on their receiver, 
since I had said they couldn't add a frequency 
counter. One method is to make graphs for each 
band, using the logging scale (bandspread). The 470' 
graph at the right is an example. A crystal 
calibrator will be a great help in making and 
using these graphs, but is not mandatory. This 
method is for receivers which have both a main 

tuning dial and a bandspread dial. The bandspread 

dial must have a logging scale, usually marked flee 
0-100. Ignore the ham band calibrations if any. 

This graph is the same as the bandspread tuning 
scales that would be provided if there were room 
for them. Once made, the graph is used as follows: 

tune the main tuning control to the starting point 
for the desired band. (the 31 meter band will be /few 
used for this example) From previous experience, 
you will know about where it is on the dial, but 

for accuracy, you should refine the setting 
either by setting the logging scale to zero and tuning in the crystal calibrator or at 

9500 kHz, or by locating a known station on the air, say, HCJB on 9745, setting the 
logging scale for the proper reading, 324 in this case, and tuning the main tuning control 

exactly until this station is tuned in again. Once the main tuning is set, all tuning is 

done with the bandspread tuning control, and your frequency is found by finding your 

present bandspread setting on the graph, and reading the freq for that setting. If the 

bandspread setting were 25, then the freq would be about 9690. Making the graph isn't 

hard, just time consuming. Start by marking 0-100 along one edge of your graph paper, 

and whatever seems a reasonable frequency spread along the other axis. Find a starting 

point with your calibrator or by picking a known station at random. Mark this frequency 

and logging scale reading point on the graph. Tune the receiver to another station, and 
wait for an identification or frequency. Plot this freq and logging scale reading on the 

graph. VoA and Radio Moscow aren't very useful for this, as there are so many of these 

you cannot tell which freq you have. Continue adding to the graph point by point. After 

awhile, you will have enough points to join with a line. This will most likely be a curved 

line, not straight like the example. Draw the smoothest line that will fit the points. 
You may find the high end of the logging scale goes outside the desired SWBC band, and 

you run out of room at the bottom end; example 0 equals 9525, not 9500 or below. In this 

case, you will have to move the main tuning slightly and start over. It will probably 

take several attempts to find the best starting point to best cover the band. It may be' 

you will need two separate graphs to cover some bands. If you have a crystal calibrator 

with 100 kHz markers, it will aid greatly in setting the starting points and band edges. 

If you have a calibrator with 10, 20, or 25 kHz markers, the whole graph can be made in 

an hour or less. I don't know where this method started: I first saw it in Hank Bennett's 

column in Popular Electronics in the late '50s. 

I would like to recommend as the single best book I've seen on receivers "Understanding 

and Using Radio Communications Receivers" by John Schultz. TAB Hooks # 614. TAB Books, 

Blue Ridge Summit, Pennsylvania 17214, Price was $3.95 in 1972 (date of issue).

BALMACEDA CLOSED AGAIN 

In March the military government of Chile closed Radio Presidente 
Balmaceda for six days and arrested its controversial manager, Belisario 
Velasco. In announcing the action Undersecretary of the Interior Enrique 
Montero claimed Radio Balmaceda's news broadcasts were biased and "liable 
to produce alterations in public order". Velasco, it was reported, was 
removed to Putre, a remote community near the Peruvian border, where he 

will be "detained". 

Christian Democrat controlled Radio Balmaceda has had a stormy history. 
In the last days of the Allende government the station led the opposition 
and was frequently closed for its trouble. Since the coup Balmaceda's 
situation has changed little. Despite a ban on all political activity, the 
Christian Democrats have maintained their party structure. As their mouth- 
piece, Radio Presidente Balmaceda is a thorn in the government's side. The 
latest closure, the second since the coup, is a clear warning to the 
Christian Democrats to stay in line.

This same schedule shows the 9510 outlet originating from Daventry in

Daventry is also listed as the source of the 
signals on 9580 khz from 2115 to 0030 followed by a switch to the Atlantic 
Relay on Ascension Island for the 0031 - 0330 GMT time slot. 

