A discussion initiated in the November 1975 edition of THE SOAP BOX re consolidation of DX 

club bulletins continues as two more members voice responses: 

ROBERT FOXWORTH (New York): "I enjoy getting a choice of bulletins each 
month, as my interest increases in SW DX. I belong to two of the "maga- 
zine format" clubs now and am planning to join the third... 

"I don't think it's fair to say that you would get a consolidated bulle- 

tin with 'everything to offer', ..one would likely find that any number 

of former contributors would not support a consolidated bulletin,depend- 
ing on whom the surviving publisher editorial group was. This,of course, 

reflects politics and favoritism which are criteria that govern the way 

DXers support their clubs,,. 

"I'm sure you'll find that the consolidated bulletin would not be much 

bigger than any one of the three now on the market. That's fine for the 

tips section, but what about the special feature articles, tech hints, 

clipping repros, etc that lend extra flavor and interest to a bulletin. 
It's obvious taht a lot of that kind of material would not be available 
under a consolidated format... 

\J!,á ;;:l. 

"And just what is this about savings of money? Getzel (SOAP BOX Sept 76) says the consol- 

idated bulletin would be $14, so that's a savings of $30 a year...even assuming the worst 

case in which you formerly got all three old bulletins. That works out to 8.219 cents per 

day. Now it's OK to spend 75 cents on a report to Radio Australia for a 4SL that proves 

nothing, but eight cents a day is going to drive the DXer out of the hobby. That is ludi- 

crous. For those to whom the cost is a factor,..let them find the one club that reflects 

their philosophy and interests....and belong to it. For those who really love DXing...let 

them have access to the inputs that only all clubs can provide.., 

"And another thing....say there is a consolidation and the publisher then flakes out. Then 

what? 2,000 DXers are left holding the bag with no bulletin. At least this way if one pub- 

lisher folds there is still a source of information left... 

"If any guidance is needed one has only to look at the two major BCB DX clubs,NRC and IRCA 

,,.merger has been discussed many times, but each time it's been brought up it's been for 

politically motivated, ego -building reasons. The idea has been wisely pushed aside each 

time. It ought to be obvious that there are major disadvantages to merger. The only advan- 

tage would be a saving of eight cents per day per DXer..." 

ROBERT KUKAN (New Jersey): The idea (of a consolidated bulletin) sounds good 

to the penny-pinching DXer who wants something for less...like me... 

"....It's not the DXer who's being hurt....it's the editors and the founding 

fathers of the club. They have spent years trying to improve their club. With 

such a bulletin Mr. Getzel might also be out of a job...shoulda thought about 

that; What columns would the staff chose to keep? I know that some people 

would be disappoi.nted,It could cause broken friendships and mass pandemonium, 

also who would run it. The NASWA people are in Indiana. SPEEDX 
and ASWLC are in the LA area.... it's possible to merge them...but, 

would Stewart MacKenzie,Don Johnson,and the rest of the staff agree 

probably not. And what would the name be? The Society To Preserve 

American Shortwave Listeners?.,,,or what's left of them. I say 'no' 

n' to a consolidated club..." 

"As for the same material in the bulletins...I belong to two clubs...but I don't send the 

same material to both clubs at once since I think I would be cheating the members of the 

club. I estimate that at least 40% of the ASWLC, NASWA,and SPEEDX members also belong to 

one or more other clubs. I have noticed the same material in the (club bulletins) and then 

read over (a DX program). It sounds ridiculous, but it's true. It's like sending the same 

article to two or three local newspapers that have the same audience..."

KENWOOD R-200 COMMUNICATIONS RECEIVER: When I pulled the test unit out of 
its box I was hoping for anotner good receiver for the SWL/DXer, but that 
was not to be the case. This receiver has some good features like calibra- 
ted bandspread, calibrator for setting main dial tuning, recorder jack and 
one feature that is not good, birdies and chirps. One well known DXer was 
heard to say that with all the birdies and chirps they sound like a bird 
farm. The bands are tough enough with out having image QRM. After some 
checking it was found that the R-300 was a warmed over QR-666. The band - 
spread calibrations were marked each 20khz, not much help. They went to all 

the trouble to calibrate the bandspread in 20kHz marks when they had room 
to use 10kHz marks, I just do not understand. This receiver is better than 
the DX -160 but not the price difference better. List price $239.00. Ham 
Radio Outlet has 1 or 2 for $200.00 each via UPS, add 6% tax CA residents.

