AUSTRALIA...More on the Keith Glover/MAILBAG story: SPEEDXer Marge Witte
of CA sends a copy of a letter she received from Keith recently. In the
letter, he states that "I quite understand the concern expressed by you
and other shortwave friends concerning MAILBAG and the general direction
of many of our shortwave programs. I can assure you that I'm being kept
very busy in the radio world. I do not think of my job as being an ex-
ecutive one because I consider executives to be right up at the top of
the tree. But I do have an important supervisory job --I'm in charge of
all the announcers in the state of Victoria, which means a control of
announcers in Radio Australia, the ABC home service in three different
networks and for ABC Television. So I don't have very much time and I
try to catch up with mail such as this during my lunch hour and with
the help of the (secretaries) when they have time to do some typing for
me...You made some comments about the substitute program and I think
that some changes may be made in the not -too -distant future(but not of
course a complete reversion to the (former) status quo)."

AUSTRIA...Last month we mentioned the times AUSTRIAN SW PANORAMA can
TeEW0a. SPEEDXer Ralf Munster of GA would like to see the program
scheduled during the transmission to Western North America in the
0430-0500 GMT time slot on 12015 kHz. He sees this as a better slot
for the program than the earlier transmission to the East Coast recep-
tion-wise(despite some possible problems with USSR interference on
channels adjacent to 12015).

IBACK-AND-FILL DEPARTMENTS

I HAV,g BEEN REMISS IN THE LAST FEW MONTHS in not pointing out that the loggings
of R. Robore printed in January and March were probably the commonly -heard harmonic of
Radio Rebelde from Cuba. I am not a Bolivian expert and in the rush neglected to do my

homework on these loggings. Of course, if the reporter has a recording and wishes to
send it to me to validate his/her logging, I will be happy to. A DXer wrote and gave me

this information, for which I thank him. It has taught me to do more research into rare
loggings. I will begin keeping a Bolivian file to keep the errors down.

I WOULD ALSO LIKE TO APOLOGIZE for changing the ID on LV de Mosquitia to LV de
Justicia (Honduras) last month. My information was faulty, and so I shall sit here with

egg on my face for a while. There are a myriad of reports this month on LV de Mosquitia
(which is the name of an area in Honduras).

I HAVE RECENTLY RECONNECTED MY PANADAPTOR. For those of you who are younger than

30 or so, a panadaptor is an instrument somewhat like an oscilloscope which is connected
to the final mixing stage of your receiver. The panadaptor then shows, as peaks on the
oscilloscope trace, any signals within a bandwidth you select (15, 50, 200 kHz, for ex-
ample). This is useful to, for example, monitor a section of band on which you suspect
a transmitter will begin transmitting; I believe that the FCC uses them to monitor for
illegal transmitters. For DXers, it is useful if you know Radio Station "X," a pirate
station, is going to begin transmitting anywhere from 6200-6300 kHz. It also helps a
DXer to visually separate two signals close together and tune each one in more accurate-
ly. "Peachy keen," you say; "Where can I get one?" Well, there's the rub. They aren't

available commercially except for very expensive and sophisticated models which are
mostly used by FM stations as test equipment; they scan their signal to make sure that
the stereo signal is at 19 kHi and the SCA signal is at 67 kHz. Heath once made a kit
panadaptor, but have discontinued it lo these many years. Your best bet would be to
scan the Ham Trader Yellow Sheets or some such other amateur radio -oriented second-hand
equipment listing. Most of these machines were sold to amateur radio operators, and

therefore most of the second-hand ones will come from them. If anyone wants information

on the panadaptor, you may send me a SASE (180, please!!).
AN ITEM FROM "Latin America Weekly Report" comes from Jim Whitehead: "President

Rodrigo Carazo (of Costa Rica. ed.) has given instructions to the minister of public
security to cancel the frequency allocation of the shortwave radio station, R. Noticias
del Continente. The government claims that arms were found when the station was

searched last week (the week before 3/2/81. ch). The station has been the object of a
number of attacks by right-wing paramilitary groups, and was bombed earlier this year.
Last November armed guards repelled an attack by an ex -Nicaraguan National Guard (sic --
probably means 'Nicaraguan ex -National Guardsman.' ch). R. Noticias came onto the air
in May 1979."

