COMPUTERS AND DXing REVISITED

Bill Flynn-CA had some comments last month about the usefulness of
computers in the DXing hobby. This month, Mike Hardester-PA responds:

Having little time to DX or even casually listen, I haven’t attempted to evaluate
my [Commodore 64's] usefulness in the hobby, though 1 have utilized the computer
in typing letters, reports, calculating great circle distances and the like. In those
instances, the C-64 has proven to be worth 1ts “weight in gold” with respect to
time saved.. not to mention a small fortune saved by not having to buy
“correction fluid”, hi!

1 recently purchased a FILEPRO 64 program, primarily for use at work,
however, 1 can readily see an application in filing DX records/information for
use/recall in a variety of ways. However, such applications will have to wait until
“later”.

The cost of a (quality) modem and utilizing a bulletin board, 1 feel, is not
economically practical for the average hobbyist. Mind you, while 1 am not rich, 1
can afford both a modem and phone time ... however, such 1s simply too expensive
to justify spending the $$£$$ on!

My biggest complaint is the lack of QUALITY programs, generic to our hobby,
being available. From mentions in FRENDX, 1 purchased hobby-related programs
from both Bill Cole and the ANARC Computer Committee. Shall we say, there were
a “few bugs” not worked out in the disks/programs received?

Soooo, while a computer may assist the hobbyist in a great many ways, the
cost {for hobby use alone), lack of quality hobby-related programs, and inherent RF]
[radioc frequency interference] make a computer nice to have, but certamly NOT a
standard item in the shack...at this time.

KNOM - RADIO IN THE GREAT WHITE NORTH

NOME, Alaska — Father Jim Poole was in Fat Freddie’s cafe, poking at his salad
without enthusiasm. He'd have much rather ordered his favorite lunch — a burger
and fries — but a diet is a diet, he said, and he learned long ago that discipline is
an important element of survival and contentment in Nome.

The conversation turned from food to the award-winning non-profit radio station
Poole operates with a dozen young volunteers from the “Lower 48.” The 10,000-
watt AM station, KNOM, is a prime source of news and entertainment for the
30,000 people isolated in northwest Alaska, and area the size of California.

Nome isn't much to look at, with Just one paved street and 3,700 hardy souls
huddled on the treeless tundra along the Bering Sea, 165 miles from Siberia, Three
roads lead out of town, and all end within 90 miles. The town's population has a
33% turnover every three years, and it’s said that Nome’s eight bars do
considerably better business than its 13 churches. The last supply ship from Seattle
arrives in October, and by January the Bering Sea is frozen five feet thick.

“When [ first flew in, | couldn’t believe I could make it here for a year,” said
KNOM newsman Mike Jackoboice, 28, a Marquette University journalism graduate
who gets a monthly $60 stipend from the station. “But the place is addicting. Drive
five miles and you’re in the domain of grizzlies and some of the best sports fishing

in the world. To me, that's ideal — you've got the opportunity for stimulating
work in an unlikely environment. What can [ say, except that I've been here three
years now.”

KNOM, owned by the Catholic bishop of Northern Alaska, began its broadcasts
under Poole’s direction in 1971, an event that brought congratulatory messages
from President Richard M. Nixon, Bing Crosby and Bob Hope. Although there are
numerous inspirational spots, its daily 18-hour format more closely resembles that
of a commercial station {without advertisements) than that of a religious station. It
covers local news aggressively, has on-the-hour newscasts from the Associated
Press, and plays the Top 40 hits.

The station’s audience is predominantly Eskimos and Athabascan Indians, most
of whom live in isolated villages that first got television eight years ago. For them,
the folksy public service messages on KNOM provide a critical link to the outside
world: The station announces the departure of every “bush” flight in Nome,
Informs fishermen at sea when their wives give birth or there is a death in the
family, and gives local weather reports that are a matter of life and death in this
part of the world.