COLOMBIAN INTERLUDE 

While in Colombia for a January vacation SPEEDXer Colin Perry dropped 
in on one of that nation's newest broadcasters, La Voz de Huila. The 
following is his report on that visit 

After a week in Bogotá and its environs we travelled overland to 
San Agustin, an archeological park 310 miles south of the capital famous 
for its pre -Colombian stone statues and artifacts. The journey to San 
Agustin took two days and included an overnight stop in Neiva, the home 
of La Voz de Huila. 

Though I had listened to the station just prior to my departure, I 

did not make the connection until we were underway the following day. As 
we careened towards San Agustin in our kamikaze taxi I happened to notice 
a large antenna that was visible from the road. On learning that it 
belonged to La Voz de Huila I resolved to visit them on the return leg of 
my journey. 
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Our happy-go-lucky driver somehow managed to get us safely to San 
Agustin and back to Neiva. Once there I talked our guide into accompanying 
me and, after a brief search, located La Voz de Huila on a quiet side 
street. After scaling the stairs to the station's second floor quarters 
we were cordially greeted by station manager R. Navarro T.. He showed us 
around the small but adequate studios and we talked awhile in his office. 

It was quite obvious that the station has received reports from all 
Dyer the world. The manager's desk was covered with foreign postage stamps 
Zeatly arranged under a heavy plate of glass. I promised to send them a 
report as soon as I returned home and, as a parting gift, was given a 
lozen of the station's pennants. It was a pleasant experience I will long 
remember. 

Colin advises that he sent the promised reception report but has yet 
to receive a reply. He strongly recommends Colombia as a vacation spot 
and notes the prices are reasonable and the people friendly. He also 
sends warning to watch out for the pickpockets in Bogotá but doesn't say 
if that is the result of a personal experience.

WHERE AM I? 

by Mark Scannell 

There are thousands of DXers in the listening world who ask the same question. 
Where am I? You tune across the band of a low priced receiver and hear sta- 
tions. Their frequencies are as unknown as the size of the universe. You 
say, "Well it's about 6mHz." There are over 40 frequencies between 6mHz and 
6.2mHz alone! You don't have direct frequency readout. Here's a method I 

have used to solve this problem. 

First your receiver should have both a bandspread and a log scale to make this 
method work. The A.M., or other bands of known frequency, can be substituted . 

for the log scale but you must have a bandspread. As an example, my receiver 
has a scale who's center is zero and there are numbers that go one to five on 
either side of the zero. The log scale method can be used on any receiver, 
just keep to the main idea. 

Pick a log scale reading roughly in the center of the band. Tune the band - 
spread around until a station that is on almost 24 hours a day is heard. This 
is your key station. Whenever you tune to that band you align the band with 
the key to the same bandspread setting. An example of this is the CBC North- 
ern Service on 9625kHz in the center of the 31 meter band. After aligning 
the band to the key station, begin moving the bandspread to either side of the 
key setting. When a station is noted with a known frequency, by schedule, by 
SPEEDX or by other listings, note the bandspread reading. Keep noting frequen- 
cies until every one in the band is filled. 

Make a frequency listing with the bandspread readings and log settings. For 
some serious fun, test your listings. Set the receiver on a band and adjust 
the log and bandspread for another band. Switch up to that band. Are you on 
the station on that channel? Nine out of ten times you're within a hair, or 
just a slight turn of the bandspread away. 

OK, so you got that far. What about one of the bands that is more spread out. 
(60 meters, maybe) This poses a problem. Two or three log settings must be 
used across the band. Here's another idea. A frequency calibrator could be 
used. This device puts a frequency marker at, say, 100kHz so the idea of a 
key station isn't needed. I feel it's better to spend a few bucks for a cal- 
ibrator than á100 to 8200 more for a receiver that has direct readout. There 
are advantages and disadvantages. 

Now after finding these frequencies of some of the larger stations, you have 
a complete listing. What do you do with it? Take out your trusty SPEEDX and 
pick out a new station, in the calibrated band, of course. Set your log and 
bandspread to it's frequency. Perfecto! I got Radio Uganda on 9730kHz with 
such ease that I thought I was stupid not hearing it before. You can get any 
of those unknown stations and be right up with the bigshots with their 8300 
or 8400 receivers. You can be in there too getting those exotic and new 
stations.