McKAY DYMEK DR22 COMMUNICATIONS RECEIVER: I am trying to borrow one of these 
units to test. At first glance the features look real good, but there are 

some things missing from the specs: no figure given for the skirt selectiv- 
ity at 60dB, good skirt selectivity is what helps control sideband slop. 

No mention of components used, like MOSFETS, FETS, ICs etc., sensitivity 
for AM 300kHz to 29.7mhz is 2.5uV this figure seems a little high to me, 

most receivers fall in the 1.0 to 1.5uV range for 10dB S+N/N on AM. This 
receiver features a 5 digit frequency readout with the last digit tuning 
in 5kHz increments and a fine tune adjustment to put you right on. I will 
let you know more about this receiver if I get one to test, are you list- 
ening George McKay.

It never fails that whenever column time rolls around my boss decides 
that it is time I took a trip somewhere. This time its off to Punta de Este. 
Uruguay for a week of contract negotiations after a quickie trip to Mexico 
City later this week. Maybe I'll finally get to hear the Falkland Islands 
if I'm lucky because I sure do plan to drag my portable along. 

The hot -tip -of -the -month has to be that Radio Nacional de Nicaragua has 
been intermittently heard in the vicinity of 5920 khz. Several reporters 
have observed these apparent tests on anywhere from 5915 khz to 5925 khz 
both in the morning and early evening. LV de los Centauros is back on 5962v, 
Radio Swan has moved to 6015 khz, and Ecos del Torbes has moved to 6190 khz 
in 49 m.b. activity while in the 60 m.b. R. Norte was noted back on 4807 khz 
and R. Super de Cali popped up on 4875 khz. Don't forget that February is carnival month with festivities getting started somewhere around the 20th. 

Identifying Latin American stations is easy if you understand Spanish 
or Portuguese but, many DXers do surprisingly well with only a minimum know- ledge of those languages. Their secret is that they have memorized a few 
key words often used in station IDs or time checks and, with practice, have 
learned to recognize them. Anyone can master this technique with a little 
effort. Start with words like those which follow: 

desde (deh§ -deh) from 
el (ehl) the (masc.) 
emisora (ay-mee-s6-ra) station 
en (ehn) in 
es (ehs) is 
esta (eII-stab) this 
estudios (es-tob-dyos) studios 
faltan (fahl -tan) it lacks 

Then, pick a powerhouse like Ecos del 
like the following:

Most stations identify themselves on the hour and half hour and often many times in between. Once you get the hang of it you'll learn to pick them out 
easily. And, get a Spanish -English, English -Spanish dictionary. You'll need 
one for your reports anyway. 

Before I get into the loggings a few notes: Mr. Somers, it would appear you need a little dial realignment as most of your loggings are 5khz high. Mr. Dutkowski, you seem to have a little trouble with GMT or else your frequencies 
are way off. Many of your loggings don't agree with others or the skeds I have on file. Mr. Brookwell, going east to west across the dateline you gain 
a day. Returning west to east you gain it back. Thus, you leave Tokyo in 
the afternoon and arrive in San Francisco before you left, in the morning of the same day. If you are not going to use SPEEDX forms to report loggings 
please mail early. Such reports take me longer to process and early arrival helps me this end. Now, on to the loggings with the usual reminder that all times are GMT, dates are month/day, and the SIO code is used to report the reception conditions observed. If you are in doubt about an abbreviation, 
see your New Members Packet.

VOICE OF AMERICA RELAY BASES - PART.I 

By Adrian M. Peterson 

The Voice of America has used a total of nearly 50 different relay bases: 
during its history of 34 years which began in 1942. 

The first international broadcast -from OWI-VOA took place just 79 days 
after Pearl Harbor, and the stations used for that historic broadcast were 
áW transmitter bases operated by various commercial companies in the USA. 
The first broadcasts were under the direction of OWI (Office of War 
Information), and were composed of what we would now call VOA and AFRTS 
programs. 

In the earlier days, it was difficult to know whether the temporary US 
radio outlets in North Africa and Europe were actually operated for VOA 
or AFRTS. However, as time went on, and with the Division into clear lines 
of responsibility, the VOA stations became clearly differentiated from 
AFRTS stations. 

VOA is currently operating 12 major bases of its own and using the facili- 
ties of 2 more. Several lesser bases are also currently operated by VOA. 
10 larger VOA bases are now closed, and several smaller outlets are also 
silent. 

'ra.nsmitter callsigns were used in the earlier days, but those were elimi- 
nated in the late 1950's. 