MEMORY UNIT: This is the most useful thing about the FRG -7000. You can program 12
frequencies into the memory unit for instant recall. Very easy to use. Just tune to the
frequency you wish to store and push the memory button. Say you store WWV in position fl
and you are tuning around down in LW or MW and you wish to hear the propagation forcast
from WWV, just place the switch in position #1 and.push the memory recall. There you are,
right on WWV.

COMMENTS: Some things that are not too good.
1. The S -meter is very hard to read with the thin white needle and black background.

It should be the other way with a white background and a black needle.
2. ATT (RF Gain) has only about 25% adjustment, not enough.
3. ATT switch on back of set should be an antenna switch. This switch serves no

useful purpose as you have a gain control on the front panel.
4. This is probably the biggest drawback, selectivity. The wide position is way too

wide 012 kHz. There is enough room 012 kHz to listen to stations 10 or 15 kHz
away from the tuned frequency. The medium position is also too wide 06 kHz.
You can listen to stations 5 or 10 kHz away from the tuned frequency. The
narrow position is OK 02.7 kHz, but has a deep skirt selectivity problem 050 db
down you still get adjacent frequency interference from strong stations 5 kHz away.

We now come to the SSB and CW modes and a 2.7 kHz bandwidth which is not adequate at all
for this type of reception. SSB reception would be better with a bandwidth of 1.9 kHz
and a CW @.5 or 1.0 kHz, which would do the job nicely.

I'm trying to figure out why receiver makers spend 100's of hours and 100's of dollars to
design and debug a receiver and spend 35 cents for filters, and they don't give you the
option to select the filter or filters you want for your application. These same receiver
makers build fine Ham transceivers and they should be able to build the same type of
communications receiver. They give you the option to buy a $150 memory unit, why not
give the same buyer the option to buy a $40-50 filter for better selectivity? A receiver
not being useful has probably driven as many people from the dials as anything else.

The FRG -7700 will no doubt be modified by Radio West and Gilfer. It's a good thing the
receiver maker left you this option.

Maybe I should explain what a useful receiver is. A useful receiver is one that has one
or two antenna connections on the back and, after you hookup one antenna you can tune
150 kHz through 30 MHz without changing antennas or antenna connections. You tune in a
Ham band and switch to SSB and then tune in a Ham with a minimum of sideband interference.
You tune in a SW band and switch to All broad (0 kHz) and then tune in a SW station. Find-
ing AM broad too wide, you switch to medium (42iz). Finding this one still a little too
wide, you switch to the optional filter you had installed in the sharp position and find
the 2.5 kHz bandwidth does the job. A useful receiver has good audio vality with most of
the lows cutoff. It also has controls that are easy to operate. An RF gain control
that works over most of its range. AGC fast, slow and off switch. Phone jack on front
panel. Record jack on back panel.

These next items are optional. A tone control. A noise blanker. A fine tune (only
needed if receiver is not stable or main tuning is too fast). A clock/timer (24 hour
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format). Memory unit. As we all know, the extras up the price of the receiver. If we can

get a receiver that listens well then we can probably do without the extras.

You will have to excuse me for getting side tracked off the FRG -7700 but this information
is going to a couple of receiver makers and, I wanted to tell it like it is.

Back to the FRG -7700. After a couple of modifications this can become a very useful

receiver. The filters have to be changed if they are to be useful. That's for Radio

West and Gilfer. Yaesu has the base here for a very nice receiver.

This review is only one users opinion and some will agree, others may not. Have receivers

really progressed that much in the last 25 years? They got rid of the hot tubes, cabinets
are smaller, we can tune to a frequency easier, but one of the most important things is
that we cannot hear better.