Claire Richardson, 28, who quit her job at WDBJ-TV in Roancke, Virginia, to join
KENOM as a volunteer, said “People here deserve professional news quality just as
much as they do in Roanoke or Los Angeles. An experience like this, Yyou can’t walk
away from and not be a changed person ”

COLOMBI A VERSUS THE RADIO WITCHES

BOGOTA, Colombia — The government, fighting an uphill battle against armies of
guerrillas and drug-traffickers, is taking on another formidable enemy — sercerers.

In recent weeks, the government has shut down nearly a dozen radie pregrams
conducted by sercerers -and witches, and has fined the radio stations that carry
them.

The programs, generally broadcast from midnight to 7 am,, have mushroomed
during the last three years, capitivating growing audiences throughout Colombia.

“lt’s a serious problem,” Communications Minister Fernando Cepeda said in an
interview. “These sorcerers are telling people in their radio programs to prepare
the most incredible concoctions.

“We've even heard of cases of children dying after their parents made them
drink these preparations.” . :

The crackdown takes place in a country that prides itself on having on of the
best records on freedom of the press in the hemisphere. Colombian newspapers and
thagazines often carry uncensored interviews with leftist guerrilla leaders, drug
bareons and politicians who make wild allegations against the government.

Sorcerers are a different story, officials say. For one thing, a law specifically
prohibits radio stations from broadcasting ads for “professionals without the proper
diplomas, spiritualists, sorcerers, witches and seers.”

Although the law dates to 1975, it had never been fully enforced. The
government acted earlier this year after press reports exposing how radio sorcerers
were bilking people of millions of dollar. Many radio stations are appealing the
government measures, however, and their sorcerers remain on the air.

German Salgado and Leonel Liscano, two Radio Santa Fe reporters who publicly
asked the government to crack down on the sorcerers’ programs, say they have
received several death threats. Last month they formally requested police
protection.

Typically, the radio sorcerers read letters presumably written by worried
listeners and -offer solutions to their problems. Often, the sorcerers say cases are so
complicated that the letter writers must go to their offices for individual
consultations.

These consultations, critics say, cost $40 to $200 — a small fortune in a country
where most people make less than $150 a month.

The first radic magazine was “Modern Electronics”, published in April 1908 by
Hugo Gernsback in New York City. The first issue contained 36 pages. Subscription
was $1.00 per year.

The first radio distress signal was the “CQD” signal, which was established
January 7, 1904 by General Order No. 57 of the Marconi Cornpany to become
effective February 1, 1904. The “Cq” really meant “stop sending and iisten,” while
the “D” was later interpreted as “danger.” The popular interpretation of the call
was “Come Quick Danger.” The “S0S” distress signal was adopted November 22,
1906 at the International Telegraphic Convention in Berlin, Germany. It superceded
the “CQD” call in July 1908

Hardbound, $65.00.

Each of the 48 chapters is written by an expert on a certain language or
language family. There is much information on the historical background and social

factors related to each language.

THE LANGUAGES OF THE SOVIET UNION, by Bernard Comrie. Published by
Cambridge University Press, 510 North Avenue, New Rochelle, NY 10801. 317 pages.
Paperback, $25.00.

Highly recommended for “gung-ho” USSR DXers. About one-half of the narrative
concerns internal structures, the balance being replete with very interesting
historical and social material. Appendices about ethnic and linguistic composition of
the USSR, ethnic administrative districts, and 90 languages and dialects.

THE LANGUAGES OF AUSTRALIA, by RM.W. Dixon, Professor of Linguistics,
Australian National University. Published by Cambridge University Press
Paperback, §22.50.

This is the first-ever full study of the more than 200 Aboriginal languages of
Australia, their genetic relationships, probable origins and historical developments,
and their grammatical behaviors. This pioneering work contains many exciting
insights into the history of Australia.

THE NEW INTERNATIONAL ATLAS, published by Rand McNally, Inc., Chicago,
Nlinois. Hardbound, $150.00.