Concerning Chris Hansen's two part article on BINDING FOR DX MAGAZINES, Robert

2.4kHz SSB FILTER on AM 

This modification allows use of the SSB filter w/o the BFO to give better 
selectivity. Instead of the present 4.8kHz selectivity on AM, you will have 
the option of either 4.8kHz or 2.4kHz. While the conversion is fairly sim- 
ple, it is strongly urged tht those not familiar with electronics stay OUT 
of the set! Too much heat on a circuit board or a splash of solder in t h- 
wrong place can cause a great deal of trouble. 

If you attempt to modify your SPR-4, take your time, read all instructions 
before starting AND understand them. Schematic diagrams follow the text. 
You can also get out your Technical Manual for a clearer look at the various 
circuit boards. After opening up your set, take a few minutes to locate all 
connections and tie points mentioned in this article before proceding. On 
the average, it will take about 3 hours to complete. 

You will need about three feet of shielded cable(such as RG -174), the same 
amount of hook-up wire(#22 stranded), and a DPDT switch(Radio Shack #275- 
1546). The switch can be mounted on the front panel for convenience, or if 
the idea of drilling a hole in the front panel bothers you, it can be placed 
on the rear panel in one of the existing holes. To repeat, take your time, 
do a good job, and cut all wires to just the length required. Follow the 
step-by-step instructions carefully and refer to the pictorials as needed. 

1. Remove top & bottom cases. 
2. Remove all knobs, pointers and phone jack nut. 
3. Drill a 1/4" hole 2 1/4" from bottom of front panel, 1/2" from the left 

side. Use a small drill for a pilot hole, then follow with larger drills 
until 1/4" is reached. 

4. Remove front panel. 
5. Remove wire from AM DETECTOR BOARD to BFO BOARD. That's a white/blue wire. 
6. Remove white/green wire from AM DETECTOR BOARD to BFO BOARD. 
7. Connect wire(hook-up)from terminal on AM DECTOR BOARD to terminal 5 on 

switch. Route this and other wires through 1" square hole beneath volume 
control. This will be in parallel with 2 white/brown existing wires. 
(This is if you are mounting switch on frontpanel. Otherwise route wires 
to the rear panel by the most direct path). 

8. Cut etch on AM DETECTOR BOARD and connect wire(hook-up)from etch to term- 
inal 4 on switch. (see figure 36) 

9. Connect wire(hook-up)from terminal on BFO BOARD to terminal 6 on switch. 
(See figure 35) 

10. Connect center conductor of shielded cable to terminal on AM DETECTOR 
BOARD(parallel to 2 wires already there). Other end goes to terminal 
2 on the switch. 

11. Connect new shielded cable from BFO BOARD to terminal 3 on switch. Ground 
shield at BFO BOARD at this time. 

12. Run shielded wire from terminal 1 on switch to etch on AM DETECTOR BOARD. 
Cut etch. (See figure 36) 

13. Tie(solder)all shields together at switch. 
14. Install switch on sub-panel(If that is where you put it) 
15. Re -assemble receiver. If you choose to make the following changes also, 

delay step #15 until they are completed. 
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Basically, after steps 1-14 are done, what is done is, the BFO is killed, 
the AM detector is energized, and audio is switched from SSB out to AM DE- 
TECTOR out. Before, SW -14 did all the switching. Note: Tuning will be 2.4 
kHz high in the LSB mode and 2.4 low in the USB mode. When using CW, LSB, 
USB or calibrating, the new BFO switch must be in the ON position. 

ADDITIONAL MODIFICATIONS. AVC ON/OFF may be added with a switch(SPST) 1/2" 
to the right of new BFO switch. (See figure 38) 

AVC choking may be reduced by adding a 3.3 resistor across R -100(6.8m). This 
also loosens up the S -meter, which may need to be adjusted as per page 23 
of service manual. (See figure 38) 

Change R-44(39 ohm 2 watt) to 47 ohn 2 watt. This will help cut down on 
pilot light burn out, which is a problem with most SPR-4's. 