One by one, and continent by continent, lets take a close look at the mas- 
sive electronic outreach of VOA. 

EASTERN USA - SHORTWAVE 

Scituate Massachussetts ' 

VOA Scituate in Massachussetts has a very long and distinguished story. 
This radio relay base traces its historic beginnings to the station which 
first went on the air on October 15, 1927 from New York City. It had an 
output of 500 watts on 9700 kHz. According to the book, "Famous First 
Facts USA," this was the first international broadcasting station to be 
licensed in the States. It was begun by Walter Semmons as a business 
enterprise, whereas other SW outlets in the USA were at first experimental. 

In 1929, this SW station was removed to Boston, where it became known as 
W1XAL. In the mid -1930's this station was transmitting on three different 
frequencies, 15250, 11790 and 6040 kHz. W1XAL was a 20 KW transmitter,' 
and a sister outlet W1XAR, was also rated at 20 KW. 

At the onset of the international emergency in September 1939 W1XAL became 
WSLA and WiXAR became WSLR. However within a few weeks, the callsigns 
were changed again, this time to WRUL and WRUW. These were the two outsets 

taken into service by OWI, on November 1, 1942, when all SW outlets in 

the USA were taken over. 

In May, 1943, two additional 50 KW transmitters were installed at the Scit- 
uate relay base, and these were designated WRUS and WRUA. There was also 
an additional 7KW utility transmitter (later increased to 80 KW) with the 
call WRUX, which was used for morse traffic to the VOA base at Algiers. 
In 1951, all 4 transmitters at Scituate were re -allocated the general 
call WRUL, followed by the numbers 1 - 4, and continued in service with 
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the VOA until the end of 1962. At this time, the twin base at Greenville, 
NC, was commissioned, and Scituate was handed back to its owners, World 
Wide Broadcasting Foundation, who used it for commercial programming. 

Some time later, a fire destroyed the 4 original VOA transmitters, and 4 
new transmitters, 2 at 100 KW and 2 at 50 Kvi were installed at Scituate. 
When the Mormon Church bought the WRUL complex, they changed the callsign 
to WNYW, New York Worldwide. It was at the end of the ïvormon ownership, 
that I visited WNYW, and saw the 2 Gates and 2 Continental transmitters. 

The Mormons sold WNYW to Family Radio Stations, and once again a new 
callsign was allocated to the complex of transmitters at Scituate. On 
October 24, 1974, WNYW became WYFR, Your Family Radio. During 1974, an 
additional 100 KW transmitter was installed at Scituate. 

,Today, Scituate with its 5 SW transmitters is no longer a VCA relay base. 
However, it does have the double distinction of being the oldest SW 
broadcaster in the USA, as well as being the largest private broadcasting 
service on SW in the STATES.

Hull Massachussetts 

Back in 1937 Westinghouse established a 10 KW SW transmitter at Hull 
Massachussetts which was designated as W1XK. This callsign was in line 
with the famous KDKA experimental call on SW, W8X. 

In September 1939 WIXK became WBOS, with the call letters signifying 
Boston. Soon afterwards a 50 KW transmitter was installed and this was 
the outlet taken over for OWI-VOA programming in November 1942. The fre- 
quency generally used was 15210 kHz. 

At the end of 1939 W8XK-WPIT operated by KDKA in Pittsburg Pennsylvania, 
was consolidated at Hull with WBOS. 

WBOS 50 KW' continued in service with VOA until the mid -1950's when it was 
retired, after nearly 20 years of broadcasting. 

Transmitter designations have been simply W1XK WBOS. 

Schenactady 

In the late 1920's General Electric established two SW transmitters at 
Schenactady, in association with the MW outlet WGY. These were designated 
by the experimental calls, W2XAD and W2XAF. 

In the September 1939 shuffle of callsigns, W2XAD 25 Kb, became WGEA, and 
W2XAF 100 KW became WGEU. However, a few weeks later, the call of WGEU 
was changed to WGEO. 

In the 1942 take over of all SW outlets in the USA, WGEA and WGEU both 
joined the VOA network, and the 25 KW additional outlet WGEX was installed 
the following year. 

In the 1951 consolidation of callsigns, all three outlets were designated 
with the WGEO call followed by a number. 

After some 32 years on -air service, (20 years with LdI-VOA) the Schenactady 
SW base was retired when VOA Greenville took to the air in 1962. 