With the 250-500 KW SW stations and the 50 KW Ail stations, we need good selectivity more
than ever. We know we are not going to get weaker stations.

NEW EQUIPMENT FOR THE FRG -7700
by Armand Di Filippo

Yaesu Musen Co., Ltd will introduce this month two companion accessories for the FRG -7700

receiver: The FIN -7700 crystal converter series available in four models covering a wide
range of bands including marine, land mobile and aircraft; also, the model FF-5 low-pass
filter designed to prevent cross modulation and intermodulation caused by strong signals
above 500 kflz.

By May 1981 the new FRT-7700 antenna tuner covering a frequency range from 150 kHz
to 30 MHz will be available to the world market. Yaesu promises it will greatly improve
reception by rejecting unwanted signals and reducing the effects of intermodulation
and cross -modulation.

Below you will find a detailed outline of these new products which sould be of great
interest to those club members who now own the FRG -7700 or who will make a purchase in
the future.

FRT-7700 ANTENNA TUNER: The FRT-7700 is an ultra -compact antenna tuner for the FRG -7700

receiver. Designed for operation from 150 kHz to 30 19hz, the FRT-7700 will provide
the proper impedance for the receiver, thus rejecting unwanted signals. A built-in
attenuator, GO dB maxiumum, prevents intermodulation and cross -modulation from occuring
when strong signals are being carried to your receiver. Also, a two -section lowpass

filter aids in the rejection of interference from strong signals above 2 111hz, when
you are listening to bands in the 150 kHz to 500 kHz range.

INSTALLATION PROCEDURE:

1. Connect the gray coaxial cable coming from the rear apron of the FRT-7700 to the SW/BC
terminal on the rear apron of the FRG -7700. Connect the red coaxial cable to the

BC terminal. Both outer cables of the coaxial cable should be connected to terminal
E.

2. Your antenna should be connected to the ANT B terminal for normal operation. This
terminal accepts incoming signals from 150 kHz to 30 MHz. However, the ANT B termin-
al is best utilized when you are interested in receiving weak signals in the range
of 150 kHz to 500 kHz.

The coaxial receptacle (50-239) is connected parallel to the ANT B terminal in the

FRT-7700. If your antenna feeder has a coax jack, it should be connected to the coaxial

receptacle.

OPERATION:

1. Set your FRG -7700 for normal operation on the frequency you desire.

2. Preset the controls and switches as follows:

TUNER -- OFF
ATT -- 0 (dB)
BAND -- Desired band
MATCHING -- 3

3. Tune the FRG -7700 to your desired signal.

4. Push the TUNER switch on, and adjust the TURING control for maximum deflection on the

S -meter.

5. Change the position of the MATCHING selector to the point where the S -meter reaches

maximum deflection.
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6. Repeat the adjustMents in Steps 4 and 5 until a maximum S -meter reading is obtained.
In some cases, the best sensitivity is obtained at either one coverage above or below
the specified coverage of the BAND switch, a trick you might try when you are unable
to obtain sufficient sensitivity.

7. When your receiving station receives interference from strong signals, try reducing
all incoming signals by adjusting the ATT control, till you find a position where
you can receive the signals clearly.

8. When weak signal reception below 2 MHz is desired, push the OUT switch to DXBC, and
the weak signals will be clearly received.

FF-5 LF FILTER

The FF-5 LF Filter can reject signals above 500 kHz, thus preventing cross -modulation
caused by strong broadcasting stations above 500 kHz. The installation of this filter on-
to your FRG -7700 can be done using the mounting bracket supplied.

INSTALLATION PROCEDURE:

When connecting the FF-5 to your FRG -7700, proceed using the following installation
procedure.