At least 35 staff consultants, specialists and writers were involved in the
preparation of this atlas. About twelve sections are written in five languages,
English, German, Spanish, French and Portuguese, while the balance is written
mainly in English. Pages are 11" % 14" in size. There is a comprehensive index giving
geographical coordinates for over 168,000 places. | have never encountered an atlas
of such great diversity and overwhelming detail.

REAGAN SPEAKS TO CONTRAS VIA “RADIO LIBERACION"

President Reagan told Nicaraguan rebels in a broadcast that the United States
will continue to support them “until the people of Nicaragua are guaranteed basic
liberties. .

“The journey’s end is ‘Nicaragua Libre’ (Free Nicaragua),” the president said in
an unprecendented broadcast over the rebels’ “Radio Liberacion.”

Radio Liberacion, which broadcasts news and music from 6 p.m. to 6 am. daily,
frequently is jammed. It’s point of origin is unknown.

Shortly after 6 p.m., the station’s “Liberator News” announced that “today and
for the first time, the president of the United States, Ronald Reagan, will address
the heroic people of Nicaragua via Radio Liberacion.... We invite you to hear this
special message from Reagan to the suffering Nicaraguan people.” Within seconds,

the broadcast was jammed.

October. This column will be on your desk and, I hope, prove ugeful in suggesiing
where to tune, and perhaps, helping to identify what you do hear. Octobver is the
month that Brasil goes to summer time, but in the greater part of the country, the
equatorial north, local sunrise changes minutes or not at all during their summer.
It means only that the stations sign on an hour earlier, an extra hour of darkness
and good propagation for the tropical bands. In North America, sunrise becomes
later and later until Chrisimas widening the DX window, opening it to the east
coast. Peru, too, usually goes to daylight time, and in their eguatorial zone,
the hours of good propagation increase.

DX will, for many, swing toward the early morning broadcasts, the DJ's talking on
and on in Spanish and Portugese, the moody Brasilian ballads, the rural sound
effects, and music that seems better suited for late night dancing. Many of the
DJ's rafer to, and some iry to describe, the unique aspects of dawn in the iropios.
First, there's the light, none of the harshness of day, nor the deep nothingness
of night, but the world crystal clear and in the tones of a well-discliplined
watercolor. At times there's a star, a planet still hanging in the daytime sky,
remembering night. Night insect noises vanish and human sound appear, and the- -
animals, dogs, roosters, burros. 1 often wonder if they're recorded, or i%'s
just a window open. The air has its own sensation, neither the warm pressure of
day, nor the cool rejection of night, but something that makes you suddenly feel
alive. The women walk along a path carrying water or a basket of fruit on their
head . There's something in that ballanced, dignified gait that can't be caught
in paint, sculpture, or by the camera. From beneath the thatched roofs, comes
the olean smell of a hardwood fire, and of coffee, and the sound of children
quietly accepting the day, and the gift of life. On the river, if there's a
river, canoes move, not by the noisey sound of their outboard motors, but poled
quietly in respect to the dawn. It could be anywhere, anywhere in the tropics.
And there's radio, not loud but quietly everywhere, the personal announcements,
the music that sets the mood, and DJ's greeting old friends and compadries, radio
that each morning establishes each village as part of the world.

Phere are two new publications that I think are important, almost essencial, .to
those DXing Latin America. I have not, as yet, roceived copies of either, but
I have much-used copies of their previous editions to attest their usefulness.

L A _DXing, No. 4, a 293 page booklet published by Radio Nuevo Mundo
in Japan. Besides a complete LA station list, it features many
s/on ID's and 50 station profiles. Much of the data was collected
during visits to the stations. It's ‘a bit expensive, but even with
my limited budget, I automatically order each new edition. Order
directly from:

Ralph also says that the station's MW outlet on 1053 was audible at
his QTH but probably not in Seoul. During his Korean visit in late 85, the MW station was
jammed in Seoul but audible in Pusan, suggesting a low power jammer in the area of the
capital. g