TIP: Some SPR-41s have the improper range & preselector setting decals. For 
example, the 3.0 X -tal should read D-2, not C-7. 4.5 X -tal should be E-2 
not D-5. Always use the highest range switch setting with the lowest pre - 
selector setting for all ranges below 10mHz. Much better sensitivity.

By making the above modifications, your SPR-4 will be even better! Another 
point to keep in mind is the speaker you use. The Drake SPR-4 has a 4 ohm 
output. Speakers with 4 ohms are hard to find! The speaker Drake sells to 
go with the SPR-4 is not all that great, so experiment with different types. 
Two 8 ohm speakers in series may be an improvement. For headphones, a de- 
liberate miss -match seems to help. 500-600 ohm headphones may well improve 
your listening pleasure(like Lafayette #40 R 59127). 

Another helpful aid with the SPR-4 is to use an outboard amplifier through 
the AUDIO OUT on the back panel. Use a mono(or one side of a stereo) amp - 
lifer hooked to the AUDIO OUT, then to your speaker. This will allow you to 
adjust the bass and treble to suit your taste, and help eliminate the rather 
'tinny' audio sound characteristic of Drake receivers. 

If you do not feel competent to modify your own SPR-4, A SPEEDXER has offered 
to perform the operation for you.

CONCERNING SIGNAL EVALUATION STANDARDS

For years, DXers have been using various rating systems to indicate to them- 
selves, other DXers, and radio stations, how well a signal is heard. These 
systems all have one thing in common. Be it SINPO, SIO, or whatever, they 
all lack clearcut standards for evaluating signals. You may well ask, "What 
is meant by standards?" As in many things we do, when evaluating a radio 
signal a standard is something to which we refer to obtain the same results 
every time. Signal evaluation without standards is mere guesswork. Because 
there are no clearcut standards, DXers are forced to form their own. Diff- 
erent DXers, plus different standards, equals a mild state of confusion. 
This is a problem. And problems demand solutions. 

Why aren't our standards clearcut? Well, just look at some of the words we 
use to evaluate SIGNAL STRENGTH: excellent, good, fair, poor, and barely 
audible. The words are not precise terms, rather they are all abstract! 
According to several dictionaries consulted, excellent means "unusually good". 
Now that really makes sense. How do you define good? What about fair and 
poor? The old cliche of "you can ask a hundred people and you'll get a hun- 
dred different answers" holds true. Some DXers invariably try to sidestep 
the problem of semantics by using an S -meter. But then not everyone has an 
S -meter, and those that do find that the meter groups all incoming signals 
on a given frequency into one signal. This means that the DXer can only de- 
termine the strength of the combined signals, not a particular signal (unless 
he's fortunate enough to find a clear channel!). Either way the end result 
is a guess. 

Now take a look at INTERFERENCE. What is interference? It could mean any- 
thing that prohibits clear reception of a signal. But doesn't NOISE, which 
is a seperate catagory in the SINPO rating system (as in PROPAGATION DISTURB- 
ANCE or FADING), also prohibit clear reception? Interesting. The words used 
to evaluate interference are also interesting: nil, slight, moderate, severe, 
and extreme. How much interference must a DXer bear before severe becomes 
extreme? If nil means zero, how much is moderate compared to extreme? When 
evaluating interference, are we considering the amount or the strength? Both? 
Neither? All we are completely sure of is that slight to extreme interference 
is more than nil. So jot down something in your reception report, just as 
long as it looks good. 

Obviously, more questions have been raised than answered. Ne could go on and 
on raising questions about our rating system. One question should stand above 
all: 'Where are the answers? We all have them, locked away in our minds. 
Let's get together soon, through our DX club and DX radio programmes, and come 
up with some simple and efficient evaluating standards on which we can all 
agree.

VOICE OF AMERICA CRITICIZED 

WASHINGTON (AP) - Criticism is not new to the Voice of America. The govern- 
ment's overseas radio network has often been described by Moscow as a Western 
propaganda tool whose newscasts stretch the truth. 