The transmitter designations during these 32 years of broadcasting have 
been:

Wayne. New Jers_v 

This VOA relay base also had historic beginnings in the late 1920's, when 

W2XE, owned by ,IABC was established. This was originally a 10 KW trans- 

mitter located at Wayne, NS, and operated from studios in New York City. 

In the initial September 1939 callsign allocation, W2XE received no new 

designation, but a few weeks later, the call WCBX was given, designating 

its CBS ownership. 

This single transmitter was incorporated into the OWI-VOA network in 1942, 

and in 1943, two 50 KW transmitters. replaced the 10 KW. These two trans- 

mitters were designated as WOUC and WOOW. Later, these callsign were 

changed to WABC 5 and WABC 6, and a few years later again to WDSI 5 and 

WDSI 6. (WABC 1 - 4 ana WDSI 1 - 4 were located at the other CBS relay 

base, Brentwood). 

The old 10 KW WCBX was removed, overhauled and taken to Algiers to form 

part of the VGA transmitter complex in 1943. 

The Wayne SW base expired in 1962 after a total of nearly 40 years on -air 

service, when VOA Greenville was commissioned. 

The callsigns used have been:

Brentwood 

The previously mentioned VOA relay bases which were 
established before 

World War II all began as independent SW stations. However the VOA relay 

base at Brentwood, Long Island was established 
by CBS specifically for 

VOA-OWI programming. 

Brentwood began broadcast service in 1943, under CES contract. The first 

callsi^ns were WCRC 50 LU, WCBX 50 KW (this call was relinquished from 

the Wayne base when the 10 1::1 transmitter was taken to Algiers) and WCDA 

10 KW. Later, another 50 KW WCBN was added, and the call 
of WCRC was 

amended to WABC. 

In the 1951 callsign re -shuffle, all transmitters were designated with 

the call WABC, and then a few years later again they 
were assigned the 

call WDSI. 

These stations left the air in 1962, after 
20 years of service, when VOA 

Greenville was comniissic,häd.

Greenville A and B. North Carolina 

The twin sister radio relay bases known as Greenville A and B'were 

specifically designed and constructed for 
VOA usage. They are located 

23 miles apart, near C1,eenville, NC. Work began on these sites in 1960, 

and the first broadcast was made on December 
7, 1962. 

Each location, Greenville A and Greenville B, contains the following 

transmitters:

The Greenville relay bases feed programs to Europe, Africa, and the 1:iddle 
East, and direct coverage to Latin America. 

No callsigns were ever allocated to Greenville, and these two electronic 
giants replaced the older VOA relay bases at Scituate, Schenactady, ,Jayne, 
and Brentwood 

Bound Brook. New Jersey 

This transmitter site was the location of a complex of broadcasters, which 
began in the late 1920's with the installation of W3XL. This was a 50 55 
outlet, which was later joined by W3XAL of 35 KW. 

In the 1939 issue of regular callsigns, W3XL became 141:BI and .J3XAL 
became WRCA. 

In 1942, for the commencement of OWI programming, the two transmitters 
at Boundbrook were taken over, and by this time they were rated at 50 KW 
each. This location was operated by NBC -RCA, and the several changes in 
callsigns reflected its ownership. An additional .3 transmitters of 50 KW 
were installed in 1943, and these were designated as WNRA, WNRI, and WNRX. 
WNRE at 50 KW was added a few years later. 

In 1951 all calls were changed to WRCA, and again a few years later to 
WBOU, reminiscent of the old WBOS in Hull. 

Bound Brook was retired after more than 40 years service, when VOA Bethany 
was commissioned. 

Callsign changes have been as follows:

This comes to 83¢ a copy --quite a large price. 

Of course, the UK has hit upon hard times, and economics dictates that 
some cutbacks are mandatory in these times of hardship. But, BBC has 
chosen to eliminate forwarding its program schedule to listeners abroad 
(it would be safe to assume that the ten -dollar fee will turn off London 
Calling's circulation in a short period of time) while building and leasing 
more superpower transmitters to further bombard all corners of the earth 
with, its signals. 

It seems that Bush House has not made cutbacks in spending money, rather, 
they have shifted finances from the public relations realm and diverted 
them toward their further escalation of the kilowatt war. I hope that 

programming. will not eventually suffer; but, certainly listeners will po 

longer go out of their way to listen to special or particular programming, 
especially when they are unaware of it. 

This also bears out the value of subscriptions to club bulletins --consider 

that SPEEDX costs only .2 more than London Calling:::