1. Remove the two feet mounted on the connector side of the FF-5.

2. Referring to Figure 1, fix the supplied mounting angle to the FF-5 with the screw re-
moved in Step 1.

BC Terminal: This terminal can be used to receive weak signals below 2 11Hz. However,
when receiving local stations, your antenna should be connected to the SW/BC terminal.

SW/BC Terminal: This connector will accept the connection of both antennas to receive
above and below 2 MHz. Normally, an antenna is connected to this terminal.

OPERATION OF THE SWITCH:

SW/BC Position

When you receive signals above 2 MHz, or rather strong signals below 2 MHz, the switch
Should be placed in this position. While set in this position, your antenna should be
connected to the SW/BC terminal.

BC Position:

Set the switch to the BC position when receiving weak signals below 2 MHz. If the
signal is receiving interference from strong stations in the way of strong unwanted
signals, turn the ATT switch on the rear panel of the FRG -7700 to help reduce the
interference.

While the switch is in the BC pisition, your antenna connection should be made to the BC
terminal.
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150 - 500 kHz Position:

When you receive weak signals in the range of 150 - 500 kHz, set the switch to this
position and connect your antenna to the BC terminal. Signals which may cause interference

in this range will be rejected to a sufficient degree.

FRV-7700 VHF CONVERTER

The FRV-7700 is designed for use with the FRG -7700 general coverage 'communications
receiver, which is able to convert three 10 MHz coverages. on the VHF band to 20 Mhz and

30 MHz.

The dynamic range has been improved by a dual -gate MOS FET RF amplifier and mixer. The

AGC circuit in the FRV-7700 is controlled by the AGC voltage from the FRV-7700. Also, a

manual control attenuator will imprOve the reception of strong stations.

TUNING IN MARS
by Ronald A. Weiss

No, I'm not suggesting that DXers tune in on interplanetary transmissions, but rather
the Military Affiliated Radio System (MARS). On a daily basis, licensed radio amateurs
can be heard volunteering their time and radio equipment to relay messages in CII, RTTY,
and SSb to and from military personnel stationed overseas and their families and friends
at home.

The system, originally known as the Military Amateur Radio System, was established on
November 26, 1948, on the authority of the Secretaries of the Army and Air Force. The

primary concept of MARS is to meet the requirements of training for any communication
emergency. There are presently three MARS services, Air Force, Army, and Navy, Call

signs heard will identify the service being monitored. Typically, Navy stations use the

prefix NNNO, Army uses the prefix AAR, and Air Force, AFA.

Messages fall into one of four catagories, Flash (most urgent), immediate, Priority, and
Routing. With Navy MARS, messages originating overseas from such places as Japan,
Philippines, Guam, Okinawa, Diego Garcia (Indian Ocean), Antarctica, and Iceland are
transmitted to major relay stations such as NAV on the east coast, and NOE on the west

coast. From these stations, traffic is passed through District and Area Nets to State

traffic nets. Messages are then sent to individual MARS stations within the state
closest to the final destination. The receiving station then telephones the message to

the recipient. Outbound messages follow the same route but in reverse. Most messages

reach their destination within 24 to 48 hours of their time of origin.

Specialty nets can also be heard for such activities as training new MARS members,
simulated emergency exercises, handling phone patches from ships at sea, and for service

to remote outposts such as Antarctica.

Tune into MARS. Perhaps you can locat a MARS member near you who can help you learn more
about the system, and maybe even send a message for you to a friend in the military

service. Perhpas you will be fortunate enough to hear =ICE, an appropriate call sign
for McMurdo Station in Antarctica. Busy frequencies include 4.0 to 4.5 IIIz, 7.3 to 7.5 MHz,

and 14.35 to 14.5 !Hz. Other frequencies further removed from the amateur bands can also

be located.

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DX -302: USERS COMMENTS
by John P.P. Cereghin

I have already written a short article (SPEEDX 2/81) that described the DX -302 in general.
Since Christmas, I have been giving my DX -302 from Radio Shack a rugged and merciless
try -out. After 'almost two full months of use, I must say that I'm very satisfied with my
new rig.