Today the criticism strikes much closer to home. Serious questions are being 
raised on Capitol Hill about VOA's broadcasts and whether it may be too tightly 
under the control of the State Department. 

While the Soviets accuse VOA of airing anti-Soviet views, some congressional 
critics claim that within recent years VOA has adopted too soft a tone and 
has shied away from reporting on Soviet dissidents and other touchy topics. 

The rising criticism, however, is only part of VOA's problems. The network 
is beset with problems involving its basic organization and aims, funding, 
high level administration disputes and poor broadcast reception because of 
aging transmitters. 
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The basic problem, according to NBC's John Chancellor, a former chief of VOA, 
is that the Voice "has been placed at the intersection of journalism and dip- 
lomacy" --attempting to report the news fully while at the same time actively 
presenting US foreign police... 

On Capitol Hill some congressional critics have said that censorship - respond- 
ing to administration pressure - violates a provision of VUA's charter requir- 
ing that its news coverage be "accurate, objective and comprehensive." 

One congressional critic noted that "through the years, I have listened to BBC 
(the British Broadcasting Corp.) and the VOA and discussed them with a great 
many people in our embassies, as well as other embassies. Almost universally 
there has been a feeling that BBC is a more credible and accepted news report- 
inc, service." 

The congressional committee overseeing VOA's budget is undecided about prop- 
osals to remove the station from the US Information Agency, as part of a plan 
to reorganize American overseas information and cultural programs. 

VOA's current chief, Kenneth Giddens, conceded that the station tends to be 

"a little more restrained" in its reporting than the BBC. But he adds that 
"I really believe...that the Voice of America puts out as objective, balanced, 
unbiased a news product as you'll find anywhere on the face of the earth. I'm 

very proud of it." 

However well the Voice may compare with other 'Western overseas broadcasting, 
VOA officials estimate that it has a regular Soviet audience numbering "in 
the millions," providing them an alternative to government controlled media. 
"To some degree it's fashionable, it's vogue to listen to VOA," one official 
commented, noting that VOA has been carrying more popular music and feature 
programs aimed to appeal to Soviet young people 

An examination of VOA program logs and transcripts covering Russian language 
broadcasting for a week-long period in mid -December tended to substantiate 
the officials' contention that VOA news reporting is balanced and not slanted 
toward anti-Soviet views 

Even the best programming, however, is of little value unless it can reach 
VOA's listeners clearly. VOA uses a network of 41 transmitters in the United 
States and 72 transmitters abroad. But according to one official, many of 
VOA's transmitters are "very antiquated." As a result, he said, "you try to 

listen to the Voice of America and you hardly hear it." VOA's chief Kenneth 
Giddens said he believes the network should have 30 to 40 new transmitters. 
Giddens also pointed out that while VOA broadcasts about 770 hours a week in 

35 languages, Radio Moscow's output amounts to some 1,950 hours a week in 84 
languages. "I don't think that we are doing as adequate job for this nation," 
he said. 

However, the prospects now appear to be dim for any significant expansion of 
VOA or upgrading of its transmitter facilities.

Now here is an item also for the CBer. This is the new JOYMATCH "ARTIFICIAL 
EARTH" system. This compact unit is Bandswitched for providing a very eff- 
icient "indoor" artificial ground. It has proved itself superior to very 
elaborate "soggy" outdoor grounding systems tested by others, and myself 
personally. It greatly improves radiation and reception on all modes of a 
radio. It comprises of a switchbox with a 33' plug in radial which is laid 
around the perimeter/walls of your shack and a lead from the switchbox to the 
receiver/transmitter. I have tested this "Artificial Earth" system and have 
had great results on both CB and SWL radios. For the folks who have a ground- 
ing problem, this is the answer.

The main broadcasting station is Radio Tirana, broadcasting in 17 languages, 
whoose programs are made up of spoken programs: reports, interviews, news 
bulletins and commentaries on internal and international affairs, as well as 
musical broadcasts. 

An important part in the radio programs is occupied by music: operas, classical 
and contemporary music from almost all the countries of the world. Special 
importance has been laid on the promotion of Albanian folk music and the works 
of Albanian composers over the radio.