For all you technical brains out there, here are the specs on the DX -302. Included are the
specs for the DX -300, its daddy, for comparision.

As you can see, there isn't a whole lot of difference between the two.

For my DXing, I have my radio hooked up to a pair of longwires, 50 and 60 feet long, one
running north/south, the other running east/west. Also hooked up to this is my old and
trusty DX -160. Ever since I got the DX -302, I've just about ignored my DX -160, but I
know better now, because the DX -302 does have a few shortcomings.

I like to snoop around 90 meters a lot, but I have a hard time on the DX -302 because of an
image problem. Everyone knows time station CHU on 3330 kHz. Well, I can pick up the
strong signals of CHU not only on 3330 kHz, but on 3370, 3350, 3300, 3275 kHz, etc.
Radio Canada may show up on 3370 kHz from time to time. These signals can interfere, if
not block out stations you want to hear. To use the attenuator, you need a coax cable, if
you want to get rid of those signals.

Longwave reception is very disappointing indeed. To DX longwave, I must use my DX -160,
which performs well on longwave. On longwave, the DX -302 reaches down to 10 kHz, but you
can tune to 0 kHz. However, the radio becomes inoperative then. Besides, what's on
below 10 kHz? There is a longwave weather station in Washington DC, about 95 miles away
from my northeastern Maryland Call, which can be heard every now and then on my DX-1GO,
but I have yet to pick it up on my DX -302. On the DX -160, I've logged about 35-40 longwave
beacons, and weather stations from as far away as Boston, 600 miles to the northeast.
But on the DX -302, I'd be lucky if I could log 4 or 5 beacons in a week! It's that bad.
If you need a good longwave radio, forget the DX -302.

Do you want a good MW, shortwave, or utility radio? Then by all means, buy the DX -302!
On mediumwave, this set is outstanding. I've been able to add such hard -to -hear countries
to my log as Radio Paradise, St. Mitts on 825 kHz, Radio Cayman, Cayman Islands on 1555
kHz, as well as Cuba, Mexico, and Honduras, WWI in New Orleans has been logged here in
Charlestown, and even WOAI, San ,:ntonio, Te=z, has been heard, but with difficulty.
There is a station in Washington that can be heard in broad daylight, with 5 kw. Oh,
if I only had a loop antenna. . .

Shortwave performance is pleasing. Except for an occasional image, it's hard to beat,
especially with a sensitivity of .5uV. Several African countries (Mali, Chad, Rambla,
Gabon's Africa 1) have been logged with average signals. A few 90 meter stations are
heard, if you can dodge all those images. DXin: on the International bands is easy
indeed. The set rarely overloads, and selectivity is good most of the time. However,
sometimes, a strong station can splatter 5 or so kilohertz from its frequency. Even when
set in the "narrow" slot, it still happens, but it only happens with very strong signals,
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and not all that often. Sometimes, I'll be listening to WYFR on 15215 kHz in the afternoon,
and bingo! WYFR is all over 19 meters. But anyone will tell you that WYFR is earning a
reputation for overloading and over -modulation. For us tropical band DXers, the DX -302
will put a smile on your face. It did mine when I heard my first station from Peru,
as well as RSWA in Nambia.

Sideband reception is stable and good. So good, I was able to hear two 'llama" on USE from

Scotland on 15 meters one day, as well as a .Ham. in Alaska on USE on 20 meters. For ute
DXers, the DX -302 can hold a signal on sideband after the set warms up and settles down.

For any interested, the operatoris manual is well written for the greenest DXerp to the
oldest pro. It covers subjects like propagation, QSLing, band conditions, and all sorts
of operating notes.

So, for $399.95, the DX -302 is certainly one of the best buys around. While not a NRD-515,
or a R-7, it can give any set something to worry about in active competition. I'm very
happy with mine, and I'll keep it for a while.
